French Artillery Pounds Ger-
man Trenches North of the
Aisne—British Win Craters
and Listening Posts,

“Vexatiously inqulsltm"ial." “unwar-
ranted interference,” and “impress up-
on Sir Edward Grey the necessity for
prompt action in this matter,” are
among the terms employed in the pro-
test of the American government to
Great Britain against Great Britain's
interference with neutral mails, the
text of which has been made public by
Washington. The tenative reply of
{ Great Britain promises, “before long,”
to state the result of a consultation
that is going on between Great Bri-
tain and her Allles with respect to
the policy to be pursued.

Denunciation of the exportation of
aims and ammunition to the bellig-
erents in the world war has been volc-
ed in the United States senate by a
dozen senators—Democrats and Re-
publicans. The debate which followed
upon the presentation to the senate of
a huge petition of the organization of
American women for strict neutrality
calling for the enactment of embargo
legislation, seemed to presage that a
vote may be forced upon the embargo
resolution now pending before the
Foreign Relations Committee,

Walter Runciman, president of the
Board of Trade, in the British cabinet,
has informed parliament that in order
to rena\e the pressure on shipping
and meke room in vessels for addi-
tional imports of foodstuffs, fuel, muni-
tions and other essentials, restrictions
against importation of certain goods
will be put into effect by the}overn-
ment,

Congiderable fighting has been tak-
ing place along the entire front. Ber-
lin asserts that between 500 and 600
yards of French trenches werq storm-
ed by the Germans in the vicinity of
Neuville, and that French counter-at-
tacks were without result.

In this region, the French assert, the
Germans were driven from mine-crat-
ers they had occupied and were re-
pulsed in trying to re-capture them,
while the British report the progres-
sive occupation by their men of mine-
craters and Germnn listening posts
in the Neuville reglon

Paris announces also that German
trenches in Belgium, and to the north
of the Aisne, have been badly hammer-
ed by the French guns, and that the
Germans suffered serious losses in a
fight for a mine-crater in the Argonne
Forest.

While considerable fighting has
been golng on along the Rusian front
at various places, from the region of
Riga down into Kast Galicia, no im-
portant results have been attained by
either side. The same is true as to the
Austro-Italian front, the Caucasus re-
gion and the Balkans,

The British report that the Turks
have evacuated their trenches on the
land side of the Kut-El-Amara defen-
ges to about a mile from the entrench-
ments occupied by the besieged Bri-
.tish forces. The report says there is
no change in the situation of the Bri-
tish force marching up the Tigris river
to the relief of Kut-El-Amara.

Forest City, Burned at San
Uuan, Never Made a Voy-
age Without Disaster.

San Juan, P, R, Jan. 26.—The burn-
ing of the four-masted American Sch
Forest City in San Juan harbor a few
nights ago marked the close of the
career of a vessel long kmown along
the Atlantic coast as a ‘hoodoo ehip.”

The Forest City came in here in dis-
tress from 'Colabar, on the west coast
of Africa, with a cargo of palm oil for
New York. At 10 p. m., soon after she
was tied up at a bulkhead, smoke was
seen issuing from her forwand hatch.
The San Juan fire department hurried
to the pier, and the coast guard cutter
Jtasca and steamer John E. Berwind
pumped water into the flames in the
schooner’s hold.

The burning oil, however, spread
rapidly, and after a threehour fight
the Rerwind and Itasca towed the
blazing hulk out into the harbor near
the interned German ships, where a
huge torch, she lighted the heavens,
while 20,000 people on shore watched
the spectacle.

An animated pmmmm/ e of song by
men from the warships who recently
arrived in the ¢ity from the West In-
dies, several stirring waddresses by
men-of-warsmen, Rev. F. H. Went-
mm.h pastor of the Waterloo street

hurch and S nt Hoare
of the 69th Battalion, combined to
make last night's recruiting rally in
the Germain street qiarters one of the
most lively ever held in the city.
There was a large attendance, includ-
ing many sailor boys and men fin
idhalkd,

H. G. Marr was in charge of the
programme and took occasion to urge
the available men present to enlist.
Leading Seaman Dobson acquitted
himself nobly as accompanist on the
plano. There were also several ex-
cellent  songs by Dr. Leonand and
Robert Carson, as 'well as several
gramaphone selections, In fact there
was something doing all the time,

Rev. Mr. Wetmore spoke of the self-
sacrifice necessary in this war and
which so many had already made. He
referred to the fact that members of
churches had enlisted, probably two-
thinds of the men in the ranks having
their names on the honor rolls of the
various religious bodies. He apoke of
those #dling their time about the city
who should be in khaki, The war, he
said, was one Of righteousness, and he
would prefer death to unrighteousness,
“We deserve to be slaves to Germany,”
he added, “and will if 'we lose, if we
do not exert ourseives.”

Private Boswick of the 11Gth said
that the men who are fit and do not
go to the front will have to take a
back seat at home when the war is
over, for those who are enlisting will
be honored far more than those who
remain at home,

Petty Officer Ellis of the Royal
Navy, who participated in the sinking
of the German warships in South Am-
erican watens, and at Juan Fernandez,
sang a song describing the defeat of
the enemy vessels which elicited a
storm of applause. There were also
songs by Able Seaman Sullivan and
others.

Seaman Marden described the land-
ing of home and colonial troops at the
Dardanelles, the fighting and the sink-
ing of two British and one French war-
ship. Of one landing detachment of
14,000, only 4,300 escaped. He told of
the bravery of a boy of 17 in the Royal
Irf8h Rifles, 'who lost a leg and an
arm. Another boy of the same age
was being assisted to the rear after
he had been shot, but when he heard
a call for reinforcements he broke
away and joined those rushing to the
ald of the men repelling an attack.,
The 27th brigade, he said, wag annihi-
lated and the nation needs men to fill
their places. “You must help us,” he
declared. “It is not all honey at the
front, but it is not so bad as you think
it is. We want men to bring this war
to ‘a close. >

Petty Officer Hall, who has been all
over the world, said that he had no-
ticed many young, huskey men in St.
John who should be in khaki. “We
never had enough reinforcements at
the Dardamelles,’” he said. “If we had
the outcome would have béen vastly
different.” He said the men who had
lost their dives when the warships
had been blown up died the most glor
jous deathe that men can die. He told
of the activity and heroism of the wo-
men of England, dramatically exclaim-
ing that surely the mothers and ‘the
gisters were worth fighting for, Girls
in the Old ‘Country, he eaid, do mot
walk with men who refuse to enlist.

Able Seaman Cox, who was in the
bombardment of the Belgian coast,
ungéd the fit men present to join the
army.

Sergeant Hoare of the 69th closed
the meeting with a powerful plea to
young men to enlist. He sald he had
gerved in the navy 20 years and al-
though he was mow 53 years old he
was going over to fight. He has two
sons in the ranks.

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REGAUITING
GOMMITTEE
IN SE33I00

The Citizens Recruiting Committee
devoted much of its time yesterday to
o discussion of recruiting methods in
general. The necessity for registra-
tion of available men was one of the
subjects comsidered, but no definite
action was taken. The perfection of
the system by which recruiting ser
geants are campaigning for new men
was discussed and steps will be taken
to make the plan as thorough -and
efficacious as possible.

A pumber of men were brought in
by the men of the recruiting detach-
ment of the 115th Batalion yesterday.
The men Had been picked up in the
streets. The total number they have
actually brought in is about 30. Un-
fortunately, as is usually the case with
new men in new posts, there nas been
a certain amount of duplication.

Indeed the canvass is proving the
suspicion that many seen about the
city as likely recruits have for vari-
ous reasons been rejected any time
since last May, when tife 55th Battal
ion was being recruited under Lieut.-
Col. J. R. Kirkpatrick.

The experience of the past twelve
months in recruiting methods in the
province has shown that there ane
some who are ready enough to go into
Luniform and draw the pay and sepa-
ration altlowance with the certainty
that they will not be asked to go over-
seas.

As an explanation of the curious
prevalence of bad eyes that have been
reported in recruiting there is reason
to believe that it is occasionally noth-
ing but another form of “cold feet.”
One man who seemed physically fit,
but who was rejected for eyes less
than three' Q4y® ago, was offeréed a
lighter post as officer's servant. He
made a great fuss of accepting. But
on re-examination by the medical man
who knew that the severest test was
not required for the post, the appli-
cant's eyes seemed far worse than the
day before and, it is said, that letters
that he could read at ten feet on the
first occasion were mothing but inky
darkness to him at eight feet at the
second examination. One man who
stood by advised the candidate to get
out quickly before e got stone blind!

But it must not be thought that this
blacker side of & big undertaking is
the only one. The vast majority of the
would-be recruits are genuinely fine
young fellows who, whether taken on
or not, are offering in good faith. That
the men accepted for the 115th are of
the right type of soldier, strong and
fearless, alert and keen to do the
work they enlist for, is obvious to
anyone who regards them on the
march. When this passing phase of
recruiting is over—it has been known
in other places—the 115th will unques-
tionably fill up with men like those
who have been accepted, and one
could not say more for any battalion
of infantry anywhere under the sun.

Dear Brother:
Many. thanks for your letter dated
July 4 which I received December 23.
F got my little bit of “Turkish De-
light” on July 4 when an 1l-inch shell
from the German-Turkish cruiser Goe-
ben whizzed by me within a yard of
my face and exploded about fifteen
yards from me, damaging both my
ears and causing concussion. I was
in the hospital at Malta for five weeks
I;el’ore coming home and have been
here since August 26. I have had four
operations and may yet have to have
another. But I count myself lucky
to get away from the Dardanelles
alive,
I can tell you I have seen the worst
fighting in the world’s history and I am
really surprised at your asking “What
are the English doing?” That is where
you *Americans make a big mistake
and fail to graps the magnitude of our
task.
Do you know that when war broke
out it came to us like a thunderbolt
and we were quite unprepared for it?
We transported the majority of our
Jmall army from-our colonies, eending
\gerritoridls to replace them, and sent
hat troops we had at home to France
and got them there without a single
casualty,

Dear Brother:

Many . thanks for your letter dated
July 4 which I received December 23.
F got my little bit of “Turkish De-
light” on July 4 when an 1l-inch shell
from the German-Turkish cruiser Goe-
ben whizzed by me within a yard of
my face and exploded about fifteen
yards from me, damaging both my
ears and causing concussion. I was
in the hospital at Malta for five weeks
before coming home and have been
here since August 26. I have had four
operations and may yet have to have
another. But I count myself lucky
to get away from the Dardanelles
alive,

I can tell you I have seen the worst
fighting in the world’s history and I am
really surprised at your asking “What
are the English doing?” That is where
you *Americans make a big mistake
and fail to graps the magnitude of our
task.

Do you know that when war broke
out it came to us like a thunderbolt
and we were quite unprepared for it?
We transported the majority of our
Jmall army from.our colonies, sending
\Rerritoridls to replace them, and sent

hat troops we had at home to France
and got them there without a single
casualty,

Besides, we have trained an army
of 4,000,000 volunteers in
months. We have made a big drive
at Loos, which is the strongest part of
the Huns' lines. Talk of inactivity,
come to England and see what a vast
military camp it is. Watch the British;
now we have our men trained and have
started to send them across.

You talk about Americans losing
faith in us, I' may tell you we have
lost faith in them after the mumber
of American citizens the Huns have
murdered and not a hand raised to
avenge them. I suppose if they sunk
the St. Louis and the St. Paul, Presi-

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As a result of a meeting of horse-
men and track managers from differ-
ent pnris of the province held in the
Dufferin Hotel yesterday, the lovers
of harness racing in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia may expect to wit-
ness some great racing this coming
season. All the delegates attending
the meeting were enthusiastic over
the affair and it was unanimously de-
cided to form a circuit,

The meeting was called to order
with H. J. Fleming, St. John, in the
chair, and W. E. Farrell, 6f Frederic-
ton, was chosen secretary, The repre-
sentatives present were: P. A. Belli-
veau, Moncton; H. Cormier, Campbell-
ton; Hugh Q'Neill, Fredericton; Wil-
liam Sheron, Fredericton; T. V, Mono
han, Fredericton; H, J.'Fleming, Bd-
ward McDonald, A. 8. Connor, Thomas
J. Dean, Jobn Glynn and John O'Neill
of St. John,

Fredericton went on record, as be
ing representéd by Messrs. O'Neill,
Farrell and Sheron, to give a mid-sum-
mer and fall meet. They also had
been authorized by Halifax to state
that Halifax would give a mid-sum-
mer and fall meet, Campbellton will
give a mid-summer meet. St. John
will have a mid-summer and fall meet,
Moncton will lhave a mid-summer
meet.

While in. conversation with The
Standard over the prospects for the
coming season, Hughj O'Neill, of Fred-
ericton, one of the most promdnent
horsemen in. the Eastern Provinces,
said there was every indication of
the best racing that has been seen in
the East for many years. There are
a hundired or more excellent horses in
the Maritime Provipices eligible to
start, and in addition to these a num-
ber of the leading stables in the Unit-
ed States have promised to come east
and participate in the events,

During the last year about twenty-
five American horses have been im-
ported to the provinces. They  are
green horses, with records, and of a
high class. With the provincial horses
and those which will comé from over
the border every class should be well
filled, and as good purses will be hung
out for each class the competition
should prove very keen, and it is an-
ticipated that some track records will
undoubtedly be smashed.

With dates, purses and classes all
arranged well‘ahead, the lovers of good
horse racing will take a greater inter-
est in the track ‘meets. It is felt
that the people of the+provinées want
good racing, and when they learn that
an excellent field of horses has enter-
ed for the different events, the atten-
dance at the meets should be large.

“One thing in racing,” said Mr.
O’Neill, “that I have heen longing to
see, and which I hope will be started
this coming season, a futurity for
Maritime two-year-old colts. The first
year may not get a large entry list,
but as the years go on horsemeén will
take an interest in breeding racing
stock, and races of this class would
prove a winning card as they always
do at the meetings in larger cities.

“The idea 1s to have these races
for colts bred in the Maritime Provin-
ces, but should such races be open to
colts, bred outside the provinces, and
a person should purchase colts at the
large sales in the United States, where
there are many colts to pick from, it
would discourage Maritime breeders,
who would not have the chance to
compete against larger fields. Keep
the two-year-old colt races for those

bred in the Maritime Provinces and |

these évents would certainly prove
most successful.”

Plans for the installation of Rev.
Dr. T. S. Boyle, dean of Trinity Col-
lege, Toronto, as president of King's
College, Windsor, were considered at
@ meeting of the Board of Governofs
of the latter institution held in the
Church of England Institute rooms
here yesterday. Rev. Dr. Boyle will
be installed with elabomate ceremonies
during the first week in April.. Pre-
Jminary steps were also taken for the
lounching of a forward movement in
behalf of King's, the panticulars of
which will be announced later. Presi-
dent-elect Boyle pledged his hearty
support to the movement,

The session was presided over by
Most Rev. Dr, Clare L. Worrell, Arch-~
bishop of Nova Scotia.

The Archbishop invited Rev, Dr,
Boyle to make an address. He said he
would throw his whole heant into the
work of maintaining and developing
the institution. Rev. Dr, Boyle's ad-
dress made a very favorable impres-
sion on the board. He left for Wind-
sor lost night to inspect the college.

The reports showed that the institu-
tion was in a satisfactory state finan-
cially. The college, like aill others,
has felt the effects of the war, many
of the students having enlisted. The
enroliment, however, about 43 students
is wery satisfactory. The governors
discussed plans for the encoenia in
May,

Those present, besides the Arch-
bishop and Dr. Boyle, were: Bishop
Richardson, Judge Forbes of Liver-
pool, N. 8.; Dr. M, A, B, Smith, A. B.
Wiswell, R. V. Harris (treasuver), of
Halifax; Rev. A. W, Teed, of Wind-
gor; Judge R. W. Hewson, of Monc-
ton; C, Lionel Hanington of Dorches-
ter, Rev. G. F. Scovil Rev. J, H. A.

Digby; B. D. Bent of Amherst, Rev.

In the foremoon the executive met
and decided to recommend the pro-
posal for raising additional funds for
the college by means of a short term
campaign.

A Canadian by birth he
brings to his work broad Canadian
jideale. Hig education at Trinity Col-
lege (B.A. 1898 and M.A. 1901) and at
Montreal Diocesan College was mark.
ed by high standing and brilliant
scholarship. He has the degree of B.
D. and D.D. by examination. After
gerving in several parishes in Quebec
and Ontario (fncluding Christ Church
Cathedral, Montreal) he was appointed
Professor in Chunch History and Lit-
urgies at Trinity College, Toronto, in
1910, later receiving the appointment
of Dean of Divinity. An eloquent,
graceful and forceful speaker, a care-
ful, painstaking administrator, a wide
ly read and weil informed education-
ist with excellent scholastic qualifica-
tions, a magnetic personality, possess-
ed of strong moral force, Rev. Dr.
Boyle will andoubtedly represent
King’s both ably and su Hy as
president and stand high with #ts con-
stitwency and its student body.

Canadian Immigration Inspector
William Smith has a very interesting
souvenir in his office in the new post
office building at Milltown, N. B, in
the shape of a map of all the towns
from Amherst, N. 8, clear up
along the coast to ais. It is re-
markably well drawn and the work
was done on the writing paper that is
furnished to the war prisoners at the
detention camp at Amherst, from
which the twelve German reservists
tunnelled their way to freedom last
week, The map was taken from Peter
Schultz, one of the escaping Germans,
captured at Milltown. The map had
the coast line drawn in red ink and
Vanceboro on the border had an- ar
row, which indicated that they were
to keep shy of that town because the
soldiers were on guard there at the
bridge that Werner Horn tried to
dynamite. Towns close to the border
were marked wjth a large cipher and
fnland towns llke Princeton with a
small cipher. The map was drawn by
Schultz, who is a marine engineer. At
the beginning of the war he was
taken prisoner off a German auxiliary
cruiser.

Bishop Richardson.

Bishop Richardson, who gave the
address of the evening had as his sub-
ject, The Relationship that Should
Exist Between the Boy and his Fath-
er. He sald he found it a very diffi-
oult subject to talk on. It would be
easy to talk to either class alone, but
when the both were together it made
it hard. He said both had certain
things in common, they had the same
physical life, and both were trustees
of that life, the fathers in the past,
the boys in the future. There were
certain things that tended to weaken
that life, and boys should be careful
to abstain from those sins, that their
gons might have a strong physical
life. They had the same name, and
the best legacy any man could leave
to ple son was & good name, and he
should bring up the boy in such a
way that he would appreciate the
legacy. They had &' common home,
and he was sorry that home did not
mean as much today as it used to.
With a great many people today it
was only a place to"eat and sleep in.
He believed that things would be bet-
ter all round if there was more home
life. A boy has a right to expect
certain things, from his father; first,
a good example, and the first and best
was for the father to be w Christian
man. He had a right to a reasonable
amount of the father's time. Too
many fail to make chums of their
boys when young gnd thus lose them,
as far as doing them any good is con-
cerned.

They had a right to expect sympa-
thy, discipline and strictness. The
Japanese had the reputation of being
good parents, and one of their prov
erbs was “A good parent is always
strict.” Plato sald, “The greateat
punishmient of sin is the escape from
sin’s punishment.” ‘They had a right
to expect perfect frankness in regard
to the puzling mysteries of physical
life. v

The parent had a right to expect
certain things from the son, first
unquestioning obedience. No man
ever made a success who had not
learned to obey. Second, respect. Ho
believed that the breaking of the fifth
commandment was the national sin
on this side of the water. Third,
Truth. Every boy should always uu-
der all conditions act so that when he
said a thing people knew it was true.
Fourth, that the boy would be humble
and realize that he did not always
know more than the father. Fifth,
that he should be persevering when
he undertook a thing he would stick
to it until it was done.
