Let us recal a speech made by John
Redmond at & banquet on his visit to
Avetralia fn 1916 contrasting condl
tions in Ireland with those of thirty
years previous, where he said:

“I weit to Australia to make an
appeal on behalt of an enslaved,
fomine-hunted, despairing people, a
people in the throes of a semi-revolu-
ticn, bereft of all political IHberttes
and engaged in a life-and<death strug
gle with the system of a most brutal
and drastic coercion. Only thirty-
three or thirty-four years have passed
since then, but what a revolution has
oceurred in the interval! Today the
people, broadly speaking, own the soil;
today the laborers live in decent habl-
tationg; today there is absolute free:
dom in the local government and the
ioca ltaxation of the country; today
we have the widest Parliament in the
municipal franchise; today we know
that the evicted tenants who are the
wounded soldiers of the land war have
been restored to their homes or to
other homes as good as those from
which they had been originally
driven.”

It has been the impression among

many that the Home Rule Act was
held out as a sort of bait by England,
with no real intention of putting it
through. What really happened was,
when the war was at its height in
1916, to bring about a settlement in
Ireland, the Government proposed to
put through the Home Rule Act, ex-
c'uding six counties in Ulster. This
was acceptable to Johnh Redmond ana
Carson, but the enactment of the pro-
position was prevenited by the hier-
archy. But again in 1917, at the sug-
gcstion of Lloyd George, a convention
waeg called in Dublin of all represeti-
tutives of Ireland to draw up a plan
of agreement tending toward a settle-
mont. Al factions agreed to attend—
the Binn Felners alone refusing. Nev-
ertheless, the assembly was a most
representative body of Irishmen.
i Just when a final policy was almost
rku‘dml upon, and John Redmond was
ready to accept the moderate proposi-
tion brought forward, the Bishops
again interposed, and Redmona, vom
pletely discouraged, waived his amend
ment, saying:

“When | came to the convention
this morning 1 found that 1 was op-
posed by three of the highest digni-
taries of my own church, some of my
poiitical telends also disagree with
me, and though I believe 1 could carry
a majority of the convention with me,
It would split my party, and I cannot
ene that any useful purpose would be
served thereby.”

f£¢ the house was divided against
itself. Who could cope with such
forees? Redmond, one of the abless
Itish statesmen, was thus checkmated
in trying to gain an advantageous set:
tlement for lreland. Crushed and
biroken-hearted, a few months later
death clahmed this noble-hearted
patriot.

Some Proposed Remedies.

There are some very obvious reme-
dies not yet applied in this city.
One is the system of mother’s allow-
ances, which makes the widowed, or
practically widowed mother of good
character a civil servant, rearing her
children for the state Amnother {§s
provision for the proper care of the
feeble-minded, that they may be as
nearky as possible self-swpport-
ing, prevented from becoming
criminals, and from reprodusing
their kind. Our Children’s Aid So-
ciety has been utterly helpless in a
number of cases of feeble-mindedness.
In two cases we sheltered a feebis
minded girl, and within @ few years
had to shelter hor infant. And eo
the vicious circle continues. We are
glad to know that the government
contemplates action in regard te this
matter, Then there is the everre-
curring problem of proper housing.
Of great importance algo is the mat-
ter of giving every child a stated
amount of schooling. Far too many
children leave school before they

properly support his family. It is
| amazing how many of them there are.
| These persons should be compelled
to work and e¢arn money fpr their
wives and children. It would pay the

lunnm\ml!y in the long run to pro-

vide an' iffdustrial farm for their
special benefit.
But back of all these remediies

lies the more effective one of com-
munity welfare work, properly orga-
nized in neighborhood$, unobtrusively
and sympathetically carried on, not
by groups, but participated in by all
persons of good-will, obeying the law
of service.

Very Grateful.

We are very grateful for the pre-
ventive and educative work syste-
matically carried out by the churches,
the health department, the Red Cross,
the Victorian Order, the Medical In-
spector of the Public Schools, the
Playgrounds Association, the Kinder
garten and other agencies which In-
fluence for good the life of the people
in the more congested sections of
the city. It is also a good omen that
the Rotary Club, Commercial Club,
Board of Trade, and Municipal author-
ities are all showing a deeper inter-
est than was manifest in former years
in the social aspect of the city's life.
The churches and benevolent organi-
zations may count on their' sympa-
thetic support in constructive work.
The time is ripe for an awakening
that would transform the social life
of the city. “A little child shall lead
them.”

Children’s Home during the past
twelve months by Dr. L. A. McAlpine
and Dr. A, E. Logie. These two

gentlemen had always been ready to
respond to any call for their profes-
sional services, and it was largely
because of their care that there had
been no serious epidemic - outbreak
dmong the children. It would be im-
possible for him, he went on, to men-
tion all the loya! friends who had
stood by him so well during that per
iod, making the work seem like a
Pleasant experience. Among others
who ought to be mentioned, however,
he enumerated K. A. Wiison, who had
always found time to conduct their
cases - in the courts. Chief Justice
McKeown hpd always given these
cases a sympathetic hearing. The
same was true of Magistrate Adams,
of St. John County, J. King Kelley
and J. L. Thorne, J. P.'s, and their own
commisgioners, Rev. W. M. Duke and
Rev. R. A. Armstrong. The police
departmont as often as requested had
rendered very effective aid, while the
services of Police Matron Miss Ross
at all times cheéerfully available had
proved often indispensible.

Total Number of Children,

Since the month of June, 1917, a
total of one humdred and eighty-six
children have passed through the
Home cf the Children’s Aid Society.
Of this number thirty-five have been
placed in foster homes, forty in other
institutions, including three in the
Wiggin's Male Orphanage. Fourteen
have been put into reformatory insti-
tutions for a longer or shorter period
and the rest of the 186 have been
taken out by their parents when the
home life was re-established. During
the year 1919-°20, 601 vigits were made
the whole number of families includ-
ed being 67, as against 74 last year.
The number of children involved was
214 this year, compared with 239 last
year. There were fifty-seven child-!
ren admitted to the Home as against
98 in 1918’19, The average number
of inmates per month was higher this
year than lmst, being 25, as compared
with 18, More of the little ones were
commitied to the society during the
twelve months, the number being 15,
as against nine last year. Foster
homes for the wards of the society
were advertised for, but the replies
all called for children older than any
in the Home. As a result only six
were placed, as against 16 during the
previous twelve months. Two babies
died during the year just passed.

Outside Cases.

Twelve cmses were referred to the
agent from outside counties in the
province where there are mno Child-
ren’s Aid Socleties. In all of these
but one suitable advice was sent. In
the oneé exception action wa$ taken
in conjunction with 8. M. Wetmore,
of the S, P. C. Four investigations
were conducted for the Children’s
Socleties of New York and Massa-
chusetts, as well as several for the
Children's Aid Society of Frederic-
ton. During the twelve months Chief
Justice McKeown heard five cases in
which the soclety was directly inter-
ested, one case came up before Mag-
istrate Adam# and the agent was
several times present in the city po-
lice court when cases involving child-
ren were. being heard
