system of Free Public Schools. I have con­
cluded to write a short sketch to let the 
public know how the New School Law has 
progressed in the far North. Before the 
new l<aw came in force there was only one 
school in operation in the four Districts in 
this part of the Parish. During the past six 
months there were three schools in operation, 
and the other District expecting a teacher 
shortly. Now Messrs. Editors, you can 
sec what a benefit the fiee school law has 
been to this part of the County. What is 
a country without Education. The inhabi­
tants are little better than savages. Let the 
youth of our County remember that their 
fathers had not the advantages they now 
have. Let the youth remember that it is 
with the deepest regret many recollect in 
manhood the great loss they have sustained 
by not having the educational advantages 
now offered to the rising generation. That 
through every part of their career they have 
felt pinched and hampered by their own 
ignorance and that they would at this 
moment make great sacrifices, could they 
by »o doing share iu the superior advanta­
ges of a thorough education. The half 
yearly Examination of the School in Dis­
trict No. 8, M'Robbie Road, took, place on 
the first day of May. The school is taught 
by Maggie J. Barron, of Chatham. The 
examination was a succès», there were thirty 
visitors present including the Rev. John 
Robertson. Thirty eight pupils were exa­
mined. There are 60 on the Register, all ex­
cept 7 under 16 years of age. The pupils 
underwent a thorough examination and ac­
quitted themselves most satisfactorily. The 
school is conducted in a very excellent and 
successful manner. The tact, temper, and 
patience, the natural and acquired qualifi­
cations of a first rate teacher, Miss. Barron 
possesses in a high degree, and the success 
attending her labors, the progress made by 
her pupils, and her continued and growing 
popularity are evidences that such is the 
fact. Thé discipline of the school is excel­
lent, firmness, combined with kindness, pre­
venting severity, and the result is order and 
harmony. The labors of the past have not 
been without good effect. Out schools pre­
sent an entirely different ànd greatly im-. 
proved aspect, and the teachers are better 
qualified persons than, .those >bo faeaerly 
occupied the field. Former laws were use­

After recess a number of private

Mr. Mackcuxie to-day moved llie 
following resolutions, in view ol the 
terms on wlilch British Columbia was 
admitted Into the Dominion.

That U Is expedient to provide for 
the construction of Canadian Pacific 
railway from some point near Lake 
Nipisslng to some point in British 
Columbia on the Pacifie ocean, both 
pointa to bo dotermlned by Governor 
in Council. It Is expedient to pro­
vide that the whole line of said rail 
way, for tho purposes of Its con 
•traction, shall be divided Into four 
sections ; the first to begin near the 
south of Lake Nipissing already men­
tioned; the second section to begin at 
some point on I-akfi Superior, to be 
determined by Governor in Connell, 
connecting with tbe first section, and 
to extend to Red River, in the Pro­
vince of Manitoba ; the third section 
to extend from Red River ; province 
of Manitoba, to some point totwoen 
fort Edmliiston and foot of the Rooky 
Mountains, to be determined by Gov­
ernor In Connell, and the fourth sec­
tion to extend from western termina, 
of the section to a point In British 
Columbia on the Pacific ocean; 
branches of said railway shall also be 
oonstructed from a point indicated as 
the proposed eastern terminas of said 
railway to point on Georgian Bay, 
both points to be determined by Gov­
ernor in Connell. From the main 
lino at Fort Garry, a blanch will be 
built to Pembina, snob branch to be 
considered a* forming part of the 
Canadian Pacific. A railway tele­
graph shall be constructed In advance 
of ttM railroad, along their whole ex­
tent, as soon as practicable alter tho 
location shall have been determined.

The gauge ol said railroad shall be 
ibnr fret eight Inches and a hall; the 
rolling stock shall be oonwtrneted un­
der the general superintendence of 
tbe Department of Public Works, ae-

' provisions of railroad acts 
so far ns provisions are applicable to 
Canadian Pacific Railroad, or any 
section or sub-section thereof as arc 
not inconsistent with these resolutions 
shall apply to contractors tor any sec­
tion or sub-section ol railroad as to a 
company formed for const ruction of 
in every contract for construction ol 
railroad.

The Government ol Canada shall 
reserve llie rights to purchase under 
the authority of Parliament said rail­
road on payment of a sum not exceed­
ing actual cost of said railroad, ten 
per cent, the additional subsidies In 
Ian* and money granted Or paid Uÿ 
Government for the construction of 
said railroad being first returned or 
deducted from tho amount lo be paid; 
the lands sold being valued at tho fall 
amount the contractors may have re­
ceived from the sale of such lands as 
may have been sold, and that no con­
tract for the construction of any por­
tion of the main line of said railroad 
shall ho binding until It shall have 
been laid before the House of Com­
mons for one month, without being 
disapproved, unless sooner approved 
by a resolution of the House.

lit case it shall bo found by Gover­
nor in Council more advantageous to 
construct said railroad or any portion 
thereof as a public work of Canada, 
tho construction shall be lot out by 
contracts offered to public competi­
tion. Branch railroads shall be con­
structed as follows: section of first 
branch, extending from tho eastern 
torminus of first section of said rail­
road to some point on the Georgian 
Bay, shall be constructed by contract­
ors as a private enterprise on the same 
terms and conditions as provided 
with respect to tbe main line of road 
or as a publie work of the Dominion 
under such contract or contracts as 
my be agreed on.

The Governor in Connell may also 
grant such bonus or bonuses, or sub­
sidy or subsidies, lo any company or 
companies already Incorporated or to 
be hereafter Incorporated, notexceed- 
ing $10,000 per mile, as will secure 
the construction of branch lines. The 
Governor in couuell may at any time 
alter construction of side branch rail­
roads, make with a company or com­
panies owning any portion of said 
branch railroad, such arrangement for 
leasing to such company or compan 
les any portion of said branch rail 
road, and no such agreement for 
working said railroad In connection 
with any other railroad shall be bind­
ing till it shall have been laid before 
the House of Commons.

For the construction of tbe main 
line by contractors, or as a public 
work of the Dominion nnder such 
contract as may be agreed npon and 
sanctioned by the Governor in Coun­
cil, Government, by order In conncll, 
shall have the right to determine the 
time when works on each section or 
sab-section of said railroad shall be 
commenced, and be proceeded with 
and completed, and shall have power 
at any time to suspend the progress 
of the work lo the next session ofPar- 
liament.

Ont of sums of money to be raised 
under an act authorizing the raising 
of a loan for construction of certain 
public works, with benefit of Imperial 
guarantee or a portion thereof, and 
subject to provisions of said act, tho 
Governor in Conncll may from time 
to time apply sums not excooding, in 
the whole, two million five hundred 
thousand pounds sterling ont of the 
sum raised with Imperial guarantee.

Several public
bills Were passed, and the House adjournedat n.no.
