erty, or in any event, on any public 
highway where the contiguous terri- 
tory thereto is closely built up, at a 

greater rate than one ,mile in eight 
minutes or elsewhere in a city, town 
or village, at a greater rate than, one 
mile in five minutes, subject however 
to the other provision of this Act.

(2) Upon approaching a bridge 
over which it is forbidden to drive any 
vehicle drawn by a horse or horses 
faster than a walk, sharp curve or 
steep descent, and also in traversing 
such bridge, curve or descent, a per-

(2) The violation of any other 
provision of this Act shall be punish- 
able by a fine not exceeding twenty- 
five dollars for a first offence; a fine 
not less than twenty-five dollars nor 
more than fifty dollars for a second 
offence; and a fine not less than fifty 
dollars nor more than one hundred 
dollars, or imprisonment not exceed- 
ing thirty days, or both, for a third 
or subsequent offence.

NALD The generous increase in awards at 
the. St. John Dominion Exhibition is 
possible through the grants of the Do- 
minion. Provincial and Civic govern- 
ments. Cattle prizes, especially in the 
Shorthorn, Hereford, Ayrshire, Hol- 
stein, and Jersey classes have been 
increased 100 per cent; in the Clydes- 
dale, Shire, and Percheron horse clas- 
see the increase is 50 per cent; Dairy 
breeds of cattle receive 125 per cent 
more money than on previous occa- 
sions, while sheep and swine breeders 
receive much greater incentive than 
heretofore. Poultry fanciers will be 
interested in a new system of judging, 
and the prize list will vary with the 
number of entries in each claass. Dairy 
awards have been revised upwpards as 
well, after consultation, with represen- 
tatives of the Provincial department. 
A notable feature in this section of the 
show will be the separation in compe- 
tition of the professional dairymen 
and the household butter-maker, spec- 
ial prizes being awarded for each.‘In 
the Horticultural department the prize 
list has undergone a lot of changes, 
made with a view to improving the 
quality of exhibits. Naturally this has 
entailed the elimination of several 
classes of apples, not fit for competi- 
tive purposes so early in the autumn. 
The unds withheld on this account 
have been put into new classes. Po- 
tatoes wil be judged in a new manner; 
instead of judgement being rendered 
in each individual variety, they will 
this year be classified in six types— 
White Round, White Long, Rose 
Round, Roose Long, Red and Black. 
The Women’s Work and Household 
Science Department, also the Educa- 
tional section, have been included ‘in 
the increase of prize monies. Entries 
in the Live Stock and Agricultural de- 
partments close August 1st.

LONDON, June 14.—Premier As- 
quith announced in the Commons yes- 
terday that he would formulate a bill 
modifying the King’s Coronation oath 
so as to eliminate some of the phrases 
that are objected to by Catholics. An 
attempt to modify the oath is sure 40 
launch one of he bitterest religious 
controversies ever seen in England. 
Already Protestants are lining up their 
forces to prevent any change being 
made.5

Ottawa, June 14.—The United Wire- 
less Telegraph Companies of the Unit- 
ed States have made application to the 
Marine Department for a license to 
erect and operate wireless stations in 
Canadian territory bordering on the 
great lakes.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur, Minister of Ma- 
rine, has not yet granted the applica- 
tion and many decline to do so, on the 
ground that the United States has so 
far declined to become a party to the 
international agreement reached some 
years ago by all nations, with the ex-, 
ception of Italy and the United States, 
providing for regulations in exchange 
of wireless messages between ships 
flying different national flag.

CHURCH IN TEN HOURS Montreal, June 16.—Jo.seph Murphy, 
of St. John, N. B., is thought to be 
among the victims of The Herald 
building fire. He was boarding on

Montreal, June 16.—Twenty-five bod- 
les have now been recovered from the 
Herald ruins of which twenty-one 
have been identified. Those identified 
today are: Wm. Murphy, Frank Jan- 
sen R. Harris, Dorothy Ward and Jen- 
nie White. Another is reported among 
the missing, Richard McCoy, who 
came. from New York a few days ago. 
and went to the Herald the fateful 
morning to visit a friend, and has not 
been seen since. He was staying with 
his sister, at 192 Milton Street. The 
bodies of two boys about 17 years of 
age and two girls are unidentified. 
The damage to the plant of The 
Herald is almost complete. One lino- 
type and perhaps two went to the 
basement and others are damaged by 
fire and water so that salvage is not 
expected by the management to amount 
to a great deal. The Meihle presses of 
the job room were wrecked complete- 
ly They numbered six. Of the two 
newspaper presses the older one in 
the centre of the building is not like- 
ly to be worth much more than scrap. 
A new one near the front of the build, 
ing is hoped to come out in fair shape, 
except for the rust. The management 
claim if they had been able to get at 
the machinery Tuesday, before it was 
so badly rusted a great deal of it 
might be saved to a great extent. With 
so much debris yet to clear away a 
thorough examination is impossible.-

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH.
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

Any person who is the sole head of 
a family, or any male over 18 years 
old may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion land in Mani- 
oba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear, in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by 
proxy may be made at any agency, on 
certain conditions, by father, mother 
son, daughter, brother or sister of in- 
tending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead 
on a farm of at least 80 acres solely 
owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son daughter, brother 
or sister.

I once asked a sinall boy the defin. 

ition of a “parable” which he gave as 
follows: “It is an earthly story with a 
heavenly meaning.” Webster could 
not have done better.

The teachers and preachers who at- 
tract multitudes are those who, like 
their Master, teach largely through il- 
lustrations or parables founded on 
scenes in real life and bristling with 
points as a paper of pins.

"How can I speak so as to hold the 
attention of restless throngs that 
come and go in an open air meeting?" 
asked a young worker.

“Fling out a text and tell stories all 
around it,” was the reply given by Lord 
Shaftsbury of Canada, the late Mayor 
Howland of Toronto.

Stories are remembered even by the 
densest intellects. "Stories," says 
Ruskin, “are traps set attractively 
baited and which, in time will spring 
and hold.” Robert Louis Stevenson 
said "Stories are not the same as rea- 
son but are vastly more convincing."•

The parables or stories of Jesus 
have been like a pillow of fire to the 
Bible student and a pillar of cloud to 
the unbeliever for they have given in a 
form which would veil the true mean- 
ing from the Jewish and Roman gov_ 
ernments and unbelievers of all time, 
facts about the Kingdom which He was 
about to establish and which have been 
clear as the light of day to His own.

His disciples said "Wh yspeakest 
Thou in parables?" He answered "be- 
cause it is given unto you to know the 
mysteries of the Kingdom of Heaven, 
but unto them it is not given. There- 
fore speak I unto them in parables be- 
cause they seeing not and hearing they 
hear not neither do they understand. 
Blessed are your eyes for they see and 
your ears for they hear."

Jesus is at he seaside. He is down 
on the beach. Some one hears of it, 
perhaps a summer visitor, who hastens 
to tell all in the cottages. Perhaps it 
was a fisherman who hastened to tell 
his friends or a shepherd as he drove 
his flock to the little brook that emip- 
tied itself into the sea, for soon a 
crowd gathers..

What do you say? "Hurry, you may 
be too late to see Him walk the sea as 
though it were dry land." "Make 
haste. He may be even now command- 
ing the winds and waves to be still." 
"Will He perform a miracle, do you| 
think?" How I wish He would heal 
some one with a touch."

The excited, curious crowd sur- 
rounds Him. He steps into a fishing 
boat and seating Himself tells them 
the parable of the sower or rather the 
parable of the soil which a farmer had 
to contend with.

Blood will have blood. One war is 
.but the breeder of another. Russia 
failed in her purpose against Japan. 
The Russians agreed to, what was to 
them, a humiliating peace. They will 
feel the disgrace until they have wiped 
it out or suffered more in another war. 
They are but biding their time. If 
France had the strength she would 
gladly precipitate a war with Germany 
on account of pest defeats.

Scholars and statesmen have met 
together with the hope of establishing 
peace among the so-called Christian 
powers. Their efforts have been in 
yain. War, that son of hell, is still 
abroad. In spite of mother's tears 
and prayers, in spite of the intellectu- 
al outpourings of the pulpit, platform 
and the press, the powers are ready, 
apparently eager, to let slip the dogs 
of war. Is there no way to bring them 
to their senses? Their poeple are 
groaning under a burden of taxation, 
their sons are fleeing to foreign lands 
to begin life under more favorable con- 
ditions. They care not. Their battle 
strength must be maintained, though 
their people starve. Their exuccuse is 
that in order to maintain peace they 
must be ready for war. Would it not 
be fitting that these powers, so anxi­
ous to maintain peace that they pour 
out treasure like water and draw men 
from productive industries to battle­
ships and barracks, should get togeth­
er and devise ways and means of main­
taining peace without burdening their 
subjects to the breaking point and 
multiplying engines of war? If they 
could only fully realize the awful ef­
fects of war, realize them as Shake- 
speare realize a them, they would bring 
about speedily conditions of peace.

There is a fallacy that war is neces­
sary for giving a nation character. 
Man has Nature to battle with. His 
character can be grandly moulded in 
bridging great rivers, constructing use- 
!ful canals, stringing railways across 
the Continents and through mountain 
passes. The energy put forth, the 
millions expended in such undertakings 
enrich the nation. The millions of 
money and the thoussids of lives sac­
rificed in war are but an offering pour­
ed forth to that insatiable idol of the 
nations, which Shakespeare has ap­
propriately termed the "son of hell.

Henry VI. Part II. Act V. Sc. 2.
A great general of the American 

Civil War forcibly remarked, “War is 
hell." He knew from experience the 
evils of war, the sufferings endured, 
the sorrow left in its wake, the perma­
nent injury done the partlee or nations 
engaged. His expression was not 
strikingly original. Shakespeare three 
hundred years ago formulated the 
same sentiment in almost the same 
words. It is true that it is not Shake- 
speare but one of his creations who 
speaks of war as the son of hell, but 
so often passages sternly condemning 
war appear in his dramas that it can 
be taken for granted that Shakespeare 
himself is here speaking.

There is no present day subject that 
more demands the thoughtful consid. 
eration of the patriot than that of 
"contumelious, beastly, mad-brained 
war.’ As the nineteenth century clos- 
edit was hoped that the time was 
drawing nigh when men would convert 
their swords into plowshares and their 
spears into pruning hooks. Peace con- 
ferences met, emperors and presidents 
talked universal peace, but while the 
echo of the peace orations was still in 
the air the two most highly civilized 
nations found themselves engaged in 
war—the United States with Spain, and 
Great Britain with the Boers. Scarce­
ly had the sound of the "devilish can- 
non", of these powers died away when 
Russia and Japan were at each other's 
throats. To all of these nations war 
proved a hell. It desolated homes, it 
filled the workhouses, it drove thous­
ands into exile. It vastly increased the 
burdens of the toilers. The suffering 
caused, the losses endured should have 
turned men' thoughts to peace. In­
stead of this the dogs of war are 
abroad. Never before had militarism 
such a grip on the race. Europe is an 
armed camp; Japan is ready to do 
battle with any power that challenges 
her: nd even China is waking from her 
sleep of twenty centuries and more 
and her cities are noisy with prepara­
tions for, war. The shipyards of the 
civilized powers are turning out mon­
ster battleships. The inventive geni­
uses of the race are devoting their 
time to new explosives and more effec- 
tive guns. In Europe and America and 
Japan daring experimenters are striv- 
ing to conquer the air mainly in the in­
terests of war. Where will it end? 
Must the nations meet in one bloody 
last battle before worldwide peace
