Records of Horse Pedigrees.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer »

Mg. Epjron,—Accompanying this
you will find a copy of an “ Act for
the better preservation of the Records
of Horse Pedigrees,” passed by the
Legislature at its session in 1880. As
this Act is of interest to & large por-
tion of the publio, you would be doing
& favour by publishing it in full, as it
bas not received that publicity that
it should. The stallion season is now
approaching and owners of such
should know that tkey cannot recever
for their horse’s sorvices unloss they
be recorded. That the Aot, if proper-
ly enforced, will be a beneficial one,
no one interested can doubt, and it
remains with breeders to say whother
it shall be enferced or not. The own-
er of a stallion ought not to run the
risk of losing the amount of his ser-
vice fee, wher: he can save it at the
small expense of fifty eents. The
fand of information that these records
will farnish in the course of a few
years will be invaluable and it is to
be regretted that some similar action
regarding pedigrees had not been
taken years ago. Hoping I have not

Stallion shall be required to have and
keep a certified copy of the Certificate
under the band of the Registrar,
which said certified copy it shall be
the duty of such Registrar to farnish,
and such Certificate shall be sufficient
authority for using the said Stallion
for . breeding purposes as aforesaid
throughout this Provicce.

2. Any person who shall neglect
30 make and file the Certificate re-
‘q:irod by the provisions of this Act

all not recover any compensation
for the services named in Section one ;
and if heshall knowingly and wilfally
make and file a false Certificate of the
statements aforesaid, shall forfeit the
sum of twenty five dollars, to be re-
covered in any Court of competent
jurisdiction ; and all penalties recover-
ed shall be for the use of the County
where the offence is committed.

Good 8tock for America and
Canada.

We see by the North British Ag-
riculturist, 16th ult., notices of pur-
chasesin England of agricultural stal-
lions, snd thoroughbred cattle for the
United States and Canada. Mr.J. L
Rogers, Abingdon, Illinois, has pur-
chased a handsome yearling “ polled ”
bull, and a nice heifer of the same
e. Mr. Campbell, of Iowa, the son
of the laird of Tillichewan, Dumbar-
tonshire, has purchased half a dozen
very handsome young “polled” cattle.
Mr. Hunter, Alma, Ontario, has se-
lected from the celebrated herd of
Mr. Alylmer, West Dereham Abbey,
Norfolk, four very grand Shorthorns,
“as good as ever were exported from
England in one lot,”—two bulls and
two heifers. There have been pur-
chased for the Governmental Experi-)
mental Farm, Ontario, a Hereford
bull for 40 guineas, a Cotswold tup,
and some Southdowns :—

The ' Hon. Mr. H. Cochrane of
Compton, Canada, has made same
vaiuable selections of polled cattle and
Sbropshire sheep from the herd and
fleek of the Earl of Strathmore at
Glamis, Forfarshire, He gets the
four-year-old handsome, true-breed-
ing cow ‘ Beauty of Glamis’ (3515),
heavy in calf to * Elcho’; her year-
ling daugbter by ‘Eleho’; the year-
ling heifer out of ‘Ellen 2d ’ (3516),
and by ¢ Elcho’; the yearling heifer
out of ¢ Ellen of Mulben’ (2358), also
by ¢Eicho’; and the yearling bull
out of ¢Cowslip 2d,’ bought at the
Glamis sale last autamn by Lord
Huntly cheap at 50 gs. Ten one-
year-old tups and iwenty gimmers
from his Lordship’s Shropsbire flock,
sired by bhigh-priced tups from the
south, will accompany the polled
cattle to Compton. The stock being
very good, it is needless to add that
the prices are high, ‘Beauty’s’
price is a comsiderable way into the
‘ three figures.’

The Hog Question.

The Americans have taken much
to heart the slur east on thair swine.
The bristles of Chicage and Cincinnati
areup. The pork packers and those
“ who go the whole hog "’ are angry
and alarmed at the interruption to
the pork trade with England. In the
first place, they deny that the hogs of
America are infected with trichinae ;
in the second place they assert if.the
hogs of Amerigs are so infected, the
hogs of other nations are similarly
plagued, and it is therefore fooliah
and unjust to debar the entry of Am-
erioan pork into England on-that ac-
count. This assertiny, if true is not a

plaszant statement for pork-eaters to
read. “Trichinae” have been made the
subject of State investigation. Last
July, Past-Assistant Surgeon Glazier,
of the Marine Hospital, was commis-
sioned to investigate the matter, and
after collecting a great deal of mate-
rial bearing on it, drew up a Report
which bhe submitted to (Ex.) Sccretary
Sberman. That Report will soon be
ready for distribution. Bat in the
meantime, some favored individuals
of the press bave seen it, and given a
condensed summary of it. The fol-
lowing is the gist of Mr. Glazier’s
conclusions ;:—

“ Nearly all animals may be infect-
ed with trichin®, but the heretofore
ccmmonly received opinion that these
parasites were originally found 1n
rats is shown to be untenable, al-
though they may be rcproduced in
any unimal feeding upon the flesh of
other trichinosed animals, of what-
ever specios, and the circle of infec-
tion is thus believed to be kept up.
The practical “ question " of trichinizi-
tion has led to the infectionr of man
through the hog, and there is not
much ground for the supposition that
hogs are infected from kitchen slops,
as there is nothing essentially differ-
ent in them from the food eaten by
the family. It is further shown that
bogs kept in stall: in which trichin-
osed bogs have been kept will be-
come infested. The not uncommon
practice of throwing dead poultry,
rats or cats to swine is shown to be
a source of danger and should be pro-
bibited by statute. Much space is
devoted in the report to the bistory
of epidemies of trichinosis, and it is
shown tbat trichine have been found
in all countries where search bas been
made for them, but owing toe the
German habit of eating raw meat
there have been more cases of trichin-
ogis in that country than elsewhere.
The results of correspondents with
the professors of amatomy and de-
monstrators of anatomy in nearly
every medical college and public in-
stitution in the United States where

dissections are made are given and
the infrequency of the diseage in this
country may be fairly presumed from
them. It is reiterated throughout
the report that ordinary cooking wil
destroy trichin®®e and render them
harmless.”

There is no doubt that swine beceme
liable to the pest of trichinm from
filthy feeding, to which they are very
greedily inclined,and from which they
ought to be most carefully kept. It
is disgracefal and disgusting in the
extreme in those who keep swine, to
allow them to feem on garbage.
What can be worse in the way of rais-
ing them than to allow herds of swine
to feed on the offal from slanghter
houses, as we believe is done in zome
cases. Big hogs and strong pork are,
no doubt, produced in this way, buat it
would be sarprising if the pork was
not tainted— infected. Animals rais-
ed in any such manner can not be fit
for human food. It may be that
people acquire a taste for strong pork
—it is surely a deseased taste. The
lambermen find, 1t is said, American
pork to go further, to be more satis-
factory, than native bred New Bruns-
wick pork. Is it becanse the food on
which the American hogs are fattened
for slanghter partakes largely of an
animal nature? Much of the Ameri-
can pork which is putup in barrels is,
it may be suspected, unfit for domes-
tic use or exportation te England.

Planning a Garden.

A writer in the New England Farm-
er, W. D. Philbrick, gives under the
above caption the following excellent
suggestions on laying out a vegetable
and flower garden :—

The vegetable garden, on many
farms, and even in village lots, often
becomes an unsightly and profitiess
mass of weeds, from lack of system
and intelligent forethought in laying
it out, and arranging the crops in
such manner as to be easily earec for,
and so that the early crops may be
succeeded by suitable later ones, leav-
ing no time or room for weeds to oc-
cupy the land. In the firsy place all
cropa that do not require hoavy ma-
nuring and very close planting, are
waost easily tilled by horse-power, and
should, if possible, be placed where a
a horse can be used 1n tilling them.
If the ewner does not keep a horse, it
will pay bim to bire one for the pur-
pose, if he tills only a one-fourth acre
patch, rather than to do the work
with fork and hoe. Such crops as
can be tilled to best advantage by the
horse, are potatoes, peas, cern, squash,
cucumbers, melons, celery, cabbage,
asparagus, rbubarb and some others.
Then remember that the early peas,
corn, and petatoes will come of in
time to follow them by squasb, celery,
cabhage, or turnips, and make sunitable
provision of plants or seed -of these
later crops. The early peas will
usually be followed with best advan-
tage by squash, cabbage or turnips;
the corn by turnips; the potatoes by
celery, squash or cabbage. Celery
requires very strong, rich land, which
will be best adapted to potatses or
onions as early erops. Let the rows
of these vegetables run about at right
angles with the roadway or headland
ot one side of the piece, and let this
headland be either sod- or else kept
thoroughly tilled, otherwise it will
become a nursery of weeda and a
nuisance,

There are, however, many gnr&en
orops which reanir; cloge” planting
for prof’ and very heavy manuring.
Such crops should be grown only on
soil free from stones, so that the til-
lage can be done readily with a scuffle
hoe, a tool that requires tolerably
smeoth land. These crops are enions,
beets, radishes, lettuce, garden greens,
eto., followed by celery, squasb,
melons, or spinach. Where this close
planting is practiced, it will pay to be
very particular about keeping the
land free frem seeds of weeds. Theso
seeds come from two sources; 1lst,
those grewn on the land or headland ;
2nd, those carried on in the manure.
The only way to be rid of the firat
source is to destroy or carry off all
weeds before they go to seed. This
is easy enough with many of the
common weeds, but purslane and
chickweed, like “ original sin,” de-
mand constant watchfulness, and if
prayers are not required to eradicate
them, we must at least astume a pray-
erful attitude, and go down upon our
knees to pick them out clean. If this
is done thoroughly, there will be less
work in after years, and less call for
repentance. The second source of
of weed seed, the manure, can be
avoided by composting the manure
and turning it over at least twice, 80
as to effectually ferment the whole
and every portion of it; the heat of
fermentation will effectually destroy
all seeds, if thoroughly done, and well
mixed in turning, so a8 to bring all
the outside of the heap intothe middle.
The strawberry bed, if over a quarter
of an acre, will be tilled best by horse;
smaller patches can be tilled well
enough by hand, and way be placed
in such corners of the garden as are
too small for turning » horse conven-
iently.

A few words as to the plan of the
flower garden will not be out of place.
Alas, how many, very many, are the
failures in the attempt to produce a
pretty effect in the flower garden
from want of attention to the sim-
plest wants of the plants, or bad
judgment in undertaking more than
we have time to attend to. The com-
mon bed of geraniums and colored
leaved exoticsin the lawn bas, in my
opinion, seen the days of its widest
popularity ; when_skilfally bandled
it is indeed very effective in late sum-
mer, and just before the fall frosts

suddenly quench its fiery colors;
it is the luxury of the rich ratherthan
the comfert of the poor, The outlay
forlplm;ts ils‘ considerable, and the
outlay for keeping out the grass
from the edges,pnng the weeds from
all the bed is censiderable, and until
August, there is little to reward all
this outlay. To my mind, the Datel
bulbs for early effsot, followed by
some of the best annuals, such as
mignonette, larkspur, petunia, phiox,
and many otbers, are more likely to
give satisfaction to the average gar-
doner. Unless considerable time is
easily to be spared for keeping the
garden bed in order, avoid placing it
in the lawn ; the grass wilf be con-
stautly encroaching, especially if
couch grass abounds, as is very often
the case in old lawns, The seeds of
the annuals, if started in a hotbed, or
in a box of earth in the window in
April, will flower a month earlier than
when sown outside, and be mere sure
of germinating besides. Arrange to
cover up any unsigbtly object around
the yard with a trellis covered with
morning glory, honeysuckle, ocobcea
or some other of the rapid climbing
plants. Then shut up the hens.

How to Plant Fruit Trees.

Fruit trees may be planted either
late in autamn or early in spring. with
about equal success. The-farmer, ac-

seasons, can decide for himself which
is the more convenient time. Afler
moving the tzees to be planted, the
next important operation is to dig
the holes for their reception :—

*Too many dig them a good deal
like post holes, removing the smallest
amount of dirt possible and then
crowding in the roots. Should the
trees die under such troatment, as
they may be expected to do, the
blame is placed anywhore but whers
it belongs. The holes shonld be
made 80 a8 te receive the roots in_ the
same form and order as they grew be-
fore being transplanted, and if any-
thing a little deeper. The centre of
the pit where the treerests should be
bigher than the sides—a little soil
thrown and made into the form: of a
mound: then raise the roots, and
grasping the stem of the trve and the
roots gathered round it in one hand,
bave your attendsnt throw in the
earth while you let the ruots down
into the seil in the position in which
they originally grew. Continue this
till the roots are all dis| of, then
press the soil down firmly round them,
leaving the earth around the roots a
a littlc higher than you intend to
bave it remain. This will seitle so
that in the spring you may have little
to remove. If you have leam: from
the bottom of an old stone fence, it is
best to use it in immediate contact
with the roots. We have always
found that a little extra labor expend-
ed in planting meets with it reward
in the thrifty manner in which the
trees grow and the greater cerlainty
of their living. The same rnles- of
setting out will apply, whether the
work is performed in the- fall or
spring. There is no place on the
farm where extra work pays -better
than in setting out trees. The above
directions are applicable in setting
out currant bushes, and particularly
in bandling the roots, and always
avoid setting them too near a wall,
Have them in open ground -whers
you can werk aroand them. Currants
do bestin rather moist ground ; apples
and pears on a olay subsoil. Thers
are a few kinds whiob - sncceed well
on light, sandy lands, but these, as s
general thing, are summer and fall
varities.”

Hens picking Feathers.

A correspondent of the NN. E. Far-
mer inquired lately what was the
caus¢ why fowls pick the feathers
from one another, and what he could
do to break them off from the bhabit.
To which the editor gave the follow-
ing answer :—

“If bens are supplied, during
winter, with the same variety of food
they obtaing in summer, they will
seldom acquire the babit of picking
and eating each other's feathers.
The habit, once acquired, will pro-
bably continue until the fowls have
freo range again in the open field.
The want of animal food, bones, &o.,
is the chief cause of the difficulty.”

Loss of Oattle in the Far West.

The extent to which cattle raising
is carried on in 'exas, Colorado,
Wyoming, etc., is not realized in the
East. The latest reporis give Colo-
rado nearly 900,000, Wyeming 600’-
000, and Montana, 750,000. It seems,
however, that the business has been
overdone, not so much because of
any glat in the market, as because the
pasturage ia insufficient. The past
season there was a severe drought,
which has been followed by a severe
winter. Thousand were sold in the
fall at ruineusly lew prices, but in
spite of this it is estimated that from
thirty to forty der cent. of the cattle
in Colorado have porished during the
winter. In other sections the loss
bas not been so great, but it has been
sufficiently large to ¢beck the business.
A retired stock raiser at Pueblo, eaid
to a correspondent of the Chicago
Tribune that he drew out of the busi-
ness becausa he saw tbat cattle rais-
ers were overdoing it ; that for several
years the quality of the cattle had
been deteriorating because ot the in-
crease of stock beyond the capacity of
the gazing grounds. Time will tell
whether or not this opinion is well
founded. Ifit proves te be true, the
talk to the effect that the capacity of
the Western wilds to support cattle
is boundless, is merely a figure of

Hanprine SEEEP.—Tag your sheep
before the grass starts. . The tags.are
comparatively clean, and guite & pro-
portion of them can be used at shear-
ing time or ethorwise disposed of.
It is a good plan to take some 2x3
inch scantling, four foet in length,
and cross them se as to form a tall
saw-buck, making the crossing fifteen
inches from the upper end. Nail a
ence board on the top of the cross on
both pair, and one on the inside of
the cross pieces at the top. This
form a trougb in which the sheep can
be placed on its back, and while a boy
holds its feet the tag locks can be
easily and quiskly cut off.

The Ulster
custom will prevail, as now, at the tenant’s
optign, but the tenant will have the protec-
tion of the general provisions of the Bill for
controlling augmentation of rent. Power to
contract out of the Act will be given, where
the rent amounts to £200 yearly, This pro-
vision is inserted to prevent abuses such as
took place in spite of the Land Law of 1870,
when landlerds, like the Duke of Leinster,
compelled their temants to accept leases con-
tracting themselves ont of the provisions of
that Bill. The Bill will not introduce an
unregulated tenant right, as provision is
made for preventing it from passing into ex-
travagance, and protecting the just rights of
landlords by bringing into fair competition
the tenant’s right to assign, and the landlords
right to get what his land is reasenably
worth.

The Bill also provides that the Land Com-
mission, out of the money in their hande for
the purpose, may, if satisfied with the secur-
ity, advance sums to tenants to enable them
to purchase their holdings, where their land-
lords are willing to sell—such advance not to
exceed three-fourths of the principal sum,
The following are some of the other provi-
sions of the Bill:—

‘Where the salo of a holding is about to be
made by alandlord to a tenant in consider-
ation of the tenant paying a fine and engag-
img to pay to the landlord a fee as farm rent,
the commission may advance a sum equal to
balf the fine payable to the landlord. Pro-
vision is also made to enable the commission
to give purchasing tenants a parliamentary
title at a fixed scale of costs in order to avoid
the heavy legal expenses which attend the
sale and transfer of landed property under
the ordinary law. Tenants can repay the
principal and interest by anoual payment of
£5 per £100, clearing the debt in 35 years.
The Treasury may authorize the Board of
Works to -dyuneo money to companies for
the reclamation or improvement of waste
lands on proper security.

The Land Commission may, from time to
time, with the sanction of the Treasury,
enter into agreement with any person or
body of persons having authority to contract
on behalf of the Dominion of Canada or of
any province thereof, or on bebalf of any
British colony or dependency or any State or
other district ip such Dominion, province,
colony or dependency, or on bebalf of an
public eompn‘{ or other public body wit
those security the Land Commission may be
satisfied, for the advance, by the commission
by way of a loan out of the moneys in their
bands, of such sums as the commission may
think it desirable to expend in promoting
emigration from Ireland. Such arrangements
shall contain such provisions relative to the
mode of spplication of loans and the securing
and repayment thereof to the commission and

The O. T. A, in Hamilton.

The great question now agitating Ontario
is temperance—prohibition or non-prohibi-
tion. Politics are partly in abeyance, and
Blake's is not so powerful a name to conjure
with as Scott. The Toronto Globe, which
as often follows, as it leads public opinion,
has had columns daily for the last fortnight
on the working of the Maine Liquor Law,
from the pems of two. correspondents, who
represent the twe sides of the prohibition.
question. The object of the novel mission
is to ascertain whether a prohibitory law
can be effectually enforced on a large scale,
and whether the Maine Law has really put
down the traffie in liquor in that State. The
conclusion arrived at so far by the correspen-
dents is, that, on the whole, the Maine Law
has repressed the traffic in liquor, and has
done good. In the cities of Portland, Ban-
gor, etc., whiskey straight, etc., can be ob-
tained by parties, seeming respectable, at
the hotelsand in quist places, but the law
has greatly discredited the sale of liquor
there, while in the ceuntry it ia successfufly
enforced.  Still, the authorities have to
maintain unceasing vigilance. They have
scorched the fiend of intemperance, but not
killed it. There was hardly any use of the
Globe sending correspondents through Maine
as liquor spies, as it might have got all the
information it has been able to give its
readers in an above board manner. Bat
its courss has no doubt, had an effect
of giving additional interest to the liquor
eontroversy, which is now being waged in
Ontario. The attempt of Mr. Boultbee in
the Oommons, and Hon. Mr. Almon in the
Senate, last Session, to destroy the Scott
Act, excited great indignation among the
temperance people of the Province, and now
the strength of the temperance feeling is be-
ing put to the test. Yesterday 13th inst.,
the most important temperance election ever
held in Ontario, came off in Hamilton, * the
ambitious city,” and on its issue will depend
whether an endeavour will be made at once
to carry the adeption of “ the Scott Law,” in
other cities, perhaps in Toronto and St. John,
We have net, at time of writing, heard the
result. The contest will be veryclose. The
powerful influence of the brewers, distillers,
wholesale liquor dealers is arrayed against
the Act, the press of Hamilton where not
hostile, is neutral, and the brunt of the battle
for the Act, is born by Prof. Foster, who has

started a campaign sheet, the Scot¢ Act Her-
aid, and by pen and tongue is doing his best
to secure a victory. 1f the Act is carried in
Hamilton, the victory there will powerfully
effect two other Bcott Act elections, which
will come off in the counties of Halton and
Wentworth, on the 19th and 22nd of April.
The temperance contest in Hamilten is thus
of great importance ;  pivotal” as regards the
principal cities in the, Dominion: and of
t consequence to the ambitious city itself,
and the two wealthy and populous counties
adjoining it on each side, for the Act, will be
more effective in Hamilton if it also prevails
in Halten and Wentworth, while if it is re-
jected in Hamilton and accepted in the coun-
ties, its beneficial results in portions ef the
counties will be lessened on account of the
facilities for procuring liquor from the city.
The friends of the O. T. A. will watch the
contest in Ontario with very great interest.

Since writing the above, we learn that the
Scott Act was defeated in Hamilton by over
1200 votes.

Oapt. Rirwin to the U. S. Fenians.

It used to be said, (to say it at the present
is unnecessary) that when a slave set a foot
on English soil, his fetters fell off. The
nearest approach to a slave now is an Irish-
man, groaning under English tyranny; of him
it may be said, that when he plants his foot
on the soil of Canada, his discontentments
fall away from him. He recovers his good
humor when he finds himself under the best
and freest government in the world with
land for the asking. The greatest agitator
and rebel becomes a contented and quiet use-
ful, citizen holding rebellion in horrer and
Fenianism in scorn. It msy be said that
the late lamented D’Arcy McGee fell a vic-
tim to his teo sincers and loyal acceptance of
British role in Canada, but a great change
has, we venture to say, come over the minds
of the Irish pepulation in Oanada, since
his day, and the most extreme hater of Brit-
ish rule in Ireland now, would not think
that contentment with British rule in Canada
was a crime against the cause of Ireland.
There is little sympathy we guess with Fen-
ianism among the Irish in Canada, and they
will, as a body heartily endorse the sensible
advice which Capt. Kirwin lately addressed
to his Irish fellow countrymen in the United
States, belonging to the Fenian organisation
in regard to their rumored intention of in-
vading Canada. He says:—

% We have here what we consider one of
the best forms of government in ths world.
Why should our happiness be disturbed, our
social relations destroyed. and our commer-
cial hopes ruined by an assault upon the in-
stitutions we are bound to protect? No
henest resident of this country can escape
from the obligations which residence and pro-
tection afford him.” ¢ The Irishman here,”
he remarks, ¢ has no fault to find with crown
or constitution in this conntry, and he sees
no reason why others should manufacture
faults for him. Whatever barriers there
may be in the way of Irishmen in Canada,
we must not forget that the United States
are not free from barriers and projudices too.
Take it all in all the Irish people here are as
well off as they are in any part of the world.
As a matter of choice, many of us prefer the
system of government under which we live
to any other. We have the stability of the
monarchy with the individuality and freedom
of the republic. The duties of Irishmen in
this ceuntry are of a dual kind—affection for
the land of their forefathers and loyalty for
the land of their adoption. The Iriagmsn
who has neither the manhood, the honesty,
nor the virtue to recognize the duty he owes
to his adopted land, whose laws protect him,
and whose institutions are liberal, where
wealth and power await his own intellectual
achievements and his worth, is a poor crea-
ture too. In plain werds, the-man who can-
not be loyal to Canada and love Ireland as
well, is a wischievous citizen, He is a man
who is a ‘discontent’ by nature, and who
would be a conspirator under Home Rule
and a Communist under a republic.”

The Opening Season.

The city hds now assumed its spring time
appearancs. Though the prophet Vemnor
predicts very stormy unseasenable weather,
before the close of the month, we trust ha is
mistaken, and that winter and rough weather
bave fled away. The blue sky and air, fresh
and balmy, and the glimpses of the bright
blus water are enlivening. And from what
we can gather, the spirits of the eitizens,
(with not a few exceptions ef course,) are in
unison with the season. Thereis a better
and more hopeful spirit than there was last
senson, and in one or two preceeding that.
Business is expected to be lively. The im-
portations have been large. The windows of
the dry good stores set forth a tempting array
of goods, and the merchants say, we are told,
that money is plentifal and much sasier to
obtain than it has been for a long time past.
Is it not a sign that the times are improving
when our drnggists, clothiers and dry goods
men, are seen putting splendid sheets of plate
glass into their windows setting off their
wares to the best advantage ? Though in
large cities the putting up of ornamental
fronts with glass windows in stores is some-
times o mere ruse adopted to deceive the
public into imagining that the establishments
are flourishing and deing a magnificent stroke
of business, no one imagines for a moment
that our merchants would cond d to such
& deceit, or that it would be any use for
them to try it. Plate glass in Fredericton
means that our merchants find that the state
of their business warrants the elegant expen-
diture ; it may be a sacrifice to fashion, but it
is in no way runious.

We cannot find that the N. P. presses
heavily upon the people of Fredericton, thiat
it has increased the cost of living. In factit
is difficult to determine exactly what effect
the new tariff is having on that cost, or
whether the better times that have come to
Canada, (and which, we trust, have put in an
appearance here) is owing at all, te the fiscal
policy of the government, or to causes over
which no government has any control. This
may be said, that the N. P. is not doing :all
the good it might do, because * capitalists”
in our midst are not taking advantage of it
to set up manufactures. There is plenty
money in our community we are told, but
those who have it prefer to imvest it snugly
—in our city debentures at 5 per cent. for in-
stance— rather than put it in any venture,
in which there is the least risk. With the

lack of enterprise in our midst, even the best
of good times will not make an exciting stir.

Earthquake at Chio

The Island of Chio (population about 70.-
000) lying at the entrance of the Gulf of
Smyrna, seven miles off the coast of Asia
Minor, has been terribly visited by shocks of
earthquake and reduced to a state of extreme
desolation. - The first violent sheck passed
under the tewn of Chio on Sunday, 3rd inst.,
destroying numerous houses and damaging all
the remainder, and killing and injuring many
thousand people, and commisting like damage
in the neighboring villages, and were felt in
the adjacent island of Syra, and on the
mainland at Smyma. Fresh shocks ec-
curred next day and continued intermit-
tently with more or less violence until the
10th inst. The terror of the inhabitants of
this ill-fated island who have been spared, is
pitiable, and their woful conditionfjdemands
prompt sympathy and aid. In the course of
its long history, Chio has been ravaged and
scourged by the Porsian, Greek, Roman,
Turkish and Genoese conqueror, and has suf-
fered fearfully from war, massacre, pestilence,
and brutal exactions, but it never came se
near complete ruin and annibilation, as it
did that awful Sunday. ;

It is computed that 8,000 persons have been
killed and injured throughout the Island, and
that 40,000 have been reduced to a state of
destitution. The authorities have been aided
in their work ef relief by British, American,
French, and Austrian gun-vessels. It is ap-
paling to think that a number of the victime
have been literally buried alive. The Lon-
den T¥ of the 9th inst., stated that a
medical commission was then sitting in Chio,
to consider the expediency of covering the
rubbish in the fortress with earth, as there
was 50 hope of savisg any lives, and as the
disinterment of the dead might produce an
epidemic.

An Exhibition !

Mr. J. H. Reid, says that, theve is geing
to be an exhibition, open to the Province, to
be held in Fredericton in October. When
he gets an idea inte his head it generally
comes out in action. He makes no sccount
of gevernment assistance, but trusts that the
citizens will suppert him in his undertaking.
As the business season promises te be.geod,
and money more plentiful than it has been
for'some years past, he may not be disappoint-
ed. Exhibitionsare popular here,as they draw
in people frum different parts of the country.
and strangers from abroad, bring custom to
stores and hotels, and make things lively
generally. If the project is well supported
by the citizens, there is not much fear of its
proving a success, Speaking of Mr. Reid,
we may say, that he has lately returned from
the United States, and brought with him a
few of the finest things in fowls and potatoes
he could find. His *“ Daniel Lambert” and
% Madame Lambert,” are the most splendid
and largest specimens of “ Bronze” Turkeys
ever imported into the Dominion. They
were bred by the ¢ Oneida” community, New
York, and weigh 40 1bs., and 29 1bs., respect-
ively.

They have taken lst class prizes
at shows in the States, and * have” our in-
formant says, never been beaten. Their eggs
will be in great demand. Mr. R. also
brought from New York, eggs from fowls of
the finest varieties imported from Europe
last year, “ Houdans,” * Black Polands,”

“ White Dreasts,” and “ White Dorking
Rose Breasts.,” In addition he brought with
him some fine varieties of potatoes. * White
Elephant,” $1 per Ib., ¢ g:auty of Hebron,”
¢ Burbanks Seedling 50 cents per lb., each.
Mr. R. says he is in treaty for a fine horse,
and will visit the States shortly again.

Steel Rails for the N B Railway.

Steel rails for the New Brunswick Rail-
way are being discharged at the Ballast
wharf St. John, and taken over the St. John
aod Maine and New Brunswick Railways to
Woodstock. Two thonsand tons have ar-
rived, and remainder of the 14,000 ordered to
complete the relaying of the track, will be
shipped from Barrow-on-Furness as speedily
as possible. It is stated that the work of
changing the guage will be begun this month,
and will be done with all despatch. The
slespers are now being distributed along the
road. Five new Locometives have been
purchssed from the Intercolonial Railway,
and flat box and passengers cars are being
built at the Company’s workshops at Gibson.
The track laying is to commence at Wood-
stock, and to be continued north te Grand

Falls, after which the section between Wood-
stfck and Gibson will be laid.

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The Tunisian Difficulty

Hostilities have cemmenced in Algeria,
between the Freach and the Kroumis, a wild
tribe inhabiting a narrow strip of wilderness
territery, between Tunis and Algeria. What
has prompted the Kroumis to assume the de-
termined aggressive attribute that they ap-
pear to have dome is not clearly revealed,
but from what is knewn, it 1s reasonable to
suppese that something mere Lhan their pre-
datory instincts have prompted them. It is
suppesed that the Kroumis have been stirred
up bythe Beyof Tunis, over whose county the
French wish to claim a protectorate. The
Bey has been incited to hostility to the
French by the Italian Consul at I'anis and it
was- reported, that Italian Emissaries had
gone to the frontier and. openly offered the
aid of the Italiam army, but the latter state-
ment is denied. As yet, the Bey has net
openly declared his hostility te the French.

Last week in the French Chamber of Depu-
ties a grant of 4,000,000 francs for the Minis-
try of war, and 1,695,000 francs, for the
Ministry of the Marine, was voted, and on
the Oth inst., a squkdron consisting of eight
men of war, bearing 13,000 men with ratiens
was dispatched to Algerin. The force in Al-
geria is considered able to deal with the
Kroumis, and thess reinforcement, will be
kept in reserve for contingencies, te meet the
Tunisians, should they really mean war.
The feeling in Tunis against the French is
very hostile.

On Monday a band of maurading Kroumis,
crossed the French frontier, with the inten-
tion of ¢ lifting” cattle, and laid seige toa
block houss occupied by French outpests
The telegraph despatch states that reinforce-
ments were sent up] consisting of Zouaves
and Chasseurs, under General Vinesndon,
who attacked the enemy. The fighting last-
od an hour and a balf when the mauraders
retired with considerable loss, but with all
their dead and woanded. The French lost
59 men.

This skirmish may develop into one of
these * little wars,” of which England has
had so many of late, and on the conduct of
which French critics made unsparing com-
ment. It is difficult to see how France is
going to gain any glory, or advantage eut of
it, unless she is determined upon extending
her influence in North Africa, and sanexing
Tunis. Itissuspected that that is her design
and it is even hinted that, at the time of the
first Berlin Conference an secret convention
was entered into by the French government
and Beaconsfield, by which asa compensa-
tion for the acquisition by England of Cy-
prus, Framce was to be allowed to annmex
Tunis. A number of stories are afloat, but
the bottom facts of this Franco-Tunisian
business are not known.

Consignment ef Thoroughbred Stock

One of the largest censignments if not the
very largest. of theroughbred cattle ever im-
ported into Canada, arrived on Monday
morning by Dominion lins 8. 8, “ Texas, at
Halifax, under. charge of Prof McEarchern,
and they have been shipped through in a
special train, to Peint Levi, where they will
be quarantined. The important consignment
consists of sixty pure bred Polled, Angus,
Hereford and Shorthorn Bulls, and twe
OlydesdaleStallions, for the Cochrane Ranche
Company, who are about starting a stock
farm of ten thousand acres at the foet of
“ the Ruckies.” There are also three Guern-
sey cows imported by Hon. J. C. Abbott,
eight Clydesdale Stallions for Messrs. Beatty
& Holderness, Toronto, fifty Oxford Down
Sheep for various parties in Ontario, and
over a hundred head of thoroughbred Polled
Angus, Hereford and Shorthern animals,
male and female,including & “Duke” Bull, and
a “Barrington” and a “Leavington” heifer,and
seventy-fivé Oxford Down Sheep, for Senater
Cochrane’s Stock farm at Compton.

This valuable and extensive impertation
from England, shows that the principal
stockraisers in Ontarie and Quebec, have not
been deterred by the reperts of the preval-
ence of disease among the cattle there. The

fears of the spread of the foot and mouth
disease have much abated in England, and
nothing in the state of the stock there need
prevent eur government making their intead-
od purchases across the water. But of course,
they will satisfy themselves that there is no
danger before taking that step.

He may be deficient in tact, in
bouhommue, in the gift of being all things to
all men, of being able te say the right thing
at the proper time, of preserving silence, or
letting out tbe floodgates of clear argument
scathing scorn, wit, humor and badinage, just
when needed. Above all he must be able to
inspire in his followers something like love
and enthusiasm, and confidence in himself.
Speaking of Mr. Blake, the editor of the

The great fashionable boating event in
England, between the Oxford and Cambridge
crews, came off on Friday, over the usual
course on the Thames, from Putney to Mort-
lake, 4 3-8 miles. There was a vast con-
course of spectators. After a magnificent
and well sustained struggle, the Oxford crew
won by fully four lengths—time 21 minutes
51 ds. The Cambridge crew won the
race last year in 21 minates 18 seconds. The
time made by the University crews may, or
may not, be so good as that made by Hanlan
and Trickett, and Company, but certainly.
their rowing was splendid, and gave more
pleasure to the spectators than that of the

professionals. In their contests there is not
the faintest suspicion of unfair play; the
crews are bent to do the very best for the
honor of their Universities, and the result is
a splendid exhibition of ekill, power, and en-

A Fiendish Proposal.

It is generally conceded that the Yankees
are an inventive people, and that the Yankee
editor has not his match for coelness of
speech and audacity of suggestion. The
Iatter frequently have a supreme contempt
for Canads, and Osnucks; that is, when
they havo not a great jealousy. The editor
of the Rochester Union must be the non-
pariel of his class—both in inventive genius
and cold-blooded contempt of the poer Do-
minion. Jealous of the glorious prospects
before our magnificent North-west ; jealous
that millions on millions of the finest wheat
growing soil are en the wrong side of the
line, he proposes to submerge them under
fathoms ef water, indifferent whether thous-
ands of human lives, and myriad herds of
cattle are Jost in the flood. But how dees
the fiendish editor propose to make a sea,
where now fruitful plains extend ? By
damming up the McKenzie riverand laying
under water a tract of low lying, fertile land,
2,000 miles Jong and 200 wide. Hear him,
and ask whether he ought not to be hanged,
locked up im a lunatic asylum, or laughed at
censumedly : —

“Its surface would bave an altitude of
about 660 above the sea level. It would
cover with one continuous surface the laby-
rinth of streams and lakes which now occupy
the Mackenzie Valley. It would be a never-
failing feeder for the Mississippi. It weuld
connect with Hudson Bay and with the
¢ great lakes,’ and alse with the interior of
Alaska by connecting with the Yukon and
its affluents. By concurrent results and
other * possibilities’ it would become during
some months of each year a navigable water,
adding net less than 12,000 miles of commu-
nication to the Mississippi. It would com-
plete the interior lines of river courses by
connectiug them. Cutting the *divide
which now exists between the Mississippi
and Mackenzie would do this. This work is
small when measured by its results, and it
becomes easy ef accomplishment under the
the methods proposed.”

A Youthfal Monster

Crime appears to be on the increase in
France, and the police courts are filled with
cases of the most herrible depravity. The
other day a young wretch, only fifteen years
old, enticed a little bog of six years into his
room, tied him to & chair, and dsliberately
cut him to pieces with & large knife. The
only motive for the deed seemed to be a de-
sire to witness the agonized struggles of his
victim. Strangely enough, the young fiend
lodged a complaint against himself and sur-
rendered to the police immediately after the
crime. His name is Felix Lemaitre, and he
lived in hired rooms at No. 220 Boulevard he
La Villette. He told his story in a calm,
matter-of-fact way, as theugh murder was
his ordinary occupation. “ On the 15th of
last February,” said he, “ I stole 200 francs
from my employer, M. Siraut, rue d’Aboukir.
I spent them in going to the theatres and
places of amusement. Yesterday I found
myself at the end of my resources. I felt
angry, and the idea of killing a child sudden-
ly entered my head. Ohance led me to the
little one whom I killed. I found him in
the street. I promised him a steel chain
which I shewed him, as an inducement for
him to come with me. Arrived in my
reoms, I tied his bands behind his back as
if in play. Then I disrobed the front of his
body, in order that the clothes should offer
no obstacle, and plunged my knife twice into
his stomach. As he cried out I cut his
throat. I cannot say exactly why I did all
this. I have read many novels, and I found
in one of them a scene like that which I put
in execution.” At this horrible recital the
police officers theught themselves in the
presence of some monster, such as the annals
of medicine occasionally farnish examples of.
Lemaitre was rather large for his age, of
dark complexion, and with bright, black
eyes. His employer was shocked when told
of the arrest. He had been quite unaware
of the theft of 200 francs, and said that La-
maitre was a mild, timid boy, very steady in
his work. Taken to the scene of the crime,
the young assassin minutely described all
details. A crowd gathered around the house
threatening to lynch the prisoner, but a
strong guard ,IP“’W’"d him on his way back
to prison. The name ef the little victim
was Jean Schuoneu. Twe doctors examined
young Lemaitre. Instead of bis mind being
affecced, as some thought, they found that
he was in full possession of all his faculties,
and that his intelligence was very vivid. He
replied to all the questions that were asked
with astonishing clearness. His great ambi-
tion was to be an actor, and he declsimed by
the heur. The knife he used was a terrible
weapon. The blade was nearly six inches
long, thick, and sharp as a razor. The
was of horn. On account of his
youth, Lemaitre was sentenced te the House
of Correction. Hs continued to speak freely
and with a certain pleasure of the crime he
had committed.

Blinded by the Wind of a Cannon Ball.

General Henry Boynton, of Augusts,
United States claim agent, has recently se-
cured a pension for Ward A. Knox, former-
ly of Company O, lst Maine Heavy Artillery,
for almost total blinduess, caused by a can-
non ball, in the battle in front of Petersburg,
passing clese to his face. The shot did not
touch the soldier, but the * wind” of the
shell affected his eyes disastrously. On full
investigation the facts waere fully proved, not
only by the testimony of comrades who were
there- with bim, but alse by corroberative
statements made by the assistant surgeon of
his regiment, Dr. A. R. Lincoln, who was
on the field and gave his professional atten-
tion to the case at the time of its occurrence.
So severe was the injury caused to the sol-
dier's eyes by the “ wind” of the shot that
government bas awarded him $12 a menth
pension. This is a remarkable case, and we
doubt if there is parallel instance in the re-
ords of the pensien department.—Ex.

Turpentine is also a sovereign
remedy for croup. Saturate a piece of flan-
vel with it and place the flannel on the
throat and cbest, and in every case three or
four drops on & lump of sugar may be taken
inwardly. Every family should bave a bottle
on hgnd.
