beginning to realize that with 100,000
mnen in the field mo progress is being
made in any direction, and Kimberley
and Ladysmith seem as far off as ever
grom the promised relief. While Gen.
Buller's reverse was an unexpected
blow to the public that had pinned its
faith to him, it would appear that the
original plan of campaign, if adhered
to, would have given better results,
for the besieged towns have shown
themselves quite capable of holding
eut. As it is now, the British forces
are split up, have been seriously re-
pulsed, are unable to co-operate, and,
at any rate, for the present, are un-
mble to reach their objectives. It was
for this plan that the central advance
was sacrificed. Even the vrelief of
Ladysmith can scarcely have great
alleviating consequences to the cam-
paign as a whole, unless its moral ef-
fect quiets the growing disaffection in
Cape Colony and disheartens the Boers
to & more serious extent than ghelr
other minor reverses have so far done.

But, however looked at, the British
position is most unenviable and there
is a great cry for more troops. Lord
Londonderry urges the war ofﬁcg to
send out 100,000 more men, saying:
“Conceive the effect on the empire if
Methuen is forced to surrender.” -

The St. James’ Grzette caps this
with the intimation that the treasury
is witholding the funds necesssry to
eend out reinforcements, adding: “If
this is so, Lord Salisbury’s reluctance
to sacrifice a colleague will not serve
to shield a minister who stands be-
tween Britain and the restoration of !
her damaged superiority in South
Africa.”

VOLUNTEERS WORKED UP.

On the other hand, there are many
magnificent examples, through public
speeches and editorials, of the great
common sense which is the backbone
of the nation. There are people who
tmplore Englishmen not to make fools
of themselves, and not to imagine that
a few reverses make it necessary to
drain the country of every man able
to carmy a rifle., The volunteers are
greatly worked up and numbers of ap-
plications to serve in regiments, from
individuals, have been received. The
Associated Press learns, however, that
Lord Wolseley believes that though
these men are excellent as volunteers,
thy lack the evenness, in the ranks
and among the officers, which marks
a line regiment.

Count Pos-
adowsky-Wehner gaid he regretted
that -*our commercial relations with
America are not wholly good, but I
am convinced that right and justice
in this are on our side.” Then, talk-
ing about the necessity for a larger
German navy, he said: “The real pro-
peling cause is that the commerce of
the world, undivided, should not go
wholly to England and America, for
which purposes we must be prepared
to be similarly strong as those pow-
ers.” Another remarkable feature of
Count Posadowsky-Wehner’s speech
was the part in which he ridiculed the
agrarian Roesicke, who had upheld the
Boer states as political and enonomie
ideals for the German nation,

NAVY BILL LIKELY TO PASS.

Herr Richter’s three hour oration
was replete with witticisms as usual
One of the most effective was when re-
ferring #o the groundless rumors
about the Danish West Indies he said:
“No wonder with $17,000,000 paid for
the Caroline Islands that we are bull-
ing the market and prompting all
other countries to ponder whether they
have not some cast-off pair of islands
to sell.”

Herr Richert, who spoke in the name
of the pro-navy radicals, pointed out
that the proposed naval increase was
a popular movement; adding: *“Things
which people do not want, even the
mightiest monarch or the mightiest
statesman cannot carry:”

The deepest and most lasting im-
pression was produced by Count Von
Buelow’s solemn and pathetic declara-
tions when the reichstag adjourned.

The attitude of different parties to-
ward the naval bill is not yet clearly
defined; but from inquiries made by
the correspondent of the Associated
Press among the leaders of the differ-
ent factions, it can be said that the

chances of the bill's passage are most
bright.

OPEN DOOR IN CHINA.

From an authentic source the cor-
respondent hears, regarding the “open
door” in China, that the Washington
government has not yet asked any
other power besides Germany to fur-
nish assurances, verbal or written, to
maintain the open door, but now that
Germany’s answer is entirely favor-
able, all the other powers interested
will be asked, including France, Rus-
sia, Italy and Great Britain. It is ex-

pected that all of them will answer |

favorably, except, perhaps, Russia;
but it 1s hoped that strong moral pres-
sure can then 'be brought to bear on
Russia to yleld.

COLD WEATHER IN GERMANY.
Severe cold weather and snowstorms
have prevailed throughout Germany
this week and this has produced con-
siderable suffering. From all larger
cities there are reports to that effect
and there have been many deaths
due to exposure. In Berlin alone there
were eight deaths from exposure dur-
ing the last four days. The tempera-
ture was lower than for years past.
At Koenigsberg, it was 23 degrees be-
low zero, in Berlin 18 degrees below,
and at Breslau 23 degrees below.

ISLAND OF
" MONTE CRISTO

Bought by the Prince of Naples
as & Refuge From City Life.

Description of the Place, Whose Name
Is Famous—A Beautiful Spot.

[St. Louis Republic.)

‘What magic there is in a name! This
was finely illustrated a few days ago
when it was announced ‘that the young
Prince of Naples had purchased the
Island of Monte Cristo as a present
for his charming wife, and had erected
there a hunting lodge, which he pro-
poses to make his headquarters when-

ever the fancy seizes him to flee from
the glare and bustle of court life and
to enjoy a few days’ hunting and shoot-
ing in a place that knows not the tele-
graph ‘or the postman, and that,
though a part of Italy, is practically
a terra incognita, even t8 the Italians
themselves. The island which the
Prince has bought.is an insignificant
little strip of land, and yet there is a
fascination about it that renders the
news of its purchase of interest to the
thousands in all countries who are
familiar with the name of Monte
Cristo. ¢

If Dumas had not written his famous
romance, with its wonderful, if im-
possible, hero, it is doubtful if any one
of us would pause very long over the
dispatch that the Prince of Naples had
become the owner of the isiand. And
no wonder, for what would one know
or care about the place if the delight-
ful French story-teller had not directed
our attention to it and had not en-
-thralled thousands by his graphic de-
scription of its wild scenery and of the
splendid life which the multi-million-
aire count led while he was master of
it? Outside of Dumas’ work you wiil
find very little mention of the island.
One or two Florentine chroniclers
speak of it, one modern historian tells
us that it has a weird and romantic
appearance at sunset, and the leading
encyclopaedias contain merely a few
lines about its dimensions and general
appearance. Of its past history no
author gives any account, and evident-
ly for the reason that it has not been
inhabited for a long time.

Yet that it has had a romantic his-

.tory is pretty clear. Situated as it is,
in the Mediterranean, 27 miles south of
Elba, it is manifestly impossible that |
t was always as isolated and as deso-
late as it has been within the last few |
and by gleaning here and
there in old yecords one can obtain a
fair idea of its past. First, however, it

1s necessary to have a clear conception |
of the island.

As seen from the Mediterranean, it |
is a conical rock of granite, five miles
in circumference, and 2,090 feet high.
In stormy weather the sea dashes
fiercely against it, and it is not easy to
make a landing. Neither does it con-
tain anything likely to attract the ordi-
rarv tourist. The ground is mainly

CONTINGENT

IMay Be Accepted From Canada Before
Long—Hon. Joseph Chamberlain's
Dispatoh to the Premier,

Ottawa, Dec. 18.—The position tak-
en by her majesty’s government in
London on the question ¢f the second
contingent will be of particular inter-
est now, and therefore the imperial
dispatch on the gquestion is worthy of
reproduction. The communication
from the colonial secretary to the
governor-general was in the following
terms:

“Your ministers’ generous offer to
send without delay a second contin-
gent for service in .South Africa has
received the attentrve consideration
of the secretary of state for war and
his military advisers. But they re-
] gret that, under existing circum-
| stances, they are unable to accept it.

!The offer will, however, certainly be
| borne in mind, and her majesty’s gov-
ernment will have no hesitation in
i avalling themselves of it should future
events make it possible to do so. Her
majesty’s government attach great im-
portance to the fresh proof of Can-
adian sympathy and good-will, and de-
sire to express their grateful apprecia-
tion of it. (Signed) Chamberlain.”
From the terms of this dispatch it
will be seen that the Canadian gov-
ernment’s offer of a second contingent
is still before the British government,
and that the moment the formation of

such a contingent is deemed expedi-
ent bv the war office authorities, Can-

ada will be notified, and the contin-
gent will thereupon be immediately or-
ganized. If the situation continues to
be as serious as the dispatches of to-
{ be as serious as the dispatches indi-
cate, it seems probable that the second
contingent will be called for.,

History today {s repeating itself,
Now that the Eritish people begin to
realize the true proportions of the task
before them, taey will bend themselves
t0 it 'with that invincible spirit which
has triumphed over far greater diffi-
culties tahan now confront it.

There is not the slightest symptom of
panic in the mother country. It is well
for us to remember that the news sent
to this continent is colored for use inh
the United States, which has the most
sensational press in the world.

The East Middlesex Bye-Elee-
tion.

The Money Value of British Rule.

Among the speculations as to the
results of the present war in South
Africa not the least interesting to us
in Canada are those of the gold mine
owners, John Hays Hammond, a dis-
tinguished operator on the Rand, has
Just submitted a special report, along
with the annual statement of the di-
vectors of the *“Consolidated Gold
Fields of South Africa,” which the
iBritish Chancellor of the Exchequer
will no doubt peruse with special sat-
isfaction. In reference to the benefits
likely to be gained to the gold fields
&s an outcome of the conflict now rag-
ing, Mr. Hammond says: “The
amelioration of conditions consequent
upon good government will most ma-
terially enhance the value of the prop-
erties of Wit-Watersrand district. Not
only will there be a direct saving per
kon on our treating, but the tonnage
of payable ore will be thereby con-
siderably increased.” The economies
to be effected will, he says, be in con-
nection with the cost of labor and of
mining supplies, especially dynamite,
the suppression of the traffic in stolen
amalgam and gold, now being ex-
tensively carried on, etc.,, And put-
ting an estimate of the gains which
the industry may be expected to re-
alize, Mr. Hammond writes: *“I would
regard the sum of 6c. per ton as con-
servative estimate of the direct and
indirect benefits of good government.
The saving would be equivalent to an
enhanced profit of from £7,500 to £12,-
000, and would result in an increase
of annual dividends by the amount
of £4,826,535, based on last year’s ton-
nage of ore crushed. It would, how-
ever, take several years to fully re-
mlize the saving in question.”

The arithmietical accuracy of Mr.
Hammond’'s calculation may,of course,
be objected to; but, in any case it
must be conceded that this statement
by one of the milllonaire gold mine op-
erators in the Rand will strengthen
the determination of the British Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer to charge a
considerable portion of the expenses
of the war to the treasury of the
Transvaal. The fact that an industry
is prosperous is no just reason wiy it
should be specially selected for in-
creased taxation. But when a heavy
expenditure of public money is under-
taken, chiefly for the relief of an in-
Qustry from special disabilities, and
to place it on a much more fdvorable
end profitable basis, there is mo in-
Justice m calling upon it to eontribute
io the cost. In this view we are joined
by the London Economist, a repre-
gentative financial authority. In other
words, it is suggested that in the
Transvaal, the same measure of jus-
tice shall be meted out to the gold
mining industry as Canada has ex-
tended to the gold miners in the
Yukon. The poor or unfortunate
miner, Who does nmot dig out of the
earth more than $5,000 in a year, has
to pay no tax. But the successful

man, whose yield is over $5,000, pays
bde ten per cent. With this money,
means for the protection of life and
property have been provided, British
law and justice has been established,
and a model camp has been maintain-
ed. A telegreph line has been built,
roads have been opened up, hospitals
aided, the poverty-stricken provided
with means for subsistence.
Without the royalty, the taxpayers
in Canada would nave had to put their
hands in their pockets to provide these
necessaries to civilized life. Yet we
have a section of our people endeavor-
ing to make the miners disloyal to
British institutions and formenting
trouble by their attacks on the Gov-
ernment for collecting the royalty. It
is a disgraceful attempt, because in
Paliament, where the royalty could be
assailed and where Hon. Mr. Sifton,
Minister of the Interior, expressed his
readiness to defend it, the men who
now go up and down the country cavil-
ing at it, failed to raise the issue.

In future, we may Dbe sure, meces-
sary mew railways in Manitoba will be
built as public works.—Hamilton
Herald.

In view of what is being said with
regard to the best means to make the
education of this country as practical
as is possible, recent remarks on the
subject of education in the Motherland
will be interesting. Speaking at a
gathering in the British metropolis
in support of the establishment of a
faculty of commerce in connection
with the University of London, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach said that he was
not a great believer in the view that

| the British people lacked success in

affairs, but he was per-
fectly ready to admit that success
might be more largely augmented if
those with whom the Interests of Brit-
ish trade and commerce lie were thor-
oughly educated for their work. But
commercial education would mot by
itself go to the root of the matter.
In his belief, better discipline among
children at home, greater and more
widespread belief among parents in
the inestimable value of good educa-
tion for their children, and a thorough
foundation in elementary and second-
ary education had done more to pro-
mote the commercial success of Ger-
many than any system of commercial
education, and unless these matters
were well attended to in Great Brit-
ain, the best laid scheme of commer-
cial education -would fail. There is
good common sense in this criticism.

If you desire to be strong and have
good nerves, eat sugar. That is the
view of the surgeons and generals of
the German army, after careful exper-
iments on the men under their charge,
The report of Professor Pfuhl, former-
ly associated with Professor Koch, and
who is now at the head of the physiol-
ogical laboratory of the German army,
states that a sugar diet increases the
muscular power in a comparatively
short time, and in a considerably
shorter time than white of egg, the
effect of which, however, is more last-
ing, though sugar has the advantage
of being cheaper. The extraordinary
rapidity with which sugar is absorbed
by the body explains the rapid effect
on the nervous system, which is of
the greatest importance in all cases
where a speedy bodily recuperation
is desired; as, for instance, in long
distance marching. Professor Pfuhl,
in a series of successful experiments
with sugar on his own person, has
found that after long walks, three or
four lumps of sugar removed all feel-
ings of lassitude, and to a certain ex-
tent, restored elasticity in the muscles,

| this effect being frequently produced
in the short space of a quarter of an

hour. He is of opinion that artificial
substitutes for sugar, such as sac-
charine, etc., have not all the same
Professors Senator and Munk,
eminent physiologists of the Berlin
University, have come to tkhe conclu~-
sion that sugar has a high nutritive
value as the purest and most easily
soluble hydrate of carbon,

THEY REFUSE
TO COMPROMISE

Federation of Labor Discuss the Matter
of Boycotting.

Detroit, Dec. 18.—The question of
boycott against concerns which employ
part union and part non-union crafts-
men caused considerable contention in
Saturday’s meeting of the American
Federation of Labor.

The matter was brought out through
consideration of a resolution declaring
that the boycott against Swift & Co. is
universal and applied to the Swift
packing establishments in cities where
the company employs union labor as
well as in those where it does not.

Treasurer Lennon differed from most |
of the speakers on this subject. He |
held that it was Inconsistent and un- |
fair to orgainized labor and only re-
tarded a boycott to push it in indus-
tries where union labor i3 employed.
He offered, however, the following ad-
dition to the resolution:

Resolved, That union men should not
remain in the employ of any concern
which has been declared unfair by the
American Federation of Labor.

The Lennon amendment was defeat-
ed by a very large majority and the
resolution was adopted. The British
and Canadian fraternal delegates were
asked to further this boycott.

The adverse report of the committee
on organization on a proposition for a
national union for the paperhangers
was adopted on a roll call vote, yeas
2,254; nays, 614.

The appointment of a committee of
five was directed to report upon the
justice of the decision of the Iilinois
State arbitration board in the matter
of the Chicago piano and organ mak-
ers’ difficulties.

Action was taken against consolida-
tion of the Central Labor bodies of the
tion of the central labor bodies of the
two Kansas cities, empowering the ex-
ecutive council to again prefer charges |
against Claude M. Johnson, director of
the United States Bureau of Printing |
and Engraving, and alleged “foe” to
organized labor, and that if again un-
successful in cusing Johnson’s remov-
al, the matter should be presented to
congress.

A resolution to place the Buffalo
Pan-American Exposition on the *“un-
fair” lis; was sent with other similar
declarations to the éxecutive council.

CHARGE WAS
DISMISSED

In Mr. Bartram's Case Against
City Solicitor Meredith.

Usual Lot of Lively Personalities—Mr.
Bartram Now After Oity Engineer
Graydon and Orown Attorney
Magee—Police Court News.

—

The charge of perjury preferred
against T. G. Meredith, city solicitor,
by W. H. Bartram, was heard this
morning by Magistrate Love,-and dis-
missed. The defendant elected trial
by magistrate. Mr. Bartram objected
to his worship trying the case; but
Mr. Love said Mr. Meredith had a
right to be tried by him °* he so
chose.

Mr. W. R. Riddle, Q.C., of Toronto,
appeared for the defense.

Among the witnesses who gave evi-
dence were Deputy Clerk of the Crown
Col. Macbeth, Mr. Alex. Purdom, Ald.

Jolly and McPhillips, Mr. R. G. Fisher,
Squire Smyth, James McMartin and
Robert Meikle.

Mr. Riddle, for the defense, in sum-
ming up the case, said he failed ut-
terly to understand how Mr. Bartram
could charge Mr. Meredith with per-
jury. There was absolutely nothing to
show that perjury had been commit-
ted. ‘“This prosecution,” sald Mr.
Rlddle, “is a disgrace to the prose-
cutor, and a disgrace to the prosecu-
tion of justice. Such a disgraceful
prosecution has never been offered in
Canada before, or in any country
where the English language is spoken.
There is not the faintest shade of evi-
dence to convict Mr. Meredith on the
charge laid against him.”

Mr. Bartram—It is g disgrace to the
country that a man like the defend-
ant can evade the law, because he
has two brothers on the bench. If he
was in England he would get his
dues.

Magistrate Love—Mr, Bartram, re-
marks of this kind will not be al-
lowed in this court. You should never
have made them. You must confine
yourself to the case.

M_r. Bartram—Mr. Riddle himself is
a disgrace to the legal profession. In
making the remarks he did he dis-
graced himself in the eyes of the pro-
fession. I always understood that the
profession of law was an honorable
one, and am surprised at the manner
in which my learned friend has heaped
on his abuse.

Magistrate Love—Mr. Bartram, you
will have to keep to the case, and
stop indulging in personalities.

Mr. Bartram—Mr Riddle is one of
those gentlemen, I see, who has found
favor, and has the ear of the court.

In dismissing the case, his worship
said that the evidence did not in any
way show that Mr. Meredith had com-
mitted perjury. He was satisfied that
Mr. Meredith did not sign any false
statement.

The case in question was in connec-
tion with certain statements signed by
tpe defendant regarding the municipal
elections in January last.

Mayor Wilson, who gave evidence,
asked Mr. Bartram to make his ex-
amination short, as he had already
given several days listening to his
nonsense. A little later he appealed
tf) his worship, and asked if he had to
listen to the childish questions of Mr.
Bartram.

Mr. Bartram--You will have to
spend several more days with ma be-
fore I get ¥ ough with you, and you
must ans'wer my questions.

Mr. Bartram was #llowed to swear
to an information, charging City En-
gineer Graydon with neglecting to
carry out the instructions of the
municipal council of London, regard-
ing taking certain measurements of
streets in West London. The date for
the hearing was reservead.

Mr. Bartram also asked to be al-
]owed_ to swear to an information
charging James Magee, Q.C., county
crown attorneyv, with neglecting to
prosecute a bill of indietment to the
grand jury at the December sessions of
thve peace, in the case against ex-Ald.

THE MEMORIAL
ANNIVERSARY

Eloquent and Powerful Sermon by the
Bishop of Niagara.

Yesterday the services for the 26th
anniversary of its erection’was held at
Memorial Church. The Right Rev.
J. Philip Dumoulin, Bishop of Niagara,
was the preacher at both services.

At the morning service his lordship
spoke on St. Matthew, xi., 2, 3: “Now
when John heard in prison the works
of Christ, he sent 'two of his discipies,
and said unto him, Art thou he that
should come, or do we look (for an-
other?” He said in part: Of all Oid
Testament heroes and prophets none
were more prominent than John the
Baptist. Hundreds of years before
his advent the prophets had .pom~ted to
hinr as the voice of one crying in the
world’s wilderness ‘‘Prepare ye the way
of the Lord.” Now John had come.
There was nothing of the scribe a’p‘out
the Baptist, nothing of the Ph@rlgee.
nothing of the rabbi; he was distinc-
tively the man of his day. He came
in the power of God. He had not to
go to the market place to reach the
masses. The people flocked to hear
this bold preacher, who so fearlessly
denounced the prevalent evils of the
age, and with a voice that made the
desert ring calied God’'s people to re-
pent. :

It seems almost incredible that John
uttered the words before us. These
are the words of a doubter. Was Johp
really thinking that his confidence in
one whom he had believed to be the
Christ, had been misplaced? "Was he
without sail or rudder, being tossed
hopelessly about in the uncertain sea
of dowbt? It is hard to delieve that
the bold and fearless John could say to
him whom he had pointed out as the

come, or do we look for another?”
John, for his zeal, had ‘been impris-
oned. He who had all his life been
accustomed to breathe the pure air, to
drink the pure water, dnd to sleep
Yeneath the canopy of heaven, had now
been thrust into the dank and gloomy
dungeon of that damp and gloomy
castle. The once strong and healthy
man had been weakened and crushed.

In his physical weakness he was led

to brood over his own unhappy condi-
tion. When he was 'told of the mighty
deeds of his illustrious cousin—that at
his word the blind received their sight,
the deaf given their hearing, the
lepers restored to health, and the dead
raised to life—he began to wonder why
he who was so mighty, who was doing
so0 much good in the world, to whom
he had been so faithful, should permit
him to languish in pain and depression
in that awful prison. Sending imme-
diately two of his friends, he asked
Jesus: “Art thou he that should come,
or do we look for another?”

His lordship very vividly pointed out
the application of this lesson in every-
day life. Strong men may at any time
be reduced to weakness. Under the
trial of some crushing adversity, some
disheartening malady, the once strong
man feels that his God is not to him
what he once seemed. In that moment
of depression and trial he cries: “Art
thou he that should come, or do we
look for another?”

The answer of Jesus to men today is
the same as that to Jokn.  The master
said to that deputation from John: “Go
and show John again those things
which ye do hear and see.” There
were no words of reproof; no sign of
impatience; they were simply to tell
John again of the might of the Mes-
siah. So today, when men are cast
down by the reverses of life, the word
of admonition is-that they should call
to mind the mighty dealings ‘of their
God in former days, and remember how
he has blessed them, and by medita-
tion upon God’s goodness to know that
he loves, and that his love is everlasi-
ing.

In closing, his lordship gave a very
eloquent encomium to the late Bishep

THE MOON’'S ECLIPSE.

The frequent intervention of clouds
Saturday evening prevented a good
view by the people in this vicinity of
the eclipse of the moon. It was the
last eclipse of the year. The moon’s
first ehange of phase began at 32
minutes and 9 seconds after 5 o’clock.
Then, at 44 minutes and § seconds
after 6 o'clock the earth’s actual
shadow was entered. When at its
middle, at 26 minutes afier 8 o’clock,
the ‘eclipse was of 3@ magnitude
amounting to .996 of the moan's total
diameter. The shadow was complete-
ly withdrawn at 6 minutes and 7 sec-
onds after 10 g'clock, and at 18 minutes
and 8 seconds the moon left the pen-
umbra. !

DYER'S BODY
IN THE RIVER

Apparently Committed Suicide While
Suffering From Melancholia — He
Disappeared Frcm the Hospital on
Tuesday Last.

The body of Edward Dyer, the pati-
ent who escaped from the hospital on
Tuesday evening Ll\St, was found yes-
terday floating in the river at the foot
of Waterloo street, about ten feet from
the shore, and surrounded by ice. The
discovery was made by two boys—Ro-
bert Mines, of 335 Hill street, and John
Slade, ;of 351 South street—at about
il o’ciock, while they were walking on
| the river bank. The police were imme-

diately summoned, and Policemen

Weir, R. Robinson and Walter Smith
{ were sent to the scene. The body was
j renoved to the hospital, where it was
identified as that of Dyer.

Deceased was 65 years of age, and
!had been in the hospital about a week.
! During the entire time he was in the
‘institution he was able to be around.
| He had bronchial trouble, but appeared
, to suffer more from melancholia. Dyer
was closely watched, but on Tu-sday,
while the patients were being removed
from the old to the new building, he
I succeeded in getting out, unnoticed. A
vigorous search was made by the au-
thorities at once, but his whereakouts
could not be discovered, and it is sup-
posed that he went direct to the river
and committed suicide. The body was
found lying on the right side, with the
arms doubled up and the legs crossed.
It looked as if deceased had walked
inte the river, and, lying down, died
without a struggle. His hat was still
on his head.

Coroner Ferguson 'was notified, but
considered an inquest unnecessary, as
it was clearly a case of suicide. Dyer
was known to have been very despond-
ent owing to prolonged illness. He was
i empioyed by Dr. McCallum for two
(years, and was steady in his habits. He
| lived at Belmont for some years. He
i had been married, but had not lived
{ with his wife for some time past. He
| is said to have been left a considerable

sum of money by an aunt, Mrs. McKel-
lar, who died last summer.
