DR. M'QLYNN TALKS SINGLE TAX

Ko and Henry George Together Again 
on the Plat orm—The Priest’s 

Strong Belle .
NEW YORK, May 14.—Henry George 

and Dr. McGlynn spoke from the same 
platform in Chickering Hail last night for 
the first time since 1887. They uttered 
the same sentiments, eulogized each other, 
and were applauded by an audience similar 
to that before which they last appeared to­
gether. It was the windup of the season’s 
series of lectures which were conducted by 
the Manhattan Single Tax Club, and the 
attendance was consequently large. Alfred 
Mason Bish op presided.

Dr. McGlynn was the first speaker. He 
delivered a speech which was on much the 
same lines as his former addresses on “The 
Fatherhood of God and the Brotherhood of 
Man.” The single tax doctrine, he said, 
was first preached by him from the same 
platform seven or eight years ago. It was 
particularly gratifying to him, he said, 
again to stand on the platform with Henry 
George. From the single tax doctrine he 
would never recede. The essential doctrine 
of the single tax movement was the right of 
every human being to live on the world and 
the duty of every other human being to 
respect that right. It was a religious work 
that be was engaged in, he said, although 
he stood on a secular platform and although 
he did not bring his cassock and surplice 
along.P

Mr. George followed Dr. McGlynn. Mr. 
George read an extract from a recent ad­
dress of the Vicar General of the Pope, in 
which he said that politics were senile; 
that Mr. George's words that “tlie rich 
were growing richer and the poor poorer” 
were coming true, and that the social 
question was the all absorbing question, 
not only of the future, but of the present. 
Cardinal Manning had told him eleven or 
twelve years ago that the doctrines that he 
preached had not been, nor never would be, 
condemned by the Catholic Church.

A Great English Scholar Dead.

AUBURN, N. Y., May 14.—Wilson walked 
to the chair and sat down as coolly as 
though for a morning shave.

light of day from him forever, he raised 
his voice and added, “Gentlemen, I have 
left a written statement in the hands of my 
attorney, which is truth in every sense of 
the word.”

The statement given by Wilson to his 
attorney is as follows: “Auburn, N. Y., 
May 14, 1894. I desire to make as my 
dying statement as follows: That Charlie 
F. Wilson, otherwise known as George 
Calhoun, his real name being Charlie F. 
Wilson, introduced as my brother, who is 
joint indicted with me for the killing of 
James Harvey, is entirely innocent of any 
connection with said Mr. James Harveys 
death. He was not the man with me at 
the time said James Harvey met his death. 
(Signed) L. R. WILSON."

This is supplemented by another com­
munication asking Chief Wright to deliver 
all bis goods, guns, etc., to ids brother 
Frank. He concludes with a postscript to 
Frank telling him to take things as coollyas 
possible, and not to grieve any more than is 
necessary and to send tokens to the folks.

The electrocution of “Dink” Wilson in 
the death chamber of Auburn prison to­
day was the sixth in the history of the in­
stitution, and it was as successful from a 
scientifice point of view as any that has 
taken place since the law went into effect 
in 1889. The autopsy showed that Dink 
was an unusually healthy man witii ex­
cellent physical development. The heart

SAN FRANCISCO, May 13.—W ilheim Boeter

the most popular teacher have nothing on 
earth to do with the desirability of the 
pianos. It will be talked about, more or 
less, and in so much, is advertising, but I 
doubt very much if it will result in any 
very great good. I would very much 
rather take the money that this trip costs 
and use it in straight newspaper advertise 
ing.

Advertising properly considered, and in 
its strongest sense, is merely telling people 
what and where and why—particularly 
why—they should buy some particular 
thing. Advertising isn’t good unless it ac­
complishes this and convinces a greater or 
less number of people that the advertiser 
and the thing advertised are just exactly 
what they have been looking for.

A trip to Europe doesn’t prove anything. 
It has nothing whatever to do with the 
piano business, and anybody, from a 
butcher up, might use it with equal pro- 
priety. •

I do not believe in scheme advertising of 
any kind. In some cases it may pay, but 
they are few and far between. The kind of 
advertising that can always be depended 
on is newspaper advertising. It always 
does what it is intended to do if it is 
properly used. If it ever fails, it is not the 
fault of the medium but the fault of the 
advertiser, or the way he advertises.

The right sort of advertisements in the 
newspapers go right into the family circle, 
exactly where the dealer wishes his goods 
to go. For this reason, if for no other, it 
is better than any other possible method 
for bringing business.

I have had quite a good deal of exper­
ience in managing different outside schemes 
for advertising a business, and I have been 
able to figure up the results rather accu­
rately. I have never yet seen an under­
taking of this sort bring back money 
enough to pay for itself, either directly or 
indirectly.

This free trip to Europe will certainly 
cause more or less talk, but will it cause 
the right kind of talk? Will it carry one- 
quarter the conviction that straight out, 
common sense talks in the newspapers 
would do? These are questions on which 
the piano people will probably be expen­
sively intelligent after the contest is over.

BROOKLYN, May 14.—Fire Commissioner 
Wurster said to-day the fact seemed to be 
demonstrated that yesterday’s fire, which 
destroyed the Tabernacle,the Hotel Regent 
and two blocks of dwellings, was started 
by the contact between an organ stop 
pulled by Organist Brown and a badly 
insulated electric power wire inside the 
organ. The commissioner is investigating 
the charges of inefficiency against the fire 
department. The loss on the Hotel Regent 
is $700,000. The insurance aggregated 
$800,000, but of this $500,000, it is said, 
was on personal property. A great deal of 
personal property covered by this insur­
ance was saved.

SARNIA, May 14.—This afternoon a fire 
occurred in the works of the Canadian Oil 
Company here, burning one of the stills, 
caused by a flaw in the iron work allowing 
the oil to leak, and becoming ignited it 
burned. The damage was slight.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., May 14.—The restau­
rant and club house in Forest Park was 
struck by lightning this morning. The 
bolt struck a gasoline pipe and instantly 
the structure was ablaze. Two employes 
were rescued in an unconscious condition. 
The building was destroyed. Loss, $50,- 
000; insurance, $40,000.

LEAMINGTON, Ont., May 13.—The resi- 
dence of Charles Stewart, a farmer resid- 
ing about two miles from here, was totally 
destroved by fire with ail its contents this 
afternoon. Loss, $2,500; partly covered 
by insurance in the London Mutual to the 
amount of $1,000.

TORONTO, May 14.—This morning the 
handsome residence of Mr. R. W. Prittie, 
corner of Davenport road and College 
street, was gutted by fire. The loss is esti­
mated at $16,000; covered by insurance.

Mr. Brodeur said that Inspector Gervais’ 
investigation was a sham, that the charges 
were malicious, and that the dismissal was 
made in pursuance ol % threat made from a 
public platform by Mr. Gigault, a candi­
date at the last election, that Loiselle was 
against the Government, and would shortly 
be dismissed.

Sir Richard Cartwright and Mr. Lister 
contended strongly that the Postmaster- 
General had no right to destroy this man’s 
good name and then upon proof of the error 
being clear refuse to right the wrong and 
do justice to the dismissed official, who had 
been branded as a forger. It was outrage- 
ous. Sir Richard declared, that a public 
officer should ruin a man’s character and 
secure his dismissal on the strength of a 
report which was not concealed as confi­
dential.

After a good deal of discussion Sir John 
Thompson was forced to consent to the 
passing of an order for all the papers, in­
cluding the “confidential" report of the in­
spector.

After recess several motions were adopt­
ed, among them one by Mr. Patterson, of 
Brant, providing for the distribution among 
Indians having trust funds of 300 extra 
copies of the report of the Department of 
Indian A ffairs.

Mr. Mille, of Annapolis, dropped his 
motion to extend the electoral franchise to 
women, failing in his gallantry at the last 
moment.

Michael D. Fitzgerald, the leader of the 
New England industrial army, has been 
deserted by his followers. Fitzgerald, 
Lani, Kalingrass and Jos. W. Wingrass 
were arrested last night at a Socialistic 
meeting, and to-day they were held in $800 
bail, each for giving vent to Anarchistic 
sentiments. None of the trio could secure 
bail, and they were committed to Moya- 
mensing prison. The incarceration of Fitz­
gerald cast a damper on the rank and file 
of the army, and disbandment seems prob- 
probable. The “captain" had issuedlorders 
for the army to resume its march to Wash­
ington at 9 o’clock this morning, and after 
he had been put behind the bars his follow­
ers held a meeting and elected one Gann as 
their leader. At 11 a.m. the contingent to 
the number of 53 departed for Chester and 
left Fitzgerald to his fate. The army was 
greeted with jeers and hisses until it had 
passed beyond the city limits.

Washington, D. C., May 14.—What was 
left of “unknown” or “Mountebank” 
Smith's contingent of the Commonweal 
army has been formally disbanded by him. 
Some of the men joined Coxey at Blandens- 
burg.

GRANGER, Wyo., May 14.—"Gen." 
Sheffler was captured at Green River, 
Wyo., last night by United States Marshal 
Rankin. Marshal Rankin took him to 
Cheyenne. The marshal’s snecial train 
went to Cokeville, where Sheffler’s band of 
tramps were camped in box cars. The 
entire band, numbering 200 members, were 
arrested.

The dispatch reads:
"George Decker tame to Yreka in 1865, 

from London, Ontario. A woman with 
two children came a few months later. She 
was Mrs. Decker, and she said she came 
from London, Canada, where they had 
married. Mrs. Decker was of middle age. 
The eldest child, Eva, was 7 years old, and 
there was a boy of 3—Benny.’

MOTHER AND BABE DISAPPEAR.
Townsfolk often said that she did not live 

happily with her husband. A year after 
Yreka was made their home another child 
vas born, a sickly little one that kept its 
mother busy at home.

The few old residents now recall that about 
this time Decker left his household to cure 
for itself a great deal and was frequently at 
the homo of a wealthy widow named Good­
rich. Loud cries were heard in Decker’s 
home one day. A man ran into the house. 
The husband held a whip over his wife, 
who was cowering at a table, and she was 
saying: “I'll sign. I’ll sign. Please don’t 
strike,” and she put her name to a paper, 
the contents of which she knew not.

Mother and baby disappeared two weeks 
later. The whole family had gone out 
driving and the father had returned with 
Benny and Eva. His wife and baby, ho 
said he had placed on a stage. They were 
going to San Francisco, thence to Canada.

He appeared in the streets in mourning 
clothes a month later. “The steamer car­
rying my wife and child was lost in a gale,” 
he said, and much sympathy was shown.

MARRIED MRS. GOODRICH.
Decker donned gay clothes again in a 

year and soon there was a wedding, for 
Mrs. Goodrich bad become his wife. She 
also had two children that came with 
her. One was named Rosie, at that 
time 12 years old; another was a boy. 
The boy soon died, how, it is not remem- 
bored. Rosie became Mrs. Edward Stone 
four years later. About this time Eva be­
came a young woman. Benny had previ­
ously been sent to Oregon and was there 
doing business as a young man.

Decker announced one summer that he 
was going in an adjacent county to attend 
to cutting timber on a ranch, and that Éva 
must go with him. She pleaded with her 
step-mother, but to no avail, and father 
and daughter started.

They were gone three months. All that 
time, so it is now learned, they lived to­
gether in the woods. When they came 
back she was a physical wreck and her

child of Mrs. Goodrich, or Mrs. Deckes 
No. 2.

By the latter’s will she (Rosie) was left 
most of her property, to revert to Decker 
if she died without child. One day Rosie’s 
baby was crying fretfully in an adjoining 
room.

“I will stop her,” remarked Decker, 
walking to the cradle. An hour later the- 
little one was found dead. An eld woman 
has been found who was at that time a 
nurse, and she says she saw marks of fin­
gers on the baby’s throat.

Edward Stone died a natural death a 
few months later, and beside his body that 
of his wife was soon laid. So Decker came 
into all the property, and he was much re­
spected therefor, and there were no wit­
nesses of that mysterious deed in Kildere 
Hills, save Mrs. Preston.

Wealth and property was the armor plate 
that shielded Decker from the shaft of sus­
picion.

Then the shepherd found the bones in the 
cavern and Decker’s terrible crimes were 
discovered.

Mrs. Preston, the child Eva, for the first 
time Sunday told the story of the fatal ride 
on the Kildere Hills: “When we readied 
the bills papa told mamma to get out of 
the wagon with the baby and go with 
him. She cried and he dragged her along. 
By-and-bye papa camo back alone, His 
hands were bloody and lie wiped them on 
the grass. He told Benny and I that if we 
ever spoke of mother he would kill us.

Mrs. Preston is a simple-minded woman, 
not insane, but feeble—a monomaniac on 
the subject of fear of her father.

By the marriage there are five children— 
Arnold, physician, and William, broker, of 
Montreal; Mrs. (Rev.) Young, of Simcoe, 
and two daughters at home. His wife also 
survives him, thougii she is not in good 
health at present.

The doctor was for some time dean of the 
medical faculty at the Western University, 
was remarkably well-informed and an able 
lecturer. He was also a member of the 
Masonic fraternity and an honorary mem­
ber of Court Victoria, I. O. F. The pro­
fession of the city, including the faculty at 
the college and what students are at present 
in the city, will attend the funeral.

Which the Dominion Government Paid 

Lawyers Without Question.

OTTAWA, Ont., May 16.—In the public 

accounts committee to-day Mr. Lister 
continued his examination of Mr. O’Connor, 
Q. C., legal agent for the Department of 
Justice, bringing out the fact that Mr. 
O’Connor drew tecs at the rate of $100 a 
day as counsel in cases where he did not 
act as counsel at all. Hispartner, Mr. Hogg, 
Q. C., does all the work and it turns out 
that in some cases for every $100 earned by 
Mr, Hogg, Mr. O’Connor also drew a $100. 
Mr. Hogg charged $100 for arguing a de­
murrer, for which Mr. Lister said the tariff 
was $25 in the Court of Appeal, None of 
these bills were taxed by a legal officer, 
but all passed by the Department of 
Justice. In nearly all cases, in addition to 
counsel fees for Messrs. O'Connor and 
Hogg, there were senior counsel from To. 
ronto, Montreal or Quebec who sent their 
bills direct to the department.

He was of a singu­
larly kind and pleasing disposition. With 
the students of the medical college he was 
very popular and was regarded by them 
with an almost filial affection.

Dr. Fenwick had for nearly twenty years 
been prominently associated with the pro- 
fessionalinterestsof the county oi Middlesex, 
and is deserving of more than a passing 
mention in any history of the same. He 
was born in London, Eng., in 1818, his 
parents, Joseph and Margaret (Greig) 
Fenwick being natives of Northumberland 
county, England and Scotland, respect, 
ively. The father was engaged in mercan­
tile pursuits, and for a long time was an 
extensive vessel owner, but owing to im­
paired health, afterwards abandoned this 
business, and about 1824 emigrated to Can­
ada and settled in Quebec. Dr. Fenwick 
was reared to manhood, and after choosing 
the medical profession as his calling 
through life, entered the McGill College, of 
Montreal, and was graduated from the 
class of 1840. The same year he was ap­
pointed house surgeon to the Marine and 
Emigrant Hospital, Quebec, which he held 
five years.

Wealthy Rancher.Decker, a
YREKA Cal., May 14.-It was expected 

that the grand jury would to-day bring in 
indictments accusing Deorge Decker, a 
wealthy rancher, of the murder of his wife, 
Margaret E. Decker, and Nevada Decker, 
her babe, 27 years ago, and Rosa Stone, a 
granddaughter, about eight years ago. Ten 
murders are laid to Decker’s door as well as 
other foul and unnatural crimes, committed 
at various times through the last 30 years. 
Several of these murders are susceptible ot 
proof Others are based on suspicion 
more or less well founded, though in some 
cases it amounts to moral certainty. 
Besides the three named, the list comprises 
Edward Stone, who was Decker’s second 
wife’s son-in-law, Benjamin Deckers sou, 
Caroline Goodrich Decker, his second wife; 
a 4-year-old son of Edward Stone, a hired 
man in Sacramento Valley, name unknown, 
and a man in Illinois, name unknown. 
Decker killed his first wife and child in 
1867. butchering them with his own hands 
and burying their bones on the top of a 
high ridge " Their discovery a short time ago crystallized the belief prevalent for 
some time that he was guilty of many atro­
cities and led to his arrest. After his first 
wife’s death he married a widow named 
Goodrich, and lived with her over twenty 
years, and is believed to have gotten nd of 
her finally in 1890 by poison. He disposed 
of one child, who bothered him, in 1886. 
The murder in Illinois is said to have been 
committed before he came west and the one 
in Sacramento Valley after his arrival. His 
various relatives were killed because they 
stood in tho way of gratifying his desires,
