The text of the statement reads:
"Northern front: In the Riga region, south of 

the Pskoff highroad, our detachments initiating an at- 
tack, occupied, after a fierce struggle, the enemy 
positions in the sector of Silzeme, one mile northeast 
of Spitalitimerman. The enemy losses were severe, 
and on the battlefield we found more than 400 
corpses. We captured 600 prisoners and 10 machine 
guns. The brilliant General Sokolov was wounded in 
the head by a shrapnel splinter."

With the British Armies in France, Sept. 24.—A certain American 
army contingent is now located directly behind the British lines, within 
range of enemy gunfire, and two of its rookie members have been 
slightly wounded by fragments of an explosive shell. I visited the camp 
today. Neither of the two American soldiers were badly enough hurt 
to earn gold medals. They were the heroes of the camp, however, and 
the most envied of all the Sammies.

The eyes of this American contingent are, turned longingly to the 
British line—so near to them that the Americans are now within range 
of the enemy guns. The Sammies work with the boom of cannon always 
in their ears. They are great pals of the Tommies and listen enviously 
to stories of "going over the top." So eager are the Sammies to fight 
that strictest regulations, imposing severe punishment, have been neces- 
sary to prevent them sneaking off to the front under chaperonage of 
Tommies.

report under the terms, of the Military 
Service Act. Their military service in 
Canada will not exempt them from the 
requirements of the act and if they 
wish to secure exemption on any of the 
specified grounds, they must fill in 
their forms of application. This, of 
course, applies only to men coming 
within the limits of the first call—un- 
married men and widowers between the 
ages of 20 and 34.

Not For The Colors.
It is well understood that the major- 

ity of the discharged men, probably, yil 
be unable for medical reasons, to rank 
as class "A" and only class "A" will be 
called to the colors. But there are num- 
bers of men discharged for reasons 
other than medical unfitness. Where 
physically unfit, and exemptions have 
not been granted by the tribunals, they 
will be called to the colors again.

How far members of the Canadian 
Expeditionary Force who have been 
overseas and not seen actual fighting, 
will be affected has not been deter- 
mined. The act excepts, among others: 
Men who have since August 4, 1914, 
served in the militia or naval forces of 
theatre of actual war and have been 
honorably discharged therefrom.’’

What is Theatre of War?
It is here that the difficulty arises. 

What is the precise definition of a 
“theatre of war’’ and a precise defini- 
tion is of vital importance in the bear- 
ing of the phrase on men discharged 
from the C. E. F. As to the man who 
has seen actual fighting at the front, 
there can be no question. He is ex- 
cepted. In its broader aspect, prac- 
tically the world is a theatre of war. 
But the definition so far given to the 
term does not make the exception ap- 
plicable to Canada. Therefore, men 
who have not been overseas will be re- 
quire to report when the first call is 
issued. But does it apply to England? 
The Canadian soldier proceeding over- 
seas regards himself in a theatre of 
war when he reaches England. But to 
the Old Country soldier England is far 
from the actual war.

Experts Will Decide.
It is probable that the term “theatre 

of actual war’ will. be submitted to high 
legal authority for a precise definition. 
In the meantime discharged soldiers af- 
fected by the act are urged to note that 
the whole motive is national service. 
Where a. man can do better service to 
his country by remaining at home, he 
will be exempted.

BY HUNS AT JACOBSTADT
Berlin, Sept. 24.—Via London—Gen- 

eral von Ludendorff announces in the 
official German statement issued today 
that rich quantities of provisions, in- 
cluding bread and flour, fell into the 
hands of the Teutons when they cap- 
tured the Russian town of Jacobstadt 
on the Twina River last week..

The statement says that the British 
troops made no fresh attacks yester- 
day on the Flanders front.

Chicago, in., Sept. 24—Victor Clander, 
head of the Lake Seamen’s Union, and a 
member of the Illinois State Council of 
Defence, said today that a strike of the 
members of his organization October 1 
seems inevitable. It is an open secret 
that the men were practically unani- 
mous in voting to strike unless the At- 
lantic agreement, to which the Federal 
Government was a party, is extended to 
the great lakes. Able seamen on the 
great lakes, he said, are paid $72 a 
month during the summer. They are 
asking $95, but the shipowners, he said, 
were willing to pay only $85, which, he 
said, was the normal advance on October 
1 owing to the approach of stormy wea- 
ther. Navigation on the great lakes 
generally closes about the middle of 
December, and it is customary to make 
a higher rate for work during the cold, 
concluding months of the season.

The Atlantic agreement calls for 00- 
operation of the Government, the unions 
and the owners to recruit and train men 
for the emergency mercantile marine 
which the allied governments have held 
nossary to the winning of the war.

That the municipal coal yard bylaw 
will have the undivided support of all 
those who attended the meeting to dis- 
cuss it at the Empress Avenue School 
on Saturday night was evidenced when 
not one dissenting voice was heard fol- 
lowing the request of Ald. Ashplant for 
anyone who regarded the project as un- 
satisfactory to voice their prejudices.

Mayor Stevenson opened the meeting 
by explaining the importance of the 
establishment of a municipal coal yard 
in the city. He outlined the proposed 
methods of carrying out the project. and 
said that hard and soft coal would be 
sold and that the profits from the soft 
variety would cover, to a large extent, 
the overhead charges on hard coal.

H. E. Hessel had a great many facts 
and figures regarding the proposition. 
He stated that he had gone into the 
matter minutely and that the project 
was worthy of the support of every cit- 
izen. He deplored the lack of interest 
manifested by citizens, as evidenced by 
the poor turnout at the meeting. How- 
ever, it was a question for every man 
who had the welfare of the city at heart 
to earnestly consider. Figures in his 
possession showed that the citizens of 
London were paying for the poor busi- 
ness methods of the local coal dealers, 
in addition to the excessive profiteering 
enjoyed by them. He denounced the 
practices of the local dealers as a com- 
bined movement to extract from the 
people of the city immense and unfair

Chartered 1854 During the course of a sermon at 

the First Christian Church last even- 
ing. Sergt.-Major Harry Edwards of 
the 1st Depot Battalion, W. O. R., sev- 
eral times took exception to state- 
ments that have been made from plat- 
form and pulpit in this city regarding 
the condition, physically and morally, 
of Canadian boys in London, England.

The sergeant-major, who is in pos- 
session of facts and figures gathered 
locally, stated positively that London, 
Canada, was in a worse condition than 
London, England, regarding the per- 
centage of men in hospital owing to 
immorality.
“I am not attempting to deny that 

conditions are nearly all that have 
been stated in England,” he said. 
‘But I do wish to impress the fact up- 
on the good people of Canada that we 
should clean off our own door-step be- 
fore we fuss about the neighbor’s. If 
we would do all that we should do to- 
ward getting our boys armed against 
the conditions that will be found in 
any part of the world and make very 
sure that we are not sending them 
away, from our shores in a condition 
that cannot be made worse in Eng- 
land, then we would be doing some 
material good.

Essence of Hypocrisy.
“For the mothers and fathers to de- 

plore the conditions in the old country 
and not attempt to clean out the pes- 
tilence that is rampant in the city of 
London, Canada, at this very present 
time, is the very essence of hypocrisy. 
There are places in this city that are 
spreading disease among the soldiers 
that is appalling. We get to know the 
patients who are soldiers, and I would 
venture to say that the number is 
greater among the civilians, which, if 
added to those that we have knowledge 
of among the soldier boys, would cause 
a sensation that would result in a great 
house-cleaning at home. God grant 
that we may not be blinded to the 
condition of our own doorsteps any 
longer.

Duty of Parents.
"The mother or father who is afraid 

that their boy who has gone to Eng- 
land will be contaminated with the con- 
ditions must ask themselves if they 
have done all that they should have 
done in preparing that boy to be able 
to withstand those temptations. The 
minister who is afraid for our boys 
over there is a self-accuser of derelic- 
tion of duty. Although I know only 
too well that the condition of Eng- 
land is what we are told, yet I cannot 
see it so plainly when I look through 
the dirty windows of London, Canada. 
My two boys are over there, continued 
the speaker, and if they fall into this 
whirlpool of sin, it will not be in ig- 
norance. The father who has not taken 
his boy to one side and told him all 
that a boy should know, the mother 
that has not taken her daughter into 
her confidence and told her what she 
should and must know, they are re- 
sponsible for the prodigal sons and 
the prodigal daughters of Canada. 
When we sing that song: "Look all 
around you, find someone in need," let 
us think of the boys and girls who are 
falling in ignorance.

The first word from Lieut. Douglas 
Weld, recently reported missing, and 
subsequently designed "prisoner of war" 
by the Swiss Red Cross authorities, was 
received by Mirs. John Weld in the form 
of a. letter, in which the lieutenant wrote 
that he was a prisoner at Sieilburg, and 
not Karlsruhe, as first announced, and 
that he was in the best of health. -..

Lieut. Weld inclosed the menu of his 
daily rations, which proves conclusively 
that the food situation is distinctly un- 
favorable.

According to the letter, the young 
officer was flying approximately one 
mile over the German lines, when his 
machine, in some unaccountable man- 
nor, literally smashed to pieces. He 
states that his escape was miraculous, 
and that the only injury sustained was 
a temporarily dazed condition. Appar- 
ently he landed among a unit of German 
soldiers, for he was immediately accost- 
ed by them and ordered to surrender.

The young officer was given a severe 
cross-questioning, and allowed to pro- 
ceed to the German flying officers’ mess, 
where he ate a first-rate meal with the 
Teutons. . ..

After being moved from place to place 
and being constantly questioned, he 
eventually arrived at Sieilburg, where 
he has been stationed in the company 
of other officers, whom he previously 
knew. , AIn his letter he says that the Canadian 
officers are allowed one loaf of black 
bread every five days. The morning 
menu consists of soup. The noonday 
meal is comprised of soup, one vegetable 
and sometimes a little meat. At supper- 
time the bill of fare is concluded with 
a repetition of soup and a slice of black 
bread, if the eater feels inclined to de- 
molish it. Every two weeks a little 
sugar is meted out to the prisoners in 
addition to the ordinary rations.

The officers are allowed to walk 
around the town every Friday and take 
a swim in the salt waetr. Lieut. Weld 
stated that he is now eating portions 
of his brother officers’ edibles, in antici- 
pation of sufficient parcels from his 
parents to return that which he has 
borrowed.t

Lieut. Weld has written to England 
for some friends to forward a pair of 
boots. He asked them to send the 
shoes one at a time, so that his chances 
of getting them would be good.:

profits. For the KiddiesSays Figures Wrong.
The dealers, in making their report of 

profits to the Government, stated that 
the average profit for the year of 1916 
was 30 cents per ton. X

However, Mr. Hessel quoted figures 
which, in his mind, proved that the pro- 
fits of the local coalmen had been in- 
tentionally misrepresented. He said he 
knew that one London firm last year 
made a profit of $14,000 during the win- 
ter, which in proportion to their sales 
would mean that their gain was three 
to four times that which was published 
in the Government report.

"The local coalmen manipulate the 
reports of profits to satisfy the people," 
he said. "Local coal dealers are persist- 
ent in saying that the establishment of 
a public coal yard is not necessary and 
inopportune. If this is so, why has the 
Government appointed a commission to 
investigate the profiteering of fuel and 
coal ‘barons?’ The most effective argu- 
ments for the establishment of a muni- 
cipal coal yard are the advertisements 
inserted in the local press against the 
proposition’s feasibility.

I am pleased to notice that the papers 
entered the word ‘advertisement,’ as 

designating that the articles were not 
editorial opinion, but advertisements 
paid for by those twenty or thirty men 
of the city to whom the establishment 
of a civic coal yard would be a great 
blow financially.

Detroit Prices.
The price of coal in Detroit is now 

$3.50. In this city it is $9.50. Does it 
seem plausible that transportation and 
overhead charges would come to $5.70 
per ton to local dealers, making allow- 
ance for the so-called 30 cents proft? 
The dealers of London say that their 
bins are empty whenever asked for coal 
as proof that the coal situation is acute 
and high prices, therefore, warranted.

These bins are empty, but what of the 
carloads of fuel in the yards? The whole 
thing is a combined movement to scare 
the people into imagining that there is 
a shortage of coal so as to keep prices 
up, when many carloads are available in 
the dealers’ yards."

Mr. Hessel dealt at length with figures 
comparing the price of coal in the 
States and here. These figures clearly 
showed that after all charges were paid 
the local dealers would reap a profit 
of approximately $1 per ton or over, 
instead of 30c, as alleged. "The people 
of London will certainly not be influ- 
enced by the advertisements inserted in 
the local papers by those individuals 
interested in the situation," he said, 
"insomuch that the passing of the 
bylaw will mean large losses to them," 
he said.

Lower Rates.•
Ald. Ashplant considered it very en- 

couraging that there was no opposition 
to the proposition. He hoped that the 

people would not be misled by the 
articles which were paid to be inserted 
in the press. Although the coal dealers 
declared that they could distribute coal 
at an equally cheap rate as a munici- 
pal coalyard, it was obvious that 
with the profits of the middleman 
eliminated, and the distribution of coal 
to the citizens run on an efficient basis 
the people would receive coal at the 
lowest rates obtainable.

He said that thirty different coal dis- 
tributing establishments, each with 
separate equipments, could not hope to 
sell fuel at the same price that half a 
dozen depots situated in the six most 
convenient spots of the city run on the 
cheapest and the most efficient lines. 
He compared the principles connected 
with the coal situation with those for 
which the Empire is fighting.

"My brother ‘went over the top’ just 
one year ago tonight," he said, "and 
he was never heard of again. He and 
legions of our Canadian boys died fight- 
ing for the principles of civilization, 
which are at all times democratic and 
in opposition to autocracy. The bylaw 
which we are now discussing is one 
which is intended to protect the citizens 
from the coal profiteers and middlemen. 
It is a crime for the people of this 
city to ignore the principles for which 
our blood is being shed on a foreign soil. 
The coalyard project embodies the whole 
maxims for which we are fighting. It 
stands for the fundamental principles of 
righteousness. The thirty coal dealers 
of this city who are opposed to the 
scheme are like the autocrats of Ger- 
many."

Mr. Ashplant concluded by stating 
that as a member of the city council 
his support of the proposition was 
based on sound principles, and because 
it is an essential and vital proposition, 
eliminating the wasteful methods of 
distribution by greater efficiency, will 
be given.

Another meeting to further discuss 
the bylaw will be held Tuesday night.

Military Service Act Does Not Make 

Everyone "Soldier” for Taxation 
Purposes.

"An interesting argument took place 
recently here as regards the power of 
the city to collect poll tax. It was 
claimed that since the military service 
bill went into force every Canadian be- 
tween the ages of 20 and 46 was a

. Canadian soldier, awaiting his call to 
the colors, and therefore was not liable 
for the tax. A soldier he is even in 
“civies,” but on leave, until he is dis- 
charged.

The question was referred to City 
Clerk Baker and Mayor Stevenson. Both 
declared that this did not make any 
man exempt.

"Every man in Canada is a potential 
soldier,” said Mr. Baker "Under the 
militia act, which has been in force for 
some years, every citizen is liable for 
military duty when called upon. The 
only exemptions so far as poll tax is 
concerned has been given to men who 
actually don the uniform and train. In 
my judgment no person is now exempt 
under the new act until he is actually 
a soldier in training for service. We 
are all potential soldiers, but there is 
only a small percentage actually in ser-

Much more lamentable was the social 
conditions resulting from the clash. 
Indignities heaped by the Huns in Bel- 
gium and France on the women and 
girls were repeated in Chengtu by the 
Yuannese. The women were being 
sent out of the province of Szechuan as 
the wives of the soldiers. In some cases 
where the women could not be taken 
away, they were sold on the streets.

According to Dr. Crawford, ex-Gov- 
ernor Lo who had arrived at Chengtu 
to try to bring about a settlement of 
the trouble, blamed the Peking Gov- 
ernment for the unfortunate clash in 
Chengtu of a short time before, un- 
fortunate owing to the fact that the 
people of the city were killed in .the 
proportion of one hundred to one sol- 
dier. The total loss of soldiers was 
about 200 and of the people far up in 
the thousands.

Recalling events leading up to the 
trouble, the missionary continues, "If 
one goes back far enough, one will re- 
member that the three western prov- 
inces were the seat of the anti-Yuan 
movement. They were united against 
the efforts of Peking. The northern 
soldiers” withdrew from the province in 
disgrace. Force could not reduce these 
three provinces to the wish of the Fed- 
eral Government, so trickery was re- 
sorted to. The orders as issued to the 
Governor of the province were openly 
unheeded by the Szechuanese generals 
who opposed them as far as they dared. 
But it was not long before Lo saw that 
he must give over the reins of govern- 
ment to another.

“However, he remained at his post, 

apparently at the urgent request of the 
central Government. The opposition of 
the local generals, however, became 
too strong and it was necesary to see 
that the orders of the authorities were 
carried out..

FOLOW ALL G N W STRIKE THE COMPANY’S STATEMENT
Ottawa, Sept. 24.—Official notification 

of the refusal of the Great Northwest­
ern Telegraph Company to accept the 
findings of the conciliation board which 
inquired into the dispute between the 
company and its employees reached 
the department Of labor this morning 
in the form of a lengthy letter from 
George D. Perry of Toronto, general 
•manager.

Mr. Perry takes particular exception 
to the recommendation in the majority 
report, signed by Judge Gunn, chair­
man, and D. Campbell, the represen­
tative of the men, recommending an 
increase of at least $5 per month since 
April 1, 1917, in all offices except those 
of Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg and 
Saskatoon, for which a graduated rate 
of increase is recommended.

Mr. Perry says: “The majority report 
recommends an increase of $5 per month 
to employees at 41 offices, in addition 
to those in larger cities. There was no 
evidence whatever submitted to show 
that these employees are entitled to 
higher compensation. We object to an 
arbitrary increase of $5 . per month 
without any justification therefor hav­
ing been shown.”.

Mr. Perry objects to the proposal to 
pay $79.80 per month to all linemen 
east of North Bay.

Linemen living in smaller towns 
should not receive as high a wage as 
those living in the larger cities, where 
the cost of living is higher. The em­
ployees of the company include a num­
ber of old men, who would have to be 
dismissed in the event of a uniform 
wage being Insisted upon.

"Acquiescence in the demands of the 
board," Mr. Perry continues, "would re­
sult in an additional expense to the 
company of probably $100,000 a year, 
and would practically put the company 
out of business. The average annual 
profit for the past ten years has been 
much less than that amount.’’

Officials of the labor department have 
no comment to make on the strike to­
day, more than to repeat their ex­
pression of regret that the operators 
have not deferred their decision to go 
out until the minister of labor had an 
opportunity to make a further endeavor 
to bring about a readjustment of the 
difficulty. It is understood that the 
operators in Eastern Canada were will­
ing to postpone the strike for a few 
days, but that the Western men. who 
had apparently lost all hope of the 
company complying with the findings 
of the board, decided to strike at once.

Bailey it was decided at the meeting to 
advance the price of milk 50 per cent 
for six months, commencing with the 
1st of November. The value will then 
be $2.40 per hundredweight, represent- 
ing a 50 per cent jump. Local dealers 
say that such an increase.on the part of 
the producers would necessitate a rela­
tively high jump in their sales, advanc­
ing the price of milk to 12 cents a quart, 
which is an advance of 3 cents over 
present prices.-

The communication signed by Mr. 
Bailey follows:

At a meeting of the Middlesex Milk 
Producers' Association held on Friday, 
September 21, it was decided that ow­
ing to the advanced cost of feed, which 
had advanced from 60 and in some cases 
to 100 per cent, the prices of cows had 
advanced 75 per cent, the cost of labor 
had advanced from 75 to 100 per cent 
since the outbreak of the war, it would 
be necessary to raise the price of milk 
delivered in the city. The price decided 
upon was as follows: $2.20 a hundred- 
weight for October, and $2.40 a hun­
dredweight for the six months commenc­
ing with the 1st of November, which 
represents a raise of just.50 per cent 
since the outbreak of war.

Enemy Does “the Expected," 

Hurls Masses Against New 
British Lines Until Terrible 
Futility Is Recognized — 
"What We Have We Hold."

GERMANY IS TRYING 
TO GET CONTROL OF

WORLD'S IERALS
LONDON, Sept/ 23.—Dr. Christopher 

Addison, minister without portfolio, in 
charge of reconstruction, speaking at’ 
Huddersfield last night, referred to the 
activity of the Germans, who, he said, 
were trying to obtain supplies of ma- I 
aerials for munitions and building from; 
different parts of the world.

The Germans, he said, have been 
making and. still are making efforts to $ 
acquire control of great mineral de­
posits, even attempting to purchasei 
them in England during tile war.

LONDON, Sept: 23—(Via Reuters Ot­
tawa Agency). — Telegraphing today 
from British headquarters in France, 
Reuter's correspondent says:

"The situation is unchanged on the 
new front reached by Thursday's vic­
tory. This means that Germany's costly 
efforts have been in vain. What we have 
we hold. The guns scored with earth- 
shuddering intensity all night long, but 
for every crumb of German shells we 
have at least half a dozen, blasts of 
British gunfire.“One now begins to hear something of 
the features of the battle from partici­
pants in it. It consisted entirely of 
open fighting on our side against con­
cealed fighting on the part of the enemy.

“Apart from the admiral staff work, 
which co-ordinated all the infantry 
movements and th’e artillery work, there 
was little of a distinctive tactical char­
acter. The infantry had to attack vis­
ible positions and deal with half- 
disclosed ones as they went , forward, 
and the initiative of the regimental of­
ficers was one of the great contributory 
causes of the success. Occasional, op­
portunities for display of tactical genius 
were always grasped in the ablest man- 
ner. .British Losses Light.

“The Australians are in extraordinar­
ily high spirits over their success. They 
had anticipated a very much higher ratio 
of casualties than they suffered, know­
ing full well the tough task set them. It 
is no mere figure of speech to say that 
these splendid fellows are thirsting to 
be at the Huns again. It is the literal 
truth, as expressed in terms of unmis­
takable sincerity by an enemy prisoner, 
who asks: ‘What can the Germans hope 
to do as man to man against such 
troops?’. “The almost ghastly pallor of the 
German prisoners would seem to indi­
cate that short rations are doing their 
work in the German army. The de­
meanor of practically all officer prisoners 
strikingly illustrates the changed spirit 
of the enemy. Their attitude is that 
of men who have lost all confidence in 
the future. As usual, the.prisoners be­
longing to the different armies are la- 
dulging in mutual recriminations, while 
all unite in deriding German airmen.

Fierce Counter-Attacks.
Telegraphing last night, the corre­

spondent stated: '.
"The Germans are doing just what 

was expected of them and for which we 
were fully prepared, namely, counter- 
attacking in great force. The first be­
gan at 6:50 last night against a wide 
front held by British and Australian 
troops. The night being good for aerial 
co-operation, our artillery did great 
work. The attackers were fresh troops 
brought up from reserves.

"The attackers, despite the intense 
artillery fire and heavy losses, pressed 
on with great determination, actually 
penetrating on a front of three hundred 
yards, where desperate hand-to-hand 
fighting ensued. Our supports, however, 
took up the struggle, and the enemy wav­
ered, they being enfiladed from a num­
ber of pill boxes and concreted shell 
holes which we have recently taken.

Ground Strewn With Dead.
"The ground was soon covered with 

corpses, and by 9 o’clock the enemy 
were beaten back with heavy casualties.

"Two heavy counter-attacks followed 
farther south, which were also beaten 
off, and although others followed each 
other on a formidable, scale, all were 
repulsed with great loss. Our casual­
ties have been relatively light, many of 
them being walking cases. The weather 
is inclined to be misty, but we have 
been lucky on the whole in this re­
spect."

"With deep-rooted conviction we agree 
to the leading idea of your holiness 
that the future arrangement of the 
world must be based on the elimination 
of armed forces and on the moral force 
of right and on the rule of internation­
al justice and legality."

It is only a short time since the 
kaiser refused to consider the British 
plan for limitation of armament, and 
he has never ceased to ignore the 
moral force of right and international 
justice and legality. “There is no longer 

, any international law," he remarks to 
Ambassador Gerard, and the submarine 
warfare, the shelling of hospitals, the 
vile treatment of prisoners following 
the invasion of Belgium prove he 
speaks from the heart. With him there 
is no law but that of might. /

Internal conditions in Austria-Hun­
gary urge the emperor to make peace 
if he can do so without paying too 
heavy a price for the past. Hunger and 
disease have preyed upon the people, 
who have begun to sense Prussian sel- 
tishness and carelessness for the affairs 
of allies. It is reported that Prussian of­
ficers are subject to Insult in the 
streets of Vienna and Budapest. Al­
together Charles’ reply may be credited 
with some measure of sincerity.

As to Wilhelm's reply, the second 
paragraph condemns It as hypocritical 
and insincere. "His majesty has been 
following for a considerable time, with 
high respect and sincere gratitude, his 
holiness’ efforts In a spirit of true Im­
partiality to alleviate, as far as pos­
sible. the sufferings of the war." This 
from the creature who has deliberately 
inflicted every conceivable suffering 
upon his enemies' women and children 
In addition to those which war In­
evitably brings! This from the monster 
who permits the starvation, the beat- 
ing. the infection with disease and the 
murder of prisoners, who had already 
undergone all the horrors of facing the 
fiendish cruelties invented by the Ger­
mans for use in battle!

No doubt such a peace as that pro­
posed by the pope would "benefit the 
entire world" In the kaiser's eyes, since 
Germany is his world end the only 
people worth considering are the auto­
crats of Prussia. This peace would 
give him time and opportunity to re­
build his autocracy, now tottering for 
Its fall, and to prepare for another 
and more terrible war of conquest. His 
reply is just the slimy, oily, Utterance 
which might be expected from one who 
considers his promises as mere scraps 
of paper to be destroyed when their 
usefulness to him has ended.

AS SEEN IN 1888.
A N AMERICAN paper has reprint- 

ed a sketch of Kaiser Wilhelm, 
written in, 1888 by the journalist, Har­
old Frederic. Like the rest of the world 
at that time, Mr. Frederic had grave 
suspicion as to the young heir-appar- 
ent's coming conduct of the high office 
of German warlord. Later on the sus­
picions of most were lulled to rest by 
decade after decade of peace, however 
armed, but around 1890 the world was 
anxious.

There were good reasons for anxiety. 
Mr. Frederic described the coming em­
peror as like "a sleuth-hound, under 
whose smooth, delicately soft coat lie 
the muscles of steel, and in whose 
mouth—sinister legacy of nature—is the 
inherent taste of human blood." He re­
ferred to "the malignant tales which 
have been told of William's inner 
nature by those who knew it best." 
English women, particularly, "who 
have had to do with the bringing up of 
Prince William hold him in horror and 
detestation. Their view is" that he is 
utterly cold, entirely selfish, wantonly 
cruel; a young man without conscience 
or compassion, or any softening vir­
tues whatever. That he has great abili­
ties they all admit, but heart he has 
none, upon their reckoning."

Is it, any. wonder, then, that the typi- 
cal Germans cheer this kaiser to the 
echo? He is flash of their flesh. It has 
been said that his ferocity grew tamer 
in 25 years of only threats of war. But 
the father trained up his son as pure­
bred bloodhound as himself, and the 
German people largely have been bred 
truer and truer to this Prussian type. 
Ruthlessness and spoliation have been 
exalted into the creed of kaiser, son 
and people. Not peace at any price, 
but victory by any means is the god 
whom the kaiser persistently invokes, 
like the priests who called on Baal.

Mr. Frederic prophesied in 1888 that 
the minute the new kaiser should give 
the signal to rise and follow him to 
war, a practically united Germany, 
every young man from Thorn to 
Coblenz would burn to ride with him 
for conquest and glory." For "the les­
son taught by Prussia’s success is an 
object-lesson in blood and iron which 
has not been lost on any German mind." 
How truly the clever English journalist 
sized up the kaiser and his people has 
been proved in the last three years.

)Medical Boards are in process of formation throughout the country for the free 

physical examination of all men who apply. The first class liable to call includes all 
single men and widowers without children between the ages of 20 and 34 inclusive, 
all men married after July 6, 1917, being classed as single for the purposes of the
Act. In a very short time, the average employer may learn how many of his staff 
are liable for selection. Those adjudged physically unfit will be given a certificate 
which will secure them exemption from any Exemption Tribunal. Those found 
physically fit may still apply for exemption on any ground. The employer will be 
given a chance to decide if he should seek exemption for any employee whose 
physical condition renders him liable for selection.

This early medical examination, which quickly decides if a man is liable for 
selection or not, is a feature of the operation of the Military Service Act calculated 
to appeal strongly to the business community. It assists in definite planning for the 
future, enabling an employer of labor to learn at once what men will be left at their 
work and those who may be removed for military service. Haphazard withdrawals, 
the nightmare of business men of method and precision, are insured against by this

ANY OF THOSE who are signing 
M the pledge to do what Mr. Hanna 
tells them make, doubtless, mental re­
servations of one kind or another.

Washington, Sept. 23.—The most 
startling revelation of German intrigue 
in the United States that has been 
made since the war began, implicating 
well-known men who claim American 
citizenship, and involving a supreme 
court justice in New York City, was 
made last night by the Government 
committee of public information.

The expose is part of a systematic 
plan decided upon by the Government 
to present to the public the evidence of 
plots and intrigue against the interests 
of the United States which have been 
traced to the German embassy.

"The protection of the United States 
was in this manner shamefully abused 
and exploited. In this instance, at the 
least, the German Government cannot 
have recourse to its usual system of 
denial.''

Fifty-one boxes were taken from the 
ground in the garden. Fifty of them 
contained each a cartridge filled with 
trinitrotoluene, saturated with mononi- 
trotofuene, one of the most violent ex- 
plosives known.

Judge Cohalan’s "Secret."
In a bulletin styled “Official Expose,"

Then, if possible, a land­
ing of troops, arms and ammunition, 
in Ireland, and possibly some offi-‘ 
cers from zeppelins. This would en­
able the’ Irish ports to be closed 
against England, and the establish­

The belief is now prevalent that Pre­
mier Borden in a few days will an­
nounce the formation of a union gov­
ernment, but Winnipeg political experts 
say, “not the kind we desired."

“Sir Robert dare not go to the coun­
try in a straight party election," said 
one well-known observer at the local 
Parliament Buildings. “For this rea­
son some kind of union government will 
materialize, and that very shortly, 
owing to the short period before the 
Government automatically goes out of 
business.

The election date is understood here 
to be December 3.

WINDSOR, Sept 22.—Traveling at 3 
speed of nearly fifty miles an hour and 
driving racing car No. 13, which he had 
entered in the races at Essex County 
Fair this week, Geo. H. Fullington, aged 
40, a Detroit automobile agent, met in­
stant death at the Windsor race track 
this afternoon when his machine became 
uncontrollable and dashed into the 
fence. Fullington’s head was caught by 
the top rail of the fence just below the 
chin and he was practically decapitated.

The tragedy was witnessed by the vié- 
tim’s 13-year-old daughter, who was 
seated in the grandstand watching her 
father as he sped around the mile oval 
at ever-increasing speed.

It is believed the steering gear parted 
under the strain created by centrifugal 
force at the turn and the man was un­
able to even slightly divert the course of 
his machine. So great was the force of 
the impact that nine stout wooden posts 
were snapped off before the automobile 
came to a standstill. Fullington was a 
widower, his wife having died only re­
cently. He was a Shriner and well 
known to members of the craft in Lon­
don, where he frequently visited.

The other measures proposed and 
adopted at the convention were impor­
tant from a public point of view and

\ No General Strike.
On the question of conscription, the 

congress maintained the opposition of 
labor to this measure, but decided not 
to take any drastic, action to oppose 
conscription. The proposal of a gen­
eral strike remained at being a pro­
posal.

On the question of soldiers’ pensions, 
the congress advocated an increase in 
pay for privates to $2: an increase in 
pay of non-commissioned officers in 
proportion: an increase in separation 
allowances of .approximately 60 per 
cent; the abolition of the patriotic fund 
in consequence of the increased sep­
aration allowance.

On the question of an independent 
labor party, the congress unanimously 
supported this move as far as Cana­
dian labor is concerned.

Throughout the entire convention it 

was obvious that great progress has 
been made in the labor movement in 
Canada. The report of the secretary- 
treasurer, showing a substantial finan­
cial credit as far as the congress is 
concerned, and the reports of the 
executive committees of each province, 
all demonstrated that the past year 
has been an important one in the his­
tory of labor.

Crime Against Rumania.
How Germany “shamefully abused 

and exploited” the protection of the 
United States by secreting in the Ger­
man legation at Bucharest, after the 
American Government had taken 
charge of Germany’s affairs at the Ru­
manian capital, quantities of powerful 
explosives for bomb plots and deadly 
microbes, with instructions for their 
use in destroying horses and cattle, 
was revealed today by Secretary of 
State Lansing.

It was another of the series of Mr. 
Lansing’s disclosures of German intri­
gue made public without comment in 
the same manner as the vbn Luxburg 
telegrams which have brought Argen­
tina on the verge of war with Germany, 
the von Eckhardt letters from Mexico 
City and the von Bernstorff telegram 
asking the German foreign office for 
authorization to spend $50,000 to influ­
ence Congress.

The latest story is told in a report to 
the state department from William 
Whiting Andrews, secretary of the le­
gation at Bucharest, and a letter from 
Foreign Minister Porumbaru of Ru- 
mania.

Suspicious Boxes.
Parcels and boxes taken into the con­

sulate at Bucharest with display of 
great precaution, aroused the suspicions 
of the Rumanian Government. On 
August 27, 1916, the evening prior to 
the date of Rumania’s declaration of 
war, some of the cases were taken to 
the German legation, located in a dif­
ferent building from the consulate. 
Convinced that the boxes were not 
taken away from the legation by the 
German diplomatic mission on its de­
parture from Bucharest, the Rumanian 
authorities later ordered the police to 
find and examine their contents. The 
police communicated with American 
Minister Vopicka, then in charge of 
German interests, who reluctantly as­
signed Secretary Andrews to observe 
the search. The boxes were found 
buried in the garden of the German le­
gation.

Mr. Andrews’ report says:

OATS DECLINE, THOUGH 
DEMAND IS BRISK ONE

Over Ninety People Required All Attempts To Dislodge Brit- 
for Office Staff. ish Have Proved Futile.

Grain and fodder appeared in plenty 
on the market and prices decreased 
slightly as a result. Oats were offered in 
larger quantities than at any previous 
time of the season. Although the de­
mand was normally brisk, the vaines 
descended, every hundredweight of oats 
selling from $1.80 to |1.90 during the 
morning. A further decline in oat 
prices Is anticipated by farmers, but 
local purchasers are dubious that any 
change for lower values will be seen in­
side the city for the remainder of the 
season.

Hay also continues to be abundant on 
the market, and the demand has up to 
date shown no signs of slackening. An 
average of one dozen loads has been 
offered during the last week, but as the 
demand has been consistent no decline 
has occurred.

But one lonely load of barley has 
made an appearance on the market this 
season, and a standard price for this 
grain cannot be quoted, therefore, with 
exactness. Barley will come in shortly, 
however, in large quantities.

The market of Saturday was the larg­
est of the season. Trading was extreme- 
ly brisk and practically every purveyor 
managed to dispose of his stock.

Grapes of the home-grown variety ap­
peared Saturday at 35c per small basket. 
The demand for all kinds of fruit was 
good," peaches being in abundance and 
selling at 80c to $1.25 a basket. Elder­

ENEMY’S LOSSES GREATLT. BERESFORD DEPUTYFRICTION IN THE PARTYULTIMATUM TO BERLIN

Another Effort to Get To­
gether Will Be Made 

Wednesday.

WINDSOR, Sept. 23.—Because only 
eight members of. the North Essex Lib­
eral-Conservative executive committee 
respo., "ed Saturday afternoon to a sum- 
mons t., attend a most "important" 
meeting, no business was transacted, 
and an adjournment until Wednesday of 
this week was ordered after the eight 
had waited more than one hour for the 
absentees.

According to two members of the 
committee, the meeting was called to 
decide whether a candidate to represent 
the party at the coming federal election 
should be selected in convention or at 
a mass meeting of the rank and file.

The "important" business, however, 
was to create harmony among the lead­
ers, who have been at loggerheads since 
the last provincial election, when the 
party was split in twain.

Several members of the committee, it 
was stated, are against a contest in the 
constituency and favor allowing William 
C. Kennedy, Liberal, announced as the 
“win the war" candidate, to enter Par­
liament by acclamation.

British Front In France and Belgium, 
Sept. 23.—By the Associated Press.— 
That phase of the battle of Flanders 
which occured last Thursday and which 
has been characterized as the battle 
of Menin Road, was today largely a 
matter of history.

Hard local fighting was till In pro­
gress at a place known as Tower Ham­
lets, but despite the determined efforts 
of the German to regain the ground 
they lost here, they were unable to 
dislodge the British troops, who had 
battled their way forward so gallantly 
over the marshy wooded ground west 
of that place.

Not Vital Points.
The enemy still clung to a few de­

sirable posts' on an elevation near 
Tower Hamlets, but their possesion in 
no way affected the general situation, 
as they were not vital, points. Else- 
where along the front of the British 
offensive there has been no change in 
the situation. An intense artillery duel 
continued, but the enemy had aban­
doned, at least temporarily, those futile 
and costly counterattacks which mark­
ed the first day’s fighting.

The German military code in the 
past has taken little account of losses 
in men, if results could be maintained. 
In the present instance the German 
counterattacks have not only been cost­
ly, but useless, for the British artillery 
has in a majority of cases torn the 
advancing columns to bits and driven 
the survivors back in hasty retreat. 
How great the German losses have been 
it 19 of course impossible to estimate, 
but it can be stated definitely that they 
were exceedingly severe. Prisoners say 
that their casualties during the last 
few days of the British bombardment 
prior to the attack were very heavy, 
and especially so on the night of Sep­
tember 18. During that night ration 
parties were so badly smashed that 
they were unable to reach the front 
line troops with food.

Officers Discouraged.
The battle of Menin Road has fur­

nished further evidence of the deterior­
ation in the fighting qualities which has

Situations for over ninety persons 
will be available in connection with the 
local tribunal and as far as possible 
they will be filled by returned soldiers.

I would therefore bespeak the earn­
est and hearty co-operation of every 
man, woman and child in helping 
Military District No. 1 to achieve a 
similar record.

The deputy registrar cannot be in­
timidated by threats, nor influenced by 
party politics, religion, or "pull:" Merit 
and capability are the only influences 
having the slightest effect. The Brit­
ish navy has a slogan: “Make good or 
get out"; that is mine.

BUENOS AYRES, Argentina, Sept. 23. 
—Just as the Argentine Chamber of 
Deputies was-preparing to vote on the 
question of breaking diplomatic relations 
with Germany, an official communica­
tion was received from the Berlin for­
eign office. x

The note disapproved of the ideas ex­
pressed by Count von Luxburg, the Ger­
man minister here, regarding Germany’s 
"cruiser 1 fare."

The word " ruiser" leaves some doubt 
as to wheth or not Germany intends 
to modify her submarine campaign.

However, a declaration of war by Ar­
gentina on Germany has been postponed.

The Argentine Government has sent 
an ultimatum to Germany.

Demande Formal Statement.
In its note, the Government demands 

a formal statement from the German 
Government of its attitude toward the 
behavior of its minister, Count von Lux- 
burr, and a repetition of the promises 
made respecting Argentina shipping in 
connection with the Toro settlement.

Even If Germany “satisfactorily ex­
plains" the Luxburg incident, the Indi­
cations are that Argentina nevertheless 
will sever Normal relations.

Certain Argentine ministers think, 
however, even if it is confirmed that the 
German ruler thanked the man who art­
fully suggested sinking Argentine vessels 
“without a trace," this is insufficient 
cause for war.

The Government, having dispatched 
its ultimatum, is as citing action by the 
Chamber of Deputies along war lines.

Must Be Satisfactory.
The Radicals, representing the Gov­

ernmental party, introduced a resolu­
tion requiring a declaration of war un­
less German explanations "are fully 
satisfactory."

No doubt exists that an overwhelm­
ing majority exists in favor of such 
a measure. The Senate already has 
given an indication of its temper in 
the matter by passing earlier in the 
week a resolution for a break in rela­
tions, the vote being 23 to 1.

Tension is growing in the city. 
Police kept crowds moving in orderly 
fashion, and it was noted that re­
serves were kept ready for any out­
break of popular indignation against 
German citizens or German property.

83% 83% 82%DETROIT, Sept. 23.—Constant brood­
ing over the fancied infidelity of her 
husband, cumulated Saturday afternoon 
in sudden dementia, which caused Mrs. 
Julia Mikola to kill her three baby 
daughters and herself.

Two small sons an hour later found 
the bodies of their mother and sisters 
hanging in four separate rooms of the 
Mikola home at 2018 St. Aubin avenue. 
Mrs. Mikola had sent the boys out to 

play that she might have the flat clear 
for her tragic purpose.

In a note to her husband, John Miko­
la. the crazed woman insisted she could 
not bear to have her little girls grow 
up and marry unfaithful men. as had 
been her case. Life held nothing but 
pain for her, and she felt it her duty 
to prevent her babies undergoing a like 
drab existence, she said in the letter.

Find Mother’s Body.
The sons, John and Andrew, 9 and 8 

years old, returned to their home af­
ter tiring of their play, and to find 
the doors locked. They gained entrance 
with ‘an old master key. The stillness 
of the place frightened them, and they 
called to their mother. They found 
her, a moment later, hanging from the 
lighting fixture in a rear bedroom. -

Mrs. Oscar Hensey, who, lives in the 
flat above the Mikolas, notified the 
Hamtramck police, after the frenzied 
boys had burst into her house and 

i sobbed the story of what they had seen 
; below.

Hanged By Shoe String.
The police and Coroner Parker's staff 

discovered Mrs. Mikola hanging by a 
shoe string to the chandelier of the 
back room. Her youngest baby, Yo- 
lan, one year old, was hanging from 
a closet hook in the same room.

At first the coroner’s assistants 
thought these two deaths were the ex­
tent of the tragedy. A moment’s in­
vestigation however, brought home to 
them the full horror of the affair.

They entered an adjoining bedroom 
and saw the second youngest daughter. 
Olga, 3 years old, hanging from a hook 
in this second closet. Irene, 5 years old. 
had been hanged to a bedpost in an­
other room..

This eldest daughter evidently had 
been slain first, according to John 
Creedon, coroner’s assistant. It is his 
belief that the unbalanced mother shut 
the two younger children in the rear 
room while she strangled little Irene 
in the front bedroom. The doors lead- 
ing from room to room were closed 
but not locked. The babies all were 
killed in the same fashion, being hang­
ed with torn strips of toweling.

Bares Wife’s Accusations.
At the coroner’s office Saturday flight 

John Mikola declared his wife had been 
accusing him recently of associating 
with other women. . A

“I never loved anybody but her since 
I married her ten years ago," he droned 
in a listless voice. "I can’t understand 
why she had those suspicions. I used 
to explain to her that even if I want­
ed to, I didn’t have any money to spend 
on bad women."

New Methods Applied to 
Character Building Are 

Working Successfully.

POOR

Not Superficial Effervescence 
of Excitement, But Miracle.

Pastor Denounces "Thieves" 
and “Hirelings” Preying 

on All Citizens. 25c WNHA /
299 DUNDAS STREET. At the Hamilton Road Presbyterian 

Church Sunday evening, Dr. McCrae 
preached the second of a series of three 
sermons on the "Holy Spirit and Pente­
costal Tongues.”

The subject was “Speaking in Other 
Tongues,” and the text from Acts 2:lv.: 
“And they were all filled with the Holy 
Ghost and began to speak in other 
tongues as the Spirit gave them utter­
ance.” Dr. McCrae began by emphasiz­
ing the work and influence of the Holy 
Spirit. The truths concerning the Holy 
Spirit are cardinal truths of the Chris­
tian religion and must not be neglected. 
The Christian religion is more than a 
moral doctrine. It is life from the dead. 
That is why Pentecost is so important. 
The Holy Ghost is part of the creed of 
Christendom and should have far more 
prominence in our Christian life and 
work than it has today. To be filled with 
the spirit should be the normal state of 
every Christian. Some say they do not 
understand this. You understand a man 
being filled with his subject, with envy, 
with hate, with Satan, so he can oe 
filled with the spirit of Christ.

Too Little of Life.
"We do well,” continued Dr. McCrae, 

“to emphasize the death of Christ, but 
we think far too little of the life of the 
spirit that comes through that death. 
The apostles and disciples preached to 
the multitude of every nation under the 
sun, in their own language and tongue, 
the wonderful workings of God and 
Jesus Christ. Every man amongst the 
thousands heard in his mother tongue 
the good news of the Gospel of God. 
This miraculous power was necessary at 
the birth of the new dispensation and 
before the revelation of the New Testa­
ment was given to the church. There 
was no other way by which the grace 
of God could be preached on that oc- 
casion. That miraculous power is no 
longer materially possible. There is not 
a syllable to indicate that this miracle 
was to be a permanent thing'in the 
church, for it seems improbable that 
this gift of preaching in languages 
which they had not learned was re­
peated by the apostles after Pentetost, 
though tongues were used in worship in 
prayer and at a later date. But there 
is no mention in the New Testament of 
the gift of tongues continuing in the 
church after the days of the inspired 
apostles.

Blessing Remains.
The miracle has ceased, but the bless- 

ing it gave remains. Power to preach 
the language is now in the ordinary 
providence of God within the reach of 
everyone whom God calls upon to preach. 
All who will give themselves to it and 
will work hard have ample opportunities 
to learn any language, and as a matter 
of fact hundreds of thousands of conse­
crated men and women are every year 
learning foreign tongues and going to 
preach the word to the people of God’s 
wonderful love in Jesus Christ. V 

To say that the gift of tongues is not 
necessary for the work is to put a pre­
mium on indolence, self-conceit and ig- 
norance.

Over 500 Languages.
There are more than 500, languages 

Into which the British and Foreign Bible 
Society has translated the Gospel, so 
that it can be preached by earnest mis- 
sionaries of all churches testifying to the 
continuance of the Pentecostal gift. The 
disciples only began their work, the 
church continues it, until every creature 
in every nation shall hear in his own 
tongue the wonderful works of God.

“Moreover,” concluded Dr. McCrae, 
“if we look carefully into this Pente­
costal scene and study the great sermons 
of the Apostle Peter, we shall see that 
the speaking in other tongues was not 
mere gibberish, but distinct, clear, eas­
ily understood language. It is no super­
ficial effervescence of bodily excitement, 
but the calm, mighty, sublime manifes­
tation of God in the soul.

All truth is calm
Refuge and lock and tower.

The more of truth the more of calm.
Its calmness is its power." 

GREED AND GRAFT

470tf
Giving a modern interpretation of 

the parable of Christ, the Good 
Shepherd, on Sunday evening in Dun- 
das Centre Methodist Church, the pas­
tor. Rev. W. E. Pescott, severely de­
nounced the “thieves” and the "hire- 
lings,” the parallel of the "Good, 
Shepherd” in Canada, who, while the 
brave soldiers are battling with the 
German “wolf,” at home exploit and 
rob the people, making for themselves 
capital of war conditions.

“Never in the history of the 
world,” said the preacher, “was there 
a time when the parable was more 
applicable to conditions, never was 
there a time when it was more true 
that ‘a man’s foes shall be those of 
his own household.' **<

Dwelling upon the subject of con­
servation of food and the appeal that 
has gone out to the housewives of 
Canada to enroll in the food service 
army, he declared that this is begin­
ning at the wrong end of the stick.

Poor People Suffer.
"It amounts to this,” he said, “it 

is the poor people, the people of small 
means, who have to bear the burden. 
Recently in Toronto a Conservative 
organization called Hon. W. J. Hanna 
not a food controller, but an appetite 
controller. That's what he is. This 
isn’t a food control campaign, but an 
appetite centrol.

"Appetites will be governed in the 
near future, not by the food controller, 
but by the price. A man in ordinary 
circumstances can't eat too much 
bacon when it is selling at 50 cents 
a pound.

“Nothing more diabolical has ever 
been written than the story of con­
ditions as they are today in Ganada, 
the story of graft, of fraud and pro­
fiteering.

"What has the food controller done, 
allowing the grain combine in the 
West to set the price of wheat? Al­
lowing the millers to get $5 profit on 
a barrel of flour? Potatoes were never 
more plentiful, yet they are four times 
the price that they ought to be at the 
present time.”

Censures Thieves.
Continuing, Mr. Pescott censured the 

"thieves," who have taken advantage 
of war and bloodshed and suffering to 
enrich themselves in other ways, 
while masquerading as patriots, those 
who have waxed fat on big commis­
sions for war work, the shell makers 
who have received $5 for a shell which 
cost $1. Nothing could be more wolf- 
ish, he insisted.

While not discounting the import- 
ance of every citizen giving definite 
patriotic service at this time, Mr. 
Pescott protested against the laying 
of still further burden upon those who 
have already much to bear, while al­
lowing profiteers to Increase these 
burdens and wax criminally rich. He 
would like to see party politics elim­
inated from public affairs. “But,” he 
said, "I do not believe in returning to 
power a party that winks at these 
things.” ♦

What promises to be the biggest year 
in boys’ work in the city's history was 
opened by special services in nearly a 
dozen churches on Sunday and by a 
most successful “boy and the war” 
conference at Byren Saturday after­
noon. Taylor Statten, national director 
of boys’ work, and Rev. Mel Wright, 
newly-appointed organized of high 
school clubs throughout the Dominion, 
were both in the city for the week-end, 
and with the aid of R. E. G. Davis, 
director of boys’ work at the Y.M.C.A. 
here, will generate interest which is 
certain to have a lasting effect.

Boys were in charge of all the ser­
vices at the Centennial Methodist 
Church on Sunday, acting as ushers 
and taking the collection. Two inter­
esting addresses on boys’ work marked 
the services. In the morning R. E. G. 
Davis spoke on “The Challenge of Our 
Canadian Boyhood,” and in the evening 
Taylor Statten delivered an address on 
"Building Canadian Boyhood.”

Three Big Factors.
Three factors played the greatest 

parts in this work, he stated, the gang 
spirit, the desire for leadership, or hero- 
worship, and the pattern of life which 
the boy adopted.

It was necessary at a certain time, 
he said, to have the boy Inspired to 
get out and play intensely with other 
boys, even to the length of associating 
with the so-called “gang.” That last 
word, the speaker said, brought an in­
voluntary shudder to almost every 
parent, but they should realize that 
there is no other way a boy could 
learn to be unselfish and to think for 
others than associating with a group. 
In some instances this was an un­
supervised “gang” and the boy learned 
bad habits, as well as acquiring good 
principles. There were “gangs,” he 
pointed out, which were properly or­
ganized under various names. It was 
the aim of boys’ workers to have 
every Canadian youth belong to one of 
these Sunday school groups. These,' 
he said, would not occupy much of 
their time, possibly but one evening a 
week, and the benefits accrued would 
be inestimable.

Hero- Worship.
The second factor, that of hero- 

worship, Mr. Statten asserted, was one 
of the strongest instincts in all boys. 
Too often, though, they were exposed 
to the influence of men who had a 
wrong view of life, but in every line 
of endeavor these were gradually disap­
pearing. It was the duty of all citizens 
to see that boys were exposed only to 
the influence of a high type of men. 
Character was as contagious as the 
measles; it could not be taught, and 
therefore the coming manhood should 
have only the highest influences aiding 
in the formation cf its character.

The pattern of boy life, the speaker 
said, was, the life of Jesus. This was 
translated into twentieth century 
language by the Canadian standard 
efficiency tests, which have as their 
motive teaching the boys of Canada to 
live in the “Jesus way.”

Changing Methods.
Men of today were getting away from 

the old-time method of planting five 
grains to a hill of corn, “one of the 
cutworm, one for the crow, one for the 
drought, and two to grow,” and were 
adopting modern methods with sur­
prising results. In the field of boys' 
work old-time ideas, too, were being 
abandoned and the problem was being 
studied from entirely new angles. As 
Luther Burbank, unsatisfied with ex­
isting flower and fruit types, had 
learned to study God's laws and using 
them produced infinitely better types 
than any God had seen fit to produce, 
so students of boys by applying scien­
tific principles and methods, God’s way, 
were developing boys into the strongest 
type of manhood it was possible for 
them to be. They had taken the boy 
as though he were a newly-discovered 
animal and had studied him and dis­
covered the wonderful possibilities of 
the "teen" age boy. The time before 
the boy reached 18 years of ,age, he] 
said, was the most important as it was 
then that the boy made the choices 
which influenced his life, choice of pro­
fession, choice of friends, choice of the 
type of women which he would seek.

gratitude from their country.

Many more petitions are being filled 
but they will unfortunately not arrive 
in time to be included in our présent 
total, the names on which, so far, 
amount approximately to 3,800.

I am sure if it be at all 
possible for the minister to give con­
sent to the prayer of the petition, his 
innate sympathy for the anxious ones 
at home, as well as his appreciation 
of the claims of the men who have 
served so long and so well, will result 
in action along the lines the petition­
ers seek.

COMMENCED SUNDAY

Methodist and the King Street Presby­
terian Sunday schools. Rev. Mel Wright
spoke at the Dundas Centre Methodist 
Church in the morning and the First 
Presbyterian Church at night.’ In addi­
tion he addressed the St. James 
Anglican and First Presbyterian Sunday 
schools.

Speaking at the conference in the 
Methodist Church at Byron on Satur­
day, Taylor Statten explained the Can­
adian standard efficiency tests to more 
than fifty ministers, Sunday school 
superintendents, boys’ workers and 
members of the local high school club.

While Rev. W. J. Knox addressed the 
older men of the conference on “How 
to Set Up the Standard Efficiency” 
program in the local churches, Mel 
Wright held a separate talk with the 
High School Club.

These organizations, he said, should 
endeavor to promote the welfare of 
high school groups as such, and to exert 
their influence in keeping athletics and 
all other school activities clean. Sec­
ondly, they should help in any way the 
literary and social life of the school, 
and, thirdly, aid in giving definite vo­
cational guidance to students consid­
ering the various callings of life. There 
were many organizations already in 
Canada, he said, each working alone. 
It was his work to get others organ­
ized in every part of the Dominion, 
and to standardize the work.

A Real Supper.
. Regulations of the food controller 
failed to affect an excellent supper pro­
vided in the town hall by the Red Cross 
Society of Byron, and the village will 
be long remembered by all who attend­
ed the conference for this if for none 
of the many helpful features of the con­
ference. The delegates expressed their 
appreciattion by singing “For they are 
jolly good fellows,” and following it up 
with three lusty cheers and a “tiger.” 

After supper E. E. Reid explained 
the co-operation which was developing 
between the C. S. E. T. groups and 
the Y M. C., A. The facilities which 
the "Y." building offered as a centre 
for this work were making the groups 
attractive, and were aiding in a move­
ment which promised to be the biggest 
thing which the city had yet seen in 
the line of religious work. Practically 
all the privileges of the Y. C A. 
were accorded to members of Ce.
T. groups on certain days each week 
for a nominal fee.

Many Responsibilities.
W. R Yendall pointed out to the con­

ference its responsibilities. The group 
must enliven the whole city, and mob- 
ilize the sentiment of the town in favor 
of the work to be done. The need for 
helping the boys was great. If they 
did not receive aid their lives suffered, 
the community life suffered and the 
national life suffered. By helping this 
work they were creating values which 
otherwise would not exist. If the work 
was left undone something was left out 
of existence that ought to have been 
brought into it. Every boy should have 
the opportunity to be what he should 
be. X

London Board of Trade Members Will

1 Hear Interesting Discussion.
Thos. Roden, chairman of the special 

committee on industrial and scientific 
research of the Canadian Manufactur­
ers' Association, will address the board 
of trade at the next monthly meeting 
in the Indian Room, Tecumseh Hotel, 
on Friday evening at 8 o’clock.

Knights of Columbite Plan to
Collect $100,000. 7 “Are we any better here in Canada 

than the heathen in far-off China or 
Japan? No, not a bit. While they 
practice heathen customs, people on this 
side practice greed and graft,” said 
Rev. J. B. Saunby, a returned mission­
ary, speaking in the Empress Avenue 
Methodist Church on Sunday morning.

Rev. Saunby recalled memories of the 
times when London was a mere village, 
and the Empress Avenue Church was 
a little wooden structure, the only fur­
niture a large pulpit and a straight row 
of pews. He was on the verge of leav­
ing his home town to learn the trade 
of a miller, when nis mother dedicated 
him to work for the foreign missions.

“Since that day,” he said, “I have 
iven my heart and soul to the spread­
ing of the gospel in foreign lands.” The 
influence of the child’s epiritual life 
begins in the church and Sunday school 
class. The teacher of these should be 
a friend, as well as a teacher, and the 
church should be democratic and not 
aristocratic. Children should be taught 
to know the value of the church to the 
spiritual welfare.

Discussed Sermon.
‘I remember when we all lined up 

for church on Sunday mornings and all 
listened intently to the sermon, and 
after church all congregated together 
and pulled the sermon to pieces and 
criticised it, and got all the good we 
could from it. There were good min- 
isters in those days too, but you can 
go around in such times as these and 
see what I call men suffering from 
self-satisfaction. They may have a 
grand church, good homes and families, 
and all is right with the world, but not 
with God. All this is a means to an 
end but they do not possess that feel­
ing of the newness of life, do not ex­
tend their efforts beyond their own 
church, and never have a thought for 
the foreign missions or of those climb­
ing upwards to heaven after a fashion 
all their own.

Self-Satisfied.
“Since my return to Canada,” said 

‘Rev. Mr. Saunby, “I was given a card 
of introduction to a minister of one 
of the finest churches in the States. I 
went to hear him preach at his church, 
but came away without using the card 
of introduction In his sermon was 
written that same self-satisfied feeling, 
as long as the church was thronged, 
that was the utmost of his efforts. 
Nothing outside of his own church was 
of interest to him."

“When one realizes what we could 
do for the heathen nations if each con­
tributed his share of this world's goods 
for the Gospel to reach the shores of 
China and Japan, how many souls it 
would save, it makes the few that are 
working all the more zealous and earn­
est in their work. Although their cus­
toms and religions are very different to 
ours, we each are striving for the same 
end. God is directing the course of the 
heathen in the Far East as In the west." 

At the close of the service, Rev. Mr.
Saunby shook hands with many friends, 
some of whom he had not seen for more 
than thirty years, and he was given a 
most enthusiastic welcome.

IN CHARGE OF NURSES

At a meeting of the Flax Growers’ 
Association of Ontario held at Mensall 
the labor problem was discussed at 
some length. Something must be done, 
It was stated by the citizens, to assist 
the flax men all over Ontario to spread 
their flax, or there will be scarcity of 
linen thread this year. Hundreds of 
tons of linen thread is used every year 
in the manufacture of shoes.

Only about a quarter of a crop of flax 
is harvested this year in Switzerland, 
and several other countries that have 
in the past been noted for their flax 
industries are now at war, and the 
crops are not being garnered at all. On­
tario has a fairly large crop, and must 
supply a goodly amount of linen thread 
for the Allies, but how this is to be 
done unless the people turn out and 
assist in the spreading and threshing 
of this year’s crop, is at presents a 
problem.

Linen thread is In greater demand 
than ever this year; it is used in mak­
ing of girths for saddles, soldiers’ 
clothes and shoes, airplanes and many 
other ways that make it necessary to 
have the crop saved, and thus materi- 
ally assist the Allies.

Unless it is threshed and spread 
within the next couple of weeks it will 
be too late for this season’s manufac­
ture. Only about 25 per cent of this 
year's crop is spread, and It looks as 
if labor cannot be procured, and un­
less the patriotic citizens will lend a 
hand these will certainly be a great 
acarcitsuot linen thread, _ ___ ...
