Since the suppression of the insurrection in the North- West Territories peace

and order have been restored and now prevail. After so serious an outbreak some
disguiet.and apprehension of tlbe recurrence of those disorders may naturally be
expected to linger, and it will be the duty of my Government to make such precau-
tionary arrangements às will assure the present inhabitants, as well as intending
settlers, of efBcient protection against all disturbance.

I warmly congratulate you on the practical completion of the Canadian Pacifie
Railway, and on the announcement thaät it *ill be open for the daily carriage of pas-
semgers and freight from Ocean to Ocean, in the month of June next. This great
work, so important alike to the Empire and the Dominion, cannot fail to increase the
trade between British Columbia and the other Provinces, to ensure the early develop-
ment and àettlement of idnitoba nd the eorth West, and greatly to add to the
eonmerç,ipl prosperity of the whole country.

Your Committee have alsô examind the Petk'iôn of the .Montreal Board of
Trade; praying forthe passing of an Act to extend their corporate powers, and for
further amendments to their Act of Incororahion, and find that the Notices are short
in point of time, but as the necessity fo the pir'oposed amendments arose at a very
recent date, and as the application seems to have been made by mutual consent of ail
persons interested in, or affected by, the proposed measure, your Committee recom-
mend that the Notice given be deemed sufficient.

time, unreasonably lengthens the Sessions of Parbament, threatens by increased
bulk and cost to lead to the abolition of the official report of the Debates, encourages
a discursive and diffuse, rather than an incisive and concise style of public speakiig,
is a marked contrast to the practice in regard to debate that prevails in the British
House of Commons, and tends to repel the public from a careful and intelligent con-
aideration ,f the pioceedings of Parliament.

2. That it is expedient to adopt the following rules to a pply in future to the
mode of conducting debates in the House of Commons of Canada :

(1.) The speech of the Finance Minister, the reply to the same, or the speech of
a Member moving a motion or resolution shall not exceed two hours each, except by
consent of the louse obtained at the opening of the debate.

(2.) With the exception of the Budget Speech of the Finance Minister, the chief
reply to the same, and tbe mover of a motion or resolution, no Meinber shall in any
debate speak at greater length than one hour and a half, except the acting leader of
the Government, or of the Opposition, who shall not exceed two hours each, except
by the unanimous coLsent of the House.

(3.) After any question shall have been under the consideration of the House for
three days, speeches upon the same shall be limited to one hour each, except in the
case of the acting leader of the Government, or of the Opposition, who shall not
exceed two hours each, except by the unanimous consent of the House.

(4.) After any question shall have been under the consideration of the House for
five days, the House may, upon the motion of any Member, and by a three quarters
vote of the Memberr present, restrict the time to be occupied by any Member, except
tle acting leader of the Government, or of the Opposition, to not less than fifteen
minutes each.

(5.) The above restrictions as to time shall apply to the proceedings of the House
when in Committee, as well as when Mr. Speaker is in the Chair, but shall not be
held to abridgu the privileges of a Member, when the House is in Committee, except
as to the length of tirne he may speak upon each occasion when he is entitled t>
address the Chairman.

(6.) The foregoing rules as to restriction of time may be suspended for one
speech in the case of any individual Y ember, by the unanimous consent or the flouse.

(7.) No Member shall be allowed to rend his speech from MSS., but this shall
not be held to deb -r from the use of memorandum, and notes of the character of
Ieadlines and suggestions.

3. It shall be the du ty of Mr. Speaker to enforce the foregoing rules.
Sir Hector L. Langevin moved in amendmnent to the Question, seconded by Sir

Adolphe P. Caron, That the second and third of the proposed Resolutions be struck
out of the foregcirg Motion.

Valuable time, unreasonably lengthens the Sessions of Parliament, threaterq by
inereased bulk and cost to lead to the abolition of the Official Report of the Debates,
encourages a discursive and diffuse, rather than a incisive and concise sty le of public
apeaking, is a marked contrast to the practice in regard to debate that prevails in the
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British louse of Commons, and tends to repel the public from a careful and inteli-
gent consideration of the proceedings of Parliament.

of which shall be paid on the first day of May next, and the second thereof on or
before the first day of July next, both with interest as aforesaid.

" (2.) That upon full payment of the said two cash instalments and interest as
hereinbefore provided, the land grant of the Company shall be reduced by such
number of acres as shall be sufficient, computing the value thereof at 81.50 per acre,
to extinguish the balance of the loan of $29,880,912, mentioned in the Act 48-49
Victoria, Chapter 57, that is to say, the sum of 89,880,912, with interest at the rate
aforesaid to the first day of May next; and such reduction shall be effected by the
retention by the Government of lands of equal average quality and value with the
lands constituting the portion of the Company's land grant not heretofore disposed
of by the Company.

"(3.) That upon the settlement of all accounts respecting the said authorized
loan of $29,880,912, and payment and settlement as aforesaid of all sums of money
due thereon, all the bonds of the Company secured exclusively upon the land grant
of the Company, commonly called land grant bonds, now held by the Government in
excess of the sum of 85,000,000 of such bonds held by the Government under the
construction contract of the 21st October, 1880, shall be cancelled, and the debenture
stock of the Ontario and Quebec Railway Company held by the Government under
the Act 47 Victoria, Chapter 61, Section 1, shall be returned to the Company; and
the dovernment shall authorize the Company, under section 10 of 48-49 Victoria,
Chapter 57, to mortgage the Algoma Branch to such amount per mile as is authorized
by the charter of the Company with respect to the main line.

" (4.) That upon the settlement, in manner aforesaid, of the indebtedness of the
Company to the Government, the Company may issue first mortgage bonds upon the
remaining lands granted to them under their said contract, in such manner as is
provided by their charter in respect of the issue of land grant bonds, and to sBch
amount per acre as they shall deem fit, not to exceed 82 per acre, subject to the
aproval of the Governor in Council, all of the outstanding land grant bonds obtain-

a being first duly cancelled, and a reserve being made from the new issue to cover
such outstanding land grant bonds as cannot be obtained for cancellation. And in
the event of the Company making such issue, the Government will accept in
exchange for the said 85,000,000 of the said land grant bonds, a like amount of the
new issue of bonds, such bonds to be held and dealt with in the same manner as the
Government were, by 44 Victoria, Chapter 1, intitule4: " An Act repeeting the
Canadian Pacifie Railway," authorized to hold and deal with the said $5,000,000, so

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" (5.) That all necessary legislation required to carry the provisions hereof into
force shall be asked for from Parliament at its present Session."

(a.) Thai the Government and the Company be authorized respectively to carry

ont and perform the conditions of the said agreement, according to their intent and
purport; pi ovided that the Governor in Council may extend the time for the pay-
ment of the first instalment and interest mentioned in the said agreement, to a date
mot later than the first day of July now next.

(b.) That so soon as the payment and settlement of the sum advanced on the
said sum of twenty nine millions eight hundred and eighty thousand nine hundred
and twelve dcllars, and interest, shall have been effected, as provided by the said
agreement, the Company, underthe authoriiy of a special general meeting of their-
shareholders, called f<r the purpose, may iesue mortgage bonds, secured upon the
branch of the said railway known as the Algoma branch, constructed and to be
.bereafter constructed, completing the connection between the main line of the
Canadian Pacific Railway and the River Ste. Marie, which issue shall constitute a
first mortgage and privilege upon the said branch railway, constructed and to be
thereafter constructed, including the rolling stock and plant applicable thereto, and
upon the tolls and revenues thereof, after deduction from such tolls and revenues, of
working expenses and of such rolling stock and plant appertaining thereto, as shall
be declared and described in any deed of mortgage securing such bonds, which shall
be executed by the Company, in conformity with its charter. And before the issue
of such bonds, the Company shail make by-laws prescribing the mode in which, in
case of default in the payment of the interest on such bonds, or of the capital thereof,
the rolling stock and plant (if any) included in such mortgage as appertaining to the
said branch, shall be identified, and the tolls and revenues derivable from sucli
branch, ascertained and distinguished from the tolls and revenues of the main line,
and naking snch further provisions as may be just and expedient for the protection
of the bolders of the bonds secured upon the said branch line, without interfering with
the rights of the holders of other securities of the Company. Such by-laws to be
sübinitted for approval to the Governor in Couneil, and upon such approval, a cer-
tified copy thereof to be deposited in the office of the Secretary of State, and that
thereafter such by-laws shall continue to be valid and binding upon the Company,
and shall not be altered or repealed by the Compainy, so long as the bonds referred
to therein shall remain in force.

(c.) That the mode of securing the said mortgage bonds, and the rights, privi-
leges and remedies applicable thereto and available to the holders thereof, shall be
such as are described in sections twenty-eight, thirty-two, thirty-three, thirty-four,
thirty-five and thirty-six of the charter of the Company.

But that in making such last mentioned issue of bonds, the
Company shall reserve and place in the bands of the trustees of the mortgage
securing such bonds, if trustees are created by such mortgage deed, and if not, then
in the bands of some person or company appointed for the purpose by the Governor
in Council, an amount of the said bonds equal in value to the land grant bonds then
ontstanding and unsatisfied above and beyond the sum of five million dollars of such
bonds in the bands of the Government, the exchange of which is provided for by the
said agreement; and the bonds, so reserved, shall not be used or disposed of for any
other purpose whatsoever, except for providing, by payment or exchange, for the
land grant bonds so outstandibg and unsatisfied.

(e.)· That upon the completion of the said Canadian Pacifie Rilhway according to
the said contract, and upon its being duly opened for traffic, the disqualiftaUon Of
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the shareholders thereof from becoming or being Members of the Senate or fHouse of
Commons, by reason of their being such shareholders, shall be removed, and shall
cease and determine.

called the Company, represented by the Chief Executive Officer thereof, in the fol-
lowing form and words:-

" (1). That inasmuch as the amount actually advanced to the Company by the
Governçnent on account of the sum of $20,000,000 secured by the first mortgage
bonds of the Company, to the amount of £4,109,500 sterling, is $19,150,700, it is
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agreed that the Company shall repay to the Government, with interest atthe rate of
four per centum per annum, as provided by the Act 48-49 Victoria, Chapter 57, the
said sum of $19,150,100, such payment to be made in two equal instalments, the first
of which shall be paid on the first day of May next, and the second thereof on or
before the first day of July next, both with interest as aforesaid.

" (2.) That upon full payment of the said two cash instalments and interest as
hereinbefore provided, the land grant of the Company shall be reduced by such
number of acres as shall be sufficient, computing the value thereof at $1.50 per acre,
to extinguish the balance of the loan of 829,880,912, mentioned in the Act 48-49
Victoria, Chapter 57, that is to say, the sum of $9,880,912, with interest at the rate
aforesaid to the first day of May next; and such reduction shall be effected by the
retention by the Government of lands of equal average quality and value with the
lands constituting the portion of the Company's land grant not heretofore disposed
of by the Company.

"l(3.) That upon the settlement of all accounts respecting the said authorized
loan of $29,880,912, and payment and settlement as aforesaid of ali sums of money
due thereon, all the bonds of the Company secured exclusively upon the land grant
of the Company, commonly called land grant bonds, now held by the Government in
excess of the sum of $5,000,000 of such bonds held by the Government under the
construction contract of the 21st October, 1880, shall be cancelled, and the debenture
stock of the Ontario and Quebec Railway Company held by the Government under
the Act 47 Victoria, Chapter 61, Section 1, shall be returned to the Company; and
the tovernment shall authorize the Company, under section 10 of 48-49 Victoria,
Chapter 57, to mortgage the Algoma Branch to such amount per mile as is authorized
by the charter of tte Company with respect to the main line.

'" (4.) That upon the settlement, in manner aforesaid, of the indebtedness of the
Company to the Government, the Company may issue first mortgage bonds upon the
remaining lands granted to them under their said oontract, in such manner as is
provided by their charter in respedt of the issue of land grant bonds, and to such
amount per acre as they shall deem fit, not to exceed $2 per acre, subject to the
approval of the Governor in Council, all of the outstanding land grant bonds obtain-
able being first duly cancelled, and a reserve being made from the new issue to cover
such outstanding land grant bonds as cannot be obtained for cancellation. And in
the event of the Company making such issue, the Government will accept in
exchange for the said $5,000,000 of the said land grant bonds, a like amount of the
new issue of bonds, such bonds to be held and dealt with in the same manner as the
Government were, by 44 Victoria, Chapter 1, intituled: " An Act repecting the
Canadian Pacific Raitway," authorized to hold and deal with the said $5,000,000, so
exchanged."

" (5.) That all necessary legislation required to carry the provisions hereof into
force shall be asked for from Parliament at its present Session."

2. Resolved, That it is expedient to provide-
(a.) That the Government and the Company be authorized, respectively, to carry

out and perform the conditions of the said agreement, according to their intent and
purport; provided that the Governor in Council may extend the time for the pay-
ment of the first instalment and interest mentioned in the said agreement, to a date
nlot later than the first day of July now next.

(b.) That so soon as the payment and settlement of the sum advanced on the
said sum of twenty-nine millions eight hundred and eighty thousand nine hundred
and twelve dcllars, and interest, shall have been effected, as provided by the said
agreement, the Company, under the authority of a special general meeting of their
shareholders, called for the purpose, may issue mortgage bonds, secured upon the
branch of the said railway known as the Algoma branch, constructed and to be
hereafter constructed, completing the connection between the main line of the
Canadian Pacifie Railway and the River Ste. Marie, which issue shall constitute a
first mortgage and privilege upon the said branch railway, constructed and to be
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thereafter constructed, including the rolling stock and plant applicable thereto, and
upon the tolls and revenues thereof, after deduction from such tolls and revenues, of
working expenses and of such rolling stock and plant appertaining thereto, as shall
be declared and described in sny deed of mortgage securing such bonds, which shall
be execnted by the Compary, in conformity with its charter. And before the issue
of such bondt, the Company shall make by-laws prescribing the mode in which, in
case of default in the payment of the interest on such bonds, or of the capital thereof,
the rolling stock and plant (if any) included in such mortgage as appertaining to the
said branch, shall be identified, and the tolls and revenues derivable from such
branch, ascertained and distinguished from the tolls and revenues of the main line,
and making sncb further provisions as may be just and expedient for the protection
of the bolders of the bonds secured upon the said branch line, without interfering with
the rights of the holders of other securities of the Company. Such by.laws to be
submitted for approval to the Governor in Council, and upon such approval, a cer-
tified copy thereof to be deposited in the office of the Secrotary of State, and that
theroafter such by-laws shall continue to be valid and binding upon the Company,
and shall not be altered or repealed by the Company, so long as the bonds referred
to therein shall romain in force.

(c.) That the mode of securing the said mortgage bonds, and the rights, privi-
leges and remedies applicable thereto and avai able to the holders thereof, shall be
such as are described in sections twenty-eight, thirty-two, thirty-three, thirty-four,
thirty-five and thirty-six of the charter of the Company.

(d.) That the Company may also issue miortgage bonds to such amount as they
shall deem fit, and as shall be approved bv the Governor in Council, and according
to the terms of the said agreement, secured upon the lands of the Company to which
they shall then be entitled under the provisions of the construction contract executed
on the 21st October, 1880, and the provisions of sections thirty, thirty-two, thirty.
four, thirty-five and thirty-six of the charter of the Company shall apply to such
last mentioned bonds. But that in making such last mentioned issue of bonds, the
Company shall reserve and place in the hands of the trustees of the mortgago
securing such bonds, if trustees are created by such mortgage deed, and if not, thon
in the hands of some person or company appointed for the purpose by the Governor
in Council, an amount of the said bonds equal in value to the land grant bonds thon
ontstanding and unsatisfied above and beyond the sum of five million dollars of such
bonds in the hands of the Government, the exchange of which is provided for by the
said agreement; and the bonds, so reserved, shall not be used or disposed of for any
other purpose whatsoever, except for providing, by payment or exchange, for the
land grant bonds so outstanding and unsatisfied.

(e.) That upon the completion of the said Canadian Pacific Railway, according to
the said contract, and upon its being duly opened for traffic, the disqualification of
the shareholders thereof from becoming or being Members of the Sonate or flouse of
Commons, by reason of their being such shareholders, shall be iemoved, and shall
Cease and determine.

Boche to vote for Mr. McDougall, because ho was
the Goxernment candidate, brought out and selected by them to carry the county, if
possible, in their interest; and stated to him, as a reason for his so voting, that it
was the invariable rule that where a Government officer voted against the Govern-
ment candidate, ho ran the risk of being turned out, and warned him, that if ho
abould so vote, such would be the consequence in his case;

That subsequently B. F. McJDougall, Eequire, then and now a Member of this
Hlouse for Cape Breton, and Mr. Dodd, M.P., proposed to the Goverument that Mr.
Roche, who they believed Lbd, notwithsinrding such warnings, voted against the
Goverrnent cardidate at the ýLid election, should be, in consequence of his vote,
superseded in his office, and some progress was made in the attempt;

the strongest way, their disapproval of conduct which cannot be guarded against and
which threatens to destroy the usefulness of the Library.

That the Canadian Section of the Library is now so full and so important, and
the Catalogue so crowded and imperfect, that a re-print of the latter has become
nece>-iary, and the Committee recommend that the sum of Two thousand dollars be
provided for that special purpose.

That a Sub.Committee to consider certain letters and petitions concerning the
status and salaries of certain of the Officers and Messengers of the Library, was
appointed; and the report of the said Committee, which is appended, was adopted.

That it was considered fitting to order that the works of the principal German
writers be obtained in the original, for the use of those to whom that language is
native or familiar.

I desire to convey to yon my best thanks for the earnestness and assiduity with

Which you have performed your important duties.
The legislation of the Session has been of an eminently practical character, and

cann ot fail to aid in the promotion of the material progress of the Country.
The grant of representation in the House of Commons to the North- West Terri-

tories wilI, if sanctioned by the Imperial Parliament (of which there is no reason to
doubt), give the people of that vast region an interest and voice in the affairs of the
Dominion, and enable them to lay the wants and requirements of thoir youn g country,
With authority, before the great council of the nation.
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You have at the same time conferred upon them the boons of an efficient judicial
system and a speedy and inexpensive mode for the transfer of property in land.

The measure for the establishment of a Central Experimental Farm, with
auxiliary stations for the Provinces, will be g reatly appreciated by our agricultural
population.

I congratulate you heartily on the completion of the Canadian Pacific Railway
and on the repayment in money and land of the advances made in its aid from the
public Treasury.

The future prosperity of this great enterprise and the consequent advantage to
the best interests of the Dominion, I no consider as fully assured.

The appropriations in aid of varions railways will tend largely to increase the
trade and develop the resources of the districts traversed by them, and 1 am especially
pleased to know that by the provision made for the construction of a Railway
throngb Cape Breton, that historical Island will at last be brought into connection with
the Railway System of Canada.

Among the many useful measures you have passed may especially be noticed the
Amendments of the Franchise Act, rendering its working more simple and less
expensive ; the Consolidation of the Statutes ; the arrangement for the organization
of a better and more economical system of Parliamentary and Departmental Printing;
and the Amendment of the Dominion Lands Act.
