THERE being no Law or Ordinance now in force for
the Regulation of the Fees to be taken by the respective
Officers in the Province of New-Brunswick, and it being
necessary that a reasonable provision be made, and a
Table of Fees ordained in due proportion to their ser-
vices, in crder that every one may know what is of right
in each case to be demanded : In pursuance thereof His
Excellency the Governor, by and with the advice and
assistance of His Majesty’s Council for said Province,
hath thought fif to-ordain and declare, and His said Ex-
cellency, by and with the advice and assistance afore-
said, doth hereby ordain and declare, that from and after
the firs¢ day of April next ensuing no Officer or other
person or persons whatsoever, for any service or services
by him or them to be done or performed in their respec-
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tive offices, or for or in respect of his or their said office
or offices, for any fee, perquisite, or other benefit or re-
ward, shall exact, demand or ask, uny greater or other
fee or fees, sum or sums of money for the discharge of
his or their several and respective duty or duties in their
respective offices, other than what herein after is allowed
and established for the same, viz 1—
