The County of Stafford, New SHampslive, is
remarkable forits wild and broken scenery,

A high Precipice, called Chocorua’s Cliff,
is rendered peculiarly interesting, by a legend,
which tradiction alone has saved from utter
oblivion. This spot, being in the midst of
very romantic scencry is litthe known, and less
visited, for the vicinity is as yet, untraversed
by railtoads or canals, and no % mountain
house,” perched on the tremendous battlements
allures the traveller hither ta woek the ma-
Jesty of natnre with the insipidities of Yashion,

In olden times, when Gofle wnd Whalley
passed for wizards and mountain spirits among
the superstitious, the vicinity of the spot, we
have been describing was oceupied by a very
small colony, which, either from discontent or
enterprise had retied to this remote part of
New Ihln\mhirr. Most of them were ordi-
nary men, led to this independent mode of life
by impatience of restraint, whick as frequent.
ly necompanies vulgar obstinacy as generous
pride. t thore was one master spirit
amory them, who was capable of a higher des-
tiny than he eve fultilled. The consciousness
of this stamped something of proud humil ity on
the face of Cornel us Campbell, something of 4
havghty spirity strcagly cubed by circumstan-
ces which he could not controul, and at which
he scorned to murmur.  He assumed superior-
ity 5 but unconscicusly there was thrown
around him the spell of intellect, and his com-
panions felt, but they knew not why, that he
was “ among them, but not of them.” His
stature was gigant'c aud he had the bold,
quick tread of one who had wandered frequent-
ly and fearlessly among the terrible hidden
rlln-l of nature.
