" When giant fishes are mentioned, 
most people will at once think of the 
shark, among which, indeed, are found 
the largest fish now existing,” writes Mr. 
Smith. " Of the many species of sharks 
noteworthy on account of their size there 
are about half a dozen which are pré­
éminent. These differ much in their dis­
position. some being as harmless as doves 
and others the incarnation of ferocity.

land embraced 680,000 acres. New gas 
leases cover about 900,000 acres. Under 
former gas leases, the tribes received $100 
per annum for each gas well in service, 
which aggregated about $12,000 annually. 
As a result of conferences between gas 
men and the Secretary, the tribe will re­
ceive under the new gas leases a minimum 
royalty of 3 cents per 1,000 cubic feet 
measured at or near the wells, which roy­
alty, it is expected, will aggregate at least 
$700,000 annually.

It is therefore estimated that the an­
nual income to the Osage tribe under new 
oil and gas leases, based on the same 
production as during the past year, will 
aggregate at ieast $2,500,000 in addition 
to the $3,233,000 received in cash at recent 
sale, as against about $500,000 heretofore 
received annually under the old lease.
