A Convocation of the University was held at
the College yesterday afterncon. The membeis
of the Convocation, in their robes, passed from
the Common Room in procession to the Great
Hall at & few minates after 3 o’slock, and being
seated, the Vice-Principal in the Chair, the Con-
vocation was opened with prayer in the usual
form. We were pleased to see Dr. Nelson, the
President of the College of Physicians and Surgeons
of Lower Canada, on the right-hand of the Vice-
Principal. Nine Medical Students, who had passed
their ipation, were admitted to the Degree
of M. D., capped, and received their ‘Diplomas ;
after which Dr. Holmes, the Professor of Medi-
cine, delivered an address to the new graluates on
the duties of their profession, and particularly on
those which they owed to the University in which
they had received their education. After this, the
Convocation granted the Honorary Degree of Doc-
tor of Medicine of the University of McGill Col-
lege to Joseph Morrin, Eaq., of Quebec, and on the
motion of Dr. Hall, seconded by Dr. R. L. Mac-
dounnell, the Honorary Degree of Doctor of Civil
Law to the Rev. W. Agar Adamson, B. A., of
Trinity College, Dublin, Assistapt Minister of
Christ Church, Chaplain and Librarian to the
Legislative Council, an bonor rightly conferred
on a gentl of emi ical and theologi-
cal attainments, and acknowledged to be the most
eloquent and popular Preacher in the Province.
