OUT WITH THE TIOE,

One of the most striking and dra-
matie ._iqnch;ped 8eeNEE ever sketohed
by the master haud of Charles Dickens
is that of the old Bludderstone carrier,
Barkis, in *Dayid Coppérficld,” which,
if pot the most po'e;fuld Diockens's
areatibns, and occasionally’s fittle gar-
rulous, undoubtedly possesses s Rem-
brandt perspective and telicity of
imaginative touch excceded by we
other, From a boy of ten my remem-
brance of the picture of the rough old

dimly approximates. Biographers say
that Goethe and Shelly were gifted
with & rare faonlty of secondary vision,
not shared by any common humanity,
which enables at will, by mere effort of
the memory to veproduce upon the
retins of the eye impressions that had
once been projucted upon that delicate
membrance, and thenoe transmitted to
the brain—a faculty whose influence
oan be traced w their literature, in a
certain pictorial quality imparted to
soenes purely imaginary as well as in &
certain graphic tone of imaginery and
deseription,

Not many handlers of the pen, how-
ever, poets Or mere roMANceETs, gifted
with secendary vision or mot, have ever
aoquired the wigardry of touching
their deseriptions with the simple and
direct veality of optical impression,
Such megic of the pen pertains only to
masters, and to them only in their
highest moods—n.oments of Bupreme
command of plastic materials cuch as
the reader may wade through pages of
common-place_to discover in the best
writers, ~ All the works of Dickens
contain scarcely a score of such paes-
ages; and no other British writer,
except Mr Charles Kingsley in “Alton
Locke,” and George Elliot in “Bilas
Warner,” the least of her creations in
bulk, the finest and most artistio in
reality, has ever touched, in evancscent
glimpses even, this supreme summit of
descriptive excellence.

The simple, direct, artistic pictur.
esqueness that appears in the narrative
of the death of Barkis—as if the writ-
er were deseribing from life—is thus,
then, probably due to his familiarity
with a superstition common to maritime
population, that the souls of dying men
pass away with the tide—out—out—
far out to sea.  The touch of mystery
with whigh the superstition is imbued,
was of & kind to quicken the aetive,
sympathetic imagination ‘of Dickeng i
and the result appears in the wizard
death-bed pictute evoked by that con-
jurer with the pen.

But is this weird belief about the
gouls of dying men going out with the
tide—which I find as deep-seated and
strong with the shrewd, hard-headed,
horny-bended. farmer-fisherman of this

Of course, the weather-beaten old
practioner did not wish to be under-
stood as imagining that the tidal move-
ment itself is in any way conceraed in
this tendeney to fatality, Nor was he
in possession of any defivite theory of
his own, or generally accepted by the
profession, of the cause or causes to
whose agency the observed fatality of
ebb-tide is due,

«Ig is simply o fact of my experi-
ence,” he gaid, “that pat'u-m:;’}ie at
¢bb-tide ; and that the remaiping
hours of the day are hours of compari-
tive immunity from death, except by
accident. The tower of Siloam is lia-
ble to fall at any hour of the day, high
tide.or low. One fact I may give you
that possibly bears upon the soientific
solution of the question; and that is

that the barometical pressure varies
rythmetically with the ¢bb and flow of
the tide. But the relation of the two
phenomena is as yet undetermined.
Indeed, I am not sure that any observ-
er but myeelf has noticed its exist-
ence.”

By way of illustrating his subject,
the old doctor went on to tella story
in'some particulars parallel to that of
Barkis, This young mas was very
seeptical as to the basis in faet of the
ancient uotion, and so Addressed him-
gelf for three years to the verification
of the alleged relation, by ascertaining
the hour and minute of every death
that came under his notice, snd com-
paring. this datum with the tidal move-
ment.

From present indieations
it is pretty certuin thac the exhibition
in honor of the Queen’s jubilee, which
will bé held next year, will then be
opened a8 a  permanent institu-
tion. Sir Charles Tupper’s visit to the
Dominion was principally to agitate
such & movement and hé met with
ev(ry encoursgement, both from the Do-
minion government and other sources.
A permanent exhibition of this kind can
not be rated too:highly, for the results
of the present exhibition which is now
80 800D to clese, have shown conclus-
vely thirt the exhibiting of our articles
of manufucture, our products, &c., &e:
has given the mother country an idea
of what can be done by her colonics.
The Bank of England has generously
come forward snd offered a large sum
(£20,000) towards making the exhib-
ition a permanent ome.. We hope
that our government will use every
«flort to make this a permanent object
of ever-inereasing interest,

THE APPROACHING WINTER. *

Thus far we have had a most de-
lightful antumn season, and with no
gales to speak'of, which in past years
have dove such material damage to the
apple crop. If the pleasant weather con-
tinues for about two wecks more the
most of our fruit will be harvested and
im excellent condition. The early night
frost has helped the fruit much, as it
hés greatly assisted the coloring pro-
cess which is r0o much desired and so
well'liked in this our valliy’s greatest
product, by the raiscr and consumer
alike. With the apple harvest nc arly
gathered and the potato crop in a fair
way of being snugly housed, there is
nothing much more to oceupy the
farmer’s attention but the fall plow-
ing, and this done, the long dreary
winter is well at hand.  With the long
evenings we must have something to
take up our attention, Of course
mwuch of the dreariness of winter can
bé forgottcn in the enjoyment of skat-
ing, sleighing, tobogganing, and such
sport. We have a commodious skat-
ing rink, thanks to our townsn an, Mr
Munro. Why cannot more of our
public-spiritcd men club tegether and
erect a toboggan slide? Nature has
amply provided us with many places
where such a structure could be erect-
ed with very little outlay. Some of
our humerous hills could be utilized in
this way without inconvenicnce to
other traffic, and if such an undertak-
ing was attempted by the right partics
it should be a paying one, We would
suggest that some of our public-spirited
and moneycd men put some of their
surplus cach to this gocd vee and no
doubt at the end of the season they
would find that their investment was
bringing into their pockets more per-
haps than threc or four per cent—about,
the best interest that can be got for
their capital nowadays. With this
wholesome and enjoyable amusement
and a good winter course of lectures,
10 one need say, “What a dreary
winter we are 'havingI” but would
a'most regret ‘the coming of spring
again.  We freely open our columns to

OUR APPLES.

The English market for our apples
has begun to improve, and henceforth
shippers have every indication of ob-
taining geod prievs for their fruit. The
market now is firm with a brick de-
mand, and shippers of good sound
fruit. may look out for top prices, Last
advices, Baldwins, Greenings and vari-
eties of that sort were selling at 15s to
15s and 6d per barrel ; Northern Spys,
Kiog of Tompkins Co,, Roxbnry Rus.
sets were quoted 165 to 16x and 6d per
barrel ; Colverts, 200z Pippins, Vande
vere, Ribston Pippins and Golden Rus_
€cts 188 to 195 ; Ben Davis arc report.
ed at an average of 18s, These priccs
ut this early stage of the season are
high, compared with thore of former
yoars, und arc quite encouraging. What
a ity that gur fruit growers do not

show a [ittle more speculative genius in
their makeup, and send ovér their ap-
pleg themsclves to the English m:u'ket’
inctoad of selling put ¥0 Amereican
*pcenlators; who in turn ship them to
the Statcs, and thence across to Eny
land, palming them off on the English
public as the United States simon pure
article, It i a well known fact that
our apples are superior to those grown
in New York and the New England
states, and as this year the crop in
these places is & partial failure, the
American speculator has to come here
to purchase his fruit to make up for
the deficiency in his own country. At
the prices quoted above he can well
afford to pay two dollars a %harrel here
for his apples ; and as the freight is less
per barrel from Bostop than it is from
Halifax, he can ship via Boston, and
after taking this ronndabout way can
have the apples landed in London at
less expense than we can by shipping
via Halifax—in fact make more by
sending them by this way than if they
shipped from the nearest shipping
centre, Halifax. This is not as it
should be, and freight rates from Hal-
ifax to London i Be lowered, so as
to give us an equal privilege to that
acquired by our American -cousins,
The bulk of our Gravensteins whigh
this year are of a superior quality, have
been grabbed up by the American
buyers. 1Tt is reported that in jtwo
weeks alone, some 15,000 barrels of
No 1’s were' taken out of Nova Scotia
by New York and Boston buyers, and
that, too, at prices ranging from $1.50
to $2.00 pér barrel. Tt certainly pays
the Americans to have their apple
crop a failure once in awhile’ if they
can procure the Nova Scotian fruit at
as low prices as they have done this
year, taking the state of the market
in England asa basis, as by this way
they can, by palming off our superior
fruit as American growth, keep up the
reputation of their own fruit far better,
at the expense of ours, than if they had
their own apples in the London market
to compete with those in the
Annapolis Valley,

BADDECK.
To the Editors of the Acadian :

This is a very pretty little town, but
like all Cape Breton towns lacks good
hotel accommodations. ‘They turn away
hundteds of ‘tourists and travelers this
season for lack of accommodation. It
is & great pity that someone would not
build two large firstelass hotels the com-
ing season  The Dominion government
has-put up a 15,000 post-office—a stone
one, Prof. Bell, the telephone man, has
bought a farm and will put up a mangion
next season. He gave a large order for
trees ; has gone to the United States to
come back early next spring.  The
scenery. here-of the lake is magnificent!
Several'islands in view and the moun-
taing and valleys all conspire to make a
grand view, It was my good fortune
yesterday to attend the “double-barreled
church,” as Charles Dudly Warner in his
book “Baddeck and that Sort of Thing,’
called it. ‘As the sermon 15 given in
Efiglish one hour, and then repeated for
another hour in Gaelic, T stayed the two
hours, Tdid not comprehend the ser-
mon, but the singing in Gaelic was fine—
a sort of chanting in a monotonous, wild,
weird tone that sounds very much like
the music of a Jewish cymbal. Four
miles north from there is the Big Bad-
deck valley, one of the loveliest I ever
was in, It is very narrow with the Big
Badueck river runhing through it, span-
ned by two of the Cleveland iron bridges,
and about ten mules long in whieh are
situated some very fine farms, and one
of the best, ‘if not the best, is the farm
recently owned by Jones, fellow towns-
man of Grand Pre—Alex. A. Jones,
The beautiful, large square house is un-
occupied and going to ruin, I find he
has many near friends in this picturesque
and lovely valley. Just five miles from
his farm, and nine miles from Baddeck
due north, there has recently been dis-
covered a wonderful waterfall. What is
60 singular about it is that the owner of
the falls, valley, and mountain, John
Nicholson, who lives within less than a
mile, has not been there for thirty years,
He remembers when a boy of going up
the creek with his father fishing and
catching twenty trout, large ones, all of
one size, in the pool at the foot of the
falls, It was my good luck to get my
dinner with him and have him as my
guide to the falls—named “Uisge Ban’
white water, We leave our team at the
road and follow the creek up the narrow
valley, which is‘eovered with large birch,
beech, and maple trees. We go about a
quarter of a mile over rocks and logs
and reach the falls when a sight greets us
worth going many miles to see, The
water comes out the side of the moun-
tain about half way to tho top, which is
about 300 feet, leaving the falls 150
feet high-; while at the foot of the falls
and gazing up a nurrow strip of blue
etherial divides the rocky vastness and
lends beauty and grandeur to the scene,
The rocky wall, almost perpendicular, has
at intervals many birch and spruce trees

The impartiality of the AcADIAN needs
not be asserted. One article speaks ap-
provingly of the *“powers that be”’; an-
other—perhaps the next in order—takes
them to task for delinquenciés real or
supposed, This is as it should be, for the
paper, you know, is “independent,”
Independence in a political or literary ox
religious journal is most desirable ; and
this independence is quite compatible
with the absence of all offensively strong
language. Indeed such language must be
discredited and tabcoed, or the contest
will degenerate into mere crimination
and recrimination ; in which case no
good will be done but much harm.
People do not pay their money to read
abusive language in newspapers; they
can have enough of it without paying.

One of the most objectionable species
of this objectionable method of dealing
with political opponents is the imputation
of questionable or evil motives. For every
reason this habit shoald” be reprobated
and denounced. It is impossible to know
what a man’s motives dre, for they are
bidden ‘in the secret recesses of his own
bosom.! and to pretendto know them
is an act of presumption and folly.
And, as it is generally the case that those
who are so expert at “mind-reading” find
none but bad motives, it is a proof that
their knowledge of themselves has been
turned into account ;—what miore natu-
ril than to conclude, that as they are
none too good themselves, others are not
much tetter! they are simply judging
others by themselves, which, to say the
least, is not very fair,

at once). Of the other churches I have
only seen ‘the outside as yet, but the
chitrches are'a good test as to the pros-
perity of any.place, Your private
houses are, taking the position of their
owners into consideration, immensely
Superior both in appearance and comfort
to those of people holding the same social
standing in the old country. The shops
here cannot be surpassed by any in towns
far larger in England. The liquor laws
are excellent, I havelived near a large
English town of 300,000 and nowhere,
outside in the country, could you find
even a small village without three o1 four
public _houses, and, on Sundays, the
beautiful country was made hideous by
the masses of men and boys out for a
walk and sundry “drinks,” as all these
towns are licensed to sell any drink, and
strong ale is only three cents a large glass
—the result you can imagine. There is
nothing of this in country villages in
Nova Scotia, I believe ; at least, not in
Wolfville, It is not any exaggeration
to say that nine-tenths of poverty, crime,
and disease is due to the mneedless use of
alcohol,

Your educational resonrces hete are,
of coutse, exceptional, but.they are far
above the average of towns very much
larger than Wolfvillz, | I may here men-
tion that I know one gentlemen who is
going to have his dangbter brought from
England to be educated at your semin-
ary, and only a dayor to ago 4 leading
Halifax Q. C. told mé He fntendéd send-
ing’ his eldest girl here also : these facts
say much for your professors and teach-
ers, Oneis much struck with the ad-
vanced mengf8l condition of the Canadian
students over their English brothers and
sisters. - Especially, js thisthe case with
the fairer sex.  “Truth” does not half do
juslice to them when he merely alludes
to their “gay, fasnionable, '4nd costly
dresses,”” Why, sir, in no towh in Eng-
land, or elsewhere, will be found prettier
dresses and more graceful figures ;' more
tastefully trimmed hats and lovelier faces
than in Wolfville, Ttts-4rue that when
a Canadian girl goes tp England she is
considered beautiful ; but could the
English only see them here in all their
glory at one of your “sociables,” or at the
Baptist church (when the eollege is “in
session”) ! why, sir, the male population
of Wolfville would be doubled in two
years,

Now, Mr “Truth,” what do you mean
by talking about “dudes”? The “thing”
does not exist here. A manlier, finer et
of fellows cannot be found in any town
across the pond. No, sir, there are no
“dudes’” nor ‘“‘mashes’ here, All the
same, “If a Iaddie kiss a lassie meed a
lassie tell 77 He qnotes Byron, may I
not also quote poetry? Again, if you
are not too modest, let me say I know of
no town in England possessing a neater,
better printed or edited paper than the
AcApian, and I hope it will always use its
powerful influence to uphold the policy
of an Imperial Federation of England
and her colonies with “Fair Trade”
between the Imperial Federation and
other countries. Let us be more firmly
united on this great question of the fut-
ure. Finally T must mention the warm,
kind-hearted hospitality of Nova Scotia
(especially Wolfville) to all strangers and
visitors, and the loving welcome she gives
to her sons returning home.
