Estimating a Train’s Speed.

Inquiry is frequently made as to how the
speed of a train may be estimated. The
traveler especially is curious about the
speed his train is making, and we suggest
three methods by which the speed may be
guessed with remarkable accuracy, as fol-
lows:

1. Watch for the passage of the train by
the large white mile posts with black fig-
ures upon them, and divide 3,600 by the time
in seconds between posts; the result is the
speed in miles per hour.

2. Listen attentively until the ear distin-
guishes the click, click, click of the wheel
as, it passes a rail joint. The number of
clicks upon one sideof the car in twenty
seconds is the speed in miles per hour,
where the rails are thirty feet in length,
and this is the case generally,

8. Count the number of telegraph poles
passed in two minutes, if there are four
or five wires to a pole, and in two minutes
and twenty seconds if there are only one
or two lines per pole; the number of poles
passed is the number of miles per hour at
