Splendid Presentation of Five One- 
act Plays Written by Students at 

Acadia

Wolfville has the distinction of being 
the origin of the only Little Theatre 
Guild in the Maritime Provinces. With­
in the past month, five Acadia students 
have organized into a Little Theatre 
Guild, which presented its initial per­
formance last Friday evening. The pro­
gram was presented in the University 
Hall before a large audience who gave 
expression to their appreciation by sin­
cere applause. The Guild owes its origin 
largely to the efforts of Dr. V. B. Rho- 
denizer, Professor of English Literature 
at Acadia University. Dr. Rhodenizer 
introduced the course in the One-act 
Plays at Acadia and has supported the 
Guild in every way. Previous to the 
presentation of the plays Dr. Rhodenizer 
gave a talk on the inception and develop­
ment of the Little Theatre Guild in Amer­
ica and other countries. He also an­
nounced the winner of the Social and 
Benevolent Prize for the best essay on 
the Roberts lecture to be Arthur R. 
Dunlap, of Sydney Mines. The Acadia 
Conservatory of Music orcliestra fur­
nished music. Miss Langley and Miss 
Grace Perry played a violin duet between

The first play was “The Lost Queen” 

by Olive M. Archibald ’26. a delightful 
thing, appealing strongly to the imagina­
tion and the love of beauty. The cast 
included beside the author, Ted Tavlor 
’28 and Lydia Miller ’27.

The second was a play written by 
A. R. Dunlap *26, and entitled “Gold . 
The weird setting and the allegorical 
ending of the play gave it a powerful 
dramatic appeal.

Mrs. McCallum Grant, wife of 
the recent Lieut.-Govemor of Nova Sco­
tia. now residing at Young Avenue,
Halifax, Mrs. E. M. Keirstead, of Tor­
onto, and Miss Parker, of Wolfville, are 
aunts of the deceased.

Not a little of the sunshine 
of our northern winters is surely wrapped „ 
up in the apple, said John Burroughs. 
“How could we winter without it! 
How is life sweetened by its mild acids!
A cellar well filled with apples is more 
valuable than a chamber filled with 
flax and wool. So much sound, ruddy 
life to draw upon, to strike one's roots 
down into, as it were.”

WHY RATEPAYERS SHOULD VOTE
COUNTRY WEEKLIES DISAPPEARING

THE EDITOR of a weekly newspaper in Maine recently made 
1 reference to the disappearance in many cases of the village 

weeklies of other days. Twenty years ago, he says, there were practi­
cally 20,000 cf these village weeklies in the United States. Since 
then 9000 of these papers have been discontinued. Speaking of con­
ditions near at hand he recalled the time when in Somerset countv 
there were nine rural newspapers. Now there are but three. In 
Franklin county there were seven, where now there is only one 
surviving.

Philosophising over the changed conditions the Maine editor 
attributes the disappearance of the country weekly largely to the 
presence of the rural mail delivery which carries the city daily to 
the fanner’s doors He recognizes, too, the part played by modem 
transportation agencies in scattering the city publication far and 
wide. So with incidental allusion to the concentration of country 
schools, he says: “No demand based on sentiment will ever restore 
the country school house. No reasoning on sentimental lines will 
bring back the country weekly in those regions from which it has 
disappeared. "

It may be safely stated, however, that weekly newspapers will 
continue to be published, especially in shire-towns of the counties 
that contain no cities, but it is doubtless true that in many regions 
they will be few in number as compared with those of- former years. 
This is a condition which gives rise to various reflections. It may be 
said, for one thing, that the passing of the country weekly 
irreparable loss to thousands of dwellers in great cities. The papers 
from the old-home towns have followed them to city homes, where 
their columns are eagerly scanned for “items” from the north, east, 
south and west heighborhoods— from “the Comer” and the “River 

In many cases the reading of the metropolitan daily has 
been postponed while the city dweller revelled in news of marriages 
and deaths, of church "socials" and lodge meetings, of the goings 
and comings of those who are still in a very real sense “the home 
folks”. There are papers in the smaller cities which print correspond­
ence from the villages and towns round about but this falls far short 
of the complete chronicle infused with the touch of intimacy and 
friendliness that constitutes the news of the old-time weekly. If it 
is to fall by the wayside, the village weekly will be mourned in the 
city as well as along the countryside.

It is, however, in-the small town itself, where the value of the 
weekly paper is most apparent and where its loss when circumstances 
make necessary its discontinuance is most felt. Very often the dif­
ference between a small hamlet and » bustling town is due wholly 
to the presence of a live local paper. The community owes much 
to the home paper, and in far two many instances the obligation 
remains unprovided for. The columns of your home paper reflect 
the business and social conditions of the town as well as the char­
acter and enterprise of its citizens. What is it that it reveals about 
you?

Canada is for municipal expenses. The 
boards of trade can render much better 
service in arousing the people to the 
importance of exercising their right to 
control these expenditures and seeing 
that the various municipal funds and 
departments are efficiently administered 
through putting good candidates in the 
field and supporting them.

They should also use their influence 
to discourage those campaigns for local 
improvement which appeal to the pride 
of the community, but which are very 
often beyond its means.

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ANOTHER UNNECESSARY EXPENSE
IT IS NOT necessary to seek far in order to discover instances of 
1 the wasteful expenditure of public money going on in this country 
at a time when the wisest economy is necessary in order that at the 
very earliest possible date the exhausting effects of the great war 
may be overcome and normal conditions attained. Business as 
usual, a slogan introduced at the beginning of the war, is a good one 
still to follow. Money for the carrying on of the various services of 
our national life and the development and upbuilding of Canada 
must of necessity be provided, but its expenditure must be justified 
by the results obtained. In our governmental institutions and in 
far too many of the avenues through which the federal and provin­
cial revenues flow, expenses are duplicated with no corresponding 
returns to compensate for the outlay of public funds.

A case in point is the recent appointment made to the bench of 
the County Court for this district. Judge Webster, who since 1917 
has performed the duties of that position with credit to himself and 
to the general satisfaction of all concerned, was a few months ago 
retired to private life on a very generous annuity. This, we under­
stand, was in accord with the law governing such cases, for whicn 
we make no complaint. It is the right of certain officials who 
the public in responsible positions for a required period to receive 
during their remaining years after retirement an allowance from the 
public treasury. We wish it were possible for all who give honest 
service to be equally fortunate. In the case under discussion, how­
ever, the competency of the incumbent of the office had become in 
no way impaired, and he was capable and willing to continue to 
render the same efficient service which has characterized his judicial 
duties in past years. No real man prefers to lay aside his work while 
yet qualified to carry it on.

That the change should have been made is only to be accounted 
for on the assumption that the position was desired by somebody 
else, and this desire, while a perfectly natural one, imposes a charge on 
the finances of the country of the salary of two men in place of one. 
Such doings, we presume, are not. limited to any political party. 
It is no doubt a custom which has prevailed during the entire history 
of the Dominion, and will continue to exist so long as the people 
permit. We submit if for consideration not in the heat of a political 
contest, but" at a time when our readers may consider calmly and 
leisurely a condition which, we make no apology for saying, furnishes 
food for reflection on the part of the thoughtful citizens of this coun-

THE GREAT TAKU GLACIER

Juneau, the modem and attractive 
capital of this northern outpost of the 
United States, and Skagway, the portal 
to the famous White Horse Pass, whose 
name is linked forever with the great 
gold-rushes where men gambled their 
lives for the Sake of hidden gold.

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A NEW MODEL

To the Editor of Thf Acadian
Sir.—The following statement which 

appeared in a recent issue of the Mon­
treal Witness, furnishes food for 
reflection :

“Canada had prohibition operating in 
eight provinces in 1919. and nine-tenths 
of the ninth province (Quebec) was dry 
by local option. Todav, after six short 
years, the trade flourishes in six of the 
nine. Tempereance is being defeated at 
the rate of a province a year.”

This means that we are fighting a 
losing battle, and it looks as if it would 
not be long before the enemy would 
occupy the whole field.

In looking for the reason for this retro 
treason it is dear that the failure lies 
in the lack of stamina in the temperance 
ranks. It is a question of quality rather 

quantity. There are ft sufficient 
number of electors in the country to 
gain the victory» as has been proved by 
the various plebiscites, but the majority 
lack the conviction of a William Wilber- 
force, or a Wendell Phillips.

A striking analogy is presented by 
conditions in the early stages of the 
English Civil War of 1642. The his-' 
torian tells us that until Cromwell re­
cruited his New Model, the raw, un­
trained soldiers of the Parliamentary 
army were no match for Rupart’s dis­
ciplined troopers. Obseiving this de­
fect, Cromwell proceeded to develop a 
New Model, otherwise called Ironsides, 
and, as a result. King Charles lost his 
crown and his head.

This is illustrative of what is needed 
in our temperance army. Prohibition 
and Moral Reform are the most impor­
tant questions in Canadian politics, and 
they should be made paramount in all 
elections. Municipal, Provincial, and 
Federal. To say that they are not is­
sues in any contest is to confess ignor­
ance of what constitutes the country’s 
greatness, and of the means by which 
that greatness is secured.

The natural recruiting ground for this 
New Model is the church. By purpose 
and profession she is designed for this 
function. Jesus Christ, her Head, came 
to destroy the works of the devil, and 
this he purposes to do, directly or in 
directly, through his church. Not that 
the church should organize and direct 
the forces, but that she should be con­
stantly developing candidates for mem­
bership in the New Model, so that 
when the call comes, she should be able 
to point to a number of her members 
qualified to serve.
