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DOES GERMANY WANT 
WAR WITH BRITAIN?

The Aim of German 
Fleet Increase.

Britain May Do as Japan 
Did With Russia.

Suffragists Ring Door 
Bells and Spout.

Berlin, Jan. 30.—The government's na­
val programme embracing an estimate 
of expenditures of more than $100,000,- 
000 annually for ten years, passed to 
the second reading in the Reichstag yes­
terday, only the Socialists and Poles op­
posing it.

Herr Bebel, the Socialist leader, while 
asserting that the upper classes alone 
demanded fresh armaments for which 
the masses were compelled to pay. point­
ed out the dangers of continued in­
creases in sea power. He said that ev­
ery fresh proposal to increase the Ger­
man fleet undoubtedly was aimed sole­
ly at Great Britain, who had determin­
ed to maintain her mastery of the seas. 
She might one day come to the conclu­
sion like Japan did in 1904 that “if 1 
don’t strike now, I’m lost.”

Admiral Von Tierpitz, Secretary of 
the Admiralty, replied that he absolute­
ly was unable to conceive how the Ger­
man fleet propositions could excite 
Great Britain. “We are building against 
no one,” he said, “and have no occasion 
for so doing. As to Great Britain. I 
did not know where German and Bri­
tish interests clash in such a manner as 
to call forth an appeal to arms.”

North Sea Agreement.
London. Jan. 30.—The British Govern­

ment which has been kept fully inform­
ed as to the tenor of the .German pro­
posals for the maintenance of the ter­
ritorial status quo in the North Sea, has 
given its full assent thereto.

Suffragists Rang Door Bells.
London, Jan. 30. —Having failed to 

reach King Edward yesterday during 
the ceremonies of the opening of Parlia­
ment, and as the House of Commons is 
effectively barred against them, the 
Woman Suffragists of England to-day 
adopted a new method of protesting 
against the fact that His Majesty in his 
speech from the throne, made no men­
tion of their demands to be permitted 
to vote. The militant members of the 
organization formed themselves into 
several committees which at the same 
hour to-day visited the homes of the 
various members of the Cabinet, for the 
purpose of asking them to use their in­
fluence to have the question of wo­
men’s suffrage settled at this session. 
As none of the Ministers would see 
them, the women demonstrated by ring­
ing doorbells and delivering addresses 
from doorsteps.

The police were not prepared for this 
course of action and noisy scenes were 
witnessed on several of the fashionable 
thoroughfares of Ivowlon. The women 
eventually were dispersed after seven 
arrests had been made.

SUB-TARGET.

Fxaminition of Member Who Held 
Stock.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 30.—At the Public 
Accounts Committee to-day H. H. Wick- 
wire, M. P. P. for Kemptville, Nova Sco­
tia, was examined in regard to the sub­
target, a matter which came up last ses­
sion in connection with the contract the 
Government had with the Sub-Target 
Co. Mr. Xyickwire, being examined by 
Mr. Foster, proceeded to say that he had 
$25,000 stock in the Sub-Target Com­
pany. He gave $5.000 for this. He gave 
his note, which was still outstanding, 
and had not been paid.

Mr. E. M. MacDonald protested 
against going into these private matters, 
as the whole subject of the sub-target 
contract with the Government was 
thrashed out last session, and there was 
no charge of anything being irregular

Mr. Foster and Mr. Barker, on the 
other hand, argued that the question 
was a perfectly proper one to put, as the 
company had a contract with the Gov­
ernment.

Mr. Wick wire, proceeding with his 
testimony, «Rid that he did not get any 
stock from the Sub-Target Company. It 
was from J. H. Jewell, who' organized 
the company. He sold all the stock- 
through a broker for $15.000. and had no 
interest in the company now.

A CLOSE CALL.

REPORTERS WAKE WOMAN FROM 
HER DEATH SLUMBER.

Tardy Notice of Marriage, Inquisitive 
City Editors and Empty Laudanum 
Bottle Figure in Near-Tragedy.

New York, Jan. 30.—Mrs. Gussie B. 
D’Amron Sears, of 124 West Goth 
street, was arraigned before Magistrate 
Barlow in the West Side court to-day 
on the charge of attempted suicide. 
The night before Mrs. Sears had gone 
around to various newspaper offices in 
this city inserting a notice of her 
marriage on September 1, with George 
B. Sears, of 239 West 122d street. Then 
she went home and took two ounces of 
laudanum and had it not been for the 
curiosity of various city editors who 
wanted to know why she was so tardy 
in announcing lier marriage, she would 
have died from the effects of the dose. 
As it was the reporters got there just 
in time and summoned an ambulance 
which took her to the Roosevelt Hos­
pital. where heroic treatment saved 
her life.

Tins afternoon she -had recovered! 
sufficiently to be arraigned before the 
magistrate. Mrs. Sears denied any in­
tention of committing suicide, and said 
that she had simply taken an overdose 
of the drug. She was discharged for 
lack of evidence and left the court in 
company with her husband.

Of late the couple have not been liv­
ing together, but Mr. Sears denies any 
separation or any difficulties with his 
wife at all.

Four years ago Mrs. Sears was sepa­
rated by a decree of divorce from her 
first husband Robert C. D’Amron, now 
in this city, whom she had married in 
1897 at the age of seventeen.

FATALLY BURNED.

Railroad Man Caught In Fire While 
Asleep.

Buffalo, Jan. 30.^—John P. Anderson, 
of Bradford, Pa., was fatally burned in 
a fire that broke out in the Boston 
block in Niagara, near midnight last

Anderson was asleep in one of the up­
per rooms when the fire start**!. He 
tried to arise, was overcomr'iiy /smoke 
and feH to the floor. {

He xtas found terribly burned about 
the face, neck and hands by. Fireman 
Eaggel, of Engine Company 13. Ander­
son was removed to Emergency Hospi­
tal. Little chance was held out for his 
recovery at a late hour last night. He 
is 42 years old; married, is a Mason and 
i* employed by the B. R. & P.

At the time the fire broke out there 
were many occupants of the building 
asleep. Some rushed out into the cold 
in their bare feet and in transparent 
attire when the cry of fire was raised. 
The firemen and the police quieted them.

MONTREAL FIRE.

Had to Fight it With Temperature 
15 Below Zero.

Mi/htreal, Jan. 30.—A disastrous fire 
broke out this morning among the 
wholesale warehouses on the west side 
of McGill street, south of St. Maurice 
street. The damage probably will ex­
ceed $100.000. The firemen suffered sev­
erely during their three hours’ fight to 
subdue the flames, the temperature be­
ing fifteen degrees below zero. The 
firm* most seriously effected were P. 
1). Dodds & Co., wholesale paints, and 
E. F. Walters A Oof, wholesale hard­
ware. and Fells, to the south. Frost and 
Woods, agricultural implements agency, 
and to the north Herman H. Wolff A 
Co., dry goods, sustained some damage 
by smoke and water. The Dodds estab­
lishment made a fierce blaze on account 
of the large quantity of paints and oils 
in the building, and the firemen were 
unable to prevent the fire spreading to 
the buildings adjoining on the other 
sides. The Walters’ firm was only re­
covering from a blaze that damaged 
their place the first week in January.

Karr Sentenced to Three Months and Others 
Implicated May he Prosecuted.

Beamsville, Jan. 30.—(Special)—Po­
lice Magistrate Riggin gave his decision 
this morning in the poisoning case which 
was tried last week, and which created 
a great deal of interest. James Lewis 
Karr, a sixteen-year-old lad, was found 
guilty of putting poison into chocolates 
and giving them to another lad. The 
Magistrate this morning sentenced him 
to jail for three months.

Karr was not alone in the mischief, 
other boys having had a hand in pro­

curing the poison, in doping the choco­
lates and in getting the, victim to eat 
them. There is a move on foot to have 
the other boys prosecuted as well, as 
it is felt that Karr should not be made 
a scapegoat. The lad who took the poi­
son was made very sick, but prompt 
medical assistance saved him.

La*t night was the coldest of the win- 
ter and one of the coldest in two years. 
Various thermometers indicated from 
two to six degrees below zero in the 
city and on the mountain, at. the Reach 
and in the surrounding country it was 
down to ten below zero. The wind, 
fortunately, .went down early in the 
evening or the night would have been a 
very severe one. In the northern part 
of Ontario very cold weather prevails, 
but the indications are that the snap 
will not be of very long duration.

first time this winter. The cold wave 
was welcome^ by the ice dealers. The 
conditions affected the steam making 
powers of locomotives and delay in- rail­
road traffic was almost as marked as 
in heavy snowstorms. The gale on the 
coast was very severe, and incoming

Vessels Covered With Ice.
New York, Jan. 30.—Intense cold pre­

vailed down the bay this morning. At 
Quarantine the thermometer registered 
four degrees before sunrise. All the in­
coming vessels were covered with ice 
cause bv the freezing of the flying spray.

Plnttsburg, N. Y., Jan. 30.—The ther­
mometer registered 18 below zero in 
this citv to-day. Last night was the 
coldest "this winter. At Upper Chateau- 
guay. Lake it was 30 below zero, at 
Saranac Lake 32 below, and at Lake Pla­
cid 35 below.

Coldest This Winter.
Omemee, Jan. 30.—Last night was the 

coldest in the history. of. Omemee, 36 
degrees belpw zero being registered. 
Most of the thermometers in the place 
were frozen up.

Coldest in Five Years.
Kingston, Ont., Oet. 30.—Last flight 

was the coldest in five years. The ther­
mometer registered 28 below. The night 
was still and clear. To-day is very 
bright and cold.

The Coldest Snap.
Montreal, Que., Jan. 30.—The coldest 

srtap of the winter to date prevailed yes­
terday and to day. Heretofore the tem­
perature has gone very little below zero, 
but this morning the mercury touched 
25 below, and was even colder at not far 
distant suburban points.

GOOD MAN GONE.

Death of a Provincial Public Official 
of Belleville.

Belleville, Ont., Jan. 30.— (Special).— 
Death took place at nine o'clock last 
night of R. C. Hulme, city street sur­
vey er and manager of the waterworks, 
a position he had held for many years. 
He was one of the best known citizens. 
He was born in England, 72 years ago. 
He sustained a stroke of • apoplexy on 
Tuesday morning, causing his death. He 
was Lieut.-Col. of the Fifteenth Regi­
ment at one time. A prominent Mason 
and member of the Sons of England. 
He leaves one daughter at home arid 
three sons, (topt. Herbert Hulme, of 
Vancouver: Glencoe, of Yukon, and 
Stanley, of Montreal. His death has 
caused a gloom over the entire citv, as 
the deceased was very popular.

BOX CARS

Pushed Some Flat Cars Over An 
Embankment.

Woodstock, Ont,. Jan. 30.—(Special.) 
—Early this morning a G. T. R. freight 
train started out from Woodstock sta­
tion west.

The momentum secured 
by the heavy box cars shoved them up 
against the flat cars, raised them up and 
toppled them down a fifty-foot embank 
ment, where they were smashed to kind­
ling wood. No person was injured, but 
the track was, blocked for several hours.

One of St. Catharines’ 
Leading Gtizens.

Boy Nearly Killed With 
a Swinging Door.

Disappearance of a St 
Catharines’ Girl.

St. Catharines, Ont., Jan. 30.—(Spe­
cial.)—D. W. Bixby, for forty years one 
of St. Catharine’s leading business men, 
and one of its oldest booksellers, passed 
away after a few days’ illness last night. 
He was an American by birth, but came 
here in the early sixties and had since 
resided here. He was about 75 years of 
age.

An accident which came nearly being 
attended with fatal results occurred at 
the General Post Office about 6 o’clock 
last evening, when Alex. Martin, the lit­
tle eight-year-old son of Sidney Martin, 
of the Star-Journal staff, having just 
left the general delivery, where he had 
been inquiring for mail matter, was 
about to pass through the door to the 
street when he was struck in the face 
by the swinging door, which had just 
been released by a gentleman leaving the 
office. The little fellow was struck 
squarely in the forehead and knocked 
to the floor. Sheriff Dawson and Col­
lector of Customs Cuffe, who-were near 
by, picked him up and carried him to 
Dr. McMahon's surgery, where his in­
juries received attention, afterwards tak­
ing him home. He will carry a sear for 
life on his forehead.

The sudden and unaccountable disap­
pearance of Martha Thompson, aged 
about 16 years, employed as a domestic 
in the family of Mr. A. S. Woodruff, On­
tario street, has caused quite a sensation 
in this city. She disappeared about two 
weeks ago, and has not been heard of 
since, either by her mother, her girl 
friends, or the Woodruff family, from 
whom she asked permission to leave the 
house for a couplp of hours on the day 
of her disappearance.

Appeal In Personal Injury 'Case

Toronto, Jan. 30.—(Special)—The Di­
visional Court gave judgment this morn­
ing, dismissing the appeal of Robert 
Hammill from the decision of Chief Jus­
tice Falconbridge, in appellant’s action 
against Messrs. Nicholson & Riley, con­
tractors for the construction of the 
Brantford & Hamilton Railway.

the city to build the entire plant and 
own it itself. Another meeting will 
be held shortly to deal definitely with 
the matter.

George Webb and W. E. Blanford, 
representing property owners in the 
district, submitted A proposition bac£ 
ed up by a petition containing thirty- 
eight signatures. They offer to erect 
a small pumping station on the side 
of the Mountain on Wentworth street, 
to install pumps capable of pumping 
3,600 gallons of water per hour and 
to lay 6-inch pipe up the side of thv 
Mountain to the brow, and to main­
tain and operate this plan for a term 
of ten years and to pump water for 
3 cents per 1,000 gallons, the city to 
have the option of taking over the 
plant at any time at cost price; the 
entire plant and installation to be 
approved by the City Engineer. They 
further offer to pay 50 per cent, of 
the cost of laying the pipe along Clif­
ton avenue. They ask in return that 
the city erect a water tank of 50,000 
gallons capacity on a tower not less 
than 50 feet from the level and to 
make all necessary connections there­
to, and to lay a 6-inch pipe along 
Clifton avenue, 900 feet, the citv to 
supply water at the same rate ‘ and 
conditions as they do in any other 
portion of the city.

The city’s share" of the cost is esti­
mated at $5,908, less $900, half of the 
cou of the main along Clifton avenue. 
Th's would mean an estimated ex* 
penditure on the city’s part of $6,008* 
Th : property owners estimate the city 
would receive a revenue of $246 mdde 
up of $180 from 36 lots at $5 eàch 
and $65 from the Incline boilers. 
Officials of the Waterworks Depart­
ment point out that thev are already 
collecting this $65 on the boilers and 
they say that the $200, the minimum 
a,nounfc the city is to be charged, 
under the proposition, for water 
pumped, would dispense entirely with 
any revenue. In addition thev say 
it would cost $600 to install a meter 
for a six-inch main. The opinion of 
the aldermen and officials seems le 
be that it resolves itself into a ques­
tion of whether or not the people are 
entitled to the water and they gen­
erally agree that they are. They think, 
however, that the city should build 
anJ control the plant and not ask in­
dividual owners to bear any portion 
of the cost. The Mountain people 
have been paying taxes for fifty veaA 
and have received little in the wrfv 
of improvement. Engineer Barrow 
thinks it would cost the city about 
$15,000 to install the system and he 
is one of those who favor the city do­
ing this, even at a loss. The pros­
pects are that the Mountain people 
will get water this spring, and prob­
ably without having to pay any of 
th? cost. The Fire and Water Com­
mittee will likely make a recommen­
dation to the Council at its next meet­
ing

The County Council disposed of an 
important matter this morning when 
it authorized Mr. R- R- Bruce to appear 
before the Dominion Railway Board and 
settle the Waterdown subway trouble, 
the Council agreeing to abide by the 
commission's finding. This was done on 
motion of Councillors Gust and Milieu. 
The Warden and Councellors Gage, Mil- 
len and Davis were appointed a com­
mittee to guard the county’s interests.

The Council has always advocated the 
building of the nub way, as then the road 
could be lowered considerably^ and made 
not so dangerous for traffic. Mr. Bruce 
received a letter from the G. T. R. a 
short time ago stating that it had ap­
plied to the Railway for permission to 
raise the bridge, and the Company' want­
ed to know what the county was go­
ing to do in the matter. The subject 
was debated this morning after Mr. 
Bruce had explained the position the 
county was in.

Councillor Malcolm gave notice of his

intention to introduce a by-law to take 
over certain pieces of road in the coun­
ty as county road*. This comes under 
the head of Good Roads, and if taken 
over will mean more money from the 
Government. Councillor Gage seconded 
the motion.

The Council went into the committee 
of the whole on Roads and Bridges to 
consider the death of Alex. Aiken who 
was killed on the Flock Mountain road, 
over the mountain. The meeting was 
held in the Grand Jury room, and was 
private.

Mr. J. H. Smith, Inspector of County 
Schools, appeared before the Council and 
extended an invitation to attend the 
Canadian Club luncheon on Friday even­
ing, the 31st, from 6 to 8.

may locate a claim 1,600 x 1,600 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is 65.
At least 8100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining .re­
corder in lieu thereof. When 6600 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may, upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the lano at 61

The patent provides for the payment ot a 
royalty of 2% per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square: entrance fee. $5: renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold ot five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date ot the 
leaes for each five miles. Rental 810 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output after It exceeds 610.000.

ALLIGATOR SHOT OFF GUN.

Limitations of the Eye.
I an Intersting lecture in Edin­

burgh on the 4th inst.. Dr. Dawson 
Turner. F.R.8.S., dwelt on the “Lim­
itations of the Eye.” He said that the 
length of the visible spectrum varies 
with the individual. Just as some 
people could hear a higher pitched 
note better than others, so no two 
persons would probably be found ex­
actly to agree as *to where the spec­
trum begins and ends. It was a phy­
siological and not a physical limita­
tion. The range of an animal’s eye 
might not be the same as man’s. 
Lord Avebury experimented with ants, 
and found that these animals were 
most sensitive to rays that our eyes 
could not perceive at all ; their bright­
est light was in the dark regon be­
yond the volet. Though we could not 
sen these rays at ether end of the 
vsiible spectrum, we could, by cer­
tain experiments, easily satisfy our­
selves that there were ravs in the dark 
portions beyond the violet and below 
tli: red. The rn\*s beyond the violet 
could be shown to exist by their pho­
tographic or actinic effect and by 
fluorescence. Illustrating this bv ex­
periments. Dr. Dawson Turner fixed 
a piece of sensitive paper so that it 
lay in the visible and invisible ultra 
x'iolet spec.trum. and showed that it 
darkened first in the inyisible ultra 
violet. He showed also that by hold­
ing a platino s>-anide scren ‘ in it, 
thu length of the" spectrum was eas­
ily doubled. These dark rays also 
discharged a negatively electrified 
body, and had an important action 
upuii certain diseases of the skin.

Professor Finsen had become de­
servedly famous by the use he made 
of the blue violet and ultra violet 
light in* the treatment of disease. T11 
1896 Professor Rontgen astonished the 
world by announcing the discovery 
of a new kind of ray. He had been 
experimenting with a Crooke’s higli 
vacuum tube, and he noticed that 
platino evanide of barium bcame lum­
inous when the tube was working. 
An ordinary low vacuum tube did not 
give rise to the Rontgen rays. To 
produce Rontgen rays they must 
have a high vacuum, in which there 
was a Kathode stream of electrons, 
and this stream of flying lectrons be 
brought as suddenly as possible to 
a standstill. This was done by caus­
ing the electrons to strike a target, 
of olatinum while they were in full 
flight. As they could not see the 
Rontgen rays (because they were dark 
ravs) or feel the rays (unless they 
were suffering from their effects), 
how did they know the ravs were 
there at all? It was chiflv hv three 
reasons:—(1) The rays would take 
photographs through opaque sub­
stances. and could thus be used to see 
through the skin and exhibit the 
bones: (2) they caused certain bodies 
to become luminous : and (3) they 
discharged electrified bodies. The 
Rontgen ravs had a very important 
action on the human system, and if 
they were properlv applied they could 
be of great benefit in connection with 
disease Many interesting experi­
ments were carried through to illus­
trate these and other properties of 
the Rongton ra.vs.

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PROPERLY REBUKED.

Creatures the Bodies of Which 
Emit Light.

The flesh of most sea fishes and other 
! marine animal* becomes more or less 
I luminous within a day or two after 
! death. The light is emitted, howexrer, 
j says the Scientific American, not by the 
flesh itself, but by certain bacteria which 
cau lie collected from its surface, and 
which are of common occurrence in sea 
xvater. A similar appearance, due also 
to the presence of luminous bacteria, is 
often presented by mea. These Iwo- 
teria are harmless to human beings, as 
they cannot lix'e at a temperature above 
76 degrees F.. and thé temperature of 
the human body is 98 degrees F., but 
lix'ing cold-blooded animals can be in­
oculated with luminous bacteria, with 
surprising results. The Russian physiol­
ogist Tarchanoff inoculated frogs xx*ith 
luminous baeteria obtained from the Bal­
tic. The bacteria multiplied in the blood, 
and caused the entire body of the frog 
to emit light. The luminescence, which 
xvas especially intense in the tongue and 
other soft parts, continued three or four 
days. Similar phenomena have been ob­
served to occur naturally in cold-blooded 
animals. A few years ago the French 
naturalist Uiard found among the sànd

hoppers that swarmed on the beach at 
XX imereaux one which, instead of hop 
ping, crawled slowly ox*er the sand and 
gloxved brightly. Oil examination the 
body of the little crustacean xvas found 
to be filled xvith luminous bacteria. 
AV hen other sand hoppers xx'ere inoculat­
ed with its blood, they also became lum­
inous. gradually lost ‘strength arid soon 
died, but continued to gloxx- for several 
hours after death.

'lhe observed cases of luminescence in 
i earthxvorms, mole crickets and other 

cold-blooded animal» not normally lum­
inous are probably to be attributed to a 
similar infection with luminous bacteria 
or luminous fungi.

John Thornton Will Not Forget HU

HU Injurie» Probably Made the 
Punishment Lighter.

DIGGING FOR TOURMALWE.

How the Mines of Burma Are Worked 
—Some Rare Finds.

Tourmaline is a Iieautiful mineral 
known according to its color by a vari­
ety of names. The red is rubellite, the 
pale blue or bluish black is indicollite, 
the Berlin blue is called b)r jewelers Bra­
zilian emerald, and so on.

"Tourmaline is found in separate crys­
tals in the interstices of hard granitic 
looking rock. As a consequence men 
with no means find it occasionally pro­
fitable when they have leisure to dig 
down eight or ten feet on the off chance 
of finding some not very valuable bits,” 
says George, Deputy Commissioner, 
Ruby Mines District, Burma. "This sys­
tem is called Kathe taik or Kathe sys­
tem, after the idea of the original ruby 
diggings at Kathe. The next method is 
the ordinary Twinlon method of sinking 
a vertical shaft about four or five feet 
square. By custom the owner of the 
shaft is entitled to extend his workings 
underground nnvwTiere to a radius of 
five fathoms from the centre of the

“The vein is formed by a vein of white, 
hard granitic rock, in the interstices of 
which the tourmaline is found, at time* 
adhering loosely to the rock, at others 
lying separate in the loose yellowish 
earth that is found with the granite. 
When a vein is once found it is followed 
up as far as possible, subject to the five 
fathom limit alluded to ftbove. What, 
however, makes the mining so exciting 
and nt the same time keeps the industry 
fluctuating is that the tourmaline crys­
tals are only found intermittently in

“One may get several in the length of 
one yard, and then they will unaccount* 
ably cease. Directly one man strikes a 
vein yielding crystals every one who 
can commences digging along the line of 
the vein, but it is all a toss up *s to 
whether, when the vein is reached, there 
will he tourmaline therein. Adjoining 
Twinlon* give absolutely different re­
sults, and it is calculated that at leaat 
two-thirds of the shafts sunk yield noth­
ing at all, while only an occasional one 
is nt all rich.’

Of the sixty-two Twinlon* at the time 
of Mr. lîeorge's visit only three were 
yielding, and of these only one had 
traces of the liest quality stone. The 
“veins" arc fairly deep down, none hav­
ing ever been reached at a lesser depth 
than nine fathoms, while an ordinary 
depth is forty or fifty cubits; when the 
“vein" takes a downward direction it is 
followed as far as possible, but that is 
rarely over about sixty cubits, for at 
that depth the foulness of the air puts 
the lamjis out.

“The vein is said rarel)-, if ever, to show 
an outcrop, and it is a matter of pure 
sjieculation where to dig," »aj*s Mr. 
George. As the whole place is covered 
with jungle, prospecting anyway would 
be laborious. There have been three 
finds, each causing a rush. The first 
was seven years ago, at Hpai Baing (Mil- 
aunggon), about a mile to the south of 
the present place and near where the 
Chinese had worked formerly. The next 
was a year or two later, at Hitaukat, be­
tween Milaunggon and Sanka.

Then there were three or four lean 
years, and then, in 1905, one Konlikan 
struck a vein, near Sanka village, which 
has attracted the present growth of pop» 
ulation to Maingnin, but, as explained 
above, though the area within 100 yard» 
of Konhkan’s original shaft is honey­
combed with pits, only three are yield* 
ing. and Konhkan’s twin has ceased t» 
yield. All the material dug out from tliF 
inside Twinlon is pulled up to the sur­
face in small buckets, all worked by 
enormously long pivoted bamboos work­
ed with a counter|ioise. and the tour­
maline is sorted out of hand, the gran­
itic fragments being piled in a wall

The Secretary having read the foregoing report, the President addressed the 
meeting as follows:

In presenting the twenty-third annual general statement of the Traders 
Bank of Canada, for the year ending 31st of December, 1907. your Directors j 
desire to congratulate the* Shareholders upon the continued prosperity and ad­
vancement it discloses. It is a pleasure to be able to remark tsat the fin 
ancial stringency that has prevailed with varying, degrees of intensity the 
past year, with * its consequent unrest and relaxation of business enterprise, 
has not prevented the conservative methods of administration and manage 
ment of the Bank from achieving gratifying results, and closing Un* year 
with all its interests in a sound and satisfactory condition..

The net profits for the twelve months, after making ample allowances for | 
-all bad and doubtful debts, and after allowing for any possible depression in 
the value of Dominion and Provincial Government Bonds and Municipal Bonds 
held by the Bank, amounted to $522.822.81. which, with the sum carried from 
profit and loss account, and the premium on new stock, makes a total of 
*569,692.68 available for distribution. This has been disposed of as follows: 
The Rest Account has been strengthened by the addition of $100.000. bring­
ing it up to Jhe gratifying figure of $2.000.0(16. The sum of *100.000 was 

.written off Bank premises, and $30,000 off Bank furniture and safes. The 
Pension Fund and the Officers’ Guarantee Fund were increased by *5:000 
each. The substantial sum of $304,328.29 was distributed to the Shareholders 

!" in the form of dividends, leaving $25.364.29 to be placed at the credit of 
Profit and Loss new account; on the whole a substantially excellent record 
on the year’s operations.

From the statement it will be observed that the relation of assets to lia­
bilities gives the Bank a most substantial standing. Tbe assets are all of an 
excellent character.

It is a subject for additional congratulation that the Savings Bank de­
posit^ increased during the year by $1.700.000. Owing, however, to the condi­
tions of restricted credit, current accounts or non-interest bearing balances 
■ re less than last year, which is the natural result in all financial institu­
tions when money is in active demand at high rate» of interest

ft is also gratifying to be able to refer to the condition of our Bank 
Rremise-s account, as being very Fa'isfactory iront a revenue producing stand 
point. In our magnificent new building and in our new building at the comer 
of Yonge and Bloor streets all the available space U» leased, and for long 
terms, thus guaranteeing a substantial income for the next eight or ten years.

. This, faken in conjunction with the fact that the rental income yields a vert-
fair profit, and the situation of these buildings in the best part of the city,

• makes them also an asset, the value of which is bound to increase with the
• »rospective rapid growth of the city; a<flroumetancc wihieh, taken in con­

junction with their recognized rental value well justifies the expenditure in­
volved in the erection. It must also be borne in mind that the ’.tank owns 
fifteen other Bank buildings, at the principal centres occupied by the Bank, 
besides those referred to above, making seventeen Bank buildings in all. 
Your Directors consider that we have good value for the property oxvned by

. the Bonk as it stands in our books. In acquiring any property for Bank 
premises, this Bank has made it a rule to buy the same, holding the proper­
ty in the name of the Bank. The Bank obtains a very fair return upon the 
amount invested, besides having suitable accommodation for iU growing 
business. , «

• ~ An important change in the management oi the Bank took place during
the year. Mr. H. S. Strathy retired from the position of General Manager.

. and was succeeded by Mr. Stuart Strathy, who in turn was eueeceeded us 
Assistant General Manager by Mr. Norman Hillary. Mr. 11. S. Strathy had 
dex-oted, and with a large measure of success, many years to the promotion 
of the interests of the Bank. He began as the founder of the Bank twenty- 
two years ago. and continued to perform the duties of General Manager 
with great vigor and success. By hi* energy and ability, lie overcame many 
formidable obstacles, and on his retirement he has the satisfaction of feel­
ing that he leaves as a legacy to the Shareholder* a sound and stable Bank 
ing Institution. In liis successor, Mr. Stuart Strathy, we have a Banker of 
sound judgment, a careful investor, and a Manager of large experience in 
one of the most important Branches of the Bank, that at Hamilton, where 
lie built up an excellent and extensive business. He brings experience and 
sound and conservative business methods to his new position of responsibil­
ity. He will doubtless discharge hi* onerous duties to the advantage of all the 
interests concerned.

Mr. Hillary, who becomes Assistant General Manager to Mr. Strathy. ha* 
had a large and valuable experience, is shrewd and careful, and has an excel­
lent record as Manager, and. for a time, as Directors* Auditor.

Mr. WilljSf who succeeds Mr. Hillary as Directors" Auditor, has had many 
vears of experience as Manager, and. for a time, as Bank Inspector, and 
brings to the important duties of hi* position qualities which especially fit 
him for their effective discharge. In this cioacity Mr. Willis is an official of 
the Directors and Shareholders and entirely free fro* the control of the Ex­
ecutive Ménagement. His duties include inv»*‘ignti<m into all matter* affect­
ing the business or interests of the Bank under the direction, and for the in­

formation. of the Board.
There vêll be submitted at this meeting for your consideration a By-law 

to increase tbe number of the Board from six to seven, in order to retain as

Director the services of the retiring General Manager, who has been made a 
member of the Board.

I have-much pleasure in moving the adoption of the report.
The Vice-President said:
In seconding the motion for the adoption of the Report of the Directors of 

the Bank,‘with its accompanying statement, it. gives me much pleasure to 
endorse the remarks of the President in regard to the satisfactory outcome 
of the operations of the past year, as the results of careful administra» 
tion and businesslike management.

I may be permitted to add a few obserx-ations, to emphasize what Jias 
been said.

It must be gratifying to note that, prosperous as have been the condi­
tions of the past few*years, the profits for the year just closed have been 
the largest in the life of the Bank. The net profits for the year, with all the 
usual deductions made, amount to the satisfactory sum of $522,822.81. These 
earnings have permitted of the payment of four quarterly dix-idends of, in 
round numbers, $76,000 each, representing a rate of seven per cent, per 
annum. Besides, the rest has been strengthened by the addition of *100,000, 
bringing this account to a total sum of $2,000,660, which, it may be re­
marked, is about 46 per cent, of the paid-up capital stock of $4,362,310.

The statement submitted shows the liquid assets of the Bank to be in 
a satisfactory healthy condition, there being a substantial increase over the 
amount reported last year.

k is also gratifying to observe that the amount of the notes of the Bank 
in circulation has been much in excess of that of any other year in the his­
tory of the inetitution, indicting the excellent condition of its general 
business. It is ako worthy of note that the stock of the Bank is well 
held, being distributed among some 1,800 shareholders.

In a word, a careful periwal of the statement will reveal an advance 
in practically every account, every department of the operations, and in 
ex-ery interest of the Bank, of such generally good character as to make the 
Annual Statement very satisfactory.

The changes in the personnel of important officers of the Bank will not 
impair the effectiveness of the management. Mr. H. S. Strathy. after 
many years of faithful service, retired from the position of General Man­
ager. and took a place on the Board of Directors. The filling of the vacancy 
thuF created by the appointment of Mr. Stuart Strathy, with an ex­
cellent record as Manager and Assistant General Manager, the appoint­
ment of Mr. N. Hillary a« Assistant General Manager, and of Mr. Willie 
as Directors’ Auditor, have already been referred to, and their appointment 
will without doubt be in the best interests of the Bank. They have the full 
confidence of the Directorate, and the respect and confidence-of all in financial 
circles who have knowledge of their experience and qualification*.

As intimated to the Shareholders last year, an official known as Direc­
tors’ Auditor was appointed, whose duty it is to co-operate with ami assist 
the Board in the investigation of every transaction, the examination of 
every account, record, or document in connection xvith the business of the 
Bank, and to take any course of inspectoral action, under the direction of 
the Board, or on his own initiative, which they or he may consider advis­
able or necessary to protect or promote the interests of the Rank and 
the Shareholders. To this end, and for these purposes, he has practically un­
limited authority and liberty of access to all departments of every office of 
the Bank, from the Head Office to the humblest branch, and, in the dis­
charge of his duties Li subject to no restraint, on the part of any official,, 
in any capacity, lie ing responsible only to the Directors, whose officer he 
is, and to whom he must directly make his report, upon every incident and 
condition that in any way affects t»he interests of the Bank.

Your Board of Directors, with the Directors’ Auditor, have thoroughly 
examined and cheeked in <leta.il the entire assets of tlie Bank at the Head 
Office, as comprehended in the Anqual Statement, and they have personally 
and eollectix-ely satisfied themselx-es by individual examination, count an-J 
comparison, that these assets correspond in x-alue, in sum ami detail, in form 
and Fuhstance. with every individual record in the statement. Your Board, 
together xvith their Auditor, further examined the reports and statements 
from every Branch, and the inspectors have tigre fully inspected and exam­
ined with the greatest care the*.* Branch accounts and report them to be as 
represented, and most satisfactory.

Thus, with a strong and capable official equipment, with all the interests 
of the institution in a sound, stable and healthy condition: xvith a fairly jus­
tified expectation that the somewhat relaxed conditions of prosperity, commer­
cial. indust l iai and financial, will be only temporary, it is not unreasonable to 
anticipate for the Traders Bank a continuation of prosperity, and a repetition 
in the record of the year to come of the many gratifying feature» of the excellent 
report now submitted for adoption.

And whereas the present successful condition of the Bank is largely due to 
his ability and experience in financial matters;

OBJECT TO CRIMINAL PROSEClK 

TION FOR NEGLIGENCE.

Sir Wilfrid and Mr. Lemieux Said 
the Public Must be Protected 
From Accidents—Will Consult
Minister of Justice and Number 
of Railways.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 30.—(Special).— 
Hbtvey Hall, legislative representa­
tive of the railway employees, intro- 
iuted a delegation of railway men to 
the Premier and Minister of Labor in 
to 3 of the Railway Committee rooms 
of the House of Commons to-day. 
there were about 80 in all. The repre- 
lented the engineers, firemen, eon- 
iuctors, trainmen and telegraphers, 
the delegation asked that the penalty 
lection, 415 of the Railway Act. be 
intended by striking out the words, 
"or negligently violates any of the 
bydaws, rules or regulations of the 
tompany of its directors.” The rail- 
ray employees feel that the two 
rords “or negligently,” are now too 
literally interpreted, with the result 
that unreasonable and unjust prose­
cution followed in a number of cases. 
If the old clause was amended it 
would conform to sections 233 and 284 
ef the Criminal Code.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not feel that 
the request should be granted, aF- 
theugh he recognized that the rail­
way men had a grievance, and he 
would ask the Minister of Justice 
and Minister of Railways to look 
Into the matter. The protection of the 
public had to be safeguarded.

Mr. Lemieux spoke in a similar 
strain. It may be said that if the 
words were struck out the railway 
nen would only be liable for wilfully 
tisobeying orders.

Milk 
for freezing would need to be in fresh, 
clean condition when frozen, else its 
keeping period would be very short after 
melting.

Starting Seeds Indoors.
Any one who intends to start seeds 

indoors need* a knowledge of various 
facts concerning each variety—the length 
of time needed for germination, the time 
required for the plant to reach the 
blooming or fruitage stage, and whether 
it can be transplanted to the open 
ground with safety in early spring, or 

t until considerably fated. For in­
stance, says Suburban Life, chrysanthe­
mum seeds will germinate in from five 
to tea days, but the plants require a 
very long season of growth before flow­
ering. and the person who gets ahead of 
Jack Frost must sow the seeds not later i 
than March first—and earlier, if possible. 1 
With varieties which germinate quickly, 
grow rapidly and bloom early, the sow 
ing should be delayed at least a month, i 
to avoid the trouble of repeated trans- !
