THE WOOLLEN TRADE.

Lowbox, July 7.—The usual anngal returiy
of the various nches of our wool trade aand
woollen manufacture have been delivered to
members of the House of Commons. On a com.
parison of these roturns with similar accounts of
former years, they present a very gratifying re.
| cord of the growth and prosperity of this impor.

tant branch of national industry, of which we
think it may be both advantageous and interest.
ing to offer a distinct analysis.
The total quantity of wouol imported into the
| United Kingdom, in the year 1835, was by
weight 42, 303 949 pounds, which is rather more
| than 4,000,000 lbs. under the importation of
1836, 6,494,268 pounds remained warehoused
under bond ; whereas, on the 5th of Janaary,
1836, there was no more than 2,846,014 pounds
so locked up. This is an important difference
of stock on hand, which, no doubt, has tended,
and will tend to keep up the price of the arti.
cle. The country from which we import the
greatest quantity of wool is Germany. In 1835
the amount was nearly 24,000,000 pounds
weight. From Russia, to which our exports of
manufactured woollens is comparatively small,
| we inported upward of 4 000,000 pounds, from
New South Wales and Van Dieman’s Land, ta.
ken together, about 200,000 lbs. weight more
than from Russia. The next largest importa.
tions are from Spain, Turkey, and ltaly, which,
taken together, supply us with nearly 4,000,000
' pounds. Purtugal furnishes 683,000 Puuld..
pounds, and Belgiom 231,000
pounds. Of the foreign wool which we have
imported we re.exported in its unmanufactured
state 4,101,700 pounds daring 1835. And of
the total quantity imported in 1835 we retained
for manufecture 45,718,514 pounds. This is
nearly 1,000,000 pounds more than was taken
up by the manufacturers in the preceding
ear.

It is to be regretted, on statistical grounds,
that the accounts to which we refer, give us no
information as to the quantity of wool produced
sl home, or the amount of it which enters into
the manufacture of the woollen goods exported.
Neither is there any account of the whole quanti.
ty of woollen goods manufactured, including
home as well as foreign consumption. There
is an acenunt of British wool exported, from
which we find that the whole amount in 1835
was 4,642,604 poands, and of this 3,000,000
pounds were sent to B:lgium, and 1,500,000
pounds to France.

We now come, however, to the most im.
| portant of the accounts—namely : the value of
woollen manufactures exported to foreign coun.
tries. Iu the year 1835 the * declared value”
which, be it observed, is a real thing, and very
different from the * official value,” which is of
no use except as an indication of quantity,—the
total declared value was £6,840,511; and of
this amount upwards of £2,000,000 worsh of
woollen goods went to the United States alone.

The |
state provision, it is evident, in the case, which, we
have supposed, would fall 1o the predominant sect, or
would be participated by at least the more considera-
ble sects, accord.ng to their relative proportions of
number, while no part would be reserved for the esta-
blishments, since there would be none to claim or en-
Joy it. -

It is impossible to deny that (the majority have a
right to determine what sect or sects shall be establish-
ed, or whether any shall be established at all. Were |
we to deny this right to the majority, we must at least
admit that, as they possess the preponderance in pow- |
er,they can compel the Government, in the dernier |
Tesort, to adopt the one which they prefer. To deny
this, would be, in fact, to deprive every community of
every vestige of freedom, to rob them of their natural
inherent right of self government, and to resign them
at once o despotism ; for the Government by a mi-
nority must always be a despotism—more or less.
