Mulching.

A great many trees die every year
which might bave easily been saved
if' they had been mulched during the
summer. A little straw, or old hay,
thrown around the trunks of youl;f_;
trees when they are set out does much
to insure their life and their rapid
growth. It often happens that trees
start well soon after they are put out,
but wither and dieduring the extreme
heat of summer. Mulching would
prevent this evil in a great majority
of cases.  The roots of the trees are
few and small and require consider-
able moisture to make them thrive.
The hot sun dries the earth around
the trunks and over the whole root
surtace. Too often too much of the
top is left on and the leaf surface is
altogether too large for the extent of
the roots. The leaves carry off mois-
ture very fast and if the season is not
quite wet, the trees will be likely
to die. Trees which have beea thus
put out should be pruned without
delay. Many of them may be saved
in this manner, and, if in addition
o this, mulehing is ferformed, the
losses which would occur may be
greatly reduced.

The Gewerbe Zeituny gives an account of
of a new kind of belting made of steel wire
which is intended to replace leather or rub-
ber belts in driying machinery. The paper
claims that these belts are in every way su-
perior to- all other belts heretofore emplu\ed
These belts are of the best crucible steel wire,
in tranverse network of onme or two wires,
in any desirable length and width. The two
ends of the belt are joined like the middle,
so that there is no beginning and no ending,
the belt forming an endless band.

The rector of Piddletrenton, near Dor-
chester, England, has been fined 1s. The

case is & peculiar one. The Rev. gentleman
had seven cows, and to his parishioners
have sold the milk to them at fourpence a
quart. But the pulice requested him to
register, and he declined, saying a clergyman
must not carry on a mu{e. The case was
explained to the clerk of police, and to the
Privy Council ; and the latter declared that,
* in the circumstances detailed,” he was not
a purveyor, and need not register. But the
police, nevertheless, summoned lim; the
magistrates took a different view of the law
from the Privy Council, and accordingly
inflicted a nominal fine. The case will be
appealed, and it is understood the decision
will affect several other clergymen who act
in a precisely similar way.

A case of considerable interest to tenant-
farmers is in course of hearing in the Irish
Courts, in which the Duke of Leinster is
sued by a tenant of his, the Rev. S. Patter-
son, & Methodist Minister, for damages, laid
at £1,000. The plaintiff holds a farm in the
L‘ounty Kildare from year to year, at the
annual rent of £270. Ile charges the defend-
ant with entering on the lands and cutting
down 270 trees, the property of the plaintiff,
illegal conversion of the tress so cut down,
trespass by the defendant’s gamekeepers and
servants, and trampling down plaintiff's
crops, cutting down fences on plaintiff's lands,
and lastly causing plaintiff's crops to be in-
jured by rabbits, The defendant denies the
the acts charged, and lodged £5 in court to
cover damages.

Sir,—A communication appears in your
paper of last Saturday, over the signature S.
R. A, complaining of the desecration of the
grave of a relative, by robbing it of tlowers,
planted above the mound by loving hands.
1 can fully sympathise with, and enter into
the feelings expressed.  Butit seems to me
that Fredericton an exceptional place in
many respects, for which it 1s difficult to ac-
count. For years the inhabitants have been
complaining of the overcrowded state of the
Old Burial Grousd, and amazement has fre-
quently been expressed, that we should con-
tinue to bury our dead in the very heart of
the city, which must be considered aay
thing but right in a sanitary point of view
and when at length the Methodists selected
a piece of land for burial purposes, and also
the citizens representing other denominations
purchased Forest Hill for a cemetery, one
would suppose that the means having been
provided every man, woman and child would
bave united and cried aloud for the closing
of the Old Burial Ground, as has been done
in all other places. Insteadof this we find a
disposition to vppose any change whatever,
and thus this ground, instead of being re-
garded as sacred has become a public nuis-
ance ; the receptacle of all sorts of filthy
abominations, where louse characters, the
\1Cmu~, the depraved, the licentious, copgre-

gate by day and by night, by nizht particu-
Lul\ Robbing the grave of a few tlowers,
wicked though it is, is nothing compared
with the desecration of the place generally,
and this has become more particulaxly the
case since the bodies of many have been re-
moved to other cemeteries. It is no uncom-
mon thing to see, in broad daylight, espe-
cially on the Sabbath, grown lads, smoking
and skylarking among the tombs. with as lit-
tle compunction as Uif they were in the
market place.
