IMMIGRATION IN 1876.

Tus report of the Minister of Agricul-
ture for 1876 is neither full of comfort
nor laden with hope.

The number of immigrants reported as
having settled in Canada during the year
was 25,633, Of these only 10,901 came by
the St. Lawrence routes, i.e., landed from
Europe at Quebec, and went up the coun-
try by the Grand Trunk. Hence, 14,732
are said to have entered Canada from the
United States. These returns of immi-
grants from the United States are utterly
worth'ess, for the simple reason that the
per contra acoount of emigration from
Canada to the United States is not kept.

It
keeps no immigration agents in the Re-
public, and hence is not in a position to
maintain that it was the means of bring-
ing one of the fabulous 14,732 into the
country. The true working of the De-
partment is shown by what it spent as
compared with the number of ar-
rivals from Europe. Mr. Lowe and

COLLAPSE OF THE LIBERALS IN

THE reader to-day will find it hard to
recall the tone adopted by Liberal
journals in the autumn of last year.

Ir the promises made in President
Haves' inaugural address be only mod-
erately well fultilled during his term of
office, his accession will indeed mark
a turning point worthy of centennial
honours. He proposes to do his best to-
wards restoring peace and quietness to
the South, reforming the civil service,
and bringing about the resumption of
specie payments. The Southern people
cannot complain of neglect in this in-
stance, about half of the address being
taken up with the affairs of their section
of the country. Nor shall we say that
this is bestowing upon the South more
than its proper share of attention, for
the problem of ‘‘ reconstruction,” which
has for years been knocked backwards
and forwards like a shuttlecock between
the two political parties, is really the
most pressing of all that American states-
men have now to meet. Others there
are of great importance no doubt, but
this one above all stands in need of an
immediate solution. And it may very
probably turn out that the seating of
Mr. Haves in the President’s chair has
greatly contributed to the desired result,
although it may be the wise and cautious
course of the Southern leaders recently,

President Haves makes a cautious
beginning when he says that he does not
undertake to lay down irrevocably prin-
ciples or measures of administration, but
rather to speak of motives which should
animate the Government and people, and
to suggest certain important ends which it
is desirableto attain. Making a bold claim
to the merit of consistency, he affirms
that the views he now enunciates are the
same as those laid down in his letter ac-
cepting the nomination. Becoming more
definite, he says that whatever difference
of opinion may exist as to the cause of the
present lamentable state of things in the
South, the fact is clear that in the pro-
gress of events the time has come when
the blessing of wise, honest, and peaceful
self-government is imperatively required.
Now, unless he is prevaricating here, and
there are no grounds for that assumption,
this means a great deal. It means no-
thing short of a reversal of the policy of
his predecessor, who, by the way, appears
to have beenin haste to reverse it to the
extent that he could during the last few
days preceding the fourth of March. The
time has come, says President Haves,
when certain things may and should be
done ; but many who agree with him on
that point will be disposed to add that
these certain things might and should
have been done some time agn. His
statement of what his own course is to be
is in effect a censure of the policy of his
predecessor, with the element of time
brought in to break its force, and in a
measure to apologize for the wrong
whichis condemned. Next,however, comes
the great saving clause, which the white
people of the South must bear in mind, if
they expect the new Administration to
help them to their rights. Local self
government they are to have, but there
are certain conditions that must be ob-
served. Only a local Government that
recognizes and maintains inviclate the
rights of all under it is a true self-
government. The interests, not of one
race only, but of two distinct races of
men having peculiar relations to each
other, haye to be considered ; and local
government must give its guardianship
and beneficence to both. To the local
government both must loyally and hearti-
Iy submit, and, that duty performed, the
right to its protection must be ungrudg-
ingly accorded to one as well as to the
other. Following this comes an intima-
tion, or a promise, rather, that it is not a
party but a national policy that is to be
carried out. On this question party

On the motion for going into Commit-
tee of Supply, Mr. GLADSTONE called
attention to a despatch of Lord DerBY to
Sir Henry Eruior, dated Sept. 5th,
1876, in which the former intimated that
in the extreme case of war being declar-
ed it might be impossible to interfere in
defence of the Ottoman Empire. Mr.
GrapsToNE sought to convey theidea
from the wording of this despatch that it
had been the intention of the Govern-
ment to go to Wwar in defence of Turkey,
if Russia attacked her. Unfortunately,
however, for Mr. GLADSTONE’s attempt to
show that England, under its present
rulers, might be precipitated single-
handed into a war the end of which no
one could foresee, Lord BEACONSFIELD
had, in the early days of the agitation,
declared merely that he would watch
over the interests of England, and on the
25th of May, five months before the de-
spatch which had caught Mr. GLaAD-
sToNe’s lynx-eye, Lord DErBY apprised
Sir Hexry ELLior that he had acquaint-
ed Musurts PasHa that the circum-
stances and the state of feeling were very
much ¢l since the Crimean war,
and that the Porte would be unwise to
build hopes on recollections of that
jod. Since the despatch of Septem-
there were others to which Mr.
GrapsToNE should have turned his glance
if he wanted to anive at the real inten-
tions of the Government throughout, be-
cause all the despatches |.ear on and in-
terpret each other. But instead of this
he assumed that Lord DErey held that
England was bound by the Treaty of
Paris to defend Turkey by arms, and that
he had declared that nevertheless owing
to popular feeling the Imperial Govern-
ment might not be able to redeem the
pledge. Under that treaty England is
not bound to defend Turkey,
but under tripartite treaty any
two of the three Powers, Austria,
France, England, mighe call on the other
to take up arms if Turkish territory was
invaded by Russia.

Mr. GLADSTONE branched out into the
whole Eastern Question and defended his
Government in 1870 in not resisting
Russia breaking through the limitations
imposed on her in regard to the Black
Sea. Mr. Harpy is an effective orator,
but as s rule he is no match for Mr.

reconstruction of parties isat hand. Not
as Republicans or as Democrats, but as
fellow-citizens and fellow men, are the
people of the United States to approach
the great problem of the restoration of
the South. The problem is to be solved
by the co-operation of both races in the
South, and at the same time the interest
of the general Government in its solution
is not to be forgotten.
The President appears almost as a bor-
rower from the Conservative léader in
England when he magnifies the impor-
tance of material and social as distin-
guished from political reform. Bearing
in mind the political revolution brought
about by the war, the pressing need of at-
tention now to the material wants of the
South is seen to be all the greater.
And he becomes definite enough to
make one intimation which, if realized,
will mark an important step in the way
of social reiorm, to begin with, Univer-
sal suffrage being granted, the educa-
tion of all citizens is indispensable,
and it is necessary that liberal
provision for free schools be made by the
States. But—and here comes the pith
of the President’s recommendation—the
liberality of the States must, if insuffi-
cient, be supplemented by national aid,
This means that it is the nation’s duty to
assist in the gigantic and altogether ex-
ceptional task of educating four millions
of blacks, lately uneducated slaves ; and
that the Southern States will not be al-
lowed to plead poverty as an excuse for
not providing schools for the blacks.
Northern Republicans must on principle
sustain this recommendation, and it is
diffioult to see how Democrats. either
North or South, can on principle oppose
it. The President places it as an ex-
ceptional case of national duty, and as
such it will have to be looked at.
Regarding his avowed determination
to reform the Civil Service, to bring it
back to something like what it was during
the first fifty years of the Republic’s ex-
istence, and to make competence and
good behaviour and not party services the
condition of holding office, it may be
said that the promise is everything that
could be desired ; and that only the
question as to its probable fulfilment re-
mains. 1t seems as if we might at the
start give the new President credit
for present sincerity, but it must
remain for time to tell whe-
ther he really can and will do as
he proposes. When his Cabinet has
been completed and announced, as it will
be in a few hours or a few days more, we
shall be the better able to judge of prob-
abilities on this head. He reminds the
country of the fact that both political

THE MENNONITES.

Messrs. Thomas Harvey and Isaac Rob-
son, well known members of the Society of
Friends, write to a London paper. The
Mennonite emigrants to the Weatern States
appear to be gradually overcoming their
early difficulties. John F. Funck, the worthy
editor of the Mennonite FHerald of Truth,
visited many of their settlements a fow
months ago.  In his paper for December,
1876, he says :—** We found our brethren
generally well satisfied with the change
from Russia to America, though many of
them had severe trials to overcome, There
is everywhere a great scarcity of money ; no
work during the winter season, and, with
many families, many of the real necessitics
of life still lacking. But we found them
genenlly cheerful and hopeful. By seif
enial, industry, and economy they hope, in
a few years, to obtain what they now are
compelled to deny themselves of, and with
God's blessing they will be able to do so.
The grasshopper plague did not injure them
so much this year. They came late and de-
stroyed the wheat sown early, so that many
had to sow a second time. Those, however,
who sowed a little later were not injured.
The wheat generally looks well, and through-
out the settiements a large amount has been
sown.” The rpports from Manitoba are less
favourable. It seems likely that the more
energetic will gradually remove to the
United States, as some have already done
Finding that many of the immigrantsin
Manitoba were suffering great privations,
we have recently sent £100 to John K
Funck to assist in relieving present necessi-
ties.

THE AMERICAN FRESH MEAT TRADE
The growing proportions of this trade,
says the Standard, may ve judged from the
fact that last week the total quantity of
beef and mntton which arrived at Liverpool
from New York is estimated at 1,200,000
Ibs. Of the quantity the Guion steamer
Wyoming, which arrived on Saturday,
brought 257,600 lbs. of beef and 400 sheep.
The importations show a steady and rapid
increase, and there is every prospect that
the price will be reduced. A firm in New
YorE is stated to be expending £32,000 in
buildings specially sdapted for slaughter and
forwarding, and several steamers are under
going alterations to fit them for carrying the
meat. The shipment by the Wyoming,
which consisted of 2,300 quarters of beef
and 400 sheep, is the largest that has yet
been made. ()n February 19th the vast area
of arched wharfage comprising the western
balf of the sub-premises of the Canuon
street Station, extending from Upper Thames
street to the river, was opened for the sale,
retail as well as wholesale, of prime beef
It is the commencement of the operations of
a liability company called the * Cold
Storage Wharf,” which is in process of for-
mation to provide cold storage accommoda-
tion for fresh meat, poultry, butter, fish,
fruit, and indeed every produce of a perish-
able nature from all parts of the world.
All day yesterday from the time of opening
at eleven a m. the place was crowded with
curious spectators and customers, whose de-
mands kept the somewhat inadequate staff
of butchers in continusl activity. There
was but one opinion expressed as to the
character and quality of the meat, which
was absolutely first-class, equal to the prime
Scotch, which seems to be accepted by
butchers as the s.andard of excellence. The
condition of the beef, which left New York
this day fortnight, being killed and hung in
a refrigerator to cool two or three days be-
fore, is absolutely better than that of home-
killed meat, for the continuous low tempera-
ture has the effect of drying and hardening
the surface ; while its keeping quality i
superior t3 meat cooled only at the ordinary
ure of the air.
