Royal Edward has been
and sunk by a German
Announcement to this effect was
made officially today. Six hundred
men were saved out of 1,350 troops,
and 220 other persons, on board.

So far as has been reported, offi-
clally, this is the first instance in
which a British transport has been
attacked successfully by a submar-
