HERBERT 1 McKEEN 
DIES JN OREGON

(The Herald, Hermiston, Ore. Feb; 8, 
1923)

Herbert A. McKeen, one of the 
iret to settle on the Umatilla project 
and Hermiston, died at Hot I 
Sanitarium l|st Sunday Jan. 28.

Mr. McKeen had been ailing in 
health tor some time and had made 
the trip to Hot Lake in hopes of get­
ting relief.

He was born In Halifax County, 
Nova Scotia, September 1st, 1869.

At the age of 19 he left the place 
of his birth and settled In Stoneham, 
Mass. While in Stoneham he mast­
ered the carpenter trade and follow 
ed this vocation for some time in the 
above named city.

On April 4, 1895 he was united in 
marriage to Susan Cochran.

Soon after their marriage Mr. and 
Mrs. McKeen moved to Anaconda, 
Montana, where Mr. McKeen was 
employed as carpenter at the smelter

In 1908 they purchased a relin­
quishment to a homestead and locat­
ed on the Umatilla project which was 
at this time In the infancy of its 
development.

As contractor and builder, Mr. Mc­
Keen constructed some of the first 
buildings to be built in Hermiston.
C. S. McNaught and company as 
foreman of their mill in this city.

Although Mr. McKeen has crossed 
over the great divide he leaves be­
hind him a monument greater than 
human hands can carve upon stone 
or granite, that of an enviable char­
acter and i career remarkable for 
Its praiseworthy achievements.

Succeed In Life, Cultivate Bear­

“Never make people laugh. If you 
would succeed In life you must be 
solemn, solemn as an ass." That ad­
vice to a young and ambitious member 
of parliament is quoted In Ralph Ne- 
vlirs "Mayfair and Montmartre," 
Michael Dane writes in the continental 
edition of the London Mall. It la ad­
vice which every young man who 
wants to make himself a great figure 
In the world must take to heart, and 
act upon.

When I read that instruction I 
thought at once of a man whom I was 
privileged to know a few years ago. 
He was a merçber of parliament Al­
though few realised the fact, there 
were in the heart of him some flam­
ing enthusiasms, some determinations 
to right wrongs, and to make for the 
.following generations a better world 
than his own pampered youth had 
known. He was a man who might 
have made this world a better, saner, 
and cleaner place to live In—but com­
paratively early in life he had made 
the mistake of displaying himself as 
a funny man.

That man was the late Spencer 
Leigh Hughes. There will always live 
in my mind the memory of one talk 
I had with him when, putting aside the 
cap and bells of the jester, he spoke 
of the things which lay near his heart, 
and I realized the nature of the man 
who was usually so thoroughly dis­
guised. He had vision and—which Is 
still more rare—he had the construc­
tive mind. But he had shown him­
self to the w’orld as a Jester, and the 
world, which will never forgive a 
jester who turns from his jesting to 
serious affairs, compelled him to re­
main a Jester to the end.

The world has so deep, so Insatiable 
a need for laughter that it believes 
it cannot spare anv of Its clowns. It 
Is compassed aboutwlth serious people, 
and It has a cranky belief that serious 
people are alone to be trusted with 
Its serious work. Bufonee a man has 
revealed his possession of a trace of 
the spirit of the clown it will not 
allow him thenceforward to appear as 
anything else.

You have only to look round the 
life of today to see how violently 
true this is. There is W. W. Jacobs. 
He began to write funny stories, and 
the world will take none but funny 
stories from him. In the “Monkey’s 
Paw” he showed that he could equal 
4 not surpass Edgar Allan Poe in 
grimly tragic writing, but the world 
does not want him to write yarns 
about fat sallormen and impossible 
villagers.

Then there Is the case of the late 
R. O, Knowles. The world which wants 
to laugh knew him as an admirable 
music hall comedian. Only a few were 
aware that he was an explorer of note, 
and that he only went on the stage 
to earn money enough to finance the 
expeditions which earned him the fel­
lowship of the Royal Geographical 
society.

If you are born that way the world 
will quite possibly pay you a lot of 
money for being funny. But it is per­
fectly certain that It will forbid you 
to follow any other trade than that 
of the clown, and aill forbid you any 
enduring fame. Shakespeare Is ven­
erated for his tragedies, not for his 
comedies. Hogarth Is honored as an 
artist and not as a humorist. John 
Sebastian Bach, funniest of all musi­
cians, Is praised mainly because In 
odd moments he wrote solemn music.

The funny man may earn money at 
the moment. He never earns anything 
else.

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done and the sheep turned Into 
the yard after the feed is all 
spread out on the ground they 
will eat it without getting any in­
to their wool. But if the feed is 
spread with the sheep crowding 
around the man who is feeding 
them it is impossible to avoid gett­
ing their fleeces chaffy.

Where the feeding is done in 
racks, care should be exercised to 
see that the rack is of such a con­
struction that feed cannot fall on 
the necks and shoulders. This 
may be done in either of two 
ways. First by having the front 
of the rack straight up and down 
so that it does not slope over the 
sheeps and having the slats so 
close together that the sheep can 
only put their noses through. Or 
second, where it is desired to have 
more feed within their reach a 
sloping front may be made but it 
must be absolutely chaff-tight 
from the top down to the feedirg 
good matched lumber or double 
lumber as ordinary boards, even 
if closely placed at first will shrink 
warp or crack so as to let chaff

Winter Care of Sheep 
to Ensure Clean Wool In the I And of FI VE ROSES.

The most common cause of 
lowered value in western domes­
tic wool is the presence of foreign 
vegetable matter. Such wool is 
graded ‘•burry and seedy," but 
as a matter of fact neither burs 
nor seeds are commonest offend­
ers, but rather chaff. Very con­
siderable loss has been borne by 
Western farmers due to the am­
ount of wool lowered in grade by 
having chaff in it. This costs the 
manufacturer a considerable am­
ount to get out and some of the 
particles are impossible to remove. 
These get into the cloth and as 
the vegetable matter will not take 
the dyes used for vtool, they re­
main as unsightly specks in the 
cloth. So the manufacturer turns 
the loss back to the grower by 
lowering the price. A reasonable 
amount of care will make it pos­
sible for a farmer to have a sea­
son’s clip without any going "bur­
ry and seedy." Some of the lead­
ing sheep men in Manitoba have 
accomplished that objective this 
past season.

Sheep should not be allowed to 
' run to a straw stack. This is the 
: • immonest way in which wool 
L-ts dirty. The sheep burrow in 
to the stack and the straw falls 
down over their backs and fills 
the wool with chaff. If clean wool 
is to be marketed the sheep must 
be shut away from the stack.

Many farmers feed their sheep 
by spreading the hay or straw on 
the packed snow in the yard dur- 

j ing winter. This may be a very 
j clean way of feeding if one pre- 
! caution is taken. That precaut­
ion is to shut the sheep cway 
from the feeding yard while the 
feed is being spread. If that is
