FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to tho Farmer and
His Household,

Many a family, says a writer in the
American Bee Journal, like to keep a few
bees to produce honey, but very few
know how to manage them properly. The
result generally is that they are not at-
tended to, the swarms fly away ; and the
bees swarm when the farmer is haying,
and his wife or some of the hired help,or
neighbors, are left to attend them. All
know, also, that bees have stings.

That is not always very agreeable ; but
I have a plan by which almost any family
may keep a colony or two of bees with
very little trouble, and have plenty of
honey. Here it is: Make a small, dark,
frost-proof room about four by six feet, as
may -suit your convenience best, in the
upper part or attic of your house. Erect
a scaffold inside this room four feet high
and within six inches of the side, where
you wish the entrances, which should be
about six inches wide by one-half inch
high. This may be enlarged or contract-
ed to suit the season of year. These
entrances should be on that side of the
house which isused the least, for bees
sometimes get too familiar. Now put the
hives on the scaffold, about six inches
from the entrance. Make a little board
for them to travel out and in on. A hive
should contain about 2,000 cubic inches,
and have holes in the bottom. It is said
that bees will seldom swarm from such a
place, and will winter there, even in as
cold a climate as Wisconsin. Of course
further north the room must be warmer.

Bees will build. combs under these
hives in large quantities, in favorable sea-
sons, in such a room, and the owners,
when they want honey, may go with a
light placed at one side, smoke the bees
and cut off what honey you want. This
plan is not a mere “ custle in the air,” but
a practical one. I am an experienced
apiarist, have been in the business many
years, and have produced tons of honey.

LAMPAS.

Every veterinary surgeon knows well
the oft-repeated remark of the horse-
keeper that his “ horse is off his feed and
wants his lampas burned down.” The
lampas, as Mayhew states, is an imagin-
ary disease, althouzh the groom con-
siders it consists in an enlargement as-
sociated with congestion of the palate
bars, which force them below the
level of the incisor teeth. This dis-
position of the bars is natural, and can be
noticed in any young horse’s mouth the
reader may choose to inspect. This imag-
inary disease is usually thought to exist
_among young horses, and wnore particu-
larly in those taken from grass and for
the first time permanently located in a
stable. Is it to be wondered that such
sudden change of food from juicy grass to
dry fodder should | ‘erfere with the gen-
eral well-being of tlie equine system, that
the appetite should become impaired, or
in other words that the horse ghould be
“off hisfeed ?” When a young horse is
“off his feed,” the groom usually opens
hi¢”animal’s mouth, and noticing the
beautiful arrangement of the palate bars
he at once diagnoses the imaginary dis-
eage, lampas, and as often sceks their re-
moval by the lancet or red-hot iron, both
which operations are injurious, and con-
_sequently most cruel. If the heated iron
be used, it is with the intent to burn
away the imaginary disease prominences
existing on the palate. And what results
from such barbarity and ignorance ? why,
the exquisite sensation of the palate has
been destroyed_or the important service
rendered by the bars—viz., that “of re-
taining the food during m.A tication”
barbarously burnt away!

WATER IN BUTTER.

One who writes as if he knew all about
it makes the statement that the 12 to 18
per cent of water in average butter is
“ water of composition,” and that a “ cer-
tain amount of water is absolutely essen-
tial to the composition of butter,” and
hence it is “absurd to talk about butter
fat, free from water, as a measure of but-
ter.” This loose way of stating things
would lead one to infer that the fut of the
butter is chemically combined with the
water in it, an altogether wrong impres-
sion; this water is simply mechanically
mixed with the fat, and persistently re-
mains there because no amount of work-
ing can get it out, just as no amount of

wringing will make a dry towl out ofa.

wet one; the two cases are exactly paral-
lel. The same writer says without ap-
parent good reason that milk with luwrw
fat globules yields drier butter than milk
with small globules, on the same amount of
worki‘ug; this is reasonable, becanse less
water would be entangled by the coming
together as fewer large globules to form
the first little grains of butter than by the
coming together ;of the large number of
small globules necessary to form grains of
the same size. This water cannot be es-
sential to the flavor of the butter, or any
quality, except that, being in the liquid
form, in among the particles of the fat, it
will be satarafed” with the salt that has
been worked in; thus it may take an in-
direct part in this quality of the butter,
that it shall have a certain degree of salt-
ness; and yet this is in a certain sense an
artificial taste; every American student in
Germany in former days remembers with
pleasure, I doubt not, the pat of perfectly
fresh, unsalted butter that was brought
with the coffee and roils for his br
fast.

KEEPING POTATOES FRCM ROT.

A French correspondent of the Farming
World gives the following method of pre-
serving potatoes affected by the “rot” or
“ potato sickness: ”

The potatoes, taken up if possible free
from earth, are to be spread as a thin
layer on a moisture free, open and airy
ground, for completely wind-drying of its
surface.

For the storing of it is to be a moisture
free cellar, whose bottom if it cannot be
covered by asphaltum, cement,or boards—
ought to be covered by a layer of char-
coal dust.

On the floor, thus prepared,.is to be
spread a thin layer of slacked lime, and
thereupon the well wind-dried potatoes,
by layers bestrewed by the lime.

The damaged potatoes, thus stored, are
preserved against further- spreading of
the rottenness far beyond the time of the
potatoes’ harvest of the subsequent
vear. Wkether its germinative power
thereby even is maintained . is
yet fully determined.

Jy this method protected potatoes
showing continued putrefaction at use be-
ing well washed, can easily have their af-
fected parts removed, those -a short time
after -the storing being darkish and in-
durate. The rest of the potato when
boiled is in taste, and as nourishment as
good as never damaged potatoes of the
same kind.

HELPFUL HINTS.

Such as Young Houscwifes may well
-~ Taske a note of.

To purify water hang a small bag of
charcoal in it.

For toothache try oil of sassafras, and
apply it frequently, if necessary.

Vinegar bottles may be cleaned with
crushed eggshells in a little water.

If the color has been taken out of silks
by fruit stains amonia will usually restore
the color.

A good liniment for inflammation, rheu-
matism, swelling, ete., isolive oil well sat-
urated with camphor.

A good cement is melted alum, but it
must never be used when water and heat
are to come in contact with it.

To clear a stove of clinkers, put a hand-
ful of salt into it during a hot fire. When
cold, remove the clinkers with a cold
chigel.

To mend cracks in stoves and stove-
pipes make a paste of ashes and salt with
water and apply. A harder and more
durable cement is made of iron filings,
salt, ammoniac and water.

Bits of soap which are too small to be
used should be carefully laid aside for
laundry days, when they can be melted
up to add to the wash boiler instead of
scraping-up a new bar of soap.

For a cut take powdered resin, pound
it very fine and spread or sift it over the
cut; wrap a piece of soft linen around it;
and wet it in cold water quite often. Thie
will prevent inflammation and soreness.

The soap saver is a useful little utensil.
It is a box of wire net with a long handle
attached. The soap is placed in it, and
if shaken in a pan of dishwater will pro-
duce a strong suds without the slightest
waste.

For severe hemorrhage from the noise
try holding the arms of the patient up
over the head for five minutes at a time.
A small piece of ice wrapped in muslin
and laid directly over the top of the nose
will usually give relief.

Butter in small quantities may be made
by stirring the cream in a bowl, and this
is done every day by some good house-
keepers who prefer butter made of sweet
cream and are willing to perform this ex-
tra labor that they may have it daily.

One of the small annoyances of life oc-
casionally is the attempt to draw an ob-
stinate glass stopper. Immersion in hot
water for some minutes is sometimes ef-
ficacious, but far from always. A sure
method is to lock a bureau drawer, tie a
cord to handle or key, holding the other
end firmnly, and over this taut cord run
rapidly the neck of the obstinate bot-
tle. In less than two minutes the glase
wiil be too hot to touch and will have ex-
panded all around the refractory stopper,
which will fairly fall out.

Weil, this thing occurred once o1
twice more, and by the last time we had
got o close to the bridge that we were
sure the fool mule was going to try to cross
it, and we stopped again, this time cussing
mad, and fully prepared to shoot the mule
if we got a chance. We chased him right
up to the bridge and then down over the
field he went with a bray, and stopped all
right in the road below, and right ahead
of us on the bridge, fastened down some
way by his legs between the ties, we found
that mule’s mate. We saw it then and,
by George! we were tempted to take up
a collection from the passengers on board
for the benefit of the mule which had
saved their lives, for if we had run in on
that construction nothing under heaven
could have saved the train.

“I had a very respectable sized lie to tell
myself,” he said wearily, “but I'm too
paralyzed to tell it this evening,” and the
door slammed to on his heels.

A DANGEROUS BIRD.

Instances are known of men being killed
outright by a single kick. Ifa man is at-
tacked it is useless for him to seek safcty
in flight, as the bird would easily over-

take him. The cnly plan is to lie flat on
the ground and submit as resignly as pos-
sible to the inevitable pummeling, which,
it may be expected, will be repeated at in-
tervals until a means of escape presents it-
gelf, or the bird affords an opportunity of
being caught by the neck, which, if
tightly held and kept down, prevents
much farther mischief.

' IN THE FLAMES.

Burning of an Hotel in New York City.

-~

Canis GLoBE, Feb. 8.~ A fire began in
the Hotel Royal at the south-east corner
of Fortieth street and Sixth avenue at 3
o’clock Sunday morning. It sweptthrough
the building like lightning. The guests
had no warning of their danger until
awakened by the crackling of the flames
and by the suffocating smoke. They rush-
ed to the halls and were driven back by
the fire that even then was burning
through the walls and doors of their rooms.
They ran to the windows. There was but
one stationary fire escape. Not all the
rooms were furnished with the rope es-
capes that the law requires. Numbers
leaped out. Five were killed instantly out-
side the walls. Dozens more were hurt.

There were 165 or 175 persons in the
house when the fire started. Not all their
names are known,because a thief stole the
register when the fire first broke out. But
even,the register would not tell the story,
for many of the transient guests at the
hotel were of the kind who register under
aliases to conceal their identity. They
came with women who were not their
wives.

The list of dead is not complete. The
walls fell in and the bodies of those burn-
ed are under the debris. It may be that
the dead will not number more than
twenty. They may number twice as
many. Thelist of missing printed in The
Sun numbers forty. A large portion of
these persons are probably safe, though
they may never be publicly accounted for.

With flve corpses in the Morgue,
eighteen personsrecorded as injured, forty
as missing or inquired for, and fifty-two
as known to be safe, there are fifty per-
sons still of whom nothing has been heard
one way or another, if there were 165
persons in the house. It is probable that
nearly all of these fifty escaped.

There were one or two frantic persons
at every window in the house. They held
out their hands appealingly. They
leaned out and over the sills, clutching at
the air. Here and there was a cool one,
probably a dozen all told. They knew
enough to use the rope escapes that were
in some of the rooms,and they clambered
out and slid down them. Here and there
a man or a woman leaped up on a win-
dow sill and stood a moment and then
sprang wildly off. Two men dived head-
foremost from the third floor on the
Fortieth street side. One fell flat on the
pavement, and was picked up, The other
struck sidewise on his head and his head
was smashed and crushed shapless.

Two women leaped from one window
on the third floor on the same side. They
had stood a moment clasped in each
other’s arms. ‘They jumped, still clasped
together. They fell apart, one dead, one
unconscious, on the pavement.

From the same window leaped two
men. One shrieked wildly as he cut
through the air. He did not move after
he fell, and he was dragged away dead.
His companion landed on his feet and
sank down and fell over. He writhed
about on the pavement just a moment.
Then he leaped to his feet and dashed off
across Fortieth street. He was not seen
again. Probably his name or his alias is
in the list of missing.

The fate of those who fell could be seen
by those who clung to their places in the
windows, and it made some of them hesi-
tate to follow. Some who leaped escaped
unhurt, and then turned and shouted to
the others to hold their places and not to
jump. The excited crowd in the street
shouted “Jump!” and “Hold on!” by
turns.

They found men and women clinging
to the window sills and hanging out over
the street. The air was filled with shrieks
of terror. One woman with a child in
her arms was stepping out of athird-story
window on the Sixth avenue side. She
held on to a rope and let herself go sliding
down, and clinging with only one hand.
As she reached the second story she
lost hold of the rope and fell. On the
Fortieth street side there was the coolest
man in the building. He was fully
dressed and wore asilk hat. He let himself
down by a rope escape, hand over hand
and landed safely.

When the ladder wasin place a dozen
firemen and almost as many - policemen
dashed up it und leaped off on the balcony
at the first floor, and into the windows at
the second and third floors. Policeman
Daniel Glenn was one of the first back on
the ladder with a woman in his arms.
She had fainted. He came down half a
dozen rungs when a woman above him,
who had clambered on the ladder unaided,
lost her footing and fell on him. She
struck him when he was on a level with
the first floor, and the force of the fall
knocked loose his hold. All three fell to
the pavement. Glenn’s left shoulder was
broken. The women received bruises,
but were not seriously hurt. Another
woman fell on a fireman who was bearing
a woman and child to the ground, and
they all fell in a heap. They also escaped
serious injury.

The sixth body to be taken from the
ruins of the hotel Royal was found at 9
o’clock Wednesday morning in a room on
the top floor. It was apparently that of a
woman, but so badly burned asto make
identification impossible. By 10 o’clock
the bodies of two more men had been re-
covered, making in all eight bodies thus
far taken from the heap of ruins.

On Wednesday morning a force of 125
Italian laborers began the day’s work of
searching for the dead. A mass of steam-
ing wreckage choked up the space be-
tween the blackened and disfigured walls.
Until this heap of debris has been re-
moved no one can tell what the death pit
will disclose. An immense crowd of peo-
pleis gathered about the ruins. The num-
ber of persons in the building when the
fire broke out was 152. Of these eight
are known to be dead, 81 were rescued by
the firemen and citizens and 63 are still
missing.

During the fire the windows of the hotel
were filled with people in their night
clothes making piteous appeals for help,
while behind them was a sea of flames.
Indeed they seemed to be actually in the
fire.

The firemen did wonderful work in their
efforts to rescue people by carrying them
down the ladders, for entrance or exit to
the building by the staircase was entirely
cut off.

Two men and two women leaped from
upper windows and were dashed to death
on the pavement below.

A tall handsome young man climbed
down the Sixth avenue front from the
topmost window. Slowly he picked his

way from sill to window cap and from cap
to sill. He reached the ground ser iously
burned and bruised, but alive, and the
crowd cheered him wnh wild enthusiasm.

Policeman Callahan reports that he
gaw an old man, a woman and a little girl
at a window on the third floor; there
was a crash,an npward rush ofﬁamee and
sparks,and me trio dlsappeared from view,

THE NEW LANGUAGE.

Our Weekly Lesson in Volapulk.

Lesson 17.

The sixteen lessons have pretty fairly
set forth the facts of Volapik grammar,
and those who have carefully followed
them should now be able to write the
language so as to be intelligible in'it to
people of all nations. Facility in using
the language must come from practice, and
it is earnestly recommended to all students
to systematically follow correspondence.
Those who wish names and addresses of
persons willing to correspond with them
can obtain them from those who have re-
vised their exercises during the lesson-
course.

One important caution is given. In
translating, analyze your English and
translate the sense; for in all languages
there are necessary and also conventional
or idiomatic phrases, and the literal trans-
lation of the latter will not convey the idea
intended. Thus if one wishes to write
what is expressed in English by I shall
be on hand, one must translate the sense
of on hand, not the words, and his trans-
lation will be I shall b2 present. If he
wrote Obinob su nam, an English Vola-
pukist would laugh at it, and a Chinese
Volapiikist would not know what it meant;
but if he wrote Obinob plisenik or Obinob
us every Volapikist would understand it
for what it was intended to mean.

Proper names are written unchanged,
and their genitive is expressed by the pre-
fix de, their dative by the prefix al.

EARS AND NOSES TO ORDER.

All Sizes and Every Shape, Guaranteed
to Give Entire Satisfaction.

The accidents and diseases to which the
nasal and other organs are liable are much
more numerous than the ordinary thinker
supposes, and the numter of people to be
met with who are wearing false ears or
noses without the knowledge of any but
their most intimate friends would prove
quite surprising if it could be made known.

The old manner of attaching a false nose
to the face was by means of eye-glasses,
and the substances used were either wax,
celluloid, wood porecelain, or vulcanite.
The last-mentioned substance was mostly
in favor because of thelightness, strength,
and small liability to injury. After being
vulcanized the piece was painted by an
artist in oil colors, as near the color of the
gkin of the intended wearer as it was posgi-
ble to get it. Of couree, the great objection
was the wearing of the glasses. Few per-
sons cared to injure their organs of vision
even to cover up a facial deformity.
Springs had been tried, but were not in
general use up to within a very short
peroid, owing to the supposition that they
would interfere with circulation, or, cause
irritation, resulting in inflammation or
absorption of the tissues. The bonein the
nose is most sensitive, and once disease has
touched it decay is rapid. Nearly all
dental works give examples of cases that
have been treated with more or less suc-
cess at different peroids, some of the best
known being performed by Dr. Hoopes in
1860, Dr. Brackett, of Newport, R. I, in
1874, and Prof. Wildman in 1863.

All the old methods have been super-

seded by a Boston dentist, who has invent-
ed a new system of springs by which not
only a whole nose or ear may be detached
to the head and face and be passed on the
street without detection by the ordinary
pedestrian, but any small portion of
either may be affixed in the same manner.
In a chat with a Herald reporter about the
matter lately the gentleman referred to
said : “It was a mere accident, my giving
any attention to the matteratall. A friend
of mine had lost his nose through an ul-
cerated tooth, and asked me to try and
make him one. I gave much time to the
matter, and finally succeeded in making
him a nose that fitted his face so snugly
and gave him so little trouble that to say
he was delighted with it would be putting
it mildly. The greatest trouble I experi-
enced was in getting the artificial nose
painted a natural color, and for that pur-
pose my friend was obliged to pass con-
siderable time in an_artist’s chair. He is
not in this city now, and thg people where
he now resides would not believe if told
that he was wearing a false one. I next
experimented on making an ear, and I re-
member that my first patient was a young
man whose folks had lived in the country
when he was an infant, where one day an
older sister carried him out into a field and
left him to play, when a hog came along
and got in a little playful sport by chew-
ing off one of the baby’s ears. This ear
proved an entire success, and I had appli-
cations. The next application for an ear
had had one bitten off in astreet row and
another gentleman had been thrown from
a sulky and had an ear severed as cleanly
as if with a knife.
“No I do not use any of the old ma-
terials; I make my noses and ears of
aluminum on account of the lightness of
the material ; they are then covered with
muslin, which is afterward painted. Five
times out of seven the loss of the nose is
caused by abscess teeth (abscess centrals),
which break just inside the nostrils; the
disease then attacks the bone, which de-
cays very rapidly. Sometimesa portion of
it is saved, but this is the exception and
not the rule. Itis possible toabjust a por-
tion of a nose or ear with such nicety and
have it painted so nearly to resemble the
skin that covers other portions of the face
that you might passa person wearing such
a dozen times a week on the street and
still not detect it. Of course, if you were
told ‘So-and So’ were wearing a false nose
or ear you would be looking for it, and
probably discover the line of demarcation ;
but you would not always be successful
even then. Thereare dozens of people to
be met with on the streets daily who are
wearing some such appliance, and many
of them have been doing so, so long, that
they have almost forgotten the fact them-
selves.” These appliances cost about one
hundred dollars.—Boston Herald.

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THE MEETING AT SUSSEX.

The attorney general on the invitation
of his Kings county friends delivered a
political address at Sussex on Tuesday
evening last to a large and respectable
audience. He confined his epeech to pro-
vincial subjects and made some very in-
teresting statements. Amongst others in
alluding to the finances of the province he
anticipated the announcenfents which are
usually reserved until the meeting of the
legislature, and gave the result of the
vear's financial operations closing on the
31st of December last. The year he ad-
mitted had been an unfavorable one both
as respects the receipts and expenditures.
The receipts had fallen short of the esti-
mates to a considerable amount. A large
portion of the deficiency arose from the
falling off in the census which had been
expected on all sides to show an increase
of 40,000 in our population. At eighty
cents a head an increased revenue would
have exceéded $30,000. The sactual in-
crease will be forty-eight dollars. Another
cause was the remarkable shrinkage in the
lumber revenue. Last winter’s cut fell
very far short of the estimated quantity.
On the other hand the expenditure, more
particularly upon roads and bridges, was
necessarily much larger than had been
anticipated, Taking the decrease in the
receipts and the excess in the outlay upon
bridges together, and there would be a
deficit of nearly $70,000 in the transactions
of the year. The country, we believe,
will commend the action of the leader of
the government in making these facts, un-
pleasant though they be, known as
promptly as he has. It does not look as
if he doubted the ability of the govern-
ment to explain the year’s transactions
satisfactorily, or he would not have
been in any hurry to make the facts
known. In criticising the attorney gen-
eral’s speech the St. John Sun according
to its usual method strains at the provincial
gnat while it swallows the dominion
camel. In local affairsit is much opposed
to increasing the debt and a great stickler
for economy. In dominion expenditures
millions count for nothing and a dozen
turns of the thumbscrew of taxation fails
to make it wince.

The Sun says no deficit on current ac-
count has been recorded in any year since
confederation so largeas this. This shows
the Sun to be either making a wilful or a
very ignorant and stupid misstatement.
The year 1879 was, we think, subsequent
to confederation, and in that year the
public records shew a deficit on current
account of $89,000, and what is more,
there had been a deficit of $56,000 the
year before, and these were followgd in
1880 and 1881, by deficits of $37,000, and
$31,000 respectively, an aggregate of over
$200,000 in these four years.

The Sun which also has a trick of know-
ing nothing about or of distorting facts
which actually exist, has made a dis-
covery of other facts which until now
have been quite unknown. It tells us
that a year or two before the Bluir gov-
ernment came “into office, $20,000 was
added to the annual subsidy from Ottawa,
We are sure this announcement will be
a genuine surprise, and if it is to be
credited as coming from o reliable a
source it ought to be, an enquiry should
be immediatély set on foot to ascertain
what became of the money. Again, we
are told by the same authority that
$800,000 was placed to the credit of the
province at Ottawa on which the govern-
ment was privileged to draw five per
cent interest. There was an amount
placed to the government credit but not
the sum named by nearly $100,000, and
there is $530,000 and upwards still there.

The St. John tory organ would be better
employed in trying to explain why the
population has thus remained station-
ary. What have its friends at Ottawa
been doing to prevent the ceaseless
outflow of our people which has been
going on and which has largely
caused the deficit? We notice the attor-
ney general, very fairly we think, ad-
mitted that the census might have shown
a different result if it had been taken on
the same principle as in 1891. The fact,
however, that the dominion government
caused the enumeration of the people to
be go taken in ’91 as to exclude numbers
who would have been included if taken
as in 81, 'is of itself a just cause of
complaint from the provincial standpoint.
It is even probable that there was a
design in this to prevent an increase in
the subsidies to the province; but
whether so designed or not, the effect has
been none the less seriously felt by the
provinces.

The intimation thrown out by the
leader of the government at Sussex that
it was in contemplation to ask some con-
tribution from banke, insurance, telegraph
and telephone and such like corporations
to restore the cquilibrium between ex-
penditure and increase, will be favorably
received by the country. We know of no
business in the country betterable to bear
a tax for the purpose. The corporations
mentioned all enjoy special privileges, and
under the circumstances should pay
something for them.

THIS WEEK’S ELECTIONS.

The elections which have taken plage
this week have all gone favorably for the
dominion government. The liberals lose
two seats which they carried in March —
North Victoria and East Bruce and those
in which the conservative candidates
were elected at the general elections the
seats have been retained by an increased
majority. Making due allowance for the
exceptional causes which may have
operated in some of these counties against
the liberal candidate,and also for the disad-
vantagesunder which an opposition candi-
date always labors in contesting bye elec-
tions against the existing government, the
fact 1emains that the country is willing to
allow the Abbott administration to con-
tinue in power and condones the mis-
deeds which last session’s investigations
disclosed. There is a tendency in some
quarters to the -view that there is no
public opinion in this country, or at all
events if there is that it does not lie in
the direction of very keen moral percep-
tions, and that the public conscience, if
there is such a thing, is not capable of
being aroused. There is.some truth in
this but it is also true that if the liberals
were in power and were guilty of a tithe
of what the conservative government has
admittedly done, they would not live an
hour. The tory party is cohesive and
will vote their leaders through at any
cost. Liberals on: the other hand are al-
most as critical of their own party leaders

as of their opponents and will not counten-
ance public corruption. The only thing
that it appears to us remains for the
liberal party to do between now and the
next general election, is to reconstruct its
platform, reorganize .its forces and per-
suade Mr. Mowatt, if possible, to take
its leadership. Mr. Laurier is a most
worthy and estimable gentleman and
qualified by ability and integrity to retain
the position which every one knows he
accepted with reluctance. It has always
been his own wish to surrender it to any
one whom the party would for any reason
prefer, and it is no secret that he feels as
a French catholic, it will be difficult for
him to win the support of that section of
the electorate in Ontario and the mari-
time provinces which holds the neutral
ground between the two parties. As this
portion of the people inclines so goes the
battle, and it is to be anticipated that with
Mr. Laurier leading they will continue to
so incline.

The supreme court has decided that
Mr. Foster is entitled to have the petition
againet him dismissed, so that fortunately
for him, the constituency of Kings will
have no present opportunity of shewing
what it thinks of him. The petition
is dismissed on the: ground that it
was not brought to trial within six
months, and there was no judge's order
obtained enlarging the term within which
the case might be tried. If Mr. Foster
had been a liberal the tory press would
have pilloried him for trying to evade
the election courts by raising teclii ical
questions a8 they did in reference to some
of the local petitions last year. As wedo
not think hypocrisy is very becoming inus,.
we are willing to admit that Foster was
justified in getting rid of his petition. - If
he had not succeeded and had " faced
the county in its present temper all the
ballot boxes would have had to be mani-
pulated instead of the two which suffered
in March.

The Ontario papers, and we regret to
observe, Sir Richard Cartwright, are mak-
ing most unfavorable comments upon the
conduct of our supreme court in connec-
tion with the election petition. We think
these reflections grossly unfair and un-
warranted. One, or possibly two, of our
judges do, it is true, take little if any pains
to conceal their partisanghip, but the
court as a rule is, we are hanpy to believe,
honestly desirous of deciding these elec-
tion cases according to law. These ever
recurring attacks only confirm our opinion
that it was a mistake to force npon the
judges the trial of election cases at all.

Some of the papers are reflecting upon
Mr. Weldon on account of the errors
which have occasioned the failure of the
King petition and have given the seat in
Queens to Baird. These errors are such
as might happen in the case of any very
busy practitioner, and the only remark to
which Mr. Weldon is at all open is that
he ehould have insisted upon his clients
employing some careful young attorney
who had time enough on his hands to
read up the statutes and rules of court care-
fully bearing on these proceedings.

AT SUSSEX.

The Attorney General and
Colleagues,

Yery Hearty Reception

By a Most Representative
Gathering.

On Tuesday evening the 9th inst., Mr.
Blair,accompanied by the surveyor general
the eolicitor general and speaker White
addressed a meeting at Sussex — the Odd
Fellows hall was densely packed — many
being present from various sections of the
county.

The attorney general began by stating
that speculations as to the occasion of this
visit had been heard. It wassuspected that
an election wa® coming onand that at the
close of this meeting a plan of campaign
would be decided upon for the pending
election. He assured them that the gov-
ernment had not in anticipation an early
appeal to the people,nor was it their inten-
tion to bring on an election in this county.
If they did appeal to the people of Kings
they did not fear the result. It was said
that he (Blair) was going to retire from
provincial politics and seek a position at
Ottawa. - He had no idea of doing any-
thing of the kind at present. He was
here now to speak to them upon the af-
fairs of the province. It was desirable to
discuss these questions before the people
free from the prejudice-and embarrass-
ments of an election contest. He had
been invited by friends through his
honor, the speaker, and he proposed to
avail himself of the occasion to give some
little "account of his stewardship. He
first took up the management of the public
property. When his government came
into power they thought they could im-
prove on the management of the grown
lands. The other government sold lands.
His party adopted another system, that
of leasing them. They had not sold an
acre of timber lands which he believed
would be found advantageous in the
future. Their predecessors sold valuable
fishing privileges. His government dis-
continued this system and had parted
with none of them. They were now leased
and a respectable revenue derived there-
from. Now no future government would
venture to materially change their
policy as respects the fisheries. The
present government felt that in the
management of the finances of the
country they had achieved considerable
success. Our revenue waslimited and the
charges on it were ever multiplying. The
government had therefore to be economi-
cal. It was a constant struggle to keep
down grants for various purposes. When
his party were in opposition they laid
down a platform which had been carried
out in its entirety. (Thespeaker here enu-
merated the planks in the platform of the
opposition led by him in 1881.) They did
all they said they would do. They did
away with several clerks in the crown
land office, and officialg; reduced the num-
ber of the executive and their salaries;
discontinued the occupation of the present
government house, which had always
been a very expensive building to main-
tain and abolished the legislative council.
Of course the council has not actually
ceased to exist, but an act was passed abol-
ishing it after the present house, whose
term of office closes in 1894. He claimed
a large measure of credit for the govern-
ment for having done all this and thought
no preceding government had done
as much. No government had ever
passed such an act as that for the
abolition of the upper house. Speaking
of our finances Mr. Blair said there
was no probability of our being
compelled to resort to direct tax-
ation. Our revenue was ordinarily only
about $650,000, so that the government
had to exercise the closest care and
economy in the expenditures. They had
been able to maintain roads and bridges
without calling upon the people to con-
tribute except by the statute labor. Our
schools were kept up, and the district and
municipal assessments were not oppres-
sive. The province contributed much
more liberally towards the maintenance
of schools than Ontario. He pointed out
that in the latter province they only ex-
pended, as a province, $1.00 to $4.00 in
proportion to population, and the costs
and charges of building the bridges
and maintaining the roads were paid out
of the municipal rates. He then made a
comparison of the expenditures of the
late government in 1882 for executive
government, legislation contingencies and
printing with those of the present gov-
ernment in 1890, claiming that the latter
had saved the country many thousands of
dollars. He gave the expenditures for
1891, which showed an increase of $300
for executive government over 1890, an
increase for legislation of about $500 and
a decrease of $1,000 for contingencies.
The government had expected to get a
larger revenue this year but it would fall
short. It was hoped that the late census
might give such an increase in population
that the government would draw some
thirty or forty thousand dollars additional
from the dominion treasury, but unfor-
tunately the census was disappointing to
all of us. He believed the census of 1881
was taken on an erroneous basis and that
the population was made larger than it
really was. This ‘would account for our
failing' to have any increase in the last
ten years. Then there was a diminution
in the income from timber lands; the
lumber businéss was depressed and the
cut was emall. The expenditures had to
be made just the same; in fact, they in-
creased. He wassorry to find that the
expenditure had exceeded the revenue by
some sixty or seventy thousand dollars,
but this was not the first time there had
been a deficit in New Brunswick.

Turning to the years previous to these
occasions and in the old days, these large
deficits were not unusual. In 1878 there
was a deficit of $56,000; in 1879 of $89,000;
in 1880 of $37,000 and 1881 of $31,000,
making over $200,000 in these four years.
Speaking ‘of the expenditures he eaid
among other large charges was interest on
the public debt. .In 1882 the interest on
the provincial debt was $15,000. Now
we pay $103,000 for that alone. The pub-
lic services had to be maintained so that
it was impossible to make any reduction
in the cost of the administration of the
affairs of the province. The only way to
get along, therefore, was to develop some
source of revenue which the government
did not now have. The government had
considered the matter very carefully, and
came to the conclusion that they must
look for contributions to the revenue from
other sources. They had in contemplation
asking the banks and insurance, telegraph
and telephone companies and all such or-
ganizations to help them out to some ex-
tent. It wasonly fair that these institu-
tions, which seemed to prosper so well,

institutions which enjoyed all the ser-
vices of the country, should contribute
something. He was satisfied that public
opinion would ' justify and sustain the
government in keeping up the income to
the limit of expenditure. The debt had
increased about one million dollars
in ten years. This was in consequence of
the large subsidies given railways through-
out the country. These subsidies were
voted by the legislation in 1882 under the
old government. He did not make this a
charge against the former government, but
it was an answer to those of its ffiends who
attacked the present administration for
the increase of debt. He next spoke of
the legislation during his term of office,
and enumerated some of the most im-
portant acts passed. He had teceived a
note since cotning here with regard to
the Bathurst school trouble. In it he
was asked if it was right to pay for sectar-
ian schools out of the public fands. This
he claimed was not done. In Bathurst
persons known as Sisters of Mercy were
employed as teachers, but they taught in
entire comformity with the law. The
g vernment had nothing to do with the
employment of teachers. That was done
by the trustees. These sisters held li-
censes and were employed by the trustees.
They did not have to attend the
Normal school, but that provision had al-
ways been thelaw. It wasto be regretted
that this question had arisen as it would
only result in the recurrence of the un-
pleasantness of the time when the school
law was passed. In closing, Mr. Blair
said Kings had stood by him well and
sent three good men to represent it.

Hon. Messrs. Tweedie, Pugsley and
White followed in short addresses. After
a vote of thanks had been passed t¢ the
chairman the méeting broke up.

CANTERBURY STATION.

CanterBURY StaTioN, Feb. 8.—Owing
to the great amount of lumbering done in
this vicinity, our blacksmiths, Hillman
and Price, have done a rushing business,
An idea of the amount of work done may
be gathered fromn the fact, that nearly four
tons of horse-shoes have been used and
fifty-four bob sleds and five long sleds
turned out. The iron work is done under
the supervision of George Hillman, who
ig a first class workman, and one of our
most popular and obliging citizens. The
wood-working shop is under the direction
of R. Price, who is considered an expert
in this line, as well as a first cldss farrier.

The lumbermen engaged in hauling
spruce and hemlock within ten miles of
Canterbury are: J.N.Grant, twenty-four
teams ; Dunham and Scriber, wenty; €.
Pettingill, thirty-three; John Price, thirty-
six, on Deer Lake. John B. Merithew,
thirty horses; Alfred Grant, eight; A.
Hillman, eight, on Eel River Lake. A
number of teams are also engaged in haul-
ing lucber into J. Smith & Sons, and J.
H. Carr & Sons saw mill, which manu-
facture a large quantity of hardwood.

A large quantity of bark is being hauled
in here, and at the sidings, a few miles
south, John Price has 700 cords, John N.
Grant 700, Dunbam and Scriber 500, Jas.
English 400, John B. Merithew 500, Allen
Stairs 500, G. F. and H. Jamieson 900, and
besides these are a number of parties hauls
ing from twenty-five to 150 cords.

week.

The announcement by Sec. Blaine that
he would not be a candidate for the Presi-
dency is about to be followed by another
announcement of even more importance.
Mr. Blaine will resign his position in the
cabinet of President Harrison and will re-
tire from public life to the quiet he so much
desires, and which his health imperatively
demands.

As there are 1315 persons residing in
Canada, permanently, who draw pensions
for services rendered the Union during
the war of secession, the progress of Mr.
Newberry bill will be watched with inter-
est here asin Congress. If it becomes a
law the pensioners of Canada will have
to chose between giving up their rewards
or giving up their homes.

MiLr BurNEp.—On Sunday morning
about one o’clock the new saw mill at the
foot of Greenhill, Crosscreek, Stanley, was
burned Yo the ground. It belonged to San-
son Bros.. of Stanley, and was only com-
pleted about a fortnight since at a cost of
upwards of two thousand dollars. The
fortnight’s sawing of shingles was also con-
sumed. Thisis the fourth mill they have
had burned in twenty years. It is thought
there was no insurance.

Heaviest Storm.

The most severe storm of the season’took
place on Thursday night. About four
o’clock it began tosnow, with a strong wind
from the north-east, which, by eight o’clock,
had become a hurricane, and continued with
unabated fury through the night. The
roads and streets were pretty well drifted
up, so much so, that the snow plough had
to be aided with shovels, as the horses could
not haul it through the drifts. All trains
leaving the city were delayed, the yards be-
ing filled so that the locomotives could not be
moved till &spovelled out. In the morning
the wind sl%ﬂy shifted to the south with
a warmer te#erature. The snow fall was
about six inchies.

Our Game.

As the season has expired for the killing
of large game it will be as well for the
wardens in the various sections of the
province to be on thealert. It is the gener-
al practice of the Indians from Quebec and
the Tobique to come down to the Miramichi
bunting grounds after moose hides only,
the flesh being left to rot in the woods. It
is only a few years since seventy moose
were killed by Indians and left to rot. The
same may be said of deer. The animals at
this season are not fit for food and the head
and hide are all that is taken. If these ani-
mals are left undisturbed for a few years
yet there will be good sporting for all. As
to moose they are dying out pretty fast, the
Miramichi regions and upper Tobique be-
ing the only places where they may be
found in number. Let the wardens be on
the watch and impose the fines.

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COAL PLENTIFUL.

Work Progressing in ccatnllcw‘lru-
swick Coal Fields,

The coal mines in York and Sunbury in
which three worthy postmasters, Mr. Hil-
yard of Fredericton, David Duplissa of
Tracy, and David Glendinning of Harvey,
are interested, are beginning to rouse at-
tention. We cannot say whether any partic-
ular significance can be attached to the
rather remarkable co-incidence of post-
masters being the only ones actively en-

“whged at the work, but there may be some-
thing in it. Mr. Hilyard, it appears, is the
leading spirit and has friendsin Boston who
are deeply-interested in the development of
our coal mines here.

Eight barrels of coal have been blasted
out very recently at the Yoho, three miles
above Tracy, and we understand have been
shipped to Boston. The fact of this being
done is creating quite an excitement at
Fredericton Junction, Tracy and Harvey.
The operations at Cork which "have been
carried on for about two months by Mr.
Glendinning are giving place to those at
Yoho and Redbank. The coal, mentioned
as sent to Boston, was blown out at one
shot by dynamite furnished by Fredericton
parties. It is a very peculiar variety of this
valuable mineral, having the rare quality
of being as large and solid in the “ clinker”
as in the raw state, in-fact it is as bulky as
it it had not been burned at all. It has
every appearance -of being the best of coal,
but as the samples shown were got at the
surface,it is believed that the underlying por-
tions will turn out a much better quality.

There appears to be a masonic secretive-
ness among the miners and proprietors as
to what they are doing so that newspaper
men are shut out from the facts and only
get at them after much perseverance. - As
an illustration of the ainountof information
supplied the following will do: A worthy
resident who was interested in the discov-
ery of coal wanted to know what progress
had been made in drilling. He approached
a prospectorand asked, “ How far are you
down?” The answer came promptly,”
‘ Half a mile below Cork!” In answer to
a similar question the reply was, ‘* About
the length of a birch tree !-”

Whether at that particular depth- yet or
not we cannot say, but operations although
suspended at Cork for a fortnight, as we
have said, owing to the recent developments
at Yoho have been resumed.

The Disputed Estate.

A gentleman who has lately been in New
York and®ho made some enquiries respect-
ing the Boguardus property has the follow-
ing to say : In consequence of the numerous
suits and enquiries made respecting the
property left by Anneke Jans,Trinity church
corporation have had printed a circular to
the effect that all persons who suppose
themselves to be descendents of Anneke
Jans, or otherwise interested in claims
hostile to the title of this corporation, are
cautioned against paying out money to any
person alleging the pendency of suits or
negotiations. © Morgan Dix, the present
rector has held the position for forty years,
and says that the corporation acquired their
claim by purchase and have the deeds signed
by nine of the ten heirs, the tenth not as
yet being known. That in the state of Iowa
there are fifteen hundred claimants, who a
few years since, raised a fund of $10 each to
have the matter settled. That the money
went to the winds and the claimants got
nothing. That the corporation have held
undisputed possession for the past sixty
years which by American law gives a perfect
title. That no suit yet brought had sufficient
evidence to authorize placing the question
before the supreme court. That if the best
lawyer of Fredericton be sent to New York
the title will be placed before him and all in-
formation required given. That he did not
know there were any claimants in Canada
but supposed the list in the United States
had been exhausted and that Canada had to

‘be tried. That the courts had promised the

corporation protection from all attempts at
blackmail but they were prepared to give
satisfactory proofs as to their claim to
properly authorized persons.

Caught in The Act.

Policeman Phillips and: Wright had their
suspicions that all was not right at Regent
street corner, on Wednesday night, about
one o’clock and began explorations. They
soon became certain that there were some
persons in the cellar under Geo. Davis’
drug store. They went down and found
Daniel McDonald and Fred McGolderick
there, both of whom they promptly arrest-
ed. They found that entrance had been
made through the cellar window on Regent
street, but that the prisoners were unable
to reach the upper flat as the trap door
in the floor had been fastened with an iron
bar. The prisoners were taken to the lock-
up and came up before Mr. Marsh on
Thursday morning.

Policemen, Phillips and Wright, testified
as above and added that they rung the fire
alarm to get assistance. When they entered
the cellar they found the prisoners lying on
the floor. Court adjourned till three o’clock
to get the testimony of Geo. H. Davis as to
the fastening on the trap door, ete. .

After court resamed, Geo. H. Davis testi-
fied to the effect, that the cellar in which the
persons were found is only used as a wood-
house and storeroom for barrels and empties.
He did not think that they entered with the
intention of stealing. This closed the case
for the prosecution. James T. Sharkey,
who appeared for the defence, made a strong
plea, and his honor, after giving the pris-
oners a very strong warning, allowed them
to go.

Almost a Tragedy.

Just after the I, C. R. train had left Petit-
codiac for 8t. John on Wednesday night,
Patrick J. Raftery, of New York, attempted
to shoot A. G. Young, of Boston, a fellow
passenger. Mr. Young says that while he
was in a private apartment of the car, he
heard some one ‘kicking at the door on the

‘outside, and on opening the .door, saw

Raftery, standing there swearing. Raflery
gave Young a severe kick in the groin,
when Young grappled with and over-
powered him. At this point the conductor
came along and made Raftery sit down.
As soon as the conductor had gone on his
rounds Raftery struck Young in the face.
Young retaliated, giving Raftery a blow
that knocked him 'against the door of the
car. Hegot up, and drawing a revolver,
took aim at Young, after telling the pas-
sengers to “look out.”” All were waiting
for the man to shoot, when the conductor
opened the door behind him and grasped
the hand that held the revolyer, turning it
towards the floor, where it was dis¢harged.
The conductor then handcuffed him and
gave him up to the police at St. John’ Itis
thought that Raftery was insane. Young
had never seen him before, and thinks that
he mistook him for someone else.

were the victims of a deep laid scheme. As
poachers have been numerous on the well
stocked trout reserve it was thought neces-
sary that some one should be trapped. Here
was the opportunity. The weather being
cold the party, whoever they were, hired a
boy to get them some trout. The trout was
shown to them, put in a bag and placed in
their sleigh. On their way to the city they
told various fishing yarns to while away
the time and as they were crossing the
track at St. Marys a quiet mannered gentle-
man stopped them. It appeared that the
boy after having shown them the trout had
laid them away and substituted a dozen
blue backed mackerel instead. The quiet
mannered gentleman pulled out the fish and
with an air of great surprise said “ ha! ha !
you have been catching lakers or lake
herring! Why, the fine is $100 for such
work! I will have to seize the whole
business!” While they had been talking,
the lakers had been taken out and a dozen
trout substitued. After a long parley he
let them go after depositing ten doMars.
Thinking that now that they had paid the
fine the trouble was over they began to
blow when they reached the city of the
great catch of lake herring they had made.
A man met them at the hotel and
told them there were no lake herring
in these waters. A bet of ten dollars
was made and the fish shown. There
was deep astonishment depicted on their
features asall present declared the fish to be
trout. The sporting men are now wonder-
ing if they were dreaming or if the sun had
affected their powers of observation.

The Old Chapel Bell

Many years ago there was an old chapel
at Kingsclear erected for the use of the
Indians, which fell a victim to the flames.
A bell that had been brought from France,
and that had called the dusky natives to-
gether for religious or secular purposes,
passed through the flames unhurt. The
bell was taken to Madawaska where at
present it swings on the Indian point
chapel. It was stolen at one time from its
present resting place by two Indians from
the Kihgsclear reserve. They had been
hunting on the npper river and were camped
near Indian point for the night. As the
shades of evening fell the tones of the
familiar bell came to their ears with a voice
of pleading that to them was resistless.
They waited till all was still, then making
ropes of cedar bark they climbed to the
church tower, lowered the bell and hastened
away down river. They do not as yet ad-
mit that the bell was carried back to Mada-
waska, but say that it was hidden in Cur-
rie's mountain, where on tranquil evenings
it may be heard chiming its silver notes.

A short time since to settle the question a
visit was paid to the Madawaska chapel, the
bell was examined, the fleur de lis on its
fire darkened sides telling its own tale.

It is, however, a popular belief on the
river, that the bell reposes in the mountain
with a large amount of money, and many
parties have dug for the treasure.

. Is it a Resnit,

There is considerable comment among the
merchants respecting the proposal to en-
force the law in regard to licensing com-
mercial travellers doing business here.
While the law was in operation there was
much said against it, and -many tricks were
tried to evade paying the fees, among others
that of securing a small property in the
county and thus becoming a resident. The
present agitation may be an outcome of the
determination of the new aldermanic board
to add to the city’s revenue by reducing
salaries and by collecting all rates. Ald.
Farrell is perhaps only following the ex-
ample of strict economy set by other alder-
men in the recent appointment of assessors.
It may be a question also as fo-why drum-
mers should beexempt while peddlers have
to pay a tax.

There is talk of circulating a petition to
get the feeling of the people, but the best
plan would be for a meeting of the board of
trade to be called to take up the question.
It is within their province and their deci-
sion would have weight with the city
council. Taxes from this source have ad-
ded to the aity’s revenue $2,000 in one year,
so that ald. Farrel will benefit the city to
that amount should he be successful.

The Bishop Coadjutor preached a funeral
sermon at St. Annes and the Rev. Mr. Alex-
ander did likewise at the Cathedral in the
morning. The U. N. B. students attended
the funeral in a body. Mr. Bezant, a col-
lege friend of the departed, came here from
Halifax to attend. They had been students
and graduates together and were particular
friends.

Undertaker Adams had charge of the in-
terment.

The City’s Health.

The city board of health met on Wednes-
day evening. There were present: The
chairman, Dr. Currie, A. Limerick, G. H.
Parker and the city clerk, ex-mayor Allen
and Mr. Ritchie were absent through illness.
Inspector Farrell submitted his report for
the year to the effect, that after due notice
had been given he had inspected all places
in the city and discovered one hundred and
twenty places that were in a very bad con-
dition, some twenty-five of these were
caused by over-crowding of tenants. All
other places were in a wholesome shape.
There was a marked improvement over last
year: Had inspected 1050 buildings. Great
improvements have been made, owing to
action of the board in the Normal school,
city lockup, city hall, etc. The goal, alms
house, all school houses and pubfc build-
ings are in good shape. Respecting the
system of sewerage, it is very defective and
an epidemic may break out at any time un-
less a change is made.

Considerable illness of a contagious char-
acter has broken out since winter be-
gan. Special pains have been taken to pre-
vent spreading. The citizens as a whole,
had given every information and every as-
sistance in the prosecution of his duties.

‘Where the $72 Comes From.

To THE Eprror or Tre HERALD:

Bir,—Iam asked by Mr. Black through
the eolumns of his organ to give him, over
my own signature, the items of the $72
which I stated in my letter was paid out
without authority of law or the sanction of
any committee, with which request I have
very much pleasure to comply, and over
my own signature.

Mr. Black’s admission that he so paid
out the sum of $43.44 lightens the task
he has assigned to me, and reduced the
amount for which I am to account to $38.56.

I will refer Mr. Black to page fifty-two of
the auditor's report, where he will find a
charge of $10 allowed without authority of
law; on page fifty-one another of $5; on
page forty-nine another of $15; on page
fifty-sevenl another of $12, in connection
with each of which the auditor says in a
foot note: ‘‘There shbuld be some auth-
ority for this charge.”

If the secretary-treasurer will add these
amounts to the amount of $43.44, I think he
will find enough to make up the $72. If,
however, he fails I will refer him to
page 136 for further information. Or,
if he objects to these items as not
being within the charge, he can add the
$58.16 for stationery which the committee
on his account in their report said was
“ paid out without warrant,” to his postage
bill and .I think he will find the amount
of $72-and a few dollars over, and
surely” Mr. Black cannot charge me with
stating ‘‘ malicious falsehoods” when the
written statements of the auditor and the
report of the committee on his accounts
agre with me.

Mr. Black may say that he did not pay
out’tp; amounts just above referred to, that
they were paid out by the overseers of the
poor:'but -it is the secretary-treasurer’s
duty to see that no chargesare allowed con-
frary to law, which was the rule Mr. Black
applied to me, and found fault with every
departure therefrom.

A claim of $100 was made for the prepar-
ation of the electoral lists for 1891, but that
amount was to cover the sheriff’s expenses
of $40, which was the same amount that
was paid the previous year; but when (as
Mr. Black well knows) I presented my bill
to the council at the July session 1891, for
my services it was only for $60, and no
other amount was mentioned in any of the
legal papers in regard thereto or in any
resolution of council which dealt with the
same. ' _Wn.
