The school question.
And how it Presents Itself to a Toronto 

Editor.

J. S. Williaon, managing editor of the 
Toronto Globe, who is making a tour of 
Manitoba and the North West, writing 
from Winnipeg, has this to say on the 
present status of the Manitoba school 
question :

There seems to be no open excitement 
here on the school question. But it is 
very manifest that any attempt of the 
Federal authority to infringe upon the 
legislative rights of the province wouldlae 
strenuously resisted. The truth is that if 
all eastern Canada were united in favor of 
Federal interference, no legislation passed 
at Ottawa could be made effective in the 
prevailing temper of the people of Mani­
toba. It is true, there was an attempt to 
drill the leading Conservatives of the 
province into an anti-provincial attitude, 
in preparation for the appearance of the 
remedial order, but the attempt was not 
wholly successful. Some hesitating ex­
pressions of opinion were extorted under 
the pressure of party discipline, but the 
leaders

COULD NOT DRAGOON TUB FOLLOWERS.

and now even the politicians who were 
inclined to tolerate a surrender, have tak­
en refuge in silence, and practically Mani­
toba speakes with one voice for the main­
tenance of the national school system in 
its integrity. The people of the east must 
thoroughly understand that no vital sur­
render of the principle of national schools 
would be tolerated. The Green way gov­
ernment is popular in Manitoba because 
it has shown capacity, and has been 
economical and clean-handed. "But I have 
found no one of either party who will 
seriously argue that this government could 
restore the separate school system and 
survive an appeal to the people. It is 
hard to say just what governing combin­
ation would be evolved out of the defeat 
of Mr. Green way and his ministers ; but 
let the pressure and authority and patron­
age of the Federal government be exerted 
to the utmost to create a surrender party 
and establish a surrender ministry, and I 
api convinced that

ALL WOULD END IN FAILURE.

We must not forget that the settlers of 
this province come of sturdy stock. Many 
of them are of the best blood of Ontario, 
and we will find in the new generation 
an energizing western strain that will 
give a splendid character to the civilizat­
ion of the Canadian west. We find here 
very little of the refuse material that was 
thrown into the American States during 
the colonizing period. We have to do 
with a self-reliant and well-informed pop­
ulation. And it is as well that we should 
know that these people will not readily 
take instructions from the politicians 
either at Ottawa or at Winnipeg.

But one finds no trace of any intolerant 
feeling. I have not heard a harsh word 
spoken of Roman Catholics. I have 
heard it whispered that Arch-bishop 
Langevin has the fault of the historical 
parrot, and talks too much. You may be 
pointed to the French village of St. Boni­
face, with its cathedral, its college, its 
hospital, its convent, and its Bishop’s pal­
ace, supported by a small and poor popu­
lation, and told that from these imposing 
structures, where the active brain of the 
ecclesiastic plans and develops its purpos- 

proceeds all the opposition to the 
national school system. But this may be 
an exaggeration. The school question is 
national question as well as a religious 
question. So far as I can learn the French 
catholic population

ARE VERY NEARLY UNANIMOUS

for the restoration of the separate school 
system, but among Irish Catholics a much 
greater division 6f opinion seems to exist.
If the pressure of the church were remov­
ed and the question could be divested of 
its political character there would soon be 
a wide acceptance of the new school sys­
tem among Irish Catholics, but acceptance 
would be a slower growth among the 
French population. It is beyond doubt 
that the old separate school system was 
inefficient, and that the new, where fairly 
operative, is producing better educational 
results. And it must be apparent at least 
to the leading lay minds among the 
French Catholic element that if*they are 
to hold their own in this new country 
they must master the English language 
and get a fair English education. Then 
it is straining the argument to contend 
that the new school system is operated in 
any spirit of hostility to Roman Catholics.
It so happens that as a rule in Manitoba 
the Catholic people are bunched in separ­
ated communities. They will practically 
control the schools in these districts where 
they are in the majority They will have 
the last half hour of the school day for re­
ligious instruction, and, except that they 
must employ certificated teachers and use 
the authorized text books, there does not 
seem to be a peg on which

to iia£g a grievance.

That these provisions constitute a griev­
ance will not be easily established. I am 
told that there are two or three hundred 
schools in the province which have not 
an average attendance of more than ten 
pupils per school, and were anything but 
a public school organization Mould be 
utterly impractible. It would be a pity, 
too, to weaken these sections by the organ­
ization of separate schools in case there 
should be an increase of the Catholic 
element. In short, the resolve of the 
people of Manitoba is to make the educat­
ional system a unifying rather than a 
separating force, and the primary educat­
ion of the people one of the first cares of 
administration. The Manitoba govern­
ment has shown its readiness to make as 
liberal regulations for the Catholic com­
munities as prevail in the eastern prov­
inces. Would it be good public policy to 
make any greater concessions? There is 
no anti-Catholic party in Manitoba except 
it be the Orange body, but that is by no 
means the dominating force in western 
politic.s It may bq worth mentioning, 
however, that all opinions here agree that 
the Orange vole cannot be delivered to 
any party that would seriously disturb 
the new school system. Here that vote 
seems to be unitedly hostile to Federal 
intervention, and there is little suspicion 
of its stability.

At a meeting held in the Middle South 
hampton school house last week final ar­
rangements were made for incorporating 
the Southampton and Canterbury Agri­
cultural Society, also to procure some pure 
bred stock for improving the birds and 
flocks of the members of the new society, 

From present indications the parish 
election this year is to be an exceedingly 
lively contest.

J. N. Grant has a new driver. “By 
George he can go pretty well you know.”

The school house at Middle Southamp­
ton was put through a pretty thorough 
course of repairs outside during the holi­
days and with its fine white coat and new 
flagpole, the latter erected through the 
energy and highly commendable patriot­
ism of the teacher, N. P. Grant, is now a 
credit instead of a reproach upon the 
community. So much for the outside, 
but it will take another holiday repairing 
before the same may be said for the in­
terior.

Aug. 22— Both of the churches at Mid­
dle Southampton are at present without a 
pastor.

As a lay­
man I will take for my text the prayer of 
Robert Barns :

Let us pray that come it may,
As come it will for a’ that,
That man to man the world o’er,
Shall brothers be, and a’ that, and a’ 

that,
It’s coming fast, for a’ that, and a’ that.
Christian Union.
How much better would it be amongst 

ourselves? How much better would it be 
in heathen lands than the way it is ? For 
instance, one denomination tells their 
hearers they must believe one thing, 
another denomination tells them you 
must not believe that at all. So on with 
six or seven of them. Is that not a fact? 
Will not those heathens, as they are called, 
reason witli themselves in this way : If 
those people who claim to be Christians 
cannot agree amongst themselves, but are 
squabbling and dickering about their dif­
ferent creeds, what is the use of us be­
lieving any of them ? It seems-to pie that 
is where the chief trouble lies and that is 
what stops to a great extent the advance­
ment of Christianity, the only true 
civilizer the world ever had. We cannot 
have Christian Union too soon. As my 
text says “<Come it will for a’ that.” 
Let us look this question squarely in the 
face — we must look where the trouble is. 
The Roman Catholics believe in the in­
fallibility of the church ; all other de­
nominations do not. Now the question is, 
if there is any question, which is right? 
There is not one denomination professing 
Christianity but what takes the Gospel of 
tffirist for their guide, and His divine ex­
amples for their rule — at least that is 
what they say. The Roman Catholic 
church says the same thing. Now if the 
Revelation God gave to man will prove 
the infallibility of the church by the 
promises Christ made to His church, the 
Roman Catholics are right. We will take 
the commission given by Christ to His 
Apostles. According to St. Matthew, 
xxviii. chap., commencing with the 18th 
verse and ending with the 20th : “ All 
power is given to me in Heaven and in 
earth. Go ye, therefore, and teach all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Ghost, teaching them to observe all 
things whatsoever I have commanded 
you, and lo, I am with you always, even 
unto the end of the world.” Surely 
that promise should be sufficient of itself 
to prove the infallibility of the church, if 
there was nothing more, but there are 
more. We will take Matthew xvi. chap., 
13th verse. Our Saviour asked His Dis­
ciples, saying : “ Whom do men say that 
I the Son of Man am ? ” And they said :
“ Some spy Thou art John the Baptist, 
some Elias, others Jeremiah, or one of 
the Prophets.” He said unto them : “But 
whom say ye that lam?” And Simon 
Peter answered and said: “Thou art 
Christ the Son of the living God.” And 
Jesus answered and said unto him :
‘ Blessed art thou, Simon Bar-Jona ; foj 

flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto 
thee, but my Father, which is in Heaven ; 
and I say also unto thee, that thou art 
Peter, and upon this rock I will build my 
church, and the gates of Hell shaH not 
prevail against it, and I will give unto 
the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven, and 
whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall 
be bound in Heaven, and whatsoever thou 
shalt loose on earth, shall be loosed in 
Heaven.” Again our Saviour said to 
Peter : “ I have prayed for thee, that thy 
faith fail not, and when thou art once 
converted, confirm thy brethren.”

When people admit that Christ estab­
lished His church, promised to send the 
Holy Ghost, the Spirit of Truth, to teach 
them all truth, and bring all things to 
their mind ; whatsoever He had taught 
them : and to abide with them forever — 
according to St. John, xiv. chapter, 2Gth 
verse, and then 'those same people pro- 
laira to the world that they do not be­

lieve in the infallibility of the church, is 
a mystery to me. Now, I wish to ask, can 
anybody believe that the God of love and 
justice would command us to bear a 
church that was fallible, or likely to lead 
us astray. Truly such an idea would be 
very silly. I think those references I have 
called your attention to are sufficient to 
prove the infallibility of the church. 
However, we will let you have one more 
promise that Christ made to His church 
We will turn over to Revelations, iii. chap­
ter, commencing at the 8th verse and 
ending with verse 14, which reads as fol­
lows : “ And to the angel of the Church 
of Philadelphia write : These things 
eaith he that is holy, he that is true, he 
that hath the key of David, he that 
openeth, and no man shutteth ; and 
shutteth, and no man openeth. I know 
thy works ; behold I have set before them 
an open door and no man can shut it: for 
thou hast a little strength, and has kept 
my word, and hast not denied my name. 
Behold, I will make them of the synagogue 
of Satan ; which say they are Jesus, and 
are not, but do lie ; behold J will make 
them to come and worship before thy feet, 
and to know that I have loved you. Be­
cause thou hast kept the word of my 
patience, I will also keep thee from the 
hour of temptation, which shall come 
upon all the world, to try them that dwell 
upon the earth. Bebold, I come quickly ; 
hold that fast which thou hast, that no 
man take thy crown. Him that over- 
cometh I will make a pillar in the temple 
of my God, and he shall go no more out ; 
and I will write upon him the name of 
my God, and the name of the city of my 
God, which is the new Jerusalem, which 
cometh down out of Heaven, from my, 
God ; and I will write upon him my new 
name. He that hath an ear, let him hear 
what the Spirit sayeth unto the churches.”

Faith alone wont save us, faith without 
works is dead. Our Saviour said : “ A 
new commandment I give you, That you 
love one another as I have loved you.” 
Again onr Saviour said : “ If any one
love me, he will keep my word, and my 
Father will love him, and we will come 
unto him, and make our abode with him.” 
There is the open door, not only for the 
church, but for the individuals wherever 
their lots may be cast. No man can shut 
that door.

It seems to me, such sermons as that- 
delivered by Rev. John de Soyes, in the 
Stone Church, St. John, as it appears in 
the Daily Telegraph of Dec. 17th, 1894, 
will not promote Christian union much. 
The sermon was on church divisions, 
and lie took for his text St. Luke, Chap. 
VII., verse 51, which reads as follows : 
Suppose ye, that I am come to give peace 
on earth, I tell ye nay ; but rather divis­
ions? He stopped there. That suited 
his purpose, for church divisions. If he 
read the 52nd verse, which reads as fol

lows : From thenceforth, there shall be 
five in one house divided, three against 
two, and two against three; the father 

Fredericton shall be divided against the son, and the 
son against the father ; and the mother 
against the daughter, and the daughter 
against the mother.

So you see the gentleman misrepre­
sented God’s holy word, as it was for 
the family, and not for the church 
“Our saviour wept over Jerusalem 
Jerusalem ? Oh, Jerusalem, how often 
would I have gathered thy children 
together even as a hen gathers her 
chickens under her wings and you would 
not.” Again our Saviour said to His fol 
lowers : I am the good Shepherd, the 
good Shepherd .giveth His life for the 
sheep ; but he that is an hireling, and not 
the Shepherd, whose own the sheep are 
not, seeth the wolf cometh, and leaves 
the sheep and fleeth, and the wolf 
catchet and scattereth the sheep. The 
hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling 
and careth not for the sheep. I am the 
good Shepherd, I know my sheep, and 
am known of mine. As the Father 
knoweth me even so know I the Father 
and I lay down my life for tluysheep, 
And other sheep I have which are not of 
this flock, them also I must bring, and 
they shall hear my voice ; and there 
shall be one fold and one Shepherd.

No divisions there, Rev. John deSoyes, 
whatever you may think to the contrary. 
However, if a man does the best he 
knows, he can do no better ; I am not 
going to judge him. A priest may err, a 
bishop may err, but the church of Christ 
cannot err, because the church is the 
Gospel of Christ, the revelation that God 
gave to man. It is His words, and our 
dear Saviour said to His followers :
“ Heaven and earth may pass away, but 
my word shall not pass away.” Have we 
not His words in the Bible and New Tes­
tament today as well as the day they 
were first given. If some people cannot 
understand them, did not the Lord ap­
point men in all ages to preach and teach 
the true way of salvation, and most nobly 
they have done it, and are doing it and 
will do it while the world lasts. The 
Lord always reserved so many that never 
bows the knee to Baal. If some of them 
become hirelings to the government or 
the crown, or if some of them want to 
be kings or princes it only shows they are 
very silly. They Should know that 
no man can serve two masters, and I say 
to such, arise, arise and leave all meaner 
things to low ambition and the pride of 
kings. There has always been tare in the 
wheat, and it seems to me it is not very 
hard to point out who has been sowing 
the tare.

Mr. Editor, I hope L have not been in­
fringing too much on your valuable space

EXTRACTING A LION’S TOOTH
An Unusual Operation at.Ltncoln Park, 

Chicago.

Major, the big lion at Lincoln Park, 
Chicago, underwent a painful operation a 
few days ago. One of his teeth was 
drawn. For weeks he had been suffering 
from what the keepers could not deter­
mine. He was quiet, and in eating was 
very particular as to what food he was 
given. At last, thinking that Major 
might have malaria, orie of the keepers, 
De Vry, in the capacity of physician, 
stepped into the cage to make a pro­
fessional examination. Major met him 
at the door, rubbed against the keeper 
like a cat, as is his custom, then without 
any suggestioif'Sn De Vry’s part quietly 
lay down on his side.

“ Let’s see your tongue?;” said De Vry, 
touching Major’s jaws with his fingers. 
MajoV opened his mouth. Then De Vry 
took hold of each jaw and stretched the 
huge red cavern still wider. Major 
seemed to like it and lay very still.

“ No wonder you can’t eat tough steak, 
Major,” said De Vry. “ You have a very 
bad tooth. That will have to come out at 
once. i

Major rose and stepped politely back 
from the door to permit the keeper to 
retire.

“The second molar on the right side 
of the lower jaw is ulcerated,” said De 
Vry.” “I shall hunt up a pair of forceps 
and take it out to-morrow.”

The next day the operation was per-1 
formed by Dr. Berner, a veterinary sur­
geon and Keeper De Vry. Two or three 
thousand people gathered about the lion 
cages and witnessed the operation.

The operation, which is thought to be 
the first of the kind on record, was in 
every way successful. It occupied over 
an hour of thé time of the dentist and 
the keeper, but it was done with com- 
partive ease and with little or no pain 
to the lion. About two o’clock the 
keeper went into the cage, followed by 
the admiring eyes of the great crowd, 
among them several hundred women. 
He had everything arranged, and with 
the help of his assistants drove the other 
occupants of the lion’s den into the rear 
cage and shut the door. Keeper De Vry 
then took up the Major’s case. After 
fondling him for a while to get him into 
a good humor — he seemed angry at the 
immense crowd that had gathered and 
was outside making rëtnarks about him 
— the keeper called for the ropes and 
the task of tying the beast to the side of 
the cage began. He gave the keeper con­
siderable trouble, and several threatening 
growls before he got the first rope on 
him. Then a crowd of assistants on the 
outside pulled the rope taut, and they 
had the lion fast. More ropes were 
placed around his legs and body, and in 

few minutes they had his four feet 
through the bars of the cage, and he 
could scarcely move. Once he chewed 
the rope in two and with his jaws pulled 
out the knot thattied one foot. The 
rest was comparatively easy. Ropes 
were placed around ms upper and lower 
jaws and his mouth held open with a 
heavy piece of timber in the hands of 
the keeper, Dr. Berner then came into 
the cage with his instruments and was 
cheered by the crowd. He first lanced 
the gum around the ulcerated tooth. 
Major lay quite still until the instrument 
was placed in his mouth, and then he 
struggled to get loose, and roared as 
much as he could with the ropes and 
timber in his mouth. With the first 
strong pull with the forceps Dr. Berner 
brought out a tooth two and a half 
inch es 4ong. But it was only a piece of a 
very bad tooth, and it took three more 
trips with the forceps to get the rest. 
But it was all taken ont finally and held 
up for the crowd to look at. Then there 
were more cheers, but Major was quite 
docile by this time, and cared very little 
for what was going on. The chloroform 
bad begun to work and he felt little of 
the pain. Dr. Berner left the cage, the 
ropes were untied and Keeper De Vry 
and the lion played together for a few 
minutes before the former left.

A BIG SNAKE AT LARGE. ^

Residents of Lawville, a small village 
in New York State, are frightened over 
the discovery of a large snake, which is 
at large in that region. Stories of the 
reptile and its immense size have been 
going the rounds for some time, but no 
one has had a good view of it till Walter 
Maroney and Charles Pitts, two employees 
of the Rome, Watertown and Ogdensburg 
railroad, who were cutting weeds along­
side the track, discovered the snake in 
the act of swallowing a full-grown rabbit# 
The men started for it, armed with their 
brush books, when it suddenly disgorged 
the partially swallowed rabbit and darteiT 
into what appeared to be a ground-hog 
hole underneath a large pile of boulders 
near the track. The men attempted to 
remove the stones and secure the snake, 
but they were too large to be handled 
without machinery. The men describe 
the snake as being mottled, light and " 

,dark brown ; its length from twelve to 
fifteen feet, and its diameter from six to 
eight inches. It is thought to have es­
caped from a circus which went through 
there this spring. A systematic effort will 
be made to capture it.

THE MAJORITY REDUCED.

Mr. Powell won the election in West­
morland by a majority of 764, and our 
Tory friends profess to,,be satisfied with 
the result. Mr. Wood's majority in the 
last election was 2,148 or nearly 1,400 less 
than Mr. Powell’s on Saturday last, so it 
will be seen that the Government are 
thankful for very small mercies. The 
Liberals have no reason to complain of 
the good work they were able to do in a 
very short campaign. They scarcely ex­
pected to win, but they went into the con­
test with the determir.ation to cut down 
the Tory majority to such a figure that 
when the general election is held it can 
he wiped out altogether. This they ac­
complished in a way that sends a feeling 
of grave alarm throughout the Govern­
ment ranks.

The Liberals in Saturday’s contest had 
absolutely no funds to meet the Tory 
flood of bribery. They ran a pure elec­
tion, while their opponents at e^ry poll 
were well fixed. But notwithstanding 
their money—notwithstanding the nearly 
500 railway votes which went solid for Mr. 
Powell ; in spite of the almost unanimous 
vote of the French—who were pulled in 
on the remedial legislation cry—the Tory 
majority is lj400 less than it was in 1891.

The total vote by parishes at the elec­
tion on Saturday, as compared with the 
previous election, was as follows:—

it will be observed that Mr. Powell’s vote 
there was over 300 above Mr. Wood’s, who 
ran his election before the school question 
was an issue.

A few more “ victories” like that of 
Saturday and the Tories are undone. They 
could have chosen no more favorable 
constituency than Westmorland. Taking 
into consideration the immense majority 
o£ 2,148 to overcome, the railway in­
fluence, and the French vote which num 
hers about one third the electorate, not to 
speak of the big bribery fund against 
them, and we think the Liberals put up a 
wonderful fight with very satisfactory re­
sults. Mr. Powell ,_,ay never see the in­
side of the Parliament buildings before he 
is again called to face the constituency, 
and in the general contest he will stand 
a very poor show.

NO LONGER LIBERAL.

Some of our contemporaries make the 
mistake of quoting the Fredericton GleSner 
as a Liberal newspaper, and we believe 
there are a few people even in this county 
who still think "that paper speaks for the 
Liberal party. They should not be de­
ceived any longer. The Gleaner, while it 
was once the Liberal organ in this con­
stituency, is now a straight Tory sheet, 
ready to apologize for every act of the 
Tory government. It has indeed long 
ago gone over body and bones to the Tory 
party, and is directly under the control of 
the Tory wirepullers. The Gleaner’s con­
version dates from about the time Mr. 
Gibson took his political tumble into the 
Tory ranks. We do not suppose very 
many people are influenced by our con­
temporary's political “ opinions,” and 
hence its sudden turn is not regarded 
seriously by either party. However, we 
have thought it advisable to place any 
uninformed person on his guard against 
accepting anything that paper may say as 
in anywise representing the Liberals,who 
have been betrayed and sold out by their 
their former organ

PROPOSED SHOE FACTORY.

O. H. Ilartt, a former Frederictonian, 
now living at Tarrytown, N. Y., has been 
in the city recently talking up the estab­
lishment of a shoe faptory in this city. 
Mr. Hartt is a practical man, and is willing 
to take stock to the extent of $10,000 in 
the proposed factory, removing to Fre­
dericton the plant which he controls in his 
present home. Some of the business men 
have met Mr. Hartt in the Board of Trade 
meeting, and were so favorably impressed 
with his proposition that they have re­
quested him to prepare a prospectus of 
the enterprise, and when that is done it 
is possible that a stock list will be opened 
and the matter pushed forward to a prac­
tical result. Mr. Hartt is very enthusiastic 
in the matter, and if he can show, as he 
claims he can, that such an establishment 
would pay in Fredericton, no doubt our 
monied men would furnish him with all 

| thg-Kacking required. He praises that 
the capital stock of the company shall be 
placed at $50,000.

A SETTLEMENT PROBABLE.

It is just possible that a compromise of 
the Manitoba school question may yet he 
effected, and that the troublesome and 
undesirable issue may not he an element 
in the general election. Despatches eman­
ating from a Liberal source at Winnipeg, 
say that strenuous efforts are being made 
by parties representing the Ottawa gov­
ernment and Roman Catholic minority of 
Manitoba to come to terms with the Mani­
toba government. These parties assert 
positively that a conference between the 
federal and the provincial premiers will 
he held in Winnipeg in the course of a 
few weeks, when a haris of settlement 
will he arrived at.

The despatches add that the public is 
inclined to believe there is something in 
these statements because of the delay of 
the Manitoba government in taking up 
the question.

George Johnson, the Dominion statis- 
ciau at Ottawa, hasTjeen investigating the 
cost of education in the various provinces 
of Canada between the years 1888 and 
1893, and his figures show that Manitoba 
expended proportionately more for public 
schools than any other province in the 
Dominion. Between these dates On­
tario’s expenditure upon public schools 
has remained stationary at $1.87 per 
head of the population. In Quebec it 
has increased from 81 cents to 87 cents. 
In Nova Scotia it has fallen framed .51 to 
$1.45. In New Brunswick the expendi­
ture in the year 18SS was $1.26 per head, 
and in 1893 it had increased.!» $1.31. In 
Prince Edward Islançl it rose from $1.57 
to $2.02. British Columbia increased her 
educational expenditure in the same 
period from $1.40 to $1.87. In connection 
with the latter figures it is to be borne in 
mind that thefe is no public assessment 
for education in the Pacific province.

Taking the average of all the prov­
inces it shows that the people of the 
Dominion are now paying at the rate of 
$1.56 per head of population for the pur­
pose of public schools, an increase of 6 
cents in the per capita expenditure since 
1888. It appears also that Ontario spends 
7 per cent^of the total provincial revenue 
in government grants to schools, Quebec 
spends 4 per cent., Nova Scotia 23 per 
cent., New Brunswick 23 per cent., while 
in Prince Edward Island the grant to 
education is 54 per cent., or more-than 
half of the total yearly revenue of the 
province.

The statistician has also made a com­
putation of the proportion of educational 
expenditure which the government and 
the people provided respectively. Thus 
he finds that in the Province of Ontario 
93 per cent, of the total expenditure on 
public education is paid directly by the 
people, 7 per cent, only being contributed 
by grants from the provincial exchequer. 
In Quebec the proportion is 87 per cent, 
by the people to 13 per cent, by the prov­
ince. In Nova Scotia the people pay 76 
per cent, and the province the remaining 
24 per cent. In New Brunswick the pro­
portion is 60 per cent, and 40. per cent. By 
the people and the government respect­
ively. The people of Manitoba pay 
directly in school taxes 31 per cent, only 
of the cost of public schools, the govern­
ment contributing the remaining 79 per 
cent., and in Prince Edward Island the 
proportion is very much the same, viz., 
23 per cent, by the people .and 77 per 
cent, by provincial grant.

The Liberal demonstration at Dalhousie, 
Restigouche County, Monday evening in 
honor of the visit of Hon. Wilfrid Laurier 
was a great success. During the day the 
town had been decorated with flags, and an 
arch with the motto” Welcome, Laurier,” 
had been erected over the entrance of the 
Court House grounds, where the meeting 
had been announced to he held.

On the arrival of the steamer Admiral 
Mr. Laurier, who was accompanied by 
his wife, was met at the wharf by a 
delegation representing the Liberal or­
ganization of the county, and was driven 
in an open carriage throughj.the principal 
streets of the town.

Long before eight o’clock, the hour for 
which the public meeting was called, the 
Court House was packed to the doors. 
The audience included a large number of 
ladies, for whom seats had been reserved 
on the platform. Mr. Laurier upon his 
entrance was received with hearty cheers. 
The chair was taken by Geo. Haddow, 
ex-M. P., president of the Restigouche 
Liberal Association. Mr. Haddow opened 
the meeting in a few well chosen words, 
and called upon J. C. Barberie to read an 
address of welcome which had been pre­
pared.

Mr. Laurier, in replying, began by ex­
pressing his gratification at the somewhat 
unexpected opportunity which had been 
afforded him of addressing a Restigouche 
audience. He made a happy reference to 
the Westmorland election just held, in 
which the Conservative majority in the 
election had been reduced to one-third, 
and showed that anything like a similar 
reduction in other constituencies in case 
of a general election wonjd place the Con­
servative party in a hopeless minority. 
Mr. Laurier then entered upon a state­
ment of the principles of the Liberal 
party. He declared boldly for a tariff 
whose aim and effect should be the rais­
ing of a revenue for the country’s needs, 
and not for 'the protection of'selected in­
dustries and the fostering of monoplies. 
He showed the injurious effects of the 
present system by a detailed reference to 
the iron duties.

He also declared that if the Liberal 
party attained to power they would make 
an honest effort to obtain a treaty of re­
ciprocity with the United States, includ­
ing, if necessary, not only natural products, 
but a list of manufactured articles. He 
also showed what enormous benefit this 
would be to those engaged in such indus­
tries as farming, fishing and lumbering. 
Before closing, Mr. Laurier referred to the 
Manitoba school question, pointing out the 
general lines upon which such a problem 
must be solved — not by an evasion of 
political responsibility, but by an impar­
tial enquiry into the facts, and a consider­
ation of the merits of the case upon which 
the minority base their appeal ; such en­
quiry to be followed by action, not 
prompted by the desire to conciliate any 
race or creed, but based upon the prin­
ciples of justice which would commend 
themselves to all.

At the close of Mr. Lanrier’s address, a 
hearty vote of thanks was passed, and the 
meeting closed amid great enthusiasm, 
with cheers for Mr. Laurier and the Queen.

AND NOW IT IS SAID

That Parliament will meet la Novem­
ber followed by Early Di solution.

There is good reason to believe that 
Parliament will be called together some 
time between the middle of November 
and the middle of December. As all the 
government supporters not looking for 
offices would have nothing more to ex­
pect from the government which cannot 
promise a seventh session and cannot 
promise anything with the certainty of 
carrying it out, the government realize- 
that the session may be cut short by a 
forced dissolution, and are therefore mak­
ing active preparations for a general elec­
tion. Some think that the government 
may seek to take their opponents by sur­
prise early in the session by advising dis­
solution before the natural end of the 
session. The situation is so critical that 
the various Liberal Associations through­
out Canada should prepare at once a pro­
gramme of activity for this fell, so that 
the issue before the electors may be dis­
cussed and fully understood. Calm dis­
cussion and reflection is almost impossible 
after the writs are issued, and public 
opinion is much more easily formed now 
than during the excitement of a campaign. 
The Conservatives are active. The pres­
ent intention is to conduct a campaign in 
Manitoba, the Northwest and British Col­
umbia before parliament is called. The 
Conservatives have been campaigning 
Cape Breton with the aid of two ministers. 
The Conservative whip, Mr. Geo. Taylor, 
has called a meeting at Athens in his in­
terest, at which the Controller of Customs 
is to be present. The government cannot 
touch Quebec openly until after the ses- 
sio, and they rely upon touching it away 
from Mr. Laurier by remedial legislation, 
but all their influence is being exerted 
privately to prepare for an election.

Lightning entered the telegraph ollice 
of the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul 
railway company, at White Water, Tues­
day night, and instantly killed the oper­
ator.

Notice is given in the Royal Gazette 
that Thomas Wyles Scott, brigadier and 
stall' officer of the Salvation Army, re­
siding in St. John, is authorized to 
solemnize marriages in this province.

Robert M. Jones, a coach driver at Car- 
leton, St. John, disappeared from his home 
Wednesday and has not since been heard 
from by his friends. He is 74 years old, 
and it is feared something serious lias 
happened to him.

Mrs. Donnelly, a widow from River du 
Chute^ has been sent to the Carleton 
County jail for six months for violating 
the Scott Act, and the official who con­
veyed her to prison was a clergyman, 
Rev. Mr. Colpitts, Scott Act inspector.

The Knights Templar parade at Boston 
Tuesday was participated in by 25,000 
handsomely uniformed men, and there 
were over 100 bands in the procession. It 
was the biggest tiling of the kind ever 
seen in that city which was literally 
packed with visitors.

It is rumored that the Marquis of Salis­
bury has determined upon decisive action 
in regard to China, and that a British 

•fleet will occupy one or two Chinese ports 
and perhaps land marines in order to en­
force Great Britain’s demands in connec­
tion with the investigation of the recent 
massacres.

The coroner’s jury investigating the 
murder of Mis. Reynolds and her three 
children at Mansfield, Eng., on August 
11, have returned a verdict of wilful 
murder against Henry Wright, a lodger 
in the Reynolds house. Wright stabbed 
the woman and the three children, and 
set fire to the house, and unsuccessfully 
attempted to commit suicide.

A peculiar triple wedding occurred in 
Pike county, Kentucky, the other day. 
The contracting parties were Levi Thorn- 
berry, eighty-one years of age, this being 
the sixth marriage of each, the Rev. Sam­
uel Ray, sixty-seven years of age, to Miss 
Martha Lowe, aged sixty years, and 
Trimble Leslie, twenty years of age, to 
Emma Weddington, fourteen years of age.

At St. John’s, Newfoundland, Tuesday, 
the Commercial Bank trustees issued 
notices to all the shareholders asking 
them to pay up the amount of the shares 
held by them. The move, though half 
expected, comes like a thunderbolt on 
those who have already lost their shares, 
and if the matter is pushed, hundreds, 
principally of the iqiddle class, will be 
practically ruined.

John S. Leighton, jr., deputy registrar, 
of Carleton, met with a serious accident 
Thursday at Woodstock. When driving 
on King street towards Main his horse 
took fright and became unmanageable. 
The carriage wheel struck the sidewalk 
and Mr. Leighton was thrown out on the 
street with considerable violence, cutting 
his head, badly bruising his shoulder 
and injuring him internally.

It is stated that Hou. J. C. Patterson, 
late Minister of Militia, will be sworn in 
as Lieut.-Governor of Manitoba on Mon­
day, to succeed Sir John Schultz. This 
will open West Huron, where Mr. Patter­
son was elected over M. C. Cameron. It 
is understood that the vacancy in the cab­
inet, caused by the resignation of Hon. 
A. R. Angers, will shortly be filled by a 
representative of the province of Quebec.

The committee of the English Church 
Union recently startled church circles by 
declaring that civil marriages were an of­
fence against church discipline. Parties 
who had incurred censure by entering 
into such marriages, ought, according to 
the committee, to obtain absolution before 
being admitted to communion. The fur­
ther ceremonies of the ring and the join­
ing of hands ought to occur and the 
benediction be given.

TheUhatham Advance reports another 
case of triplets, this time from Nelson. 
Mrs. Carrigan, wife of Alex. Carrigan, 
engineer of Flett’s mill at that place, on 
Friday, the 16th inst., presented her 
husband with two girls and a hoy, and all 
were doing well at last accounts. Mr. and 
Mrs. Carrigan, who have been married 
about thirteen years, have now a family 
of eleven children, five being the result 
of two accouchements.

A serious attempt has been made upon 
the life of Baron Alphonse de Rothschild. 
A large and heavy envelope was received 
at the bank, Paris, Saturday, addressed to 
the Baron, and was opened by the con­
fidents! clerk. Just as the clerk tore open 
the envelope it exploded with great force, 
tearing his right eye out and blowing off 
some of his fingers. The police officers 
expressed the opinion that the envelope 
was nothing more nor less than an infer­
nal machine.

Miss Abbie Mills was robbed of her 
pocket book while kneeling at the altar 
rail in the holiness meeting at tb" Taber­
nacle, Ocean Grove, Thursday ... rning. 
Miss Mills felt something tugging lightly 
at her skirt. Being in an attitude of 
prayer she did not look around. When 
the meeting was dismissed she missed her 
pocket book, containing several bank 
notes, and she believes she was robbed 
while praying. This is the third robbery 
that has been committed at the holiness 
meetings this week.

A peculiar accident occurred Wednesday 
evening on the Colorado Midland, between 
Lsadville and Granite. The California 
express coming west was struck by a huge 
rock that was rolling down the mountain 
side, completely wrecking the baggage car 
and one end of the smoker. Only three 
persons were caught in the wrecked ears, 
and one, F. J. O’Connor of New York 
died of his injuries, and two persons whose 
names were not learned, were dangerously, 
if not fatally, injured. Had the rock, 
which weighs at least 100 tons, struck the 
sleeper the loss of life must have been 
terrible, as every berth was occupied.

In Stewart et al v. Geo. Kitchen, Judge 
Barker Wednesday granted an injunction 
order staying all proceedings until 1st 
October, and ordering plaintiff to pay 
$1,500 into court, further order to be made 
at the Fredericton sittings in October. 
The defendant claims that plaintiff is in­
debted to him for services rendered in 
connection with the Tobique Railway Co. 
and that he agreed to allow defendant on 
account of the mortgage. The mortgaged 
premises are now ad vertieed for sale, hence 
the present application. Wednesday night 
Mr. Kitchen was served with an injunction 
forbidding the sale, hut an agreement was 
subsequently reached and the property 
was hid in Thursday morning for Mr. 
Stewart at $20,000.

KEEPING IT UP.
C. E. Neill Makes an Excellent Record

In the Ottawa Shooting, and Will 
Have a Place on the Bliley 

Team.

Following up his excellent shooting 
record at Sussex, as detailed in The Herald 
last week, C. E. Neill, of this city, at the 
Dominion rifle competitions at Ottawa this 
week, has won flirther distinguished honors 
for himself, the city of Fredericton and the 
71st Batt., of which he is a member. He 
has made an excellent record right through 
the meeting, and will in all probability be 
a member of next year’s Bislev team. His 
successful career at Ottawa is told in the fol­
lowing details :

In the McDougall match Mr. Neill in a 
field of over 400 marksmen, from all parts 
of Canada, was 74th and won $4.

In the Dominion of Canada match Mr. 
Neill made 92 points out of a possible 105, 
wining $10, and leading all the 18 competi­
tors from New Brunswick. The winning 
score was 97.

In the Henshaw match Mr. Neill took 
46th place, score 69 in a possible 85, and 
won $5.

In the Kirkpatrick match the N. B. team 
of five men was second, and the highest 
scorer on our team was Mr. Neill with 87 
points in a possible 100, and his individual 
prize in the same match was $8.

In the grand aggregate made up of the in­
dividual scores in the leading matches, Mr 
Neill stood 20th with a score of 376, and 
won $6. The winner had 397 out of a possi­
ble 430.

The first hundred men in the grand ag­
gregate were entitled to shoot for the Gov­
ernor General's prize, and this__ number 
included Mr. Neill, who made 88 in a pos­
sible 105. The winner’s score was 96. 
This score, added to his grand aggregate 
figures, gave him 464, and the 25th place 
among the one hundred competitors for the 
fir.-t twenty places on the Bisley team. Capt. 
McRobbie, of the 8th cavalry, is the only 
New Brunswicker on the Bisley twenty, 
and he stood 19th with only two points 
more-than Mr. Neill. Another New Brnns- 
wicker, Pt. Langstroth of the 74th batt., is 
24th with the same score as Mr. Neill. A 
number at the original Bisley twenty, how­
ever, geiçrally decline for business reasons, 
to go to Bisley, so that it is about certain 
that both Mr. Neill and Mr. Langstroth will 
have the chance of going across the Atlantic 
next summer.

This year the 31st man in the Ottawa 
competition of 1894 went to Bisley.

In the London merchants’ cup, the New 
Brunswick team of eight men won the cup 
and $100, with a score of 714 out of a pos­
sible 840, Ontario second with 706. The 
New Brunswickers individual scores were :

A HANDSOME BUILDING.

Monday Evening’s Reception by the 
Bicycling and Boating Club.

The finishing touches are being put on 
the bicycling and boating club house, and 
it will be finally opened on Monday even­
ing, when the members will hold a re­
ception to their friends who have been in­
vited lo the number of six hundred. The 
building and grounds will be gaily decor­
ated and illuminated for the occasion, and 
the Citizens' band will play from the stand 
near the club house. There will be danc­
ing, and supper will be served in the base­
ment. The affair promises to be one of the 
pleasantest social events of the season, if 
the evening is fine, as the broad verandahs 
and adjoining grounds afford excellent 
facilities for promenading, and the floor 
within the building is just the kind desired 
by the dancers. The president of the 
reception committee is Mayor VanWart 
and the secretary, R. S. Barker. Mrs. Van­
Wart, wife of His Worship the Mayor, Mrs. 
T. Carleton Allen and Mrs. J. S. Neill will 
form the ladies’ reception committee, and 
will wear afternoon dress.

The club building has been just seven 
weeks in course of erection, and the con­
tractor was Albert W. Saunderson. It is 
46x26 ft., a storey and a half high, with 
basement full size. A verandah 8 ft. wide 
extends all around the building, and the 
outlook from it at all points is most at­
tractive. The basement is for the storage 
of canoes, boats, etc., and will be fitted 
with lockers and racks. A board walk, or 
track, runs to the water’s edge, for the con­
venience of the boating members of the 
club. On the first floor is the club room, 
wçsh room and sinks, and the club room is 
furnished with a large old-fashioned fire­
place. The floor is of hardwood, and the 
finishing is all in pine, filled and varnished. 
From the centre of the front elevator rises 
a neat tower fifty feet high surmounted by 
a flagpole, and on the rear and front, four 
pediments give additional attraction to the 
building, which is painted a canary with 
light terra cotta trimmings. The verandah 
is finished very prettily, and all the ap­
pointments of the house give it an air of 
beauty and convenience. The club are 
naturally proud of their new premises, 
which are alike a credit to the members 
and ornamental to that part of the city. 
Contractor Saunderson personally super­
vised the erection of the building, and has 
shown much taste and promptness. The 
painting was done by Wm. Lockhart. The 
cost will probably reach $2,000 when the 
furniture is added.

THE CITY SCHOOLS 

Re-opened With a Large Attendance.

The schools re-opened Monday morning, 
only with slightchanges in the teaching staff 
and with a good attendance in nearly all 
the departments. H. H. Haggerman was 
transferred from the principalship of Char­
lotte street school to the position of second 
master in the High school.
