From the recent London Pastoral
Letter of Right Rev. Dr O'Dwyer,
Bishop of Limerick, we take the fol-
lowing interesting remarks on the
woman suffrage question :

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THE BUDGET SPEECH.

At 8.20 Monday evening
Hon. Premier Mathieson
rose to deliver his first budget
speech. He pointed out in
the first place that some elec:
tions had heen held since the
last session of the Legislature.
Referring to the general Pro-
vincial elections, he said that,
for the first time at least for
many many years, not one
dolfar of public money had
been spent for voting pur-
poses. The election of 1908
had ccst $4,734, while the
election of January last cost
only $2,900, a saving of
$1,800.

He expressed the hope that
we had reached the time when
we should turn our faces to-
wards the future instead of
reiterating the political history
of the past, as had been the
custom of the late Liberal
Government.

Referring to the public
works of the Province, he
went on to show how terribly
delapidated the bridges and
other public structures had

become. Several of them

had followed the example of

the late Government, and fell
to pieces and disappeared.

The roads, too, had fallen into

a2 most wretched condition.

Henceforth, all this must be
changed, and our public works
shall be constructed and main-

tained, as far as possible, in
the most up to-date fashion.

tt-was intended, he sald, that
a practical trained engineer

He estimated the total rev-
enue at $474,000. But the
two items above enumerated,
$83,000 of deficit left by the
late Governmdat and $62,000
against the Government in
consequence of the change
in the termination of tbe fiscal
year would leave a shortage
of some $111,000. This would
all disappear in a future year.

The Premier next turned
his attention to the question

of education. He referred to
the school act of 1877, and
showed how education had
advanced and progressed for
a few years thereafter. But
in an evil day the Liberal Gov-
ernment had interfered in
many ways. At election
times, for instance, in the
establishment of political
schools. The supplements
were wiped out, and many
other mutilations of the act
were perpelrated. So wretch-
ed had our educational system
become, in consequence of
this interference, that last
year matters had gone to the
bad, money was wasted and
schools had deteriorated.

A beginning of improve-
ment would now be inaugur-
ated, and later other improve-
ments would be made. The
supplementary arrangement
at the rate of 23 per cent. of
the salaries would now be put
in force. An arrangement
would also be effected for
paying a bonus to experienced
and specially meritorious
teachers. The normal deficit
of the Province, in conse-
quence of the maladministra-
tion of the late Government
was about $60,000. He hop-
ed after this year, that we
would have a surplus of about
$50,000. This would be di-
vided between education and
the public roads.

He held out high hopes for
the future of this Province,
and then took up the question
of our oyster fisherlies. He
went into the history of this
question to some considerable

In virtue of the amount of
work the Federal Government
had on hand during the recent
session, our delegates did not
ask consideration for any
claims except those special to
Prince Edward Island.
