Canada’s War Outlay

Ottawa, Feb. 14—Details of
Canada’s war expenditure for the
first eight months of the war,
aggregating $60,000,000, were
given to parliament today ina
fourth volume of the Auditor-
General’s report for the last fis-
cal year. The more interesting
items and alleged irregularities
‘have already been made public
through the medium of the
Special War Purchase Investi-
gating Committee of parliament
and of Sir Charles Davidson.
The correspondence between the
Auditor-General and the militia
department, contained in tha pre-
sent volume, deals for the most
part, with the cases which have
already been publicly investi-
gated, and throws little new
light on what is generally known.

Some of the details of expen-
