Sir Wilfrid Laurier in the Thistle 
Rink last night witnessed a fitting 
climax to a two days’ series of mag­
nificent receptions which have been 
accorded him since his entrance on 
Monday morning into ! the Province 
of Âiberta.

Without any doubt the meeting of 
last night was the greatest ever held 
in the city of Edmonton. The rink 
has been crowded before on different 
occasions as it was last night to its 
utmost capacity, but last night’s 
meeting possessed an enthusiasm 
which has never before been accord­
ed to any public speaker in the city.

The heartiness or the reception was 
not confined to political friends alone 
Conservatives as well as Liberals uni­
ted to pàÿ honor to one who has won 
for himself a place among the great­
est of the Empire statemen. The 
reception accorded the different 
speakers was such as will make their 
visit to Edmonton one which they 
will long remember.

Rlitit Early Crowded.
The meeting -was advertised to 

start at ha£ past eight o’clock, but 
an hour earlier the building was well 
filled and long before the speakers 
arrived not a seat remairttîil vacant.

A most attractive feature was the 
elaborate scheme of decoration which 
had been put Into effect.

Mr. Pardee’s Address.
B. F. Pardee, MJ. for West Lambton.

A Great Welcome.
The entrance of the Prime Min­

ister was the signal for a great out­
burst of applause. The Immense 
gathering rose to their feet' and cheer 
after chee^sffi^pted the party as he 
and theÿsfliiWu passed out on the 
platform and took their seats. It 
was several minutes before the ap­
plause subsided and in the meantime 
Sir Wilfrid stood bowing and smiling 
before the multitude.

The chairman in welcoming Sir 
Wilfrid referred to. his visit to Ed­
monton five year» ago and the im­
mense progress that had since been 
made by the city. He would assure 
him if he came back in 2 1-2 or 3 
years more the population would not 
be 25,000 or 30,000, but 50,000 peo­
ple- Mr. CroSs then announced the 
different speakers and the order in 
which they would address the meet­
ing.

Premier Sifton First Speaker.
Premier Sifton was the first speak­

er. Sixteen years ago he had first 
visited Edmonton, then in company 
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier. That was 
on the eve of a Dominion election and 
the result was not one Conservative 
was returned west of the Great Lakes 
Since then he had somewhat neg- ■ 
lected visiting the west, but now that 
he was back again there would be 
another sweep at next election. The 
government had come to the con­
clusion tthat the west required the 
attention of not alone the private 
members Wit of the Premier himself.

SIR WILFRID’S SPEECH.
Sir WUfrid said: You, sir. in the 

remarks with which you opened the 
meeting, were kind enough to convey 
to me an invitation which I would be 
glad at once to accept. It was that I 
should again visit this city.v And you 
said that if I were to visit it again 
at no distant date, within two and a 
half'or five years at most, that in­
stead of twenty-five thousand souls, I 
would find a population of fifty thou­
sand.

I can assure you that I require no 
inducement to be impelled to visit 
the city, of Edmonton once more. The 
kindness and the warmth of the re­
ception with which I have been hon­
ored is incentive enough, and I can 
only say that if I come again, whether 
In two and a half or in five years, I 
am prepared to believe your estimate 
that I would find a population of fifty 
thousand people.

The Growth of Eftmonton.
When I visited Edmonton the first 

time the population. of that day was 
about two. thousand, with generous 
counting, as my friend Mr. Oliver has 
said. When . I visited . ft again in 
1905 It had increased only from two 
thousand to three thousand; and 

I again, according to Mr. Oliver, by 
i good counting. But today the popu- 
| latioti is twenty-live thousand, wheth­
er the counting be good or not. In two 
and a half years the population will 
be according to his estimate, without 
regard to the counting.

In fact, since I have seen the West 
I have become more Canadian than at 
any time before. In the address with 
which I was favored today I was 
acknowledged to be an optimistic 
statesman. I accept the compliment 
without any demur. Whatever I 
thought then I left Ottawa I thought 
that I was an optimistic statesman, 
but now I most say that I am ah 
enthusiastic statesman.

Huy Best of All Lands.
Like yourselves, I believe in Can­

ada, In fact, ' we "belféve in“*God and 
next'to God In Canada. We have thé 
best of all lands; we have the best of 
ali climates and wë have tlje best of 
ay Ihstitutloris.

In the same address of the muni­
cipal council "I noticed another para­
graph In which it was stated that 
only a few years ago Canada was re-

When I rise in the month of Janu­

In Canada it Is cold in winter but 
it is warm in summer, as also we 
know», and the land of frost is also 
the land of fruit, the land of wheat, 
the land of strong men and of beau- come 
ttfnl women. y

A Land for the Strong.
This country has not been made 

by God for the effete, for the 
timorous or for the laggard. We say 
to such, “You have no business hçrfj” 
tBpt, to the strong and willing, to 
those whom Çlod has endowed, with 
brains and, brawn,- we say, “This is 
ffout country. "v Come with us and 
you will find your labor rewarded as 
jnever In any other part of the world!"
This is the reason why we like our 
(cppptry and our climate.

Likewise we are proud of our in­
stitutions. They are inferior to none.
We do not follow where others lead.
We trace our own furrow. It is 
pur glory! and I think we can rightly 
Claim it, that we have contributed to 
the making of the British‘Empire.

A Galaxy of Young Nations.
The British Empire is at the pre­

sent time a galaxy of young nations.
What is the principle that has made 
these nations? It is the principle 
of autonomy. It is not conceivable 
that, if the principle of Crown gov­
ernment as it was in the past had 
persisted, Canada, and that galaxy 
of nations within the Empire, would 
have been what they are. tIt is the 
principle of autonomy that has 
brought them to be what they are, 
and that is auxiliary nations of the 
great Mother Country.

I see in this audience some old 
heads. There are not many old men 
In Western communities,1 Ode of the 
things which has surprised us during 
opr tour through the1 Western coun­
try is that we see so many young 
men. There are here and there some 
Old heads* almost all of whom I sup­
pose come from the old provinces on 
the Atlantic coast. They will remem­
ber the struggles of their forefathers 
In the interests of responsible gov­
ernment, their struggle to be allowed 
the privilege of governing themselves 
as members of. a nation within the

the principle ef responsible govern­
ment.

The -principle at responsible gov­
ernment has been the basis of union 
with, the Mother Country. We Cana-, 
dians have Initiated the principle by 
Which it is possible for the colony 
to. become .a nation without severing 
Its connection with the parent land. 
It, is the glory Canadian peo­
ple that they have been instrumental 
in introducing the principle which is 
acknowledged to be the ruling and
guiding principle under which the 
British Empire now esjtets.

Objections Swept A wiry. >
Every step ta^en in |hat direction 

meant, that some 3obj*fstioo would 
come front thqsç wÿo were effete, 
timorous and lsgârif. But all their 
objections were jgyept away, by a free 
people knd today we are enjoying 
the benefit of their struggles in that 
direction.

While we are -a nation at the pre­
sent time, howepqr, K does not fol­
low that out. task is accomplished; 
tt ydoeg i»<Jt Ie8'<6pFtha! there js noth­
ing else to be done. No. It Is our 
duty to accept all the responsibility 
of a free nation. The only difference 
between us and the other nations is 
that we owe/our allegiance to the 
Mother Country of Old England.

We are proud to say, and to be­
lieve, maintain and affirm that we 
are British subjects, that we have no 
other allegiance than our allegiance 
tq King George the Fifth. A,nd it. 
is part of the glory of this country 
that we have laid down the way for 
others to follow. Australia, New Zea­
land and South Africa have followed 
in our steps. . _ _ .

I hm glad to. belable .to say that 

within a few__wecks after my return 
to Ottawa a -representative of our gov­
ernment. wil.t Leave Ottawa to be pre­
sent at fhé Sbénïng ol the first par­
liament of South Africa. Remember, 
my fellow-countrymen, what these 
words mean to us, Canadians and 
British subjects. The parliament will 
be opened at 'Pretoria and jvill have 
as its members British subjects, some 
of whom will be of British origin 
and some of Dutch origin.

What is the first right, what Is the 
first duty, and what is the first re­
sponsibility of a free people? It must 
be prepared to maintain its in teg. 
rity. It must be prepared to main­
tain and defend its allegiance. And 
to that duty we have given our at­
tention in the last parliament, and 
have determined to organize a navy 
to protect our shores.

The duty of defence is inherent in 
human nature. When I was first here 
you had no city police force. Today 
you have a police force because you 
haVfe grown to be a city. So is it 
with Canada. We have become a na­
tion. We have a sea coast which we 
must be prepared to defend, and for 
this purpose we must have a navy.
That is the first reason.

The Other Reason.
The other reason is that up to the 

present time Great Britain has borne 
alone the burden of the defence of 
the immense fabric of. the British 
Empire in all lands and all seas. That 
Canada should now bear a share of 
the burden is a proposition so true 
that I need waste no time expatia­
ting upon it. You will agree with, 
me, I am sure.

There maÿ" be a difference as to 
methods. Some of my fellow-coun­
trymen have been saying that instead 
Of having a navy of our own we 
should give a contribution to the 
British navy. 1 personally never 
could agree with that proposition.
Rather I think we should do for our­
selves what we can to prepare our­
selves as a najtlon for the work of 
defence. And if our example is fol­
lowed, as indeed It is being fol­
lowed at the present time by Aus­
tralia and New Zealand, and as it 
will doubtless be followed by and by 
by South Africa, should England ever 
be in dangeÿ—»te»L Will not use the 
word, I do not believe that England 
can ever be in danger, for up to the 
present time England was never afrai,d 
Or jealous" of any nation—but should 
the day come when England should, 
be in danger I believe that more 
help can be given her if all the 
daughters of the nation can go from 
all pdrts of the world to meet the 
common enemy. ^

This Is the Reason.
This is the proposition, this is the 

reason why I thought it better to ac­
cept to the full thè responsibility of 
defending ourselves at *a. We have 
a militia of which we have jio reason 
to be ashamed. We have some volun­
teers who in South Africa gave a good 
account of themselves, who when they 
wece put by the side of those famous 
soldiers, the Gordon Highlanders, at 
Faardeberg, showed that the old 
fighting blood still flowed in their 
veins.

We must also be prepared to de­
fend ourselves upon the high seas.
What Is the position taken by the 
Opposition? The Opposition wer,e 
divided on lines of geography. There 
was one policy in Quebec and one in 
Ontario. In Quebec the men of 
French descent" like myself and in 
Ontario the men of English descent 
like yourselves.

Ontario says the government pol­
ity does no go far enough. It is all 
right to build a navy, but we should 
also make a contribution to the Brit­
ish Imperial navy.

Wlurt Quebec Wants.
In Quebec the Opposition wants no 

navy and no contribution. In Que­
bec at this moment I am denounced 
as a traitor to my race because I ad­
vocated this policy. In Ontario I am 
denounced as a traitor to the British 
thrown because I have advocated this 
policy.

For my part 
I approve the appellation and am pre­
pared to accept the statement that 
Canada is “Ouï Lady of the Snows."

Canada’s Glorious Climate.
The climate of Canada is the. glory 

of Canada. It is the Climate of Çan-

government of th# time, believing 
that they had no right to force upon 
Manitoba a system which was not 
agreeable tb the people of Manitoba.

In 1905 when we adopted constitu­
tions for the provinces of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan I took a stand of com­
promise on the question of education 
for which- I was denounced on the 
one hand by the extreme Catholics 
and on ‘ the other by the extreme 
Protestants.

Three Per Cent, of Revenue.
The navy will cost about three mil­

lions a year, which Is. about-three per 
cent, of our revenue. I think we can 
stand It. That will not prevent us 
from doing what wë have to do for 
the development of this country.

What you want here is railways. 
We realize this and are prepared to 
give them to you. I have stated that 
we should have to build the Hudson 
Bay Railway. I think we; are pre­
pared for that and you will require 
no argument from me to prove to you 
tftkt if is heeded. Further I have s&id 
that we shall have to dig and build 
the Georgian Bay Canal. Also I have 
said that we shall have to build an­
other Welland Canal.

But, sir, there is another, project 
in which you are interested and to 
Which ,fer mÿ part, L have been giv­
ing some attention of late, and which 
I have discussed with my colleagues, 
and especially with the Minister of 

ublic Works. It is the deepening 
f the Saskatchewan river, so as to 

make it navigable from the city of 
Edmonton to the city of Winnipeg.

In Eatetern CafilBa there is an ar­
tery in the St. Lawrence from the 
shore of the Atlantic to the heart of 
Ontario. It is a source of great 
wealth to the East and we have spent 
millions upon it to make it navigable 
from the Isle of Anticosti to Lake 
Superior. We have poured money 
into it. ’ . ,

The Saskatchewan Route.
In the West we have also in the 

River Saskatchewan an artery from 
the Rocky Mountains to the city of 
Winnipeg, It can be improved. We 
think it ought to be improved and 
are taking steps g.t this very mopient 
to see' if we can maintain a channel 
of six feet from Edmonton to Win­
nipeg. We have inspectors at work 
on it at the present time and plans 
are being prepared. I am sure you 
will agree with me that if it can be 
done it ought to be done.

We are a young country. We are 
the, youngest country. We have the 
pretension to rise to a position equal 
With that of the exalted nations of 
the world. If we are to c(o this we 
must build thft Hudson Bay Railway; 
we must build the Georgian Bay Ca­
nal; we must build another Welland 
Canal and we must riiake the Sas­
katchewan navigable.

There is more to. be done yet. I 
invite you all, my fellow-countrymen, 
to rise to the occasion. It is not ne­
cessary for me to make such an in­
vitation. I know that One and all In 
this province yog will rise to what is 
to be done. (Prolonged crteerâ).

The Member for Pictou.

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS.
Chicago, August 9.—The board of 

trade adjourned at noon today be­
cause of the Knights Templars parade 
in order to give the brokers an op­
portunity to view the procession.

The professionals sold prices off early 
on the Government August report, 
which showed a gain of forty-four 
million bushels for the month and 
was twelve million bushels In excess 
of a year ago. There was heavy sell­
ing early but this was followed by 
heavy buying on the part of the 
local crowd and the (French crop 
news says that France will be obliged 
to import forty million bushels of 
wheat this year.

The big decerase in the European 
visible supply was not only unex­
pected, but it drove many of the 
shorts to cover, the figures being 
2,632,000 bushels.

The Canadian visible supply is now 
4,101,000 bushels against 10,196,000 
bushels a year ago.

The Liverpool wheat market was 
unsettled, the opening was lower an 
the British government reports of 
rain in the Argentina, and bad re­
ports from Romania, the total re­
serve of wheat will amount to eight 
million bushels.

The new crop is moving freely by 
rail and barge. Spot wheat at Liver­
pool was unchanged to 1-2 cent high­
er, and futures 5-8 to 3-4 cent. Paris 
advanced 1 1-2 cents on wheat and 
2 1-2 to 2 3-4 on flour. Berlin wheat 
was 1 1-8 cents lower, while Buda­
pest was 1-8 cent better.

Best Crops Around Edmonton, La- 
combe and Regina.

Ottawa, Aug. 8—The following tele 
gram has been received at the De 
partment of Agriculture from Dr 
William Saunders, director of Expert 
mental Farms:

“Calgary, Alta., Aug. 6
“From Regina to Saskatoon the 

crops are very variable. About Re 
gina and for the first twenty miles 
north there are many good fields 
Further north, the larger part of the 
grain is stunted and has suffered much 
from drouth and the yield will be 
very light From Saskatoon to Ros- 
There are many good fields about 
of Saskatoon on the Grand Trunk 
Pacific through northern Saskatch­
ewan the grain fields vary much, 
Some are good but the larger part 
have short straw and promise light 
yield. Through northern Alberta to 
Edmonton the crops average better. 
There are many goold fields about 
Edmonton and south to Lacombe. At 
the experimental farm at Lacombe I 
saw some of the heaviest yields met 
with anywhere. From Lacombe to 
Calgary the yields are variable. There 
are many good ones, others lighter, 
and becoming very light near Cal­
gary.”

The first deputation to meet Sir 
Wilfrid was from the farmers of Ed­
monton, Clover Bar and Strathcona 
districts. They were introduced by 
F. H. Herbert, of Strathcona, and pre­
sented their requests in a most busi­
nesslike manner, which was very 
favorably commented on by all pre­
sent.

The Farmers Heard.
F. C. Clare, of the Edmonton Local 

Union A.F.A., forwarded resolutions 
dealing with the encouragement of the 
chilled meat industry, and the griev­
ances arising from the mixing of grain 
at lake elevators.

Rice Sheppard, Strathcona, present­
ed a memo of arguments in favor of 
the government control of terminal 
elevators in order to remedy existing 
conditions.

J. E. Jackson, of Clover Bar, pre­
sented a petition asking for stricter 
laws governing the liability of the 
railways for cattle killed on the tracks 
and for better cattle guards.

Joshua Fletcher, Strathcona, ex 
pressed the views of the deputation on 
the tariff and endorsed the views ex­
pressed by the Grain Growers’ Asso­
ciation at Brandon. He asked for 
duty-free farm implements.

D. W. Warner, Clover Bar, was to 
speak on legislation for cooperative 
societies, but reserved his remarks for 
Red Deer.

The Premier's Reply.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in replying, 

thanked the farmers for the business­
like manner in which they had pre­
sented their views. It was to hear 
the views of the people of the west 
that he and his party were making 
the present trip. The government 
had tried to prevent clashing of east 
land west In the tariff and this he did 
not think existed. As a proof he 
quoted that the co-operative bill of 
last session had been introduced by 
Lloyd Harris, of Brantford, the repre­
sentative of a manufacturing centre.

He did not favor the erection of 
government abbatoir for the chilled 
meat industry, but thought it might 
be helped as the butter and cheese in 
dustry had been assisted.

Speaking of terminal elevators, he 
said it was now admitted that there 
was a flaw in the existing act that 
must be remedied. There was un­
doubtedly mixing of grain at Fort 
William and Port Arthur. He was 
hot an ardent government ownership 
advocate, and he thought there was 
another means of solving the elevator 
question. He pointed out that there 
were no complaints where the carrier 
companies operated the elevators, 
was only where the buyers operated 
them that complaints arose. He 
quoted the Minnesota law as the re­
medy of the Duluth elevator com 
plaints .and promised similar legisla­
tion when parliament meets in Nov­
ember.

The tariff was a large question and 
on it he would defer extended re­
marks etill he met the United Farm­
ers of Alberta at Red Deer. He 
would point out that let was easy to 
get a protective tariff but harder to 
get rid of it. When duties were 
dropped off in a day there was great 
fear of losses to those who had pur­
chased goods. The tariff was being 
reduced gradually but effectively.

Hon. Mr. Graham, minister of rail 
ways, spoke on the matter of cattle 
guards and greaeter protection to 
farmers' cattle. These were serious 
questions and he was afraid the re­
quests of the farmers went too far, 
Legislation in answer to what theey 
asked he thought would not be for the 
benefit of the entire people. Last 
year an amendment had been made 
to the existing law and It made

the conditions. To a general law of 
which all coti^d take advantage with 
favor to none, there could be no ob­
jection.

The Civic Petitions.
Mayor Lee and Aid. Gariepy made

CATTLE TRAIN WRECKED.

Two C. P. R. Freights Collided Be 
twee Calgary and Sheppard.

Calgary, Aug. 6—Pulling thirty-sev­
en cars, loaded principally with cattle, 
the engine on freight train No. 78 
crashed head-on into another freight 
coming into Calgary, about three miles 
from Shepard, last night, about half­
past nine o’clock. The impact dp- 
railed both engines and a number of 
cars, but advices received last night 
stated that no lives were lost. It Is 
said the crews of both engines jump­
ed when they saw that a collision 
was inevitable.

Conductor Helmer was in charge of 
the freight that left Calgary for the 
east, and thq live stock carried was the 
property, largely, of the P. Burns 
company. The incoming freight was 
going at a good rate and the impact 
was a hard one. Fortunately, the 
crews saw that a collision was Inevit­
able and had time to jump.

An auxiliary left Calgary when news 
of the wreck reached here, and medi­
cal assistance was taken along to 
care for the men who may have been 
Injured.

Up to an early hour this morning 
the track was blocked and the aux­
iliary crew was laboring to clear the 
fine.

No details In regard to the cause of 
the collision were given out by any 
of the railway ofllcials last night.

It was. however, learned that 
freight train No. 78 was made up at 
the Calgary stock yards, and was 
taken out without those in charge 
having received the special orders that 
were waiting for them at the East 
Calgary depot, to wait until after the 
arrival of the other train.

BOOM AT COURTENAY BAY.

Owners Boost Prices of Land in Ex­
pectation of G. T. P. Construc­
tion.

St. John, N.B., Aug. 8—Real estate 
around Courtenay Bay, where the 
Grand Trunk terminals and dry dock 
will be built, has been sharply ad­
vanced and owners are holding out 
for high prices. A great boom is 
expected there next year when it is 
said construction work will begin on 
an extensive scale.

GRANDE PRAIRIE IS 
WONDERFULLY FERTILE

British Officer Expects to Return in 
a Couple of Years to Find Railway 
Built Into Great Northwest Coun­
try.

Lieut. Cyril A. Roberts, who made 
a detour to Grand Prairie this sum­
mer on his way home to England from 
Hong Kong, arrived in Edmonton on 
Sunday on his return from the north. 
Lieutenant Roberts visited his brothr- 
er, A. E. W. Roberts, at Saskatoon 
Lake, Grande Prairie. He went up 
by way of Lesser Slave lake and came 
back to Edmonton by the old hunting 
trail which runs south from Bear 
creek, striking the grade of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific at Prairie Creek. 
Mr. Roberts left Grande Prairie on 
July 19th. He is much taken with 
the country and describes it as won­
derfully fertile, with just enough 
slough and brush for shelter and fuel. 
Mr. Roberts leaves in a few days for 
the east to sail by the Prince George 
for England, on August 18th. He 
expects to return to Canada in the 
course of a year or two to find a rail­
way into the Grand Prairie.

“A road is being built in from Ent- 
wistle, but I think the railroad will 
get there first,” is Mr. Roberts’ view 
of the transportation problem.

BUYING FISHING PLANTS.

Are Canadian Northern Men Trying 
to Form Fishing Trust?

Victoria, Aug. 8—According to re­
liable information, MacKenzie & Mann 
are endeavoring to form a deep-sea 
fishing trust on the British Columbia 
coast. They have already secured an 
option on the Pacific Whaling com­
pany’s interests and will also take 
over the Pacific Coast fishery plant at 
Pacific, the Queen Charlotte plant and 
several others, and are now trying to 
bu>- out the. New England Fish com­
pany, which practically handles all 
the halibut on this coast. The Alaska 
Whaling company’s interests are also 
included in the deal. MacKenzie and 
Mann’s large freezing plants will be 
operated In connection and it is pro­
posed to erect an immense soap plant 
so that oil can be manufactured in 
the province instead of the material 
being shipped to Glasgow, as now.

BIG FIRE AT RAINY RIVER.

Lumber Shed of Raitly’Rlver Lumber 
Company Destroyed. Loss Million

Rainy River, Ont., Aug. 8.—The 
large lumber shed of the Rainy River 
Lumber Company, with its contents, 
including surrounding platforms and 
five C.N.R. box cars, were utterly con­
sumed by fire last night. The origin 
of the fire is unknown, the watchman 
having passed through twenty minutes 
previous. At the end of the shed was 
a splendid water plant just com­
pleted, which gave a good pressure. 
Indeed, it was a material factor in 
saving adjacent lumber piles of the 
Rainy River and of the Rat Portage 
Lumber companies and the town it­
self. The extensive fire apparatus of 
the lumber companies and the civic 
fire department were promptly con­
centrated oh the building and the 
fire brigade of Beaudette, across the 
river and the international border 
came promptly to the rescue, being 
on the ground within fifteen minutes 
of the first alarm. Their united ef­
forts were successful in confining the 
fire to dry kiln and shed.

The lumber stacked in the shed is 
still burning and will take some time 
yet to burn ouf. The company’s loss 
will be heavy, about one hundred 
thousand dollars, partially covered by 
insurance. Great credit is due Beau­
dette for thé rapid arrival of their 
brigade and its effective aid.

GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY FINED.

For Violating the Canadian Immigra­
tion Law».

Sarnia, Aug.'S—In iho case of thirteen 
charges against the Grand Trunk by In. 
e pee tor Herbert for violating the immi. 
gration laws, evidence in which wae tak. 
en up to 10 o'clock Saturday, a verdict 
wae given imposing a fine of $50 and 
costs in each case. The .«evidence show­
ed that the men had been supplied with 
the money necessary to enable each to 
show $25 to the immigration officers at 
Sarnia and gave receipts at the Port 
Huron tunnel station. The money was 
given back by the men at the Sarnia sta­
tion after they had passed the immigra­
tion iivrpectioni.

NORTH ONTARIO TOWN 
PARTIALLY DESTROYED

Business Section of Cochrane Wiped 
Out by Fire Ercrly Sunday Morning 
—Nineteen Famility Left Home­
less—Tents Being Forward From 
Cobalt to House the Victims.

North Bay, August 8.—Cochrane, 
252 miles north of this place, the 
youngest town in the north, received 
its first set-back today, when fire 
licked up nineteen business places. 
As the merchants occupied living 
rooms above their stores, nineteen 
families are homeless and tents arè 
being hurried lo the scene from Co­
balt to house the unfortunates until 
other arrangements can be made. 
Shortly after two o’clock Sunday 

i morning railway men noticed a blaze 
in Brindley’s real estate office and the 
alarm was at once given by the blow­
ing of engine whistles and by men 
running from house to house to 
arouse the sleeping occupants. For­
tunately, there was no wind blowing 
or the whole town would have been 
tire-swept.

As it was, the fiâmes spread with 
great rapidity, leaping from one 
frame building to another, and the 
efforts of the bucket brigade were dir­
ected to keeping the fire confined to 
one side of the street.

An entire block facing upon two 
streets was Wiped out, nineteen build­
ings being completely destroyed. 
Efforts were made to save the stocks 
and merchandise was piled in great 
heaps in the middle of the streets and 
much that escaped the flames was 
damaged by mud and handling.

Only one house is left standing in 
the two blocks devastated, and the 
sprightly little town presents a sorry 
appearance with the big black gash 
across the centre and goods scattered 
promiscuously in the streets.

Ottawa, Aug. 8----- Forty fishery in­
spectors for Ontario will eHortly be ap­
pointed by the Federal Government in 
accordance with the recently announced 
policy of reverting to Dominion inspco, 
tion at the department of marine and 
fisheries.

Railway Commistion Will be Called 

Upon to Decide Whether C.N.R. 
May Build In Fraser and Thompeon 
Hiver Canyons Alongside C.P.R.

Vancouver, Aug, 8—A battle. royal, 
involving the right of the Canadian Nor- 
,ueTn Railway to,kuild ite line on a por­
tion of the right-of-way of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway on the shelving 
banks of the Fraser and Thompson 
- vox canyope, ia impending. It will be 
fought out here before the Board of 
Railway Commiseioners at ite first sit. 
-ng here on September 5th. Eminent 
counsel have been retained by both 
sides. The Canadian Pacific Railway has 
entered a general protcet against the ap­
plication of Messrs. MacKenzie A Mann, 
for approval of the route of the Cana- 
u.an Northern Railway at two different 
points. The first is for a seven-mile 
section on the Thompson River and the 
other is for a ten.mile stretch on the 
Fraser.

In ite protest to the railway-board the 
Canadian Pacifie Railway declares that 
approval of the application of the other 
road to infringe on its right-of-way, 
the two disputed sections referred to. 
wilt involve danger to ite own line. The 
Canadian Northern has located its route 
adjacent to, but below the grade of the 
older line. In its bill;of particulars, the 
Canadian Pacific states, in the first p! ace 
tuat there ie not sufficient room for -two 
parallel lines on the precipitous banks 
of the two rivers. It is pointed out that 
tne building of the Canadian Northern 
grade will seriously menace the support 
of the other eojnpany]e roadbed and that 
the older company, when removing rock 
slides, would be compelled, in any event, 
to dump the rocky, bopl^e^s- blown to 
tracks on the Other* road, tiihunbeing no 
other method of getting off th.ejiundreda 
of tone-of rock falls in -»eslain seasons 
of the year.

Construction” for August says that 
although somewhat less brisk than the 
preceding months, building operations 
in June were carried out to an ex­
tent considerably in advance of the 
progress noted to the corresponding 
period of 1909. The returns on the 
whole are, to say the least, highly 
gratifying, showing as they do, an 
average increase of 14 per cent, for 
twenty-three centres. These centres 
reflect more or less accurately the 
building situation in every locality 
from coast to coast. The ratio of 
gains to losses is a trifle better than 
two to pne.

The West,' in particular, made a 
most excellent showing, noting a cycle 
of unbroken gains, and reflecting a 
condition which is hardly short of 
remarkable, when one considers the 
pronounced activity of the immediate 
past and the settling back which 
usually accompanies the summer sea­
son. Again, Winnipeg, which has a 
gain of 17 per cent,, has the largest 
total amount for permits issued of 
any city of the Dominion, having to 
her credit a total of $2,406,600, as 
against $2,042,850 in June, 1908. 
Brandon, in the same province, is 
substantially ahead of her correspond­
ing figures with an increase of 68 per 
.cent, while Regina and Saskatoon, re­
presenting the condition in Saskatche­
wan, top their last year amounts to 
the extent of 109 per cent, and 26 per 
cent, respectively.

By far the most marked feature of. 
tire month in the western section was 
the tremendous upturn in Vancouver, 
where an aggregate value for permits 
amounting to $1,162,920 gives that 
city an advantage of 77 per cent, over 
the preceding corresponding period. 
Accompanying Vancouver report is 
the statement “that there is still every 
prospect that the remarkable progress 
of the present will keep up.” Pos­
sibly as much can algo be said for 
Victoria, whose *ul A 162 per cent., 
although a som*what smaller amount 
is noted, show» an ever greater pro­
portionate increase. In Alberta, Cal 
gary, Lethbridge and Edmonton; in 
their respective advances Of 188, 12 
and 11 per‘cent,, indicate the splendid 
progress which is being made in that 
province. Edmonton, predicts a 
heavy total fqr July, while the past 
performances of Calgary and Leth­
bridge is possibly the best assurance 
of what-to expect from those two 
places.

With Ontario, hoyeever, the fortunes 
of ,the month were ' " -... -less, propitious.

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TUESDAY’S DAILY.
A STATESMAN OF THE EMPIRE.

The most distinguished Canadian of 
this age Is the guest of Edmonton to­
day. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is more than 
a national figure; he is a .statesman 
of the Empire. His words carry 
weight beyond the confines of the 
Dominion; the trend of his policy is 
measured and weighed In lands which 
Mb has never seen and by people to 
whbm he owes no official obligation. 
The speech he delivers in Edmonton 
tonight will be commented on in Lon­
don, Cape Town and Melbourne to­
morrow. The trend of his thought, 
tbejnferences from his utterances, the 
objective discernible in his national 
policy—these are themes of vital in­
terest wherever the British flag floats 
Over a civilized and self-governing 
people.

To Sir Wilfrid belongs credit not 
only for having attained this honor, 
but as well for having done much to 
make such honor attainable to a 
colonial statesman. That it is attain­
able is because the scattered people 
who "own allegiance to the British flag 
recognize and realize as never before 
their relationship, their mutual inter­
ests, their common duties, opportuni­
ties and aspirations. Canadians have 
now an interest in South Africa, in 
India, and New Zealand, and the 
Mother Land, other than a geograph­
ical'Interest; and the dwellers in those 
distant lands reciprocate the sense of 
relationship and of personal concern 
in Canada and Canadians. “The Em­
pire is now more than a term denoting 
the legal affiliation of a certain num­
ber of isolated portions of the earth. 
It carries also the significance of 
peoples separated by

the Imperial spirit. The preferential 
tariff was a fine combination of busi­
ness and sentiment which has done 
much to awaken British interest in 
Canada.

NONE OF THE PUBLIC’S BUSINESS

The strength of the high tariff cause 
in Canada has been the presumed suc­
cess of high tariff In the United 
States. The wonderful development 
along Industrial and commercial lines 
which has occurred in the Republic 
during the last half century has been 
faithfully credited to the fact that 
manufactured goods were not allowed 
to enter the country except under a 
heavy handicap. And on numberless 
Canadian platforms the moral has 
been drawn that to induce a repeti­
tion of this development north of the 
boundary we must erect and maintain 
a tariff similar to that which has 
existed during the expansion period 
south of it.

Whether high tariff has helped or 
hindered the development of manu­
factures south of the boundary need 
not be argued: It would be remark 
able if an agency for which such 
great claims have been made deserved 
no credit at all for the results achiev­
ed during its existence. But that the 
tariff has been the sole or even the 
chief factor in producing those results 
is manifestly absurd. That a country 
so situated geographically, with such 
vast and varied resources, with a com­
paratively small population, and 
door open to the ambitions of all 
creation should experience activity 
along* industrial lines is surely not

the whole at the time was only $80,- 
000,000, that being the sum for which 
It is claimed it could have been dup­
licated. Mr. Carnegie and his assoc­
iate,- got $420,000,000 more for their 
property than it cost them, and on 
this sum, and on a larger sum in com­
mon stock, the United States Steel 
corporation expects to make a profit 
through the prices they are able to 
compel United States consumers to 
pay because of the high protection of 
the tariff.

As 
Senator Cummins put it, the United 
States Steel corporation had confid­
ence in its own power and in the 
friendship of men like Dalzell of 
Pennsylvania, Payne of New York, 
Aldrich of Rhode Island, Hale of 
Maine, and Lodge of Massachusetts, to 
be sure that in the years to come it 
would be able to earn interest upon 
the $500,000,000 it was paying to the 
Carnegie Steel company. The men 
named are leaders of the Republican 
party in Congress, and are promin­
ent as high tariff men.’

"Senator Bristowe, at Winfield, 
Kansas, brought the rubber trust in­
to the open in a somewhat similar 
way. This trust, according to its sen­
atorial assailant, has a capital of 
$40,000,000, much of it "water.” It 
has been paying dividends, it is al­
leged, at the rate of fully 70 per cent, 
a year. Prominent Republican mem­
bers of Congress are heavy share­
holders. One of them is declared to 
be Senator Nelson W. Aldrich, chair­
man of the Senate committee on fin­
ance, which raised the duty on man­
ufactured rubber from 30 to 36 per 
cent, while the tariff bill was before 
it.”

The St. John Globe voices the hope 
that nothing will be done in the near 
future in the way of opening up the 
Hudson Bay route to transportation 
and the country to be traversed by 
the railway to the Bay to settlement 
and development.

Late summer is not regarded as a 
particularly favorable time for an im­
migrant to come to the Canadian 
V» est unless he brings with him a 
supply of capital sufficient to tide 
him through the winter with the 
comparatively small amount he will 
be able to earn during the fall 
months. This fact is understood by 
immigration agencies, and intending 
immigrants arq not urge a to come at 
this particular time of the year. But 
they are coming, and in large numb­
ers. In fact the rush seems to have 
attained such proportions that any­
thing like a cessation is not to be 
looked for, even for a part of the year. 
The most that occurs in the way of 
variation is a falling off which re­
duces the volume by comparison only. 
In point of fact, the tide continues 
to flow very strongly even in the "off 
seasons” of the year. This is an 
added reason why it is well that new- 
comers other than thost classes sure 
of immediate and steady employ­
ment are required to bring a certain 
sum of money with them. If those 
coming now were possessed of little or 
no means, or if a large proportion of 
them were in such condition, their 
coming at this season would not be 
altogether desirable. During the bal­
ance of the summer any man able 
and willing to work should be able to 
find employment in this country at 
suitable wages. But half the summer 
is gone, And if men came in large 
numbers with nothing but the pros­
pective wages they could earn dat­
ing the remaining summer months as 
a provision for their support during 
the winter there would be danger of 
some degree of hardship at least be­
fore spring opened. And to invite or 
even allow them to come under such 
conditions would not be a kindness 
to them nor an advantage to the 
country. To allow the towns to be 
flooded at this time of year with men 
having nothing but the, prospect of 
work in town or security against win­
ter would be to invite a condition of 
things a few months hence which we 
cannot afford to produce.

The manager of the colonization de­
partment of the G. P. R. says the 
company have disposed of about 
three-quarters of the land located by 
them in the district lying southeast 
of the city.

GRAHAM, PARDEE
AND MACDONALD
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(Tuesday’s Daily.)
Former residents of the Maritime 

Provinces last night paid a worthy 
tribute to a distinguished son in the 
person of E. M. MacDonald, K.C., 
M.P., of Picton, N.S., one of the 
foremost of the private members of 
the Parliament of Canada. The occa­
sion was a banquet given in his honor 
at the King Edward Hotel. There 
were present one hundred sons of 
the three provinces by the sea, Includ­
ing many prominent residents of Ed­
monton, Strathcona and other points.

The chair was occupied by D. H. 
MacKinnon, of the firm of Cogswell 
& MacKinnon. On his right were 
seated the guest of the evening with 
Hon. C. R. Mitchell, attorney general, 
and Judge H. C. Taylor. On his left 
were two other guests, Hon. Frank 
Oliver and Senator Gibson, besides 
John Ross, Sheriff W. S. Robertson, 
and others.

After an excellent menu, prepared 
in good style by the hotel, had been 
disposed of, the toast list of the even­
ing was undertaken.

The first honored was that of The 
King, drunk to the strains of the 
National Anthem.

Tlie Three Provinces.
With the toasts of New Brunswick, 

Prince Edward Island and Nova Scotia 
were coupled the names of F. A. Mor­
rison, Vegreviile, E. B. Williams and 
Aubrey Fullerton. Each of the three 
speeches were brimful of humor and 
eulogistic of the worthy sons that 
the three have sent out to different 
parts of the world. New Brunswick’s 
champion claimed practically all the 
university presidents of Canada. Prince 
Edward Island’s exponent asserted 
that it was the birthplace of Confed­
eration and the home of many of the 
foremost Canadian educationalists. 
Nova Scotia’s representative dwelt on 
the political affairs of historic interest 
that centred around his native prov­
ince and the great statesmen that 
were born there.

The Guest of the Evening.
The health of the èuest of the even­

ing, E. M. MacDonald, was enthu­
siastically honored.

Mr. MacDonald, upon rising, was 
greeted with prolonged applause. His 
address was the big effort of the ev­
ening and was an eloquent plea for 
unity among Canadians. He thanked 
those present for the honor that they 
had done him in making him the guest 
of the evening.

He was perfectly satisfied to live In 
the East. While the Maritime Pro­
vinces had not the illimitable wheat 
field? of the West, they had many 
sources of wealth which the West did 
not possess. And so when former 
Mari timers had made their piles he 
hoped they would come back and 
spend their money among the old folk 
and enjoy an easy time.

He paid an eloquent tribute to the 
distinguished sons of Pictou county, 
which he represented. There were 
Principal Grant, who wrote from 
Ocean to Ocean, 25 years ago; Sir 
William Dawson, of McGill Univer 
sity; Principal D. M. Gordon, who 
Buceeded Principal Grant, and Presi­
dent Falconer, the present head of 
Toronto University. Then there were 
great statesmen, Sir Charles Tupper, 
Sir John Thompson and many others, 
leaders In the political life of Can 
ad a.

In graphic language he portrayed 
the marvellous growth of Western 
Canada as he had seen It in the pre 
sent trip. The West had many needs 
but the people of the prairie must not 
alone be Western, they must be Cana­
dian. First of, all the people must 
be Canadian. They must forgest east 
and west and live and act for the 
good of Canada as a whole.

The Dominion of Canada in the 
next quarter of a century will have 
a population of twenty-five million 
and in the regular course of events 
will dominate the British Empire. 
With this end In view former reel 
dents of the Maritime provinces 
should by their life and teaching con 
tradlct the words of Kipling when 
he said "For East is East and West 
is West and never the twain shall 
meet.”

Peace River Railway.
Referring to the various projects 

of the government for the develop­
ment of the West, Mr. Cross said: 
While interested' in thé pfôtnlse that 

the Saskatchewan will be made navi­
gable ; while anxious to see the G.T.P. 
completed to Prince Rupert; while 
interested in all these projects for 
the development of the West I would 
like to draw the attention of the Min­
ister of Railways to another project 
that may appeal to his mind in thp 
future, and that is .the building of a 
railway through the Peace River 
country to the Pacific coast.”

Mayor Lee followed Mr. Cross with 
an appropriate speech in which he 
traced the development of the city 
of Edmonton from the time when he 
first came Into it some ten or twelve 
years ago, when its population was 
little more than one thousand people, 
to the present day, When Its popula­
tion numbers from twenty-five thou­
sand to thirty thousand people. "I 
venture to predict,” said the mayor, 
that in twenty-four years Edmon­

ton will have a population of at least 
seventy-five thousand people.

Toast to Mr. Pardee.
Fred Brown proposed “Our Guest,

F. F. Pardee, M.P. for Lambton," in 
rousing speech in which he re­

called the many distinguished men 
given by this county to the service 
of the country and referring to the 
splendid services of Mr. Pardee, pre­
dicted that when next his friends in 
Edmonton greeted him it would be as 

the Hon. F. F. Pardee.”
Mr. Pardee, in responding, said that 

the hospitality of the West had ex­
ceeded his expectations, sanguine 
though those expectations were.

We have undertaken this tour,” 
he said, "to see the great West. This 
is my first visit to the West, and I 
can truthfully say that the West is 
wonderful. I must use a stronger ex­
pression than that. The West has 
■absolutely got me.’ (Cheers).

“We have come to learn the needs 
of the West. It must be admitted 
that we in the East have not yet com­
prehended what the West in its ex­
tent and possibilities means.

"While I feel that it Is criminal for 
a member to sit in the House and to 
vote upon questions concerning the 
West without a knowledge of the 
West. I wish .to say, in a spirit of 
the utmost friendship, that you in 

waa the West are perhaps too much 'In­
clined to think that we in the East 
should give way in all things to the 
West. (Hear, hear and cheers). 

Interests tlie Same.
"I blame you not but desire to say 

as a Canadian first, last, and all tile 
time, as one who, during the course 
of a brief political life, has éndeavor- 
ed to do what is best for the interests 
of Canada as a whole, that the inter­
ests of the East are absolutely identi­
fied with the interests of the West, 
You want many things that you ought 
to have, but always remember that for 
many years the East has been, as it 
were, the work horse of the Dominion 
We in the East have more or less 
borne the burdens of the West.

Tribute to Laurier.
“I do not wish to take the role of 

lecturer. I am proud of the East in 
that the East owns Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
and the G.T.P. You will not find a 
better man than our honored chief. 
Brushing aside all politics, I want 
to say that, knowing him as we do 
who sit behind him in the House, and 
differing from him though some of 
you may in many things, there never 
was, there never will be, a better 
Canadian than he. There never will 
be a man having more truly at the 
depths of his heart the inteersts of, 
Canada. We have had many disting­
uished and honored leaders before. 
(Cheers).

Though the toast was not on the 
list, K. B. MacKenzte proposed "The 
Province of Alberta,” to which the 
Hon. Duncan Marshall was called up­
on to respond. The Hon. Duncan 
Marshall in eloquent terms paid a 
warm tribute to the worth of the 
guests of honor and made a strong ap­
peal for the encouragement of the 
growth of the spirit of optimism In 
the West. „.

Is What Has Made the West.
"It is often said of us, -who Hve In 

Alberta, that there is too much of 
the ego about us. It should be re­
membered, however, that the hope of 
this country lies in the fact that each 
man believes that his particular quar­
ter-section is the best piece.of land 
in the country, and that the citizens 
of each town believe that thelf town 
will in due time become the greatest 
city in the Dominion. (Laughter and 
cheers). It is that kind of optimism 
which has built up the West- and- 
which is building up Edmonton. ;

All of us, I suppose, have a kindly 
feeling for Ontario. (Hear, hear). It 
has been well said that there are three 
things which go to the making of a 
great country, men, money and mar­
kets. It is for the first -of these that 
we are more particularly indebted to 
Ontario. Ontario has given us men, 
and men of the best type. (Cheers).

"We believe that Alberta is going' 
to be the banner province of the Do­
minion. We are obliged to admit, 
however, that Ontario is still the ban­
ter province, but if she continues to 
give us of the best of her sons as 
she has done in the past, the near 
future will see the realization of our 
expectation of our hopes for the su­
premacy of Alberta.”

Toast to Mr. Graham.
The toast to the Hon. Geo. P. 

Graham, Minister of Railways and 
Canals, was proposed by Jos. Clarke, 
which, by reason of its genuine hut 
mor, kept his audience In roars of 
laughter.

Mr. Graham, In response, delivered 
what was beyond doubt the speech 
of the evening. Remarking on the 
fact that he was referred to on the 
program as the representative of sev­
eral counties, he said: “This Js ac­
counted for iby $he fact that my 
father was a Methodist clergyman.
J might have been bdrn at any of 
these places; that depended upon the 
stationing committee. As a matter 
of fact I was born in Renfrew county.

Mr. Cross outlines a large pro­
gram of work for the government, 
v.'n ch Includes a railway through the 
Peace River country and out to the 
coast. I have no doubt that this rail­
way must be built in time. Years ago 
we thought of Edmonton as Oh the- 
fringe of the map, but today we are 
obliged to recognize that Edmonton,
Is f li the highway from the Orient 
to Liverpool.

Makes a Strong Appeal.. j 
“Edmonton by reason -of its; mag­

nificent location makes a strong ap­
peal to those of us who come from 
Ontario. With its rolling land, its 
river and its bush it seems more like 
our home province than the vast 
stretches of unending prairie.

A Young Man’s Country.
“It has often been said that the 

West is the young man’s country. 
More and more it seems to me that In 
the development of the West we must 
look at things from the young man’s 
point of view. The yonng man is 
essentially optimistic, and my opinion 
is that one optimist is worth forty- 
seven thousand pessimists.”.

Speaking of Canad’s place in the 
Empire the speaker said: “A few 
years ago we were looked upon as 
a fine piece of property. That view 
however, has changed, and the Prime 
Minister has had something to do with 
the change. (Cheers). His associa­
tion with the best men of the Em­
pire, and the comparisons made be­
tween him and the great men of the 
Empire and of the world, have taught 
the people of the Empire to think of 
Canada as a place that can produce- 
great men. (Renewed applause)'

I would go further. The Prime 
Minister, coming from the minority 
both In race and creed, did a. work 
for this country that no man could 
have done who came from the wm- 
jority. Before he entered public life 
there was some idea of a cleavage be­
tween the races of this country. But 
when that young man arose he did 
something which to my mind could 
have been done by no other man. .In 
him we owe to the men whose des­
cendants came from France a debt of 
gratitude which can never be too 
well appreciated. (Cheers).

Never has a statesman in Canada 

been accorded a more magnificent 
reception than was tendered Sir Wil­
frid Laurier from the time he crossed 
the border line' of Âttièrta at ten yes­
terday morning till 'he reached Ed­
monton at half-past seven last night.

The day was the most strenuous one 
for the Premier since he began his 
triumphant tour of Western Canada 
over a month ago. During the day he 
made six stops, leaving thé car on 
each occasion. He delivered eight ad­
dresses, six in English and two In 
french, - and each one was different 

from the others in the matter which 
contained. He met two delegations 

qf farmers, heard their views on the 
questions which are now of paramount 
importance to the agricultural classes 
of the West, and replied to their re- 

LUes(s. In addition to these he re- 
’Çcelved a score or more of other ad­

dresses from municipal corporations. 
Liberal associations and religious 
bodies.

Despite the heat of a broiling mid- 
summer day the Prime Minister never 
for a moment lost his energy, and his 
eighth speech, given at Fort Sas 
katchewan, was probably the most 
vigorous of the day.

.Sir Wilfrid Laurier won his way 
into the hearts of all who heard him 
and the welcome of Liberals and 
Conservatives alike was as sincere as 

was enthusiastic. Probably the 
most gratifying statement of the day 
was that at Fort Saskatchewan, where 
he assured his hearers that he was 
never in better health in his life 
than at present.

In his trip along the C.N.R. the 
Premier shook hands with thousands 
of people and young and old alike 
beamed forth the warmth of their 
welcomes. '

\t each town where stops were 
made there were profuse decorations. 
Flags and bunting gave an air of 
gayety to the receptions and sheaves 
of wheat, oats and flax were exhib­
ited with pride to show the capabili­
ties of each district.

Unique Reception at Mundare.
The reception at Mundare, which is 

largely a Ruthenian district, was a 
most unique one. At the station when 
the train arrived there were gathered 
600 people who greeted the Prime 
Minister with hearty cheers when he 
appeared on the platform.

The welcome was an enthusiastic 
one and Sir Wilfrid was deeply im­
pressed. At the station was drawn 
up a wagon to which were attached 
three teams of oxen and- which was 
lined with fur robes. A bevy of little 
school girls, dressed in white and 
wearing red sashes, prettily sang a 
hymn of welcome, and an address 
extending a cordial greeting was read 
by F. H. Eaton, the school teacher 
in the village. The Premier and his 
party then embarked in the wagon 
and the procession started for the new 
church, where Sir Wilfrid had con­
sented to lay the corner stone.

It was a picturesque procession. 
Almost all the large number of spec­
tators were of Ruthenian nationality. 
There were the old folk with the 
dress and characteristics of their 
fatherland. The second generation 
were more in keeping with the Eng­
lish speaking towns, while the little 
children could scarcely be disting­
uished from the sons and daughters 

the English settlers.
The route of the parade was lined 

on each side with poplar trees, set 
the ground close together, while 

flags and bunting gave a gay appear­
ance to the village.

The procession was headed by a 
dozen of men mounted on horseback 
and decorated with sashes. Then 
came a grey-beared patriarch bearing 
aloft a huge bough. He was followed 
by the school girls dressed in white 
and carrying small Union Jacks. Be­
hind them came the six oxen drawing 
the farm wagon with Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier, Premier Sifton, Hon. George 
Graham, Hon. Mr. Oliver, and others.

When the partly completed Greek 
Catholic Church, one-quarter of a 
mile away, was reached an address 
was read on behalf of the Ruthenians 
by A. F. Pyrcz, and the corner stone 
was set in position..

The audience was then addressed 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier. In eloquent 

but simple language he referred to the 
welcome that they had extended to 
him and in return on behalf of the 
King of England he welcomed them to 
Canada. Here all were free and the 
only obligation was to be good British 
subjects. He owed allegiance to the 
same church as they—the great Cath­
olic church—but in Canada there was 

distinction of religion or creed. 
The hearty welcome that he had re­
ceived had greatly impressed him and 
he would have. great pleasure In con­
veying to his friends in the east word 
of the cordiality of the greeting of 
which he and his party had been the 
recipients.

Big Crowd at Vegreviile.
The reception at Vegreviile was the 

biggest one of the day before reach­
ing Edmonton. A thousand people or 
more had come Into town in prepara­
tion for the big event of the year, 
the visit of the honored Premier of 
Canada.

A beautifully decorated and covered 
platform had been erected at the 
station. Facing it across the street 
were huge banners bearing the in­
scriptions, “Laurier, Sifton and Pro­
gress," 'Welcome to Our Premiers.”

Addresses of welcome were read 
In English and In French, the former 
by Mayor Goodwin and the latter 
by D. A. Dosaler.

Thomas Baalim, on behalf of the 
local farmers’ union and the United 
Farmers of Alberta, reàd two sets 
of resolutions which he presented to 
the Premier. They deal with the 
chilled meat Industry, terminal elev­
ators at Fort William, Port Arthur 
and Vancouver, legislation for co-op 
eratlve societies, general reduction in 
the tariff and duty free farm machin 
ery and the immediate construction of 
the Hudson’s Bay Railway.

The Premier in the course of o 
happy speech thought the people of 
Vegreviile should be proud because 
of the name of their town and be­
cause of the magnificent district in 
which they lived. He had been told 
that the country was getting better 
as he went west .and this he laugh­
ingly admitted he thought was true. 
First it was Manitoba, then Sas­
katchewan and now he learned that 
Alberta was best. If he lost his job 
he humorously said he thought he 
would take up a. homestead in the 
Vegreviile district. But he didn't 
think he would lose hie Job for some 
time yet (laughter and applause). And 
though the taking up of homesteads 
was a great work he thought he could 
do an even better work as Premier 
of Canada.

Taking up the matters referred to 
in the petitions he was pleased to be 
able to ten the farmers that the 
Hudson’s Bay Railway was already 
started and on the platform with him 
was a man (Hon. Mr. Graham), who 
he hoped would soon see it to com­
pletion. In connection with the chill­
ed meat industry he repeated what he 
had said at Lloydminster, that he 
would at once take up the question 
and do what he could to assist It. 
He was not in favor of government 
ownership of public utilities but the 
grievances that the farmers were now 
suffering under must be remedied. To 
this end he promised that legislation 
would be introduced at next session 
of parliament He was proud of the 
magnificent reception that had been 
tendered tàâd regretted only that he 
was uritCtilB to spend a longer time 
among the people of the province.

Brief addresses were also given by 
Hon. A. L. Sifton, Ho*.

Harbor, living on bark and roots, and 
by accident broke off some of the 
gold ore when making a landing with 
their canoe.

Some of 
the natives went out to the ship, which 
was lying at anchor and offered to pilot 
them around into a safe harbor. The 
white m«n being suspicious, however, 
did not accept their offer but remained 
at anchor until some time in the night, 
when the storm increased and they 
were wrecked in front-of the Indian 

was j village and taken prisoners by the In­
dians flor nearly a year, and had it not 
been for one of the chiefs, old Skidans, 
they would have all been murdered on 
the spot. Old Skidans, however, kept 
them after securing all of "the plunder, 
clothing, etc., that they had and sent 
word to Mr. Douglas, who, communie at* 
ed with the Oregan government.Through 
him they were finally released.

Many Redskins There.
Mr. Mulkey says that there were 

I-about 9,300 Indians on "-the Islands at 
that time, made up approximately as 
follows : 2,600 at Masset; . 800 at Gold 
Harbor; 1,006 at Skidgatte; 1,000 at 
Cumshewe; 800 at Skidans»; 700 at Clew; 
and about 800 at Ninstin ; all* at war 
with the ïeimpseans and other main, 
land tribes. -Their principal warfare be, 
ing carried on in large war canoes made 
from huge cedar logs as large as 82 feet 
in length and eight and a half feet 
beam, carrying an average of about 105 
warriors each, using bows and arrows 
and spears as their only weapons, and in 
some cases Mr. Mulkey says their cap­
tives were actually roosted and eaten 
at some of their war dances.

Calgary, Aug. 8—C. W. Peterson, of 
(the C.P.R. lands department, who has 
been on a tour of inspection of the com­
pany's land agencies dn Central and 
Northern Alberta, returned to the city 
yesterday.

When asked regarding crop condi. 
tions in the country north of Calgary, 
Mr. Peterson said :

“On the whole, I am somewhat dis­
appointed. I had hoped that the crop 
conditions of Northern and Central AL 
beria would have been sufficiently favor, 
able to bring up the provincial average 
to respectable figures in view of the fail­
ure of the crops in the south. My trip 
occupied the best part of fen days, dur. 
ing which time I visited our branch 
lines, did a good deal of driving along: 
the Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian 
Pacific extensions, and I think I had an 
opportunity of fairly sizing up the gen­
eral crop conditions of the country.

“I am pleated to note that the 
farmers in the north are putting up 
a large quantity of hay, which will 
doubtless be required before the win. 
ternis over.

“To characterize this year as a ban. 
ner year for . Central and Northern Al­
berta is to libel what is, perhaps the 
richest mixed farming district in the 
province.

“The winter wheat is excellent. I 
should expect some very good yields of 
winter wheat from the north country 
this season. The spring wheat only ap. 
pears to me to be fair, and where it is 
good the crop is very rank, and will be 
late in ripening. Undoubtedly the poor­
est crop in the north this years is the 
oate. I scarcely saw; & good.crop of oats 
on my entire trip. The barley is fair 
to middling.

“I think the best crops north of 
Calgary may be' found . in the district 
surrounding Edmonton and in the 
Stettler country. During my trip, I 
saw the same perplexing conditions 
thatz meet the eye in the south, viz.» 
very excellent crops and very poor 
crops, side by side. Poor farming 
methods may be to blame, but I rather 
suspect that accident plays à large part

REMINISCENCES OF THE] 
EARLY DAYS IN WEST

John Coleman, From Edmonton, Tells 
Manitoba Free Press Interesting 
Incidents Concerning Winnipeg 
and Manitoba In the Seventies.

John Coleman, of Edmonton^ Al­
berta, returned to Winnipeg last 
Wednesday, for the first time since 
1877.

Mr. Coleman is of Irish descent, his 
parents having settled about 1840 In 
the county and township of Leeds, 
Ont He arrived for the first time in 
Winnipeg In the year 1872, when he 
was almost 21 years of age, and came 
all the way from Moorehead, Minn., 
in a flat-bottomed boat owned by a 
man named Runlons. Soon after his 
arrival in the early spring of ’72, the 
Red and Asslnlbolne rivers overflowed 
their banks and the little village of 
Winnipeg was swamped. The place 
consisted then of less than 100 small 
wooden houses, situated along the 
west bank of .the Red, somewhere be­
tween Notre Dame East and Logan 
avenue, at that time the population 
was about 300, two-thirds of which 
were half-breeds, and the remainder 
white people, the majority of whom 
had copie from Ontario. Mr. Cole­
man said that there were far more 
Irish than Scotch people In Winnipeg 
when he struck it first. There were 
some Welsh also.

Principal Citizen.
Andrew McDermott, said Mr. Cole­

man, was the principal citizen of Win­
nipeg at that time. Mr. McDermott 
was then well on in years; he owned 
most of the houses and transacted 
nearly all the business In the village. 
When the flood came Mr. McDermott 
had to chain down his houses to pre­
vent them being swept away by the 
flood.

Mr. Coleman was under the impres­
sion that the whole land on which the 
present Winnipeg stands was owned 
in the seventies by Johnny Grant, of 
Montana, who had arrived on the 
scene many years previously. He re­
members well how Grant tried to in­
duce him to buy the marshy land in 
the neighborhood of a creek, and 
which Included, as far as he could 
calculate now, all the area on which 
the Union Bank, Leland Hotel, the 
City Hall and the market place are 
situated now. He was offered the 
whole patch at the rate of $30 per 
lot, and was given three years to pay 
for them.

To buy that place then, said Mr. 
Coleman, would be such a foolhardy 
thing to do as to refuse it now as a 
gift.

Only Landmark.
The only landmark remaining from 

the old days, and which Mr. Coleman 
could recognize, though with some 
difficulty, was what he called the 
tower of Fort Garry. Apart from that 
there was not a vestige of the old 
place remaining, at least not any that 
he could remember. In ’72 the only 
place of worship was a Catholic 
church at St. Boniface. There were 
no places of amusements here then 
nor for some time afterwards. There 
were about four small hotels, namely 
the Union house, Pacific hotel, Browse 
house and Garry house, the latter be­
ing kept by Haverdy and Grady. The 
old Free Press building was situated 
opposite the Union house, which was 
situated about a mile or so from the 
confluence of the Asslnlbolne and the 
Red rivers, and not very far from the 
west bank of the Red. There was 
only one street In Winnipeg at that 
time, which is now Main street, but 
that existed only as a mere trail, 
running north and south in a zig-zag 
fashion. The tendency of the direc­
tion of development then and for a 
few years after was north of where 
the city hall Is now.

Artesian Well.
An occasion that caused a great 

stir In the village was the striking of 
an artesian well by some one to the 
north of the place. The upshot of 
the water remained an object of won­
der for some time.

Referring again to the old Free 
Press Mr. Colman said that tlb room­
ed with thy reporter, whose name was 
George Ham, at the Union House, and 
that he was well acquainted with Ed­
itor Luxton.

Grasshopper Plague.
Manitoba was visited by a plague of 

black grasshoppers In the years ’73- 
’74 and Mr. Coleman remembered 
them coming to Winnipeg In thick 
clouds. But the greatest damage was 
done to vegetation in the following 
year after the hatching of the eggs 
laid by the first visitors. The pest 
disappeared as suddenly as it came.

Mr. Coleman did not stay long in 
Winnipeg and went out with the 

boundary survey party. While traver­
sing the country there was no trace 
of a white man in Manitoba, but many

bands of Indians were met with. He 
remembers the massacre by Indians 
of 300 white men under General Cus­
ter on the Yellowstone river.

Buffalo Extermination.
It was at that time that the buf­

faloes were exterminated in Mani­
toba. The animals were met in their 
migratory movements from the north 
to the south and were slain by the 
Indians in large numbers. Buffalo 
robes could be bought in Winnipeg 
at that time for $2.50.

When Mr. Coleman returned from 
the survey trip in the year ’77, Win­
nipeg had grown to be a town of 
5,000 inhabitants. There were then 
three churches in the place, an An­
glican, Baptist and a Methodist 
church. He could only remember the 
pastor of the Anglican church, who, 
he thought, was a Frenchman, but 
he had forgotten his name. The re­
porter asked If the name was For­
tin. Ah, that’s the name,” ejacu­
lated Mr. Coleman. And on being 
informed that the same gentleman 
was still In the city in charge of 
Holy Trinity church, he gave an ex­
pression of surprise and said; ”My, 
he Is a sticker!” Holy Trinity church 
was the only place of worship which 
appealed to him. He remarked that, 
with Its ivy-covered walls, there was 
an air of holiness and peace both In­
side and outside the edifice. Holy 
Trinity was not the name of the first 
Anglican church in the city, but he 
had a faint recollection that It was 
named after St. John.

The Hotel du Canada, which Is on 
Lombard street and now used as a 
second hand furniture store, had been 
built when Mr. Coleman returned in 
’77. He left for Edmonton in a Red 
River cart soon after returning and 
has spent his time since then trading 
with the Indians about 300 miles to 
the north of Edmonton. He remem­
bers the colony of Mennonites who 
arrived in Winnipeg about the year 
’76. Mr. Coleman paid the highest 
praise to these people and said it 
was they who made Winnipeg. They 
settled a little way from the town 
Two—Reminiscences aSD -ufl’
and tilled the land. They were a 
very upright and hard-working peo­
ple and were in his opinion the best 
of any settlers who had ever come 
to Canada.

Wnen asked as to what he thought 
of the Winnipeg of today, Mr. Cole­
man replied that he was amazed by 
Its magnificent structures, its beauti­
ful dwellings, and busy streets, but 
that the features which appealed to 
him most of all were the cleanliness 
and neatness of every part of the 
city. He said that the Royal Alex­
andra hotel, the C.P.R. and the Un­
ion depots were things to be marvel­
led at in such a young city. He was 
greatly surprised at the beauty of 
Crescentwood, which, he said, was 
nothing but thick brush when he left. 
He never saw such a transformation 
scene in his life before.

RED DEER WANTS
C. N. R. MAIN LINE

Delegation Goes to Ottawa to Con­
sult Department of Railways— 
Location of Line Objected to.

Calgary, August 6.—A deputation 
from the town of Red Deer, consisting 
of Mayor S. McKee and E. Mlchener, 
M.P.P.. passed through Calgary last 
night for Ottawa. The object of the 
delegation is to represent the Interests 
of the town of Red Deer before the 
department ,of railways when the 
Canadian Northern Railway Company 
asks for approval of Its plans for the 
Stettler to Brazeau line.

In conversation last night, Mr. Mi- 
chener stated that the line Is being 
built on the.Alberta-Midland Railway 
charter, the bonds of which have 
been guaranteed by the Alberta gov­
ernment, for a distance of sixty miles. 
This charter is for a line to pass 
through the town of Red Deer from a 
point at or near Content.

The C.N.R. has evidently abandon­
ed its intention of crossing the 
C. & E. line at Lacombe, and Instead 
want to cross the C. & E. between Red 
Deer and Blackfalds, and swing 
around to the southwest of Red Deer 
and then westward to Rocky Moun­
tain House.

The route for which approval is 
asked crosses and recrosses that of 
the Alberta Central Railway now un­
der construction, and for a long dis­
tance parallels that line within a 
couple of miles.

When Mr. M. H. McLeod, general 
manager of the C.N.R.. was in Red 
Deer a short time ago, he stated that 
it was the Intention of the company 
to build a spur into the town, but that 
the engineering conditions were such 
that it was not feasible to run the 
main line closer than four or five 
miles.

It is to protest against the town of 
Red Deer being side-tracked by this 
line that Mr. Mlchener and Mayor Mc­
Kee will appear befÿe the deputy 
minister of railways fit Ottawa.

CALGARY JAIL ACCOMMODATION

City Will Send Deputation to Wait on 
Government In This.

Calgary, Aug. 5—The wire from A. 
Y. Blaln, acting deputy attorney-gen­
eral, in reply to the city’s petition 
that the Provincial government take

Calgary, Aug. 6.—W. Carlile Moore, 
director o£ tiie Alberta Central Rail­
way company, who passed through 
Calgary last night on his way to Ot­
tawa, informed a press representative 
that work is being pushed ahead on 
the grading of the line west and 
south of Red Deer, and would be 
steadily continued as long as weather 
conditions permitted:

Mr. Moore wished especially to con­
tradict a report that this road is be­
ing built by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway company.

"Such a report,” he said, ‘is either 
a malicious falsehood or the result of 
gross ignorance and lack of knowledge 
which could have been set right by a 
simple question.

"The Alberta Central Railway com­
pany has no connect!on,-borporate or 
otherwise, with the C. P. "R., and it is 
the first spike of the Alberta Central 
that will be driven by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier on August 10th.

"The road Is being built and fin­
anced by the Alberta Central Railway 
company, and by it alone, and the 
report that the C. P. R. has any con­
nection with it is absolutely without 
foundation.”

In regard to the new route, of the 
C. N. R. infringing on that of the Al­
berta Central, Mr. Moore did not care 
to say very much on the question.

T am going to Ottawa to represent 
the interests of the company before 
the department of railways on Aug. 
9th,” he said. "Our plans have been 
approved of by the department of

L. R. Voligny, chief engineer of the 
survey which is at present being 
made of the Saskatchewan river by 
the Federal Department of Public 
Works, in order to ascertaeln the reus­
ability of establishing a water route 
to Winnipeg, returned to Edmonton 
on Saturday, having made a boat sur­
vey of the Saskatchewan river from 
Le Pas Mission up to Fort Pitt.

"There is no serious obstacle in the 
way of establishing a water route 
from Edmonton to Le Pas Mission,” 
said Mr. Voligny on Saturday to a 
Bulletin reporter. ”1 have travelled 
the entire distance by boat and except 
for shifting channels and a few bad 
rapids there is nothing to hinder the 
scheme.

"Opposite the Indiaen reserve, near 
Battleford, there is a very difficult 
piece of work. The Indians in that 
viciniety call that part of the river 
"The Devil’s Park,’’ as it is very wide 
and the channel is continually shift­
ing.

Two Locks Necessary.
"The La Colie Shoots, near Prince 

Albert, are also rather formidable and 
I think it will be necessary to build 
a couple of locks at this pointe, as it 
is impossible for a vessel of any size 
to shoot the rapids.

“In my opinion, this is the only 
point this side of Le Pas Mission 
where an artificial water route is 
necessary.

“Of course,” he continued, "it will 
mean a lot of work to make a per­
manent channel up the entire distance 
of the river, but the scheme is fea­
sible enough. The idea that the 
water is not deep enough In the river 
for navigation is false. We have had 
great difficulty in many places in 
finding the true channel, but when 
this is once found there is always suffi­
cient Water for navigation purposes.

"I have not sent in my report to 
headquarters as yet and cannot say 
whether the Federal government in­
tends to go ahead with the scheme 
inimediaetely Or not, but if they do the 
undertaking will be a large one and 
the expense will run up Into the mil­
lions. The most difficult part of the 
route is from Le Pas Mission on to 
Lake Winnipeg, a part which has not 
been touched this year as yet. Sev­
eral canals will undoubtedly have to 
be built before the formidable Grande 
Rapids and others can be passed.”

Questioned aes to the work which 
he had been doing this summer, Mr. 
Voligny stated that he had six survey 

e”lhtefSts or'Farties working at present along the 
banks of the Saskatchewan between 
Edmonton an dLe Pas Mission. Four 
of these parties are running levels 
along the banks, the other two par­
ties running transits.

“The work of these parties has been 
delayed considerably, and it is doubt­
ful whether the survey will be com­
pleted by freeze up. If the govern­
ment decides to go ahead with the 
work, the river will be thoroughly 
sounded during the winter months."

Mr. and Mrs. J. B. Gardiner and 
their daughter.

Among the many requests made to 
them for information concerning Can­
ada was an enquiry as to whether 
Manitoba was a large city.

THE JASPER AVENUE SUBWAY.
A letter received from F. W. Peters, 

of the C.P.R., in connection with the 
preliminary plans of the Jasper 
avenue subway, states that the addi­
tional cost between the 60 foot and 
the 100 foot subway will be $12,460, 
which the city has agreed to pay. 
When it was at first agreed to have an 
80 foot subway the city agreed on 
85,500 as the amount of additional 
cost over the 60 foote. The greater 
proportionate cost for the 100 foot 
structure is due to the heavier steel 
needed.

A NOVA SCOTIA FLAG.
A unique feature of the decorations 

of the rink is one of the original nags 
of Nova Scotia, the first European 
banner which denoted proprietorship 
in what is now the Dominion of 
Canada. About 1625 James I. grant­
ed to Sir William Alexander the nor­
thern portion of this continent, under 
the name of New Scotland, or Nova 
Scotia. He at the same time insti­
tuted an order of aristocracy known 
as the baronets of Nova Scotia A 
flag was authorized for their use, con­
sisting of a combination of the 
Scottish Jack and the Scottish Royal 
Standard. The flag is white with a 
blue cross, the emblem of the Royal 
Standard being displayed in gold in 
the centre. This flag was the com­
monly recognized flag of Nova Scotia 
until quite recently. For some time 
after Confederation it alone floated 
over the provincial buildings. The 
local Maritime Club have adopted it 
as their emblem. One may be seen 
tonight over the centre of the stage at 
the Thistle Rink.

READY FOR THE BINDER.
A ten acre field "of fall wheat on the 

farm of Godfrey Brothers, three miles 
east of Edmonton, is ready to cut.

The wheat, which is of the red 
bearded variety, is over five feet high 
and is headed out to perfection. It 
promises to yield between 45 and 50 
bushels to the acre.

A bunch of heads from this field 
were brought to the Bulletin office 
this morning and also a bundle of red 
clover of good growth from the same 
farm. The wheat will be cut within 
a few days.

Good Wheat at Lac Ste. Anne.
“We will have a full crop this year 

around Lac Ste. Anne,” said Peter 
Gunn, M.P.P., to a Bulletin reporter 
this morning.

“The wheat and oat crop will be up 
to that of former years and In my 
opinion will be somewhat better than 
the crop last season.

“Hay in the district is not quite up 
to the standard of former years and 
the yield will be very light but our 
vegetable crop will be the best ever 
grown in the Lac Ste. Anne dis­
trict.”

CUTTING HAS COMMENCED.
Cutting has commenced in earnest 

in the Edmonton district. From 
several points come reports of grain 
falling before the mower. Next week 
the harvest in many quarters will be 
in full swing. The most favorable 
expectations are practically certain to 
be realized in the yield, owing to the 
extremely favorable weather for filling 
which has prevailed for the last fort­
night or more.

M. Donnelly, a Poplar Lake farmer, 
who returned from a trip to Millet 
on Saturday, brought with him some 
splendid samples, which are now on 
display in the window of the Bulletin 
office. Rye, grown on the farm of 
Wm. Johnson, 15 miles west of Millet, 
on the Pigeon Lake traiL measures 
six feet eight inches in length. Wheat 
grown on the same farm shows a 
wonderfully well developed head.

“I have been a farmer all my life 
and I bave never seen bigger or better 
heads than these." said Mr. Donnelly 
in displaying the sample to the Bulle­
tin on Saturday. On the Johnson 
farm there are about forty acres of 
rye, which will give a splendid yield. 
A field of twenty-five acres of fall 
whe^t should yield forty bushels to 
the acre in Mr. Donnelly’s estimation. 
Cutting of the grain on these fields 
will commence on Monday morning.

Mr. Donnelly reports that there is 
any amount of hay to be cut In the 
vicinity of Hay Lake.

GOOD FIELDS IN SOUTH.
Hon, AvJ. MacLean, who has just 

returned to Edmonton, made an ex­
tensive trip last week through the 
south country, driving over a large 
part of the ClareSholm district, the 
affairs of which have been placed in 
his hands during the illness of Mal­
colm McKenzie, M.P.P.

Hon. Mr. MacLean drove from Mac- 
leod to Carmangay, Barons and other 
communities in the eastern part of 
the constituency and across country 
to Cldreshplm.

In speaking of the crops in that 
part of the country, Mr. MacLean 
said:—

Surprised at Grain.
T was really surprised. to see so 

many fields of good grain. There 
are scores of fields of wheat that will 
yield from twelve to eighteen bush­
els pet acre, which I consider an ex­
traordinary record for such a dry 
season.

“Of course, there are a large num­
ber of fields. that will not be worth 
cutting, but there will be II great 
deal more grain in Southern Alberta 
this year than most people antici­
pate.

“What struck me most was the op­
timistic feeling among the people, 
who pre not a bit discouraged, and 
take the partial failure of their crops 
quite philosopically. They hav,e the 
fullest confidence in the country and 
have not the slightest intention of 
quitting.

A Blessing in Disguise.
“If we get a good season next 

year,” continued Hon. Mr. MacLean, 
“(the short crop of this year will be a 
blessing in disguise, as it has fully de­
monstrated the advantages of good, 
careful farming over slip-shod meth­
ods.

‘Of course I do not mean to say 
that every farmer whose crop is a 
failure is a slip-shop farmer, but it 
is a noticeable fact that the good 
crops are on land that was well cul­
tivated.

“There is a very large amount of 
land prepared in first class condition 
for next season’s crop, but it looks 
now as though a very large percent­
age of it will be seeded next spring, 
instead of being sown to fall wheat.

Mr. MacLean has been in the coun­
try for so long, and understands the 
different conditions that exist in both 
the farming and ranching industries, 
that any statements he roakeq. in re 
gard to crop conditions may b» re­
lied upon as being absolutely correct.

: ‘In Alberta,” he continued, “the In­
dian is more in his primeval state, but 
with the fifteen Indian boarding 
schools this state of things ought soon 
to be done awpy with.”

Questioned regarding the custom of 
the Indians exhibiting themselves at 
the different fairs, Mr. Scott was 
strong in his condemnation of the 
proceeding.

“I think it is the worst thing pos­
sible for the Indians,” said Mr. 
Scott.

“They come to the fairs when they 
should be on their farms and give 
pow-wows and snake dances in their 
native costumes for prizes.

“Our purpose in educating the In­
dians is to make them forget their 
native customs and become useful 
citizens of the Dominion, but as long 
as they are applauded by the crowds 
and given money for acting as their 
forefathers did they will still keep to 
their old barbarous ways.

‘It Is my opinion, and I think the 
Indian Department at Ottawa think 
the same regarding the matter, that 
the whole thing should be stopped 
Immediately. V

“Since I have come to Edmonton I 
have heard reports from St. Albert re­
tarding this same matter, and a 
tentleman in that vicinity stateed that 

the harm done the Indians both mor­
ally and mentally was very great.

“Of course, I have no objection to 
the Indians exhibiting their products 
at fairs in thé usual manner. In fact, 

think that they should be en­
couraged $o do this by special prizes. 
But when’ it comes to encouraging 
them to .Act like uncivilized heathens 
I think It is time to draw the line.”
