GERMANS REPULSED.
LONDON, June 14.

Early this morning an attack was 
made by a strong party of the enemy 
upon one of our new posts southwest 
of Merris.

WmjRE MACHINEiPlants PLANS MISCARRIED.
FRENCH ARMY HEADQUARTERS 

June 14. (Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agen­
cy.)—The German attack of Sunday 
last had been carefully prepared. An 
enormous reserve of artillery and gas 
shells had been accumulated three 
weeks before and had been carefully 
concealed in the woods behind the 
front. The ground had been care­
fully studied beforehand by storm 
units selected to lead the attack, who 
went into the front line for periods of 
three days in order to become famil­
iar with the sector. Mininwerfer had 
been dragged up to the front at night 
by gangs of men. The attacking di­
visions discarded all baggage and 
equipment, not absolutely indispensa­
ble. Before the battle the men began 
carrying only their arms and am­
munition, and an iron ration. The 
objectives of the first two days as 
previously mapped out, were that on 
Sunday the Germans were to reach 
Bricot on the Mont Didier-Senlis rail­
way, Merry and the both sides of the 
Compeigne road and on the following 
day were to enter Compeigne. The 
divisions employed included six, 
which were entirely fresh. The at­
tack failed because In three days of 
desperate fighting the enemy was not 
able to gain the upper hand on the 
plateau to the west of Mate. Two 
factors differentiate the battle from 
the others, first it was no surprise 
despite the enemy’s efforts an con­
cealment, and secondly instead of hav­
ing our main line of resistance perch­
ed on a knife-edge six hundred feet 
high with a cliff-like drop in the rear 
to the river, such as Chemin-des- 
Dames, we were fighting on ground 
which was properly organized. Given 1 
these essentials the successful defence 
of the French infantry will undoubt­
edly hold the Germans wherever they 
choose to attack.

------1. Germany would have to con­
tinue her march in this line all the 
way to Southern France before any 
decisive damage was done. It is the 
old question, oft repeated, of the re­
lation of geographical locations to 
final victory. There is no such rela­
tion unless such locations contribute 
to the destruction of an army, either 
its complete interference with its 
supply system or through its division 
which makes it possible to defeat the 
parts in detail.”

When, therefore, the Germans turn­
ed the point of their attack to the 
north, towards Compiegne, they were 
aiming at a far more vital part. But 
Foch knew this as well as they, and 
was prepared. That attack has fail­
ed and we can gather great comfort 
from the fact But another'is certain 
to follow very soon, tho where, ex­
actly, it would bo hard \x> say. It 
would seem that the sudden transfer­
ence of the offensive to a point a long 
way removed, as for instance back to 
Flanders, would not only be a diffi­
cult undertaking, but would leave the 
great salient, Noyon-Chateau Thier- 
ry-Rheims, as much a danger to the 
Germans as to the Allies. I cannot 
help thinking that this area will see 
a great deal more fighting yet.

Finally, several recent messages 
have made significant references to 
the American army.

The article from the pen of Mr. 
Simonds, the American expert, which 
the Herald printed yesterday, offers 
an interesting explanation of the Ger­
man tactics, and a very sound one. 
He deprecates the tendency to look 
at the war geographically and to as­
sign definite territorial points as the 
goals of each successive German at­

To 
wear the Allies out lit this fashion 
would require an enormous numeri­
cal superiority, much greater than 
Germany for the moment possesses ; 
and if she is going to direct her at­
tention to places where advances, can 
be made but nothing of first value 
gained, she is only going to fritter her 
advantage away.

That is largely the case with the 
last, or Aisne, offensive. In spite of

All 
the counties named except Tyrone are 
in the western and central parts of 
Ireland.

I 
hope you, pa, sis and Hazel are the 
same. I have changed my station and 
am now on the front and it is good 
and quiet only that once in a while 
we see a few German planes fly 
around, but thfey do not stay, as they 
are in a hurry to get back to the place 
from which they come. Sunday, 
while I was working In the afternoon, 
I was watching a German plane in the 
air. It stayed up quite a while and it 
was having a good time flying round 
only that a French plane had to come 
around and break up the party by 
sending him to the earth and break­
ing his new machine. It is the first 
plane I have seen fall since I got on 
the front and I would like to see a 
good many more. It sure did seem 
good to see the enemy fall to the 
earth. I received a letter from Jack 
Richardson Monday and he is in good 
health apd told me that he sends his 
best regards to all at home.”

Latest.
ANOTHER SUPPOSED TRAITOR 

ARRESTED.
LONDON, To-day.

(Bulletin). Charles Axfred Vernon 
who is said to have been employed in 
an Important capacity In the Ministry 
of Munitions, was charged in Bow St 
Court to-day with conspiracy with Sir 
Joseph Jonas, former Lord Mayor of 
Sheffield, who was recently arrested 
oil the charge of having communicated 
information useful to the enemy. The 
case was adjourned until Wednesday 
next when the two prisoners will be 
arraigned together.

That Politness
Explained.

"It is evident that the enemy’s objec­
tives were undoubtedly Compeigno 
and the Villers Cotterets line, in or­
der to reach beyond the forest on the 
left wing and obtain a oase for fu­
ture operations against Paris. There 
is no doubt that the battle may be 
considered lost by the Germans, tho 
enemy having only the doubtful satis­
faction of a slight advance :n the 
centre, for which precious divisions 
were sacrificed ruthlessly. The check, 
however, is merely momentary. We 
must expect the Germans to make ot­
her attempts, as they are in a great 
hurry. Their decreased forces and 
shortened time appears as far away 
as ever.”

ashore from the first 

half dozen ships bombed in these 
waters, it was suggested that the Prus­
sian system of frightfulness might 
have been reformed for political rea­
sons, or that the captures had been 
made by one or two German com­
manders different from other Ger­
mans.

The Germans 
scorned to waste their precious hor­
ribleness on hardened freight skip­
pers and their more calloused crews.

FOB THET “NEXT WAR.”
London, June 7. (British Admir­

alty per Wireless Press.)—The well- 
informed correspondent of the Hu­
manité on the German Swiss frontier, 
says the German authorities have just 
sent out a confidential circular 
which Indicates that preparations al­
ready are being made for the next 
war.

This official circular is addressed 
to the men and women “who have vol­
untarily and gratuitously placed 
themselves at the disposal of charit­
able services since and during the 
war.”

Each circular is accompanied by a 
question form which is returnable to 
the authorities.

The principal question is: "Are 
you prepared to engage yourself 
from now for the same service for the 
next- war?”

German “Honor”.
The Boston Transcript very truly 

remarks that a “human understand­
ing” with the Germans is a good 
deal like an arrangement for mutual 
prayer-meetings between Beelzebub 
and the saints. Beelzebub will take 
advantage of the compact to capture 
the souls of the saints if ho can. The 
understanding with regard to bomb­
ing raids on cities outside the zone 
of hostilities on Corpus Christ! day 
was religiously respected by the Al­
lies, and the devout population of 
Cologne and other cities of the 
Rhine marched in their processions 
unmolested. But all the time the 
German long-range guns, which de­
stroyed the Church of St Garvais on 
Good Friday—a day which in the an­
nals of the church ts certainly as sa­
cred as Corpus Christ!—kept on 
shelling the city of Paris.

The Germans, who are always 
ready to take advantage of any logi­
cal loop-hole, will respond to this 
criticism that the arrangement re­

ferred to air raids and not to the use xflz' 
of seige artillery. But ths dropping A\Ri, 
of bombs on churches is manifestly 
a thing one In its character and effect 
however it id done, and to continue 
to bomb Paris churches when Colo­
gne churches might not be bombed 
was plainly a treason to the plighted 
word. And as a matter of fact, the 
Germans sent an air raid against 
Paris at midnight of Wednesday. It 
was repulsed by the French aircraft, 
but the “all safe” signal could not 
be sounded until after midnight, and 
if the French had not succeeded in 
driving the German planes away, 
they would have undoubtedly pro­
longed their destructive operations 
into the hours of the celebration of 
the Eucharist. These occurrences 
prove that absolutely no dependence 
can be placed upon what remains of 
the "German honor.”

The "jumpiness" of the Rhineland 
nerves over the Allied air raids at 
Cologne and Mannheim plainly sug­
gests the desirability, as the Trans­
crip urges, of continuing these ex­
ercises. and of bombing the Rhine 
cities with increased activity. Col­
ogne, by reason of its possession of 
that proud monument of Teutonic bad 
taste, its cathedral, and of the assim­
ilation of its populous conditions to 
those of the crowded districts of 
Paris and London which the German 
airmen so delight in bombing, offers 
itself as a particularly fitting scene 
for the Allied aerial activities. Every 
little while the Kaiser congratulates j 
his people on the immunity of their ' —. 
cities, their churches, their town halls ft 
and their homes from the destruction 
which he is constantly wreaking on 
the people of France and England, 
and which his Austrian slaves are 
wreaking on Venice, Padua and Vic- 
cenza. Pictures are displayed all over 
Germany showing the ruined cathe­
drals and public buildings of France 
and Belgium, followed by the words,
“This we have saved you.” If there is 
any means by which this insolently 
vaunted immunity may be belied, they 
should be employed effectively and 
promptly. It seems that the German 
nerves do not readily withstand the 
warlike means by which they ravage 
the homes of their enemies. They 
carry to Rome their clamor against 
the partial reprisals thus far visited 
upon them and avail themselves read­
ily of a day’s respite on religious 
grounds, in the meantime violating 
this holy truce themselves. What 
course could be more clearly indicated 
as desirable than the continued ex­
acerbation of their nerves in this 
manner?”—Halifax Chronicle.*

The War Department has decided 
that henceforth it will Itself Issue to­
bacco rations to our soldiers. This 
surprising news has been received by 
our soldiers, as reported from the 
front, with “a wave of joy." Its 
realization has been long hoped for 
by them and recommended by all of­
ficers up to General Pershing. By 
this step, tobacco products are placed 
.by our Government on the same foot­
ing as foodstuffs. It becomes here 
with one of the war necessities. For, 
henceforth, soldiers will no longer 
have to rely fo* their smokables on 
provisions made for them in canton­
ments. They will no longer have to 
purchase their cigarettes, smoking to­
bacco and cigars nor pay varying 
prices for their indulgence In tobacco. 
They will be furnished all kinds of 
tobacco products gratis by the Gov­
ernment the same as food and cloth­
ing and as all other war necessities 
for keeping the soldier in good fight­
ing trim. Naturally, the official In­
clusion of tobacco products as an ob­
ligatory army ration Is bound to sol­
idify the public’s heretofore diversi­
fied opinion as to the value and es­
sentiality of tobacco products. It 
must convince even those reactionary 

; minds and prejudiced fanatics, who 
ranked tobacco as a poisonous sub­
stance.
