Parties unable 
to bring in the required number, but who 
bring in sonie, will receive pardon and the 
value of their services.”

Scranton, Pa., March 1.—This morning 
about 9 o'clock Mrs. Welsh, living near 
Dunnore, about two miles from this city, 
went out to procure some milk from a 
neighbour, and locked up the house, 
leaving her two little children, aged two 
and four years, in bed alone. She had 
not gone far .before she noticed smoke 
arising from the building, and hurrying 
back she found the house completely en­
veloped in flames. The house being 
rather isolated it took some time before 
the neighbors - noticed the fire, con­
sequently, it was burned to the groundf 
and the charred, remains of the children 
were subsequently taken from the ruins.

Washington, March 2.—The Cabinet at 
its session yesterday agreed upon an an­
swer to the note of Earl Granville, re­
ceived here on the 22nd of February, and 
it was mailed last night for London. It 
is believed to acknowledge in most courte­
ous language, the receipt of Granville’s 
note, and quoting that portion of it 
relating to the subject of consequential 
damages, firmly adheres to our case as 
presented at Geneva. It is contended 
that the subject is one for arbitration 
under the Treaty of Washington. The 
members of the Cabinet until yesterday 
studiously avoided conversation on the 
subject, but after the session, which lasted 
over two hours, every member was at 
liberty to say that the note was finished, 
and that our Government would stand 
by the position assumed in the beginning 
by tho President. The mail from the 
State Department to Minister Schcnck 
was unusually large, containing copies of 
leading newspapers, with editorial com­
ments on mooted points of the Treaty. 
An answer to the note of Secretary Fish 
will not reach here before the 1st of April.

The True Ring.
Here are a few sentences which fell 

from the lips of Vice Present Colfax when 
addressing a public meeting in Brooklyn 
on Washington’s birth-day. They con­
tain the true ring, and coming from such 
a man as Mr. Colfax carry the more 
weight with them. If every American 
and British Statesman, would adopt a* 
similar style of argument, when discussing 
this delicate and most important subject, 
we should hear less about war. Referring 
to the Alabama dispute and the Washing­
ton Treaty Mr. Colfax daief :—

Arid that treaty was made by which 
these open question were referred to in­
ternational arbitration—a blow for peace 
and against war, more potential than all 
the peace societies that ever assembled 
on either side of the Atlantic Ocean. (Ap­
plause.) * * * With this great step
in advance, with the distinct understand­
ing all over the world that every question 
and difference between these two nations 
are to be submitted to arbitration at Gen­
eva, I say neither nation will dare, iu the 
face of the civilized world, to destroy that 
compact, which is solemnly made before 
God and man, and to leave those irrita­
tions open for further altercation in the 
future. (Applause.) No ! no ! If we were 
not to receive one dollar as the result of 
that arbitration, I would stand before my 
countrymen and say settle this question, 
whether wo receive nothing or whether 
our share becomes bankrupt, rather than 
recede a hair’s breadth from tho great 
moral question that those nations occupy 
to-day in respect to other nations of the 
earth'. (Applause.) It says to the coun­
tries of Europe in trumpet tones, “dis­
band your millions of men in France, 
Germany, Austria, and in Russia, and 
copy our example, submit your disputes 
to impartial arbitration. (Great Applause. ‘

In the Sandwich Islands the natives 
are dying out. Altogether the native 
population of the islands numbers 
now only 60,000 ; and at the present 
rate of decrease, it is thought they 
will be exterminated in about thirty 
years. Here, as every where in the 
islands, the introduction of clothing 
among the people unused to take any 
care of themselves has had deadly 
consequences. The Kanaka, as the 
Sandwich Islanders calls himself, 
wears his cloths wet, or flings theta 
off and sleeps in the open air, as if he 
were still in the habit of savage life. 
Then when lie finds himself feverish, 
with a child’s want of self-restraint, 
hè jumps into the water to quench 
the fire in his veins.

THE ASSAULT ON THE QUEEN.
The Prisoner Committed.

He Is Supposed to be Insane.

London, March 1st.—The assault upon 
Her Majesty Queen Victoria yesterday,by 
the man O’Connor,is a theme of universal 
comment and condemnation in the morn­
ing journals. They drew a comparison 
between the act of this one individual and 
the demonstrations of loyalty made by tho 
entire people of London, and other de­
monstrations throughout the United 
Kingdom on Tuesday last.

Previous to the attack upon Her Majes­
ty, O’Connor scaled an iron railing ten 
feet in height, which surrounds the court 
yard of Buckingham Palace. When he 
approached the carriage of the Queen he 
first saw Lady Churchill, the I.ndy-in- 
Waiting, who was in attendance on and 
riding with Her Majesty, and was about 
to assault her,, but he soon discovered his 
mistake and turned upon the Queen. Her 
Majesty’s groom, John Brown, who was 
riding behind her carriage, upon witness­
ing the action of O’Connor, leaped from 
his horse and arrested and disarmed the 
assailant. The prisoner was handed ovqg 
to the authorities, and will bo brought to 
Bow street station this morning, where a 
preliminary examination will be held.

London, March 1,evening.—The assail­
ant of the Queen was brought before the 
police magistrate at Bow-street at noon 
to-day for examination. The prisoner 
presented a very boyish and not unpleas­
ing appearance, and to-day was quiet and 
unassuming in manner. He made no at­
tempt at bravado, and listened quietly to 
the testimony without seeking to inter­
rupt or contradict the witnesses. On be­
ing interrogated by the magistrate he 
stated his full name was Arthur O’Con­
nor ; that he was born in England, but 
that his father was n natve of Ireland. It 
was subsequently elicited that his grand? 
father was the well-known Fergus O'Con­
nor, one of the leaders of the Chartist 
movement.

One of the policemen into whose cus­
tody O'Connor was delivered, swore the 
prisoner said the reason he had not load­
ed the pistol was because it was broken, 
and that he repeatedly exclaimed, “ I 
wish to God I had succeeded,” and that 
he avowed he had intended to present the 
petition for Fenian amnesty to the Queen 
in St; Paul’s Cathedral, on Tuesday,when 
she was surrounded by her ministers, 
that he then had pen and ink ready for 
her to sign the document with, that he 
would have made an attempt, but the 
crowd was so great that he could not get 
near Her Majesty. Two papers found on 
the prisoner when he was seized were 
produced in court and read. One, par­
doning all Fenian convicts, in substance 
is as follows :

I, Victoria, Queen by the Grace of 
God, make the following declaration :— 
Whereas, there are now confined in var­
ious prisons throughout the Kingdom a 
number of Irishmen, known as celebrated 
Fenians ; whereas, they were imprisoned 
with my sanction, haring rebelled and 
conspired against my Crown and to weak­
en and destroy my power ; whereas, 
sympathizers with these men have peti­
tioned for their pardon, and notwith­
standing they are still unliberated, now 
I, Victoria, Queen, &c., do grant a full, 
pardon to each arid every Fenian prison­
er unconditionally, and notwithstanding 
this my agreement is made under fear of 
my life, I will not depart therefrom. 
Dated February 22, 1872.

The other document is a commutation 
in advance of punishment of the prison­
er for his present act from hanging to 
shooting, and is dated Feb. 28.

At the conclusion of the examination 
the prisoner was committed for trial at 
the Assizes, and taken back to gaol under 
a strong escort.

It is evident that the papers found on 
the prisoner are his own words, and the 
impression of all who heard them read is 
that they are the product-of a deranged

The Queen left Buckingham Palace to­
day hir Windsor Castle. On her arrival 
at Windsor she was met by almost the 
entire population of the place with the 
warmest demonstrations of loyalty and af­
fection.

ONTARIO ^LEGISLATURE.
March 1.

Mr. Rvkert asked what course the Gov­
ernment intended to take with reference 
to the report of tho Proton Committee.

Mr. Blake said it was not the intention 
of the Government to consider the adop­
tion of the report until the evidence was 
published npd distributed for the infor­
mation of members.

A number of bills were read a third 
time, and several were withdrawn.

■ Mr Cameron asked if it were the inten­
tion of the Government, after the debate 
of the other evening, to remove the site 
of the Agricultural College.

Mr Blake said it was not the intention 
of the Government to propose to remove 
the site of the Agricultural College unless 
forced to do so by the strongest proof 
that the present site was unsuitable. He 
might say, further that the Government 
had no appropriation for the removal of 
thfe site.

1 Petroleum Gas in Oshawa.—The Vin­
dicator says that the new residence of S. 
N. Gibbs, M. P., was lighted with gas the 
week before last, and presented, a very 
fine appearance, as every burner was 
used. The gas is made from crude pe­
troleum, and is similar to that used in 
the residence of W. H. Gibbs. This sys­
tem of lighting hae been found so econ­
omical and efficient that Mr. Glen has let 
a contract for building similar works for 
tho Hall Works, and the Cabinet Co. are 
considering tho matter. The new Hat 
Factory will probably construct a like 
system for . gas distillation! If this gas 
could be conducted through pipes for any 
distance without condensation, it would 
be found cheaper light than coal oil 
lamps. There n no doubt that some 
means will yei bf discovered whereby 
this may be accomplished.

If brooms are wet in boiling suds once 
a week, they will become very tough, will 
not cut the carpet, last much longer, and 
always sweep likea new broom. A dusty 
carpet may be cleaned by setting a pail of 
water out at the door, wet the broom in 
it,knock it to get off all the drops, sweep 
a yard or so, then wash the broom as hr - 
fore and sweep again, being careful to 
shake all the drops off the broom and not 
sweep far at a time. If done with care, 
it will clean a carpet very nicely, and you 
will be surprised at the quantity of dirt in 
tho water. Tho water may ned|l changing 
once or twice, if tho carpet is very dusty|

Proposed Railway from Guelph 
to Collingwood.

MEETING IN GUELPH.

Any one looking at the map of On­
tario, cannot fail to notice that there 
is a large and important section of 
country lying between Guelph and 
Collingwood, in a direct line, which 
is almost entirely destitute of railway 
communication and its many advant­
ages. The proposed line from Hamil­
ton to Hog’s Bay, on the Georgian 
Bay, would to some extent benefit 
the section of country referred to, 
but its construction would entail a 
much heavier expense, while it would 
not receive the same help from the 
municipalities interested as this new 
and more direct line would.

Several gentlemen in Guelph have 
lately had this new' project under 
their serious consideration, and Mr. 
Massie, immediately after his returri 
from the Bruce railway campaign, 
called a meeting of the leading busi­
ness men in town, which was hold 
last (Friday) night in the Queen’s 
Hotel, which was numerously attend, 
ed. Mr. Massie was called to the 
chair, and Mr. Guthrie was appointed 
Secretary. The question was thor­
oughly discussed in all its bearings, 
and the many advantages of such a 
line of railway hot only to Hamilton 
and Guelph, but to the whole section 
of country through which it would 
run, were pointed out by the differ­
ent speakers. It was finally moved 
by Mr. Innés, seconded by • Mr. Mel­
vin, and unanimously resolved

“ That this meeting is of opinion that 
steps should lie taken for the construction 
of a railway from Guelph to Collingwood, 
by way of Orangeville, and as it is desir­
able to obtain the co-operation and as­
sistance of the city of Hamilton, the fol­
lowing gentlemen be a deputation to 
Hamilton, to confer with "its leading-citi­
zens, with a view of enlisting their Sym­
pathy in this undertaking, and report at 
an adjourned meeting, at an early date, 
viz :—The Mayor, Messrs. Massie, Stir- 
ton, Allan, Goldie, Raymond, llogg, 
Guthrie, Robertson, Howard and Bruce.”

The Deputation decided to proceed 
to Hamilton to-day, to carry out the 
instructions referred to in the rcsolu-

This new railway scheme, as ex­
plained at the meeting, must com­
mend itself to all interested. In the 
first place, it would he an inexpensive 
line inasmuch as the Great Western' 
Railway, between Hamilton and 
Guelph, could bo used as^ the 
southern section of the road. The 
only cost of construction in that case

• would he between Guelph and Col- 
l in g wood, a distance of about TOmiles. 
It is proposed to run the line through 
Erainosa and Erin and apart of East 
Garafraxa toOrftiigevillc,then through 
the Townships of Mono, Mulmur and 
Xottawasnga into Collingwood. This 
would give an almost air line between 
Guelph and Callingwood, it would 
shorten the distance between the 
latter place and Hamilton by 50 miles, 
and afford a short and direct route to 
the cast. It would,moreover, secure 
to Guelph and Hamilton the trade of 
Erin, Gnrafiaxa, and Townships north 
of Orangeville. Erin, Garafraxa, apd 
Orangeville naturally belongs to 
Guelph, and the people in these mu­
nicipalities heartily desire to cont inue 
their connection with -us, but unless 
we make some effort, such as the pr 
sent, to keep them, other lines of 
traffic and travel will be opened up, 
and then they will assuredly be lost 
to us. To the people of Guelph, there­
fore, this is a question of the greatest 
consideration and is closely connect 
ed with our future prosperity. ...

It is believed that all the Munici­
palities through which the railway is 
intended to run would vote handsome 
bonuses Jo aid its construction, 
Guelph would require to give a liber 
al bonus, and no doubt Collingwood 
would also do all she could, as the 
line would materially benefit that 
town, as well as the country sur­
rounding. It is also expected that 
the Great Western would come for­
ward arid aid the Cdînpaiiy in the 
same way as it has done the Welling­
ton. Grey A; Bruce Railway, arid that 
an arrangement would be made for

• working the line as it does that road, 
Government aid would also be ob­
tained, and all these together, 
would it is thought.put the Company 
in a position to build the lino.

With these explanatory remarks, 
we leave the subject for the present, 
till we learn the result of the Con­
ference between the Guelph Deputa­
tion arid the Hamilton people. We 
have laid the matter before "our cifci- 
z.cnvs. and trust they will consider it 
all its bearings,' for on the success or 
finlure of tilé^ehcme our interests as 
F town, and its future will materially 
depend.
