His Royal Highness the Duke of
Connaught again added to his personal
popularity last night at Paget Hall,
when he sat among the members of
the Legion of Frontiersmen and asked
them to look upon him as one of them,
and in a pretty impromptu speech paid
a glowing tribute to the men whom he
said had helped to lay the foundation
for the wonderful advancement that
has been made in the west.

With~ the characteristic democracy
that has endeared him to every man,
woman and child in Calgary, his Royal
Highness made every endeavor to
carry out the spirit of his remarks. He
laughed and chatted with the veterans,
joined in the choruses of the familiar
songs, including “The Boys of the Old
Brigade” and “The Veteran’s Song,”
and applauded the numbers of Messrs.
Hunter and Burbridge and Ben Leuin,
the latter of the Orpheum circuit.

Major Canon Hoggben Speaks.

His Royal Highness, accompanied by

11 his staff, with the exception of
Colonel Lowther, who was compelled
to return east, arrived at the hall at
10.20. The earlier part of the evening
had been spent in short addresses, in-
cluding one by Major Canon Hoggben,
late of the 15th Light Horse, in which
he dwelt upon the value of patriotism
of the right kind. He said that he de-
sired not to -take from any man or
nation his or its patriotism, but that
true patriotism belonged to the land
that gave men birth.

Referring to Canada's position in
the empire, he said the time had past
when she was considered a son or
daughter, and that now she was pre-
pared to take her place as-a grown-up
man or woman, ready to do her duty
toward the empire, and that Canada
should be prepared to defend itself.

Duke Arrives.

As the Duke of Connaught entered
the hali the orchestra played “God
Save the King,” and Major Duncan
Stuart, who presided at the smoker,
stepped forward and ‘welcomed his
Royal Highness. Three resounding
cheere were given—Tirst for the royal
guest, then for the Duchess, and then
for Princess Patricia.

The Duke then held an informal re-
ception, shaking hands with the grizz-
led veterans of ifrontier days, and
chatting with those mear him. .

Major Duncan Stoart then made a
‘brief speech of welcome, referring to
the fact that there were. men present
who had seen service under the late
Queen Victoria, King Edward, and who
were now willing to serve His Majesty
the King faithfully to the end.

RECIPROCITY AND THE QUOTATIONS

Opponents of reciprocity are having “the time
of their lives”. Comparison of prices offered for
the higher grades of grain-at Winnipeg and Min-
neapolis show a noticeable spread in favor of the
former market. At any other period of the year
the condition is reversed and it is natural, there-
fore, that the Conservative press should spread
these figures on its front pages in. the hope that
they will create a prejudice against reciprocity in
the minds of those who are familiar with the con-
ditions which determine the variations of the mar-
ket. Leaving aside the fact, well known to grain
men and farmers, that prices in Winnipeg and
Minneapolis tend to an equality at this period of
each year, it is well to remark for the ‘benefit of
the uninitiated that these newspapers .are very
careful to quote only the figures for the higher
grades of grain and are no less careful to aveid
mention of the fact that at this period of the year
the Canadian farmer has no high grade grain to
sell. When the whole argument respecting-com-
parative prices is summed up and full credit given:
to both sides it amounts to nothing more than
this: the Liberals demonstrated -that when -the
Canadian farmer had grain to sell he was forced
to sell in the worst market, while the Conserva-
tives have shown s that when the Canadian farm-
er has nothing to sell he eﬁjdy§ the inestimable:
privilege of selling it in the best market.' ' The
Winnipeg Telegram and its “associates-are ' wel-
come to their triumph. :

If, later on, when the Canadian farmer has
grain of these higher grades to sell the quétations
in -the two markets reveal the same spread, the
anti-reciprocity press may justly claim that they
have scoréd a good point in the argument. With
the record of former years in- mind, however, it is
impossible to avoid the suspicion that the warm
interest in the quotations which they now dis-
play will gradually wane and finally give place to
cold indifference.

In the meantime it is well that it should be
generally recognized that, while the case for reci-
procity finds support in these quotations 'during
the periods when they are of value, it rests finally
upon broader grounds of general benefit that are
assured under the .arrangémenf. Briefly, the
United States affords a market which is at once
the nearest market, a protected market-and one
in which the demand for the product of our farms
must grow year by year. To close that market to
the Canadian farmer is to compel him to pay ad-
ditional transportation charges in order to com-
pete in the markets of Europe with the grains of
all nations. The market of the United States be-
ing. a protected market, he would compete there
only with Yhe product of the Americati farni. "Add
to this the fact that year hy year the United States
is exporting less and 1mportmg more graxrf and
the case for the agreement is complete. This lat-
ter statement is sufficiently well illustrated by re-
ference to the wheat exports of the United States
during the last three years, which were as follows:
1909, 66,923,244 bushels; 1910, 46,679,876 bushels;
1911, 23,729,302 bushels.

Hverywhere
it is apparent that ianrift is very much
on the Increase, I'or instance, in the
ten years from 1837 to 1908 rthe.aver-
age sum in savings bank per head ol
the Swiss population rose from 309 to
448 francs. In. other words, Switzer-
land, from the savipgs bank standard,
is the thriftiest nation. Next to her
comes Denmark, with 391 francs saved
per ‘head of population,, and then, a
long way behind, the German empire
with 291 (Prussia 308, Bayaria 99, Sax-
ony 405, and Wurtemberg 231), Nor-
way 270, the United States 220, Aus-
tria 211, Sweden 197, Hungary 169,
France 133, Belgium 129, Great Bfitain
122, Italy 108, the Netherlands 89, and
Russia 20, )

Of course, it must always be re-
membered how many forms of saving
exist; and it is doubtful wheiher life
insurance, for insiance, 's as common
in Switzerland as in America and Eng-
land. Switzerland as yet has no post-
office savings bank, and no penny sav-
ings bank, although thirty-nine of her
savings banks will open an account
for a sum of one franc or less, while
only three require 10 francs or more
as a deposit.

and to this end nothing is considered
better than the often discussed plan
of the introduction of pogt-office sav-
ings banks on the British system. At
the end of 1908, the year in questien,
thé sums lying In savings banks to
the credit’of Swiss subjects amounted
to nearly 67% million francs,’as com-
pared with not quite 20 million francs
in 1897.

A curious fact elicited by th-a statis-
tics is that in Geneva the number of
savings bank books per 1,000 persons
is 1,022, showing that many of the
Genevese must have dgposits in more
than one bank. In other words, they
have remembered the old saylng as te
the folly of putting all their eggs In
one bagket, The Valaisappears to be
the Ireland of'Switzerland. Although
it has.improved greatly in the matter
o fthrift since 1897, it still appears to
save far less than any other Canton,
havin gonly 92 savinas bank books ver
1,000 ‘of the population, and an aver-
age of only 48 francs in savings per
inhebitant; next come  Glarus and
Berne, each +with 660 francs per 'n-
habitant.

It is clear from the figures that
the Roman Catholic Cantons are, on
the whole, less thrifty than the Prot-
estant. At the bdottom of the Ilist
come Ticina, Fribourg, the Grisons,
and the Valals. Fribourg coming so
low down is & curious instance of the
sharply defined local peculiarities still
versisting In Switzerlaad fér Catho-

lic Fribourg is close to Berne—over
the hedge, as it were—and Berne is
Protestant, and, as has been shown,
very saving.

The interest allowea on deposits by
Swiss saving banks varies somewhat
in different cases, but {is generally
about 4 per cent. The number of sav-
ings bank books for the entire coun-
try is now more trtn 1,900,000—a very
high number, considering that the pop-
ulation ts little over three and a hall
millions.

Alpine climbing has its comedies as
well as its tragedies, though it is
only of the latter we hear as season
follows season increasing -the death
toll of the Alps. In former times, be-
fore mountaineering became. an es-
tablished sport, the simple, unsophisti-
cated dwellers in the Alps looked upon
every Alpinist as a madman or a seeker
after gold or the devil. They argued
that walking up a mountain was mgere
dangerous than walking on level
ground; then why did strangers leave
the valley where they had good roads,
and railways to travel by, in order
to ascend the peaks except for a sin-
ister motive? The late Mr. Whymper
in his first climbs in the Andes, was
taken for a goldseeker by the in-
habitants, showing that this supersti-
tion was not confined to the Swiss
Alps. Again, Mr. Whymper and  his
party during their historic first as-
cent of the Matterhorn were mistaken
for devils by their Italian rivals, who
on the same day were mounting from
the Italidn side. The latter were near-
ing the top when they saw indistinct-
ly “Whymper's party on the summit.
The Swiss guides.on the summit danc-
ed for ‘joy in their triumph, and hurl-
ed stones in the direction of the Ital-
ians, who stampeded and returned to
Breuil. “It 1s true, they said, “that
the Maliterhorn is the home of devils,
for we saw them, and they threw
boulders at us.”

A more romantic comedy took place
on the summit of Mont Blanc when a
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Frenchwoman. Mile. ¢’ Angeville, climb-
ed to the “Roof -of Europe” in the sim-
mer of 1838, being the fimst of her sex
to accomplish the feat. - She was ac-
pompanled by twelve guides, who 1lift-
ed her up on their.shoulders, so that
in future she could -claim ‘she. had
mounted higher  than any 'climber in
Europe. Then the twelve guides asked
Mlle. d'Angeville a great fayor. Would
she pérmit them/to salute her with a
kiss as a homage to her courage? She
consented, and while the twelve branz-
ed guides kissed her cheeks on the
summit of Mont Blane, down in Cham-
onix cannon shots. proclaimed the vic-
tory of the Frenchwoman over the
mountain—and man. -

The falr sex have contributed con-
siderably to the humor- of mountain-
eering. An avalanche “caused a well-
known lady climber a great deal of in-
convenience by carrying away her de-
tachable skirt which she was in the
habit of wearing over her rational
costume, as it is called, and which, on
this occasion;. she -had placed aside to
negotiate some difficult rocks.’ when
the avalanche took a fancy to the gar-
ment. On her return to Zermatt in
the evening she was obliged to th
in the village until the fAshionab
throng were at dinner before she could
slip up to her room.

It 18 hard to describe the summer
in the Alps this season, although there
hs some slight consolation in knowing
that, so far, it has not been so bad
as that of 1910.

With torrential rains one day and
hot sun the next to melt all the fresh-
ly-fallen snow on the mountains, it is
no wonder that some of the rivers have
overflowed, and flooded many mead-
ows, and that others are bank-high.
The part of the counfry which has
suffered most is the Gothard district
and Ticina, especially around the Ital-
fan lakes. At Lugano, for example,
more than four inches of rain were
registered in thirty-six hours, and the
lake rose over a foot in four hours,
so that for a day or two the steamers
could not run because they could not
pass under the railway bridge, and
small boats had to be put on instead.

In one valley in the Mendrisio dis-
trict no fewer than forty landslides
have occurred, but the most serious
happened on the Gothard line, and for
a day caused great delay in the train
services. In another place, near Co-
mo, the Gothard express was very
nearly derailed owing to a sinking in
the railway embankment oecasioned
by the heavy rains.

Climbing, meanwhile, has been hard-
1y to be thought of. Several of those
who have attempted it have been snow-
ed up in huts for one or two days, and

have only now contrived to reach the
valleys again.

In Berne, it has been extraordinar-
ily chilly for the ‘season, and reports
from the higher altitudes state that
there have been heavy snowfalls, so
that it will take sevéral days of fine
weather to make the mountains again
feasible. - Al

Meantime the wintér resorts are
busy -preparing for next season, hop-
ing that, as in 1910 so in 1912 a wet
and sunless summer may be tollowed
by a brilliantly sunny, frosty winter.

In Murren just now a cable railway
Is being constructed to a spot about
1,000 ft, higher than the village it-
self—that is, to'a height of some 6,500
ft.—whence bobsleighers, for whose
convenience it
will be able to descend by a run near-
ly two miles long, now being made.

ASPHALTUM IN ALBERTA

Edmonton, Sept. 6.—Mr, John J. Hay=
ward, who migrated to Central Alberta
from Minnesota three and a half years
ago, is becoming wealthy as the result
of locating a bed of asphaltum on his
homestead, 38 miles northeast of Ed-
monton. He discovered the product
while ploughing last spring, but did not
make his find known until after the
government had granted a patent on
the land. Following a thorough ex-
amination by Mr. W. H. Willlams, for-

merly an inspector of mines in the’

United States, a company was organ=
ized and incorporated under the lawa
of the province of Alberta, with a stat-
ed capitalization of $1,200,000 to devel-
op the property The expert says In
his report that “the land is underlaid
with a considerable thickness of high-
ly impregnated tar at a depth of from
3 to 20 feet under the grass roots. Sur-
face indications all point to pefyoleum
fields, and it may ‘be proved by drilling
that a valuable natural gas and ofl
fiel will' be found there.”

Good Housekeepmg

(By Jane Eddmg{on.)
THE EVERY-DAY TOMATO

Stewed tomatoes are among the easi-
est of vegetable dishes to prepare,
especially if they are stewed up from
the can. Yet as eerved they are often
poor and rather tasteless or flat rather
than daintily acid and agreeable. No
addition of an acid—vinegar or lemon
juice—will give this most pleasant
sourness. -

A teaspoon or a little mqre of sugar
is needed to bring it out, not exactly
to sweeten the vegetable, although the
sugar does make the tomato milder.
No other seasoning except butter, pep-
per and salt is heeded.’ These are
often all that is added, perhaps because
the cook does not realize what an im-
provement is made by the sugar. Our
grandparents always are sugar with
vinegar on their ‘sliced raw tomatoes,
but one rarely sees anyone prepare
them so now.

An addition of flour to thicken the
stewed tomato is seldom worth while.
If something Is liked, bread crumbs are
better.

them rather thick.

The further preparation of the slices
depends upon the taste of the one do-
ing the work, but the whole operation
must be daintily done or the dish or
garnishment (fried tomatoes are used
in both ways) will be a failure. They
may be fried in butter, or butter flav-
ored with a few drops of onion juice,
with only a sprinkling of salt and pep-
per, or dipped in eggs and crumbs and
flour, or dipped in flour without egg.
In the former case they must be turn-
ed often and taken.out before they
begin to break.

If a sauce is desired, to the butter
in the pan add a tablespoon of flour,
stirring untll the two for ma bubbling
paste, and then half a pint of thin
cream or milk with a pihch of soda,
and stir the whole until thick and
smooth, with a little salt. and white
pepper. The tomatoes,. which have
been kept hot, are then -put in the
sayce and the whole allowed to boil
up once.

‘When the tomatoes are dipped in
crumbs and oil, the dieh seems a little
more substantial and is a good one
for luncheon when no meat i8 served.
The method of frying and the sauce
may be the same. When dipped in
flour they seem to burn on to the
pan more readily than otherwise, and

New York, Sept. 7.—A local paper
boasts editorially that it will stop box-
ing in this state, as it stopped horse
racing and its attendant vices.

In its bitter arraignment of the
sport, boxers and patrons of the game
are referred to as thugs, criminals,
pickpockets, etc., and the exhibitions
called brutal and degrading. Which in
my humble opinion convicts Mr. Edi-
tor of having other reasons than those
he advances for inaugurating an at-
tack on a sport that, as at present con-
ducted in New York state compares
favorably with other forms of profes-
’sional athletlic diversion.

v In selecting the coming McFarland-
Wolgast contest as a ‘prospective hor-
rible example of “brutal and degrading
prize fights,” the editor was unfortun-
ate. If he elects to attend that parti-
cular contest he will be treated to an
exhibition of skill with the gloves by
two healthy young men who rank
among the foremost exponests of box-
ing. And if he will take thg trouble to
look the crowd over, Mr. Editor will
no doubt find quite a few of his per-
sonal friends among the lot he has
dubbed “thugs and criminals.” 7

The truth is those who attack boxing
as conducted under the supervision of
the State Athletic commission are
either ignorant of existing conditions
of for reasons of their own purposely
misrepresent matters. Barring one or
two minor features, professional box-
ing has been pretty well cleansed in
New York. X

New rulings are constantly being
framed with the uplift of the game in
mind. Every safeguard is utilized to
assure clean sport. And in this, and to
their credit, the club owners co-oper-
ate with the commissioners. Gambling
on bouty is not allowed, and to remove
temptation in this respect as far as
possible, decisions are prohibited.

Referees are licensed by the commis-
sion and their positions are forfeited
if instructions are not faithfully and
fearlessly executed. Inspectors are
present to see that the commission’s
orders are carried out. As a result;
erooked bouts are unheard of, and one-
sided or unequal contests are stopped
when one contestant’s superiority is
apparent. The commission 1is doing
everything in {ts power to keep the
sport clean and to eliminate its brutal
features. And so far as I can see has
succeeded admirably.

The paragraph in the editorial re-

flecting upon the class of citizens who
attend boxing matches is the big
scream. If one thinks boxing is pat-
ronized solely by the so-called ‘“low
brow” element, and that society ‘“high-
er up” frowns upon the sport, let him
take a night off and visit the Garden,
for instance, on one of its Dboxing
nights. As Commissioner Dixon. says,
“Bouts in this city are patronized by
reputable citizens, who appreciate what
the Frawley law has accomplished for
professional boxing.”
And I might add that Mr. Editor has
a big job on his hands'if he really
plans to attempt to put the “stopper”
on the sport in New York.

Packey McFarland is training for the
Wolgast match, the date of which is
September 27. The stock-yards boxer
is making the training operatfons a
source of profit. His idea, and it might
be copled by all thrifty boxers, is to
put in the time usually allotted to
camp routine to - public exhibitions
with as many opponents as can be per-
suaded to meet him. Packey is a card
wherever he elects to appear, and can
usually command a guarantee of at
{least $1,500, so it will be seen that the
plan is a very sensible one. By the
time Mac finishes “training” he ex-
‘pects to be in apple pie order for the
tussle with the lightweight champion.

By the way, it seems to bother the
bugs, judging from my mail, this Wol-
gast-McFarland go. Learning that the
weight is 135 pounds at three. in the
afternoon, sevéral write to inquire if
the title goes with the match.

Should McFarland tumble
the full eopnt, the latter
‘be techmically champion lightweight,
but, good people, Packey would be
thailed as the real champion. As men-
tioned in this column several weeks
ago, it would be the Young Corbett-
Terry McGovern thing over again.
Terry was feather-weight champion
and met Corbett at 126 pounds, if I re-
member correctly. The title was not
supposed to be at stake, but Corbett,
the vietor, was popularly acclaimed
champion.

Ad Wolgast has had some hard
knocks from fortune during his career
as a boxer, although ill-luck did not
fasten its grip upon him until after
he had won the light-weight title. Ad's
first spell of the unlucky stuff.was to
break his -arm_ in a match with
Tommy Xilbane. The next blow was
the sappendicitis attack on the eve of
a match with Freddy Welsh, which
cost the champion something like
$15,000 in cash and a liberal percentage
of the “mavies.” But Ad had already

The close of the Sussex race meeting
marked half way in the racing season,
and at this time it is somewhat easy

to forecast. the'standing of the lead-
ing owners, trainers, Jjockeys, sires,
&c. This time, however, several of
the principal actors, both human and
eéquine, are still well in the running,

case of owners, of whom Lord Derby,
W. Raphael, T. Pitkington .and E. Hul-
ton have all won svell over £10,000 in
stakes. Stedfast, though he’'did mar-
rowly miss success in  the
stakes, has accounted for over £7,000
of Lord.Derby’s total of £13,115, to-
wards which amount Donnitborne con-
tributed £ 2,570 when he carried off the
Manchester Cup.

Walter Raphael’'s high place in the
list is, of course, entirely due to Taga-
lie's efforts, as the One Thousand
Guineas and Oaks were worth exactly
£11,200, but even should the filley fail
to add substantially to her early sea-
son victories, her owner has several
smart juveniles in Dawson Waugh's
string, and amongst these there should
be one or two good winners ere the
end of the season arrives. Mr. Hulton,
however, is also very rich in the two-
wvear-old department, so that he is
bound to make a very bold bid indeed
for leadership amongst the owners,
apart altogether from whatever Lo-
mond may accomplish.

There are millions of money and hun-
dreds of millions of dollars’ worth of
property lying around loose, and it is
never touched, but it is .watched over
faithfully by the people who are placed
on guard.

It is not the unhappy wretch who
steals other people’s money that
makes for misery here In this land;
it is rather the\people who steal their
own money who fill this great eountry
with woe and shame.

You think you are honest.
ly with other people; but have you
been honest with yourself? Did you
ever embezzle your own funds or the
funds. you held in trust for the wife
and family or for yourself when the
proverbial rainy day should come?

We are shocked when we pick up a
paper and read of some young fellow
spoiling himself by stealing his em-
ployer's funds. But that is not a
marker on the tens of thousands of
young fellows who plunder thelr own
resources.

When Cain was asked, “Where is thy
brother Abel?” he retorted, “Am I my
brother’'s keeper?”

If someone were to ask you, “Where
aAre your summer’'s wages gone?” you
would likely tell him it was none of
his business, Cannot you do as you
like with your own? Your_ savings
account is your brother's and thou art
thy brother’s keeper.

For every young fellow who goes to
the penitentiary for stealing other fel-
low's money there ought to be several
thousand jailed for stealing their own,
because, if it comes down to a fine
thing, it'is as much of‘a crime to rob
yourself as your neighbor.

I know a man who swallowed a
hundred-acre farm. He had a clear
deed of it at one time, but he drank
it all. He embezzled it. Let us call
a spade a spade. Yet he didn't go to
jail for it. He will likely go to the
poorhouse, but that's nothing.
