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The immediate procuring cause of the
declaration of war against Burmah was
the refusal of King Thebaw to withdraw
his decree levying & tax of §$1,250,000 on
the Bombay & Burmah Trading Company
for alleged failure to observe their con-
tract in connection with the lease of a
large area of teak forests in Burmsh¥ and
his refusal to receive a British regxdent
with a guard and commissioner to inves-
tigate the differences with the Bombay
company. A war will necessarily result
in the annexation of Upper Burmah, for
a protectorate there would be out of the
question. The British government might
place on the ‘‘golden throne” the Mingohn
prince, who has a better title to it than
Thebaw; but British interests could not
be so well consulted by such an arrange-
ment as by direct annexation. There is
another Burmese prince living on a pen—
sion of 600 rupees a month from the
British government, at Calcutta, but he
is described as the worst type of Burman,
and is hated at Mandalay. As Lord
Dufferin has been told by Lord Randolph
Churchill, who is secretary of state for
India, that he had better settle the Bur-
mah business in his own way, with
Churchill’s approval Dufferin has ordered
an advance, and as Burmah will be sub-
jugated, the British government will not
take any more risks and will probably at—
tach Thebaw's territory, as far as the
region of the Shan tribes at least, to
British India.

Again, fifteen miles below
Mandalay are several forts commanding
the river, but they are not considered by
the British officers of great importance.
Mandalay itself is without defensive works
of any importance,and can be shelled from
a point two miles off with destructive
effect. Thebaw’s guards, ten or filteen
thounsand in number, would not stay for
the shelling, and if Mandalay falls Bur-
mah is an easy prey to General Prender-
gast, who has 10,000 men, several gun-
boats and sufficient artillery for the jobin
hand. With Thebaw’s subjects longing
to get rid of him, and the independent
Shan tribes ready to welcome the English,
there does not seem to be any prospect
of long continued resistance by Thebaw,
whose orimes have stamped him
as'a monater of iniquity. The por-
tion of Burmah occupied and annexed by
the British since 1825 has been exception-
ally good property. It is rich and very

roductive in tropical products. Native

urmah is in area about 192,000 square
miles, and has a population of nearly 4,-
000,000. Thebaw’s revenue is about §5,-
000,000, and he rarely goes out of Man-—
dalay, his capital. Thebaw was nurtured
in an atmosphere of lust and deviltry,
and has continued to minister to his pas-
sions as the sole end of existence. His
country is noted for its teak forests, and
as teak is used exclusively for shipbuild-
ing in that quarter, the forests are ea
cially valuable. Thebaw claims that the
Bombay company owes its laborers on the
leased teak lands the sum of $400,000,-
000 for wages; but this is a megatherian
pretense, as the laborers themselves make
no such claim. It has been surpected
tbat the French' emisssries put Thebaw
up to making this claim to injure British
interests; but since the late French elec—
tions the French government bas dis-
claimed any intention of supplanting Eng-
lish enterprise in Burmah.

THE COWICHAN BIG LAKE.

Trip from Maple Bay to Head
of Lake.

To e Eprror:—Having very recently
retarned from a second visit to this lake
both made within the last few weeks, the
first trip by the Cowichan river, going and
returning, the last by the newly .made
trail to thé east end of the lake at the
outflow of the Cowichan river, I think,
perhaps, that some of your readers may
be interested to have a brief account of
both routes and of this lake and its sur-
roundings and capabilities for settlers.
On both occasions I fitted out with neces-
saries from Holmes' storeat Somenos, the
nearest point to the lake. The distance
of Somenos from either Maple Bay or
Cowichan is about seven miles; from
thence to where you strike the new trail
to the Jake at Mr. Jerdon’s farm, six
miles, and from Jerdon’s farm to the lake
at the termination of the trail, seventeen
miles; the distance, therefore, from the
landing place from the steamer Amelia at
M.plengy or Cowichan is about thirty
miles by road. By water from Cowichan
Bay ® must be quite five miles ' further,
and poling up stream is a long tedious
journey of from three to four days, an
dangerous for most white men to attempt
without experienced Indians.

By the good officed of Mr. Lomas, the
Indian agent, I obtained for my first jour-
ney by river two good Indians, the one
the old Indian chief Woolastom, of Some-
nos ranch, and a younger man, Jim, who
spoke a little English. It took us four
days to reach the lake; the obstacles from
fallen trees must be seen to be under-
stood, at times we had to depress the
prow eof the canoe to force it under over—
hanging trees, and the Indisns were con-
stantly in the water.  There are two port-
ages, one

AT THE BALMON LEAP
at the falls balf-way, the other at the
rapids nearer to the lake. . As we passed
these falls the run of salmon was in full
awing, and-every rivulet over the rocks
was filled  with flattering fish of
all sizes going up the falls to
the lake. watched them for two
hours, and calculated that not less
than 3,000 salmon passed the falls each
hour whilst on the run. I gaffed three
at the moment of our starting, ard might
have gaffed as many hundreds. I noticed
in the shallows above the fa'ls that many
fish were bruised and battered jamping at
the falla themselves in the rockier part,
and thought that a few charges of dyna-
mite 1n the rocks would make an easier
run for them! We saw no game en route
save a few grouse, shot for the pot, al-
though the marks of deer and bear were
on the banks where we camped, and the
Indians said the bears were on the river
clawing up salmon. The evening of the
fourth day we camped ~on Mr. Charles
Morrow’s clearing on the east end of the
lake and at the extremity of the new
land trail, there also we found sn Indian
named Nita Luk, or Charlie, who having
quarreled with another Iandian, who had
THREATENED TO SBHOOT HIM,

had left his own house and garden on the
other side of the lake in erder to seek the
protection of the white man; at all events
this was his story, of which more anon.

The next day we proceeded up the lake
by the north bank, being joined by a
west coast Indian named Bam, alias
“Kartharmakan,” who lives in a hut
about a mile above the new trail, on the
border of the lake. This Indian came
with his wife and three children it their
own canoe, and was the man the Indian
Charlie was afraid of. Hitherto we had
been followed by the two dogs of my In-
dians all the way from Somenos, but as

we passed the narrows up the lake on the
north side, the'giant bouldere there were
too much for the dogs, who found them
impassable, and we lost them.

There are, however, on this north shore
facing the southwest, many places, some
with flat alder bottoms and rich soil well
adapted for settlers, and with pebbly
beaches in front; yet for & long time the
only approach to such settlements if made
would be by water way of the lake alone,
for the difficulties and grest expense of
making a road around the lake to connect
such settlements wounld be most iusuper-
able at first. There are places on the
north shore alone for quite thirty farms.
At the northwest extremity of the lake
where there is an

and Fuca on either side, with mountains
beyond. Looking westward to the
coast was a deep inlet from the sea,
which was visible from its mouth to
its termination. This inlet from the
West coast runs inwards almost at right
angles to Cowichan lake. An imaginary
line down the centre of the lake from end
to end would, if continwed, meet a line
drawn down the inlet st almost a right
angle. The coast line on the admiralty
chart lays down this inlet correctly; but
from our elevation I could see at a glance
that the position of the Cowichan lake on
this chart was altogether wrong and that
it lies nearer the west coast and further
east than it is placed in the maps: In
fact it is an open question what part of it,
if any, lies inside the railway belt. From
the west extremity of the lake to this in-
let, may be a dozen miles down the In-
dian trail to the west coast; and it ap-

ared feasible that a water flume from
the lake to this inlet would carry sawn
lumber ready for shipment and undamag-
ed in condition, whilst to float logs down
the Cowichan river from the east end
would entail endless trouble, short logs,
and damaged ends, to say nothing of the
risks of a jamb at the

when in a flood the debris of fallen trees,
roots and all came down in a freshet. A
flume also on this route would be difficult
of construction, nor could dams be well
constructed without interfering with ex-
isting rights and freedom of the river
way.

To return ! to the top of our mountain.
Looking over the island from strait to
strait was one sea of hills and valleys
clothed with timber to their summits,
only some of the highest peaks being
rocky and bave. Below us at a depth of
two thousand feet (itself being four thous-
and feet above the sea) lay a leman shap-
od lake quite & mile long by thrée quar-
ters broad, which the Indians‘declared
had no bottom. I will call this ‘‘lake
Lemon,” aad our peak ‘‘Mount Rosa.”
I thought as I looked over that billowy
stretch of hills what posaibilities wmight
not be hidden in their bosoms, and what
sort of mighty flumes from that lake
our western miners might not some
day start to mining works below.
It was the rutting season, and the deer
were on the lower levels, and our poor
supply of grub was almost run out.
Clouds were ranging up that evening
looking like snow. We camped on our
former mountain that night, and started
in the morning for the lake we had left.
All that day we walked over bad giound,
more difficult to descend than to climb;
night overtook us and we had to camp out
in the forest, and we reached the lake by
noan the following day. We saw some
splendid cedars en route, one I measured
six feet from the ground was twenty-one
feet round.

OUR RETURN DOWN

the south side of the lake, where most of
the leased timber lands lie, was a repeti-
tion of our journey up, fishing included,
and the second day we reached the Cow-
ichan river again. Ita descent was, bar
obstacles and portages, as pleasant as the
ascent of the river was difficult. I have
Iittle to add as regards the route by road.
On my secoud visit I walked in from Mr.
Jerdon’s farm, where I was most hos-
pitably entertained, and I rcde back
The road, though practicable, is as bad as
any one could desire, and after the winter
will be worse. A one-horse trap, driven
by a plucky little boy, the son of the
proprietor of the hotel on the Cowichan
bay wharf, drove in Messrs. Robertson
and Blackett and their baggage whilst I
was there. The road requires some sixty
culverts to wmake it decent even for
pedestrians, Thers is considerable dan-
ger from burnt falling trees the latter part
of the route.

There is a small log-hut within five
miles of the lake, and Messrs. Green are
putting up an hotel near the lake, which
will be available to prospectors in the
early spring. Mr. Charles Morrow 1s
also putting up a log-house on his pre—
emption. There was no accommodation
previously, save the pretenoce of a log-hut
or Morrow’s land, and a leanto of sticks
and split cedar chips of the refugee In-
dian Charlie. '

This Charlie, however, was, when T
left, and despite all remonstrances against
it, putting up a plank house. Nothing
but a breach of the peace would have
prevented this, and as he promised to go
back to his own house across the lake in
the spring, he has not been molested,

The Weight of Rain.

To rae Eprror:—The anpual rsin fall
on Vancouver Island averages forty five
inches at Victoria, and at Fort Simpson
(630 miles north) seventy-five inches.
Only a few figures are needed in order to
find the weight of the rain fallingon a
farm of 160 acres: One acre equal to 4840
square yards; one square yard equal 6,-
272,640 square inches. Hence the aver-
age rain fall at Victoria—45 inches—is
per acre 282,268,800 cubic inches, and, as
1728 oubic inches weigh 624 pounds, the
weight per acre is 10,209,373 pounds or
5100 tons; or on a farm of 160 acres the
astounding weight of the rainfall during
the year is 816,000 tons! Were this to be
hauled away in loads of 20 tons it would
require 112 such loads each and every day
all the year round.

It was agreed that the Indian Bam should
leave before dawn to get potatoes and
shoot a deer for our ¢amp, and join us at
the next halting place at the extremity of
the.lake; and after breakfast next morn-
ing T and my Indians proceeded up the
lake, passing four more islets on the way.
Throwing out a spoon bait we soon had
ive splendid lake trout, neither of them
less than four pounds weight, when I
atopped fishing.  Arriving at the end of
the lake we camped on an old camping
ground, under two splendid cedars, and
we were shortly joined by the Indian Sam
aud family. He had with him a large
sack of splendid potatoes (which latter I
discovered he had robbed from the garden
of the miserable ““Nita Luk,” or “*Char-
lie”) and to my disgust the carcass of one
deer only and the reeking hides of three
others. I had heard five shots only fired
and there were two holes in one of the
skins, so the man was a good shot, for he
had not missed. He is a west coast Indian
aud takes the produce of his skin hunting
to the west coast about Christmas
of each yeer, and he has huts of plauks
and poles at salient points for huntiog
all round the- lake, and no other Indian
dare trespass on his beats. Now that
white men are ooming to the lake he
boasts he
WILL NOT LEAVE A DEER

within their reach. In new settlements
the deer of the forest is the settier's mut-
ton, or he must fall back upon salted
meats, pending the clearing of land snd
the poisoning out "of the wolves, which
will alone enable him. to have sheep.
Neither can a settler afford time to travel
& long distance out and in for venison,
and Indians of the Sam type are pests
to the community. They skin hunt all
the year round, in defiance of the law,
and can earn more by this method in a
month than an industrious white man can
in the backwoods earn in two.

But to proceed. The ohject of my
jouruey was the ascent of a mountain
peak behind the first hills at the north-
west extremity of the lake, which peak I
was told, was only free from snow at the
end of the year before the new snow fell.
With this intention we left most of our
traps and provisions in camp in charge of
an Indian woman, taking only biscuits,
butter, coffee, sugar and blankets in light
packs, Indian Sam being one of the party.
We started after breakfast and climbed
steadily for eight hours over bad enough
ground and tough enough obstacles until
at sunset we arrived at the top of the
first mountain overhanging .the lake,
where we camped, at an elevation of be-
tween D000 and 6000 feet, the mountain
top broken into apen glades of grass and
heath and sparsely wooded.

THE INDIANS SUFFERED

bitterly from the cold, our coffee-kettle
being frozen up io the morning and the
mountain streams beiog fringed with
icicles and the pools frozen thick. We
saw no deer, and we had only what we
had brought with us to eat. Whag I bad
thawed the Indians and plyuelf with hot

iffce and frozen butter (it was a lovely,
bright, clear day, after rain), we proceed-
od to descend s slight declivity to elimb
the nest pesk, about 800 or 1000 feet
higher and almost bare of brushwood o
trees.

A TERRIBLE SCANDAL.

J. ‘H. Mitchell is a well known lawyer
of Portland, and also an ex-U. 8. senator.
He was elected some years ago as U. 8.
senator for Oregon, afterward sought re-
election and was defeated, nnd lately has
again submitted his name for nomination
for the same office. ~ This last act has
been the signal for the Oregonian to open
out apon him, and it has done 80 in a way
that has set all Oregon agog. In 1its issue
of Saturday last, devoting something like
four columns to the subject, that journal
describes Mitehell as the most degraded
and corrupt politician who ever disgraced
a legislature. Passing from this it boldly
oharges that he has rendered his private

" life ‘one long record of fraud, dishonor
and infamy, that his conduct has been
hideously criminal; that he was bigamous-
ly married in Oregon, and that the vows
he then made as a husband he has since
systematically violated, and that his
duties as a father, as a citizen and as &
member of society have been with him as
but empty sounds. He is deliberately
charged with having plied his sister-in-law,
while under his roof, with all the aits of
the practiced seducer; that he dealt with
her asa libertine would; and, to crown
his villany, the better to carry out his
purposes, promised her that he would put
away his wife who had borne him chil-
dren and marry her (the sister) instead.
Mitchell was at this time 8 man tending
towards forty years of age, and had be-
come ‘the father of iwo families. In
Pennsylvania, his native state, he mar-
ried a young girl, and deserting her after-
wards, came to Oregon under the name
of John H. Mitchell (his real name is
John Hipple) and continued the *practice
of law; and it was upon the scandal fol-
lowing the discoyery of his alias that he
was rejected when seeking re-election as
senator. To substantiate the chargss it
now makes the Oregonian publishes the
contents of the letters from the alleged
originals ‘which Mitchell addressed tu his
sister-in-law. They are couched in the
most affectionate and extravagant lan-
guage and describe his misery at her ab-
sence, and of having to live with one
other than herself for wife. Commenting
upon the letters, the Oregonian, after
calling him ‘a scoundrel, a corrupt in-
triguer, & debauchee and a disgrace to
~humanity, proceeds: ‘“Such things are &
‘trade’ with him. He could exchange one
wife for another,  repudiate women who
had borne him children, swap families,
seduce a sister-in-law, convert his own
house into a stew, permit dishonor in do-
mentic affairs to traffic with his nature,
and at the same time oould talk with
snivel and cant about ‘happiness’ and
*heaven,’ It was ‘hell’ at home—and
small wonder.” He is dared to refute the
suthenticity of the letters, and the paper
deolares that should he do so they will be
ved and fac similes of them pub-
lished, so that the handwriting can be
judged. He is farther dared to arrest
the publishers and editor for criminal
libel, and the latter, while mentivning

. ame out in a long letter denouncing
them es entirely unfounded, and the
letters as base forgeries from the pen of
some designing person well acquainted
with his handwriting. He lays stress on
the fact that one letter speaks of his hav-
ing been admitted to the bar in 1870,
whereas he practiced law in Pennsylvania
so far back as 1856, and was admitted to
the bar in Oregon in 1860, and concludes
by stigmatizing the whole exposé as the
outcome of the personal malice of Harvey
W. Scott, (editor of the Oregonian), who
Mitchell states, was removed from office
as ocollector of the port of Portland for
unlawfully retaining certain moneys of
the Un tod States. This letter of Mitchf
ell’s which appeared in the Portlan
News, was immediately copied into the
Oregonian in which column_after column
was devoted tothe scandal. It re published
its previous account, telegraphed the
whole series of letters unabridged to the
Chicago Tribune, gave a full explanation
.of Mitchell’s countercharge and published
in duplicate in different parts of the
paper what is perhaps the strongest leader
that ever appeared in that journal, and
headed ‘‘A Loud Call to J. H. Mitchell.”
““What more,” it asks therein, ‘‘could a
newspaper publish about a man that could
possibly put upon him so deep a brand of
infamy !” It reminds the subject of the
attack that if it has not told the truth he
oan arrest the proprietors of the pape
strip them of their property, cause th
to be adjudged criminals and utterly ruin
them, and finishes the sentence with ‘‘J.
H. Mitchell, do you hear this call?’
Again, ““Will you cause the arrest of the
editor of this paper for criminal libel?
He will put you on the stand and ask you
if you wrote those letters? If ‘yes,’ then
enough has been said. If ‘no,” you will
be prosecuted at once for perjury and
landed in the penitentiary where you be—
long. J. H. Mitchell, will you cause this
arrest ! Liar and scoundrel ! You dare
not do it "'

«“Another W.” and His “Facts.”

To tae Eprror:—As you can testify, the
only nom de plume used by me in this con-
troversy is that over which I now write, 8o
that ‘‘Another W.” is as far out in his
guessing as he is in his facts.

‘Conformably with his suggestion, I have
asked the provincial secretary, and find that
under the head of *‘Administration of Jus-
tice’’ the sum of three dollurs was, in June,
1884, paid by the constable at Port Moody
for cleaning out the 1ock-ugethere. The
item having been objected to when the vouoh-
er reached the department, the constable
reported in explanation that the payment
was for eleaning up a beastly mess made in
the lock-up by a prisoner, and that he could
get no one but & Chinaman to undertake
the job. It is presumable that ‘Another
W.”' was not 1n that vicinity at the time,
and, under these circumstances, what else
could the constable do ?

“Another W.” has succeeded in finding
this payment made to 8 Chinaman under
the present regime; but I have been led by
curiogity to run my eye hastily over the
publie accounts for the years 1880-81 and
’82, and I find that the following payments
were made by the Walkem-Beaven govern-
ment to Chinese for various services:—In
1880, payments were made to seven China-
men, ting $92.50; in 1881, payments
were made to twelve Chinamen, aggregat-
ing $71; and in 1882 (the last year that
party was in power) payments were made to
twelve Chinamen, aggregsting $125. I
would not be undérstood as asserting that
these sums were wrongly paid, as I am well
aware that, in the administration of justice
in this province, such payments cannot al-
ways be avoided.

Is Poverty a Crime !

To tHE Eprror:—It would appear
that the “‘three cheeky vags,” so styled
by the Times, who insidiously poses as the
poor man’s friend) who were arrested last
week in Mr. Finlayson’s barn, and sent-
enced to one week's imprisonment with
hard labor, for daring to prefer a bed in
the loft of the rich man’s barn to that of
lodging beneath the sidewalk or in the
gutter (in which case they would have
been equally liable to arrest) were report—
ed to be fairly intelligent, but with the
exception of §2.95, a ticket to San Fran-
cisco, and a sailor's kuife, were entirely
penniless.

The good Master relates a para-
ble, ““There was a certain rich man which
was clothed in purple and fine linen, and
there was a ocertain beggar named Laz-
arus who desired to be fed from the
orumba which fell from the rich man’s
table.” This was a long time ago, but
the parable still holds good, only it is no
longer a parable. It isa stern reality now.
The rich man must be protected, even to
the crumbs which fall from his luxariant
table, while the poor mau, ‘‘cheeky vag,”
still languishes in prison, where not even
the dogs are permitted to lick his
sores. Wonder if there is any
heaven for the ‘“‘cheeky  vag,”
any spot on earth where, day or night, he
may rest his weary step, free from danger
and with no fear of being snaked off to
prison to be relieved off his last $2.95.

NEUTRAL GROUNB.
Movement for the Neutrality of
Unoccupied Isiands.

Bostow, Nov. 13.—A special to the
Advertiser from Washington says that
an important diplomatic move to secure
the neutrality of the islands of the Pa-
cific, so far as they are not possessed
by the continental powers, is on foot,
which contemplates a disregard to
Spain’s -sovereignty over any island
upon which she has not established and
maintained her colonies. Regarding this
in opportune time, in view of appre-
hensions caused last summer by the
Oarolines affair, the Hawaiian authori
ties have lately directed the Hawaiian
minister to this country to propose a
plan to the United States, Bngland,
France, Holland, Germany and Spain
for the settlement of this question. It
is proposed that the Sandwich Islands,
which possesses great influence in other
islands, be allowed to send a commissi-
oner to unite them into a local repre-
sentative government, whose integrity
shall be guaranteed by the powers, The
contracting powers would then send
consuls to the islands to protect their
respective interests. In this way the is-
lands will be kept forever open to com-
merce and neutral in any wars that
my hereafter arise. The scheme as out
lined has been the subject of several
consultations between Minister Carter
and Secretary Bavard. The latter
heartily endorses it, and with this en-
dorsement Minister Carter will sail for
Europe to morrow on a mission to the
nations mentioned. He has laid the
matter before the ministers at Wash-
ington of the countries named and in
every case their answers have been fa-
vorable,

ENGLAND WILL KEEP OUT
OF THE EASTERN MESS.
Russia, Austria and Germany
are the Powers that will be
Involved,

New Yorg, Nov. 15.-~The Tines’
London ocorrespondent telegraphs, on
the prompect of a general war: There is
a belief here that England can keep
out of the mess. Lord Salisbury while
managing to throw the whole weight
of this country against Russia, has not
committed himself to continental ac-
tion. Thus far he has created a league
which will crush Russia without com-
promising England as an active factor,
Of course, if there is a grand attack on
Russia, an itching desire here ‘to join
in the fray may very likely overweigh
considerations of prudence; but there
are no signs now that England is col-
lecting allies whom she will lead to bat-
tle, as in the Crimea. The Russians are
very anxious to keep England out of
the quarrel. Their papers, for the last
fortnight, have been filled with praise
of English fairness in the settlement of
the Afghan matter, which is probably
the first time for a quarter of a century
that Moscow has had soft words for
London. The principal danger of Eng-
land being dragged into the conflict lies
in Armenia’s entity, which she has
guaranteed, and over which she has a
nominal pratectorate. The Russians
have made a great fortress of Batoum,
and the porte expects a descent in force
from Kars, where an army conps of
Russians is concentrated. In case of
this, England would be called by her
treaty obligations to intervene, but .as
far as Europe is concerned, the Eng-
lish burden of responsibility has been
shifted to Austrian shoulders. Russian
occupation of Bulgaria would be the
signal for the swarming of Austrian
white coats into Servia and Roumelia
and for the bloodiest struggle Europe
bas had io many years. By to morrow
you may hear that Hungary is ablaze
with enthusiasm as never before, and
Berlin is ready to back Vienna, not
only with sympathy, but with soldiers,
if Austria needs themn.

Five Thousand Dollars Secured
by the Forging of a Pendle-
ton Man’s Signature.

MANNERS IN JAPAN.

POLITENESS AS PRACTICED IN THE

SUNRISE LAND.

Description of the Japanese Bow— A Tea
Party —Queer Practice at Meal-Time —
“paradise of Children’ —Scheols
for the Girls.

[Harper’s Bazar.]

Visitors to the Sunrise Land are al-
ways impressed with the graceful bows
ang courtly ceremonies of its people. To
see “poetry of motion” you must go into
a Japanese house and be welcomed in
Japanesn fashion.

One writar describes the Japanese bow
thus: “Seated on the mat in the ordinary
way, the bands are brought forward to a
natural distance in front of the knee, and
placed with the palms on the floor, and
with a space between the hands of about
one faot. Then with an easy rockin
motion the body is carried forward unti
the face almost touches the tloor, when,
after . slight pause, the head is again
lifted to its natural position, ” Great care
should be taken not to raise the hips when
carrying the body forward.

Cake and tea are invariably offered, no
matter how short or informal the call may
be. Tea is served in tiny cups without
saucers. When no more is wanted, the
cup may be turned over on the little stand
or chadai on which itis passed. Japanese
guests usually take home some of the
sweetmeats. They carry them in their
sleeves, for the sleeves of their garments
invariably end in & capacious pocket

A real Japan tea party is a very
ceremonious affair. The apartment in
which the company assembles ° must
be arranged expressly for the pur:
pose. The cups, the strainer, the tea
ladle, the kama, or hot water kettle—
everything must be of a prescribed pat-
tern and in a prescribed place. Even the
sLape o' the bits of charcoal with which
the water is boiled is regulated by rule,
and “the arrangement of the charcoal is
supposed to require great skill The
utensils used at these cha-no-yu parties,
as they are called, bave usually a historic
interest, and at certain stages of the tea-
making the guests are expected to show
their appreciation by a careful examina-
tion of them, and by graceful, well-
worded eulogies.

Ordinarily the Japanese take their
meals in silence. According to the old
codes, conversation is almost prohibited.
It is considered a mark of good breeding,
however, when ealing an drinking, to
draw in the breath with considerable
noise.

makes the first calls. Going round to the
houses of the oldest residents,
comer formally announces that

Chasing the Pipe-Line Scraper.
[Olean (N. Y.) Cor. New York Sun.]

One of the many odd callings which the
production and pipe-line transportation of
petroleum have made necessary, is one
known as “chasing the scraper.” Crude
petroleum f= run from the oil regions to
the refiearied at the seaboard, a distance
of 500 miles, iu irem pipes. It is forced
over ths %igh hills that intervene by
powerful pumps. Much of the way it
runs by its own gravity. These pipes are¢
cor stantly becoming clogged by sediment
and paratfine.

The clean them out an iron stem, twa
feet and a half long, to which are at-
tached circular steel scrapers, fitting
loosely in the pipes, is pla: in the pipe
at regular periods. This is forced along
the line by the pressure of the oil behind
it. It is necessary to keep track of this
scraper, in order that its exact location
may be constantly knewn, so that if it is
stopped :X any obstacle it may be readily
discovered and the obstacle removed. The
noise made by the scraper against the
iron pipes as it moves along their interior
would not be heard by an untrained ear,
but,  certain employes of the Pips
Line company are able to follow it on its
journey gy the noisr, and never lose its sit
uation! These men are the scraper chasers
They are stationed ir relays three or four
miles apart along the line. One chaser
will follow up and down mountaina,
across ravines and through streams and
swamps untii he reaches the end of his
section, when another man takes up the
chase and follows it until his relief iy
reached, and so on until the course of thg
scraper is run.

The work is one of hardship and
danger, owing to the character of the
country through which miles ¢ the pipe
lineis laid. If a chaser by ary mishap iz
thrown off the track of the scraper and it
becomes clogged hHefore he can recover its
position ir the pipe, the cutting of the
pipe for long distances is frequently made
necessary, that the missing object may be
found—a work that is accompanied by
much expense and labor.

The Martin Koszta Aftair.
{Inter Ocean.]

Martin Kos7ta had been one of the
leaders in the Hungarian revolution
against Austria in 1849, After the re-
bellion had been suspended he fled to
Turkey for refuge. he Austrian gov-
ernment demanded him from the Turks,
but the porte refused to give him up,
thourh, after some correspondence on the
subject, it was agreed to exile him
permanently to some foreign land. He
chose to be sent to the United States, and
came to New York and took out partial
papers of naturalization during his stay.

n 1854 Koszta returned to Turkey,
contrary to his promises to the porte. At
Smyrna he received a passport from the
American consul and wemt ashore. The
Austrian consul at Smyrna, hearing of
the exile’s presence there, and having no
power to arrest him on shore, hired some
bandits to throw him into the bay, where
3 boat picked him up and conveyed him
on board an Austrian frigate. Capt
Duncan Ingraham. United Stales navy,
was at anchor in the bay with the Ameri-
can sloop St. Louis, and he forthwith or-
dered his guns loaded and pointed at the
Austrian vessel, threatening to fire into
her if Koszta was not immediately sur-
rendered into the charge of the French
consul. The Austrian captain yielded the
point and %ave up the prisoner.

The affair gave rise to a long discussion
between Baron Hulseman, the Austrian
minister at Washington, and William L.
Marcy, the American secretary of state.
Secretary Marcy, got the best of the argu-
ment and Koszta was restored to the
United Btates.

lb?rv are domiciled beyond the public eye,

he one predominating topic of interest
in the immigrant mind is money—how to
make it and how to save it. Suspieious
of everyone who can not talk their partic-
ular language, though easily bamboozled
by those who do, they ocome into the

Garden looking upon e ery straager as a
robber and an enemy. Their money,
which may be a greater sum and may be
a less, is sewed away in the lining of their
clothes, or fastened in their coats, or se-
creted in their stockings, or chained to
their waists by brazen money belts, and
various other apparatus of torture, and to
get it out is much worse than pulling
teeth or coaxing pigs to market. Only a
few days ago an old Ewede brought
his wife and $1,400 in maoney
over with him, and it was- an
hour before he could be persuaded to
get it changed into American money, and
then not until he had been taken inside of
the exchange bureau and the whole thing
explained to him about nine separate
times. F'ut the same suspicious man in
the hands of a shrewd rascal outside con-
versant with Swedish and that money
would ehange owners! in very short
order. It is a common saying et the Gar-
den that an immigrant knows more when
le arrives there than he ever does after-
ward. You can not teach him anything.
If he is in the toils of a swindler, and you
try to warn him in time to save himself,
he will refuse to believe you. The most
suc:essful swindlers wha operate among
the immi ts lay the foundation for
their work with letters and circulars sent
across the ocean.

. What are the immigrant’s first impres-
sions of this country? Most of them are
very matter of fact. The pleasiug fiction
that they come here expecting to pick up
money in the streets is a wild romance.
They do expect to make money, and they
have a lingering hope that it will come
without much work. They walk outand
view the butt end of the city and go back
much disappointed It isn't half so fine
as they thought it would be, they say,
and they compare it unfavorably with
London or Paris or Berlin or whatever
city they are familiar with, Those who
stay at the Garden long enough to get
acquainted with the sharpers who are
constantly on the watch there or therea-
bouts for victims come to believe that
New York is quite a lively town after all.
The “Labor Bureau bum” is a well-known
character. A ticket from the Labar
bureau gives him entry there every night,
and he houses himself there as long as he
can scrape ugemone{mto buy food. Then
he wants to be sent back to Europe. He
is a sort of lozal tramp, with the tramp's
aversion to real work.

Castle Garden is supposed to protect
immigrants from sharpers and from the
impositions of boarding house keepers
and railroad runners “and sich. ” It does
it, more or less. It can never do it
thoroughly 8o long as it permits 8 horde
of runners to come in and grab immi-
grants landing too late to take the even-
ing trains. 1f Castle Garden were situ-
au}d on an island in the harbor, and im-
migrants having no businessin New York
were restrain from coming here, it
would be a8 much more efficient restraint
than it is at present.

There are some rare old characters
among the staff of employes in Castle
Garden. Policeman George Miller, who
weeps to think he is going on the retired
list after twenty-two years of work in the
bureau, is a racy old “soul, full of gruil-
ness and good humor. He can swear
fiercely in nineteen different languages,
and not a child will tremble in bis pres-
ence, though his voice is as gruffass
polar bear’s. The veteran ticket-taker
with the wooden leg is another jolly old
boy, full of his yarns when in a humor to
tell them. His story of how a dude ina
street-car assaulted his wooden leg with
a play cape because he did not double it
upand get ft out of the way is splitting
enough to split rails with.

Hoemes for Workingmen.

It is not generally known that there ex-
ists in our midst a society with the above
title, which aims to inculcate habits of pru-
dence and patriotism by assisting men of |
limited means in obtaining homes of their
own, or of paying off a debt, if already in-
curred. It is in effect a mutual improve-
ment society, especinlly from a real estate
point of view. Many men pay rent who by
joining this society would be enabled to buy
a property or build a house to suit them-
selves.

This is accomplished by every sharehold-
er paying in 50 cents per week on each
ghare he holds (and two shares is the limit)
and when the money thus paid in has
amonnted to $1000, it is drawn for, and the
member owning the number drawn gets his
$1000. He immediately begins to pay it
back at the rate of $8.35 per month or $100
per year so that he has 10 years in which to
pay the money back. He has the use of
the 1000 dollars for 10 years for nothing,
having no interest to pay. The society dif-
fers from most others in this; that every
shareholder must sooner or later draw the
money; it is only & matter of who comes
first.

In the meantime all the money paid in is
perfectly safe, though bearing no interest,
except that which accrues in the Savings
bank while the $1000 is accumulating,
which goes into the genmeral fund. Ifa
member is late in drawing he has the less
to repay after getting his appropriation.”

Say, for ‘instance, a mem does
draw for 5 years, he will have paidin (on
one share) 130 dollars, and will, of course,
only have to repay $870- to make up the

$1000. The expenses connected with the
society are very light, being, principally,
secretary’s fee of fifty cents-per an-
num on ench share not forfeited, rent of
room for meetings and necessary stationery.

For the payment of current expenses,
an entrance fee of $1 on each share and
25 cents every three months thereafter,
is charged, so that all the money paid in
as subscriptions is available.

The closing of the avenues of labor
in our province to women throws society
out of balance, as the men greatly out-
number the women, and as a consequence
there is a large number of men who re—
main nnmarried, which is certainly not
conducive to good morals. And there is
yet another view which is, to my mind,
still more important, that is, the moral
training of the young girls growing ap in

How is Britain—en-
compassed by the sea—to increase her
strength, to enable ua to enjoy
the priceless blessing of liberty, be-
queathed to us by our forefathers ?
With the British isles densely populated,a
large number are compelled yearly to
leave her shores, forced by circumstances
to seek abroad the chanoce of improving
their condition, which the pressure of
home renders extremely difficult, if not
well nigh impossible. Under such vir-
cumatanoes,to depend upon Britain main-
taining her position unaided would seem
to be, at least a very difficult problem; and
it appears to be only a quedtion of time (if
the defence of the empire is to be left to
the British isles) when its existence as a
nation, ita liberties and its civilization will
be a thing of the past. :

Britlsh statesmen seem to have grasped
the situation centuries ago, and provided
the means whereby the strength of the
nation might not only keep pace with that
of others, but vastly to outgrow them, by
means of her colonies, whieh should not
only absorb her own surplus but also
draw largely from the European nations.
During the infancy of the various colonies
they were kept under the direct control of
the crown. As they increased in popula-
tion and strength they were granted the
boon of self-government and upon them
then devolved the responsibility of ruling
their own households well. Net only to
study their immediate financial interosts,
but also that they might add to the materi-
al strength and prosperity of the empire
as the ecolonies have been planted in
sparsely settled, or entirely unoccupied
countries, one of the first requisitesis
population.  But in securing population
the frst question that arises is quality.

To have a large undesirable class of
immigrants is a source of weakness in-
stead of strength, particularly so when
they prevent those coming among us who
would have a deep interest in aiding us
to develop the reseurces of the province,
and every man (or woman) loving his
native land, having one spark of patriot-
ism in his breast, should strive to obtain
immigrants from amcngst his own kin-
dred, thousands of whom would joyfully
make their homes with us if the oppor-
tunity were offered them. Instead of
bringing in an alien race who only tarry
with us for a time and then return with
their earnings to their native land, we
should have those whose language, hopes
and interests would Qe in accordance with
our own,

There are many here who would not
employ Chinese if they could get white
irls, but the prejudice against Chinese
as 8o permeated suciety that white girls
will not go into service if they can possi-
bly get anything else to do, and it is to
ask your assistance to overcome this difi-
culty that iwe are here this afternoun.
Good, worthy, respectable girla can be
procured in the eastern provinces, who
would willingly come for the wages that
are offered here for satisfactory servants;
but in order to get girls of that character
there miust be a shield thrown around to
protect them from slur or inuendoes, which
can be done in no other way so completely
and effectively as by the Womeun's Chris-
tian Temperance Union, and the nature
of the organization is such as o tpecu-
liarly fit them to undertake the work. In
the first place, they could ascertain what
families would pledge . themselves to take
white: girls when they srrived, and the
particular work they would be required to
perform. They could then, by means of
the Women’s Christian Temperance Union
in other provinces, obtain just the kind of
help required, and as they would be able
to guarentee the girls (seeing that the
recommendation of the various branches
of the union would accompany them),
they would be in a position to give mutual
satiafaction. It would be necessary to
raise s fund to pay the passage of the |
girls out from the east, but I do not think |
you would bave any difficulty in raising |
the required amount, as the girls would |
repay the money in such amounts as |
might be agreed upon, And with your |
permission I will draw your attention to |
the effect it will have upon the work in \
which you are engaged.
You have found in the past that the |
vineyard is large and the lahorers few.
In getting giris from the east you would
secure Christian Temperance girls, You l
would be able, in a short time, to bring a
large number here, for the character of }
the help which you would be able to get |

was discharged on Saturday by the United
States district court, and immediately re-
arrested on another warrant, and is still
held by the sheriff. The warrant charged
Kelly with the murder of R. McG. Baird,
in British Columbia, Nov. 7, 1884. Kelly |
appeared before Judge Nelson on Wednes-
day on a writ of habeas corpus. At the
close of the evidence for the prosecution
the defendant called a witness on his be-
half, and objection being interposed by
the prosecution was sustained. The court
held that the commissioner undoubtedly
erred in the matter. The defendant
should have been permitted to introduce
evidence according to the laws of the
state. The commissioner failed to ob-
serve them, and the commitment of the
prisoner was thersfore illegal. He was
entitled to be discharged unless the
original warrant under which he was ar-
rested was sufficient to hold him. The
law under which the commissioner ar-
rested does not show on its face that the
commissioner is the officer authorized to
act, and unless the warraut does show
that he was so authorized, he was not em-
powered to act. The prisoner was there-
fore discharged. Immediately after the
discharge, Kelly was re-arrested on a war-
rant 1ssued by Commissioner Spencer,
and a hearing will be had November 17.

Alleged Embezzlement.

W. Cumyow was charged with fraudu
lent embezzlement before Mr. Edwin
Johnson at the police court yesterday af—
ternoon. Mr. E. Pooley (Davie &
Pooley) for the prosecution; Mr. Bodwell
(M. T. Davie) for the defence.

Wong Song Chue deposed that defend-
ant was employed by him, in
the King Tye Company, hetween
May, 1884, and September 18th, 1885
Defendant was general clerk or person
who carries on business with fersigners.
He was authorized to collect - moneys due
the firm when permission was given him
to do so and pay it over to the book-keep-
er. (To Mr. Bodwell)—Nobody could
get to the drawer where money collected
during the day was kept except the book-
keeper. In no instance money collected
was deposited in the drawer without hav-
ing passed through the book-keeper’s
hands. No one but" the book-keeper
made payments from the drawer except
in cases where petty cash was disbursed
by anyone temporarily supplying the
book-keeper's place.

After hearing the evidence of Low Sing
Sam, his honor remanded the case until
to-day, allowing the prisoner to find two
sureties, or himself, in the sum of §750.

Queen YVYictoria’s Eccentricities.

In the Greville memoirs just pub-
lished there are many representations
of the early daysof Her Majesty’s reign
in which is shown her youthful love of
simplicity, her enjoyment of the open
air, and the extreme quietnde of her
taste. A pretty little story isteld of
ber answer to the Duchess of Glouces-
ter when the Duchess asked her
whether she would not feel nervous
when she madé her court declaration
of engagement to Prince Albert, “Yes,”
Queen Victoria answered; “but I did a
much much more nervous thing & while
ago.” “What was that?” “I proposed to
Prince Albert.” Not 8o pretty is the
account given of the anger of Her Ma-
jesty when she was out of touch with
Lord Palmerston. The way in which
she fell upon Tord Clarendon, being
supported by Prince Albert in demand-
inga share of personal government,
was by no means so dignified as the
most we have heard of Her Majesty’s
ordinary conduct. There is & great deal
of fun, however, in the incidents con-
nected with the birth of the Prince of
Wales. The Queen wanted & coat of
arms for him before he was out of long
clothes. “This foolish business,” says
Mr. Greville, “of the coat of arms had
cost more trouble than many matters a
thousands times more important. Peel
has had to write & least a dozen long
letters about that and the alteration
in the Liturgy, and whether His Royal
Highness should be inserted before
Prince of Wales.

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WIDELY DIFFERENT CASES.

The high mission of the press is to en-
lighten and, if need be, correct public
opinion.  When it does this it is a bless—
jng. The ambition of a section of the
press in this country would appear to be
perversion of truth and misleading public
opinion for the attainment of selfish or

litical ends. In so far as it adopts this
ine of policy the press becomes a curse.

companys The case of the Granville
squatters was, however, essentially and
entirely different. The Granville town-—
site had been locked up for years, and
those from time to time requiring build-
iug sites on which to erect homes cculd
not purchase; and it was under these cir-
cumstances that a number (some eight or
nine, we believe) ran the risk of build-
ing upon vacant lots,trusting to the fair—
ness of whoever might place the townsite
on the market to afford them an oppor-
tunity of acquiring a title to such lots.
When the government became aware of
these cases they had already agreed to
convey to the railway company the unsold

portion of Granville townsite. These
squatters having no legal claim, the gov-
ernment could not give them the luts;
but, recognizing what might fairly be
considered an equitable claim to consid-
eration, if not to the lots, the govern-
ment stepped forward and arranged favor-
able terms for them with the railway com-
g;ny. To be parallel is, according to

ebster, ‘“To be equal to; to resemble in
all essential points.” The reader will
readily perceive how very far from ful-
filling these conditions the two cases
sbove outlined are; and it will, we think,
he generally admitted that, while neither
justice' por equity demanded the inter-

Yention of the government in behalf of
“the False creek equatters (even if such

As it is, the reserve is still held
by the government—by the people—
which being therefore in a position to
offer suflicient inducements in the way of
granting the company land fur sidings,
sheds and other uecessary buildiugs, will
be the means of not only bringing the
fine to Englieh Bay, fifteen miles nearer
to Victoria, but of imparting to the re-
maining portion of the reserve an actual
value, in place of the former speculative
one. Nay, further, had that reserve been
lifted two mouths after it had been placed
(as advised by the evening contemporary)
the greed of private holders would proba-
bly have been prohibitive to the exten-
sion of the line, and the lands have re-
mained at their normal value of $1 per
acre.

Mr. A. E. B. Davie, in opening the case
for the defence, mentioned that trial was
had before on & misrepresentation and
the case for the plaintiff had then failed.
The position defendant took was that the
speculation was mutual and that plaintifi’s
failare to observe his portion of the
agreement had been the cause of serious
loss to defendant. So far from defendant
having benefited whatever from the ad-
vatce of this sum, it had not osly been
lost but also a larger sum paid by defend-
ant, who had suffered a reduction from
one-fifth, to one-twentieth of his interest
in the property. When Mr. Sayward
came forward and asked for what might be
considered a specific performance of the
agreement he should first show that he
himself had performed the promise un-
der which the defendant entered into his
engagement.

The Electric Light---Proposed
Improvement.
To tE Eprror:—‘It raineth on
the just and on the unust.” During
the ~dark winter nights all will be
interested in having sufficient light
to keep them out of the mud and
water. The subject of street illumination
is now before our council, who will doubt-
less settle it as the majority of the people
desire. As to the respective merits of
cluster lights on masts and siogle lights
the experience of all in Victoria tells
them that the great fanlt of the mast
lamps is in the beavy shadows. High up
in the air they throw their bright light a
long distance and on the illuminated side
of the street the result is good; but the
opposite side in the shadow seems blacker
than ever. Government, Yates and
Blanchard are well lit up, but even these
are far from perfect.

Evening travelers now consider
themselves fortunate and satisfied if but
one side of the street is lighted. But
what of our police?  There are people in
this place wll)\o consider there is no better
game for their sarcasm than our police-
men, and say that the whole lot from the
chief down should be replaced; but they
do not cousider the difficulties with which
our midnight protectors have to contend.
When some enterprising burglar is caught
a-burgling, or they find some cut-throat
engaged in crime they give chase; the
man dodges over to the black side of the
street, and, as to being captured, is as
safs as in Egypt on account on the similar
darkness. Notice that burglary a few
nights ago in the neighborhood of Doug-
las and Johuoson street corner.

The
fact is that, on account of the refraction
of this electric light, every intervening
objeoct will create an intense snadow, nor
will the rays bend and refract like eun-
light, and with a fifty million candle
power electric light it would still be as
dark in the shadow. The only way to

THE BALKAN WAR.

Fighting Begun----A Decisive
Battie Pending.

Servia and Bulgaria.

LoxpoN, Nov. 13 —The Servian gov-
ernment has informed M. Rangobe, acting
Servian agent in Bulgaria, that in conse-
quence of the unjustifiable attack on
Serviana and the invasion of Servian ter-
ritory by Bulgarians, Servia has decided
to declare war against Bulgaria. The Rus-
sian government has stopped the annual
subvention of 15,000 ronbles to Prinoce
Alexander.

BrrLgrADE, Nov. 14.—The Servian
army is marching in three divisions on
Sofia; General Horvatovich commands
the left wing; General Leshyania the
right and King Milan the centre. The
whole force is expected to concentrate at
Sofia on the 22nd Nov. The roads are
covered with snow.

Dispatches from the front say sharp
fighting has ooourred between the ad-
vance guards of the Servian and Bulgar-
ian armies on the road between Tein and
Blasina. The Bulgarians retired.

The Servian division is marching from
Pirol, direct on Sofia. They will proba-
bly have the first decisive battle of the
war early to-morrow, when they are ex-
pected to reach a difficult and rocky gorge
of thé Dragonian defile, where a number
' of Bulgarian battalions have been con-
cun;nted, and where a stand may be
made.

Inasome ocases a covenant was distinct-
ly dependent on another, in others inde-
pendent, and to this latter category the
present covenant belonged,” If it is to be
that the observance of one should be held
upon that of the other it would render
the plaintiff in his failure to advance only
a trifle short of the required sum liable to
lose all that he had paid. Such an ex-
treme construction placed upon the agree-
ment would, he felt sure, not be enter-
tained. !
His lordship—It is evident that the re-
sult of the purchase was never contem-
plated by either party to the case as any-
thing but a sure thing. The fact that
plaintiff never hesitated to agree to the
proposal went to show that for his part
he looked upon it i anything but a spec~
ulative light.

Mr. T. Davie—I submit that the con-
sideration in the agreement extending to
the first promise of defendant in the mat-
ter of repaying the half of the first' ad—
vance did not extend to that part of the
agreement relative to the completion of
the purchase.

The case then closed, his lordship an-
nouncing that he would reserve his de-
cision.

NONSENSE
About Britain’s Constitutional
Sovereigm,

New York, Nov.
London cablegram says: During the
past few weeks there has been a per-
sistent rumor that Queen Victorip was
aiding and abetting Priuce Alexander
of Bulgaria in his daring grab of Rou
melian territory. The Queen authorizes
an emphatic denial of all stories relat-
ing to any personal or dynastic intrigue.
The despatch, which .was evidently
written by Sir Henry Ponsonby at the
Queen’s persopal dictation, 18 oven
angrv in tone and indicates she con-
siders that the suggestion of such a
misuse ef her power is almost a trea-
sonable insult: This despatch from Bal-
moral was shown this evening to a
Peer who is a member of the present
Cabinet and is in close personal and of-
ficial relation to Salisbury. Salisbury
said, on reading the despatch: ‘“Her
Majesty is behaving with her custom-
ary prudence. She has evidently ignor-
ed her personal inclinations and is ask-
ing advice of her lawful counsellors.
This is the third time within as many
weeks that ghe has refused to exercise
powers that are undoubtedly among
the prerogatives of the growp. The firat
case was that of Louis Riel, whose
sentence she copld have commuted by
a single word, but she only referred
the matter to the Colonial Office; the
second case was the Burmese difficulty.
Her Majesty is Empress of Indis, and
no power on earth could have prevent-
ed the annexation of Burmah if she
had so willed and ordered, but she
chose to leave the affair in the hands of
the Indian Office. In the Balkan busi-
ness the Foreign Office is aosolutely
unbawmpered by any orders from court.
If blunders are made, we will have the
undivided responsibility. If we succeed

As one of the forged
checks mentioned in & dispatch from
Pendleton yesterday, as having been pre-
sented at the First National bank there,
from the Pacific bank, was signed Union
Contract company, and Calvin Pratt, the
forgeries are probabiy all by the same
person, and are supposed to be the work
of Pratt.  There seems to have been no
attempt to imitate the signatures of Mr.
Steele or Mr. Durham. The three endorse-
ments are all in the same handwriting as
the signature of Pratt. It is impossible
to say upon whom the Joss will fall, as it
is not known whether the check was
negotiated at the Pacific bank or received
on deposit from some customer who had
negotiated it. The bank was at onge noti-
fied by telegraph of the forgery, but no-
thing has been heard io reply.

Mormon Infiluence im Arizona.

According to the Tucson OCitizen
there is a disposition'in some quarters
to attribute the recent changes in the
judiciary of Arizona to Mormon  influ.
ence. The late court has dealt vigor-
ously with the Polygamists and upheld
the Edmunds law in letter and spirit.
It isnot hinted that the appointing
power has been consciously bending to
Normon influence, nor is there any
reason to spppose that the newly ap
pointed Judges will construct the law
more favorably tothe Mormons, but
Morimon managers are shrewd and
subtle. They understand tbat changes
of the judiciary and officers of justige
will have the general effect of retard-
ing the progress of prpsecitions, and
of breaking up the continuity of sys-
tem by which their offences gre brought
to light. There is also an'open guestion
regarding new officials. - The former
judges have proved themselves beyond
Mormon influence. The new ones may
be quite as inaccessible, but there is al-
ways the chance of a pliable man get-
ting upon the bench, and the oftener
changes can be engineered, the more
numerous the chances. The power of
Mormonism is traced in the mysterious
disappearance of the Anti Mormon Act
of the last Arizona Legislature from
the archives of that body, and the ab-
sence of its enacted substitute from the
published laws, although the original
bill is on file in the proper office at
Prescost.

Mormon influence is powerful and
far reaching, as might be expected frqm
the organization of the chyrch. There
is & winute sysiem of observation which
selects the most capable men to carry
out its policy, and its pecpniary re-
sources are always sufficient. One-
tenth of the product of Mormondom
goes into the coffers of the church—an
immense tribute which the hierarchy
can apply to its own purposes without
heing cailed upon for account. “The
Zion’s. Co-operative  Store” almost
monopolizes the trade of the commun-
ity and the profits goto the church.
There is a large corruption fund ready
for use whenever occasion requires, and
in the past its weight has often been |
strongly indicated. Thereare also busi
ness and political relations between the
(Ohurch and the Gentile world, which
may be used to advance Mormon in-
terests in the most unexpected guar-
ters,

Knowing these facts, the part of
wisdom would seem to be the perma-
nent retention of judicial officers in
Mormon communities, whenever they
bave proved their zeal and honesty.
No question of politics should be al-
lowed to enter into the manner of deal-
ing with those communities. The only
test should be that of trustworthiness.

THE INDIAN RESERVE CASE.

Caskane and Others vs. Findlay
& McLellan.

In this case Mr. Mills some time ago,
for the Indians, obtained from the chief
justice an interim injunction restraining
the defendants, a firm of contractors,from
erecting an immigrant home on the Song-
ish reserve.

The plaintiffs moved on Tuesday, 17th
inst., that the injunction be continwed
until the hearing. Mr. Fell appeared for
defendants.

The grand jury of New Westminster made
a vigorous and valuable presentment at the
recent assizes. Among other things they
represented that the courtroom is al-
together too small, that it is ill ventilated,
that the judge has to push way throug
motley crowd of Indians and Chinamen to
reach the beneh. They recommend that
the site of the present gaol be devoted to
the purposes of a new courthouse. The
condition of the prisoners and prison
stated to be most creditable, The Royal
Columbian Hospital is said to be unfit for
the purposes of a hospital and its surround-
ings aré a public nuisance.

It is with pleasure that we turnfrom the hos-
pital to the lunatic asylum, which has also
received a close inspection.

Situated as we are, some thou- |
sands of miles from the seat of government
it is almost impossible to carry out the
spirit and letter of the law governing peni- |
tentiaries, and we therefore recommend |
that the laws be amended as follows: }
““That the penitentiary be submitted to |
periodical indpection by the grand jury of |
this ocity. 1
‘“That a provincial inspector be appointed |
who shall inspect the pemtentiary once in
six months, or oftener if necessary, and
make verified reports to the minister of
justice, and to the lieut.-governor of the
provinee.

‘“That an immediate investigation be in-
stituted for the purpose of ascertaining the |
truth or falsehood of O’Connor’s accusa- |
tions, and if found to be true, to apply the |
needed remedy; if false to clear the officials
of all blame. And that prisoners be pro-
vided with counsel and that witnesses be |
examined on oath.”’

His Lordship—Gentlemen of the grand
jury: The recommendation you make with
reference to the insufficient accommodation
in the court house is very proper indeed. I
am well pleased that you consider the in-
sane asylum in a satisfactory condition.

The
precise claim is immaterial; 1t was clear
that a claim is intended, and this action
can hardly be brought to a satisfactory
conclusion without deciding on that claim.
There is, therefore, a controversy between
the province and the Dominion in imme-
diate prospect, and the local legislature
have in two successive years emphatically
demanded that in such a controversy this
court shall have no voice, but the claim
of the province is only to be decided on
by the exchequer court at Ottawa. They
have twice invoked the application of the
Dominion statute, 1875, ¢. 11, s. 54,
which has enacted that on such applica-
tion the jurisdiction of this court shall be
abrogated. That was perfectly within the
oonstitutional competency of the Domin-
ion parliament under the B. N. A. Act,
1867, 8. 129, and is true conditional legis-
lation within R. vs. Burch (P. C. 1878, 3
app. Ca. 905, 906). So soon as such a
controversy is furmulated, therefore, the
court of exchequer alone will have seisin
over the whole case; and there will easily
be found some method by which all the
proceedings before me can be vacated,
either by myself or by a higher court.

In the meantime, however, the only par-
ties before me are the Indians, the benefic-
iary occupiers of the land, and the contrac-
tors, intruding on their occupation. And
the question is, what is the more prudent
course to pursue ? It is hard to see what
end the Dominion authorities propose to
themselves. It cannot be economy; no
trustee would propose to take the land of
his beneficiariss gratis, and appropriate it
to his own purposes. He would at least
make the fullest compensation. And the
lowest compensation would be the full price
of what it would cost the trustee to get sim-
ilar accommodation elsewhere; to which
would have to be added the pretiwm affec-
tionis, the consideration sufficient to over-
come the reluctance of the Indians to
abandon their old, hereditary, guaranteed
habitations, and remove to some other seat
which would have to be provided for them:

that should obtain under responsible gov-
ernment. Unfortunately for the country
a widely different policy obtained umder
a previous administration, and the results
were 80 disastrous that no fear need be
entertained of this government copying
8o bad a precedent.

GOVERNMENT COAL HARBOR
AND ENGLISH BAY LANDS.

Would it not be well if the government
were presently to throw on the market a
portion of the lands which they hold in
reserve on and about Ooal Harbor and
Eoglish Bay? The reserve consists  of
some 18,000 acres, much of which is pre -
sumably valuable. There is a belief that
if offered soon fair prices would be ob-
tained.

The Coal Harbor Giveaway.

To Tae Eprror:—Under the heading
of “‘Settled at Last” the Times of Wednes-
day stated that the ‘syndicate of local
speculators has given the C. P. R. ‘‘one-
third the property, the entire foreshore
and a strip of two hundred feet back,” in
comsideration of which ‘‘the company’s
wharves, hotel, station buildings and
offices are to be built on the Coal Harbor
peninsula; other buildings and sidings are
to be erected on the south side of False
creek, at theline of English bay. Al par-
ties,” so the Times states, ‘‘are perfectly
satisfied with the arrangement.”

As an unlucky investor at Coal Harbor,
allow me to express my dissatisfaction
with the urrangement made. Far from
being satisfied, T am completely disgusted
with it. I bought my lots near the Hast-
ings mill and the town of Granville, on
the solemn assurance made by the person
who sold me that it was arranged with
the C. P. R. to have the terminus on Ooal
Harbor, in Burrard inlet. Now I learn
that the terminus is pot to be where I
was given to understand, namely, near
Granville and the Hastings mill; but
partly on the peninsula and partly south
of -it, at the line of English bay and False

oreek!

If you look, Mr. Editor, at. a map of
New Westminster district and bear in
mind that the C. P. R. own thousands of
acres adjoining False creek and English
bay, you will see that the C. P. R.’s in-
tention is to have the terminus at the
mouth of False creek and on the shore of
English bay, which is two miles away
from_ the Hastings mill site. Van Horne
confirms this view by the favorable com-
parison he made between Xnglish bay
and the C. P. R. terminus at Port Arthur,
Lake Superior—na breakwaters needed,
as wharves naturally ?rotected, ete. The
only comfort victims like myself can find
for such a shylock of a bargain made by
the C. P. R with the local speculators is
Van Horne’s statement that ‘‘in the sweet
bye and bye” Burrard inlet will be all
terminus -from Port Moody to English
bay; but this, in my opinion, is the wild-
est kind of talk. When there are twenty
millions of people in British Columbia
Victoria may extend to Cowichan and the
terminal city for fourteen miles; bui I
bought my lots to sell again as soon as a
boom came along, and not in anticipation
of what is improbable in one thousand
years’ time.

In my opinion lots near the Hastings
mill and Granville are not worth the cost
of clearing, now that it has been decided
by the C. P. R. to build up alongside of

alse creek and English bay. Some of
the parties connected with this deal are
such sharks and humbugs that there is no
reckoning on what new dodge they ma;
get up. I want nothing more to do wit
them for my part, and am very sorry I
was gammoned into parting with my coin
for Coal Harbor lots. I think the local
syndicate have made fools of themselves
just as much as I have, but that is but

r comfort to me. What they should
g::a done was to have made it a condi-

Accounts from Eye-Wiinesses
of the Battle. '

Residing at Esquimalt is Mr. W. H.
Saunders, who was steward to Admiral
Price at the storming of Petropaulovski,
and in whose arms the admiral died, after
receiving the fatal (self-inflicted) shot.
Mr. Saunders has kindly supplied T'he
Colonist with the following:
A FEW REMARKS BELATIVE TO THE BATTLE
OF PETROPAULOVSKIL
When H. M. 8. Virago arrived at
Callao with the proclamation that war
had been declared betweeu England and
Russia the two Russian war 8hips, Aurora
and Diana, had only left port that morn—
ing. Every one on board the flagship
President was surprised that the English
and French admirals did not proceed im-
mediately to sea to endeavor to capture
them. The French admiral’s ship was
called the La Forte. There was only one
Russian war ship at Petropaulovski dur-
ing the engagement, the Aurora. The
Russian war ship Diana was destroyed by
a tidal wave, en route to Japan, snd all
hands lost. It was justas H.M. 8. Virago
was about to take the two flagships in tow
that Admiral Ince came down from the
mizentop, where he had been taking ob-
servations, relative to placing tho allied
fleet in position. During the engagement
some altercation took plage with Captain
Burridge snd the Admiral, of what nature
it was impossible to ascertain. The ad-
miral then left the quarter deck and came
down the main ladder on the main deck,
which was cleared for action. He spoke
to me, asking what I intended to do dur-
ing the engagement. I replied I was.go-
ing to assipt Mr. Hall, the payuaster, in
o.rryii;jg away any woundsd to the cock:
pit. e shovk me by the hand saying,
“‘Take care of yourself during the action;”
he then proceeded to the quarter galley,
and in about five minutes I heard the
report of a pistol. 1 immediately went
aft, when he fell into my arms. I sat
down and took his head in my lap. When
Capt. Burridge and the officers came below
they inguired how the supposed accident
had occurred. I informed them to the
best of my belief that the admiral had
accidentally shot himself when loading
his pistol; but immediately on his re-
covering consciousness the first expression
he used was, ‘‘I hope the Almighty will
forgive me for committing such a rash
act.” That remark entirely set aside my
version of the affair. Before his death he
gave the command of the English fleet to
Sir Frederick Nicholson, senior officer on-
the station, and captain of H. M. S.
Pique, which ship was not in action, hay—
ing been moored off dut of range of the
enemy’s guns. The crew of the Pigue
partly manned the President, and the re-
mainder were landed with the President’s
men to storm the forts. Admiral Price
was buried the next day before the allied
fleets engaged the town.

The second year I was steward to Ad-
miral Bruce, and accompanied him in the
President again to Petropauloveki, which
place was found evacuated. During our
stay here a marine, belonging to H.M.S.
Dido, was tried by court martial for run-
ping First Lientenant Piggott through
with his bayonet and killing him. The
sentence of the court, after three daye’
trial, was pEarH. H. M. 8. Dido went
into the roads the following morning and
hanged him at the foreyardarm and
buried hith outside at sea. With refer-
ence to the other portions of your descrip-
tion of the affair, as far as I can recollect,
it is perfectly correct.

THE ATTACK ON PETROPAULOVSKL

Extract from a letter received from an
ofticer of one'of Her Majesty's ships en-
gaged in the late attack on the Russian
settlement of Petropauloveki, in Kams-
ehatka:

SkrrenBER 9, 1854,
. We arrived off Petropaulovski, Kams-

tedious passage from Honolulu. We were
beca'med very frequently, and the rain
poured down without ceasing for eight or
ten days. Our squadron comprised H.
M. B. President, Pique and Virago, the
French flagships La Forte, L’Eurydice
and Obligado, the whole forming a very
imposing force. All the ships were paint.
ed entirely black, to render their strength
more doubtful to the Russiana.

On making the highland of Kamechatks
our excitement was very great, having
Little or no idea of the position and
strength of the batteries we were about
to attack. “About 2 p. m. on the 28th
Admiral Price and the secretary went on
board the Virago and proceeded to Awata-
ka bay to reconnoitre. We were kept in
suspense until about midnight, when the
admiral returned and we then got but a
faint notion of the strength of our ene-
my. On the following morning all the
squadron made their way to Awatska bay,
the approach to which is very grand—
high mountains (volcanoes) appearing on
either side, covered with snow and look-
ing magnificent amongst the clouds. On
one side of the bay, on a hill about 700 or
800 feet high, we perceived a lighthouse,
in front of which and commanding the
entrance is a large gun, which, as we
neared the land was fired to give the alarm
to the batteries and town situated out of
sight of the entrance and about eight
miles up the bay. We passed this point
point in great style, the President (with
the admiral’s flag flying) leading the way.
We anchored out of gun-shot of the bat-
teries v?bioh were all manned and ready
to receive us.

The admiral then ordered the Virago to
proceed towards a battery of five guns,
and have some long range fire (about 2000
yards) at it. The battery opened fire at
once, aud I think the Virago's guns did
not do much execution on this day. Afier
vpening the ball, she took up her position
amongst the squadron. I am afraid I can
convey but a very vague idea of the
strength and admirable position of Petro-
paulovski. The Russians have certainly
done their best to render it impregnable,
and they have, in our operations against
them, \proved good soldiers and brave
men.  Awatska bay, in which this hornets
nest is situated, is of great magnitude,
large enough to enable fifty sail to ma-
noeuvre in it with ease and safety. The
place is situated at the base of a mountain
about 12,000 or 14,006 feet high, s volca:
no covered entirely with snow; we had
the pleasure of witnessing it in action
which was worth seeing. The town lies
in a hollow and another huge moun-
tain is  behind  it. The shape
of the harbor is something like a
horse,shoe and at the entrange to the
port; on one side isa battery of three
heavy guns, and a little further in to
wards the town is another long battery of
eleven guns, well built, with embrasures;
and from its peculiar position, on a spit
of land, running nearly across the harbor,
rendered it very formidable, aa behind it
lay the Russian frigate Aurora and cor-
vette Dwina, with their broadsides facing
the entrance to the harbor. We called
this lot ““The snake in the grass.”

There appeared to be at anchor when
we arrived, in addition to the two ships
above named, two merchant—one bearing
Hamburg and the other American colors.
Opposite these two batteries, and on the
other side is a circular battery of five
guns (heavy ones, too), which eommands
the entrance entirely around the hill on
which this battery is placed, and in a
hollow is a battery of seven guns com-
manding the bay; and s little further on,
on the same side as the hill, is a low bat-
tery of five brass guns, which also com-
mands the bay. In addition to these
there are three other batteries in and
about the town, making a total of eight
batteries and the citadel, the whole
mounting probably fifty guns. On the
20th, the day after our arrival, an unfor-
tunate and awful calamity occurred,
which for a time stupefied every one in the
uadron, our beloved old Admiral
Price fell mortally wounded, sad to relate,
from a pistol bullet fired by his own hand.
As early as 6 a. m. he was on deck, and
even ascended - the rigging of the Presi-
dent as high as the maintop, to obtain &
better view of the enemy’s position, Dur-

chatka, on the 28th August, after a very"

ing the forenoon he visited the French
admiral and returned to his own ship
quite cheerful. We were all getting'un-
der way to commence operations, when
the admiral went below and passed into
the quarter-galley. At that minute the
report of a pistol was heard by all on
board of the Presideut; and it was soon |
known that the poor old admiral had shot
himself. This was about 10:30 a. m.
The medical officers were immediately
with him, and as soon as the poor old
gentleman recovered from the shock of
his wound he became quite calm and com-
posed—much more so than all who were
with him—and spoke in the most kindly
terms of his officers and men. The Pique
was moving to open fire when this dis-
tressing event took place. She was sig-
nalled to auchor, and her captain (Sir F.
Nicholson) went on the board the Presi-
dent. Soon after the French admiral
(who is a very aged and infirm officer) ar-
rived with his surgeon. He was greatly
overcoine, I am told; was so agitated as to
be obliged to leave the cabin to compose
himsclf. Admiral Price desired Sir F.
Nicholson to take charge of Her Majesty’s
ships.and to follow out the previously ac-
ranged measures for taking the place,
expressing himself confident of success.
The chaplain of the President waa with the
admiral in his last moments. On this sad
day of course, nothing was done; bat on
the next operations commenced in real
earnest, the battery called the ‘‘Snake in
the Grass.” fell to all of us, as also the
little battery and the circular one, all of
these facing the harbor., The ships en-
gaged on this day were—President, La
Forte, Pique and Virago. The little bat~
tery was soon silenced, and a party of our
marines and seamen landed and spiked
the guns. The ahips’ guns effectually
silenced those of the circaular battery for
that day, and we all turned our attention
to the ‘‘Snake,” which proved a 'very
troubjesome and ugly customer; a rapid
shower of shell and shot soon cleared it,
and then we piped to dinner. After din—
ner we had another go at our friend, who
opened fire on La Forte with great pre-
cision, and several shot-holes in her hull
attest the accuracy of her aim. La Forte
had one man killed this day. President
soon came within range and between her
and La Furte the battery was soon com—
pletely done up. To show the perseverance
of the Russians, there was a sentinel
whom all our shots could not drive away.
He appeared to walk his post quite uncon-
cerned and there he stuck throughout;
luckily for him, I believe he received no
injury. The Virago, on steaming out
received a shot in her ‘‘counter,” which
damaged the ship but wounded no one.
We slowly hauled out of range towards
evening, satisfied with our first attempt.

On the 2d of September the body of our
lamented admiral (Price) was put on
board the Virago and conveyed to an un
frequented part of the bay and there con-
signed to the earth. The officers of the
President only, attended the funeral. The
place of burial is marked at present with
the letters *‘D. P.,” cut on a tree by the
admiral’s servant. After some debate be-
tween Sir F. Nicholson and the French
admiral i was resolved to attempt the
place again on the 4th of September by
landing a party of seamen and marines
from the French and English ships. They
were to be guided by two Americans ac-
quainted with the place, who had been
fallen in with by the party who went to
bury the admiral and brought on board
the President to afford information about
the place. On Sunday, 34 September, all
arrangements were made for the landing—
the men all properly equipped and in-
structed as to what was before them the
next day. All were confident of the suc-
cess of their hazardous expediiion. At
1:30 on Monday morning the hands were
called, the intention being to make the
attack at daybreak. After a breakfast
preparations were made to go on board
the Virago. The landing pdrty sent to
her amounted to nearly 900, of whom half
were French. They were all well armed
and  ready for anything. A vast number
of officers accompanied the party. By
6-0o'clock all were on board the ¥irago.
Taking in tow La Forte and the Presi-
dent she steamed in towards the batteries.
The plan of attack was, that the President
should engage a battery of 7 guns, ocalled
the **Saddle battery,” and La Forte to do
the same with a battery of 6 guns, called
the ““Gorge,” the Virago to effect the de-
barkation of the landing party. The
President was first dropped by the steam-
er, about 600 yards from the BSaddle bat-
tery. At first her firing was not very
good, but after a little practice, she got
the correct range, and her guna soom
cleared the battery, doing great injury to
the guns therein. Again one Russian
alone stuck by the battery and he kept us
on the alert as we thought he might point
one of the guns and fire when an oppor-
tunity offered. It was amusing to see
him dodge behind the earthworks when a
gun was fired, and then stand up and ob-
serve our movements with a telescope. In
the early part of this engagement serious
damage was done to the President, a shot
entering a port on the main deck killed
two of a gun’s crew and weunded all the
rest. The ship was in close quarters with
the battery, and had a benefit, several
shots entered her side on the lower deck,
and one passed through a chest belonging
to a junior ofticer of the ship, leaving,
strange to say, his clothes uninjured,
which remains in the same state and af-
fords a source of amusement to him and
his messmates. La Furte silenced her
battery without sustaining any loss of life;
and as soon as this was done the landing
party was disembarked. Sad to relate
their subsequent proceedings led to the
moat fatal consequences. It had been ar-
ranged that the party was to form in mili-
tary array on the beach before proceeding
into the bush. Instead of this, immed-
intely on landing, each division took their
own course, and instead of entering the
town together by a road fuund themselves
ascending a hill at the back of the town,
amongst tangled and thick brushwood, in
which it was impossible to distinguish an
enemy from a friend. In the severe and
random firing which was kept up, there is
little doubt but many French and English
met their deaths without Russian inter-
ference. Our loss was most serious and I
believe the French lost quite as many
men as we did, and more officers. Oap-
tain Parker, of the marines, under whose
management the party landed, but whose
arrangements were not attended to, was
shot dead soon after landing. Two lieu-
tenants of the President received severe
wounds. After an ineffectual stiuggle
against their unseen enemy 8 retreat was
sounded. All the party had to descend
a high hill. From the ships our
men appeared to be falling down
one side of the hill s if shot
some head-long, some rolling, and all in
the greatest confusion. When the land-
ing party returned on board, which they
did by 10:45 a m.; tho shipa bauled out of
the range of the batteries to attend to
the wounded aud repair damages. The
melancholy result of this attempt is as
follows, as regards the Eoglish ships:

W. G. Morgan, slightly wounded; b sea-
men and b marines killed; 3 seamen dan-
gerously wounded; 15 seamen and 1l
marines severely wounded; 4 seamen and
4 marines slightly wounded; total killed
and wounded, 50.

H. M. S. Virago—Mr. Whitelock's
boats, 1 seaman and 2 marines killed; 3
marines dangerously wounded; 1 seaman
and 3 marines seversly wounded; 7 sea-
men and 1 marine slightly wounded;
total killed and wounded, 18. Total Eng-
lish killed and wouuded, 107. Since this
day we have made no further attempts on
the town.

It is doubtless a very strong place, and
will at any time afford hot work for our
ships. Our disappointment has been great
a8 we have come upwards of 7,000 miles
from Valparaiso to obtain what may be
almost termed a repulse. We laft Petro-

paalovaki on the morning of the 8th, and
about two hours after getting outside had
the good fortune o discover two strange
sail in sight, one a schooner and the other
a large ship. The last we took for the
Pallas or Biana, Russian frigates. -The
Virago was dispatched after the smaller
craft. She turned out to be a Russian
merchant vessel, bound to Petropaulovski
with provisions, etc. The President be-
ing the fastest sailor of the squadron,
went in chase of the larger vessel. The
weather was thick and the Russian tried
to escape; but. after a few hours, and
owing to the skilful manceuvring of Oapt.
Burridge, the Present was close alongside.
The stranger proved to be the Sitka of
700 tons, carrying ten guns, one of the
ships of the Russian American company,
last from a place called Agan, in the sea
Okhotsk bound to Petropaulovski with
the winter store of provisions, ammuni-
tions, etc., for the garrison. She
had on board a colonel and other
Russian  officers ~ with  twenty-three
Russiang, passengers to Petropaulovski;
also her crew, 28 in number, who are with
us now. They appear good-tempered
fellows.- Their mates are very intelligent
men.. None of the crew are Russians,
but Germans, Swedes and Dutch. We
have also a little fellow of 14, a midship-
man, as prisoner. They are all well treat-
od and allowed to do just as they please.
we are now going ten knots in a gale of
wind, with the Virago in tow. A prize
crew is on board the Bitka. I fear the
prize money will be but small. We junior
officers might get about 10s. each.

Until another admiral’'s flag is hoisted
on the station we shall be under the or-
ders of Captain Frederick, of the Amphi-
tre, who becomes a commodore of the

The French squadron
are going to San Francisco, while our
ships go to Vancouver island to complete
our water, which is running so short that
six pints have to suffice each of us for
breakfast, dinner, tea and washing.

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INDIANS THAT SEEM FIRE-PROOF.

Peculiarities of the ‘‘Hashkawn’” Danoce
of the Navajoes— A Strange Scene.
|Denver Letter.]

Mr. John B. Sweet, who has recentl
been traveling in New Mexico and Ar{
zons, gives an interesting and graphic
sketch of the “Hashkawn Dance, ” which
Lie had witoessed at one of the Navajo
a_encies. It took place in a large corral
or inclosure of an irregularly circular
form, about forty paces in diameter. Its
fence, about eight feet high, was con-
structed of fresh juniper and pinon
boughs. In the center was a conical pile
of dry wood, about thirteen feet high,
wmg was to make the great central gm
Around this, & few feet from the fence, a
dozen smaller fires were burning for the
comfort and convenience of the specta-
tors, who numbered about 500 men,
women and children, gathered here from
the various parts of the Navajo country.

The fire dance was the most picturesque
and startling of all. Fome time before
the dancers entered I heard stran7e sounds
mingled with the blowing of the buffalo
horn. The sounds were much like the
call of the sand hill crane, and may, per-
haps, be properly called “trumpeting,”
and they were made by the dancers con-
stantly during ‘he exercises. The noises
continued to grow louder and come
nearer, until we heard them .t the open-
ing in the east, and in a mo-
ment - after men having no more
clothing on than a breech-clout en-
tered. Every man bore a long, thick

bundle of shredded cedar bark in each
hand, except the leader, who carried four
smaller fagots of the same material
Four times they all danced around the
fire, waving their bundles of bark toward
‘the flame; then they balted in the east;
the leader advanced toward the central
fire, lit one of his little fagots, and,
trumpeting loudly, threw it over the
fence of the co in thie east. He per-
formed a similar act at the south, the
west, and the north, but befare the north-
ern brand was thrown he lit with it the
fagots of his comrades. As each brand
disappeared over the fence, some of the
spectators blew  into their hands,
and made a motion as if tossing
some substance after the departing lame.

‘When the fagots were all lit, the whole
band began a wild race around - the fire.
At first they kept close together and spat
upon one another some substance of sup-
posed medicinal virtue. Soon they scat-
tered and ran, apparently without concert,
the rapid racieg causing the brands to
throw out long brilliant streamers of
flame over the paked hands ani arms of
the dancers. They then proceeded to ap-
ply the brands to their own nude bodies,
and the bodies of their comrades in front
of them—no man ever once turning
around. At times the dancer struck the
victim vigorous blows with his flaming
wand; again he seized the fame as if it
were a sponge, aud, creeping close to the
one pursued, rubbed the back of the lat-
ter for several moments as if he were
bathing him. In the meantime, the sufferer
would catch up with some one in front of
him, and in turn bathe him iz tlame. At
times when & dancer found no one in
front of him, he proceeded to “sponge”
his own back, and might Keep this up
while making two or three circuits agound
the fire, or' until he overtook some one
else. At each application of the blaze the
loud trumpeting was heard, and it often
seemed as if a flock of a hundred cranes
were winging their way overhead, south-
ward through the darkness. I1f a brand
became extinguished, it was lit again in
the central fire, but when it was so far
consumed as to be no lomger held con-
veniently in the hand, the dancer dropped
it and rushed trumpeting out of the cor
ral.  Thus one by one they all departed,
and the spectators stepped into the arena,
picked up the fascicles of the fallen frag-
ments of bark, lit them and bathed their
bands in the flames as a charm against the
evil effecte of fire

“Were they not blistered?” asked the
reporter.

They were not hurt in the least,” was
the answer. “I believe they were pro-
tected Ly a coating of earth or clay paint.
That, however, did not make the effect
any leas strange. I have beheld many fire
scenes on the stage, many acts of fire-
eating and fire-handling by civilized jug-

lers, and many fire dances by other In-
shn tribes, but nothing quite comparable
to thiz The scenic ac essories were
unjque. Demons scourging lost souls
with the eternal fire could scarcely be
plctured to look more awful, ”
