THE LIQUOR-DEALING STATE.

The South Carolina Liguor law is not
working very smoothly.

- Both the wholesale and
retail liquor trade are in his hands. But,
so far, his success has not been at all re-
markable.

In the
first place, Charleston, the largest city in
the State, repudiates the law and refuses to
come under its provisions. ' Its eitizens, or
rather a majority of them, are bound to buy.

the State ‘liquor dispensary. The liquor
dealers have refused to close their places of
business, and the thirsty citizens take their
drinks in them pretty much as usual. ‘- The
Governor has his detectives. everywhere,
but as yet there have been no prosecutions.
The Governor will find that he has, in every
sense-of the word, a big contract on his

Kennedy Will Be Arraigned for the
Murder of John 0’Connor at

Naxammo, July 14.—(Special)—Ben Ken-
nedy, the now notorious slayer of John
O’Connor at Reed island, arrived here about
10 o’clock last night on the steamer Estelle,
Superintendent” Hussey and those of the
force of constables who live in this neigh.

Not a
bad looking man, clear, keen grey eyes,
dark brown hair, clean shaven face. At
first glance he does not impress one as being
a very evill{ disposed individual. Slight
though his build be, he is a remarkably
muscular man, and the police tell of his
wonderful activity and agility in the bush
and on the mountain side.

Kennedy has already been committed for
trial on the ocharge of the murder of John
O’Connor at Reaﬁ island on June 26, last.

Orrawa, July 14.—The Finance Depart-
ment to-day, issued an interim statement of
receipts and expenditures for the past fisoal
year, the revenue was $37,183,000, and the
expenditure $30,652,000. © The correspond-
ing statement last year shows, revenue
$36,902,000, and expenditure $31,027,000.
To-day’s statement is much better, but the
present figures only represent the receipts
and payments which had passed through the
books of the department up to the 30th of
June, and are no criterion of the state of
the finances of the fiscal year, which cannot
be ascertained until all tge returns are re-
ceived from varions parts of the Dominion.
When the final statement is issued this is
expected to. show a revenne of $38,000,000,
with an expenditure of $36,500,000, leaving
a net'sarplus of & million and a half, or a
tidy nest eggas the result of the Govern-
ment’s economies.

“THE IN-AND-OUT CLAUSE.”

When Mr. Gladstone announced that he
had withdratvn from the Home Rule bill
the In-and-Out gub-section of clause nine,
he in ‘effect ' told the House of
Commops that he had taken " from
the measure its most asensible as
well as its most equitable provision. When
the Premier was framing a measure to give
the Irish people the control of their own
domestic affsirs, he saw that it was both
wrong and inconsistent to give their repre-
sentatives also a voice in the management of
the affairs of England and Scotland and
Wales. To remedy the anomaly hé, in his
first Home Raule bill, did not give the Irish
people any representation in the British
House of Commons. But this creatéd a
worse evil than the one it was intended to
ocure. For if the first Home Rale bill be-
came law the Irish people would be taxed
by a body in which they had no representa-
tion. This is 80 completely contrary to the
very first principles of British constitutional
government ‘that it is surprising that the
idea was entertained by Mr. Gladstone for
a moment. His proposal was rejected by
both Liberals and Conservatives as incon-
sistent and radieally vicious,” :

Io the present Home Rule bill Mr. Glad-
stone tried to avoid both difficulties by pro-
viding that the Irish should have repre-
8 ntation in the Imperial Parliament, and
have power to vote' on all matters of Im-
perial concern, but when measures entirely
English, or Scotch, or° Welsh were under
consideration the Irish members should not
have the privilege of voting. This was, it
is true, a clumsy arrangement and wonld be
difficult to carry out, but we are sure it will
be considered preferable to giving the Irish
members the power to manage the domestic
affairs of Great Britain as well as those of
their own Island. We are surprised that
the Irish meu.bers would accept the power
to make laws for Great Britain, after the
power was given them to manage the in-
ternal affairs of Ireland. There are, no
doubt, difficulties in the In-and-Out arrange-
ment, but they are nothing in comparison
bo the injustice of giving the Irish, to whom
Home Rule had even extended, the power to

~|inflnence the home legislation of Great

Britain. :

. Bat the difficulty is only one of those in-
separable from a scheme ‘which is neither a
federal union nor a legislative union. The
difficulty which Mr. Gladstone vainly tries
to get over in his scheme of Home Raule for
Ireland is not felt either in Canada or the
United States. This is because the Do-
minion Parliament and the United States
Congress deal exclusively 'with federal af-
fairs. Members from all the provinces and
states are elected to legislate upon those
subjects and upon no oshers. The federal

HARBURS AND NAVIGATION.

Interesting Report on the Subjeet
Presented at the Annual Board
of Trade Meeting.

Manufactures and Industries—Estab-
lishment ot New Faectories
in Vietoria.

s Following are the last of the reports pre-
sented at the annual meeting of the B, C.
Board of Trade:

HARBORS AND NAVIGATION.

The Standing committee on Harbors and
Navigation have the honor to make the fol-
lowing report :

. Victoria Inner Harbor—Although con-
tinuous dredging has been in progress during
the past year, and the improvements men-

to, there are still rock obstructions in the
inner harbor, to which attention should be
at once given in order that the accommo-
dation may be all that is required to meet
the growing trade of the port.

Victoria OQuter Harbor—The magnificent
and commodious ocean dock for some’ time
past in process of « construction by Messrs.
R. 'P. Rithet & Co., Ltd., is nearing
completion, and what is commonly known as
the outer wharf, now affords ample acc m-
modation  for the berthing of the largest
vessels engaged in the trade of the Coaat.
It is to be regretted that the splen-
did facilities so ' patriotically afforded
by private -enterprise. have not yet
been supplemented by the  Dominion
Government in the shape of a
breakwater from Holland Point to Brotchie
Ledge, referred to in last year's report, and
to which the attention of the incoming
Council is directed. Adjoining the mnew
ocesn dock a large tract of land has been
put in order and rendered suitable for the
erestion of the ry wareh and
other buildings.

The San Pedro—All attempts to raise this
vessel, which foundered and still remains
fast on Brotchie Ledge, have untortunately
proved unsuccessful. The ship, as she now
lieg, is probably the. most effective beacon
that could be placéd over the ledge, but she
should, if possible, be removed without
dgley, and this dangerous, though well-known

ck, properly marked, and as soon as prac-
ticable connected with the land at Holland
Poiot by means of the breakwater already
meutioned.

Pilotage—Arrangements in this connec-
tion still remain in ‘a most unsatisfactory
state, and the immediate consolidation of
the several Pilotage Boards into one central
authority cannot be too strongly urged.
Such. a oconsolidation would afford. more
direct control and secure & more efficient
and economic service. - It is worthy of note

handicapped by the facilities offered by
ports on Puget Sound where pilotage is
not compulsory, and therefore an important
item of ships’ disbursements is avoided.
Northern Coast Navigation—The urgent
necessity of & better survey of the Northern
Coast, so long and persistently brought to
the notice of the Dominion Government by
the Board, was fully d;éponltntod by the
grounding of H. M. 8. Warspite on a rock
altogether unsuspected, and unmarked on
any chart. The present state of things in
this connection, is nothing short of a stand-
ing reproach to the Dominion Government,
and should not be allowed to continue. =~
. Telegraphic €ommunication along ' the
Goast, is s want coatantly felt by traders
and others, and it is hoped will shortly be
established. et ;
Quarantine—The painfnlly defective char-
acter of our quarantine arrangements, has
at length been recoguized by the Dominion
Government, who are now taking steps to
put matters in preper shape. 5
Australian Line of Steamers—The arrival
of the Miowera, the first direct steamer
from Australia at this port, was an event of
the first importance, as the establishment of
regular commnnication with the Ans-

pected to open up fresh channels of trade to
vhe substantial benefit of this Province, and
to Victoria in particular, beini the first
port of call upon arrival, and the last pre-
vious to departure. - It is hoped that direct
cable connection may speedily follow.
Northern Mail Service—Postal_arrange-
ments between Viotoria and the North con-
tinue of a most unsatisfactory character,

irregular and ‘uncertain intervals, cansing
the greatest inconvenience and no small loss
to traders.and others interested in the vari-
ous industries of ‘the - Coast, and who, look-
ing to the amount' of capital invested and
the growing importance of the trade opera-
tions in which they are engaged, are doubt-
less entitled to much greater consideration
in th's respect than they at present receive.
As this vexatious and antignated state of
affairs is entirely due to the absence of an
adequate mail subsidy.from the Dominion
Government, the' committee are of opinion
that the time has come when str:
sentations should be made to the an
at Ottawa with & view to such postal facil-
ities being at once afforded as are impera-
tively called for. :

MANUFACIURES AND INDUSTRIES.

Your commistee on manufactares and g-
dustries 'have. pleasure in submitting the
following report for your consideration :

The limited demand for this article, and the
low rates of freight now prevailing from the
. K , may retard the . starting and affect
the successful operation of this industry, but
as this article forms the basis for modern
street paving,your committee, in view of the
fact that some of our cities contemplate
paving their thoroughfares, hope that a'de-
mand will be created for this article which
will warrant the starting of cement works
on a remunerative basis.

Pottery und Fire Clay Works—This in-
dustry reports trade as satisfactory,and that
the imports of these articles have been
greatly reduced during the corrent year;
and as the whole of the marterial used in
these works is -obtained in the - Province,
these works are very beneficial.

To those industries which import raw ma-
terial, a revision of the tariff wonld greatly
benefit the. mnufacturer and consumer by
lessening the cost'of production. We ven-
ture to state, that a revision of the tariff on
iron and steel would so lessen the cost of
this article that shipping would be induced
to seek our porta for repairs and alterations,
and on other articles benefits would &lso
accrue from such a policy.

COUNTY COURT.

Regina v. Marsters.
(Before Sir Matthew B. Begbie, C.J.)

. . July 6, 1893.
This is an appeal from a conviction by the
stipendiary magistrate under the Summary
Convictions Act, sentencing the appellant to
two months’ imiprisonment with hard labor
for selling liguor to Indiaps, contrary to the
Statate, 8. C., 1886, c. 46 5. 94, declar-
ing that any person seiling or supplying,
etc., ets., any intoxicant to any Indian is
guilty of an offence and liable to fice or im-
prisonment, or both, as therein mentioned;
the subsequent section, 98, however, stipul-
ating that ““no penal'y shall be: incurred
when the intoxicant is made use of in case
of sickness, under the sanction of a medical
man or of a minister of religion.”

An appeal to this court being a rehearing,
I have heard ali the witnesses adduced on
both sides, and I am quite of accord with
the magistrate in the result he arrived aton
the facts, But then, Mr. Walls for the ap-
sgllanr, contended that the information wus

efective ; that it did not clearly allege sny
criminal offence, or anythiug that might nov
have been perfectly innocent, inasmuch 68
the intoxicant might, for all that appeared
either in the information or the evidence,
have been administered under the direction
of some doctor or clergyman ; and that as
the information ought to clearly define the
charge on which the criminal is to be tried,
it ought to have expressly negatived the
presence of the exempting conditions men-
tioned in Sec. 98; and it did not negative
these at all. s

Culyerwell, Brooks & Co. v Penny—This
was an action brought by the plaintiffs, a
firm of fur dealers and commission agents
in London, Eog , against Joho L Penny, a
fealing vessel awner in this city, to recover
the sum of $12,056 55. advanced by them to
him on account of a.shipment «f sealskins,
It seems that on Septen.ber 21, 1891, Mr.
Penny shipped a cargo of skins to Culver-
well, Brooks & Co., and drew sgainst them
for the sum of £6,858. The draft was
cashed by the Bank of B N. A. here. The
skins were sold ‘at the Jaouary sales held
in London by Calverwell, Brooks & Co., and
did not realize the amount of advance, there
being a difference of $12,000 odd, for which
the present action is brought. The conten-
tion of the defefidant was that he had dir-
eoted the skins to be sold at the October
sale, and that th-y arrived there in time,
and  that if they had then been
sold, the defendant would have re.
alized a sum in excess of the advance,
or in the event of their not huaving arriveq
there in ti ithe had been notified by
Oulverwell, Brooks & Co., of this fact, he
could have sold them here for a sum in ex-
cess of the amonnt of the advance.
