From the Bays.

Hard Race From Start to Finig),
Both Crews Being Completely
‘ Tunekered Out.”

Vietoria Tennis Players Holding
Their Own in the Tournament
at the Terminal City.

Victoria’s “ Big Four ” did not win the
fTour-oared championship of America at
‘Winnipeg yesterday, but they made the
present holders of the title, the Argo-
nauts, of Toronto, exert their every ef-
fort to hold what they had won oh East-
ern courses, and there is no one but

what will say, “ Well done. James Bay.”

Of course, everybody in British Colum-
‘bia hoped the Victoria crew would win,
but there was no undue confidence, the
majority of their friends being satisfied
with the prediction that the Argonauts
would have no walk-over, and that Dan
O’Sullivan and his crew would row and
row hard, from start to finish. That
these predictions were fulfilled is shown
by the story of the race as told by the
Cplonist's special correspondent at Wire
Tnipeg:

Winnipeg, Aug. 18.—(Special)~With
perfect weather and in the presence of
an immense concourse of people, the
James Bay crew, of Victoria, met their
first defeat at the hands of the brawny
Argonauts, of Toronto, champions of
America, of Canada, of the Northwest
TRowing association, and now of the Pa-
cific coast. The men from Victoria,
however, lived up to their traditions,
and when the crews finished, neither of
them could do more than paddle to the
float. They died game, and no one of
the Victorians who came to Winnipeg
‘had any reason to feel ashamed of the
men who so nobly carried the blue and
white.

As on the previous day, interest in
the opening events was dwarfed by the
intense excitement which the battle of
giants aroused in every one, and an ex-
pression of relief was clearly noticeable
when the end of the Argonaut boat came
out of the club-house, and the stalwart
Torontonians took the water. They
looked every inch of what they are—a
Splendid crew of men, fit to race for
their lives. They got a hearty round of
-applause as they pyshed clear, but this
“was drowned in the*wild outburst which
‘greeted the appearance of the James
‘Bay crew. They certainly were the
popular crew. and carried with them the
-sympathy of three-quarters of the
~crowd.

The crews faced the starter, and the
Argonauts, in their anxiety to get away,
‘made one false start, which the crowd
very unreasonably hooted. When they
<did get away, the Toronté crew caught
“the’water first. and set out with four feet
-of a lead, rowing 34.. The James Bays,
‘pulling the same stroke, kept even till
“the quarter was reached, when the Argo-
‘nauts went up to 36 and increased their
Tlead to half a length. The Victoria
‘men stood the raise, but Widdowson
“was steering a somewhat erratic course,
-and crossed the river nearly twice be-
fore turning the buoy. Here the Vie-
‘torians lost another half ' length, the
Argonauts going around in 17 seconds,
‘while the James Bays took 21.

:The Toronto crew started home a
~clear length in the lead, and with the
westerners directly in their wake. In
«order to get clear, Widdowson drew
‘aeross towards the St. Boniface side,
-and the Argonauts put on a smart spurt
and took another length. Muntz, in
“their bow, was steering a beautiful
‘course, and never lost a yard. In spite
«of all the efforts of the Victorians, they
<ould not cut down the lead, and To-
ronto came under the bridge two clear
lengths to the good. There O’Sullivan
called upon his men for a last spurt,
and raised the stroke to 88. For a mo-
ment they gained ground, but Wright
“pulled the Argonauts together, and they
‘won in a drive, with 215 lengths to spare,
"The time was 9:04.

Both crews were terribly done up, the
“Toronto men sitting in their boat some
“time before attempting to paddle for
wshore. The James Bays came in first,
and were greeted with great cheers,
their plucky work having made them
more popular.

The Argonauts gave the James Bay
crew the pick of the course, and they
took the Winnipeg shore, which looked
directly like an error in judgment. They
lost four seconds on the turn, and Wid-
dowson steered a very erratic course,
all of which told against them. Prior
to the race, the betting was 50.to 35 in
favor of the Torontos.

This evening the James Bay crew
were entertained at dinner by R. A.

gers, manager of the Parsons Pro-
«duce company.

The prizes were presented at a smok-
ing concert held at the Manitoba Hotel
“to-night.

Immense crowds watched the bulletins
posted by the C. P, R. and Western
Union telegraph companies, telling of
‘the progress of the race. A cheer that
could be heard all over the city went up
when the Western Union posted a bulle-
‘tin telling that the Bays were in the
Jlead, and that the Argonauts were
steering an erratic course, the operator
at Winnipeg having evidently mistaken
the crews, but hopes were soon set
aside, for the next bulletin announced
‘that the Argonauts were ahead. The
-only regret expressed was that the race
had not been a straightaway one.

A meeting of the James Bay Athletic

London, Aug. 17—A high official at the

REVENUE FROM YUKON.

Half a Million Directly Contributed in
the First Year of the Boom.

Ottawa, Aug. 17.—Government organs
announce that the revenue of the interior
department for the past fiscal year shows
an inerease of $570,000. The revenue
of the Yukon district, exclusive‘ of the
royalty, which was said some time ago
te have reached over $200,000, amounts
to $331,817. From timber dues in 1"11—
kon there was received $43,911; dredging
leases, $133,005; mining fees, $145,263.
The government, it is said, obtained
practically nothing from liquor permits,
the actual receipts bem:g $940, against
$3,160 during the previous year. As
Mr. Sifton issued permits for thousands
of gallons of whiskey, this statement is
remarkable.

Statistician Johnson says that at tl'1e
present time there are in Canada 559
creameries, 2,556 cheese factories, and

cheese. The number of cheese factories
increased by over a thousand since the
census of 1891. 3

A militia general order issued to-day
says that the Fifth Regiment and Main-
land rifle companies shall each drill at
local headquarters, the date of Inspec-
tions to be fixed by the inspecting officer.

SURPRISED SPANIARDS.

Fighting Away in the Interior of Cuba
in Ignorance of Their Country’s
Collapse.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug. 17.—Major D.
Miley, with a party consisting of Capt.
E. Ferrer, of General Lawton’s staff;
Major Luis Foolies, chief of staff of the
Spanish general Torral, and Dr. J. B.
Hubbell, of the Red Cross society, re-
turned to-day from Baracoa and Sangua
de Tamana, on the north coast of the
province of Santiago de Cuba, whither
they went last Friday to receive the for-
mal surrender of the Spanish force at
these points. At Baracoa, 625 Spanish
soldiers and officers surrendered with
1,200 rifles and 200,000 cartridges apd
at Sangua 897 soldiers and officers with
one 1d Krupp gun, 1,070 rifles and 208,-
000 rounds of ammunition.

Major Miley carried thirty tons of ra-

tions  for the Spanish troops and Dr.
Hubbell took sixty tons on behalf of the
Red Cross society, all of which have
been delivered between Baracoa and
Sangua de Tamana. Major Miley found
a little sickness at either place and yel-
low fever but the Spaniards were in
perfect ignorance as to the progress. of
the war. They had not heard of Admiral
Cervera’s defeat; on the contrary, they
had been told that the American trans-
ports which they had seen off the coast
were Spanish ships bringing reinforce-
ments and they were amazed to hear the
news of the American victory, and the
capitulation of Santiago, but without ex-
ception they expressed the greatest de-
light at the prospect of returning to
Spain.
American troops will leave for Bara-
coa and Sangua de Tamana in the course
of a few days. Major Miley learned
that the Spaniards had done but little
fighting with the insurgent forces for
several weeks.

“I have examined the records of the
Hawthorne Club and find that the Haw-
thorne Club is a domestic membership
corporation, duly incorporated for ath-
letic purposes. I am informgd that the
club has a lease of the premises in your
town where the contest is advertised to
take place for a period of two years and
that it is errecting a building to be used
solely for its purposes. If this inform?.-
tion is correct the Hawthorne Club, in
my opinion, have the right to h_ol('l a
sparring exhibition within the 'building,
the to be used to be of not less than five
ounces in weight and the attendance to
be limited to members of the club.

AFRICAN RAILWAY HORROR.

Many Passengers Killed and Twelve
Natives Roasted to Death.

Capetown, Aug. 17.—A collision is re-
ported to have occurred at Matjes Fon-
tein between a goods train and a sugar
train.

WHITES IN PHILIPPINES.

Their Prestige Destroyed by the War
and ' Much Trouble Ahead.

“The prestige of the white population in
the Philippines has been almost entirely
destroyed by the war. If an attempt

is made to give the islands autonomy it
shquld be effected gradually ander
strictly benevolent European zutelage.
Any other regime would bring back bar-

The paper comments upon the diffi-
culties facing the United States in deal-
ing with the insurgents in the Philip-
pines as far greater than they had in
dealing with the yellow race in America,
A large army, it says, will be needed and
the liberal philanthropic colonizing ideas
of the Americans must give way to
graver considerations.

FOREST FIRES IN EUROPE.

Great Damage Reported From Several
Continental Countries.

London, Aug. 17—From various points
on the continent, in addition to Nikini-
Novgorod, Russia, reports have been re-
ceived of serious conflagrations. Exten-
sive forest fires are raging in the moun-
tains near Ferrol, Spain.

At Achaenbrek, not far from Brussels,
the Saint Marie market place, a large
building and seven houses adjoining
were burned last evening, with an esti-
mated loss of £10,000.

The Estival military equipment fac-
tory at Lyons, France, was also burned
last evening.

UNITED LABOR.

Preparations Advancing for the Nanai-
mo Excursion—Representation at
Winnipeg.

WHO HAS PHILIPPINES?

| Merritt and Dewey Seem to Have
TSecured Capitulation of
Whole Group.

But United States Bargained for
Manila Only—A Puzzle as
to Authority.

Six Thousand Spaniards Now Pris-
oners — Dewry R storing
the Cable.

Washington, Aug. 18—The war depart-
ment made public to-day the despatch
of General Merritt giving the official
stery of Manila’s fall and also the text
ot the significant instructions sent Gen-
eral Merritt requiring the insurgents
and others to recognize the authority
of the United States in the territory oc-
cupied by our forces. These despatches
were. about the only positive develop-
ments of the day. Nothing has. been
heard from General Merritt as to the
casualties last Saturday except that he
estimates the killed and wounded at 59.

Another point on which the officials are
without information is as to the extent
of the present authority in the Philip-
pines. - Under  the peace protocol the
United States is given the occupation of
Manila ‘with the bay and harbor until a
permanent disposition of the Philippine
question is reached, but according to the
press despatches, which are 8o circum-
stanced as to be eredited in most official
quarters, General Merritt and Admiral
Dewey demanded the capitulation of the
Philippine islands. There appears to be
scme doubt, therefore, among officials as
to whether our present authority and
jurisdiction covers Manila only as pro-
vided by the peace protocol, or covers all
the Philippines as provided by the capitu-
lation to Merritt and Dewey.

There is a disposition to await official
information before laying down a policy
as to the event of jurisdiction in the
islands. Secretary Alger said that he
had heard nothing of the surrender of
the entire Philippine group. At the same
time the secretary did not deprecate the
accuracy of the press despatches, stat-
ing that the capitulation had a far-reach-
ing effect. Pending more definite infor-
mation the officials assume that Am-
erican authority covers Manila city, bay,
and harbor and such other cities as may
be occupied by, the military and naval
forces. The  latter phrase is elastic
enough to cover any or all of the Philip-
pin islands that may have been brought
under our authority by the recent sur-
render.

The instructions sent to General Mer-
ritt. have in view the expansion of the
possessions under the terms mentioned
in the protocol, as they state distinetly
that this government is in possession of
Manila, and that. its authority to pre-
serve peace and order will be exerted
“ within the territory occupied by their
military and naval forces.”

The cabinet meeting to-morrow is ex-
pected to deal with the detailed ques-
tions concerning the Philippines, Cuba,
and Porto Rico which have arisen since
the peace protocol was signed. -

The state department received another
message of congratulation on the restor-
ation of peace to-day. 'This one came
from the British ambassador, Sir Julian
Pauncefote, who is now sojourning in
New London, Conn.' The ambassador
communicated the expression of pro-
found gratifieation with which Her
Majesty’s goveérnment learned of the
signing of preliminaries for peace be-
tween the United States and Spain, and
sincere congratulations to the president
and government of the United States on
the termination’ of the war.

Paris, Aug. 18.—The Madrid corres-
pondent of the Temps says: * Little
importance is attached to the Chauvin-
ism prevailing in the United States with
regard to the Philippines. It is believed
that the mixed commission will have full
liberty of action to consider all aspects
of the question, which will assume a
grave international character if the Unjt—
ed States should try to exercise a domin-
ating role in the Spanish Pacific archi-

pelago.”

Hongkong, Aug. 18.—A despateh from
Manijla, confirming the’capture of the
town, says the American troops now oc-
cupy every position formerly held by the
Spanish, of whom 6,000 are prisoners.
The despatch also says that Admiral
Dewey picked up the ends of the sev-
ered cable on Friday, but that the line
is not yet in working order. ~Merchant-
men are leaving Hongkong dauy for
Manila. A great rush of trade is ex-
pected.

VANCOUVER AND VICINITY:

Minister Davies Bullies the Canners—

ADMIRAL DEWEY’S LIVER. ;

A Part of It Was Removed by an Italian
Surgeon.

(From the New York Tribune.)
There are a few officers of the navy who
can recall when Rear  Admiral George
Dewey once before faced death,,and an oc-
casion when that officer didn’t have half
a chance; but it was an occasion that he

did not wish to have made public at the
time nor for some time aftexwardl.

The
trouble was soon diagnosed, and it was sug-
gested that the only relief was to remove
that part of the liver that had 'become
bhardened. It was also recognized that the
operation would be a hazardous one. When
spoken to about it Capt. Dewey asked what
was the chance of making the operation
successful. The Italian expert responded:
‘“Ihere’s only~one chance in ten of your
living through it.” To this the officer re-
plied that he would take that chance, and
tor the surgeons to go to work as soon as
they wished. The patient was put under
the influence of anaesthetics, his stomach
was cut into and the diseased end of the
liver drawn out and inspected and then cut
and the remaining part was treated to pre-
vent hemorrhage, and then put back lp
place, and the lips made by the surgeon’s
knife were sewed up. The recovery was a
s'ow process, but it was a successful opera-
tion, and he is able to do duty to-day as
if no operation had .-ever been necessary.
But his most intimate acquaintances say
that the operation worked a change in his
temperament.

A FORTUNE IN THE MUD.

MR. BEAVEN’'S QUALIFICATIONS.

On Monday afternoon Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor McInnes dismissed the Turner gov-
ernment and called upon Hon. Robert
Beaven, of Victoria, to form a ministry.
It is presumed that the Turner govern-
ment was dismissed upon the assump-
tion that it no longer retained the confi-

| dence of the people of the province. This

being so it is difficult to understand the
action of the Lieutenant-Governor in
calling upon Robert Beaven. There is
in this action a presumption that the
man who lost his deposit in 1894 and
was aganin defeated in 18908, and who
has no following whatever, enjoys to a
greater extent the confidence of the peo-
ple than several of the prominent mem-
bers of the recognized opposition party,
who have been returned by the electors
and who are the admitted possessors of
a following. Politically Hon. Robert
Beaven has been regarded as a back
cumber for the past eight years. In the
legislature of 1890 his direct following
did not ameunt to more than two or
three members, although he was by cour-
tesy recognized as the leader of the op-
position party. In the general election
of 1894 he ran 'as an opposition candi-
date in the city of Victoria and lost his
deposit. In the general election in July
last Beaven was again a candidate in
Victoria, but his candidature was not
endorsed by either of the political par-
ties, and he was again defeated. Such is
the confidence which the people of Vie-
teria have in the man whom Lieutenant-
Governor McInnes has called upon to
form a ministry, and outside of Victoria
Robert Beaven is comparatively un-
known. It was charged against the Tar-
ner administration that it was too ex-
travagant. Should the country be af-
flicted with four years of Beaven’s ad-
ministrations of the old brand, it will
doubtless undergo a change of sentiment
with respect to the alleged extravagance
of the Turner government. Just what
sort of a game the politicians are fixing
up for the people of the province remains
to be seen. Left to himself Robert Bea-
ven can do practically nothing in the
way of forming a new ministry. He will
be obliged to make terms with either
one or the other of the two parties, or
attempt something in the nature of a
coalition. As there is said to be more
or less friction in both parties, the coal-
ition scheme appears the most favorable,
but it may be well questioned whether
Eeaven is the man for the job. Interest
for the present centres upon the choice
which the fdew’ Premier will make of
cclleagues to assist him and upon the
manner in which they will receive his
svmmons.—Nelson Tribune.

MUNICIPAL FIRE INSURANCE.

That the property owners and mer-
chants of Nelson are not the only people
who suffer from the excessive rates of
fire insurance companies is shown by
the discussion of the mattex by the press
of Rossland. 'In Rossland, as in Nel-

 son, . the experience of the ecity council

has. been that, despite all efforts on the
part of the council to provide means for

‘fighting fires, and lessen the losses ~of

the, fire insurance companies, the fire in-
surance rates remain virtually the same
as when the city had practically no fire
protection whatever. ; P

If the..cities of Kootenay find that
they cannot get.justice from the fire in-
surance ., .companies, they should seek
power from: the provincial gévérnment
to establish a system of municipal insur-
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ance. It is shown by the government
reports. that over 40 per cent. of the
amounts received in .premiums. by insur-
ance - companies doing business in Can-
ada is absorbed in management charges
and profits, which, under a system of
municipal insurance, could. be largely
saved to the insured. The chief objec-
tion to the theory of municipal insurance
turns upon the question of the ability
of the municipality to pay. This objee-
tion, however, could be.overcome by a
guarantee by the provincial government
of the municipality’s undertakings. Dur-
ing the recent session of the legislature,
the Turner government introduced a
measure for the relief of farmers,from
the burdens of excessive interest charges
under mortgages. Having come to the
rescue of the farmer, there is no reason
why the government should not look
favorably upon any well-matured scheme
for the relief of the property owner and
merchant in the cities from the extor:

BOUNDARY TOWNSITE SCHEME.

John A. Manly and Richard Arm-
strong arrived iin the city on Monday
evening, accompanied by F. M. Holland,
general manager of the Dominion Per-
manent Loan association, of Toronto,
and T. W. Holland, general agent for
the same company for the province, with
headquarters at Vancouver.

The Messrs. Holland are looking over
this section with a view to investing
largely and on Tuesday they were shown
over the various farms on Grand Prai-
rie by Mr. Manly. They returned from
their trip much pleased with what they
had seen, our mineral and agricultural
resources having been much beyond
their expectations. i

Ever since Mr. Richard Armstrong
was here last winter he has been quietly
working on a proposition to organize a
land company, with a capital of $150,000,
to operate in the Kettle river valley and
Boundary Creek district. While in Ot-
tawa during the recent session of the
Dominion parliament as Grand Forks’
representative in the interest of the Co}'-
bin charter, Mr. Armstrong laid his
scheme before the capitalists of Eastern
Canada, with the result that he was
successful in:interesting a large number
of the monied men of Toronto, who
agreed, through the Dominion I"erma-
nent Loan association, of that city, to
take $100,000 worth of stock in the
company, provided that, on investigation,
the situation proved to be as Mr. Arm-
strong had represented it. To satisfy
themselves on this point, a number. of
the most reliable experts and financiers
of the Dominion were delegated to exam-
ine and report upon the resources and
possibilities ~ of * the Kettle river and
Boundary districts. In every instance
the report was favorable.

The next question that came up for
consideration’ was the deciding of the
place where the company would estab-
lish its headguarters. The reports of
the gentlemen sent out to examine the
situation showed that there would be at
least five good towns in this district, and
the thatter.of the selection of a loca-
tion was one’of much importance. The
desire of the company was tb decide up-
on some point as near the centre of the
territory as possible, with a view of
making it the distributing and wholesale
point of the ¥ast district lying between
the Columbia river and Okanagan lake.
The natural advantages of Grand Forks,
gituated as it'is at the gateway of one
of the richest mineral belts in the prov-
ince, and the centre of the ﬁne_st agri-
cultural and! fruit-growing sections in
the northwest, an ideal smelter point,
gave it a decided advantage over the
other places,“and as a result Grand
Forks was ‘chosen as the headquarters
of the company. 3

All the pgeliminary details for the or-
ganization of the company have been
arranged; and only await the appl:oval
of the Messrs. Holland, whose visit to
Grand Forks was for the purpose of
making a personal investlgatlon.ot the
field before deciding; and while they
did not say so in so many yvor&s, they
let fall remarks which indieate that
their report would be favorable.

The company will erect residence
houses in various portions of the city
for rent or sale upon the installment
plan, will advance money on easy terms
to persons desiring to bm!d. Some deal-
ing in mineral claims will also be car-
ried on, but it is the intention to devote
most of the company’s time and momney
to real estate and land {ransactions
throughout the district. . :

While here Mr. F. M. Holland, in
company with John A. Manly, Charles
Cumings, Aldermen Jones and Manly
and a representative of the Miner, visit-
ed the waterworks and electric light
plant, and expressed himself as being
much pleased with the manner in which
it operated, and stated tlmt' it would be
a credit to any town three times the size
of Grand Forks. In conversation while

Secretary Watson, of the Lumbermen’s
Exchange, reported yesterday that with-
in the last two months a vast forest of
walnut had been unearthed in Southeast
Missouri. In 1811 an earthquake in that
part of the state resulted in the sinking
of large tracts of land. Since then there
have been annual floods in that district,
each year adding to the accretions.
Less than two months ago two farmers,
walking through a part of the district,
noticed what to their-eyes seemed to be
the ends of ‘walnut trees sticking out of
the sunken places and tipped over. Re-
membering that vast amounts of cedar
wood have been dug up in various places
the farmers reported their observations
and the ground was explored. It was
found to be rich in trees of black wal-
nut from 28 to 36 inches in diameter.

Secretary Watson states that there are
two parts to a walnut tree. The center
censists of solid, black wood, and the
rest of the tree is a soft, sappy growth,
which is of little use for commercial pur-
peses. In  these new trees, just un-
earthed, the sap has all rotted off,
leaving only the black heart or solid por-
tion of the tree. This is found to be a
fine specimen of walnut, with anipnusual
depth of color. This wood, isg being cut
in blocks for veneering purposel and is
hauled to the river at Caruthersville,
Mo., to be shipped to various places.
Large amounts of this new field are be-
ing purchased by the Singer Sewing-
Machine Company, of Cairo, and the

‘Veneering Plant, of Columbus, Ky.

St. Louis lumbermen are much inter-
ested in this revival of the lumber trade.
There has been universal regret that wal-
nut, one of the finest of hardwoods, was
almost extinct as a commercial article.
Experiments in planting and growing
fresh walnut have been tried in a num-
ber of states, but with little success.
Twenty years ago all expensive articles
of furniture were made of this beautiful
wood.  Lately mahogany, cherry and oak
have superseded walnut.

ENGLAND AND CHINA.

It is not hard to understand why Rus-
sia is opposed to Chinese concession to
British capitalists for a railway line
from the south tand west, terminating at
Newchang. Newchang lies at the head
of the Liao-Tong peninsula, almost di-
rectly north of Port Arthur, and falls
within the Russian sphere of influence,
while the proposed line offers the only
railroad connection between Liao-Tong
peninsula and Pekin, the Chinese capi-
tal. With this road under British con-
trol, Russia would find it extremely dif-
ficult to reach Pekin in case she imagin-
ed emergeneies demanded the presence
of Cossack troops there. Then, too, with
this line penterating territory Russia
has marked out for her own, it would
not be easy for her to adopt the closed-
door policy in that region against Brit-
ish trade. In other words, Russia is
fighting for the same object as when ghe
appropriated Port Arthur and Tilien-
Wan. Her eventual purpose is absolute
domination of northern China:. Of
course, Russia is not opposed to tihe
railroad to Newchang in itself. All that
she demands is that China shall not fet-
ter herself with conditions by which the
road may revert to British control. By
this means the road would some day be-
come the undisputed possession of Rus-
sia.

But while Russia is fighting conces-
sions to British capitalists in northern
China she is apparently pursuing the
same tactics in the Yangtse-Kiang val-
ley, the sphere of influence mupped out
by Great Britain as her own. It is this
which arouses British consternation.
Russia is Seeking to secure control of a
projécted link’ from Pekin south to Han-
kow, a treaty port on Yangtse-Kiang
river. ‘At the same time France, the
ally of Russia, dreams of future posses-
sions of Canton, and Hankow lies mid-
way between Canton and Pekin. What
the result would be, therefore, of French
control of a railroad line from Canton
to Hankow and of Russian control of
a line from Hankow to Pekin can be
readily conjectured. Russia and France
would  possess a railroad route that
would sever west China from British
influence, command ‘the trade of this
vasgt and fertile region and be if immense
value for swift transportation of troops
northward or southward as circum-
stances required. In other terms, the.
closed-door policy, with stragetic means
of enforcing it, would be in full sway
over the greater part of China and Eng-
lish influence would be confined virtually
to the southeastern coast in the neigh-
borhood of Hongkong. It is Dot at all
surprising that Great Britain is alarmed
over the outlook. All that she has been
contending for so zealously for years in
inland China is imperilled.

The United States and Japan, as wgll
as Great Britain, have a vital interest in
defeat of Russian and French designs
in the Yangtse-Kiang region. Wx_th
this region under Russian and French in-
fluence all attempts to secure a share of
immense foreign trade it is destined
to furnish would be futile. In middle
and southern China it is principally trade
which Russia and France aim to seize,
and they would have no more hesitancy
in exeluding the United States from this
coveted territory than in excluding Great
Britain. 'What steps the United States
should take to guard against such a con-
tingency it is perhaps too early to say.
Both Russia and France are exceedingly
cautious yet in showing t.heix_' real hB.l'ld.
Events, however, are reaching a point
where this country can no longer remain
indifferent to affairs in China, and the
day may not be far off when. as a matter
of sheer necessity, we shall be forced to
jein with England and Japan in some
form of effective resistance to Russian,
French and German aggression in the
Moengolian empire.—New York Commer-
cial  Advertiser. g

PHLIFPIES DISTAY

Beginning to B2 Evident That
United States Will Retain
‘ the Islands.

Europesn Powers Will Know Bet-
ter Than to Attempt In-
tirveuntion.

London, Aug. 19.—The Vienna corres-
pondent to the Times says: ‘“The de-
velopments of the .Philippines will be
watched here with keen interest. Cir-
cumstances appear to point to the re-
tention of the islands by America. The
fact that Senator Davis who is a public
advocate of complete annexation and
Secretary of State Day, a supporter of
the Hawaiian policy are appointed com-
missioners is regarded as indivating
that President McKinley favors their
retention. He conducted the negotia-
tions with such forethought and con-
sideration that the Madrid cabinet has
been able gradually to accustom the
population to the inevitable sacrifices by
the outcome of the war.

“For this reason the mere fact that
absolute cession of the *Philippines was
not especially stated in the protocol must
Ly no means be regarded as excluding
that pessibility or it least some approxi-
mation of the growing demands of the
American population. The prospect of a
partition of China is likely to atiirm this
disposition,

“There’ is a suspicion here that the
meeting of the peace commission in
Paris was intentionally delayed to en-
able the preparation and formation of
public opinion in Spain to accept and
America to sanction the new colonizing
rcle in its full extent.

“An evening paper expresses the belief
that it is impossible that the Philippines
skall ever again form a part of the
Spanish possessions, and the question of
how the archipelago shall be ultimately
divided is regarded as a serious diplomat-
ic problem. Other papers make sugges-
tions which it is profitless to discuss,
seeing that it is improbable that there
will be any division. The papers gen-
erally expect that Russia’s attitude will
prove an important factor in the situa-
tion.

“The German press has raised the
bogie of intervention talk and of the
United States sounding the powers upon
the question of annexation. Nothing is
known of any such feelers and it may
be taken for granted that the United
States has done and will do nothing of
the kind, America has already given
indications that she would unhesitating-
Iy resent interference without waiting to
count the cost. It is recognized that
the American is a very different sort of
man from the Tark, for example, and
might if an attempt were made to intimi-
date suddenly transfer the conflict from
the diplomatic sphere to one in which
it would be extremely difficulty to main-
tain either a concerg of the powers or
East Asia dreibund.

“Moreover such interference would
cnly hasten an Anglo-American alliance
which the powers are anxious to prevent,
besides giving the United States Japan-
ese sympathy, Therefore, it is probable
that the powers, distracted by mutual
Jjealousies, will ‘hesitate to come to an
open breach with—a gigantic world pow-
ery whose conseiousness of inate strength
lts immensely increased by its present vie-

ory.

London, Aug. 19.—The Daily Mail's
Odessa correspondent says he hears on
incontéstable authority that Russia has
opened pour parlers with Spain for the
cession of a coaling station in the Philip-
pines.

Paris, Aug. 18.—The American posi-
tion in the Bast is attracting great at-
tion. The Soleil says America will
quadruple the walue of the Philippines,
and Manila will become the rival of
Hongkong. The United States will
have a preponderating situation in Chi-
nese waters. There is no market they
desire more eagerly than the Chinese,
and though they have been forestalled
by other powers, they will assuredly
overtake their rivals in the rapidity of
their progress in that region, and in the
coming break up in the Chinese empire,
the United States will not be content
with the worst fortunes for their heri-
tage.

The: Temps, while congratulating
France upon the return of peace, recog-
nizes the fact that'it is not always a
good thing to put a finger between the
hammer and the anvil. The Temps says:
“The United States will not hear a word
terests in compromising herself gratuit-
ously with a country evidently destined
for a more active part in great interna-
tional affairs. It would be useless to
count over much on Spanish gratitude.”

While there may be in
the minds of men, who would be likely to
embark in the above named occupation,
scme doubt as to the accuracy of the
latter part of the statement, there' can
to those who have tried it and know
the results, be none regarding the first
part of the proposition. !

As you have observed, the fundamental
principle of action—the law that is to
political economy what the law of gravi-
tation is to physiecs—is that men 'seek
to gratify their desires with the least
esertion. We must also bear in mind
that man is a social being, and it natur-
ally follows that if a man can make a
living in association with others, he will
prefer to live in or near a town, rather
than -go into the.bush and eke out a
livelihood there under present conditions.

Let us see what an average settler has
to contend with on this coast.

access ean be got only by water, possibly
route ‘of ‘the regular
steamers, in. which case he may not have
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a call from a steamboat for months 1.

or his affairs, will be the tux collector,
He will start in with his axe, saw .
other tools, supplemented by lots of hope
and possibly some help from his wife,
He “pegs away” at clearing for a year
or two, possibly meets with sickness or
accident, his cash is getting very lo,
very little hope is left and not muc|
land is cleared, and as the Irishman say .
for “every step forward he has taken
two backwards.” = Possibly he hears
a chance to get work in one of the town-
and “taking one consideration with an
other” he decides to let his prospective
farm wait and it generally does wuit
indefinitely. Those who have tricd
farming in such situations, know what
kind of life is led there and the disad-
vantages attached to ‘“‘individual effort.”
If the location is a better one geologi-
cally and likely to be a shipping port or
the ' terminus ‘of a railroad, then tlo
settler will find that he has to make
terms with the ‘speculator in land.

The number of abandoned bush farms
on the coast shows the land policy of the
province to.be a decided failure. It
such a man as above had a chance to
rent a piece of cleared land at, say 5
per cent. on its value, he would be able
to start immediately te put in a crop, and
as there is no country where nature res-
ponds to intelligent methods of agricul-
ture better than in British Columbia, he
would be always on hand with his rent
and could make a fine living off ten to
twenty acres of good land.

I must take exception to your state-
ment that “there is not much that any
government can do” and that the devel-
opment of the country must be brought
about by “individual effort.” We can
see on all sides the results of this effort
and we know what a weak thing it is,
when applied to clearing and draining the
land on the coast, unless backed by un-
limited cash.

Co-operation may do_ much towards
solving the problem, but the best method,
in my opinion, would be for the govern-
ment, by way of experiment, to clear up
a lot of the best land (by best, I mean
that which is most available to market,
#nd where there is a possibility of com-
munication by sea and railway with
other parts of the continent).

If this were done and an annual rent
or tax of, say, & per cent., placed on the
economic value of the land (which should
exempt the settler from all other taxa-
tion) in addition to a fair rate of inter-
est on improvements made by the gov-
ernment, ti would nat be long before we
should see the agricultural population of
the coast increasing. This rent would
shut out the speculators in land, who
are as necessary to the comfort and wel-
fare of mankind as fleas in a bed. Let
us see what would be the result of tux-
ation under the above plan, compared
with that on wild land, held by private
owners, under the present rate of taxa-
tion, on, say, 640 acres. In small hold-
ings averaging 20 acres there would be
32, each holding would have at least
a family of three persons, worth to the
provineial treasury 80 cents a head annu-
ally . from ::the:sBominion  .government
grant, and the land should be worth at
least 25 cents per acre per annum.

1800
making a difference in revenue to the
province of $220.80 on only one square
mile of land. Meceney, in large sums,
backed by good security, could be got
at low rates. 1

In connection with the above plan for
promoting the settlement of the coast
lands, I might point out that as a means
of improving the trade of Vietoria, Jocal
improvements will not ayail much; there
must be general prosperity, then Vietoria
will get its share, possibly as it is the
capital of the province, it will get more
of a certain class of business than the
other cities; similarly, Vancouver, being
the terminus of a great transcontinental
railroad, gets the bulk of the Oriental
trade; Westminster, with its salmon
firheries, has its pecialty in that way,
and Nanaimo, Wellington and Union
their gpecialties in coal; but apart from
these local advantages, the cities are
dependent on ‘one another and on out-
siders. We read in a certain old Bock
that “No man liveth to himself” and
this may be applied to communities as
well as to individuals. It seems to me,
that if men wish to get the most good
out of life, they, instead ofwseeking their
own aggrandisement, individually or col-
lectively, would accomplish their obje-t
moré surely by seeking the general pros-
perity. In conclusion, let it be known
tkat. speculation in land values is im-

' possibly in this province and that land,

in any guantity required, may be leased
at a reasonable rent, which shall cover
all demands in the way of provincial
taxation and you will see such an acces-
sion to the population as this' country
never before witnessed.

In this proposition will be found the
“line of least resistance” for everybody
except the land speculator. He, until his
existence is made impossible, is the snag
upon which all attempts at reform will
strike. In this matter, I do not wish to
give the impression that farming under
rresent conditions cannot be made a suc-
cess, but simply to point out what, in my
opinion, is the cause of so many failures
in that business. - The new government
has an opportunity to rectify the errors
in the existing land policy, and I trust
that it will go to work on this most im-
pertant feature of public interest with a
strong determination to give justice to

Much more might be said, but in this
communication, there is no need to g0
into detail.

THE SEALING QUESTION.

e

We reprint from Eastern exchanges
some references to the memorial of the
sealers, lately published in the Colonist.
It is satisfactory to see that this import-
ant matter is becoming fully understood
throughout Canada, for hitherto it has
seemed as though it was regarded by our
Kastern people only in the light of an
attractive bait wherewith te angle for
concessions from the United States. Sir
\Lounis Davies, as a matter of fact, took
substantially this position, when he de-
clared that it was his intention to throw
the sealing rights of our people into a
‘hotch-poteh with reciprocity, the bonding
privilege and all the other things upon
which there have been discussions be-
tween Ottawa and Washington. It was
this intention ‘on his part, which, a well-
founded report says, prevented the dis:
posal of the whole business some time
ago by the payment of a substantial
compensation’ by the United " States to
our sealers.

The sealing industry is purely a local
one. Engaged in it are 65 schooners
aggregating 4,292 tons and valued at
$643,800. It employs on an average 807
white men and 903 Indians, making with
their families about 8,500 persons direct-
1y dependent upon it for a livelihood.
The money derived from the business has
averaged for several years past at least
three-quarters of a million dollars. It
will be seen, therefore, that apart from
the profit of the schooner owners, the
industry is an important one to this
Jocality, as long as it is carried on. Stop
it and over eight thousand people have
their means of living cut off. The rules
prescribed by the Paris arbitrators were
sovere enough in themselves, but the
manner in which the British government
jnterpreted and enforced them made the
burden greater than it need have been
upon the sealers. Of course these peo-
ple understood the reason of this. They
wnderstood that the surrender to the
wishes of the United States was prompt-
ed by. Imperial considerations. They
are quite well aware that the sacrifice
of the business profits, to which they had
to submit was ~due to a_desire
on the part of the British gov-
ernment to preserve friendly re-
lations with our neighbors, and as loyal
men they are not disposed to .complain
unduly; but they think they have the
right, and that it is wholly in accord with

all precedents, when they are asked to
give up something of value to which they
are legally entitled, in order that the
interests of the Empire may be ad-
wvanced, that they should be fully com-
pensated. They take the position that
whatever. Canada may decide ultimately
to do in respect to the sealing rights,
their surrender should not be agreed up-
on without provision being made for the
jmmediate compensation of those inter-
ested. They feel that if the intention is
to surrender the right and leave the ques-
tion of compensation to be settled after-
+wards, great injustice will be done. Many
of the sealers have almost everything
they possess in the world invested in this
industry, and if they are to be prevent-
ed from prosecuting it; and be kept
waiting upon the slow  movements of a
commission to know how much they are
to receive, they will be placed in an ex-
tremely embarrassing situation. Their
means of livelihood will be taken away;
their investments will become wncn-pro-
ductive and if they have, ns many of
them doubtless have, ereditors, willing 10
extend credit to them while: their busi-
ness is a going one, they will have to
make the best arrangements they can
with them, when it has come to an end
and pending the adjustment of their
claims for compensation. Before the

. rights of the sealers are extinguished, a

. decision should be arrived.at as to how
much they ought to get by way of com-

. pensation, and the amount dhould be dis-
/tributed immediately. In other words,
the inquiry as to the amount to be paid
should precede the surrender of the
right and not follow it. As to what this
compensation to the vessel owners ought
to be, we do not wish to be understood
as speaking authoritatively, but we be-
‘lieve it would fairly meet the wishes of
those concerned if the sum of $200 per
ton of the schooners were given.

‘We understand that there is little or no
difference of ‘opinion among the sealers
as to the desirability of surrendering the
sealing rights, if the existing regua-
tions, or any at all resembling them are
to be continued in force. Under the
Paris award, there is no reason to ex-
pect that the regulations will be re-
duxed. That adjudication provides for
the re-opening of the subject after five
vears, when the opinion of experts is to
be taken as to whether any further re-
strictions are desirable. This seems to
contemplate that the rules laid down by
‘the Paris tribunal shall be deemed to be
the minimum of restriction, in which
event there is very little use in Canada
seeking to preserve what rights the. seal-
ers ‘have left. It would be better ‘to
clese the whole matter out, compensate
those, who have capital invested, provide

. some other means by which the people
who depend for a living upon the indus-

* -try ean receive employment, and allow

the United States to have it all. The in-
dustry would be a very valuable thing:
if it could be prosecnted as it was be-
fore 1893} it would be very valnable to
the United States; it it conld be prose-
euted by the leensees of -that: govern-
‘ment 'without interference from Cana-

to the poimts made above. If ‘for im-
perial or other reasons it it the,ught de-
sirable to continue such restrictions as

were imposed by the Paris arbitration,
or if it is deemed best to extinguish the
right of Canadiens: altugether, fair play
dictates that the mmatter of compensa-
tion should be first considered. We hope
ear Bastern centemporaries will aid us
in impressing this view of the matter
upon the Quebec conference. With the
desire of the Canadian government to
sottle all cawses of difference between
the Dominion and the United States, we
all have the deepest sympathy; but we
are unable to see why the ‘only people
who are likely to be asked to make a
direct sacrifice should be to the Victoria
sealers, and they will have to make such
o sacrifice if the idea prevails that the
rights should be surrendered and their
compensation be determined afterwards.

SEWER CONNECTION.

Alderman McGregor gives notice that
he intends to move in the city council
for the enforcement of the by-law relat-
ing to sewer connections. His action
will meet with general approval. It is
absurd that the city should go to the
expense of providing a system of sewer-
age and it should be left to the option of
property owners to.say whether or not
they will connect their premises with it.
We understand that over ome hundred
and thirty properties have not been con-
nected as the law requires. In this mat-
ter it is wrong to make fish of one and
flesh of the other. When the city put in
sewers, the idea was not that people
shculd do as they please about connec-
ing their premises with them, but that
every house along the line should have
proper drainage. The object of sewerage
is to promote the health of the commun-
ity, and if the provisions of the law may
be disregarded with impunity, we may as
well stop such expenditures. We are
glad that the Alderman has moved in
this matter and hope the council will
support him.

HAVE WE RESPONSIBLE GOV-
ERNMENT ? "'
ik »

If Lieutenant-Governor MecInnes’ coup
d’ etat has no other effect, it will at
lJeast stimulate an inquiry into the con-
stitution of the province and rights of
the administrator of the government
and of the members of his cabinet. The
general impression of theipeople has
been that we are under responsible gov-
ernment, although the majority of them
may have had no very clear idea of what
responsible government is. Briefly, it
may be defined to be a system under
which the representative of the crown
acts through advisers, responsible to
the legislature, which in its turn is/re-
sponsible to the people. The province of
British Columbia did not enjoy this sys-
tem before confederation, and one of
the questions which agitated the public
mind at the time of the union was
whether or not it should be engrafted
upon the new constitution.  In all the
other provinces responsible government
had been in successful working for al-
most a generation, but for various rea-
sons, which need not now be mentioned,
British Columbia had not reached that
stage of development. Section 14 of the
Terms of Union déals with this matter.
It is as follows:

“The constitution of the executive
authority and of the legislature of Brit-
ish Columbia shall, subject to the provi-
gions of the British North America Act,
1867, continue as existing at the time of
the union, until altered under the anth-
ority of the said act, it being und stood
that the government of the Dominion
will readily consent to the introduction
of responsible government, when .desired
by the inhabitants of British Columbia,
and it being likewise understood that it
is the intention of the governor of Brit-
ish Columbia, under ‘the -authority of
the secretary of state for the colonies, to
amend the existing constitution of the
legislature by providing that a majority
| of its members shall be elective.”

In accordance with this agreement, in
1871 the legislature passed an act defin-
ing the constitution of the province, and
this, with its several amendments, form
the basis of our system of government,
but they are not to be read as if stand-
ing by themselves, for the light which
British constitutional usage and the
‘British North America act casts upon
them must also be taken into account.
Thus there is no provision in the consti-
tution act requiring members of the exe-
cutive council, which is = the constitu-
tional title of the gentlemen we are ac-
customed to call ministers, to have seats
in the legislature. There .is nothing in
the act requiring a government to resign
when defeated in the legislature. . These
things are a part of our provincial eon-
stitution by reason of neceseary infer$
ence from the British North America
act and the Terms of Union.

In- view of this, a short account -of
how responsible government came abont
will be of interest, Responsible. govern-
ment not.only reguires that the crown
or its representative. shall act throngh
‘and. by the advice of responsible minis-
ters, but also that these ministers shall
_oceupy seats in parliament. Before the
reign ot William III, ministers were pot
required to have seats in the House of
Commons, but that monarch felt that
he would be more in touch with the
principles of popular gévernment if ke
| selected advisers from, in part at least,
| persons having seats in that body. The
idea was resisted at first by the Com-
iniofis, because it was felt to be an inter-
ference with the independence of parlia-

this, among other thimgs, is what is re-

ferred %o in the first preamble to the

British North Ammerica act, when it is

declared that the constitution of Canada

shall be * sim¥lar in principle to that of

the United Kingdom.” }

But we had responsible government

in-Canada ‘before the time of confedera-

tion. It began to take shape during the

regime of Lord Durham, but it cannot

be said to have been fully settled until

1841, when during the governor-general-

ship ef Lord Sydenham, the legislature

of Canada passed a series of resolutions,

the. principal of which declared *the

chief advisers of the representative of
the sovereign, constituting a provincial
administration under him, ought to be
men possessed of the confidence of the
representatives of the people, thus afford-
ing a guarantee that the well-understood
wishes of the people, which our gracious
Sovereign has declared shall be the rule
of provincial govermment, shall be faith-
fully represented and advocated.” It
was not, however. until 1847 that the
system thus declared ‘became fully recog-
nized, and its recognition was due to the
statesmanship of Earl Grey, then eolo-
nial secretary, who directed Lord Elgin
to act upon it. Later on sending n-
structions to Sir John Harvey, lieuten-
ant-governor of Nova Scotia, Barl ‘Grey
said: “Act strictly upon the principle
of not identifying yourself with any
party, but instead of this making your-
self both a mediator and a moderator
between parties. In giving, therefore,
all fair and proper support to your coun-
cil for the time being, you will earefully
avoid any acts which can possibly be
supposed to imply the slightest personal
objection to their opponents.” Lord
Elgin, in a letter to Earl Grey, described
his manner of administering the new
system. He declared that his influence
was great, but “ wholly novel—an influ-
ence of suasion, sympathy and modera-
tion, which softens the temper, while it
elevates the tone of local politics.” In
employing this language, Lord Elgin
simply anticipated Gladstone, who, de-
fining the influence of the crown with
the cabinet, in 1878 said: “Itis a
moral, not a coercive influence. Tt oper-
ates through and by reason of the minis-
try, not over and against them.”

We commend these aforegoing factsto
these who feel they can jmstify the.ac-
tion of Iieutenant-Governor McInnes.
He has shown his conception of his
rights to be a half century behind  the
times, so far as Canada is concerned.
He has done violence to the salutary
rules laid down by the greatest masters
in colonial statesmanship, that the
Empire has ever seen. He stands op-
posed to such men as Grey, Elgin and
Gladstone. But let it not be forgotten
that he does not stand alome. His new
advisers must defend what he has done.
They must make it a ground upon which
they will ask popular endorsement of
their acceptance of office, for, as Todd
lays it down on page 13 of his “ Parlia-
mentary Government in the Colonies,”
«The sovereign must find other advisers
who will accept his views, and become
responsible for them to parfiament and
the people.”

THE SHIFTING OF THE CRISIS.

(Ottawa Journal.)

Westward the Canadian crisis takes its
way. For years it hung threatenimgly
over Parliament Hill. A few months
ago it shifted to Toronto. Now its ad-
dress is Victoria, B. C. Of all our poli-
tical institutions, the crisis is the hard-
est worker. It has not had a holiday
for lo, these many years.

The unexpected and indefensible use
of constitutional authority by which the
Hon. Robert Beaven was given an op-
portunity to furnish a government for
the rich and prosperous province of Brit-
ish Columbia is being severely eriticized
in all quarters. Both the Turnerites
and the Martinites are united against
the choice of the lientenant-governor.
Mr. Martin; Mr. Semlin and other lead-
ers of the opposition party have been
asked by Mr. Beaven to allow  their
names to go down on his slate, but they
have refused. The probability, there-
fore, is that he will be unable to form
& government. But even if . he
were successful, his success would
not justify the course adopted by the
Hon. Mr. MeclInnes. If Mr. Turner’s
representations be correct—and they are
supported by suggestive circumstances—
the Dominion government cannot over-
look the act of the lieutenant-governor.
Since he assumed the robes of office, he
had no right to advise his advisers. This
he appears to have done when he wrote
letters urging mpon Mr, Turner the ad-
visability of taking Mr. W. W. B. Mc-
‘Innes into his government. Mr. Turner
did not do so, and now he charges the
lieutenant-governor with peing agtunt.ed
by personal spite in dismissing his min-
istry. 'This charge must be fairly met,
and Mr. McInnes may be able to do so,
but certainly the case against him is

strong. i
Constitutionally, he had a perfect right
to call upon l&r. Beaven to form a gov-
ernment, although that gentleman had
yun as an independent candidate and
been badly defeated. The act was un-
usual, but not unprecedented.

TIIE BRITISH COLUMBIA COUP
D’ETAT.

(Winnipeg Morning Telegram.)

The dismissal of the Turner govern-
went by Lieutenant-Governor Meclnnes
is a most high-handed exercise of the
prerogative. Theoretically, of course,
the Sovereign or her representative has
the right of dismissing ministers at any
time and for any or no reason. But
constitutional practice has surrounded
t:his power with many limitations. For
instance, the Crown cannot dispense
with its advisers so long as they com-
mand the confidence of parliament, nor
can it do.so unless able to secure a min-
ister to bear the responsibility of its ac-
tion who can command the support of
parliament. According to constitutional
[ractice, a minister is presumed to en-
joy the cqnﬁdence of parliament until
it meets with an adyerse notein parlia-
ment, A ministry therefore is entitled
to ask to be allowed to meet its fate at
thg bands of parliament, unless it is
gml_ty of some corrupt or other extra-
ordu_;\a.ry act of misgovernment when
parliament is not in session, which in the
opinion of the Crown or the Crown’s rep-
resentative, as the case may be, Jjusti-
fies-in the public interest the immediate
dismissal of the ministers, in .which
event an appeal to the constituencies
should be made to secure the verdict of
the people on the Crown’s action. Of
late years, it has frequently happened
that a ministry which recognizes that it
has been unmistakably defeated at the
polls decides not to meet its fall at the
hands of parliament itself but to volun-
tarily anticipate the verdict of parlia-
ment by tendering its resignation. This,
however, it is by no means obliged to do;
and even were it morally eertain to be
defeated at the meeting of parliament,
the 'C.rown\ would be wnwarrantably
straining the prerogative by dismissing
it before the meeting of the new parlia-
ment for it is only by the acts of parlia-
ment itself that the nation officially
speaks, and such are the enly manifesta-
tions of the popular will of which the
Sovereign is supposed to take cognizance.
In the case of the Turner government
fhe_ election returns do not unmistakably
indicate that the government is defeat-
ed. The legislature appears to be at
least half in favor of the Turner gov-
ernment; at all events Premier Turner
commands a stronger gromp of followers
than any individual members of the op-
position. Besides this, there are a large
u_mnber of election petitions to be de-
czded, and when these are decided, the
Turner government may have an un-
doubteq majority in the house. Under
these circumstances, the Turner govern-
ment had an undoubted right to ask
to bg qllowed to meet parliament; and in
depriving his ministers of that right
the Lieutenant-Governor has acted in a
most arbitrary and unconstitutional
fashion. That he must have been satis-
fied in his own mind that Mr. Turner
ccmmapded the support of the.strongest
group in the legislatore is evident from
his action in. calling upon Mr. Beaven
to form a goyernment. The natural and
constitutional course for governor to fol-
low when he can no longer act on the

is to 'cg.ll upon the titular leader of the
onposition in the legislature, who in this
inetance, is Mr. Semlin. But it is no-
torious that Mr. Semlin cannot form a
government, for his supremacy in his
own party is contested by both Mr.
Joseph Martin and Mr. Cotton. And if
Mr. Semlin could not form a govern-
ment, much less could either of these
others, for none of these three will serve
under the other. The Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor has been forced to go outside the
legislature altogether to get some one to
be responsible for his action. And the
man he has selected is a gentleman - who
was defeated at the polls at the last elec-
tlon,_and was not even a member of the
previous legislature, having been de-
fcated also at the previous election. Mr.
Beaven, therefore, presumably possesses
public confidence to a far less degree
than Mr. Turner, the dismissed premier,
who has a seat in the new legislature,
and all of whose ministers with one
exception were re-elected by theim con-
stituents. i

These circumstances greatly aggravate
the arbitrariness and unconstitutionality
cf the Lieutenant-Governor’s action.
What success Mr, Beaven will have in
forming a cabinet which will secure the
support of a majority of the legislature
remains to be seen. It may be that, for
the sake of office, Messrs. Semlin, Mar-
tin and Cotton will agree temporarily to
serve under this outsider, for the amour
propre of none of them will thereby be
.impaired by the preferment of one of
them. In that event, the public will
cqnclude, and probably rightly, that
Lieutenant-Governor McInnes’ coup was
a conspiracy between himself and the
opposition cabal to secure for them that
position of power which their own in-
ternal feuds would have prevented them
gsecuring in a constitutional way, even
if Premier Turner should not have pos-
sessed a clear majority on meeting the
legislature. If Mr. Beaven cannat form
a stable government, then the, Lieuten-
ant-Governor will be in a nice predica-
ment as the result of his conduct. He
will then appear in the role of a fool
instead of a conspirator. Whether, how-
ever, the event shows him to have been
fool or conspirator, it is evident that
his conduct s quite indefensible; and
should be deplored by all who believe in
the importance of maintaining the foun-
dation principles of representative gov-
ernment,

It is as true of Lieutenant-Governor
MclInnes as it was of Lieutenant-Gover-
nor Letellier that “his usefulness is
gene.”

There will be no necessity to invoke
Lieutenant-Governor McInnes’ precedent
in Manitoba after the next elections.
Greenway will be so unmistakably snow-
ed under that he won’t want to meet
parliament.

Lieutenant-Governor MecInnes, observ-
ing that Lieutenant-Governor Mowat is
running his government with two sub-
ordiate ministers without seats, thinks
it is safe for him to try to run his gov-
ernment with a premier without a seat.

In a moemorial vresented ta the Canadien
minister of marine bv the B. ! gealars in
1894. they say the restrictions imnosed unon
the industry are so great a hardship, that
it s only by the greatest economy that
they can carry on business without loss, to
say nothing of the risk of their vessels be-
ing seized and confiscated for unintentional
violation of the regulations. The exclusion
of British Columbia ‘sealskins from the
TUnited States, and the fall in prices have
‘hampered the industry still further, and the
sealers do not pretend that their business
1s in a flourishing condition. Their demand
for compensation is a very moderate one,
‘They ask that not less that $200 per ton
(gross registered tonnage) be deemed the
amount of compensation to cover he money
‘invested and the losses sustained. A list
-of the sealing schooners for the present sea-
son gives the total tonnage as 8,729, so that
for a sum of $745.800 the sealers are willing
to have their industry wiped out of exist-
-ence. This puts the Canadian commission-
ers in a favorable position for negotiation,
‘but it must not be taken to mean that for
2 little more than half a million dollars the
United States can secure the object they
have so long desired, the abolition of pela-
gic sealing. That would be to allow the
United States to reap benefit out of its own
misdoings. The British Columbia sealers
-are willing to accept a small amount of com-
pensation because they have been harried
out of the pursuit of a legitimate industry
by the manner in which the United States
-cruisers have administered international re-
gulations ‘which fell short of what the
United States desired.

We have received@ from Messrs. Tupper;
Peters & Potts, of Victovia, Britistr Cotom-|
bia, a memorial to the Governor-General|
signed by the Canadian sealers,  setting
forth their interests and praying that they |
might be fully defended in the approaching|
international conference at Quebec. Sir|
Hibbert Tupper was one of the counsel of|
defence in the sealing arbitration at Paris;
and for his conspicuous services received
knighthood, and has :
counsel of the Canadian sealers in the sub-|
sequent arbitration at Halifax, at which
the amount of the award receiwved by them |
was fixed. The present memorial is for the
information ,of the members of the Cana-
dian government who will take part in the
international conference at Quebec; at
which the question of the regulations under
which pelagic sealing in future in the Pa-{
cific Ocean and Behring Sea Is to be earried|
on, will be decided. The Paris arbitration
provided for the reconsideration of the re-
gulations then fixed at the end of five years,
and that period will expire this year. Last
year—a year in advance of its expiry—th:
United States government was very urgent
to have the regulations reconsidered at
once, with a view to their being made
much more strict, and if possible a termina-
tion put to pelagie sealing- altogether, but
the Capadian government re @ to recon-
sider this question before the expiry of ‘the
period unless the Unite@ States eonsented
to negotiate in regard to all other matters
under dispute between the two countries,
together with reciprocity. This year the
United' States executive has consented to
this proposition, and@ the Quebec conference
will be the result.
In view of the very determined and
urgent attitude of the United States govern-
ment in regard to this sealing question, and
also of the great concessions which have al-
ready been made, as well as the fact that
the holding of the conference turned so
largely upon the ' qu
dian sealers are naturally id that their
interests may not be as yiguarded as
they desire, and in case further conces-
sions are made their full rights in the way
of compensation may be overlooked. Their
memorial states very concisely but fully
how co i after cc i has been
made by the British government of un-
doubted rights of pelagic sealers on the
high seas, greatly to the injury of the busi-
ness of the sealers, and without anything
like adequate compensation to ‘them, until
their business, formerly a very profitable
one, has become of late years, for these and
other reasons, run down and rendered much
less profitable.

ceived If the conditions imposed by the
experienced doctor may easily be de-
ceived. If the conditions imposed by the
Cremation Society were universally en-
forced, it would be practically impossible:
for death by poisoning to Be certified as
death by natural caunses. Inm 1893 a
Parliamentary committee inguired into
this subject and reported that ¢ with the
precautions adopted in connection with
cremation, as carried out By the Crema-
tion Society, tHere is little probability
that cases of crime will escape detection,
but inasmuch as these' precautions are
purely voluntary, your committees con-
sider that in the interests of public
safety safety such precautions should be
enforced by law.” That was five years
ago, and yet the law remains unaltered;
so that at the present moment there is
in the existing system of burial, even
when corrected by exhumation, a far
more tempting instrument ready to the
hand of the criminal than could be of-
fered, by thie general practice of crema-
tion.””

There is no reason in the world why
post mortem examinations should not be
compulsory and invariable. If it were
general, it would be the one decisive
guarantee against the concealment of
foul play. It would make unnecessary
the exliumation which, in so many cases,
must be quite valueless, and it would
make the argument against cremation ir-
relevant. Sir Francis Haden maintains
that when an innocent man is accused
of poisoning, the only witness he can
summon is the body of the person he is
supposed to have done to death, and that
it this witness is destroyed by cremation,
there can be no means of vindicating
a reputation which is exposed to sus-
picion. A death certificate given after a
post mortem examinatoin would be a
sufficient answer to any slander. There
is. of course, a kind of malicious gossip
which no evidence can guiet. Besides, if
a body is exhumed now and found to be
quite free from poison, gossip can say,
“That is all very well, but dont you
who is clever
énough never leaves any trace?’ KEvi-
dently the grave is no final court of

"appeal; and the inngcent man can be no

worse off if the dead is in an urn, and
not in a cofin. The unpopular ‘(_nt]zen
will still be supposed to have poisoned
his grandmother, in spife of the most
seientific assurance to the contrary. Sir
Francis Haden can searcely argue that
exhumation after an indefinite period of
time is safer than examination immedi-
ately after death. No doubt, a medical
certificate under the present system is
often inadequate, because a doctor can-
not make or even suggest an au_tqpsy
without appearing to throw a suspicious
reflection on the circumstances of the
death. But if this procedure were
made the rule it would remove the one
real element of mncertainty to which Sir
Franciss Haden's criticism applies.

1t is not pleasant to think that sécret
poisoning is far more common than the
world suspects. This crime demands ex-
ceptional knowledge and intelligence,
though when we consider how many
murders of a far simpler kind go unde-
tected every year in London alonme, it
is easy to imagine that even the inex-
perienced person may enjoy an immun-
