He would make it an
offence, punishable by impiisonment, for a
license holder to supsn]y drink to a man who
was drunk, or who sliowed any symotoms of
drunkenness. “I would make thew pay $1000
each s year, which would go a good way
towards paying the expenses of a dipsomaniac
hospital. In such a place the inebriate
could be treated at a cost as Jow as it takes to
support him in jail at present, and besides
there is tlie probability of curing him of the
disease. Two-thirds of the cost of maintain-
ing the police force, the jails, ete,, is owing to
drunkenness, and I would be for making the
litensed publicans pay for the whole of it.

Manufacture of Kron in Canada.

Editor World: The advocates of Commer-
cial Union contend that the manufacture of
iron in Capada, for Canada alone, must prove
a hopeless and unprofitable undertaking, be-
cause the population is so small. They argue
that under free trade with the United States,
with its populption of 60,000,000, this industry
would spring up in Canada; and through
American capital and enterprise would attain
to vast proportions.

'The Americans con-
clndod thut it was to the advauntage of their
nntlula that the pig iron required for their use
should be manufactured at home. They impose
a customs duty of $6.72 per ton on the fovei
article, and under this policy have virtnally
excluded it from their markets ; the manufac-
ture of pig iron'has increased from 2,577,361 tons
in 1878, Lo 4,529,809 in 1885, as above shown.
