THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENZ PRO
ROGUED YESTERDAY.

What the Message Referred to—The
Behring Sea Seal Kishery Negotiations
‘With the United States—France Has
Not Yet Approved the Newfoundland
A‘roement—l.og'lllmon of the Session-

LONDON, Aug. 5.—Parliament was pro-
rogued to-day to Oct. 24. The Queeu’s
speech closing the session, after alluding to
the amicable relations existing between
Great Britain and the other powers, made a
brief reference to the treaties that had been
concluded with Portugal and Italy regarding
the speech
said: **I have made proposals to the President
of the United States looking to the submis-
sion to arbitration of the differences between
Great Britain and the United States in re-
gard to seal fishery in Behring Sea. The
negotiations are far advanced, but have not
yet been concluded.

 The French Chambers have not yet ap-
proved the agreement between myself and
the French Republic with reference to arbi-
tration of certain differences which have
arisen concernin Newfoundiand, which
agreement was ed during the present

ar.

*] am glad that you have been able to
devote a considerable sum of money to the
mitigation of the burden which the law of
compulsory education has imposed upon the
poorer portion of my people.

ARMY STORES DESTROYED.

A German Storehouse Struck ay Lightning
and Its Contents Consumed,

BERLIN, Aug. 5.—The commissariat of the
German army has suffered a severe loss by
five. A heavy thunderstorm prevailed this
morning at Rathenow, 34 miles from Pots-
dam, and during the height of the storm
lightning struck the building in which the
stores of the garrison were kept. The store-
house was filled o its utmost. capacity with
oats and strawsfor the use of the cavalry
horses and other animals belonging to the
garrison regiments and with thousands of
tins of preserved meats for the use of the
soldiers. .

Despite the heavy rain which was falling,
and which it wds at first thought would aid
the soldiers and firemen in extinguisning the
fire, the flames, fed by the. highly ininm-
mable contents of the building, were soon
beyond all control, and the structure to-
gether will all its contents, was enﬁrely
consumed. The loss is placed at $375,000,

DUE 10 EPILEPSY,

Kaiser Wilhelm-Hurt Himself While in a
¥it, Not Through a Slippery Deck.

Paris, Aug. 5.—It is now stated on the
best authority that the injury to the German
Emperor’s knee, which be received by falling
when on board his yacht, the Hohenzollern,
was not caused through slipping on the wet
deck, as was originally announced.

The Emperor was standing at the head of
the short run of steps leading from the
upper to the main deck and was conversing
with ‘an officer, when he was suddenly seized
with an epileptic fit, and he fell down the

ste

ﬁ: was atonce picked up and carried to
his cabin, and since then he has suffered
severely from the bruises he received at that
time.

His Majesty has bad several of these fits
since he left London, and, as it is known he
had two or three while he was the guest of
the English people, the news has caused &
great deal of uneasiness.

And 'n'n- is But a Sample.

LONDON, Aug. 5.—Advices from Elisabet-
grad, Russia, state that recently several
thousand farm laborers, small land holders
and others engaged in agricultural occupa-
tious in the country surrounding Elisabet-
grad, marched into the town and proceeded
to the Jewish quarters. Amid cries of “Kill
the Jews” the thousands of yokels descended
upon their cowering victims, They attacked
the Jews' shopsand dwellings, idriving the
owners from them, and plundered them of
everything valuable, what was considered
not worth while stealing was wantooly
destroyed. Some of the braver Jews re-
sisted this looting of their property, but this
only made matters worse for them, and three
of them were killed. Many others who at-
tempted to defend their families or property
were set upon and severely wounded. The
rioting in the Jewish c?uarter continued for
houre, and although ithe authovities were
well aware of the outrages being committed
they made no attempt to stop them.

Arbitration in Lieu of War,

LonDON, Aug, 5.—In the House of Com-
mons William Randall Cremer.gave notice
that at the next session he would introduce a
resolution in favor of the conclusion of a
treaty between England and the United
States by which the nations will agree ‘to
submit to arbitration all differences that may
arise between, and which they are unable to
adjust_tbrough the usual diplomatic chan-
neis. Mr. Cremer, who is a Radical Re-
former, is well known for his etforts in the
direction of substituting international arbi-
tration for war. He 1s a carpenter and
joiner by trade, and’since 1873 be has been
secretary of the Workingmen'’s Peace Asso-
ciation.

War Rumors From Bulgaria.

PaRIs, Aug. 5, —Telegrams from Sofia, the
capital of Bulgaria, bring rumors that active
preparations for war are being made by the
miiitary authorities of that country. In-
quiries have been made. in official quarters
uere, but the officials declared they had no
knowledge of warlike preparations beiog
made in any of the capitals of the Balkan
States. The only information elicited was
that Bulgaria recently placed a large order
for artiliery with the great German gun-
makers, the Krupps.

A Cable to Jamaica.
LoNDON, Aug. 5—Messis. Hosmer and’
Skinner, representing the Canadian Pacific
Railway, have been elected directors of the

Halifax and Bermuda Cable Company to re-
present the controlling interest recently
secured in that company, with the intention
of extending the system to Jamaica and the
British West Indies.
