Toronto Men Who Are Interested In the
Proposed Mew Establishments.

There are farther evidences of the concen­
tration of trade. The day» of the email 
storekeeper seem to be doomed, and already 
there is little chance of the small capitalist 
doing a profitable bueineie.

Within a year a number of British capi­
talists have been looking over the ground in 
Canada, and it has been decided to establish 
large stores on the co-operative system, 
similar to the Army and Navy and Civil 
Service stores throughout England. The 
organization will be composed of British 
capitaliete, with a Canadian board of super­
visors.

Stores are to be opened in the leading 
cities. The goods are to be the beet that 
can be produced, and they will be sold for 
cash at prices very little above cost. The 
success of the prospective business is based 
chiefly on the fact that the company will be 
able to take the entire product of the mills 
in many lines of manufacture. Plane are 
net yet complete, but it ie likely that the 
stores will be started before the coming 
autumn.

In some directions 
substantial advances were recorded, but these 
were the exception. The volume of business in 
Sugar was greatly curtailed, and as but little 
stock was pressing for sale the advance of over 
# per cent was maintained. Gossip affecting 
the price of this security was uniformly bearish 
Mr Havemeyer is reported as saying that the 
refiners w ill be fortunate if. when the Tariff bill 
under discussion becomes a law, they have even 
tbe small protection now proposed. Industrials 
have absorbed the greatest attention on 
the board, the railroad shares, except in one 
or two Instances, being comparatively neglected. 
The talk of a strong pool to advance tbe price of 
Lead has attracted considerable commission
