He ob-
jected to the young mem of Toronto being
allowed to havea voice in a matter as to
which they are equally interested with him-
self. Herein Principal Caven gave another
exhibition of his narrow-mindedness and
bis illiberality. The Principal belongs to
an old school whose opinions are set like
plaster of Paris. There is no elasticity
about them. The only way to change them
is to break them with a bammer. It would
require more than a surgical operation to
convince Principal Caven that John Smith,
a young man who has to submit to the laws
of society, is as much entitled to have a
voice in the making of those laws as is Dr.
Caven himself. As tar as the law is con-
cerned there are not two grades of men, but
only one grade. Principal Caven preaches
the equaiity of men and of equal rights
from the pulpit, but in practice they are
only equal when they do not run coun-
ter to his plaster of Paris ideas.

A Protest ¥rom the Employed.

Hon. Mr, Gibson: I am in receipt of &
communication this morning from these
men stating that at a meeting held on the
11th inst. a resolution was passed protest-
ing absolutely against the formation of the
Railway Compsany’s ' society, and stating
that the employed have already a benefit
society, only registered and incorporated
under the Trades Union Act. I suppose
the idea is this: The men appear here under
the eyes of their employers—[Mr. Clarke
and others: Hear, hear]—and consequently
are not free to say what they really think.
But the draft can be sent to the men for
their consideration.

Mr. McKenzie: We would be quite satis-
fied for the men to take a ballot on it.

Hon. Mr. Gibson: How many men are
there?

Mr. McKenzie: About 800, of whom 650
bave asked for this legislation.

Hon. Mr. Gibson: What is waated is an
independent expression of opinion from the
employed, obtained without any control or
influence being exercised over them by the
authorities of the railway company.

Mr. Clarke: Hear, hear,

Mr. Kiogsmill: The question is not
whether this draft is agreeable to the
union, which contains a small percenni;o
of the men, but to the employes generally
of the company. The directors and pro-
moters of this bill are quite willing to give
them on this matter a free ballot, which
can be got within a tew duys, We are not
treating it on lines of a trades union; we
are simply forming a provident and benefit
society for the advantage of the men.

Many Objrctions to the Schemae,

Mr. Clarke: There are many objections
to this scheme, which, if carried into
effect, would probably crush out the men’s
organization, and they should be heard.

Mr. Tait: If both parties ars in earnest
an agreement should be reached. No oue
wishes more to have the good feeling of
both company and men than Mr. Clarke
and myself just at this time, [Laughter.]

Hon. Mr. Gibson: Remember that the
men are the more numerous, [Laughter.]

All Are Opposed, Says Mr. Tailt,

Mr, Tait: I am opposed to this scheme
because I believe that the men are against
it—the whole of them, if they dared say
80,. Buch is my information, speaking
frankly. If the men send this dratt back
with word thav they are against it they
will risk $hé positions they hold. 1 have
had both written and personal communica-
tions from the men—outside of their union’s
membership, and from those conmdcted
with other associations, Legislation form-
ing an association where the men are tied
to their employers should nov be enacted.
The men are capable of managing
their own affairs independently. And
the principle on which this scheme is
bﬂle(Fil bad, no body of men should be
placed by us in the power of others, If the
men pay into this fund for four or five
years and then leaye the employ of the
company their contributions are lost.

Mr. Kingsmill: The men are given the
benefit of the amount they subscribe, the
expenses will be about 1500 a year. The

l*:" men, before whom as a body this scheme
as placed and by whom it was discussed
after the president ot the company had ad-
dressed them on the subject. The result
was the formatiom of a committee repre-
senting esch branch of the service, and this
committee is here to-day. This is the
men’s as well as the company’s scheme.
[Members of the committee, No, no.]

Mr, Wood (Hastings): Have not these G50
men enough manhood to oppose s project
which-is against their interests? Mr. Tait
says that the pretence that they favor this
legislation is all a sham, [Mr. Clarke, And
that is 8o, t00.]

Mr, Nix Explams the Scheme,

Mr. Nix, an employe of the
company: This scheme was formulated by
a committee formed from the rank and file
of the men, among whom there appears to
be a disposition to have a benevolent fund,
The principal trouble is this: I do not be-
lieve that any of the men would have any
objection to this plan as it stands but for
this: They are afraid that if they subscribe
to anything the company has control of
they will be dismissed if they belong to the
trades’ union. Otherwise every man
would support this draft.

Mr. Clarke: Is there any doubt in the
men’s minds that if they belong to the
trades’ union they would be dismissed?

Mr. Nix: There has beea a doubt ex-
pressed about it.

Mr. Clarke: Is there any foundation for
it?

My, Nix: I presume that the men have
their own reasons for this feeling.

Mr. Clarke: Had the men this scheme
before them on Sunday last?

Mr. Nix: No, but the salient point of
it were laid before them. We met on SBun-
day because that is the on'y day when we
can all meet together, This scheme is more
favorable to the men than the one sub-
mitted to this committee last week, and it
would be well to send it to the union for
discussion.

Calls it Intimidation,

1f you object, state
the grounds of your objection. The sug-
gestion agreed to; and further considers-
tion lzl this matter was deferred until next
wee ;

CO-OPERATIVE 8TORES.

Toronto Men Who Are Interested in the
Proposed New Establishments,

There are further evidences of the concen-
tration of trade. The days of the small
storekeeper seem to be doomed, and already
there is little chance of the small capitalist
doing a profitable business.

Within a year a number of British capi-
talists have been looking over the ground in
Canada, and it has been decided to establish
large stores on the co- rative system,
similar to the Army and Navy and Civil
Service stores throughout England. The
organization will be composed of British
capitalists, with a Canadian board of super-
visors,

Stores are to be opened in the leading
cities. The goods are to be the best that
can be produced, and they will be sold for
cash at prices very little above cost. The

y of the prospective busi is based
chiefly on the f.;cb that the company will be
able to take the entire product of the mills
in many lines of manufacture, Plans are
not yet complete, but it _is likely that the
stores will be started before the coming
autumn,

A COAL MINER'S RESCUR,

The Ioteresting Story of & Worker in the
Westville, N.8,, Mines,

AT SUNDAY CAR

An Attemps to Deprive 10,000 Young
Men of Their Franchise Frustrated By
the Private Bills Committee of she
Legisiacure and the Mashood suffrage
Lists Will Be Used, ’

The bill respecting the taking of votes re
Sunday cars in this city was taken up at
the meeting of the Private Bills Committee
of the Legislature yesterday.

Mr. Tait: I am instructed by the pro-
moters of this bill to say that they object
to the incorporation of legislation on this
question in the Street Railway Company’s
bill, lest some seemingly simple but danger-
ous amendment be slipped in,

Mr. Kingsmill: The company is willing to
concede a grest deal—that everything
should be thrown around the voting, and
that the term citizen should be defined.
However, we think that the broadest mean-
ing should be given to that term; the lists
for voting for members of the Legislative
Assembly should be used, and the voting
should not be oftener than once a year.

Denjes That 1t Affects the Contrant,

Mr, Maclaren denied that the bill affect-
ed the company’s contract, and referred to
scenes that took place during last years
election as most disgraceful.,  Personation
had been unblushing; but, happily for the
antis, the barrooms were open drinking

{-checked the practice.

Mr. Kingsmill held that the bill was
contrary to the terms of the contract, The
City Council had no right to alter the
terms of running cars on Sunday any more
than they could with respect to any other
day. It might result that their ability to
get money would be destroyed.

Mr. Lash said the opponents of Sunday
cars contended that vhe company had no
righs to run cars on Sunday, even if the
vote was favorable, but supported the
middle view concerning the reading of the
agresment between the city and the com-
pany, that cars shall not run unless by con-
sent of the citizens, He was anxious in
the interests of the bondholders, of those
who really owned the sompany and the
contract, to see an end put to ‘‘vhe con-
stant” applications for changes in the agree-
ment by having this Sunday car question
put on a satisfactory basis, The rights not
only of the antis but also of the ublic
should be preserved. “‘Citizen” was a larger
word than “ratepayer,” and the provincial
election lists should be made use of, or
otherwise some 10,000 persons in this city,
deeply interested in this question, would be
disfranchised. The company should not be
placed in the position of being compelled to
supply o Sunday service, were this decided
upon, without reference to their own views.

Deceived Mr, Wood,

Mr. Wood (Hastings) complained of hav-
ing been deceived by a gentleman who did
not sit a thousand miles from him in the
House. When the clause regarding Sunday
cars was being considered he had been
assured that it would mot give
the compsny the right 1o run
on Sunday. In his innocence he
had believed that men meant just what
they said, and lawyers’ fine-drawn distinc-
tions were altogether too much for ordinary
persons. Many members had believed at
that time that they were virtually pro-
bibiting the running of street cars on Sua-
day, no matter what the people of Toronto
desired.

Mr. Clarke maintained that the City
Engineer should have sole control of &
Sanday service, as travelers’ convenience
rupecli? early and late trains should -be
consulted.

Mr, Lash objected to greater rights being
given the city than was the case under the
present. contract,

Mr. Wood (Hastings) announced that he
would oppose this bill and any proposition
giving tge power of deciding re Sunday
cars into the hands of a few individuals in
the city of Toronto. He was opposed to
such a service,

Mr. Balfour said hew was also against
Sunday cars, even if the citizens voted for
it, and he had also voted for the amend-
ment under & misapprebension,

The Provineinl Necretary's View.

Mr. Gibson: We have not the power to
revise a contract which has been approved
of by the Legislature; but - we have the
power, acting in the intereets of the public,
to say how the vote shall be taken and
with proper safeguards free from scandal.
All favored this, even the Toronto Street
Railway Company.

Mr. Tait: A Suonday car bylaw should
have the consent of the company before
being submitted, lest they miggr. be forced
to run a service to their great loss.

Mr. Gibson: The service shall be regu-
lated by the City Engineer, and I do not
think that the bylaw should be submitted
to the people without the approval of the

cothr?anv.
r. Tait: Let that, like the week-day
service, be under the control of the City
Engineer,

Mr. Laidlaw: We consent to that.

Tha words in clause second giving the
City Council the right to define the charac-
ter and extent of s Sunday service were
then strudi_out,the manner of voting being
taken up.

Mr. Caswell expiained that in the vote in
1892 the municipal lists and in 1893 the
provincial lists were employed. His in-
structions were to support the former on
the ground that the aldermen were elected
by and responsible to the municipal elec-
tors, and not by the holders of the man-
hood franchise,

To Disfranchise 10,000 Citizens,

Mr. Laidlaw: This will disfranchise 10,-
000 citizens who have the right to vole at
provincial elections,

Mr. Balfour: Ido not think there can

be a better plan than the plebiscit—[hesr,
hear]-—which Mr. Maclaren considered gave
a fair expression of opinion on a great
moral question, [Hear, hear.] If we are to
have o vote on this service, to which I am
opposed, let it be taken on broad lines. All
young men have as much interest in it
as have ratepayers, [Applause.] 1 do
not think that we can challenge
our owmdction on another matter. This
is also a moral question, and the legislative
franchise should be made to apply. [Ap-
plause. |

Mr, Bertram, a member of the Board of
Trade, said: As one of the citizens who ad-
vocated Sunday cars, I wish to say that, in
my opinion, any man over 21, residing in
T'oronto, is a citizen of Toronto and shall
have the right to vote on this question, I
am surprised that any attempt should be
made to circumscribe the meaning of
the word “‘citizen,” which should in-
terpreted in the broadest sense, You have
allowed the young men the privilege of
voting once on this question, and you have
no right to withdraw that privilege. [Ap-
plause. ]

Rev. G. M. Milligan: Can anybody
speak?

Mr. Gibson (wearily): Almost anybody.
[Laughter. ]
Mr. Milligan Opposes Manhood franchise,

Rev. G. M. Milligan: I do not think that
many fathers in this city will agree with
that opinion, when they remember what
they were ot 21, Iearnestly hope that
the manhood franchise will mnot be
permitted. We  have trusted the com-
pany too much.  Oaly bona-fide citizens
and particularly fathers and property-
owners, who have an abiding interest in

lthe city, aud in preventing young people
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from wandering away, should be allowed to
vote. And it is miserable sophistry to tell
me that regarding any great moral question
like this the broadest franchise should be
the deciding principle. I think the very

ite,
Wm Clarke: That will diefranchise from
10,000 to 12,000 citizens, In 1894 out of
29,287 rsons, 22,821 were on the
municipa, lists, and sllowing for
repetitions those who are entitled to man-
hood franchise number 10,620, Appeals
will affect three or four thousand more, 8o
that out of 40,000 about 13,000 will be af-
fected by the decision of the committee re-
garding the meaning of the wotd *‘citizen.”
Those who elact members of this assembly
and of the House of Commons are ceriain-
ly intelligent enough to express an opinion
on this question. [Applause.] The in-
terests of these others are identified snd
are identical with those of citizens
who are property owners, and it
is an ‘insult to say the contrary.
And I believe this interpretation was never
intended. Men with limited incomesare
anxious to get out of the centre of the city,
and this is almost impracticable with only
a week-day ocar service. If they do nov
contribute taxes directly they do indireot-
ly and they have a right to be heard on this
matter.
Mr, Whitney Onlls It An Injustice,

Mr. Whitney: Iam surprised to hear that
young men of 21 and upwards, who are
considered thoroughly competent to vote
at provincial election-,/\re not fit to vote
with respect to one great moral question,
while this is all that should be desired with
regard to another great moral question.
(Heur, hear.] Young men who are com-
petent and fic and moral enough to elect the
tmen who control the highest destinies of the
province are also competent to vote on such
a 1neuion as this, which is comparatively
subservient.

Principal Caven urged the adoption of the
muuicipal lists. He sympathized to & large
extent with liberal views, but the remedy
was not to enfranchise young men in this
case, but in every case. Were this done
he had pot the siightest objection. He bad
no distrust of young men, but this was a
clumsy way of recognizing tbem for a par-
ticular purpose, Was this to give them
more room for practices complained of at
the last election, when a perfect saturnalia
reigned? Why did not these gentlemen
trust the dyoung women! [Laughter,] And
the ol women! [Laughter.] All
they asked was that the legitimate
opinion of Toronto should be allowed
to decide this question, as was the ‘case
with other questions.

Mr. Balfour Has Faith In Young Men,

Mr. Balfour: I hope no insinuation is in-
tended. [Principal Caven: “Oh, no.”] My
whole course in the House has been in the

same line, I am quite willing to trust the
young men on this and on every other ques-
tion, without regard to the consequences.

Mr. Maclaren pleaded for the property-
owners, and complained that the provincial
voting lists were stuffed. On them they
had found hundreds and hundreds of un-
traceable pames. And how they came
there the Lord only knew, and those who
placed them there. {Laughter.] The city’s
was an honest list. ;

Mr, Summerhayes, the secretary of the
Citizens’ Committee favorable to Sunday
cars, was with difficulty prevented from
saying that as to the young men, the names
of 7000 had been put on by the assessors
and 4000 by affidavit,

A Close Vote,

The proposition to use the municipal lists
was defeated on a vote of 17 to 18,

Among the yeus appeared Mr. Tait, and
among the nays Messrs. Clarke, Baltour,
Hammell, Hislop, McKay, McMshon, Pres-
ton, Ryerson, Kerns, Smith (Frotenac),
Tooley, Spragge and Whitney. °
