prehensive treaty with her, Lord Rose-

bery said. It had also shown its benevo-
lent nmeutrality by attempting to pro-
mote peace between the two warring
powers,

‘Hand in Hand With Russia.

In this delicate and difficult business
the Government had goune hand in hand
with Russia and other interested powers.
Although the sky was 1t clear, the
Government would let slip no oppor-
tunity to settle the war. Great Britain's
relations to Russia were mest cordial,
the difficulty as to spheres of influence
in Asia having been terminated., If
all the Eurobean countries coneerned
could only proceed cordially and with-
put swspicion in Asiatic affairs a great
step would be taken to secure the peace
of the world.

But recently the civilized world had
bewailed the assassination of the presi-
dent of a country with which Engzland
ouzht to stand shoulder to shoulder in
generous commercial rivalry. Now she
,had to rvegret the death of a great
emperor, the master of peace. The younz
head on which had fallen the terrible re-
spousibility of the Russian crown might
prove not unequal to the task.

j The Peace of Europe.

¢ After payinz hizh compliments to the
wisdom and moderation of Alexander
II.. Lord Robebery spoke of Lis services
in preservinz the peace of Europe. Few
persons realized, he said, the difficulty
of keepinz a Zood understanding among
theé nations. There was -danger in the
enormous armaments of Europe. There
Jwas also. danzer in the mighty engine of
the prees, which often spoke under the
influence ci fierce competifion and with-
out weizhing the effects of its announce-
ments. He must ask the press to sift its
news carefalls before publishing it.

The foreizn policy of England was
strictly conservative, and bad nothing to
do with party. The Government wished
thinzs to remain as they were. It eovet-
ed nothinz abroad. It was not worth
Epzland’s while, witk interests all over
the world, to distdirb the existinz condi-
tiops. .

The Czar’s Funeral.

. Bt. Petersburg, Nov. 9.—The funeral
of Alexander III. will take place Nov.
17. 'This date has been definitely set,
and tue Russian Ambassadors: and Mini-
sters, who had been notified that the
funeral would take place on the 20th,
were requested to-day to hasten their
preparations to return. . Persons of all
classes are hurrying by thousands to the
towns at which -the fumeral train will
balt for the celebration of masses. The
body is expected to arrive in Moscow on
Sanday.

A Must Heed the People.

Berlin, Nov. 9.—Tke Zukunft creates a
sensation by drawing a parallel ° be-
tweea the Kaiserfinixd Charles 1. of -Eng-
land, and predicting that the German
ruler may meet a fate similar to that
of the English King if he persists in his’
King Charles methods of c¢laiming that
the people must blindly confide in his
poliey, fo* which he holds himself re-
sponsi:le to God alone. The paper ex-
presses tke hope that Chancellor ' von
Hohenlohe may be able to dispel the
Kaiser’s illusion that a modern people
.can be treated as a plaything.

Amd this
great inheritance you .trample under
your feet, You spurn the gift—God’s best
gift, and say, Give me whisky, let me
commit adultery, let me "~wallow in
sin. ‘Are you not madme®? May.: “God
wake you up to-night. (Chorus of
“Amens;"’)

Taught Them Prayers.

Mr. Moody seemed carried beyond
himself at this point. He had the audi-
ence repeating siinple prayers after' him:
“Lord save me,” “Lord help me,” ‘‘Lord,
what wilt thou have m,e to do?” “God
be merciful to me a sinuer,”

The scene was ‘very impressive and
many wept. Still he continued, and the
people repeated, “Lord, help me,” *‘God
forgive me,” meantime telling encourag-
ing stories of how troubled souls had
found peace jn believing the good news of
God’s love to them. y

Then all bowed their heads  and re-
peated after Mr. Moody. “O Lamb of
God take away my sins.”

In the Ingquiry Roomn.

After this soul-dealing with God it was
no wgunder that nearly a thousand éns
accompanied Mr. Moody downstairs to
the fnquiry room. Here they sang, “I
am Coming, Lord, to Thee,” and * He
Leadeth me.” Rev. James Allen prayed
and then the whole company repeated
this prayer after Mr. Moody :

“Blessed Saviour, I come to Thee, with
all my sins.  Forgive them; take me,
cleanse me, keep me, now and for ever
more. Amen.” -

A Command and a Promise.

Mr. Moody then briefly spoke from the
words, “Seek first the Kingdom of God
and his righreousness, and all things
shall be added unto you.” This, he said,
was just as much a command as “Thou
shalt not steal.” No one seeking the
Kingzdom of God would be in want of
raiment or a home. Hundreds of thou-
sands of men are out of work now because
this command has not been obeyed.

Now One Hundred Converts,

Then 60 ‘persons, mostly young men,
rose in their places|and said, “I repent
of my sins and desite to follow Christ.”

Prayer and counsel (was given them.
Then names and addresses were taken by
the workers, and the hall resounded with
thanksgiving for these souls, new born
into the Christian life.

Mr. Moody announced that there will
be no meetings to-day. To-morrow after-
noon’ at 8 o’clock there will be a meet-
ing for women only, and in the evening
a similar meeting for workingmen.

Yesterday noon-day = addresses were
given at Taylor's safe works, and at
the Massey works by Rev. T. W. Swann,
Mr. Moody’s assistant.

Port Arthur Will Not Make a Deter-

. mined Resistance. / ;

* Shanghai, Nov. 8.—The Chinese army of
the north has retreated to the mountains,
where the soldiers are reported to be
starving, and suffering severely from
cold and exposure. The: Japanese army
is reported to ber encamped at Feng-
Whang-Cheng.  Japanese are pursuing
about 15,000 Chinese, mostly, raw, re«<
cruitd. 3 4

Port Arthur is mot expected to make

1 @& determined stand against the Japan-

ese. Admiral Sir E. R. Fremantle, in
command of the British fleet, considers
that Port Arthur. will probably be the
scene of the last\engagement of any be-
tween the Chinese d&nd Japanese.

How the Navies Fought.

New York, Nov. 9.—A special from San
Francisco to The Tribune says: “ An
American naval officer, writing  from
Tokyo to San Francisco, gives the fol-
lowing new facts in regard to the recent
naval battles in the Orient: I was at
Nagasaki ‘when the two Japanese war
vessels that had been given the worst
of the Chinese fire in the, Yalu battle
arrived. They were the Akagi-Kan and
the Hiyea-Kan. They were-badly used
up vessels above the decks. Their rig-
ging and stacks were cut up, but it was
noticeable their hulls were practically in-
tact. © From a Japanese officer, I learn=<
ed the cause. ' The, Chinese, he  said,
approached them for battlé in two col-
umnps, with all of their sights set for
4000 metres. This was right for that
range, but when thef‘Japanese closed in
the Chinese committed the eerious érror .
of neglecting to lower their sight bars,
so the majority of their shots went high
when at short range, and did damage
to the rigging only. The Japanese crui-
sers found themselves more than equal
to thé two big#Chinese ships.

From this same officer I learned that
the great fault with the Japanese tac-
tics and the real reason why they have
not by this time reducdd China to afib-
mission is their indisposition to fofiow;
up the advantages they have obtained.
They are too discreet. They seem to
overlook the fact that, althongh erippled
themselves, the Chinese are worse  oif
than they, and could not afford to con-«
tinue the battle. There have been
one or two occasions of this kind since

-the beginning of hostilities,, when they

could have delivered a final and crushing
blow had they followed up their advan-
tages.

Paris, Nov. 9.—The Echo de Paris in
au article on the prgposed settlement of
the ChincseJapanese troubles says
Frinee will not reply to the proposals
to intervene Tor the purpose of effecting
a settlement of the war until she shall
have learned eéxactly what are Russia’s
thoughts and hopes regarding the mat-
ter.

From the five-storv pagoda on the-hill
behind Canton one‘looks down over the
lain of fhe city, covered with the
ow - gabled houses unrelieved by
towers or any ~ massive piles.

The most interesting
temple in the city is the Ipa oda of |
Five Hundred Genii: An old Chinese |
legend says that one day the Great |
Buddha Y{i Lui Foo, it passing through |
a wood, saw 500 bats ‘‘erouching on a |
large trunk of trees” (as a Chinese |
translator put it), and by fasting and |
rayer he succeeded in converting them |
into genii, and allotted to each of them\|

a place of worship in his temple. And |

here they sit in silent conclave, carved
from wood, no two alike, and before each
is an inrcense pot to receive the burning

The Temple of Horrors faces a crowd-
ed openimarket square. Along. one
side of it, open to the square, are dis-

layed lite-size wax figures represent-
ing scenes froni thé Chinese hell. The
hell is nothing if not imteresting, and
the pleasure of novelty there must al-
most make up for the torture. In one
scene are men immersed in boiling oil ;
in another women ‘standing serenely
while they are being sdwn in two
lengthwise.

The executiong round is called ‘‘the
bloodiest spot in the world.” Chinese
criminals fare worse than those of any
other country. The prisons are dark,
unhealthful, unclean, and crowded.
Many of the prisoners wear the ‘‘can-
gue,” a heavy square, made, of boards,
with a hole in the center through
which the head is thrust. Weari
this, the prisonér can neither lie down,
nor, in sitting, lean back against any-
thing, nor can he ponvey food or drink
to his mouth, bit must depend upon
the aid of his fellow-prisoners. Tortures
are not as common now as formerly,
though in the interior they are used to
some extent. The two most common
déath-penalties are: the Little Cut and
the Ling Chee, or Big Cut. The first is
for murderers of the ordinary Kind.
They are gashed in 81 places beforé the
final stroke. In'the Big Cut, used for
parent:murderers, the skiltul executign-
er keeps his victim conscious-of his suf-
fering till the sixty-fourth stroke of the
sword. Gradually he is dismembered, |
till his head finally is severed. The tor- |
tures of other kinds are too horrible to
describe, and victims are kept in agon
for days before merciful death drops the
bars and the agonized soul ‘passes from |
the dreadful highway into the quiet |
pasture of death. i

Outside the city is a large enclosure |
in which are long rows of what look |
like bith houses, except that they are
built of stone. This enclosure is called
“Examination Hall,” and hither come |
students aspiring to pass the sécond
degree. Itisa sortof national univer- |
gity, smacking a little of civil service
requirements. - The = first degree is:
passed elsewhere, by young men of in-
tellectual training, ‘who then zealously
try to fit themselves for this more diffi- |
cult one. There are 11,616 cells, each
containing one student, who is {m ri- |
goned here during the three days of his
examination ; and out of all these only
124 are assed. The e;” inations are
biennial, and so great is the honor for
the successful and so deep the chagrin
of those who fail, that suicide is not |
uncommon among the latter. In each |
cell is a stone ' slab for a seat
and another for a table; and in each
row is a guard to prevent all egress from
the cells. For three dathz e candi-
dates work on their theses, then depart
to await judgment. Later in life,
when those who have passed have risen
to positions of importance, they go to
Peﬁin, to attempt the third degree,
which is the highest in the land and of
great honor and prestige.

The 1ueuo is a national ins_.tution, a
political necessity, as well.as anything
of social custom. Young boys, whose |
queues are growing, have them pieced |
out with interbraided black or red-silk, |
With the adult the braid, when undone,
as often seen in the barber shops, is
sur risil:gly luxuriant and glossy. The
barbeys shave the face, head, eyebrows,
nostrils, and ears of their customers.
Girls wear their hair in braids, and when
they are grown, arrange it with oil in a
stiff design behind, fastened with green
jade pins. By using porcelain or carved
wood neck-rests at night in place of pil-
lows one hair-dressing will suffice for an
entire week. -

Throughout the city oneseesonly dark-
ness and gloom. There are no smiles on
the faces oithe people, no merriment or
light-heartedness, few games among
the children. The streets are dark ; so
are the houses, and so, seemingly, are
the temperaments and hearts of the
people. To judge from the system of
their empty religion, from their dread-
ful ideas of future and present punish-
ment, their methods of legal procedure,
and the customs of the higher classes,
down to the unamusing amusements,
the noisy, hideous theatres and plays of
violence and horror that lure all classes |
of society—the Chinese nature seems to |
be morbid, fatalistic, and unlightened |
with any element of joy.

Their uncouth exteriors are a fitting
expression of their souls. -Beauty is un- |
known here. In architecture, painting
and sculpture it is grotesque form, luri
color, and demoniacal figure of god or
devil that obtains. There is nothing
graceful, light, or uplifting in their art,
no expression of ideal, no representa-
tion of love, mercy, grace, or peace, and |
no inspiration to other things. Their
bodies are not sunkissed and rosy of
hue, but of the dull, opaque tone of?if -
less bronze. Their forms are not round
and supple and sprightly, but emaciated,
tense, and slow-moving. Lifeis a long,
dark lane. with no orchards or meadows
opening from it, no boughs, laden with
fruit, bending above it. The high walls
of their own building debar the sunlight,
and through the entire length of their
pilgrimage there is but one resting
place; that is at the end, and the end is
to be reached only by a weary jour-
ney, and cannot be seen. Their tired
eves drop stolidly to the bare pavement ;
they bear in silence the load upon their
shoulders, and pass forever—thaese count-
less hordes of unknown ones—down the
barren way of life.—New York Church-
man.

Inspection of Hulls,

Editor World: Permit me, in addition
to my communication of the 6th iust.,
to say a little more in reference to the
coming examinations for inmspector of
hulls, to succeed the late Capt. Har-
bottle. In censiderinz the candidate’s
qualifications it should be borne in mind
that the age for building wooden vessels
in Canada is almost, if not altogether,
a thing of the past, the future being an
era of iron and steel, as instanced by
the number of vessels built in inland
waters of late years. Only a very small
percentaze were other than iron, steel
or composite, The inspector should, con-
sequently, be a practical man and well
versed in the construction of such ves-
sels, It therefore stands to reason that
examiners should be men capable of as-
certaininz the qualifications of the ap-
plicants in this connection. A ship cap-
tain, unless specially trained in ship-
buildinz, would be entirely ‘“at sea” as
hull inspector of the ship of the future.
This is made more:apparent when it is
taken into conmsideration the iate move-
ment of deepeninz our waterways, which
would create a boom in lake navization
and render it necessary that all new ves-
sele be abreast of the times fu both con-
struction and equipment. It is expectfad
and generally hoped that the canals will
be completed within the next three or
four years. It, therefore, behooves the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries to
see that the position is filled by the per-
son best qualifyingz in the construction of
modern vessels, as well as those of a na-
ture fast becominz obsolete.

China’s Finaneces,

The Loundon; News says that the
finances of China are in excellent con-
dition. That country “has not contract-
ed the fatal *facility of piling up for-
eign obligations.”” About 20 years ago
China borrowed in England about $12,-
000,000 at 8 per cent., and paid it when
due. In 1894 $7,500,000 was borrowed at
7 per eent. and $12,250,000 at 6 per cent.,
and this loan has been gradually paid oft
until only 83,500,000 is due, and will
In'obably be ‘paid next year. These
oans were coitracted on a silver -basis
the fall in the value of
metal has practically doubled
rate of interest, but there
has been no hint of repudiation
nor delay in payments, A ‘portion
*of the custom duties are by contract set
apart to pay these loans, and none of th
portion seems to have been devoted *tc
other purposes. The Chinese revenus
is from import and export duties, ton-
nage and transit duties, the opium tax,
a land tax, and taxes on rice, salt, and
other products, besides a system ot li-
censes.  Very little is known of the
amount of the revenue or expenditures
of China.  Its credit is so good, thinks
The News, that in spite of the war a
loan for almost any desired amount
could be negotiated in Europe.—Spring-
field Republican.

whom he himself was forced to rebuke
for their failure to obey the mandate of
the electors,

Mr. Cleveland, he said, felt more than
ever he was the President of the people,
that he owed nothing to the politicians,
and that if they had (been shipwrecked
after refusing to follow the course he

MORTGAGE AND LOAN STATISTICS.

According to the report of the Dominion
Government there are 82 loan companies
and building societies in Canada. Seventy-
one of them are domiciled in twenty-
four places in Ontario, eight aré in Que-
beec and three in Nova Scotia. These com-
panies are not all alike, says The Mone-
tary Times, bat differ materially in age,
size and method. One has $10,919,000
of loans; another, a new one modelled on
an Old Country concern, has only lent
$1000. Some take deposits at interest,
some receive payments on the instalment
plan, others borroi entirely on deben-
ture., The return has 'lumped togzether
the transactions of all these companies.
The aggregaté subseribed capital of the
82 companies reaches $98,766,651.

Amonz the liabilitics of these orzani-
zations we find “capital stock amounting
to $85,445,252. This consists of $19,-
941,188 in fully paid shares and $16,
504,064 partly paid up, the proportion
" paid, in the case of individual companies,
varyinz from 10 per cent. to 25, but
the averaze being 21 per cent. Cana-
dians have lent to these companies $28,-
559,000, -of which $18,681,000 is deposits
and $10,028,000 on debenture, But the
companies have borrowed nearly twice as
much from people in the Old Country,
namely, $49,408,000, on the strénzth of
debentures, and $2,618,000 in perpetual
stock—in all more than fifty-two mil-
lions of. dollars.

Of this agzregate of $82,362,000 bor-
rowed from the public in Great Britain
and Canada, about sixty millions is re-
presented by debentures, whi¢h have asa
rule a life of five years, and are payable
or renewable at the end of that time.
That there is muech activity of movement
in these \seturities is shown by the. fact
that the ompanies repaid $8,253,000
durinz the/year, and that they borrow-
ed afresh no less than $9,712,000, part
of it, very likely, at a lower rate of in-
terest. 3 ‘

Judgzing by the sum set down for the
total of interest paid and accrued . for
the year, the average rate of interest
paid by the companies for their borrow-
ed money was 4.66 per cent. But the more
prominent companies are zetting money
in Britain at from 88-4 to 4 per cent.
The annual vate obtainable on mort-
. zages in Canada has fallen from! 8 or 10
per cent, a dozen years ago to 6 or T
per cent. to-day. In fact, what are
termed gilt-edged loans, omn first-class
city property, are now effected at 51-2
or even ® per cent.,, while 6 per cent.
is a common rate for new, first rate
farm Jloans.

The companies have made . loans of
$115,847,000. Of the agzgregate loans
more than 96 per cent, have been made
upon real estate. The total advanced
upon land has been $110,916,659, and
the value of the lands thus loaned upon
is ziven at $227,58490,872, which leaves
a margin of value of.about 52 pen cent,

Exactly what proportion of this $115,-
000,000 is loaned upon farm property
there is no means of knowing.

TOO MANY RAILWAYS, °

In the current Scribner’s, a writer
named H. G. Prout makes some inter-
esting comparisons of railways in the
United States and in England. What
is true of the United States applies much
the same to Canada, and we, therefore,
print the comparisons. The United
Kingdom — England, Scotland and
Wales — has but about a ninth of as
many miles of railway as the United
States. Computed by population, how-
ever, there is for each inhabitant

railway as for each dweller in the
United Kingdom. This certainly indi-
cates an over-supply of railroads in the
United States, for no one complains
that there are not sufficient railway
lines to do the businbss in England and
adjacent countries, There certainly
can be no complaint as to the charac-
ter of the service, for in 1892 the total
movement in the United Kingdom indi-
eated 22 1-2 trains each way every
day over every mile of railway, while
the American movement of trains showed
less than seven traims daily each way.

Many more passengers are carried in
Great Britain than id the United States.
Its, few railroads carried 864,000,000
people in 1892, outside of commuters,
whom Mr. Prout estimates would bring
the total up to 1,344,000,000, as against.
848,000,000 in the United States. Very
probably the average journey of the
foreigner was shorter than that of the
American, but if we accept these fig-
ures the British railways carried 67,200
passengers that year for every mile of

T
Now fl.e Time to Study the Wonder of
the Beginning of the Trees. %

Now, when the superabundant vege-
tation of summer no longer cumbereth
the ground, is the time to walk along
the edge of a woodland aund learn how
forests grow, Rising through the grass
sometimes only a few inches, sometimes
a foot or more, one now sees the young:-
lings of the forests, seedlings from nuts,
and every form of forest fruit sown last
autumn, or perhaps the year before.
Nature, in her reckless profusion, sows
her forests seeds right and left, at the
root of the parent tree and, by the aid
_of the wind, out beyond the edge of the
woodland, Millions rot upon the sur-
face of the ground, or are eaten by
birds, beasts or insects: Comparatively
tew are covered with earth and germi-
nate. Many of those tew perish by a
thousand accidents when they first peep
above ground.- - Some fractional per-
centage of the whole number of sceds
sown live to the end of their first year,
and it is these that ;now greet the eye
upon the woodland’s edge,pretty mimics
of their giant parénts.

The tiny
young oaks of the larger varieties some-
times exceed their parents in the size
and richness of their leaves, and for some
vears the growing oak has a peculiar
autumn splendor that comes late and
lingers long. The leaves of the young
pin oak are more delicate than those of
the parent. They take on early the tints
that glorify this variety of oak. The al-
most pentagonal leaves of the seedling
tulip tree are also tiny, with a transpar-
ency unknown tothe broad rich greenery
of the well-grown tree. The foot-high
elm wears hig dark green flannel leaves
far into the autumn and seems to escape
the beetle. The baby birch, when
uprooted; has & pretty secret to reveal
of the way;.her kind grows in sister-
hoods of three, four, ‘five, or more.

THE AUTOCRAT’S SANITARY ADVICE

LIBERAL AND FREE.

Was an Early Reformer = Advised
. THrowing Physic to the Dogs, or,
Rather, the Fishes, and Taking
Fresh Air and Plenty of li'xorolu for
Medicine—Blamed Over-Eating.

The demand for Oliver Wendell
“Holmes’ medical works has always been,
limtted, His admirers did not think it
probable that the great }l)loet, hu-
morist and table-talk philosopher could
have much leisure for pathological
studies.

But the fact is that Dr. Holmes was a
practical physician of more than local
reputation, and indulged his penchant
for belles letters only as a pleasant by-
trade. Itis true that he could never
forego a chance for a good joke, and
the reputation of his . semi-humorous
works on physiology and medical re-
form may have been injured by the
common belief that an entertainin% book
can possibly be profound—as a glaring
instance vide Gladstone’s remarks on
Colonel Ingersoll's metaphysits, or The
Edinburgh Review’s criticism of Car-
Iyle’s historical works, :

But those who have rid themselves of
that ptulgld Igrejudice will find a collee-
tion of Dr. Holmes' professional works a
ﬁerfect ‘thesaurus of valuable health

ints. After his return from Europe the
accomplished doetor began to evince &
predilection for hygienic remedies, and
for a “fellow 'of the Massachusetts
_h%edical Societ%" ax}xld Halrvard h;:;ofessor
‘of anatomy and physiology, hi -
ments against the methmi: of ttﬁ‘-%‘lld
school drug doctors were amazingly
outspoken. .

‘“We cannot yet dispense with opium,”
‘he says, ‘“‘nor with the vapors that work
the miracle of anssthesia, but if, with
those exceptions, the whole ‘materia

ica, as now used, could be sunk to
the bottom of the sea, it would be all
the better for mankind—and -all the
wqrse for the fishes.” -
the chief obstacle in the path of
sanitary reform he recognized the pre-
valence of the idea that the sick must
be fed on poisons, and treated his.Har-
vard class to an anecdoté about one of
his colleagunes, who was called to a man
with a terribly sore mouth. On inquiry
he found that the man had picked up a
box of unknown pills in Howard street
sud had proceeded to take them on
general principles, pills being good for
people. They happened to contain mer-
cury and this explained the trouble for
which he had consulted our associate.

Next to the drug plague, he con-
siders dietetic delusions a chief cause of
disease and advises tparents to study the
sanitary instincts of their children who,

" if left to the guidance of nature, are
pretty sure to prefer farinaceous dishes
to animal food and water to_alcohol.
Hard-working geople, too, are in-
stinétively afraid of surfeits, knowing
from experience, it nof from Schrodt’s
Hygiene, that they cannot do their work
well while all the vital energies of the
system are monopolized by the digestive
organs. Gormands, he’ thinks, should
try the effect of exciting work or sport
as a trick for deafening the ear to the
sound of the dinner-horn and cheating
the esurient stomach out of the coveted
surfeit. /‘Have you ever noticed,” he
asks, ‘‘how frequent habitual gluttony
is among idlers, and how rare among
Lusy people? With wrong eating, as
distinct, from overeating, it is frequent-
l{ the reverse, and workingmen as a
class, suffer less from insufficient than
from ill-selected food; though in many
such cases their poverty and not their
will consents. Well-to-do sinners have
no valid excuse, and-the moral cowardice
that makes us swallow ruinous liquors
and made dishes to avoid a breach of
etiqu tt" is really much more unpardon-
able ti. theifolly that tempts a young
woman to sacrifice her health on the
altar of fashion.”|

Holmes passed some of his snmmer
wacations in the South and always talk-
ed of California asa country of limit-
less possibilities, but withal held that
for indoor workers the climate of New
England was far from being the worst..
“You can manufacture your own at-
mospheric conditions,” he savs, ‘“by
simply opening a window and mixing
your artiticial heat with the still air-cur-
rents which nature Keeps on tap for
nine months of our year.” The over-
heated, stifling atmosphere of ill-ven-
tilated sick rooms made him_ treat many
of his patients to a private lecture, and
he would bhave found excuses for the
conduct of Dr. Zacharin, of St. Peters-
burg, who a few weeks ago refused to
answer the questions of the Czar’s re-
latives: before he had opened  every
window and chased a swarm of flunkeys
put of the room. “Get out of this,” he

owled, without noticing the protest-
ng look of the sick Emperor, ‘“‘the air
in this room is enough to give any one a
fit of cholera.”

The learned New Englander had, in-
deed, a supreme faith in the remedial
virtues of the keen breezes that form a
staple commodity of his native land,and
held that half an hour’s work with a
snow-shovel would be a first-class sub-
gtitute for the barefoot races in a dew-
drenched meadow to whith the patients
of Pastor Kneipp ascribes their miracu-
Jous recoveries.. The mountain cure for
consumption excited his liveliest interest
and a few years ago he came very near
taking a trip to Santiago de Cuba,
where a Spanish physician had succeed-
ed in curing desperate cases of yellow
fever in ice-cooled hospitals ‘‘The cure
of germ diseases by chan%es of temper-
ature,” he thought, would make a good
title Yor a muchneeded treatise, and
called attention to the suggestive fact
that not only the yellow fever epidemics
of our Gulf States, but cholera morbus,
digestive disorders and the frightful
mortality of children are yearly abated
by the first November frost. The
“germ theory” he hints, derives its
chief practical significance from the
fact that microbes can be Kkilled by a
degree of cold or heat which man, their
living boarding house, can easily wea-
ther.

A fluid diet was another of his favor-
ite prescriptions, and he more than once
quotes the long list of disorders which

Bishop Berkeley managed to cure with |

tar water—insinuating, however, that
tar had nothing to do with the efilcacy
of the specific. *‘That good and great
man, with all his store of learning, got
gaddled with two very strange ideas,
viz.: That tar water was everything
and the whole material universe
nothing.” Fresh spring water would
bave been egually cheap and more pala-
table and really forms the efficient con
stituent of the mincral spas which so
iy tnousands visit at a great expense
of money and time. The effect of a
blood-diluting and system-cleansing
dict is also the secret of the many suc-
cessful grape jnices, wheyv-cures, etc.,
and a few dimes’ worth of home-made
lemonade would obviate the necessity of
many an expensive~fpurney to distant
health resorts. R wak no hydropathist
in the shower bath of ice water sense of
the word, but admitted that he could
not help envying the old Romans their
system of public baths, and took every
opportunity to urge the imitation of
their examppo.

: The Fruit Calendar.

A Iittle calendar of California fruits
states that cherries are the first to come
east, arriving- about May 15. Then
follow in order apricots, peaches, pears,
plums, prunes, nectarines, and grapes,
the season of each so overlapping that
of the others that now we are getting
all of these except cherries and apricots.
The later kind of grapes will continue
to come in large quantities until
November 1, and some even as
late as December 1. Each ‘fruit
comes in his own peculiar package,
and the making of these has be-
come a great business in the fruit
country of California. Cherries come ih
ten pound -boxes, apricots in twenty-
pound crates, peaches in twenty-pSund
packages, pears in fifty-pound boxes,
plums in twenty-pound  boxes, and
grapes in twenty andforty-pound boxes,
A car load of' cherries contains about
2,250 packages, and 450 of the fifty-
pound boxes make a load. The freight
and the charges tor icing and care are,
as one may easily imagine, an im-

ortant part of the cost of the fruit.

'hese charges amount, in round
figures. to 8500 a car load. Every box
of pears cost, therefore, to geét it here
$1.10, and even the little boxes of
cherries cost for freight alone about
twenty-two cents, —Detroit Free Press.

Those that lie with their heads to-
ward the water plunge forward and
quickly disappear, but those headed
landward naturally enough start for-
wardfaway from the uproar. Being con-
tinually urged on they soon find thom-
selves fairly inland, with all chance of
escape cut off.

The groups of from twenty to fifty
caught thus each night are driven up
on to the Jevel ground, and held until
from three to five -hundred have been
taken, when-the grand drive begins.

Then the whole herd is actually driven-

ten miles overland to the village. Ac-
cording to the condition of-the weather,
the drive requires from six days to
three weeks, but in the end every sea
lion who doss not die of heat or exhaus-
tion on the road actually carries his
own carcass to market.

This anipal yields about the same
class of products as does the walrus, and
its flesh forms the principal food of all
the natives of the fur-geal islands. The
skin is thickly covered with coarse stiff
hair of a brownish-yellow color, but it is
destitute of ‘‘fur,” and hence is of no
value in our market.

Steller’a sea lion is about twice the
size of the fur seal, the old male being
from ten to eleven feet in total length,
from eight to nine feet in girth, and it
weighs on an average about 1,200
pounds. The females are not quite half
as large, in actual bulk, as the males.
Although cowardly in their disposition
toward man, the males are’ among
themselves the fiercest fighters in the
world. It is hard to obtain an old speci-
men whose neck is not cris-croossed all
over by long, deep gashes, or old scars,
made by the powerful teeth of jealous
rivals.—St. Nicholas for October.

Some Fall Millinery,

You will want to know about the
millinery. Thefv are using a great deal
of pleated chenille and tulle, especiglly
in petunia shades, and the jam pot
crown has reappeared ; but is now en-
circled with a sort of bracelet of dia-
monds, and is the foundation whence
springs a high aigrette. These crowns
seem to rise from the center of a broad
brim, on whigh violets, pink roses; and
terra cotta silk rosettes all commingle.

Deep emerald-green bonnets, with
liberal trimmings of jet and sable, are
the height of the fashion. Fascinating
osprey aigrettes set in velvet make
pretty headdresses; but I expect you
do not know how to wear them. I did
not ; they are put in slanting sideways
to give the inevitable width to the
head, without which no one can now be
smart. '

The newest headdress of all, however,
is a velvet bow, fashioned on the Al-
satian idea, but, instead of standing out,
it is intended to be placed quite flat on
the head, attached to wire, which encir-
clesa coil of hair. The more crushed its
appearance, the more a la mode.. A
bright -and beautiful cerise color is
most used.

Then there are some headdresses made
of velvet, with tiny ostrich feathers at
each point, supposed to fall down be-
hind the ears, and these are also adapt-
ed to the throat by people who have

- THE ‘BOODLE INVESTIGATION.

Rogers and Wheeler May Yet Be Placed
Upon the Witness Stand—Little Evie
dence Heard Yesterday.

No new evidence was adduced yesterday
at the resumed investigation into the
charge of boodle against aldermen. Coun-
sel Nesbiti stated that without certain
information, which he was in hopes of
obtaining, he couldn’t wvery well pro-
ceed with the cross-examination. There
was plenty of evidence, he jaid, that
could be given, but at that stage of the
proceedings it was not ‘wise that it
should be produced. Some of the tele-
grams which the Great (Northwestern
Telegraph Co. have put in are cipher mes-
sages, and the lawyers are by comparison
endeavoring to puzzle out their meaning.
Mr. Nesbitt has hopes that he may yet
be dble to place Rogers and Wheeler of
the Brush Co. on the stand.

The first witness called was Alexander
B. Smith, Superintendent of Construction
for the Great Northwestern Telegraph
Co He knew Mr, J. J. Wright, and he
had had several convérsations with that
gentleman relating to the electric lighg-
ing tenders. Wright had expressed him-
seli as dubious as to the success of the
electric lizht company’s tender. He had
stated to witness emphatically and re-
peatedly that the Eompany would not
secure the Contract, because money
would have to be paid and the company
would not pay it. =~

Director Walmsley of the Electric Light
Company then went into the box. Mr.
Wright made a statement to him on July
12 that in connection with the tenders
for the electric iighting of the city, Ald.
Stewart had made a corrupt proposal to
him, asking for $18;000. On Sept. 14
Wright showed him a book containing fig-
ures, which had been given to him as the
tender of the Street Railway Company.
Wright told him that he had been called
over the telephone, and that on arriving
at his destination he had found Ald.
Stewart there.

‘W. A. Martin, secretary of the Toronto
‘Electric Light Company, corroborated
Manager Wright’s evidence as to the in-
terview he had had with witness, in which
he had informed him that he ¥utd been
approached by Ald. Stewarts. “Wright
showed witness figures which weére to be
tendered by the Btreet Railway Com-
pany. It was a graded date, figuring
from 6 to 25 years. He said he was
given them by the chairman of the Fire
and Light Committee at Mr. McGowan's
office,

The enquiry was.then adjourned wuntil
this morning at 11 o’clock.

President Hamill of the Brush Eleetric
Light Company has written te the City
Engineer stating that his company does
not do business on fthe basis of putting in
a sum for “financing’” their contracts,
and expressing a desire not to withhold
anythinz. Mr. Keating immediately
sent. the letter to Mr. Nesbitt, after an-
swering it_to the effect that the best
thidg the company could :do was to send
Messrs, Wheeler and Rogers here to tes-
tify at the investigation.

APPLYING FOR FRANCHISES.,

———

Georglam Bay People Wooing the York
Township Conncil.

At an adjourned meeting of the York
Township Councii, held yesterday, a com-
munication was received {rom John
Hodg>, stating that his wife had sustain-
ed injucies while walking along Coxwell-
avenue, caused by a loose gplank, over
which ske tripped, falling héavily on her
arm, ard has not been able to attend
to her houschold duties since. He asked
for $200 for such injuries. Referred to
Mr. Lucas and solicitor to report on at
next meeting.

A bylaw was passed authorizing the
reéve and treasurer to borrow money and
cont‘rm &ll advances heretofore made.

The time for the payment of taxes, in
order to secure the five per cent. discount,
wae extended to Dec. 10.

The Messrs. Moyes appeared before the
council and asked the privilege of sup-
plying electrical light and power . in the
Townehip of York. Mr. Moyes had no
agrs:ment to present to the council, pre-
ferrinz to allow the Township Solicitor
to prepare an agreement that, would be
satisfuctory to the council. He said he
didr't ask for an exclusive franchise; all
he wanted was for the council to allow
him the right to excavate and erect poles
for the purpose of stringing wires. '

F. J. Dunbar appeared on behalf of the
Georgian Bay Co, and also wanted a
fraichise which would allow his company
to supply light, power and water any-
whe?e in the township.

The eouncil expressed its willingness to
enter into an agreement, but the ‘mem-
bers were not prepared to decide without
further looking into the matter.

A resolution was passed, on motion
of Messrs. Lucas and Goulding, that the
applications of the Georgian Bay Power
and Aqueduct Co. and the Messrs. Moyes
be referred to a committee composed of
the whole council, the?engineer and soli-
citor, to report at next meeting, costs
connected therewith to be covered by a
cash deposit with the treasurer, to the
satisfaction of the solicitor.

Anothef meeting of the council will be
held on Friday next, at which time the
agﬁeements will be presented.

.” Af birth a negré-cnud 18 of a reddish
nut-brown color, which turns to a slaty
ray in the first ‘week of the child’s ex-
istence. The black color is not fully
developed for a period varying. from
. one to three years, according to the
nature of the locality and the influences
of climate. Darwin says that the child-
. ren of Australians, immediately after
birth, are yellowish brown, and gecome
dark at a later age. Those of the Guar-
anys of Paraguay are whitish. yellow,
but they acquire in the course of a few
weeks the yellowish-brown tint of their
parents. It is curious to notice that the
eyes of a negro child are blue at-birth,
and - his hair of a dark chestnut color,
being only curled at the ends.

The desire for stimulants of some
kind and a knowledge of their benefical
action when used in moderation seem
to be instinctive in all but the very low-
est races of mankind. At first sight it
would seem that the 'Moslem races
would form an exception to this rule,
but that is not the case. As a matter
of religous discipline they refrain from
alcohol, but in coffee and opium_they
have stimulants better suited to irrhabi-
tants of hot couidtries than alcohol.
The same may be gaid of the Hindoos
and the Jarge numbers of Mongols who
take no alcohol. These races are in
about the third-rank of civilization. - In
the first two ranks not only is there no
race which uses no stimulants, but it is
s fact that the complexity and variety
of stimulants used increase directly with
the development of civilization.

At birth no infant can see. Professor
Preyer, who has worked on a- singlé
subject (a boy of his, own), considers that
although sensibility to light exists from
the moment of birth, yet this sensibility
is’ more alive to the sense of feeling
than to that of sight. The infant from
the first closed its eyes when exposed to
a strong light. - With regard to actual
sight, as denoted by the fixing of the
eyes on objects, ‘Preyer says that up to
the tenth day he noticed no movements
indicating that the child fixed its eyes
on an objéct. He seemed only to
look at objects before him up to
that time. Other authorities assert that
in this latter respect infants differ
greatly. This much, however, is clear,
that it usually réquires between two
and three weeks for the sense of sight

Gas Motor Street Cars.

Considerable satisfaction appears to
be felt by the citizens of Dresden at the
success of their gas motor street cars,
according to the Louhrig system, which
has been made the subject of investiga-
tion by experts from many countries.
The car in this case 'is built to accom-
modate sixteen passengers seated with-
in, with standing room for five besides
the motorman on the front platform, and
six on the rear platform. Power is sup-
plied by two double-cylinder gas engines
of seven-horse power each, located on
either side beneath the seat, and care-
fully enelosed in zinc sheathing. which
excindes gds and odors aud protects the
machinery from dust or contact: Under
the framework of the car are located at
each end four cylindrical reservoirs, the
wholé €ight having an a‘ﬁgregate capa-
city of some three'hundred and sixty
cubie feet-of gas, sufficient to rurl the car
eleven miles over a road in which
the grades do not exceed one foot
twenty, The car weighs, without pas-
sengers, seven,and one-half tons. The
cylinders are kept cool by water circu-
lating through pipe leading from a
cylindrical Teservoir carried on the roof
of the car, the heated water rising and
the cold descending automatically, and
with sueh satisfactory results that, after
arun of several miles, the warmth of
the cylinders'may be easily endured by
the naked hand. Gas is supplied from
the ordinary street mains, .and is com-
pressed to eight atmospheres by a sim%le
double-barreled force pump, worked by
a statiénary gas engine or other power,
and at this pressure the reservoirs of a
car imay be filled through a flexible
pipe in less than a minute. The car is
macaged by one motormangion the front
platform, who, with throttlg} and gover-
nor regniates the speed frofa 150 to 240
engine revolutions per minute.

Origin of the Flood.

A very noteworthy contribution has
lately been made by Prof. Prestwich,
an English geologist, to the literature
drawn forth by the long-mooted ques-
tion as to a possible cause for the flood
or its origin. Dr. Prestwich describes
at much length the various phenomena
which came under his observation dur-
in%many years of geological research
in Europe and the coasts of the Mediter-
ranean, among these special reference
being made to finding the flints of the
drift to be of two classes, viz., one with
bones of animals carved and inter-
sgersed with the remains of man, and
the other, termed by him the ‘‘rubble-
bones of animals of
in vast heaps. Refer-

The Conditioning House,

There is in Bradford, England, a pe-
culiar establishment in the interests of
manufacturers, known as the condition-
ing house, the only one of its kind in
the kingdem : it is here that the true
weight, length and condition of articles
of trade and industry are determined
scientifically—yarns, wools, vieces, &c,
Samples are taken from various parts
of lots, 80 as to insure a fair average,
and, the weight of the saniples when
absolutely dry having been ascertained
the standard. per cent. of moisture is
added to it to give the correct invoice
weight. The counts of yarns are ascer-
tained by the correct measurement of
the yards contained in one
pound avoirdupois of yarn in stan-
dard condition, as ascertained from sep-
arate hanks or hobbies, and the scales
upon which the yarnis weighted are
adjusted to one milligram, The strength
of yarns is determined by the average
of at least five separate tests of eighty
yards in one lea on a fifty-four inchreel,
that is, 6ne-seventh of a hank, worsted ;
the twist is determined by the average
ot ten separate tests of ten inches each
to form one test, and the lengths of
hanks are calculated by measuring,
without overlapping, on a reel,the exact
length and with the tension regulated
for each count. \

How They Would Réh a Ofty—Practioal
Idm About Purifving the

Government.

: The Woman's Club of Denver is at
present agitating” the subject of muni-\
cipal reform, with -practical ideas of
purifying ‘the city government. At
their last regular meeting, held under
he auspices of the reform department
he city charter was analyzed, discusse
and.compared with thase of other cities.
Mrs."Routt, who made the first address,
recommended the charter asan inter-
esting book for the members: to read to
get an insight into municipal affairs. In
answer to the fact that thereis great
expense connected with the present
charter, she sajd the expensiveness is
not a fault, andiadvised increasing it if
necessary to induce honorable capable
businesg men to accept office. She com-
mented sharply on tha bare majority of
votes required by the charter to permit
the introduction of saloons-in the
suburban districts, and suggested that
the number of years as taXpayer be in-
creased from one to five before a man
can be elected as & member of the Cit;
Countil, and that no person who 1is
directly or.indirectly interested in any
contract with the eity, or who is indebt-
ed to the state, city or county for taxes,
or who has been convicted for corrupt’
practices, shall be eligible for office.

" “The amusing feature of our charter,”
said Mrs. Routt, *“is that all officers ex-
cept ‘thé Park Commissioner receive
handsome salaries, while he receives no
salary whatever, tixough the charter ex-
pressly states that these Park Commis-
sioners must men who shall be
known for their business ability, probity,
and public spirit.. Just why this 'dis-

. tinction should be made and for the first
and only tilne the charter should call for
men of business ability is difficult to
understand.” = 3

Mrs, Routt brought. her remarks to a
elose. by saying: ‘Ladies, the whole
matter lies in a' nutshell. Christian
men and women, moral ‘men and
women, and all decent right-minded
men and women must attend the pri-
maries,nominate and elect candidates for
' their fitness, not because, of their par-
tisanship, and good municipal govern-
ment will be the result. ' If the human
race is to endure and civilization is to
advance, men and women must work
together and mutually aid ‘one another
to gain those higher ideals.”

They
then sparred with feet and beaks, pick-
ing and kicking feathers from one an-
other until Colonel dealt a terrific blow
on Jim's stomach which seemed to liter-
ally lift him from the ground. Only the
thick mass of feathers prevented the
awful toe from penetrating Jim's ab-
domen.

Jim wasgame. Regaining his breath
he knocked Colonel over with a side
kick, breaking his wing. Colonel re-
covered his feet before the attack was
renewed. Roth birds had by this time
lost their plumes, and looked as if they
had been plucked. Both were tired and
weak from loss of blood. Their attacks
grew feebler, and finally as if by com-
mon consent, they ceased fighting and
walked off among the bushes to re-
cuperate.
