THE LATE PROF. R. J. SMITH
A Worthy Tribute From a
Resident of Port Lorne
On receiving the MONITOR I was
surprised to read of the passing of m
late friend at Port Lorne, Prét. P. J¥
Smith, and there came over me a scnse
of sad loneliness which lingers still
and now [ am prombpted to write a few
ines of appreciation of one who dur-
ng" those seven or eizht summers
to my removal. from Port
Lorne [ spent many pleasant hours
with. One who always showed a sym-
pathetic and kind interest in my wel-
fare and [ am sure it will be accept-
able to many MONITOR readers, who
had become acquainted with the late
Mr. Smith the years he has visited and
lately resided in this country. First
of all he was a gentleman. If you did
* mot quite come up to his standard he
would show his disapproval without
4you feeling hurt. He loved nature and
in driving over the mountain or
through the valley his eye was ever
alert to observe the beautiful trees,
flowers, birds or landscape and so of-
ten would repeat those lines, “My Geod
I thank Thee who hast made the éarth
80 bright.” He admired the neatly
kept homestead. He believed in
thoroughness, and anything he under-
took demanded his, best and was not
left undone. He took a deep interest
in all that pertained to the good of the
community and possessed the faculty
of enthusing those who were most dif-
ficult to interest. “Nqthing attempt-
ed, nothing done.” he would say. Many
of the improvements in the church pro-
perty at Port Lorne are due to his
efforts. He was easily a leader yet
possessed a modest and unassuming
manner.

JUDGE CHIPMAN DEAD.
Was Prominent in Kings County and
Other Parts of the Province,

KENVILLE, Nov. 9.-—-The death oc-
curred this afternoon of His Honor
John P. Chipman, retired County Court
Judge for Dictrict No. 4. For the past
two years he has begen in failing health
but only within this last year has he
been unable to attend to his duties on
the bench. He was a son of the late
Rev, William Allen Chipman, amd was
educated at Horton Academy and Aca-
dia University, taking his L.L.D. from
Harvard. He was called to the bar in
1869 and practiced law in Kentville.
He was ctipendiary and recorder and
was twice elected mayor of the town.
He was elevated to the bench in 1890
and has filled his position with honor
and dignity. ‘He was a past D.D.G.M.
of the Grand Lodge of Freemasons, an
Oddfellow, a member of the Royal
Arcanum and a Forrester.

Judge Chipman took an active inter-
est in all matters relating to the pub-
lic good, and both in private and public
life his opinion and judgment were
eagerly sought. He was greatly inter-
ested in fruit growing and had a gen-
uine pride in many acres of fine or-
chards. He was in his seventieth year
and is survived by his -widow and
seven children. The daughters are:
Mrs. W. Chester Laing, Pittsbyrg, and
Miss Nora Chipman, at home. The sons
are: F. B. A. Chipman, of the firm of
MacDonald, Ives & Chipman, Pictou;
A. H. Chipman Vancouver; Harold, in
Chicago; John B, at home; and Lieut.
Muray B. Chipman, overseas. Judge
Chipman has one brother surviving, H.
S. Chipman, of Chipman’s,Limited, New
York City. The funeral was held from
his late residence, “Hillside,” Chapel
Hill on Monday afternoon.

If any
wheat seller had any doubt of either
he would at once demand something
else. e

I want something as good in €ex-
change.”

What made the wheat good? The |
good farmer behind it. A poor farmer
can make good seed into poor wheat. |
