Msssrs, John Bailey & Son’s Establishment.

While in London last summer I thought 1 would
like to pay a visit to John Bailey & Son’s, Mount
Street, Grosvenor Square. They are wholesale and
retail dealers in fancy poultry, pigeons, rabbits,
&c.,, foreign and domestic. Everything from a
Canada goose to a fantail pigeon can be supplied
by them at the shortest possible notice. I had of-
ten read their big advertisemy nt in the London
Field, offering all kinds of foreign and English
game Dbirds, poultry from the antipodes, and silver
pheasants from China, and I had almost made up
my mind I was going to see a real zoological gar-
den on a small scale.

Where I was staying was about seven miles from
Mount strect, and this even, in easily travelled Lon-
don, in no small trip, especially if you want to do
it on the cheap, as I did, and tramway and buss it
all the way. Itinvolvgs several questions of route
to ask of the policemen, and several charges of
vehicles, all of which I went through, and at last
found myself landed in Grosvenor square. I had
not then much difficulty in finding my way to
Mount Street, '

Now for the menageric. I enquired for Messrs.
Baileys’ establishmeut, and I was directed to it.
T walked on, and thinking I must have passed it
by, I turned back, luoked over the shop windows
for names. Tno. Bailey & Sons! Here it is. Why

still there was the name in plain, big letters, over
the window, and one not. likely to have a duplicate
in the business, so I went in, and saw & men with
a nice white apron on, and a short club in his
hand; he was battering down the sharp breast-
bones of some very poor looking dressed chickens,
and skewering their legs up by the sides of their
breasts in such a way that, lvoking at them, you
would think they were fat. I asked if that was
Messrs. Bailey & Sons' establishment. He said it
was, ¢ Why,” I said, “this is a poulterer’s shop ;
I thought Messrs. B. kept a large funciers’ store of
fine bred poultry, foreign and demestic game birds,
&c., &c.  “ Oh," he said, “ we have another estab-
:ishment at such and such a number, lower down g
we only keep dressed poultry here.”  This would
look as if their poor specimens were killed for the
pot, and the good ones kept and sold for breeding
purposcs. Well, I don’t know as there is anything
wrong about that; in fact I have an idea that it is
a good way to manage things, T hope all that are
exposed for sale die & good, natural fowl’s death;
of course no smothered ones, or those choked to
death, would be admitted ; but even suppose a few
such were, big London, with its millions to feed,
would not know the difference, whether the chicks
he ate died by having their necks stretched, or
whether it got smothered in a crowded hamper
coming up by rail from the country. After mus-
ing in this style for a few minutes and taking
a good look at the dressed poultry, which certain-
ly was displayed to the best poscible advantage,
1 started for establishment No. 2, where 1 was to
see, as I thought, the great collection of all
kinds of birds and pets. It was my hbad luck to
walk by this the sanic way as'T had No. 1. When
I retraced my steps and found it, I discovered it
to be a place with an archway entrance leading
into a sort of small courtyard, and the whole pre-
mises had evidently previously been used as a .
stable by some resident in that locality. A lad
answered the door and shew me into and through
the establishment, was quite polite and gave me
all the information I asked. I must confess, the
place was not at all up to what I had cxpected to
seu; it was quite different in every particular. I
had expected to see an immense collection of all
kinds of game birds foreign and English, poultry
pigeons, &c. &c., instead of which the display was
of the most meagre description : some owls and
hawks in cages. priced I think, at 3 guineas each,
some Guinca pigs, sevéral different kinds of ducks,
poultry, pigeons and rabbits, comprised about all
there was to be seen. I noticed a pair of Light
Brahmus, and asked the boy where they were bred,
he said. “Those arc imported Sir.” « Where
from?" ©From America” ¢ Oh! indved” Well,

there must be some mistake about this, I thought ; | Philander Williams was not with me, or I think

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he could not have kept astraight face. Ifthey ever
saw the western hemisphere they ought to have
been left there.

Perhaps I had anticipated toe much, and did not
realize my expectations ; certainly I was a good
deal disappointed. I had expected to see a much
better establishment. But I believe Messts. B,
like many business firms in London, do animmense
business in very dingy old premises.

I understand they have large yards in the coun-
try from whence they draw their supplies. This
firm’s rural establishment may be something worth
seeing, but certainly their London places are such
that, as a fancier, T don't care to take a seven miles
tramp through the city again to visit.

to which they are subjected. But I must proceed
with your excreise, which shall be a cortinuation
of & chat with my farming friends.

Now gentlemen, though we might multiply
reasons to infinity, yet we shall confine our-
selves to a few of the more potent reasons why it
will be to your interest to provide suitable housing
for your ponltry. Well, sir, you have & city friend

we pity them, shut out ; as they are, from pure air,
and we will not add pure milk, hutter &c., and
how proudly you show them about the place—
proud of your independence of the quality and
quantity of the neeessaries by which you are sur-
rounded. Fere are frnits, tempting in their rosy
freshness, having but very lit!le resemblance to
those which have been tossed about in barrels
and boxes till thg flavor is that of storehouses
rather than fruit. Lamb is lamb with you, and
milk is mitk. Well, let us suppose your friend ig

paying vou one of his periodical visits, and of
course a tour of inspection. will take place sooner
or later, and you have your fricnd out to sce your
new buggy; vour friend admires it greatly, com-
pares it with a great lumbering cab, and is con-
vinced that in this respect you have the advantage ;
vut he innocently inquires if all the painting
down in the country becomes spotted in so short
a time—as he notices that sleighs and cutters &c.,
all look as if they have had an attack of small-
pox. You simply murmur hens! But now for some
of the labor-saving machines. You have recent-
ly purchased & fanning mill, the separating power
of which is truly marvellous, but being summer
you have not been using it for some time ; you mix
a quantity of oats and wheat together and explain
how nicely the machine will separate each kind of
grain from the other; you put in the mixture and
commence to turn while your friend, leaning
against a beam is watching the process with great
earnestness, but at the first turn you find that
something is wrong; you examine the sieves, and
here your hens have been again. In yourannoyance
vou look up at your fricnd, unly to see that his fine .
coat has received & woeful looking mark on the
back ; you are obliged to tell him of his mishap,
and now you open fire all along the line against
poultry, and assert especially that every egg they
lay costs you two cents, and that you would not have
them about on any accountonly for Mrs. s in
fact it is one of these cases in which your better
judgement yields to the inferior judgment of the
weaker sex just to please them.  After taking your
friend to the house and having the mischief repair-
ed as far as can be, and not forgetting to et your
wife hear a little hen news, you sit down to dinner
and as your gucst takes the liberty ofan old friend,
and diservingly praises the rich and wholesome
dishes which the good lady has prepared, you say
nothing of course of what a part good, fresh eggs
took in the composition of those {oothsome com-
pounds. But what did you do? Decide then
and there to build a poultry house. Oh, no! just
threatened to kill cvery hen about the place.
After dinner your experience is about the same:
reaping-machines and cutting-loxes have all
come in for a share. (o where you will and your
poultry have preced.d you; in Lurns and sheds,
among fodder and grain you find marks of their
presence.  But your indignation reaches a climax
when you bring out your trotter, hitched to your
splendid new buggy, and invite your friend to
jump in till you show him how we of the country
get about. But just as he is about to plant him-
self comiortably on the splendid cushion, you give
a yell like a Blackfoot on the war path, for him to
look out—from your annoyance you had forgotten
to shut your -carriage-house door, and, sure
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enough, the hens had got in and left their mark
upon your fine cushions. You now express your-
gelf emphatically ; so much so indeed that you
arc glad upon coming to yourself again that he is
not your minister,

Now, I do not mean to say that this state of
things is the rule, but though it may seem like
exaggeration, yet, I am sure you will recognize

some of the features of this humble picture which’

A Canadian Poultry Association.

FRIEND  LLERTON,—

I was much pleased in reading the article
in the last issue of Review on the above subject,
and fully endorse the opinion of your correséon—
dent, that the time has arrived for forming such an
organization, and if we ever wish to take a front
rank as breeders of “standard poultry” we must
take steps towards organizing ourselves into g
« National Association” for mutual benefit and pro-
tection of our interests. Were we united asa body
we should be in a much better position to advocate
our interests than we now are, divided into so
many small local bodies, each one in their own
small way, striving to seccure the support and pat-
ronage of the general public. We have only to
look at the American Poultry Association to see
what influence and power such an organization can
wield in the country. The one thing nceded to
bring about such a result is the carnest co-opera-
tion of our breeders all over the Dominion: let them
come forward and give us their views and ideas in
the various poultry journalg, over their own sig-
nature, so that it may be known who are alive in
the matter, and before a great while we shall bein
o position to assemble at some central place and
discuss the matter, and bring about this desirable
object.

A strong point in favor of such an organization is
the question of judges for our exhibitions. We have
among owrsclves just as (-apabl'c men 4 are the
gentlemen who paerf »m that duty for us fiom the
States. By having such an association, judges
could gualify themselves and secure a standing
among the fiaternity which they do not hold now.
Why should we be olliged to send vut of our own
country for gentlemen to perform that duty for us,
while we have the material with us todo it as well ?
But unless there are some means, or some duly au-

thorised body, to grant certificates of competency to
judges, their decisions will carry no weight outside
of their own immediate neighborhood. Mr. Smith
may fudge an exhibition, be perfectly competent ;
but somebody asks, who is Mr. Smith? Well, he
is Mr, Smith of such a place, which simply amounts
to nothing, but if he were a regularly quelified and
appointed judge of the Canadian Poultry Associa-
tion, how different would be the result.

Come, breeders, from ecast and west and let us
have vour views on this matter, and get it into
shape; by no other means will we ever take the
place we shonld. Our interests in poultry matters
are indentical, both in the Upper and Lower pro-
vinces ; let us work together, and know each other
better, We have the material among us to build
us a powerful and influential body, which, at no
distant day, would be looked upon with respect,
and receive the support of all genunine fanciers, and
would tend to awaken new interest in poultry mat-
ters in general, and give weight and tone to our
calling, and we should hear less of such expres-
siouns as « Well, hie is a hen Betty ; don’t amount to
much,” &c. It is well known that poultry exhibi-
tions always create some new fanciers, but how
much more would such a one as we could get up,
were all to take hold of the matter, determined to
make it asuccess. I belicve it would be the means
of making some thousands of new fanceivs. Ihope
you will keep this matter prominently before your
numerous readers until something tangible comes
from it.

American Homirg Notes.

This is the time of the year when everything in
connection with the Antwerp faney is gencrally
very dull, but in this viscinity Ithink it has ben
just the reverse. It scems to me that the race we
had form Hamburg Pa, last year woke the fanciers
up, aml shows them the necessity of arranging
some map, and time allowance, so that in future
there would be no possibility of any one being dis-
satisfied with the resnlt.

For that purpos * cach club in tins vicinity (the
Hudson Co., New York, Newark, and Orange (lubs)
have appointed a standing committee of two or
three members to repres mt their cdub at the meet
ing of the committee, and T have prepared a dia-
gram, <howing the cxact location of the different
Jofts within a radius of New York City Hall, The
diagram is drawn on this plan: The centre ig sup-
posed to be New York City Hull,, circles one inch
apart, cach representing a mile, are drawn around
this point, and lines running across .he diagram
from the top, sides, ete, all meeting at the centre,
to repres-nt the points®of the compass; then the
exact position of all the principal Antwerp lofts
are located by a dot at the exact distance and di-
rection they are from City ITall ; and the name and
address of each loft is printed near the dot. This
diagram she - * at a glance the relative positions of
all the lofts, and any one can sec at a glance the
exact time allowance to be allowed each loff from
any direction,

At Philadclphia, on the 28th of last month, a
large cxhibition, of Antwerps only, was held by the

that city. There was an unexpectedly large num-
ber of birds on exhibition, and in point of quality
the finest collection of the kind that was ever
brought togetler. Flycrs at all distances were
represented, and while New York and Jardey City
bore of the palm in point off numbers, the repre-
sentatives of Philadelphia were conspicuous for
their excellent quality, and especially for their
achievements,

The exhibitors, with a description of some of
their more prominent representatives, were : E. O.
Damon, Northampton, Mass., three pairs of impor-
ted birds, and a red checker cock and hen, bred re-
spectively by John Van Opstal, of New York, and
Joel Willard, of Utica, N. Y, Both have flown
distances excezding 150 miles, the performance of
the hen being especially remarkable, having never
been trained over the route previous to the fly.

Wm.Verrinder, Jr., Jersey City: “Plateade,” mealy
cock, 2 years old, bred by John Van Opstal ; flown
from Berks County Fair grounds, Reading, Ta., t
Jersey City, a distance of 105 miles. « Pinola," 2
blue cock, year old, has flown 120 miles ; « White-
house,” a mealy cock, 2 years old, flown 80 miles;

from Dayton, Ohio, to Philadelphin. “Young Gla-
diator” is a red checker, 4 yéars old ; won fiest prize
in inter-State race May 6th 1876. from Northeast,
Md,, to Philadelphin, 50 miles in 22 minutes and
48 scconds, “ Nupoleon” is a silver dun, 13
months and 13 days old, and besides accomplish-
ing 510 miles, has made 350 miles from Zanesville,
Ohio, to Philadelphia in 9 hours. # Hurricane” is
o silver dun, 2 years old, and his 500 miles feat was
performed in 33 hours and 10 minutes. Beside
these three champions—which Mr. Grist offers to
match against any birds in the United States at a
long distance—there isa blue checker male. 3 years
old, which has flown 70 miles—and won first prize
—in 73 minutes ; & blue checker cock, father of the
long-distance bird “ Napoleon,” 12 years old, and a
blue hen, 4 years old, which has tlown from North
East, Md,, to Peiladelphia, 50 miles, in 33 minutes
and 47 seconds.

Training to begin at the end of May or later,

In his letter he says: “The distances are only
approximate, but can be accurately determined Ly
measuring a good map. The training should not
commence carlier than near the end of May, as by
that time the weather will be settled, and the prac-
tises can be conducted without interruption.
Young bizds should not be tossed before the middle
of July.”

We cannot agree with our correspondent in leav-
ing May out of the training season for old birds;
it is generally vne of the most delightful months
of the year; the days are long, clrar, and cool as
compared with the three following months.

Annual Meeting of Ontario Poultry Asso-
ciation

The Anunal Mceting of this society was held in
the Royal Hotel on Thursday afternoon. There
were about fifty members present.

The president Mr. Thos. Gowdy, called the meet-
ing to order, at £:30, and before opening proceed-
ings, called aitention to the clause in By-laws re-
quiring that the annual subscription of cach num-
ber be paid the secretary before he would be
entitled to voice or vote in the meeting, After all

had secured membership, Mr. McKenzie, Sec’y pro
tem, called the roll.

The president read the clause of the act ofincor-
poration referring to the annual mectiaig of thego-
ciety, giving the routine business to be done there-
at. He believed a speech from the retiring Presi-
dent was generally expected on such occasions as
the present. Although for many years he had
been prominently connected with the poultry
shows held in the city of Guelph, still he could
scarcely be classed as a breeder of fancy poultry.
His experience as a fancier he felt was insufficient
to warrant him in attempting anything in the way
of a speech on the subject in the presence of such
an array of experienced breeders.  His favorite var-
iety was the Plymouth Rocks, and he believed he
had Leen more laughed at by his friends on ac-
count of his experience with this variety, than for
anything clse he had undertaken. Nevertheless
he was happy to say that his choice of variety
must have been a good one, as evinced by their
popularity at present, they making up the largest
exhibit of any single variety in the show.

Mr Buck moved that the thanks of the society
be tendered to the retiring president, }Mr. Gowdy
for his untiring zeal and the impartial manuner in
which he had discharged the duties of his office,
The motion was seconded by Mr Jas Lockie, who
spoke in the highest terms of Mr Gowdy, and the
assistance he had given the fancy by his energy
and good judgement while at the head of the so-
ciety. He also spoke at some length on the rapid
advance in the importance of the poultry interests
of the Dominion, and said that he regarded the ap-
pointment of the nine directors, and their distribu-
tion over different sections of the country, as a
most excellent move. He considered it the duty
of these directors to do all in their power to ad-
vance the poultry fancy in their respective locali-

ties; and hoped that at the next annual mecting
each would be able to give 1 good account of his
stewardship.

Mr Gowdy thanked the members for this evi-
dence of their appreciation of his services, and said
they would always find him in the future, as in
the past, willing to give a helping hand, as he had
always found it & great pleasure to be associated
with the poultry fancicrs of Canada.

The meeting then closed.

In Search of Truth.

The exhibit of Black Spanish was Jar from b::-
ing the lIeast meritorious at the late Guelph show ;
in fact some of the specimens were so fine in face
that the veteran breeder, Lamb—who is generally
very little behind the main winners—could scarce-
ly believe that they had not been painted. So
strong did this belief become that he resolved, dur-
ing the annual meecting on Thursday afternoon,
which drew nearly all the exhibitors from the hall,
to put the matter to the test. Supplied with o
bottle of spirits of turpentine he proceeded to the
coop of the first prize pair, and endeavored to
“ wash out their faces.” In thishe did not succeed,
but the operation did not agree with the birds, as
when they were discovered by their owner they
were, as may be supposed, in great agony.

The president brought Mr Lamb sharply to task
for such an unwarrantable act. He did not deny
the charge, and the only plea he could bring for-
ward in justification was, that “having been de-
ceived by painted faces once, he always since re-
garded extra fine ones with suspicion, and was
bound in this case to put the matter to the test.”

Several other matters, changing of ducks, ctc.,
wern also debated, and a lively and exciting scene
resulted for about half an hour, showing plainly
that only in name does our old friend resemble the
animal typical of innocence, ctc., as he proved him-
self hoth able and willing to butt againstall oppo-
sition.

These latter things may have all been mistakes,
and the most charitable view is taken of them, but
when such mistakes occur year after year it should
convince the party making them that nature is
giving notice that his showing days are over;and
he should depute some younger person to attend
the shows with his splendid exhibit, which the
poultry socicties cannot well spare from their
shows, but will elect to spare rather than be sub-
jected to the annoyance of such scencs as those
they gave rise to, at the last two shows of the On-

tario Poultry Association.
