CANADA WEST.

I now, ngreeabiy to promise, furnish you with

commonced to officiate in Trinity Church, Auvora,

Tho first Church of Bogland sorvice, held in
Aurora, took placo on Ascension Sunday, in 1843,
Tho Rer. Georgo Strect, then Incumbent of 8t.
Paut’s, Nowmnrket, and Christ's Church, St.
Alban’s, officiating in tho upper room of my house
on Yonge 8treet, in which my brother Robort now
{dwells.  That much respected olergymas, from
jthat Sunday, until wituin o few weoks of the
|opening of the present Church, on the 27th of
Soptember, 1840, continucd to preach thoro every

In September, 1844, the propriety of erecting
a church in Aurora began to be disoussed by
soveral of the members of the congregation, (my
brotber Willlam taking the mosy prominent part
thorein.)

Statement furnished to Rev. William Stewart by
Rev. 8. F. Ramsay, daled Dec , 1860.

Rov, 8. F. Ramsay commenced his ministrations
at Trinity Church, Aurora, August, 1848,

1. Thero was neither ;ulpit, reading desk,
communion table, nor pews; the congregation
subsertbed £18, and Mr. Ramsay obtaned £80
from bis private frionds, London, Bagland, which
) enabled bim to complote the interior of tho church.

2. He also accomphshed tho enlargement of
snid church, at o cost of £200, sbout £126 of
which he obtained from his own friendsat home
aud in Canada.

3. Mr. Ramsay found a very heavy debt upon
the church of towards £200. He succeeded in
obtaining a handsome donation of £80 from the
Bishop; o small contribution of his own; £50
from Mr. J, Mosloy, also somo valuablo village
lots from the same {iberal gentlemen, which con-
tributions entirely paid off tho debt.

4. The Bishop directed the incumbent to hold
divino service in an cvening, overy alterante
Sunday. During tho whole period of Mr. Ram-
say’s incumbenoy, there was servico once every
Lord’s day.

6. Stipend. Mr. Ramsay rcceived no remuner-

real, who (on private business) arrived from
thence that day, and attended the meeting of his
own accord, and by request presided over the
mecting.

At this small meeting $120 was subscrihed
towards the crection of the church, and by the
fall of tho year, the different subscriptions, includ-
ing $200 raised by myself in Toronto, amounted
to about $600, which sum, however, proved
inadequate to crect and furnish tho church at
once; so that tho crection of the old part of the
present building was done by piecemeal; tho tim-
ber for the beams, rafters, and boards, being cut
down and hauled from tho woods by means of *‘a
beo”; the frame was crected by the late James
Rosanko; the roofing dono by Mr. Shrigly and
two or threo volunteers, and the further eaclosing
and plastering of tho same, and the crection of
the steeple being dono by Mr. Thomas Harris, of
Yonge Street, in which state, without pews, read-
ing desk, or pulpit, (n common deal desk covered

with baize, rough benches, and some boards ser- |}

ving as a sabstitute for these) tho church was
opened on the day already meationed, and the
building was in that state when you com d

jation during the first threo yeara, tho following

threo years ho received £7, and the remsining
five ycors, from £20 to £25 per annum.

G. The handsome fittings of tho Churoh wero
provided through the kind exertions of tho Iadies
of the congregation.

7. Mr. Ramsay always’met with great kind-
ness and much liberality from the congregation,
during the whole period of his ministration, which
lasted over cleven yoars,

In December, 1859, tho Rov.H W. Stewart,A. M.,
was nppointed Missionary to Qakridges, Aurora,
and King. He commeneed his ministrations in
Aurora, in the beginning of 1860.

In July, 1851, tho Rev. H. W. Stewart, A3,
retired from the mission of Aurora, Oakridges,
and King, and the Rev.J. H. McCollum, A.B.,
Trinity College, Dublin, succecded, being licensed
to it by the Lord Bishop of Toronto, on the 19th
of July, 1861.

In
Compton village, thero is a fresh Mothodis)
miunister, who- scoms dotormined to oppose the
progiess- of - tho cliurch in evory possible way.
When tho. Mothodists fitst started bere, they
agroed to hold their services according to the in-
junotion of their founder, at such times ag thero
was ng servico in'the churoh; but their preseat
minister not only takes oare to havo his service
oa Suuday always at.the same time as ours, but
in the ovent of.auy - oocasional servicé, to carry
out -his. principlo in this onse also. Again, at
Waterville, thero is n Congregational minister
brought to reside in the place by several of the
lesding men, who ave strongly opposed to the
Church of England. He again, is & most active
maw, taking & loading part in Temporanco lec-
tures, school conventions, singing-classes, &e ; in
fact, in any thing and every thing which ho
faucies will pleaso tho people. I rejoice, how-
ever, to say, that far from injuring our congregn-
tion ho has improved it, and stirred -up those
that belonged to us to greater diligeace, Aad ¥
trust that, by patienoo and perseverance, wo shall
ultimately, through God's assistance, provail over
all obstacles, and impress upon tho mass of the
population the ‘purity of the doctrive of the
church. The Bishop is about to hold o confirma-
tion here, and thero are at present ten candidates,
but I hopo there will be several yet added to the
oumber.”

Invennzss.—The Rev, W. 8. Visl bas recently
been appointed by, tho Bishop to this mission, and
ho gives the following accouat of it:—

A stranger to Canada oav havo no concoption of
tho oxtremo wildness of the country, and cor~
tainly would not, with the means of comparison
whioh an old scttled country affords, be roadily
convinced of the fau,, when ho roficoted that it
was only fifty miles from o town like Quobeo.
Yot there is no market neaver than that town,
.aud no collection of houses that can claim the
titlo of Homlot, much less of villago, between thia
‘and that. Looking at tho dircotory for am as.
oount of those things, ouo would bo gricrously
deoeived, for tho most exaggerated account of the
temporal advantages of smsall spots, and of small
devolopmeaty of great resourccs, &o., gain admis-
sion into all works on Canada, as thoy do of tho
ncighbouring republia. But o fow moment's
cxplauation will olear up the difficulty, vor sinco
the strcam: of emigration has been turned. to
Upper Cannda, it happens that this country was,
only thirty years ago, o wildorness, and to this
hour thero is nothing in frout of my door but

moval forest. Tho.country is, to all inteats and
purposes, as new as if discovered only fifty years
8go, and 80 it is that all good works in it call. for
a3 inuch sympathy, and requiro as much chris-
tiag help, as on any other unbroken grouud,
although this field of labour is. topographioally
near a large town, Yetit thkes longer to reach
Quobés than to go from that city to Toronto,
which is fivo hundred miles distant! I thank
God that your yenerablc sociots stitl extends some
aid to this poor part of. ths vineyard; but, ales!
if Qod in His meroy docs not vajse up somo fur-
ther help, His church will hardly hold its own.

« For tho spiritual destitution i3 in keeping
with the wildness of the country. I travel fifteen
miles to oae church, and sixtcen miles to anothor
station in tho other direotion; and to mnko the
tnnumerable parockial visits, to stir up the people
to a sonse of their gpiritual need, and to teach
them to grasp eagerly at the advantages they
have got, is noxt to impossible in sp large a field
of labour. I haveltravelied in tho Inst ten months
a distance of 1506 miles, and have made at
least two bundred parochial visite.”

NEWFPOUNDLAND.

Harsour Bmiros.—Tho Rev. W. K White
,scads the following desrription of a cruiso to
lvurioue parts of this wnission:—

¢In September, a young merchant, whose
namo deserves to bo mentioned, J R. Bennett,
Esq., offered me his yacht for my cruise round
the distant parts of Fortune Bay; and I, acoept-
ing his offer, took with me two of my boys, the
gentleman himself going with us. We visited
maay harbours, doing as much good as the short
period of our stay in cach place would permit

¢ At one harbour, wo met & young man about
to be married to the daughter of a planter, nino
miles away ; and upon my promising to call there
the next day, the young man returaed to make
the necessary proparation.  Wo sailed after him
accordingly ; but by some mistake my skipper
passed the harbour before daylight; 80 that when

]I came on deck I found it was impossible to re-

trace our cowmse in time, from wind and tide At
last I got ovt tho bont, took onec man nnd m
boys, aod rowed back four miles, leaving tho
yacht to follow.

¢« Auother moraiog, about threv o'clook, I was
awakened with o grating . noise, as though we
were on o rock. Upon gotting up, I found that

lwo fiad run ashore in o thick fog, and that the

crew «id bot know for certain whero we wers,

utderbrush, backed by largo portions of the pri-% uniles, to enable mo to spen

‘Al‘tor somo oonsultation, the kodge-anchor was
got out, and wo hauled into decp water: and one
man and I in tho boat tried to make out where
wo were.  Wo wero unsucoessful bofore daylight:
Whon wo wero roturning. to tho vessel; I saw
smoke, and, guided by it, madea planter’s house,
in a solitary cove. Tho family were glad to ses
me, for in tho liouse were four unbaptized; so
that before tho last of the grew and my com-~
ponions mot us again, I had said prayors and
proaohed, baptizing: tho four children in tho
solitary planter's solitary house.

¢ Aftor breakfast the. litlle wind died away;
and it becamo quito oalm; se I again took tho
boat and, with ono man, rowed three miles; thon
walked across a neck of land another mile, whore.
['met a congregation.  Aftes visiting from house
to house; b smd' prayors, and baptized two
ohildren, In this harbour I had otbor duties to
perform. Rotarning to. tho yaont, I found all
but my littlo boys asleep. Arvusing thom, wo
sot sail again, and that night beat twenty-four

Sunday in Bollotam,

and administer the Lord'ssupperto thirty or forty
communicants, Wo arrived about 7 a.m., and 1
preached twice, and administered tho Holy Come
muunion accordiogly. I bave often wished 1
could work this Bay ss it ought to bo worked.
This yoar my colleotions oxceed those of last yoar
by moro than £20, and wero moze than doublo wiiat
thoy wore when I came. Then, the numbor of
baptisme, marnages, and buriola iy considerably
larger, shawing that tho peoplo aro desirgus to
avail themeolves ofitho missionary servioes, nnd-
huvo all things dono decently cnd. in. order: in.
proportion‘as thoy raalizo their duty and: havy
opportunity for performing it. Hero is.a com-
parison of the tivo years, 1869 and 1860, whioh,
it scoms to mo justifies my obsorvationyius

+« Thero is, however, so little public spirit in
theso colonics, so strong a habit of leaning on
Qovernment, and on public grants of monoy,
instead of, and to the detriment of, private and
individual caterprise, that tho work is difficult
beyond measure. Some make objections about
potronage, others aroe led by a mnotion that o
church, cver so scantily endowed, is a kind of
state-church, and many, I fear, arc ensnared by
tho vulgar and unchristian objeotion to do
apny thing for posterity which has dono nothin
for us; not reflecting that most of our Iaws, al
our libertics, and all our christian privileges aro
inherited, and have been secured to us, 7 the
conflicts, or tho liberality, of preceding genera-
tions. I trust, however, that a better and more
liberal feeling may prevail,

¢ You arc awaro that here we have no Synod.
Whenever thero shall exist a general desiro for
the formation of such a Lody among the clergy
and laity under wy chargo, I shall e ready to
meet their wishee. DBut at present no signs are
visible that synodical nction is desired. When
we see any practical and valuable fruits arisiog
from tho synods already cxisting in the neigh-
bouring provinees, the public faeling way pro-
bably chango. In regard to disciplino, whatever
changes may be desired, I fearlessly assert, that
no case of clerical misconduct has occurred in
this diocese which has not been promptly met and
redressed ; though it often happens that those
who believe every scandal raised by newspaper
reports, blame persons in authority for their
tardiness in action, when thoy have only waited
for officiul charges in writing, or for something
like proof, instead of hearsay ovidence. But as
theso are subjects of too much importance tv be
hastily discussed, I will closo this report by once
more gratefully thanking tho Society for the
great liberality which they have so long extended
to us, with a hope that it may please God to put
juto the learte of those among us, whom Lo
has blessed with abundant means, to sow
, bountifully, that they may reap also bountifully.’
