Pare and stone a quart
of peaches, and lay them in a pudding
dish ; sprinkle lightly with sugar and cover
with an equal quantity of cold-boiled rice.
Moisten the rice with rich milk of thin,
sweet cream, and bake three-quarters of an
hour. Serve with cream and sugar, or with
a sauce made of one well-beaten egg, a cup
of sugar, a tablespoonful of fresh butter
and a half pint of boiling milk. Flavour
with nutmeg or brandy. Hominy, farina,
wheaten grits, or gluten may be substi-
tuted for the rice. Farina, cooked thor-
oughly in a double boiler with milk and a
pinch of salt, and set in a mould until cold,
is both attractive and excellent, served with
peaches for tea or dessert.

SPONGE PUDDING WITH PEACHES,—
Make a compote of peaches by cooking the
halves carefully in a syrup made of two cups
of sugar and one of water to a quart of fruit.
Made a sponge cake after this recipe:
Three eggs, a cup of sugar, a scant cup of
flour with half a teaspoonful of cream of tar-
tar, a quarter of a teaspoonful of soda in
two tablespoonfuls of warm water, and a
teaspoonful of extract of bitter almond or
vanilla. Bake in an oval pan at least three
inches deep. These may be prepared the
day before the pudding is wanted. Tear
the cake apart in the middle, and place the
peaches between the two layers, and pour
over all a mock cream made of a pint of
milk, two tablespoonfuls of gelatine dis-
solved;in the usual manner, a well-beaten
egg, half a cup of sugar and a little extract
of bitter almond. Or the cake may be
moistened with sherry, stuck over with
blanched almonds and covered with a glaze
of boiled icing. In this case, whipped
cream should be served with it. This makes
an elegant and delicious dessert for a formal
lunch or dinner.

THE Rev. H. G. Parker, Professor of Elocution at
Queen’s University, now on a trip around the world,
writes from Sydney, Australia: Since I bid you adieu
I have touched at many a port, and greeted many a
one whose language was not the same as mine nor
face of the Saxon type.

I have traded hats with a missionary in the
Samoan Islands, escaped the great eruption of the
volcano in New Zealand, been chased by the black
men in North Australia, and broken bread with the
Governor of New South Wales, Lord Carrington, at
a kangaroo hut in the green tree plains. [ have worn
the silken garb of the Japanese, bought éric-a-brac
of the insinuating Mongolian, and preached to 200
marinérs aboard a man-of-war in the Pacific Ocean,
and here I am in Sydney ready to start out again as
soon as I can to visit the mystic shrines of India and
perhaps kneel on Mount Olivet, and look upon the
folded eyes of the Sphinx. But seeing much or little,
1 do not know of a better place to live than in Canada.

In describing the exhibit of the Ontario Educa-
tional Department at the Indian and Colonial Exhi-
bition, the Canadian Gazelte says: “ Education is
the glory of Canada.” This is the motto placed
above the entry to the Canadian educational exhibits,
and no visitor can inspect the exhibits without feel-
ing that the motto is far from a mere idle boast.
Every one knows how important a part education
plays in the public life of the Dominion, and in no
Province is this more the case than in Ontario. On-
tario’s system of public instruction is indeed remark-
able as a combination of the best elements of the sys-
tems of several countries. From New York some
leading ideas as to the machinery of the schools have
been obtained ; from Germany the system of Normal
School training ; from Ireland originally came the
principle upon which the series of text-books is
based ; and from Massachusetts the system of local
taxation upon which the schools are supported. Thus
gathering here a little and there a little, Ontario has
succeeded in building up a system which, combin-
ing what is best in the leading methods of the old
and new worlds, is admirably suited to the exact
needs of the country.

REFERRING to the death of the famous Scottish
minstrel, the Christian Leader says: Many will
mourn the loss of a friend when they read that David
Kennedy, the Scottish vocalist, is no more. The sad
news came last week by cable from Canada, where
he, with Mrs. Kennedy and four daughters, were
making their farewell tour. He was looking forward
to a few years of retirement after a busy life, during
which he had visited every land to which his country-

men have emigrated. In March last we published a
sketch of his life under the title of “ An Apostle of
Scottish Patriotism,” giving some idea also of the
welcome he received at St. James’ Hall from the
London Scottish people who flocked to hear him.
Well did he deserve their praise. His entertain-
ments were treats of the highest order, and we had
his personal testimony that he never opened a con-
cert without lifting up his heart to God, asking for
help and guidance in the conduct of it. His choice
of his profession was made by answer to prayer.
While he was yet carrying on his trade in Perth he

sought guidance on the matter, and the very place
where he prayed and where he received the message
“ Thou shalt sing,” he was able to point out. Our
tribute of sympathy to the widow and children will
be shared in by many to whom their public and pri-
vate life has endeared them.

A MEETING of the Celtic Society was held lately in
the Presbyterian College, Montreal. The Rev. Dr.
McNish, Professor of Gaelic Literature, presided.
A paper, entitled, “ Are the Celts of Cimmerian Ori-
gin?” by Rev. A. McLean Sinclair, of Springfield,
N. S., was read by the secretary, and elicited much
discussion, in which the Rev. Professors Campbell
and Coussirat, and Mr. Greig, sen., took part. It was
resolved to publish a volume of the transactions of
the society. One corresponding member, four life
and eight ordinary members were elected. Mr.
Mackie, a member of the Celtic Society, of Glas-
gow, Scotland, gave an account of the work done
by that society. He stated that their society num-
bered 4,000 members, its object being not only the
cultivation of the language and literature of the
Celt, but also their national characteristics, such as
games, music, dances, etc. The Rev. Robert Camp-
bell mentioned that this was done here by the St.
Andrew’s and Caledonian Societies. Mr. Archibald
McKillop, the blind bard of the society, recited an
original poem, composed specially for the opening
meeting of this session, in which he eulogized the
president of the society, Dr. McNish. He also sang
a song, another of his own compositions, entitled,
0, Canada, fair Canada ;” both pieces being well
received. The treasurer of the society acknowledged
the receipt of a cheque for $50 to the funds of the so-
ciety, from Mr. Mackie, of the Celtic Society of Glas-
gow, which was accompanied by a letter expressing

his pleasure and gratification with the proceedings of
this meeting,

MANY people were under the impression that pro-
hibition was actually in force in the North-West Ter-
ritories. The following, which appears in the Win-

‘nipeg Free Press, will dispel the illusion: The re-

ceipts and expenditures of the general revenue fund
of the North-West Territories from Nov. 1, 1885, to
Aug 31, 1886, as laid on the table of the North-
West Council, show a total revenue from sixteen
sources of $6,487.71, of which $3,074.75 or nearly
one-half, is derived from the sale of liquor permits.
The figures show the extent to which the permit
system has grown in the Territories. At the same
time they prove that the so-called prohibitive legisla-
tion in the North-West has become a huge farce.
Not only has prohibition become a dead-letter in the
Territories, but the permit systém leads to conse-
quences of the worst kind. Practically every one
who will pay for his permit becomes an individual
importer, and large quantities of liquor—instead of
being collected in public bars, where they are dis-
pensed under popular criticism—are secreted in
heuses, stores, shacks and private rooms, where they

are consumed in seclusion. The evils of the bar-room
are thus repeated in hundreds of localities, and
often M an exaggerated form. Any good which
arises from the placing of bars and drinking houses
under public inspection is absolutely lost. On
all hands it must br conceded that the present
wrongful legislation ic ‘vorse than a farce. That
there is no real prohibition in a territory which de-
rives half its revenue from the sale of liquor permits
cannot be questioned. The Regina Leader also says :
The clause in the Act which throws the burden on
the Lieut.-Governor of the day, of issuing permits, is
conducive of anything but temperance.

Revival means incrcased life.  Sume life eaists, and
by revival the existing life is tenewed and increased.
A man lies half diowned on the beach.  His friends
roll him over, rub him and give him stimalants.
He revives.  The little life left in him has been in.
creased. This definition and illustration of the word
revival may not sut philosuphers, o3 woid brokers,
or pedants, but they do well ¢nough for sensible
people.

A genuine revival in a congregation means an
increase of spu.:u:\l life in the congregation. This
kind of a revival ail good men want, labour for and
pray for. This kind of a ievival all congregations
nced, and nonc need so mach as those that think they
do not need it atall.

Is there no way of increasing the spiritual life of
a cungregation \\.lhcat the aid of an evangelist, pro
fessional resivalist, or some worker of that class?
Have such men a monopoly of the Spirit? Do they
and they alone dispense reviving power? Isan in-
crease of spiritual life possible on the lines on which
they work and on these only? If so, the Church is
in a most deplorable condition. All congregations
do not want the services of a professional revivalist.
Some of the gentlemen who have figured in that
capacity in this country have not left very happy
.memodies behind them. Some of them left their
mark, but the mark was neither a thing of beauty
norof joy. Moody cannot be in every place. All con-
gregations vannat have Sam Jones. A good many
do not want him. Some of the minor cvangelists
ouvcasionally stir up considerable life in a congrega:
tion, but it is sadly true that the jife is not alway.
spiritual. Is there no way of promoting a revival on
old schoo! lines? Some critical brother may say,
“ The employment of evangelists is not a new thing.
There were evangelists and evangelistic services long
ago. True, brother, we know all about that. By
old school lines we mean the methods to which-the
Presbyterian Church has been most accustomed for
a long time back, and to which the majority of her
people take kindly. Every body cannot have Sam
Jones, and any evangelist less peppery and pungent
than Sam will perhaps find it difficult to make an im-
pression this winter. How would it do if every mem-
ber of the Church began to pray earnestly at home?
Supposing all the Presbyterians and Methodists and
Episcopalians, and all the other denominations, re-
solved never to allow a day pass without much ear-
nest prayer. By prayer we mean prayer -not mere
words, not a form, moie or less hurried. Of course
this revival work would be carried on in secret.
There would be no reporter there to teil the world
how the man went on his knees as they used to tell
us how Sam Jones came on the platform. But
prayer can be -offered without the aid of the press.
The press was not represented when Abraham offered
his prayer for Sodom.

And then, supposing all the professing Christians
would begin studying their Bibles. la a short time
any Christian of average intelligence might, with car-
nest, prayerful study, know quite as mach about the
contents of the Bible as Sam Jones knows., Not
many years ago we could have produced a dozen old
Scotsmen, any one of whom knew as much of his
Bible as the 6,000 people who listened to Sam Jones.
It was once our happy privilege to know a Presby-
terian. Irishwoman who could build a better sermon
on a gaod Gospel text than Sam Jones preached in
Toronto. She would have left out a few things Mr.
Jones put in, and could putin some rich truths that
Mr. Jones may not yet have seen or felt. She
preached in her own family, and if all Sam Jones'
converts become half as good men and women as that
family his visit to Toronto will be the greatest bles.
sing Canada ever saw. If people would sit quietly
down in their.own homes, and study prayerfully the
good old book, the Church would not need so many
spurts to keep up her spiritual life.

How would it be if all our people would begin
to attend the regular prayer meeting? We think
we sec about a thousand lips turned up with scom at
such.a commonplace proposal. That will do, friends.
We understand your case tharoughly. Yow don’t
want prayer. Yoy don’t want more spiritual life,

You don't want a revival in the proper sense of the
word, What yow want is a number of exciting
meetings, with addresses from Sam Jones or some
matation of hum, with singing to suit, and all the
modern apphances to raise the excitement, That s
what you are after, If you cared for prayer, or
behieved in prayer, ot wished to promote the spintual
Ife of your congregation, you would go to prayer
meeting every week unless prevented by Providence.

Would it not help to promote the spintual life of
congregations if the members and adherents attended
public worship regularly? There is something par-
uculatly absurd in the conduct ofea maa who tatks
ghbly about a revival, and then attends his placs of
worship about one service in four. It is very hard
to believe that such a man really wants a revival.
He needs 1t badly enough, but that s a differeme
thing. Ask him why he does not go to church regu-
larly, and if he told the honest truth he would say
he had very httle taste for religious services. By his
conduct he says, “ I waat some Sam Jones to come
along and operate on me. I know my duty, but don‘t
feel inclined to do t.  Minecas a speuial case. Z am
no ordinary kind of man. I want Sam Jones
to talk 1o me, and then I want my case published in
the newspapers.” That man probably needs some-
thing more radical than revival.  He needs regenera-
tion, Regular attendance on the ordinary means of
grace would soon increase the spiritual hfe and
power of most congregations. The trouble 1s that
many who profess to want Sam Jones are—in their
own opimon—far above any such commonplace exer-
ciseas attending ordinary religious services.

It would mightily increase the spiritval hife of our
congregations if many of our people would double or
treble or increase tenfold their contributions for re-
higious purposes. A man may hsten to Sam Jones
or Moody every day for twenty years—neither of
these men could probably hold out twenty months—
but 1f he buttons up his pockets and refuses to give
more than a cent to send the Gospel to the heathen he
can have norevivalin lus soul. He may talk revival
on the street-corners, or n the corner groceries ; he
may shout hallelujah until he raises the roof of the
rink, but unless he gets beyond his cent he has no re-
vival. This way of promoting revival by raising money
for Chnst s cause has never been popular,

‘We mention one other way of promoting a genuine
revival. Let every converted man single out some
careless, unconverted man, and resolve never to
cease working with that man until he is brought to
Christ, or at least to hear regularly the Gospel of
Christ. The effort to bring the godless man to
Christ will soon revive the other. He will not have
tried very long until he feels the need of prayer, and
the prayer along with the eflort will help on the revie
val. Of course the work will be quiet. The Glode
and Mas! will not send a reporter to describe that
kind of work. If they did, workers would abound.
The effort to bring a godless neighbour to church is
always quiet ; buta man who will not work quietly for
Christ does not wisha revival, however much he may
long for Sam Jones.

THE CALL OF ABRAHAM FROM AMONU
THE HEATHEN IDOLATERS.

Onc of the most wonderful events in the history of
the human race is the call of Abraham from among
the heathen to worship one almighty, living God. It
is one of the greatest of all epochs in human history.
It is not only ummensc!y lmpormnt as a truth, but its
effect on human morality was, prior to the appearance
of Christ /in the Old Testament dispensation), and
has been sincc, of the greatest importance to human
welfare.  Nothing was so debasing to mankind in the
old world as the worship of idols, bowing down to
stocks and stones, sacrificing to devils, sacrificing
even their poor children to imzginary gods who were
even worse than the wicked men and women who so
sacrificed. Every imaginable god was worshipped in
Egypt, Babylon, Assyria, Chaldea, Greece, Rome and
Persia, and in Canaan, which was conquered by the
Hebrews. -One country had a certain set of gods and
goddesszs, and. another a different set.  Some of the
above countries worshipped certain sacred animals,
and one fPersia) worshipped the sun, a mere globe
of electric light. _An intelligent, personal, moral God,
such as Abraham worshlppcd and_his_ descendants
believed in, and ‘who appeared to Moses n theiburn.

_the Jewish Prophets.

ing bush, was unknown, unworshipped by the people
who lived in the countries above named and in many
others then in the world less noted, About the time
of the birth of Abraham his relauves appear to have
been infected with the all-prevailing idolatury of the
ancients.

Suddenly, as it were by a miracle, we find this great
man singled out to leave his country and ius kinsfolk
to go into a land which many gencrations afterwards
was to be given to hus seed for an inherntance, and
where the great Shiloh, the Ancient of Days, was
finally to appear. .

Now, nuthing is more manifest than that a iving
God ruleés by His providental acts the desunies of
men and nations. He rules privately the destinies of
single human beings (we cannot sce 1t unless we look
over a long séries of years), and much more does He
rule the destinies of nations. Thus is one great praof
that God is, and another proofis that God has put
into the human soul the still, small voice of con.
science. if man were a creature of mere chance he
would have no conscience, aud if God did not live we
would never have had an Abraham to leave heathen-
ism. We would never have had the great tracks
Providence so manifestly displayed in the history
of Joseph, the dwelling of the Hebreys in Egypt,the
birth of Moses, his discovery in the bulrushes, tis
leading the Hebrews for forty years in the wilderness,
the rise and prophecies of a noble set of men callea
We would never have had the
great, poetical and deeply morat Book of Job, where
one living God is so plainly spoken of and appealed
to. Genesis xii. 1 says, ¥ Now the Lord had smd
unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy
kindred, and from thy father’s house, into a land that
I willshow thee: and I will make ofthee a great nation,
and 1 will bless thee, and make thy name great ; and
thou shalt be a blessing . and I will bless them that
bless thee, and curse hits that curseth thee, and in thee
shall all families of the earth be blessed.” He
departed into the land of Canaan, and there built an
altar to the living God. This is the first altar we
have any account of after the Flood. On this altar he
worshipped one God, and was guided by Him in this
belief.

Like all the good men who have lived on the earth,
Abraham had his faults and weakness, and he was
governcd to some extent by Eastern customs, but he
had one virtue ever paramount in his soul ; he ac-
knowledged and worshipped one living and true God.

The universe around us s infinite, and the God
who governs it must be equally infimte. One God 1s
necessary to this end. How could the heathen deities
wwho were imaginary, and many in idolatrous 1magin-
ation and limited 1n power), control the infinite uni-
verse? The heathen, in their corruption®and blind-
ness, thought they could, and in their lusts and vans-
ues brought their gods down to their own level. Not
so with Abraham, for he worshipped, loved and feared
a great Spurit called God. Thus here we see the fin-
ger of God and His wise providence. This belief is
the salt of the carth morally and was in Abraham’s
ume. Banist, God from man's mind, and the
world would become a pandemonium. It is a curious
fact that the Jews of antiquity were the only people
who really adored, worshipped and feared one per-
sonal God. Heathens feared many gods, but did not
adore them. The belief in a living, personal God 1s
one thing, and the 1dol worship of many bad and good
gods quite another. As the call of Abraham was a
providence, so was the birth of Isaac, so was his
attempted sacrifice on the funeral fire. As the jour-
ney of Abraham to Canaan was a providence, so was
the sojourn of the Hebrews in Egypt for 400 years
until led out by Moses and Aaron. The burning bush

‘was an emblem to Moses that God was one, and

lived.

Exodusiii. 2 : “ And the angel of the Lord appeared
unto himMoses)in a flame of fire out of the midst of a
bush ; and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned
with fire, and the bush was not cunsumed. And God
called to Moses and said, Moses, Moses,”" (This
reminds us of what Christ said out of the cloud of
glory to Paul, “Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou
Me?”) “And God said, I am the God of thy father,
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God
of Jacéb. And God said unto Moses, I Am that I Am.”
By this living God he was in after life guided in all
his acts. How different were the then dumb, miserable
gods of Egypt!

Ob, what a precioys thought it {s to usto know that
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we deal with a personal God, almighty and infinite,
the: moral governor of a great and infinite universe,
which has no end or beginning as to Him, who holds
the infinite mass of matter under his conteol, and
without whom all would be blind chaos! In the dis-
tant antiquity after the Flood we see no light until God
calicd Abraham. Ihe object of man's being on carth
was not clearly made known, but when God cailed
Abraham we see man 1s here to serve, to adore, to
love God. How beautiful 1t 13 to pray to this God, to
know that He will hear His rational creature, man,
when he offers worship.

Christ says to the woman of Samaria (John wv. 24,
*God 15 a Spinit, and they that worshin Him must
worstip Him 1n spirit and in truth.” The world at
this ume s filled with many nations that worship
mere stocks and stones, yet let us feel thaakful that
God 1s also known and worstnpped by some one pes-
haps 1n every land. under the sun, and that mission-
aries are penetraung all lands.

Then, God did not leave the Hebrews, the cluldren
of Abraham, to theirr own nunds and thoughts after
the ime of Moses, but 1n His great providence He
raised up eminent men to teach them, warn them and
make known His name and will.  Such were Samuel,
Dawvid, Nathan, Ehjah, Isaiab, Jeremiah, Danie) and
others. Lastly, in due ime,came the Light of the world,
the blessed Jesus, who now reigns in every true man s
heart, in the heart, [ say, of every man who loves and
fears God. Link by link we see the providence of
God 1n all tlus history down to the sacrifice of Chnist
on the Cross. Then we sec the culmination of the
Uld Testament dispensation.

I believe that the apprehensions of some have been
excited by the mere circumstance being dwelt upon of
the Archbishop being friendly to the present Govern-
ment, u1 by that dircumstance n connection with
uthers, As a Liberal leader, I am glad that he is
fiiendly to us. 1 am glad of the suppert we receive
from all quarters. 1 am glad to know that his Grace
has always been friendly to us , and who doubts that
nothing would better please those Conservatives who
are trying to raise a **no Popery " cry than to get all
Roman Catholics, bishops, priests and taymen, to give
their support to the Conservative party > Who doubts ’
that we should then hear nothing more trom our 6p-
poneats about “no Popery”? The more Popery the
better would thenbe the Conseryative sentiment.

But whatever politica! advantage we may receive
from the good will of Roman Catholics, whether clergy
or laity, we shall not owe to any unequal rights or
privileges obtained by their Church or people at our
hands, for they have obtained none ; nor do we owe
theit good will to any condition, promise or under-
standing in regard to the future, far there has been no
such condition, promise or understanding. With the
light of my official experience, I have always thought
that as obscrvant churchmen the Roman Catholics,
bishops, clergy or laity, do not expect any unequal
privileges and advantages in a Province where their
people number but one-siath of the population.

Since Cunfederation no rel'gious question has
divided political partics in Ontario , and outside of re
ligivus yuestions, Protestants and Catholics have the
samue interest in good government. I have no ground
for duubting that one principal reason why any of the
Roman Catholic bishops and clergy desire the success
of the present Ontario Government is, that, in com.
mon with, I hope and believe, the majority of the
Protestant clergy, they believe the present Ontario
Government to be a good Government ; they believe
that we have governed well in the past ; and that we
may be relied oa for governing wellin the future.

Of the three letters, Mr. McLeod's is the hardest
for a Preshyterian layman to bear whose endeavours
to do his duty have hitherto met with acceptance from
his fellow-Presbyterians as well as others ; for Mr.
McLeod repeats, under his own name, and evidently
believes, several of the untrue things which the Review
articles contained, and which are not mentioned by
Mr. Macdonnell or yourself, though Mr. McLeod
mentions them (as I have already acknowledged)
without the virulence which the Rewvsew articles dis-
play.

NO. XL—FAMILY TRIALS.—Confinucd.

Family trials serve important purposes in the gov.
crnment of God, and are often productive of the
richest family blessings. ‘They strengthen the bonds
f family unity, and call into exercise the finer syms
pathics and affections of our nature, Every family
has its own peculiar trials, which the world knows
nothing of ; yea, cach individual member has s own
peculiar grief—some cankering care wounding the
heart, which no carthly balm can heal. Some one
may be the victim of unfaithful friendship or slighted
love, or the subject of some physical or mental -
firmity, the thought of which preys upon the mind
and saddens lus journey throughout hfe. The griet
may be too decp even for a parent’s, a brother's,ora
sister’s sympathy to assuage, althobgh certainly not
too profound for the help and sympathy of the * Friend
that sticketh closer than a brother,” We have said
that every family has its own peculiar trials and afilic-
tions to endurc.  Some are called tomourn over the
waywardness of a wandering and erning child, for
whose return to the paths of rectitude they have long
waited and prayed. Another family, through sick-
ness or loss of employment, 1s called to battle with
pecumary ditficulties.  Gaunt poverty, that lean and
much dreaded guest, enters the dwelling : every count
tenance wears a lovk of sadness and despondency ;
the house prescnts a cold and cheerless appearance ;
the few expirning embers in the fire or stove scem fit
emblems of the hopes 1in the breasts of the inmates,
and the unfurmished table shows that they now know
and feel what 1t 1s to want a crust of bread. Sad as
the picture may be, it is home stll ; for loving hearts
mcet there, whose affections and sympathies pinching
poverty canuot extinguish. Uncontrollable circum.
stances may launch the workmmgman’s family into
such a position as this ; but it 1s well to meet the trial
with a bold and united front, and, as far as possible,
to be the bearer of one anothier’s burdens. It may be
the messenger of death enters the poor man's habia-
tion, and lays on some loved one his relentless
hand—it n.ay be on the little fairhaired boy, the
laughing child, the light of the dwelling and the joy of
the fireside, the object of the many hopes and
dreams destined never to be realized. There is a
place to fill in the grand choir of heaven, and he is
sent there to render service, and those he leaves be-
hind know to theirsad experience what itis to mourn
for an only son, and to be in bitterness for a first-
born ; but, as with gentle hands they lay his tiule
body in the sable coffin, or in the cold gravc, thei:
grief is mitigated by the thought that a tie is now
formed which connects the home on earth with the bet-
ter hoine above. Again, the same unwelcome mes.
senger enters the poor man’s dwelling; his stern
mandate must be obeyed, and the stricken flock has
to mourn a parent dead. A blank is thus made in
the household which none but the orphan's God can
fill. Amid trials and desolations such as these, we
may well ask the question, How can the working-
man’s home be made happy? If we turn to philo-
sophy, or scepticism, we get no satisfactory answer
there ; the consolations, which they afford are cold and
cruel as the very grave itself.  The Bible only points
to the truc source of comfort in the hour of trial,
Faith, resting on the promiges of God’s word, can
take a loftier flight than mere unaided reason ever
attempted, and in the midst of severe calamities can
say: ‘“Although the fig-tree shall not blossom,
neither shall fruit be in the vines ; the labour of the
olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat ; the
flock shall be cut off from the fold, and these
shall be no herd in the stalls ; yet I will rejoice in the
Lo:d, I will joy in the God of my salvation.” Itis
the duty of households to endure with paticnce and
submission the afilicting hand of God, and to learn
the lessons which the trying dispensations of His pro-
vidence are designed to teach. At the same time,
the most severe troubles can cver be alleviated or
perhaps overcome by united cfiort. In this lies the
secret of home strength. A family with one heart,
one hope, and one aim, and where each secks the
other’s welfare, is proof against many a trial which

would entirely prostrate a family less united.

LENCOURAGE YOUNG WORKERS.

MR. Ep1TOR,—For a length of time I have felt that
in our congregational work there is not enough of re.
spousibility laid upon our young men. Nor is there
suflicicnt consideration given to their education and
encouragement in healthful Church work. Modern
times have introduced young people’s associations,
and while in some instances beneficial results may
accrue, in most cases they are a hurt instéad of a
hielp, as they only tend to vitiate the taste, and give
the impression that the Church of God is a worldly
concern, and as such must cater to the arauscinents
and frivolitics of her children., And the riore closcly
allied to the world, the more popular is the society.
In the facé of such facts that is not the training
needed for y8ung men, who must cre long assume re-
sponsibilities in our congregations. \What is neces.
sary is more consideration on the part of our minis.
ters, superintendents of Sabbath schools, and direc-
tors of Church work, to find places fo, our young
men in active Christian duty. Give them something
to do. Recognize them as helpers. Let them under-
stand they are part and parcel of the congregation,
and that they arc not ignored. Both in the secular
duties and spiritual concerns of God's kingdom
there arc places for them to fill, and it should be the
special duty of the pastor to increase their effi-
ciency. There is no good reason why at our prayer
mectings only clders and a few privileged men
should lead our devotions. Why shquld not our
young men assist? Would it not be infinitely better
to let our clders remain silen* if our army of young
men were being trained, and it the ofiicial positions
youth should not be a barricr to fitness ?

An active young Methodist in the West (the son of
an elder) on being asked by the writer why he had
left the Church of his fathers said he could get no
work to do, and as a consequence went where he
could. This stinging reproof must be met, and while
I am aware many of our mmmsters are keenly alive
to the encouragement of the class I speak of, there
is not that anxiety on this point which the circumstan-
ces demanu from many others. Can you, Mr. Edi-
tor, direct attention to this important subject, so that
in our congregations we shal' have our young men,
with all the ardour and enthusiasm Jof their nature,
nising up to fill places of trust with the consciousness
that they belong to a Church which recognizes the
humblest as well as the Inghest, and that there 1s a
work for the young man and aged sire alike.

Jesus has died and done all for us, and now, by sim-
ply believing, we come to Him, and His word assures
Ls that we are accepted.” We speak of this because

we fear there are many very good people who are re-
ligious, who go to church, read their Bible and say
their prayers, and try to feel that they are safe, when,
as a matter of fact, they arc simply going about **to
establish a rightcousness of their own, not submitting
themselves to the rightcousness of God.,” To be re-
Jigious, to read and pray, and try to be good, are all
things to be commended, but they arc of the super-
structure of the Christian life, and not of the founda.
tion. Christ “is the end of the law for rightcousness
to cvery onc that believeth,” and to Him we must go
to be saved.

A young convert recently went home to hicr mother,
who was a very regular sort of a Christian, and, in
the fulness of her joy and assurance, said: “Oh
mother, I have found the Saviour; He has forgiven
all my sins, and I am so happy in the thought of His
great salvation.” *“Well,” said the mother, “1I ani
very glad you are becoming intercsted in these things;
but you ust not be too sure that you are saved.”
“ But, mother, His promise says that if I believe on
Him, and confess Him, He will save me, and all His
Word tells me that if 1 believe 1 have everlasting
life.” *“That, my child, may all be very trug, bug, at
the same time, it is not well to be tog confident.” In
other words, that cautious mother said te her child
that the Word of God was not wortby of full creaence ;
that God's promises were good in a way, but were not
to be trusted and relied upon implicitly. No wonder
she was a * regular sort of a Christian,” who had her-
sclf no joy or assurance. Let all who trust Him for
satvation rely upon His word implicitly, and give the
lic to cvery suggestion of doubt that assails your
heart, whether the temptation comes {from within or
from without. This distinction must be heeded : We
know we are saved by the Word, but we know we are
Christians by our heed to the Work.

And we
sometimes think the more brilliant their minds, the
more highly cultivated they are, the more they need
to be dealt with as little children, both from the pul-
pit and in personal intercourse, especially in the
matter of the Gospel.— Words and Weapons.

SOME of our contemporaries are of the opinion
that the judge’s remarkable charge in the Hand tnal
made it almost impossible for the jury t) bnng tn any
kind of a verdict other than the one they found, We
cannot subscribe to any such view of the duties of a
juror. What are junies for? Is their verdict to be
the mere echo of the judge’s charge? If su, why not
dispense with junies aftogether, and allow the judge
to give the decision?  1f the whole duty of the juror
is to say “‘ditto” to a judge, then trial by jury 1s noth-
ing more than a farce and a somewhat expensive
farce. What does a juror swear to do? He solemnly
swears to bring in a verdict according to the evidence
—not according to the judge’s charge. It he bases
his verdict on the charge of the Judge instead of upon
the evidence, he certainly does not do that which he
swore todo. Wedoubt very much if this Lambton jury
would consider 1t any compliment to be told that they
found their verdict on the judge’s charge, and not on
the evidence. Be that as 1t may, juries are supposed
to decide on the facts of a case, and when they tail to
do s0 and are guided solely or mainly by the charge
of a judge, they fail 1n the discharge of their duty.
Respect for the Benck 15 a very good thing 1a 1ts way
~—when toe bench conducts itseitin a manner deserv-
ing respeci—but no ymount of respect for the lench
can justify a juror in finding a verdict accor'ing to
the judge’s charge, when he has sworn t0o find ut
according to the evidence.

THE Interior, of Chicago, and the Herald and
Presyter, of Cincinnati, are arranging the prelimina-
ries for a friendly discussion of the eldership questiun.

If the preliminaries can be settled, we may expect a
profitab'e discussion. Both editors are elders. and
can r., doubt write without loading their arguments
with technical terms, or in any way making the Ls-
cussion 100 heavy. Both wicld skilled and pungent
pens. Go on, brethren, keep in good humour, and
throw all the hight you can on the yuesiiun. If thereas
no Scnptural distinction between the tunng and teach
ing elder, it i> high ime the Presbyter.an Church be-
came avare of the fact. 'We never piupliesy, butf
we were to indulge a little in that hine, we would pre-
dict that the Juterior will keep up its end of the

stick—and a little more.

MoRE than once have we found it to be our duty
to condemn the reckless charges that are often made
against the press of Canada. We are pleased to
sgc ihat the position we have taken is in the main
that held by Professor McLaren—a man who has
more solid sense in one of his little fingers than all
the assailants of the press in Toronto have in their
heads, or are ever likely to have. The Professor's
views, expressed the other day in the Toronto Pres-
bytery, are thus reported :

Rev, Peofessor McLaren, speaking of the general ques
tion, said that while he thoupht ttete was a great deal of
intemperate language used in their newspapers, both secular
and religious, yet there had been a good deal of nonsensy
spoken on thae subject,  He hpd no hesttation in expressing
tus biehiet that louking at the press as a whole in Totonto,
and companng 1t with the press of the United States and
other parts of the wo 1d, they had much to be thanklul for.
Lic touk 1ssue with thore who approved of the general ton.
demnation of the public press. I course newspaper
wetters were halde o be misinformed, and were often
aassed, ¢ 4 <5 gave articles a wrong colouring, but taken
as a whoic he tepeated that the people of Toronto had much
1o be thavkiul for in their press. A few years ago they had
tiere a visit from the nototious wnfidel, Rubert Ingersoll. Not
a newspaper sand a word about him, cditodslly or w.her-
wise, and Ingersoll went away disgusted, having received
atientions fiom nobody.  That stowed that Totinto news-
papers were run on some kind of Christian principle, and he
th ught they should give their newspapers credil for things
of that kind.

All of which is happily true, and the Professor might
have* added that these newspapers are not much en-
couraged to run their journals on any kind of Chris-
tian principle when certain ministers and elders tell
them that they make their brcad and butter by lying.
It dues not help a man in well-doing to tell him that
he 1s a har of the meanest kind—a har for bread.
That style of exhortation may be very natutal to some
of the exhorters, but 1t 1s not helpful to the exhorted,
cven when vencered with proicssions of superior

sanctity.

1S JOURNALISTIC BREAD AND BUTTER
MADE BY LYING?

IN the Queen's Park, Toronto, there stands a statue
erected in honour of onc of Canada’s greatest states-
men. He was the founder, and for many years the
editor, of n party journal. He considered his editorial
chair a higher position than that of Licut.-Governos.
Did George Brown make his bread and butter by
lying2 DPresbyterians contributed more to the erec-
tion of that statue than any other denomination. Did
these Presbytenians help to erect a statue to the mem-
ory of a man who made lis bresd and butter by
lying? Thousands of Conservatives were George
Brown's personal friends, They displayed as much
anxsety during bis iliness as his own political friends ;
were as friends at tus death, and mourngd as sinceraly
at lus bunal.  Did these Conservatives thus honoura
man who had made his bread and butter by lying ?
Dr. Gregg, D1. King, Dr. Cochrane—all of whom were
at one tme or another George Brown's pastors—
bave many a ume said that they knew George Brown
to be a humble-minded, devout Christian who, amidst
all the temptatwns of a pubhc career, hived a pure
iife and died calmly trusting in his Saviour. It is
left for men—mere pignues compared with George
Brown—who a:¢ enjoying the lbeities waung by
Geurge Biown's strun;, aim frum unwilling tyrants, to
say that men who conduct party newspapers make
their bread and buiter by lying. Near the statue
erected in honour of Mr. Brown, Alexander Macken-
ne—Mr. Brown's trusty fuiend—is spending the even-
ing of his days, honoured and respecied by opponents
and beloved by thousands of friends throughout all
Canada. M:. Madkenzie was the founder, and for
many years the editor, of an able party journal. Did
Alexander Mackenzie raake his bread and butter.by
wingi Any nuspec.able Conservative would repel
the slander as vigurously as the most pronounced
Gnt.  Uver at the Normal School Mr. G. W, Ross, a
Presbytenan cider—a member of many General As-
semblies— for many yeais a most successful Sabbath
schoui supenintendent- has charge of the educational
interests of this Province. Mr. Ross, once a journal-
ist, has written many a political article. Did he make
tus bread and butter by I:ing?  If so, it was a cime
to make him Minister of Education, and 1t 1s a sin to
keep him in the eldership of the Church and make
him a member of almost every Assembly. Perhaps
Dr. Wardrope would say if his parishioner, Mr. James
Innes, M.P, mak s his bread and butter by lying m

the Guelph Mercury. The Moderator of General As-

sembly might tell us whether Mr. James Young,
M.P.P,, used to make hisbread and butter by lying in
the Dumfries Aeformer. Di. Laing might say whether
James Somerville M.P,, carns his bread und butter
lying in the Dundas Zamwer. Dr. Cochrane
might say whether Mr, William Watt, B.A,, makes
his daily allowance by lying in the Brant Exposs.
tor. And Mr. McMullen might tell us whether
MrzA. Pattullo makes his three meals by lying on
the 'Woodstock Sentinel-Review., Do Messrs. Bell
of the Brockville Recorder, Carncgie of the Poter-
borough Reziew, Graham of the Montreal Star, Mc.
Lean of the Hwron Expositor, or McVicar of the
Samia Camadian, procure their means of subsistence
by pubhshing fclsehoods? All these gentlemen
arc members, and some of them office-bearers, in
our Church. In the same way we might run overthe
names of many others, Conservatives and Liberals,
and show that they are members, and in many cases
office-bearers, in the Presbyterian or some other
Church. Indeed we had no idea unti! we examined
the matter, that the press of Onario, Conservative
and Liberal, is so much under the control of Chris.
tian men.  To say that these men, in culture, ability,
honout and truthfulness compare favourably with any *
of their assailants would be tc pay them a compliment
for which none of them would thank us, )

BOHEMIA'S CALL.

In accordance with a resolution passed by the
General Assembly, the Rev, R. F. Burns, D.D., Con-
vener of the Committee, has issued the following ap-
peal to the Church, which we are sure will meet with
a hearty and generous response :

It is that of the man of Macedonia, ** Come over and
help us.” Bohemia Proper has a population of §,000,000.
Moravia and Silesia give 2 500,000 mute. The atea of Bo-
hemia is about two-thirds that of Scotland. It {s walled
in by moupntains and watered by the Ell.e and its afflnents,
It isone of the most interesting and picluresque counteies in
Central Europe. Itis a land of Martyr Memorics. The
Bohemians or Czechs (osiginal'y of Slavonic origin) seceived
Chiistianity in the ninth centuiy from two missinnaties of
the Greek Church.  For four centuries thereafter they re-
sisted Romish aggresuons—iejecting the celibacy of the
clergy, the withholding the cup from the laity in the com-
munion and the use oran unknown tongue ¥nslcad of ‘he
vernacular, in their rligious services, 1ill overborne in the
thinteenth century.  The fozemost antagomst of the Papal
Hierarchy was that great Bohemian, who witnessed a good
confession and scaled his testumeny with his blood at %.‘on
stance on the 4th July, 1415. The cup (associated with
the book) became the selected symbol of the refosming Bo-
hemian Church. It is cigraven on their churches and
pulpits, on their markets and stores, and cven on their
tombstones. It meets you evesyshere. It was their
practical protest against the error fuisted upon them at the
Council when their illustiious Hero-Marty r was condemned.
A few years ogo a silver cup, claborately carved, was dug
upin & field near Kolin, whete itis supposed 1o have lain
{or upward of 400 ycars in the grave of a Hussite pastor,
That cup, since used at the dispensativn of the Lord’s Sup-
perin one of the Bohemian Reformed Churches, may be te-
garded as a fitting type of the resurrected faith of this sorely
tried people. 1n August, 1884, we stood under the shadow
of the mammoth pile of builuings in which, as University
Rector, John Huss taupht, whither then flucked thiusands
of students, and beside .what remains of the Bethichem
chapel where he preached. From ne balcony of Maria
Theiesa's palace on that classic hill which is the Castle and
Holyrood, St. Giles’, and the Pafliament Square of Prague,
all in one, we gazed in rapt admiration on the city of his
fove and labour, the teauuful Moldau fluwing at our feet.
Hill and valley city and river- seemed to me redolent with
the odour of that single name. We saw the Grosse Ring
fronting the Tien Kirche, where on the matning of the 215t
{une, 1621, twenty-seven of the puincipal Protestants of Bo-

emla were in succession beheaded. ** The exterminating
severity of the persecution that followed may be judged by
the fact that while in the year 1620 the bulk of the popula-
tion of 3,000,000 was Protestant, in 1627 an avowed Pro-
testant was aut to be found outside the walls of the prison,”
The book of Bohenua's E'story is wiitten within and without
with *‘ lamentation and mowning and woe " This **scat.
tered and peeled” people have been for long as the poor
cnpple at the Gate of the Temple or the impotent man at
the pocl; but they have of latc years ubtained more than
a E:’l(le teviving in their bondage.” Noble representatives
of their reviving Church were present as deleuzates at the
General Presbyterian Council at Belfast whose thrilling
story woke respdnsive echoes in many hearts, The sword
was shown that killed those *faithful martyrs.” The
sword and thé cup were silent, yet siguificant, pleaders
for these ** meek and poor afflicted ones.” Tae Council
resolved to raise $25,000 for their benefit. The sum of
$15,000 was apportioned to the churches on the other side
of the Atlantic, and $10,000 to those on this side, of
which $765 is the propoction allotted to our Church. The

THE INTER-COLLEGIATE MISSIONARY
ALLIANCE.

The second annual convention of the Canadian Inter-Col.
lesiate Missionaty Alhance washeld last week 1n Emmanucl
Congregational Church, Montreal, the Rev. Mr. Browne
in the chair. After an address of welcome had been de-
livered by the Rev. E. M. Hill, of Calvary Church, the Rev.
A. P, McDiarmid, of Ottawa, delivered an aadress on the
** Heroism of the Mission Field.” He said : Love of coun-
try might make herocs in thg strife, but how much more
slorious was it to become a hero through love of God and
cllow-man ! The speaker also paid a glowing tubute to the
carly Jesuit missionaries, who, said he, pursued their call.
ing with bravery, courage and sell-sacrince. Caming to a
more recent period, Mr. McDiarmid referred to the holy
work ot the Gordons of Eromanga, and others who had laid
down their lives for Christ,

The next day the convention met in the David Morrice
Hall. Besides a guodly number of students from McGill,
there were rrcscnl two repiesentatives of the students of
McMaster Hall, Toronto ;*two of Knox College, two of
Wychifie, and three of Victoria University. Atter devolional
cxercises, Mr. J. W, Kirby was appointed chairman, and
the regular husiness was entered upon.

The first paper read was entit'ed ** A Summary of Cana.
dian Missions,” by Mr. I. B, Kennedy, B.\., of McMaster
Hall, Toronto. 1le dealt exhaustively wih the work done
by the different denominational bodies.  In all Carada was
now raising $148,000 a year for the work of foreipn missions.
and supporting nincty-four missionaries. Although by no
means satisfied with the amount of woik done, he pointed
out that it was this wutk—proving Canada_to be not wholly
bent on selfish ends—which entnled her to respect among
the natiuns,

A very interesting discussion followed, in which much
was said as to the necessity of extending the work.

The second paper was upon China, and was read by Mr.
F. W. Macallum, of the Congre,ational College, Muntreal,
He first treated of the great extent of the Chinese
mission field, and then with difficilies in the way of
missionary enterprise.  The most important of these were
the relimious fanaucism of the people, thews ancestur wurship,
the dil‘hcult natute of the language, the opivm trade and
the evil influence of the foreign merchants, xailors, etc.,
settled in China.  He sketched the history of mussians in
China (rom 635—~when the Nestonans estavlished most suc-
cessful missions—to the prese~t tims. In the twelfth cen-
tury the Franciscans, and “he fourtcenth century the
Jesuits, established mi sions ; and in spticof Governmental in.
terference, the Roman Catholics now claimed that they had
fosty-one bishups, 664 European pricsts, §59 natve priests,
thirty four convents, thirty-four colleges and 1,093,000
converts. The first Protestant missionary enteted China
at the bepinning of this century, and there are now §54
European missionaries and 1,450 nauve teachers in China,
In 1843 there were butsix converts in China, in 1853, 350;
in 1863, 2,000; in 1873, §,000; in 1883, 22,000, and in
1886, 30,000, From this record of the past, good auguries
for the future were drawn, and, in concluding, the necessity
of more workers were insisted upon. In the discussion that
followed the principal topics were the importance of the
prosecution of mission work in China, and the necessity of
the abolition of the opium trade.

Mr. Childerhose, of Queen's College, Kingston, took the
chait when the convention re-assembled in the afternoon.
The first paperin the afterncon was one on ¢ Mission Work
in Palestine,” read by the Rev. E. J. Saphir, of the Diocesan
Theological College, Monireal.  That gentleman, as he
stated 10 his pepes, had been born in Jerusalem, and in
tended to return 1o Palestine as a_medical missionary. Tn
the first portion ¢f his paper Mr. Saphir treated the history
of the Church of Jerusslem ; and in the second, of the pro-
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gress of Protestant misslon work In Palestine slace 1820,
when the London Jews’ Society took action 3 and in the
progress of the wotk unul the Dishopric of Jerusalem, as it
aow eristy, was re-cstablished. By a curlous arrangement
the nominations to this Sce ate alternately made by Dritain
and Prussia, The third pestion of the paper gave & descrip.

THE MISSIONARY WORLD.

A SCOTCHMAN'S WORK AMONG THE CHINESE
BLIND.

There is onc now carrying on a great and success-
ful work 1n North Cluna, whose story I wauld fain
make more extensively known in the hope that
his example may perchance aroure in some brother
Scot the desite to go and do likewise, or at least to
consider whether there may not be some corner In
the . me field which he is capable of tilling. For of
course unless & man be endowed with special
talents all the good will in the world will not make
him a successful miseionary, or enable him to master
an exceedingly difficult foreign language—~ntore espes
cially one with a written character so hopclessly bes
wildering as Chinese.

Yet in the case to which 1 allude, nnt only was this
successfully accomplished by a Scotch workingmun,
but he has also discovered a means of imparting his
knowledge to the Chinese blind by a method so sim-
ple that a v.ry few weeks have sufficed to teach
hitherto miserably neglected blind beggars to read
with a fluency which sighted persons (so the blind
call us) can only acquire after years of painful study,

The benefactor who has in such a wonderful sense
opened the eyes of the blind is Mr. W. H. Murray,
whose calling to mission work must traced’to an
accident in a sawmill whercby he lost an arm, and so
was disabled from following his original profession.
He therefore sought and obtained employment as a
rural letter-carcier in the neighbourhood of Glasgow.
He was subscquently ecmployed by the National
Bible Society of Scotland as a colporteur, and at
this time his remarkal’e facility for languages at-
tracted the notice of some of the directors, It was
accordingly arranged that lie saould attend some
classes at the college, though his studies were not
allowed t¢ interfere with his regular work. All day
long, thercfore, he travelled with his Bible waggon,
went to bed at nine o’clock p.m,, rose at three o'clock
a.m, (only think of the physicii misery involved in
daily rising at such an hour on chill wintry morn-
ings), then he studied till it was time for his classes
at eight and nine o'clock a.m., and then began again
at a new day's work of bookselling. .

Th.us he worked steadily through the long dre
winters in Glasgow, and in 1871 was sent to China.

Mr. Murray's definite work now, as in earlier days,
1s that of a colporteur of the National Bible Society
of Scotland, whose daily endeavour it is to circulate
the Scripturcs among the millions who for centuries
have held in deepest reverence the learned writings
of Confucius and the voluminous sacred books of
Buddha, The attempt to sell the foreign sacred
books was at first attended with manifold discour-
agements ; but perscverance has carried the day,,
and, tharks to a happy combination of pati.nt gen.
tleness with most resolute determination, Mr. Maur.
ray and his pony-cart now rank among the recognized
“mnstitutions” of the great capital ; wherever there
is a chance of effecting a sale, there he take up his
post, no matter at what inconvenience. At the gaje
of the Examination Hall he siands while the stu.
dents from every ower of the Empuc come forth
after their labours ; and thus in one day about 700
volumies, each contaiming a Gospel and four Epistles,
are disposed of. Another day he takes his stand on
the bridge at the entrance to the Imperial city—the
busiest place in Peking, where “all under heaven®
pass and repass. Here in one day he sells upwards
of 100 books, and knows that they will travel thence
to Corea, Mongolia and the remotest parts of China.

But while this scattering of good seed is what
I may call Mr. Murray's official work, that to
which 1 want specially to call your attention is a
branch which is wholly his own, and which is a most
sinking proof of the advantage of acquiring all man-
ners of uscful knowledge, even when there seams no
present reason for doing so.  'While working for the
society of Gl.sgow his interest was aroused by the
ohnd who came to purchase books printed on Moon
system ; thereupon he took lessons in Professor Bell's
system of visible speech, and also in Braille’s system
of reading and writing for the blind, by means of
embossed dots. With pauent ingenuity he thén con.
trived so to combine the two systems that there

seemed every reason to hope that henceforth this
might be made accurately to represent the:perplex:
ing sounds of the Chinese language, and also to re-
place the bewildering multitude of Chinese characters;

The re :nt defalcations by men of the highest social stand
ing have not only greatly shocked the public mind, Lut they
have aroused a great deal of reflectivn wpun the probalile
causes of such conduct in such men. Many crimes of the
worst kind are at least intelligible.  Eugene Aram murders
Clarke for money. Old Mi. White, in Salem, was mur.
dered by men who would gain by his death.  Thereaie also
cnmes ol passion, of anger, of jealousy, of revenge, which
are all comprchensible in a certain sense.  Then there are
cumes which are no cimes, 35 when a starving Loy steals
2 leg of mutton, 1n which case the moral guilt disappears.

But when a man is not only of comfortable pecuniary
coadition, but 1s rich 3 when he is lapped in Juxury and easc ;
carefolly educated and trained in the most scfined and ea-
cmplary socicty, in which the mere suspicion of dishunesty
is fatal; when neither citcumstance or healtl, nor tempera.
meat solicits lim to dishonour, and he is perdectly cunsci-
ous of the unspeakable consequences of his conauct to thuse
whom he loves tenderly ; when there is no conceivable
temptation or reason or excuse, within or without, i
apparent weakness of the moral sense, no hereditary ten-
deney, and the man suddenly proves to be a thief and a
swindler, and 1s so overwhelmed with the discovery of his
dishonesty that be kills himself—what is the explanativn?

It 15 a mystery, and all the profounder because of the
meanness of the obvious motive.

\When the starving boy steals {ood, we say the moral
let vanishes, aldhough the Eaglish law used to hang him

or it, but had no penalty for Colone) Charteris, or for the
Duke ol Queensberry, who was a hereditary law-maker.
In the case we are considering, however, the only motive is
inexpressibly contemptible. It is the wish to paint the
lily, to gild the gold. The man who has one yacht would
have two yachts. His dinner service is of Sevies, but he
would have another of Dresden.  His hotse is the flectest
of horses, bat he would have a pair.  He has fresh figs daily
-from his grecahouse, brt he would have fresh pomegranates
also. His house is costly and beaatiful, but he would rival
the Alhambra. His wile's diamond tiara dazzles every be-
hoides, but she must add to it a necklace of black pearls.
These ate his aims, and for these he dishonours his name,
blows out his brains, and wounds irremediably the hearts
that fordily love him.

Ris cume 1s the ecsult of an undue cxaltation of wealth,
and such cxaltation 1s the banc and penl of Ametican
socicly. To penctrate the charmed pale of **socicty ™ is
the instinct of wealth, and 10 a country where there is no
social hicratchy, wealth can have and docs have its way.
It 1s onc advantage of a society of class that wealth cannot
buy itz way beyond its caste.  H. R. 1., indced, may con-
descend to cat your exquisite dinners and admire your pre
cous collection, but you are not thesefore admitied ad
car:dem. The hblue blood, whatever that sacred fluid may
be, flows in the veins of yonder beldam, shrivelled in body
and in porse, and she instinctively 1akes haughty precedence
of the gem-crusied beauty who flashes with new splendor
upon the court. But the beauty krows and her hushand
knows, and thsy both know that cvery body clse knows,
*hat all the gems of Golconda cannot be tzansinuted futo
one drop of that mystic blood.

Bat 1a a country where you can reak into the sacred pale
with a bar of pold, every body knows that the pit out of
which sozial distinction is digged is 2 gold mine.  To scale
socicly is only toclimb a golden stair,  The more gold the
mare distinction. Not rank for public service, a cozonet 6t
Westminster Ablcy, not the nalile tradition of along 1ac
of ancestors whispering steinly noblesse olige, but mere
profuse and splendid expenditare, will open the awful gates
and scat you at the highest table.  Aad itis the plain moral
of all the recent betrayals of trust, the sceme, miene, ﬂ_:x}mm
upon the wall of the banqueting chamber, that while we
accept money as the credential and passport, instead of
actual service, actaal accomplishment and distinction, we
put a premism upon dishunesty and robbery.

This tendency is encouraged by nothing more than by
the reportsin the newspapers of the trivial details of the
lives of rich people. The dinners ard the drives of Midds
are of as much intrinsic public interest when he carns $10
a week, as when his income is $10,000 a day The only
reason that they are daily recorded in the latter eventis
that his income is immense. This casts a prodigious
glamonr upon the mere fact of wealth, ard greatly strength.
ens the temptation to obtain it at any cost. The daily
announcement that Mr and Mrs, Bonanza yesterday enter-
tained Mr and Mrs. Gulch at dinner, is not merely a ludi-
crous imitation of the foreign gazette of a recognized socinl
hierarchy, but it is a stimulant to get within the circle the
incidents of whose social intercourse are recorded, like those
of ruyalty ur of an aristncracy. The key to that circle isa
key of goll, and the stimulant incites the legion who crave
that kind of nutoriety more than any otk »r prize to get the
goll key  honestly if they can, bot quickly at all events.—~
George WWilliam Curtis, in Harper's Alagaziue for No-
vember.

Throughuut all the services, the choir performed their part
well, and contribuied sutmewhat to the enjuyment of this
cunvivial evening.  Sumcthing of a novelty was intruduced,
which excited a little merrnent and added considerable
zest to the evening's entertainments, viz., a Gaclic speech
and song.

AN unusually larpe audience assembled lately 1 the lec-
ture room of Zion Church, Brantford, on the occaston of
the presentatton to Kev. Dr. Cochrane of a set of putpit
rotxes. The chair was occupied by Mr. Robert Henry, who
introduced the business of the evening 1o appropriate re-
marks, and presided throughout with his accustemed
abuty. Prior to the presentauon the audience were
favoured with piano solos by Mr. Percy Garratt, a vocal
solo by Miss Maggie Templc, snd a Shakespearian reading
by Principal Maclntyre, of the Young Ladics’ College.
Mr. Henry then called upon Mr. Wm. Grant to make thd
presentation.  Speaking in the name of the ladies of Zion
Church, he assured Dr. Cochrane of the high esteem in
which he was held by the congregation, and asked his
acceptance of this gift, with the earnest prayer that he might
long be spared to wear them in the scrvice of his Master.
Dr. Cochrane, n acceping the gult, spoke in touching
terms of his long and happy connection with Brantford.
He said that this was the third time the ladies had pre-
sented him with pulpit gown and cassock, and probably it
would be the last when such a gift should bLe required.
\While he felt as young in spint as he did twenty-five years
ago, when called 1o the pastorate of Zion Church, the
wear and tear of those many years now began 10 tell upon
him. He felt very solemn, if, indeed, nut sad, when he
thought of the changes that had taken place during those
many years. Very few who had signed his call o0
Decome minister in Brantfurd were now alive. During
these twenty-five years he had seen some cighty-tive minis-
ters belonging to the different denominativns in the city
come and go, while the city itself had grown to consider-
able proportions. A twenty-five years’ menistry, now nearly
closed, implied nearly 2,500 sermons, besides weckly ad-
dresses and endless pastural and sick-bed visitations, not to
speak of public dutics connected with the Presbytenan
Church in the Dominion and services rendered on other
occasions. He was deeply sensible of the very imperfect
manier in which he had served them, although he had ever
cunscientiously endeavoused to declare the whole cuunsel
of God. llis praycr was that as pastor and people they
might be stimulated to greater diligence in the fow years
that yet remained to themon earch. Mr. Henry in summing
ap the proccedings of the evening remarked thathe thougini
Ut. Cochrane tooh a rather gloumy view of his peniud of
future work. Never in all his minisity had he preached

- with greater power and cluquence and carnestness than he

did a1 present.  This was the feeling of every one. They
also feel that had' the pastor of Zisn Church devoted his
great abilitics and amazing energy to professional life at the
bar or elsewhere, he would long crc this have amassed a
fortune. That he had sclected the ministty in preference
t) any other vocation was a cause of gladness not only o0
Zion Church, but the Church of which he was an honoured
minister.  He might not now realize a great zeward, but
in-the future st would be great in propoztion to his wozh.

About the last thing that He aid belore
gving up the ghost was providing for the comfort of His
mother.

1 was pastor cf our Church in Metis, Quebec, for twenty-
threr years. My mother was, therelore, well knowa to all
the English-speaking people there.

Su will those of the French-Canadians
there who kaew her.  Lven the priest, every time that 1
kave had a leiter from him—we correspond occasionally
with each other—has.sent a kindly saluiation to ** Madame
vuite honne mére.”

Most uawilling was she o cause
ochres treuble. s very ready to put hersel! even to great
treable tor the sake of others.  She was also very invenivg,
excellert at the n edle, and woulid handle the more common
of the carpenter’s tools with wondetiul neataess.  In garden-
ing she aleo took great delight.

1 have goodrea-on ta believe that she loved the Lord Jesus,
No slight reason ever kept her from the house of God, 1he
prayer meeting, or the Bible class.  Many a time, whenshe
went 10 visit {ricnds, she would take with het a paper oz a
tract, in which was somcthing which she thooght fitted
to do them good. .

As 3000 ax possible, after all wasover, we who had waited
on ber united in thanking God for all His goodness to her
for having spared her so fong 10 her son, for having permit-
ted him 10 be %0 much with hersance his return hom far dis-
tant lands, and to be beside her when she exchanged wotlds,
and for the good reason we had to believe that it was well
with her soul.

She dicd in the house of her only surviving sister, sur-
rounded by friends who gladly did their utmost for het.

Mr. Michol, the pastor, conducted the chief part of the
services. I paid a tribute of respect to her memury by
taking part in them.

POINTE-AUX-T, REAIBLES SCHOOLS.

The mission schools at Pointe-aux-Trembles opened for
the current session on the 15th of October. About 280
applications for admission were received ; fully 360 more
than the present building can, with due regard to health,
accommodate. The attendance at presence is 111, and
a few more are expected next week. st year the attend-
ance was ninety-four, so that there is this year an increase of
about twenty. Cf the present pupils a large number are
studying to {accomc teachers, colporteurs and missionaries.
The expense of the schools this session will be in the neigh-
bourhood of $1,000 10 excess of last year. At this season
there is always a great scarcity of funds {o carry on the
work. The expenditure thus far 15 neatly $3,000 mote
than at the corresponding period of 1ast year. This is owing
to the largely increased number of labourers employed by
the board. During the past summer seventcen colposteurs
have been constantly employed, in addition to the usuat
staff of teachers and missionaries. The reports of these
colporteurs ate on the whole most encouraging, indicating
a grreater readiness on the part of the people to receive the
Ward of Life. In a purely rural French county one of the
colporteurs sold no fewer than 129 copies of the Word of
God in whole or in part in the month o? August. Informer
years, many of the congrepations of the Church gave the
whole or a part of their Thanksgiving collection to the Board
of French Evangelization. It is hoped that this year an in-
creasingly large number will do so, and enable the board to
meet its obligations to its missionanes and to expand the
work, .

Some would date it as early as
68 A.1). and otherss as late as 98 A.D., after the destruction
of Jerusalem. It was not addressed to any parucular
Church, but a arzutar Jetter intended for all the Churches.
1t 3s noticed ** that the circle of ideas, hight, life, datkness,
troth, hie, meets us i the Emstie with the same broad and
deep meanming which they have in the Gospel.™

EXPLANATORY.

In the first four verses the apostle sets fortd the object of
this cpistle. . : .

Wend of life made manifest. (Verses 1, 2.)— Jesus Christ,
who was from the bcginmn with the Father, wus wmade
mamfest to men by taking the human nature.  John says
+¢ \We heard Him spak, we have seen 1im with our eyes ;
we have looked upon Him {in deep contemplarion of His
character), and our hands bave handled Him (as after His
resurecction). i . .

That fel-
lowship is possible 1n a higher degree in this hife, and will be
perfected in plory when we shall be like Him, for we shall
see Him as He1s,

¢ Love divine, all loves excelling,

But if you would walk in sin, in hatred, in the likeness of
the Prince of Darkness, then it is falschood {or us to say
that we have fellowship with God.  All such is not doin;{._
the truth—i.e., notin accordance with the eternal laws o
God which are true.

2) Fellowship with Christians. (Verse 7.)—If all Chris-
tians walked in the light, then they would love and delight
in the same things, their conversations and lives would have
the flavour of those things in which they delight, and fellow-
ship would be sweet.

111. Jesus the Saviour. (Verses 7-10.)—1In this endea-
vour to walk in the light there is constant shortcoming.
The more we get of the light, the better can we discern the
ruins of the Fall. In this struggle we have, and have need
of, a Saviour who aids us in two ways:

(1) By the cleansing blood.—The atonement of Christ
meets all thz requirements of our case, cleanseth us from all
sin. There is:no sin so malignant as to be beyond the
efficacy of the blood. If men were to see the precious-
ness of the blood, in God’s sight, they would never doubt
the ability of God to forgive.

¢ Sinners plunged beneath that flood
Lose all their guilty stains.”

We have no sin. (Verses 8-10.)—If we say we have no
sin, we are guilty of sell-decentian, and we are celling God
a Har., because it contradicts His Word. This is not to
be explatned away by saying it refers to the time before
conversion. The apos-le is speaking to these who watk in
the hight, including himself, and fcel that their lives are not
up to the standard of absolute holiness. In verse 8 itis
*“have " (present tense), and in verse 10 it s ** have not
sinned ™ (petfect tense), which means up to the prasent time,

Cosyfession needed.—1f we confess our-sin, then we shall
have forgiveness. He 1s faithful to all the. promises He
has given, such as this, * Come unto Me, all ye that
labour,” cic., and He 1s just in doing <0, because the divine
justice is satisfied with the atonement He has made, so that
He is just and the justifier of the ungodly.

What an casy salvation! To come and confess what we
deplore and obtain furgiveness and grace by which to over-
come. What we all need is that we should be cleansed
from the guilt and power of sin.

(2) By edvocating our cause. (Chapter ii. 1, 2.)—The
apostle’s statement that all have sinned is in danger of being
abused. Peaple may say, **Let us indulge itifl itis un-
avoidable.” He replics, ¢* Thisis net my alject, but rather
that you may resist more~sirenunusly, Anowing that when
you do fall, you can find forgivencss and help.” Jcsus is
nol only an atonement—a pro itiation—{or our sins, and
the sins of 211, but also an advacate, an inteicessor who
pleads our cause in the court of heaves, and secures for us,
by His prevathng intercession, the grest helps we may need
to come out, entitely victorious, in the end.

1V, Evideace ¢f our own Safety. (Verses 3-6.)—" This
is cternal lif~, that thev might know Thee, the only srue
God, and Jesus Christ whom Thou hast <ent,” gohn vii. 3).
How tmpartant it 1s that we righily understand that word
*“knuw ”! \Weare not saved unless we know God.

Here 1s the evidence that we do know Him :—That
we keep Hhis commandments, that we walk as He walked, in
the Light, as ile 1van the bight, If wedo not do that, we
are not of the truth.

Zove perfected.~\When we come to obey these command.
ments entirely, then weshall have petfect love which casteth
out all fear, and shall abide in Him. That is the plorious
consummation.
