o doubt any doetrine of Scripture, then,

But while few are bold .and graceless

doctrines openly—sad is it to be eaid that &
much larger number do not deny them—by
the kind of work they exhibit to the world.
Practical infidelity is not mitigated by a pro-
fession of Christianity—but is aggravated to
those who know the truth, and yet will not
attend to it. Few there are who can plead
ignorance to it, as an extenuation of their
guilt—compared with those who sin with the
knowledge and consciousness that they are
doing wrong,—which is deliberately doing
despite to the Spirit of grace,—and is storing
up for themselves wrath against the day of
wrath.

When the house of God is merely attended
for fashion’s sake, or when the slightest ex-
cuses are made available for non-attendance.
—and when the religion which we profess is
not brought to bear upon and influence our
whole conduct—our every-day life and con-
versation— Christians we may be in name,
but the first principles of Christianity we have
yet to learn. To do justly—to love mercy—
and to walk humbly before God, is especially
enjoined upon all who profess to follow the
Lamb whithersoever He goeth,—and love to
God and man, from the principle of true
piety, cannot be exhibited under false colors,
with a view to deceive.

To the individual who has chosen God as
his portion, and who is under the control and
guidance of the Spirit of God, our Gospel—
the glorious Gospel of Christ, is prized as an
inestimable treasure—and is treated as such,
—for from it he derives spiritual sustenance
—health and strength to his seul, sufficient—
when administered by the Holy Spirit—for
its nourishment and comfort, until e shall be
freed from everything earthiy, and shall enjoy
the blessed privileges, and pure joys, which
are at God’s right hand for evermore. To
him it is pot hid, because he is not under the
control of the god of this world,—but he
follows another master, who cares for the
welfare and happiness of his faithful servant,
whose yoke to him is ever easy,—and whose
burden is ever light.

And I ¥eel reater liberty in doing so, inas-
much as this project has been so hurriedly
-and irregularly pressed through the Synod,
-und pressed on the Sister Synod by the pre-
‘sence of so many delegates there, before it
had been before any Presbytery, or known to
many who are deeply interested in the welfare
of our Church.
As the subject has been so ably presented
in its general aspect, and so entirely in ac-
cordance with my views, in last 2ecord, by the
Rev. Mr. Philip, of Truro, I shall consider it
more in its dI!)atails. In doing so, several
considerations or questions aré naturally sug-
gested.
First: What are our pecuniary means?

This must be a primary consideration in the

urchase of a Theological boek, or even the
3ible. Is the sum in hand, of who shall fur-
nish it? And the quality must be regulated
by the means. Every manufactured article
usually brings its fair value. Those in the
‘other learned professions, as a rule, receive
according to their merits. 'The Divinity Pro-
fessor is an exception. As a book on Divin-
ity is not to be always valued by the price
paid for it, neither is the Divinity Professor.
No amount of money can, of itself, qualify
or purchase Theoiogical Teac¢hers; nor does
he ever receive due recompence, considering
his long studies, his attainments, and useful-
ness. No amount of money tan invent the
taleht, induce the taste for tze right kind of
‘study, or infuse the divine genius requisite
for this high and honoured calling. Still, it
were a disgrace to humanity, and disereditable
to our Christian spirit, did not one, possessing
the necessa quaﬁﬁcaﬁons, receive something
more than a bare competency. And none but
such as are thoroughly qualified, can be en-
trusted asthe guardians of those who go forth
to leaven the whole community; and none
but such as give full proof of being in every
respect thoroughly furnished, can receive the
respect or support of the adberents of the
Scottish Church, who have such a prestige of
honoured names in _this most responsible of
all responsible positions. What, then, are
our means? Qur pecumary means are all be-
low zero. What are our prospects of raising
funds? To answer this truly is somewhat

unpleasant, as it serves to unfold our poverty
and

weakness. But it were wrong not to
count the cost, and know our ability or ina-
bility, ere we attempt to la.y the foundation.
We must not conceal our circumstances from
ourselves.or others. In.the Synod of Nova
Scotia and P. E. Island, we have just nine
welf-sustaining congregations, and more than
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half of thes¢ have only very recently become
8o; and some -of them are scarcely able t0
meet their obligations to their pastors; an
all of them, with one exception, have but
what is regarded in the Established and Fre¢
Churches of Scotland, should be the minimum
salary of a minister. All the other congregs-
tions of the Synod receive a large supple-
ment, ‘either from the Colonial Coiumittee, of
a small oune from the other nine congrega-
tions ; and some of their pastors should, in
true charity, receive more. Inallour Sﬂnodv
we have not one endowed Church,—all are
pract.ical voluntaries; no widows’ fund; no
provision for clergymen’s sons; none for
aged worn-out ministers,—as in the Scottish
Church., The New Brunswick Synod have
only four self-sustaining congregations; an
several of the rest have scarcely a competencys
although largely aided by the Colonial Com-
mittee. On this account, some of their min*
isters are leaving, and others would gladly
leave, were they offered a competent salary
elsewhere. 'T'hese are serious facts; an
how, in the face of all this, and considering
what the Colonial Committee have been doin§
for us, any man can summon the courage t¢
ask them, as is contemplated, for a sum to
endow a Theological Chair, is most singular-
It were as wise to ask the Colonial Committeé
to erect a cathedral in Halifax, where there 18
more Church accommodation than our gao
friends require.

Moreover, our people have lately erected
costly churches in most of our charges, an
some of these are considerably in debt, an
others have just been relieved, after muc
effort. Besides, we have put forth our best
efforts to make permanent provision for our
Professor in Dalhousie College ; and we havé
yet to make up a large part of this. After
this is accomplished, it 1s natural that ouf
people should expect some respite, rathef
than renewed pressure for money, and that
ministers should have a breathing-time, whe
are made the tax-gatherers for all and sund
—even for the Lay Association. Qur Syno
is also engaged to enter in the mission-field
in the South Seas, and for this we may havé
to raise £200 annually. There are also othef
smaller schemes on hand, that must be sus
tained.

native clergymen in our Synod, who
had been under no obligations to return, as
we have of native ministers who were under
obligations to return; and I confidently be-
ieve we should have more, were it not that
our Canadian Hall had heen depreciated over
much in the pages of our Record. Only one
left us, who, it was ‘Believed, should have re:
mained. But surely we are but ill-prepared
to institute a Hall in Divinity, if our genero-
sity cannot allow one to the Parent Church
that has so generously given us all; and our
honorable pride is very low, if we cannot re-
joice to see one Nova Scotian compete suc-
cessfully for a prominent position in the
Fatherland, and in the Mother Church—a
position which, I frankly own, I should desire
above any on earth, had not loye of country
and of expatriated kinsmen wanting gospel
ordinances prevailed.

‘We have never been in less need of a Hall ;
and our people were never in more need of &
well trained ministry. We are in far less
need than the Canadian Church, and much
less prepared to establish or support one:
We are, as it were, mid~way between Queen’s
College, Canada, and the Scottish Universi-
ties. It costs nearly as much going to either,
and perhaps little more than it would cost,
some years ago, to go from the remotest part
of Scotland to Edinburgh. It will be more
convenient for those in the Western parts of
New Brunswick to go to Canada, at least in
the course of a year or two, on the extension
of the Railway, than to come to Halifak ; and
it is not likely that they will prove so unwise
as to pay for the support of our Hall, and
thereafter for the support of their students,
while they netd only do the latter in Canada
or Scotland. -

1t should also be constdered by ourselves,
in our financial poverty, that should we raise
some hundreds annually for the Theological
Chairs, we stfll require a fund for bursaries,
or place our students, in this respect also, in
a more unfayorable position than those who
may go to Canada or Scotland, where they
have their ¢hances of ffom thirty to sixty or
more bursatles in each of four Universities,
worth from £5 to £40, and upwards. How
much better, then, for us to institute five or
six bursaries of £25 each in $¢otland or Can-
ada; and should we determinie to make the
most of the Colonial Committee, to ask them
to provide five or six more; and this would
be far less expensive to both, and much more
satisfactory. And surely there is no parent,
and no young man of spirit, but would rather
enjoy t{xe many superior advantages of a
Theological training at Home. Nor is it
too much that a young man who has made
respectable proficiency in Dalhousie College,
should spend a few days crossing the ocean,
at a time when travelling itself has become a

‘The Project of a Divinity Hall.

AN article appeared in the Septembel num.
‘ber of‘the Record, on this subjeet, which
calls for a brief notice, as ita tone and state-
ments may give rise to much misapprehen-
sion. This would not have been the cuse
had the subject been discussed simply on its
‘merits and with reference to our circumstan-
ces.  But as the writer takes up the position
of an aggrieved Churchman, states that * the
scheme was suddenly disclosed at the elev-
enth hour, atthe ‘fag'end of the session,’
and slipt hurriedly through Court,” re-
iterates that it was ** passed through Synod
in a hasty and irregular manner,” and expres-
ses a_hope that “ the business of the Church
may be conducted in future in a more open
add regular manner,” it is absolutely neces-

sary that an emphatic denial be given to such '

‘chdrges, or the promoters of the scheme
must be under the imputation of having
plotted in order to burden the Church with an
unnecessary Hall, three professors and £600
a year. The charges, if true, mean a great
deal’; 'if untrue, what are we to think of Mr.
Philip? We must at the least think that
he is very reckless in accusing the brethren,
and that it would have been wiser had he in-
quited more into the facts of the case, and
the usages of our Courts.

Now it is the tact that the project in ques-
tion was brought before the Synod in precise-
ly the same way as the Dalhousie College
overture had been brought up three years
previously and I challenge Mr. Philip or any
other man to name a single scheme or mea-

~sure which came before us in a different way
ever since I have been'a member of Court.
Tt indy be said that our mode of procedure
is not good. I am willing to 'discuss that in
“its own place; but let us not mix up the
special case before us with the general prac-
tice, and lét not those who honestly followed
the use and ‘wont of Synod be charged with
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irregularity, and worse. The overture wa’

THE CHURCH IN NOVA SCOTIA.

Presentation to Reve Mr. Brodie.
[From the * Colonial Standard.’]

-

Tue following Address to the Rev. Mr.
Brodie, together with his reply, have been
forwarded to us for publication, and we have
much pleasure in recording the appreciation
of Mr. Brodie’s services, which the very hand-
some present from the members of his pastoral
charges indicates. 'The state of feeling in
Cape Breton, which exists between the two
Presbyterian denominations, isnot so pleasant
as wouid be desirable, and we have reason to
know that the Rev. Mr. Brodie had to en-
counterand overcome many difficulties in pur.
suing his laboursin that place. Tt is gratify-
ing to know, however, that in the important
work to which he has devoted himself, with a
zeal and ardour in the highest degree com-
mendable, he has rhet with & very large share
of success, and we trust be ‘iill be long
spared o add to his good works in prowoting
the spread of the Gospel. and supplying the
spiritasl wants of the ma1y devoted members
of tire Church of Scotland in that flourishing
and important part of this colony :—
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To the Rev’8 Noil Brodie, Minister of the Presby-
terian ‘Church of Nova Scotia in connexion
with the Church of Scotland :

Drar Sir:

We, the undersigned, as a committee in behalf
of iour resent pastoral charge, of Middle River
and Baddeck. beg to embrace the present occa-
sion of expressing to you our Fnteﬂll apprecia-
tion of your arduous labours of love amongst us
since your arrival in this country. "Our appreci-
ation of these labours is further enhanced when
we consider the many d‘fiiculties and'discourage-
ments under which you have so unflinchingly
discharged them. These difficulties were, per-
haps, to a certain degree natural, in the ordinary
course ot human affairs, but certainly not credit-
able to an intelligent humanity, when we see
that they have originated in the main from the
conduct of men whom we should expect to be
guided by the teachings of a higher and purer
wisdom than worldly polity. You, sir, are al-
teady aware that the Church of Scotland was for
many years obliged to leave her adherentsin this
Island unsupplied with the means of grace, until
Nova Scotia proper and the adjoining Provinces
were to a certain extentsuppliedin the vacancies
caused by the secession of 1843. This, though a
sad want to us, was unavoidable on the part of
the Church justly claiming our allegiance. We
had in the interim to avail curselves to a certain
extent of the services of the ministers on hand;
yet, we can truly say that we took no man’s labor
for nought, while they quite as willingly received
our worldly recompense as we did their spiritual
teaching. 8o much was this the case that it was
sought to make these payments binding on us by
perpetual bonds,

As soon as the Church of Scotland in Nova
Scotia got her pastoral vacancies in a measure
supplied, the Presbytery of Pictou kindly remem-
bered our destitution and supplied us oy occa-
sional deputations, increasing in numbers and
frequency as their own means increased. We,
of your {:tesent pastoral charge, were ready to
give a call to a minister of our own Church in
the year 1851, and actually had such a call pre-
pared and numerously subscribed to in thatyear,
but could not then obtain a permanent Pastor.
With the exception of the Rev'd Mr Gunn, resi-
dent in Cape Breton, there was no stated Pastor
be]onging to the Church of Scotiand, in this
Island, until your arrival in December 1863.
‘While the adherents of the Church of Scotland
were waiting thus long and patiently, the Church
urder the cognomen of Free, claimingto be itself
the * true Church of Scotland,” enjoying * spiri-
tanl independence,’” as suddenly vanished from
the horizon. Being so long in possession of the
field, its ministers ¢ ume to regard themselves as
the sole proprietors thereof, and seem totally un-
able to comprehend the fact that plain laymen
should muintain their allegiance to their Parent
Church during the years in which they themselves
had undergone so many insective changes. Itis
thus that the adherents of the Church of8cotland
in Cape Breton are so frequently branded as rebel-
lious * schismatics,” ** underscandal,” &c.. &ec.,
and her ministers as** promoters of division.” &e.
1It, mr, our steadfast adherence to the Church
which our forefathers have reared at the
expense of their lives, and by ministrations of
which we were in infancy admitted to the visible
Ohurch—if a conscientious adherence to our
belief in the Westminster Confession of Faith as
a rule of practice in our Church and as being
founded on the Holy Boriptures, and which our
fathers.for themselves and us, and we for our-
lol‘yq,l,and our children, have publicly and sol-
emuly declared to be our purpose to maintain—
if, we say, the maintenance of these things merit
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the accusation of schism. then do we plead guilty
to the indictment laid against us. If, sir, it b®
causing divisions for yourself and your brethreft
in the ministry in your Church to break to u#®
the bread of life, and to govern younrselves and u#
by the aforesaid formule and in accordance with
your solemn ordination vows (which formule
your and our acousers have sworn egually with
yourselves to observe)—if, we say, tbqs be suffici-
ent grounds for the accusation of causing divi
slons and strife, then may you too plead guilty
to tite charge. 1If, on the other hand, such a line
of tonduct on your part and ours does not merrt
the nccusation, then has the indictment a most
luﬂmppﬁ application to the framers of it, and
leaves them in the unenviable dilemma of recon-
ciling their owi recreaney to that Church which
committed S0 great and =olemn a trust to theif
keeping with the solemn vows entered into with
her that they would be faithful to their trust.
Neither ought we to forget that it is to the libe-
rality of the Church of Scotland that Cape Bre
ton owes its first and earliest formation o
schools,

We have thought it necessary thue briefly to
define our position in regaid to the Parent
Church, for those are not wanting v-hom in former
years we contributed to supvort, that attempt to
raake very different representations of thege mat-
ters to you and other strangers in our land.

Please do us the favor to tender to.your brethren
composing the Presbytery of Dictou, our sincere
gratitude for their exertions in supplying our
spiritual wants from time to time, beyond what
even circumstances and distance would warrant
us to expect.

We feel that our thanks are especially due to
the Hev'd Alexander McKay for his abie repre-
sentation in our behalf before the Colonial Com-
mittee of the Church at Home, and to whom«
under Providence, we owe this day the blessirg
of havintg you, sir, to labour in our midst.

Pleuse accept of our grateful acknowledgments
to yourself, for your indefatigable labours for our
spiritual well-being since your arrival amongst
us, and also for your lessons of Christian charity
and forbearance, taught to us both by precept and
example. in times of trial.

_We beg you to accept of this carriage as a tan-
gible, vet simple token of the affectiorate regar
of your flock, praying that you may be spared to
wear it out tn our midst; tf;at it may then be our
privilege to present you with a better ; and that
when you shall have dume withall earthly conve-
niences, you may be borne on the Everlasting
Gospel to the city of the New Jerusalem, there to
receive the encomium—* Well done, thoa go
and faithful servant.”

Thus the balance at the credit of the Fund at
this date is 8316 79. To this balance has to be
added the donation of George Kerr, Esq., of $200,
which makes the whole amount at the eredit of
the fund $1016 79. It will he observed that no
collections this year have been received from
Dathurst, Chatham?! 7Tabusintac, Nashwaak,
Moncton nor St. Andrew’s, else the amecunt of
the fund would now most likely have been such as
not to requre any collection in future ; if the fol-
lowing recommendation of the Committee is car-
ried into effect.

Tt will be in your recollection that your Com-
mittee last year recommended the permanentin-
vestment of the funds then on hand, but it does
mot appear that the Synod took any action on
the matter. Your Committee desire again to
bring this subject under consideration with a
view of having some action now taken. The
Treasurer. than whom no one is better gualified
to advise on a subject of this kind, recommends
the purchase of St. John City Coupon Bonds,
which may be had at 92 per 100, bearing interest
at 5 per cent , {ayable on 1st June and 1st De-
cember, and the bond at the end of ten years re-
deemable at par. Your Committee therefore re-
commend vou to authorise the ‘Lreasurer to purs
chase a £230 debenture bond, which, at the rate
of 92 to 100, will cast $920, and lease a balance
of $96 79 to aid in paying a bursary of $100, re-
guisite for the year 1865-66.

Your Committee are of opinion. either that
annual collections should be made for this fund
until it acenmulate to such an amount as would
afford an annnal bursary of $89, or that the pre-
sent sum should thus be sllowed to aceumulate
o the desired amount. After this has been ac-
complished, annual collections may cense, as you
could thus aiford from interest of acenmulations
one annual bursary of $80, the usual amount
allowed.

You will observe that the bond purchased for
$920 is worth at the end of ten years—the term of
vedemption, $1,120, and in the meantime bears
interest, payable haif-yearly, at the rate of 5 per
«wcent.

5th—That an annual ‘meeting of each Arsoci-
ation he held, at which a report of the proceed-
ings of the Society during the year be read by the
Secretary. o,

6th—That the contributions received be ac-
knowledged in the pages of the Record,
