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THE CHURCH OF NOTRE DAME DE LOURDES, TORONTO

T'o all who wish to learn the infinite possibilities of color we
recommend o visit to the parish echurch of Notre Dame de Lourdes
on Sherbourne street north, built by the late Archbishop
Lynch, in commemoration of his 25th consecration. The
architect of the odifice was Commander Law, whose first work
it was, the whole plan of ornamentation, plaste - and color deco-
ration being his original design. 'The building is elassic in
charactor. In attempting. to describe its general style and pro-
portions we all begin at the floor and work up. Up to five
feet from the stained oak boards is u base finished in Keeae's
cement ; upon this rests an entablature encompassing the inter-
ior, supported by equidistant lonic pilasters projecting nine in-
ches from the wall proper. The transept is filled in with an
enriched arcade, whose most noticeable feature is u scollop shell
covering the key to cach
arch, the fuce of the arch
being further ornumented
with flowers and decoration

various shades of torra cotta, well relioved by robin's egg blue,
concentrated at the floor and in u hase of three different shades
of Yompeiian red. The walls of the nave and transept are of o
pale buff, the pilasters which surround the interior being of u
deeper tone of the saume colour, warmed with terra cotta. The
entablature above the base is very rich both in colowr and de-
sign, being composed of mouldings ind dentils in various shades
of terra cotta, while he swags and ornaments of the frieze are of
deep gold on a ground of robin's egg blue. The walls of the
sanctunry diftering from the colowr scheme of the body of the
church are of pale robin's egg blue with heavy mouldings run
round it, combining shades of terra cotin and blue ; upon which
rests a semicircular arcade of short Tuscan pilasters, picrced
with seven openings, to the Archhishop's chapel beyond, sereened
with silvered wrought iron gratings. The most remarlable,
and to our mind, most effective feature in the whole colour

arrangement is the admir-

ably contrived blending of

shades of sage green and

terra cotta at the east end

in plaster, repeated in small-
er details in the sanctuary,
whose pilasters are fluted,
the frieze of its entablature
being highly wrought in re-
lief. 'The ceiling of the nave
is semicircular and is deep-
ly coffered in square panels,
adorned with .flowers, the
principles being prominent-
Iy introduced by heavy
galoche mouldings; it is
pierced with eight eircular
headed windows, while a
richly adorned window of
different character faces to
the east over the organ-gall-
ery. 'This is of wood, sup-
ported by eight beautiful
carved and flute Corinthian
pilaster, on which rests an
enrichied frieze; the Dbalus-
trade above being divided
by carved panels. The dome

in the organ gallery front
with its support; repeated
in the massive inner door
bencath.

T'he height of Cross from
ground is 97 feet, and the
diameter of Dome 263 feet.
The first priest of the new
church and parish was Rev.
Father MceBride, who was so
well known and esteemed as
Secretary to the late Areh-
bishop Lynch, of hapny
memory, and after his de-
mise, to the Very Rev Ad-

-minisirators of the Arch-
diocese. Under his foster-
ing care the congregation
grew rapidly, and, on the
occasion of his transference
to Dixie ag parish priest, a
handsome testimonial testi-
fied to the esteem in which
he was held by the parish-

is supported on four aches
and ornamented with egg
and dart and honey-suckle
mouldings, and deeply coff-
ered withflowersin alternate in plaster.

It is 26 feet in diameter, double pierced with eight eircular
windows, and has & lantern above broken by eight coloured glass
lights and ventilators over the dome. ‘The entrance door is
heavily panelled and moulded, the vestibule being formed un-
der the centre of the organ-gallery, which is projected forwards
8o as to deeply recess the doors. The holy water founts on
each side of the entrance are handsomely earved in Caen stone.
The onk benches are well designed and are cach provided with
novelty in a sliding seat to increase the accommodation on
special occasions. The altar railing is elaborate in detail and
carving, showing seven fluted balusters in each bay betwee
carved panels. Beneath the chocolate marble top of the rail are
seven pancls of gilded wrought iron and copper seroll work, with
a handsome flower in gilded copper in the centre. Round the
sanctuary and over the altar steps is a parquetry border a foot
wide, of effective but simple design. Beyond this again, on the
west end, is the sacristy and private chapel of the Archbishop.
The scheme of colour which attracts the eye as soon as the
building is entered is a graduation from the dome downwards of

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DEVOTION TO MARY IN NEW FRANCE.

EarLy Canadian annals are full of the nost beautiful and touching
evidences of devotion tz our Blessed Lindy. And this devotion was
shared alike Ly the lgh and low, by the simple aborigines nnd their
religious tenchers.  The firat misgion church of the Jesuits st Quebes
was dedieated to our Lady of Angels. Father Charles Lalement,
writing to his Provineinl mn 1626, says: * The advice which your
reverence gives me tonching the dedication of our first chureh is in
striking conformity with my own devotion. Should my superiors
consent, it will never bo called unything else but our Ludy of Angels.”

‘T'hig mission of Our Lady of Angels was austained almost entirely
by the liberality of the celebrated Marquis de (tamacho, who was so
signal a benefuctor of the early Jesuits, and whose son afterward be.
came o wmember of their Order.  Its object was threofold: to educanto
the children of tho colonists, to train up the savages to Christianity,
and to send forth and assist apostles amongst the tribes. It was the
first harvest field of Daniel, e Nouo, and Davost, who went forth
gloriously, from beneath the wgis of Our Ludy of Angels, to confessor-
ship and to martyrdom.

In connection with this residence, the old clironicles give a pleasing
little story of the mira-ulous intervention of the Blessed Virgin in
behalf of Father Claude Pijart. He had said Mass at our Lady of
Angels, and, returning, ha to cross the river St. Charles, swollen
and rapid from the spring freshets, while a northwest wind blew
violently. ‘- The canoe,’” says Father Pijart, *“in which had been
two of our labouring men, passed me, overturned. One of the men
went down mmmediately, and appeared no more ; the other, whirled
zlong by the current, struggled for & short time with death, and was
drowned. I was myself in sore straits, and no more able to swim
than a stone. God preserved my judgment sound snd entire, and 1
had recourse to the merey of the Blessed Virgin. 1 vowed to fast three
Saturdays in her honour. Immediately 1 felt myself borne gently
toward the shore, where I landed without delay, giving thanks to the
Divine Gooduess, to our Blessed Lady and her dear spouse ; but with
tears 1a my eyes and sorrow in my heart for the death of those two
poor men who were drowned before my eyes."

Some years afterward, it is related that a young soldier, being also
in danger of death by drowning, remembered the favour which had
been granted to Pere Pijart. He, too, made a promise to fast three
Saturdays on bread and water in honour of Mary, and to visit her
shrine barefoot ; so that the edifying sight was seen of a young soldier
advancing barefoot to receive Holy Communion at the altar of Qur
Lady of Angels.

Notre Dame de Foye was another of the celebrated.shrines of those
early days. A miraculous statue was brought by the Jesuits from
Belgium to an Indian settlement below Queber.  Great devotion was
manifested at this sanctuary of the Motherof God, and striking were
the favours she bestowed there. The statue yet remains at the villaga
of Loretto, in the vicinity of which still lingers the remnant of the
once powerful Huron tribe.

Near the old historic Fort at Quebee, the Fathers of che Society of
Jesus also erceted a church and residence under the invocation of
Notre Dame de la Recouvrance. Here some of the most celebrated
of the Jesuit martyrs lived and laboured. Parkman has given s
graphic word picture of their simple and cheerful community life,
whence they went forth to horrors unspeakable, and in many cases to
a heroic death.

Our Blessed Lady was solemnly chosen as patroness of the infant
Church of Quebee, as Pere Lejeune testities, writing in 1637 : *“ Hav-
ing taken the Blessed Virgin as patroness of the Church of Quebec,
under the title of the Immaculate Conception, we did therefore cele.
brate ber feast with solemnity and rejoicing. At the hour of the first
Vespers the flag was plunted on the l'ort, with sound of cannon ; and
at daybreuk the crash of artillery gave token of our joy. Lhe natives
also testified themwr devotion to the Blessed Virgin, and their belief
in her immaculate purity from the moment of her conception, by
salutes from musket and arquebuses, while many of them approached
the Holy Table in her honour.”

4 is interesting to observe how lively was the devotion to the Im-
maculate Conerption i the Church of New France over two hundred
years bufore the prommlgation of the dogma. Father Vimont, S.J.,
writing of & new mission which the Jesuits had opened in the country
of the Hurons, with hardships and privations unspeakable, says : ** We
have given ting new house the name of Blessed Mary, or Our Lady of
the Conception. ‘The general and particular obligations which we are
under to this great Princess make 1t a matter of deepeat regret to us
when we are unable to tuatify our gratitude to her. At Jeast we may
henceforth procure ourselves this consolation, that as often as wae
shall speak of this principal residence of the Huron mision, calling
it by the name of .ilessed Virgin, we shall offer her so many acts of
homage for what we have and are through her, and what we should
desire to be forever.”

It seems,’ writes Father Lejeune upon another occasion, ** as if
QOur Lord wishes to authonze the devot.on to the purity of our Blessed
Mothier in her [inmaculate Conception, so great is the aid which He
gives to those who honour that first dignity of the Virgin Mary,

Last year I sent to your reverence the formuls of n vow which wo
mado in all our residences on the 8th of December, a day consecrated
to that sacred Conception,  God willing, we shull make this vow every
year on tho same day. The blossings which heavon has granted

our poor Inbours since then nre 8o great that I humbly beg of all onm

Fathers in Old France, and in the whole world, as well as of all good
souls who are interested in the conversion of these peoples, to unite
themselves with us in this holy vow : to offer ull fasts, prayers, und
suffermngs, all holy nctions to be presented to the Divinity in honour
of. and 1n thanksgiviug for, the graco of the Immaculace Conception
of the Blessed Virgin.  ‘I'hat 80 may be obtamed, by her intercession,
the application of the Blood of her Sou to our poor savages; with
entire detachment, the love of Jesus crucified, und a truly Christian
doath for all who have procured the salvation of these peoples, und
become asscointes in this devotiun,”

The residenco e Three Rivers nlso honoured Mary under this title,
a8 well as one or two other missions mmongst the savages. B, in-
deed, these early nmgsionaries loved to give the name of Mary to
strcam and shore, to hill and vale. ‘Lho rivers bore it onward to the
gea; and tho sottlements in the heart of the wilderness, with their
titles in honour of the Virgin Mother, gave n softness even to tho
ruggedness of pionger life. Sault Ste. Marie, 1le Ste. Marie, Mission
Ste. Marie, Mission of Notro Dame, of the Assumption, of the An.
nunciation, are but a specimen of the nomencluture which tells for-
e}‘eé tlio story of how deeply these Cunadian npostles loved the Mother
of God.

Vonerable Mary of the Incarnation gives an interesting account of
a procession held in honour of Qur Lady 1 Quebec ou the Feast of
the Assmmption. It occurs in a letter to her son: ** With what son-
siblo devotion would you have beheld the procession which took place
at Quebee, in honour of this Mother of Goodness, on the day of the
Assumption ! 'T'wo Fathers of the Company bore her image, hand-
somoely decorated, to the three religious houses, which were arranged
as stations. As the places weore distant from oune another, two more

Fataers were in readiness to succeed the first and reliove them ﬁ:

their holy burden. Besides the bulk of the French inhabitants, abo
six hundred savages walied in rarks. Tho devotion of these good
neophytes was so great that it drew tears from all who witnessed it.
I had the curiogity to watch it from a place where I could not be
seen, and I assure you that I had never beheld a procession in Frunce
more orderly, or where there was apparantly moro devotion. As
regards the savages, they are n constant marvel tome. When I think
ot what they were before they knew God, and of what they aro now
that they know Him, it touches me to a degree which I can not
expresgs."’

The 8th of September of that same year witnessed a churming
ceremony in the Ursuline monastery at Quebec. With all the accom-
paniments of fragrant flowers, lights, and harmonious singing, the
Mother Super.or advanced to lay the keys of the monastery at the feet
ot the Blessed Virgin appomting her Superior of the House. In the
act of consecration, pardon was asked for all the fuults committed
against the duty owing to Mary. After which the Superior, arising,
intoned the Te Dewm; and each nun came to offer her own personal
homage at the feet of the Queen. .

Wiilst these things were in progress at Quebec and its environs a
new settlenent had been founded on the shores of the St. Lawrence
in honour of the Queen of Heaven, and had been named Villemarie.
‘'he Society of Our Lady of Montreal, assembling at Notre Dame in
Paris, had muade a solemn offering of the island to Our Lady before
any oune should have taken up his residence there. M. Olier, founder
of St. Sulpice, officiated at this cersmony, which had made the
Blessed Virgin liege-lndy of Montreal, or Villemarie. An order had
likewise been founded there, especially to honour the Mother of God.
Its foundress was the noble and saintly Margaret Bourgeoys, * who
truly ard beautifully," as Father Girard remarks, ¢ exemplified in her
daily life the signification of her name—~DMargarita, a penrl.” This
community, in the words of its first superior, ““recognized Mary as our
mother, our superior, our sovereign, our all after her Divine Son.”

The shrine of Our Lady of Bonsecours—upon the original site of
of which now stands a Jhurch, lately renovated—was a place of great
devotion in the early times. It las so continued, as the numerous
pilgrimages which fill it each year,during the month of May,sufficiently
attest. Thither went all the dwellors in the domain of Mary, from
the knightly Paul de Maisonneuve, the perfect type of a Chrnstian
gontleman, with his coadjutors in the foundation of Montreal, to the
humble Indian neophyte, who learned at Mary's feet the science ot
the saints. s

Indeed, the fervor of these Indian converts is far from being the
least interesting page in the story of devotion to Mary in carly Canada.
Some of the traits related of these ehildren of the forest touch ua with
their simplicity, and gain a pathos from the utter want of worldly
knowledge thetein betrayed. ‘It is related that a Huron woman in
Quebee, who, after becoming a Christian had led a life of the grestest
perfection, desired at her death to make the Bleased Virgin the in-
heritor of all her possessions. The story loses nothing from the fact

‘that her worldly goods were of tae poovest, she having lived, in great

part, on the charity of the missionaries.
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o described us conversing together of the beautiful death of two of

woir children. 'The husband, Ignuce, declared to his wife that, in
ordor to procure n similur graco for themselves, ho had resolved to
make Our Lady the hoiress of all that his dear ones had loft. The
wifo eagorly entering into the project, its execution was only doluy(?]
by tho sudden and violent illiess of Ignnco. While still very weak,
however, ho caused himself to be conveyed to the chapel for Holy
Communion, after which, calling upon Father Lemercier, ho said;
+ Father, I have a littlo presont to make to the Blessed Virgin, and I
pray you to accept it for her.  Hore are somo skins which belonged
to my children. I offer them to her with all my heart:  Sho is tak-
ing such good care of our children 1n heaven, that it is just we should
show our gratitude on eacth by giving her the little they had left.”
When the missionary consented to accopt the bear-skius, both hus.
band and wife thanked him from their hearts. Very soon after
Iguace died & most holy death. His prayer had been heard, his
simple offering uccepted.

A pious custom prevailed amongst the Hurons at Loretto of
hastening to the church bofore duwn to offer as many Rosaries as
possible to the Blessed Virgin ; thus providing her, they suid, with
the means of delivering souls from purgatory. They nlso made 1t a
practice to stop at the church, going and coming from work, to ** offer
their littlo services to Mary.”

Surely the pioneer Church of Canada—that Chursh which, as the
fruit of herowe struggle und glorious martyrdom, hasleft to its des-
cendants so strong aud true & faith,—joined from the begining in
the ** cireling melody ** of the poet :

« All took up the strain and echoed Mary’s name.”
Its members beheld with joy

“ Tho Roso

Wherein the Word Divino was made incarnate ;

And the iillies, by whoso odor known,

The way of life wns followed."
And throughout their troubulous annals thisjoy deserted them not.
1. followed them through privations and hardships ; nor did it forsake
them in danger and denth, Missionary and soldier, governor and
governed, colonists and the red children of the soil whom they replaced
all joined in the mighty hymn to Mary, the Queen of this New
World where they toiled, and the Queen of that world beyond the
grave whero they hoped one day to rest,—
* The beautiful garden blossoming beneath the rays of Christ.”

MEANS OF LEARNING CHRISTIANITY.

You wish me to tell you what were my reasons for becoming a
Catholic, or, as you somewhat strangely express it,  for joining the
Romanist Schism in this country;* und you assure me that you
make this inquiry, not to gratify a mere idly curiosity, still less with
a determination not to be convineed, but with a real practical purpose
and an honeet desire of knowing the truth. Hitherto you have pro-
fessed the same form of Christianity that you learned from your
parents, but without having particularly examined into the authority
on which it rests. Recent eircumstances, however, have somehow
awakened your mind, and made you look into the grounds of your
belief, and the result has been to raise grave doubts. ‘The question
has taken firm hold of you; you recognize its deen importance; you
see that it may be a question of life or death—I mean of tife or death
otetnal ; you are resolved {o look into the matter with all soriousness,
and to act in accordunce with the result of your examination, bo the
consequences what they may. Under theso circumstances, instead
of entering at present into the details of my own conversion, I think
1 shall better comply with the spint of your request, by laying before
you some general grounds on which, as I believe, you and all others
ought to join the Catholic Communion likewise.

How shall we bogin our enquiry ? \What form shall it take ?

Practically, the question befors you comes to this: Who is the ap-
pointed teachor of Christianity ? what are the appointed means of
learning it ? Now, wo aro all agreed that Jesus Christ, our Lord and
Saviour came down from heaven not only to die for us on the Cross,
not only to purchase for us by that death the forgiveness of our sins
and all the means of grace, but also to teach us all truth, to show us
what we must believe, and what we must do in order to gain the
kingdom of heaven. This is so universslly acknowledged by all sects
of Christiaus that we need not waste any words to prove it. We
have next therefore to ask what means did our Lord adopt in order
thut you and I, who live moro than 1800 years after His return to
heaven, should learn the same truths as Ho Himseli taught? Lot
us look into the Bible, which Loth of us revere as the Word of God.
Woe rend thero that Jesus chose twelve of His disciples, whom also
He named Apostles, and that He sent them to preach the kingdom of
God. After His resurrection, He breathed upon thess men, imparting
to them tho gift, of the Holy Ghost, and making them partakers in His
own Divine Mission, saying: ¢ As the Father hath sent Mo, I also

@gmd you,"”

Whon e was just now about to leave this earth and ascond into
heavon, Ho said to theso same apostles; * All power 1s given to Mo
in heaven and in earth ; going thereforo teacls yo all nations, baptiz-
ing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Ghost ; tenching them to observoall things whatsosver I have com-
manded you, and behold I am with you all days even to the consum-
mation of the world.”

‘These words of our Blessed Lord make it quite plain that if we
had been living in those early days of the Church’s history, and had
wished to know anything nvout Christ's teaching, we must have gone
toono ¢ the other of thete Apostles and we should husve been per-
foctly snte . believing every word they taught, because of our Lord's
promise that He would be with them, and other promises to the snme
cffect. o listen to one of these apostles would have been the same
thing as to listen to the voica of God Himsolf, according to those other
words of Christ, * e that heareth you hearoth Me," and again, *“ le
that receivoth whomsoever I cend, receivoth Me, and ho that recoiveth
Me, receiveth Him that sent Me.”

Tiis would have been the state of things if we had lived ten,
twonty or forty years after our Lord's Ascension, as long as any of
s Apostles remained upon earth. But how would it huve been if
we had lived fifty or a hundred years later, or supposing we had lived
in some town or village which the Apostles nover visited ? The
Apostles wero but men, they wore not able to go everywhere, neither
wero the, going to live forever. What provision was made for those
goneration of men who would never see any of the Apostles them-
solves?  Wa should certainly have conjectured from the words of our
Lord’s last promise to them, which have been already quoted, that
the Apostles were to last till the end of the world, if not in their own
natural bodies, yet in their supernatural offico; if not themselves,
yet others suceceeding to their places and inheriting their privileges.

Butin this letter 1 do not wish to leave anything to conjectures, or
even to reasonable inferencoe. I mean as far as possible to go by the
plain testimony of the Scriptures in all that I shall say. What then
do the Scriptures tell usas to the question before us? What hap-
pened as a matter of fact after our Lord’s ascension 2 At first the
Apostles, having filled up their number by the election of Matthias in
the place of Judas, managed all the affairs, both spiritual and tem-
poral of the new society. Presently, finding this too much for them,
they slnfted tho burden of temporalities to the shoulders of a now set
of officers called dencons. By and by the Church is thrown open to
the Gentiles ; and shortly afterwards, under the immedinte direction
of the Holy Ghost, Saul and Barnabas were set apart for the work of
the miuistry by a ceremony which iucluded fus ing and prayer and the
laying on of bands. These men go about preaching the gospel in
various places, founding new churches or congregations of the fuitir-
ful, and in every place they ordain priests or elders—we will not stop
now to dispute about their right name or precise functions ; we will
only remark that prayer and fasting are ugain mentioned in connection
with these ordinations.

St. Paul, writing to his beloved son Titus, tells him that he had
lefi bim behind him in Crete for this very purpose that he should set
in order the things that were wanting, and in particular that he should
ordain priests in every city. \What was to be the duty of these priests ?
One part of their duty was to teach. Jor St. Paul, writing to
Pimothy, another well-beloved son, whom he had desired to remain
at Ephesus, as he had desired Titus to remain at Crete, tells him that
he had done so mn order that he might * charge some not to teach differ-
ently from what they had been themselves taught ; and after exhort-
ing him again and again not to ueglect the grace that is in hint, which
was given him by prophecy with imposition of the hands of the
priesthood, he gives him the following charge: *The things which
thou hast heard of me by many witnesses, the same commend to
faithful men who shall be fit to teach others also.”

Hero then we bave had set before us four or five links in a chain of
divinely appointed teachers. as that chain ever come tv anend?
First, we see God the Son sent by His Ileavenly Father, then God
the Son sonds twelve men with the very same divine mission He had
Hunself receivod: God the Holy Ghost too, Himself sert by the
Father and the Son, sends other men on the same mission and with
the snme authority. One of these men sends others, amongst the rest
Timathy and Titus, and he charges them to hand on the same com-
mission to faithful men who shall be fit to teach others also.

1ad you and I been living then, and had we desired to learn the
true dcctrme of Christ, is it not clear that we should have had to go
to one of these men and listen to his teaching and that we shiould
havo been perfoctly safe in doing s0? Nay, more; that we could 1os
then have Jearnt the Christian religton in any other way. For, as
you very well know, Jesus Christ did not leave one single document
belind Him. When He left this earth not one single sentence of the
Now Testameont had been written. Neithor do we find among His
directions to His Apostles ono single trace of any command to them
to commit His divine doctrine to writing. Moreover, we know, asa
matter of frct, that thousands of men and women embraced Chris-
tianity, and believed in it unto salvation, and died in the faith ef
Jesus Christ, who had never heard of, and much less seen, any
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inspired Gospel, or inspired Epistle, or any book of the New Testa-
ment.

Observe how exuctly this tallies with St. Paul's account of the
genceration of faith in tho heavts of those who receive it.  1le first
luys down tho general proposition that ** whosoever shall cull upon
the nnume of the Lord shall be saved,” and then he goes on, ¢ llow
shall they eall on him in whom they have not believed ? or how shall
they believe him of whom they have not heard ? aund how shall they
hear without a preacher ? und how shall they presch unless they be
sent 2" And he concludes ** Faith then cometh by learing, and
hearing by the word of Christ ; ** tho word of Christ spoken or preached
as ho he bas just said. And this aleo agrees with what the sume
Apostle bas said in another place, ** It pleased God by the foolishuess
of our preaching to save them that believe.” And elsewhere he re-
peats more than once that ho had been appointed a preacher, an
apostle, and a teachor of the Goutiles.

Lwo things are clearly established by these sayings of St. Paul,
that in his day at lenst the teaching of Christinnity wag to be by
preaching and that the preachers wero to be sent. Has this law ever
been revoked? And if so, when and by whom? Has there over
been a { me since the days of St. Paul when there was not a body of
men on earth claiming to be thussent ?  Is there such a body of men
now ? ~—Jrom Iourfold Dificulties of Anglicanism, by Rev, J. Spencer
Northeote, D.D.

Two vounc surveyors with an Irish friend are busily packing
valises labled the *North West."”

 What shall we take,” asks Frank, “in the way of linen, I mean
collars and cufis 2"

* Well,” answers Tom, **a3’tisamong Indians, rather than Chinese,
I think our neck-wear bettor consist of seer-suker 'kerchiefs."

*Whatever you do, pile in lots of pipes and tobacco,” calls Juck
from across the room, where he is busily polishing up a seven-shooter.

At lust the grips wero filled, each one requiring u pressure of the
knee to fit in an extra novel and box of cigars; to the detriment of
various gliss ornaments.

Next morning the three left Ottawa for the Lake of the Woods.
The two young blorrows, with pardonable pride, pointed out to their
Irish friend, as they travelled along, Ontaric’s rich, well tilled farms;
aud yet further on, the mearureless tracts of grain and lumbering
country stretching from Hudson Bay to the Pacific coast, that since
the opening of the great northern route the C. P. R. has thrown open
it fonceless fields to thousands of pale faces from the hotbeds of old
courtry cities.

It was in the year 1873, before the Treaty No. Three had been
signed by the Chippewas, for the surrendering of the North-west augle
of land lymg near the Lake of the Woods, in lieu of large remunera-
tions made by the Government, that sur friends found themselves out
there ready to commence work, almost “ before the ink would be dry.”

During the year the fecling between the whites and Indians wus, to
put it mildly, somewhat strained, so that the appearance of three of
the former excited their suspicious nature. It was a bright Septem-
ber day when our {riends ran up their tents and proceeded to make
themselves generally comfortable.  After supper they lay lazily
upon the soft grass, the air wrapping them in the hazy yellow light,
peculiar to the northern autumn, and the heavy stillness alinost sug-
gesting the thought that creation had but begun with them. But
Frank destroyed the half-pleasing illusion by drawing out his mouth-
organ, and, whilst Jack and Tom puffed at their cigars, out on that
listening stillness floated the sweet air of * The old folks at home."

One of the chiefs advanced to Frank leading o most hideous looking
squaw, with blanket all covered with elk, (a sigh of favour in her
Lotd’s sight), and presented her to I'rank, in gratitude for the pleasure
derived from his rmouth.organ the previous evening.

It was in vain that poor Frank pleaded guilty to having an impedi-
ment, the chief made him throw away the **white squaw ' for this
one all covered with elk.

The ladies of
Loretto are to be greatly commended for their
zeal in instituting this conventual mission and
for providing such an cloquent and earnest
conductor as Rev. Father Kenny.

...The ceremony of laying the corner stone of
the new chapel of the Precious Blood convent,
which was to have taken place on Sunday
afternoon, has been unavoidably postponed
until some future time not yet arranged. 'L'he
dimensions of the chapel i}l he 40 x 80 feet,
and when completed will be open at all times
for devotion to the Precious Blood. This
Order, the parent house of which is in France,
has four houses in Canada and one in the
United States, the heal house being at St.
Hyacinthe, Quebec. ‘Thoy are a strictly
cloistered community, and devote their time
between contemplation, maunual labour and
prayer, their lives being dedicated to atone-
ment for sins committed against the Precious
Blood. Many of the beautiful altar vestments
that adorn the churchos and clergy of Toronto
have been the production of their labours.

...0On Sunday morning those about to receive
their first Communion assembledat the Church
of the Sacred Hearl and wore addressed on the
importance of the step they were taking by
the Rev. Father Lumarche, after which the
Sacrament was admnistered to them. In the

afternoon at 5 p.m. the Sacrament of Confir-

mation was administered to about thirty child.
ren by His Grace the Archbishop, who delight-
ed the worshippers at the church by prefacing
the ceremony with an address to the children
in their mother tongue, the French. In lang-
uage so simple that the veriest child could
understand, he dwelt upon the sublimity of
the step they wero then about to take, and
urged upon them to be cver true to the
Church, that Chnrch which had accomplished
so much for tho good of humanity. Amongst
the clergy present were, Very Rev, Vicars-Gon-
eral Rooney and McCann, and Rev, Fathors
Teefy, Lynch, and Donahge.

...At St.Basil’s Church on Sunday May S1st
the feast of Corpus Christi will bo celebrated
by a grand musicial service for which Haydn’s
Sixteenth Mass is under preparation. The
goloists will be, Soprano, Mrs J. C. Smith;
Alto, Miss Todd; Tenor, Mr. J. F. Kirk; and
Bass, Messrs. D. Miller, J. Costelloe, Moure,
and H. McNamara. A full crchestra, under
the leadership of Messrs Baily and Carl Martena
will take part in the musical service, the Band
of the College also playing selections. Father
Murray, C.S.B., as usual will preside at the
organ, and the whole will be under the able
direction of Rev. IFather Challandurd. whose
reputation as n musician and trainer i3 we'l
known. As ho has been assidously practicing
the choir for this service, a musical treat will
be provided for the consregation second to
none given before at St. Basil's.

...At the Cathedral on Sunday last some 6O
children made their First Communion. The
children, who were all neatly clad, the boys in
dark suits and the girls in spotless white robes,
presented a very happy and edifying picture.
The large and lofty cathedral, the beautiful
altar decorations and the sound of hallowed
music made up a scene which in after years
will be found indelibly wiitten on the hearts,
not only of those who were receiving their
First Communton, but of those who were
witnesses of it. In a few well chosen words
his Grace the Archbishop, previous to Com-
munion, spoke to them of the occasion for
which they had gathered, and dwelt on the
goodness and love of God for them.
Immediately after the colebration of the
Mass his Graco administered the sacrament
of Confirmation to 60 persons, children and
adults, again peefacing the ceremony by signi-
ficant words bearing upon the sacrament. He
spoke of the firat feast of Pentecost and of the
effect it bad upon the disciples of Christ, trans-
forming them out of their cowardice and making
them strong and fearless, By confirmation we

obtain like power and are given spiritual cour-
age and help to overcome the world, the fiesh,
and the devil. Gonlinuing, his Grace spoke of
the duties the Ghurch imposes upon her chil-
dren and exhorted them to be faithful to her,
and thus, by the force of their example to help
win souls for Christ.

After Confirmation his Grace conferred
the total abstinence pledge on all the boys un-
til they reached the age of twenty.one. 1In
the evening all those -vho had received tlLeir
First Communion and were confirmed wero en-
rolled in the scapular of Our Lady of Mount
Garmel.

THE OKANGE SENTINIL ON MIRACLES.

Thz theological editor of the Sentinel has an article on ** Miracles
in the Catholic Church.” He says: * For centuries after the death
of Christ and His apostles the performance of miracles was ymphieitly
believed in by many good and devout people, but graduully as the real
truths of Christianity spread, and as the cold light of science shone
round the earth, even the most credulous people have become sceptical
of all other miracles excops those recorded in the Bible, until to-day,
outside the pale of tho Roman Catholic Church, there are very few
indeed who believe in the performance of these alleged miracles, but,
on the contrary, consider them frauds and shams, intenied only to
deceive the most ignorant people.  But the Church of Rome still ad-
heres to the doctrine of miracles with extraordinary tenacity, and
even under the fierce light of nineteenth century intelligence, educa-
tion and scientific progress, continues from day to day unblushingly
and with cool effrontery to publish accounts of the performanco at
her shrines and holy places in every part of the world of alleged
miracles.”

When he says, * but gradually as the neav truths of Christianity
spread, etc.,” he implies that the early Clivistians had only imaginary
Christian truths, and that it was through the * cold light of science *
yeople came in after times to & knowlodge of thoe real truths of Chiis-
tianity. It is a great pity this erudite cditor did not tell us precisely
when and how all this came o be achieved, for Judging from the
divisions and squabbles still going on in our midst among the Protes-
tant sects, it would seesn thav the real truths of Christianity are not
yet discovered, even with all the aids thav the cold light of science
have thrown around them. By telling us ouce and for all what are
the real truths of Christianity, and, which of the Protestant denom-
inations posséss them, he wonld put a stop to all these unseemly
disputes and divisions, and confer on Protestantism the great boon of
Christian unity, upon which so many amongst them are speculating,
and to which they are getting no neaver. ¢ Outside of the Catholia
Church,” he says, * few believe in these alleged miracles.” Thatis
very true, and he might bave added that outside of the Catholic
Church very few believe anything at all in the supernatural order ;
and how could it bu otherwiso if the « cold light of science ™ is to be
the criterion of the truths of the Christian faith. \What has the
cold light of scienco to do with the doctrines of the Trinity or the
Incarnation ? W fancy, however, that the authorities in the Catho-
lic Church, who investigate the facts, authenticating miracles, would
compare well as scientists with the theologian of the Sentinel. We
have not seen the report of the alleged miracle upon which the
article in question is founded, but as it appears in the Sentinel it has

intornnl evidenco in somo of tho details, which makes us suepect that
it has not boen accurately reproduced in that papor.

Has the gentlemun in charge of tho theological department of the

Sentinel, end by profession tho champion of an open Bible, read in
tho 16th chapter of St. Mark, ** And lie suid to them, Go ye into the
whole world and preach the gospel to overy creaturo; he that bo-
lievoth and is baptized shall be saved, bus hie that bolieveth not shall
bo condommned. And these signs rhall follow them that beliove, in
my name thoy shall cast out devils, they shall speak with now tongues,
thoy shall take up serpents and if they shall drink any dendly thing
it shall not hurt them, thoy shull lay their hands on the sick and thoy
shall recover.” Sich is the language in which Christ declures that
miraclesshall continue to be performed in favour of those having the
truth, By a whimsical Otange canon of interpretation, however, all
this means that miracles are not to be crediled excopt those recorded
in the Bible. Christ bas affixed no limitation of time or place to the
porformance of miracles, but the Sentinel does. As we have seen
Clirist imparted the general power of working miracles i immediato
oonnection with the commission to preacl and convert the nations,
and as this lutter wus to continue unto the consummation of the world,
50 also was the former.

In fuct. tho Fathers and Doctors of the Church, have always ap-
pealed to the miracles that have beon performed by the members of
the Catholic Church as proof that God is with her, for without the
power of God no man ean do such things. Giving sight to the blind,
hearing to the deaf, casting out devils, raising the dead to life, are
truo miracles.
have been done in the Catholic Church, in fact those Protestants wh
have sti" any vestige of faith in thie supernatural beheve this, so the
Sentinel is fur from speaking the mind of all who are outside the pale
of Cuatholicity. Even in modern times, Sts. Francis Xuvier, Philip
Nori, Francis de Sales, John Francis Regis, ete., have performed
miracles which many Protestant authors admiit to bo genuine.

The evidence devised from the languuge of Christ for the perpetual
continuance of miracles, is even stronger, perhaps, than that for the
unlimited continuance of the commission to preach, to baptize and to
convert all nations.  Mark how emphatic, and how general aro the
words contained in these two parallel texts: “Amen I say to you
that whosouver shall say to this mountain, bo thou removed, und beo
thou cast into the sea, and shall not stagger in his heart, but believe
that whatsoever ho shall say shall be done, it shall be done for him.
Therefore ¥ suy to you, all things whatsoever you ask when you pray,
believe that you shall receive, und they shall come unto you.” (St.
Mark 11; 28-24). “Amen, Amen I say to you, he thatbelieveth in me,
the works tuat I do he shall do also, and greater than these shall he
do, becauvse I go to the TFather.” (8t. Johm, 14; 12). Tho cvidens
meaning of all this, according to the Sentinel is that miracles have
censed long ago.  The reason why theologians of the Sentinel stamp
denounce all modern mirarles as fravds, is, that none have been per-
formed in favour of Protestantism. Some, indeed, have attempted
to work miracles, but failed in the attempt. In 1545 Luther under-
took to cast a devil out of a young girl, in Mesina, at Wittenberg, but
the demon assaulted aud severely hurt both Luthor and his com-

panions.

Bolsic, in his life of Calvin and Lurious, in his clironicle, relates

that Calvin bribed a man, whose name was Bronean, to connterfeit
himself dead, that he might rise him to life. After some prayers
Calvin, taking him by the hand, cominanded him in the name of the
Lord to arise ; but in vain, for Broncan was really dead. Upon this,
Broneen's wife, distracted with grief, declared that her husband was
alivo when he made the bargain, ‘but now,” she oxclaimed, *he isas
dead as a nit, and as cold as a stone.” Who has not read the history
of the imposter, Elizabeth Crofts? We would recommend the perusal
of her doings to our friend of the Sentinel. It is a matter of revela-
tion, and well attested by history, thut miracles continue with the
faithiul, and whoever has paid any attention to the subject is well
aware that nothing is, or can be better authenticated, or more con-
clusively proved, than the fact that miracles never ceased in the chwrch,
Yet Gatholics are not bound to believe every report of an alleged
miraculous fact, sinco every such fact is to be recerved or rejected, ac-
cording to the direct proofs in the cage. If wo are asked to believe
this or that alleged miracle, wo may ask on what grounds, and inves-

Many Protostunt writers admi¢ that these thingsg
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tigate the evidence. As to the ovidence in any particular instance
Catholies are perfectly freo to accopt or reject it.  We should not be
too credulous, but by no means like tho Sentinel, absolutely incredulous.

It the Orange Sentinel, instend of contradicting Christ's promises
in regard to the continuance of miracles, or showing that these
promises, if made, aro not carried out, were to employ itself in recon-
ciling tho contradictions of Protestantism with objective truth, it would
have plenty to do. But this is not the voeation of the Sentinelh Its

. voeation is to blacken ond misrepresent Catholics, and to avert tho
thoughts of ity dupes from the real truth. The Sentinel loves to
ropresent Judyge MecMnrhon as approving of the Orange oath, as con-
taining nothing to which overy good Christian should not subscribe.

THE ROMAN QUESTION.

So long as the Supreme Pastor is unuble to govern the Universal

Church with perfect freedom and independence lus position 1sabnormal.
‘This right to independenco is not a privilege or concession from man;
it comes from God. Since the occupation of Rcme in 1870, the
government of the Church has been fettered, impeded, or checked
altogether. The Sovereign Pontiff has received from God the authority
to teuach the whole world; at the same time all nations are commanded
to hicar his voice, But tho Italian Government steps in between God
and His creatures with Jaws and prohibitions of its own. In 1877
Pius IX. pronounced a magnificent allocution on the condition of the
Cutholic Church in Italy, and the trinls of the Ifoly See. Accordins
to tho express decluration of Victor Emmanuel and his Govermnex::,
the Pope was free to exercise his spiritual authority without let or
hindrance. But on this occasion the Keeper of the Seals, Mancini,
took the Pontiff to tusk, and reminded him of his subject state.
The Italian Parlisment had decreed the independence of the Pope,
not God. “Tho !nguage of Pius IX. was excessive, vioent, treason-
able. 1le was ungrateful for the generous concessior made by thelaw;
but for the Guarantees the Pope would be amenable for outrage and
rebellion. It was illegal oven to print the allocution. For once, how-
ever, the rights of the government would be waived to show the mag-
nanimity of Ministers. Any favourable remark, however, or approval
in others was criminal, and would inur the penalties of the law.”

In 1881 Leo XIIIL gave the world a new proof that the independence
of the Pontifl in Romo was u fiction :* If in our solicitude forjthe Cath-
olic Cliurch we raise our voice to uphold her rights and claim chat
Temporal Power, which is necessary for the liberty and indepandence
of our spiritual authority, a tempest of howls, threats, insults, and
abuse witho1t measure is stirred up against us.”

Tho Sovercign Pon'iff derived immediately from Christ the right
to guard truth, to protect the moruls of the faithful, to watch over the
administration of the Sacrament. But in Romo the Italian Govern-
mont usurped these atiributes. A royai decreo regulated the liours
and methods of carrying tho Viaticum to the sick. A law passed the
Chamber of Deputies that no doctrines likely to disturb the consciences
of men were o be preached from the pulpit. Confessors where warned
not to refuse absolution “to adherents of the new order of things

under pain of fiae and imprisonment. The Government determinod
the number of priests required in each church, and offered Lo protect
tho clergy against the tyranny of their superiors, in other words, to
support rebellion againgt authority, In Universilies the chair of
Theology was suppressed. In poor schools eatechism, religious instuc.
tion, and prayer wero forbidden. Religious teachers wore banished.
Apostato priets wero set over the department of public instruction.
Atheists, Jews, and unbeliovers obtained the preforence for professorinl
chairs,

The Sovereign Pontiff holds directly from Christ the commisaion
to preach tiie Gospel to the whole world. Rome is the eentre of truth,
of authority, of jurisdiction. From the carliost nges the Popos gath-
ered around the Chair of St. Poter men destined to carry light to
the nation. Clleges, seminaries, and hopses of missions were est-
ablished and endowed for that purpuse. Students from every clime
wont to Rome to prepare for the missionary life. Under the eye of
the Pontiff they were moulded in apostoiic virtue; with his sanction
they preached the Gospel to the hcathen. The Italian Government
has muined and crif pled this oftice of the Papucy. Colleges have
been suppressed.  Mission houses have been confiscated. Whatever
foreign protection provented dissolution such erushing tuxes have been
levied that the utility of most educational establishment has been
greatly marred.

The Sovereign Pontiff has the exclusive right from Christ to incul-
cato the Evangelical Councils to direct souls m the pathos of perfec.
tion. Hoalone has the nght to correct, visit or dissolve rehgious
institutions, The Ltalian Government usurped these privileges, and
by a inero decree of state, omptied monnsteries, confiseated goods,
closed convents and robbed cloistered nuns of their dowers.

«The dignity and independence of the Holy Seo, the well-being and
salvation of the human family, are bound up with the temporal Power
of tho Pope.” These words of Leo XIIL in the Iincyclical of May,
1880, theoretically solved the Roman Question.  Incmies of the
Pupacy regard them as a mero assertion by an interested party, and
iznore them. To Catholics they are a solemn declaration from the
Vicar of Christ in the interest of souls.  For Catholies the word of
the Popo is truth. The events of the last twenty years justify the
declaration of the Pope and .ve suflicient to convince the most
ordinary understanding. Independence snd subjection ure incom-
patible.  When the Temporal Power was destroyed in 1870 the Sov-

ereign Pontiff fcll into she hands of the Italian Government.  Who-
ever lies under govermment is subject. Were the Italinn Government

most loyal, most filial, most devoted, most Catholic, the Pope would
still bo no better than a guest. No father enjoys complete indepen-
dence in the home of his son.  Under the actual government the Pope
is little better thana prisoner. .

Phe Guarantees which replaced the Temporal Power fuiled. They
fuiled because they guaranteed what did not exist. They guaranteed
independence, but independence disappeared with the Temporal
gower, for temporal power alone is the sourco and support of indepen-
dence. Before, therefore, tho independence of the Pontiff can be
guaranteed, Temporal Power must borestored.  This is only common
gense. ‘'To Italian Freemasons tho connection between Temporal
Power and Papal Independence was self-evident. When they robbed
the Pope of his Patrimony, they aimed a blow at the existence of the
Papacy. The Guarantees were s sop to Europe—a big word for
diplomatists to munch whilo the revolution was maturing. After the
atrocious violation of the Guarantecs on the 18th of July, 1881, IFree-
masons put aside their hypocrisy. Thoy demanded the abolition of
those Guaranteesin the name of civilization. The word logic would
have been moro appropriate.  * The abolition of the Papacy,” said
one, ** ig the historic mission of Italy.* ¢ The Papacy,” said another
of the sect, ‘hinders the march of progres.’” Garibaldi, ina telegram
from Caprera to the anti-clerical demagogues in Rome, put the issue
curtly: *Italy demands the suppression of the Guarantees and of the
guaranteed.”

The Pope is the centre of Authority. Princes rule by Divine Right,
but princes are subject to the Divine Law. The yusrdian and
expounder of this lnw on carth is the Vicar of Christ. He lays down
the lines of legitimate authority, defines its limits, restrains excesses,
curbs abuses. The jurisprudence and equity of nations arc framed
upon the Roman Law. A king is tho father of his people, the Pontiff
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is the father of kings. If the highest authority on earth be spurned,
silenced, traduced, what bulwark have the people againss tyranny and
oppression ?

Nupoleon I. was an impartial witness when he said : * It is true
that the Pope is not in Uaris, neither is ho in Mudrid or Vienna.
Where hes we can put up with his authority. At Madrid and
Vienna they say the sume thing.  Think you if the Pope resided in
Paris that Austrinns and Spaniards would receive his Decrees 2 1t i
a happy thing for us that there is & Pope, and that he resides solely in
Rome. ‘I'here he is out of the veach of the Ewmperors of Germany, and
far from the Kings of France aud Spain.  From Rome he is always
ready to raise his voice ngainst even tho most powerful princes when
they attempt to become oppressors.

The Popo is the eentre of Obedience.  Authority without obedienceo
is dend. Only the moral power of the Church can exwet obedience.
Where that influence fuils msnbordination runs riot. Socialism in
Germany, Communism in France, Nibilism in Russia, wero and are
the fruits of emancipation frowm spiritual control.  Without submission
society would run to chros. The well-being und security of the hu-
man fanmily depend upon wisely exercised authority and dutiful obe-
dience. Without Temporal Power the Father of the Faithful is not
free and independent to enforce the one or to direct the other. The
practical and only solution, then, of the Roman Question is the rest-
aration of the Temporal Power of the Pope.

The obligation of bringing that solution about rests with the Catho-
lic world. “Phe present position of the Pope cannot be maintaiuned.
1t was intolerable in the beginning: it becomes every day mo-e in-
tolerable. The Catholics of Italy should be foremost in undoing
the evil. Leo XIIL has appealed to them with the love of a father
and tho fire of » king to organize their scattered forces, to be vigilant,
firm, and faithful. But many difliculties beset Itahan CGatholics.
The destroyers of the Papacy were Italisns. The evil work was
wrought in the name of liberty and of Italy. During long years the
public mind has been poisoned with promises of great good to religion,
and great advantages to the nation.  An mvoluntary sympathy with
the Revolution was generated in almost every breast. EBven the
staunchest were bewildered by distinctions between Spiritusl and
Temporal Power. It will take a long twme to eradicate unsound
theories, to make the masses realizo that the loss of Rome to the Pope
bodes no good to Italy, and thut pence, prosperity, and ereatness will
never return to the Peninsulu until the Romun Pontiff is remstated
in his rightful poszessions.

The Italian Govermment forbids these doctrines. To question
Italy's right to Romze would be tresson. To counsel an upsetting of
the present order by word or writing would entail confiscation and
imprisonment. Constitutional means of action by elections have yei
to be created. ltaly lies hiclpless in the arms of tyranny. Her cries
of ugony are stifled , lier voice 1s gagged 5 she is a slave.

But the Catholic world outside Italy bas no such bLinderances.
Catholics care notbing for the unity of Italy. They keep one point
steadily in view. Rome belongs to the Pope.  The possession of
Rome is necessary to the Papacy, not for the glory and gain of Italy,
but for the independent government of the Universal Church. Italy
has no right to Rome, unless the success of the marsuder, or of the
petty pilferer, be honoured {by the name of right. The prior rights
of the Papacy—thauis, of the Catholic world—<0 Rome und the States
of the Church can never be extinguished by force. In one case only,
as it is well put by the author of « The Popeand Italy,” will Iualy
have a right to Rome, nanely, when the Catholic Faith has ceased to
exist upon earth. Then will God relinyuish IXis right to Rome, rnd
Italy way enter into uudisputed possession. Until that day dawns
pone but the Sovercign Pontiff muy reign within the walls of the
Eternal City without outraging Heaven and the rights of the Catholic
world.”

Dr. J. A. MacCabe was born in Ireland, in 1842. 1lle was
educated chiefly in the National Schools of his native country ;
in the Normal School, Dublin, where he took the two courses,
general and “special,”” and in the Catholic University. His
connection with college work began early. He was English and
Mathematical Master in the Diocesan Academies of Belfast,
Kilmore, and Killarney, which positions he filled in the order
named. Coming {o Nova Scotin in 1869, he was appointed
Mathematical Master in the Provincial Normal School, Truro;
but, after a short time he was, at his own request, transferred to
the chair of English, & position more congenial to his well-known
literary tastes. In 1875, on the opening of the new Normal
School in Ottawa, he was appointed its first Principal, a position
he has held since that time. Most of his university work was
done in the Catholic University, Dublin. IIe was graduated
AL A. from Ottawa University in 1877. e received the degree
of LL.D. from the same University in 1889.

Dr. MacCabe has taken an active interest in many organiza-
tions since hecame to Ottawa. For three years he was President
of the St. Patrick's Literary Assuvcintion of Ottawa; and was
for 2 number of years President of the Particular Council of the
Society of St. Vincent de Paul. e is & member of the Branch
Examiners for entrance to the Royal Military College, Kingston,
and a member of the Board of Lxaminers for the County of
Carleton.

In 1883 he became a charter member of Branch 28, C.M.B.A.,
He filled the office of President of that Braneh; and first
attended the Grand Council as Representative of his Branch in
1886, He was then elected to the Board of Trustees of the
Grand Council. Completing his four years' term of oflice in tho
Board, he was, at the last meeting of the Grand Council in Mon-
treal, unanimously elected Grand President.

Arch-
bishop I'nbre oflicinted at the service. At two
o'clock 1lis Grace confirme the children at
Mile End church, ut three o'clock at St. Jean
Baptiste church, and at four at the church of
St. Louis de France.

...At the church of the Gesu the morning ser-
vice, on Sunday last, was largely attended, but
that of the evening was crowded, many being
attracted by the announcement that Mr.
Charles Suntley would sing. ‘I'hose who were
fortunate enough to hear the perfect tones of
this justly celebrated baritone will long remem-
ber it. 'T'o singers it was un invaluable lesson.
Reyond a tendency to hurry the time, Santley
is simply faultless as a vocalist. Of the choir
and orchestra, under Professor Clarke, it 1s only
vight tosay that the combination was a credit
to Montreal. Mr. Santley himself declared
that he bas seidom heurd Gounod's Mass, or
Rosini's *Pantum Ergo,” and his own compo-
sition, ** Vem Sanctus Spiritus,” so correctly
and harmoniously rendered.  Professors Du-
charme and Clurke have certainly added to
their acknowledged reputations as organist and
conductor respectively.  Rev. Father Drum-
mond preached a most cloquent and impressive
sermon at the evening service, which was
listened to with marked attention by the
unusually lurge congregation.

...On Sunday morning, at 7 o'clock, at the
church of St. Ann's, all the mnale members of
tho Arch-Confraternity of the Holy Family, as
well as the St. Ann’s Young Men's society, ap-
proached the altar rails in a body and received
holy communion, the spectacle of so nany
haudreds of men performing this solewn act
of religion being most impressive and edifying.
The sass was celebrated by Rov. Ernest Du-
bois, C.SS.R., proviucial visitor of the Re.
demptorist order, who arrived last week from
Belgium on his periodical visit to the various
houses of his communmity in Canada. At the

In
the evening the services were very grand, there
being a reception of over 200 members into the
young ludies’ section of the Arch-Confraternity
of the Holy Family, followed by a procession
through the church, in which the Shrine of
Our Lady of Perpetunl Help was borne, the
choir singing Zangavelli's ¢ Magnificat” due.

Was she wauting in her duty 2 No,
and here s her explanation to her clase.  *The
word excommunicated meant that any one who
was excommunicated had his or her cars cut
off, put in a box and sent to the Pope for o
present.’ "

...By the will of the late Hannalh Doyle of
Boston, the residue of her property, after
several bequests to relatives, is left in cqual
shares to St. Elizabeth's Hospital, St. Mary's
Infant Asylum and the St. Jumes' conference
of the Society of St. Vincent do Paul.

...0One of the sons of Sir Edmund A. . Lech-
mere, Bart., M. P. who is travelling in
Australin, has been recieved into the Church.
Tho cermony took place in the Cathedral
Church of St. Patrick, Nelbourne, the catechu-

mem bemg conditionally baphized under the
name Cyril Leo Alban.

...'I'he Dominicen nuns have opened a new con-
vent and school at Moss Vale, in the Arch-
diocese of Sydney, Now South Wales. Cardi-
ml Morran, Archbishop Carr, Archbishop
Murphy, Bishop Moore, Bishop Murphy, Bishop
Higging and Monsignor Verdon was present
on the occusion of the blessing of the new
buildings.

..An Italian Catholic priest in the diocese of
Brooklyn denounce the Mafin Society in a
recent speech. A committeo of Italiun, have
presented resolutions of condemnation of his
action and language to the Bishop. But the
good priest was only doing his duty. ‘The
Catholic church is opposed to all secret so-
cioties.

...Bishop Healy of Portlund, Me., who has
been making a vrief visit to Rev. W. A. Blenk-
insop, rector of SS. Deter and Paul’s church,
South Boston, had a nurrow escape from what
might have been a serious and, perhaps, fatal
aceident on April 80. While returning irom
the Carney Hospitalin a carriage the horses be-
came unmanagable anddashedaway atafurious
pace,colliding with agrocery team and throwing
the driver of the latter to the ground. Bishop
Healy, seeing his dunger, opened the carriage
door and leaped out, escaping without a
scratch.

...Monsignor Scalabrini, Dishop of Piacenza,
has been speaking in Milan on the emigration
of Italinns. He is much against their leaving
the country. There are, he says, 2,000,000
of Italians in the Americas. Of the majority
of these emigrants, Monsignor Scalabrini re-
marks that their lot is to guffer the most abject
misery and become the victims of mfamous
traflickers in human flesh.

... The late Father Tennison Wood hasa worthy
successor 1 the person of Rev. J. Milne-
Curran, F.G.S., who has already made his
mark in Australia as a geologist. Father Milne-
Curran recently delivered in Sydney a very in.
teresting lecture on the geology of ancient
Australia. The lecture was delivered under
the auspices of the technical education branch
of the department of public instruction.

...The Papal Cousistory has been postponed
untii toward the end of May beecause of the
negotintions pursued with Prussia in regard to
the nomination of the Archbishop of Posen,
with Austrin in regard to that of the Primate
of Hungary, and with Russin.  Concerning
this last, the negotiations are in a fair way of
turning out well. The Czar having accepied
the usage of the liturgical language in the
Polish churchies and the difficulties in the
method of nominating bishops bemg re-
moved.

..-Very Rev. Dean O'Brien, pastor of St. Au-
gustine’s church, Kalamnzoo, has been ap-
pomted by President Harrison, one of the
visitors at the West Point Mlitary Academy.
We heartily commend the appointment and
respectfully tender our sincere congratulations
to Dean O'Brien upon the distinguished honor
conferred upon him. Wo believe that it is the
first time in the history of West Point Academy
that a Catholic, priest or layman, has been
thus honoured.—Michigan Catholic.

...Some protest has been excited, cven in sub-
missive secular Rome (says the Weekly Register),
by the confiscatiou of a little charitable legacy
left by a parish priest on his death-bed, not to
any of the unfortunate ** Charitable Trusts,”
but personally to the members of the Local
Society of St. Vincent de Paul. It swas the
late pastor of San Salvatore in Lanro, and ho
had but £800: this e bequeathed for the sick
poor of his parish ; but the vigiliant oye of the
Stato has found it out, and the active band
has swept it away,

Both he and the Evangelical delegates ave
trying to destroy the Catholie church.

...Cardinal Gibborns, Archbishop Ryan of Phila-
delphia, Bishop Phelan of Pittsburg, Bishop
Mcliovern of Harrisburg and Bishop O'Hara
of Scranton were present in Wilkesbarre, Pa.,
on Sunduy, May 8rd, to take part in the cele-
bration of the consecration of St. Mary's chiureh
and altar. They were met at the station by the
Ninth regiment, N. G. Pa., and abont twenty
Catholic societivs, who escorted them to the
parochial residence, While inspecting St.
Kfary's church Bishop O'llara was taken ill
with a hemorrhage of the stomach. Dr.
O'Malley was summoned immediately, and
found the bishop in a serious condition.  For

It isa four-story brick house, 22
by 60 feet, and has been placed in good repair
by Mr. Lindsy Hoffman Chapin, the treasurer
of the board of patronesses, for the support of
these sisters.  Since they arrived from France
they have been the guests of the Sisters of Bon
Secours, at their convent, Lexing on avenue
aud Eighty-first street.  The mother house
is at 58 Rue Violet. Paris, and seventeen branch
houses are in successful operation in that city
and London. These Sisters of the Assumption,
or the Nursery Sisters of the oor. devote
themselves exclusively to nursing the sick poor
in their own homes, without regurd to creed or
nationality.

..among the new institunons of the Sisters
of Charity latcly cstablished in Rome 15 the
one of the sisters of the hmmaculate Concep-
tion, commonly called there *Le Turchine™
The Sisters are settled in u house near San
Giovamni ¢ P'aola, on the Celian Hill.  These
nuns, whose zeal in assisting the sick and
collecling the poor orpbans in the street and
giving them shelter has earned then the esteem
of all, have merited special praise for the great
help that they gave on theday on what the ex-
plosion took place, the 23rd of last month.
As soon as they had heard the report of the
axplostor and had learnt what had happened,
thirteen of them at once went 1o the scene of
the disaster, and proved of the greatest help.
They brought medicine and bandages for tying.
up wounds, that were found greatly wanted,
as there was nothing with which to bandage
up the wounded or anything with .hich to
give them inunmediate relief. King Humbert
came upon them while they were busy assist-
ing a wounded man and asked to what Order
they belonged and addressed kind words to
them. They remained on the ~pot until their
services were no wore required.

...A conferonce of the McCarthyite members
of Parliament, held at London on May 11th,
resolved to call o convention in Irelund. "The
resolution adopted was to the efitet that since
Parnell has refused te comply with all sugges-
tions ag to releasing tho Paris funds his col.
leagues are led to believe he is opposed to ap-
plying these funds to the relief of the evicted
tenamts. ‘Therefore, in view of the extremo
urgeney of the case and of the approach of a
general election, it has been resolved to appeal
to Ireland in behalf of the evicted tenants.
The resolution adds:—* We hereby sunnnon
a convention 1 every Irish county to meet a8
u committee to select candidates for all the
seats whose present holders have violated
party pledges.”

...A writer in the Lycenm points attention to &
grave danger, apparentiy overlooked, which
threatens the destruction of any new land sys-
tem, and which undermined the old—the
power of a class to mortgage the land for their
private benefit ar conventence.  This was the
real source of most, if not all, the evils attend-
aut on the landlordism which is fast gwing
plaze to a new order of things in Ireland. The
new order will ba doomed to ruin as well as the
old if Jand is left to be fruded m and bartered
awny hke any other commodity without any
heed to the social obligations its possession en-
tails.  Should this evil go on unchecked it is
probable thun when all rent is abolished by the
State a secret rack-rent to money-lenlders will
have taken its place throughout a large pre-
portion of the purchased holdings.

. T'wo crses were reported recently in the
Gorli Framiner, which shows in a remarkable
way how faulty is the administration of the
law in Ircland. A County Kerry farmer, aged
70 years, wasbrought before Ceeil Roche, R. M.,
at Tralee, on a charge of having & gun in one
of his outhonses without o licence.  The man
denied thut he knew of the existence of the
weapon, und yet this model :nagistrate sent
Liim o gaol for three months, withau addition-
al penalty of six months® imprisomment if he
should not give seeurity to keep the peace for
three years. In passmyg that savage sentence
Reche inflicted a more deadly hibel upon the
poor man's character by saying that he counid
have had the gun for no other carthly purpose
thun that of conunitting assussinution. A day
or two afterwards an emergency caretaker was
charged before the same wagistrate with hav-
ingr shot with o revolver three times at n man
upon the public road, and the punishment for
the attempted murder was a fine of ten shill-
ings. What even-handed justice! Is it any
wonder that the Irish people are not in love
with such a law?

...The announcement of the death of Barry
Sullivan, the emment Shakespearcan actor,
though not unexpected—for ho had during the
past three years been suffering from severe
paralysis—-will cause hundreds of thousands,
not ounly in the British Isles, but also in Ameri-
ca and Australia, to dwell with pathetic inter-
est ou the memories of » man whose name will
be «nrolled in history as one of the great tea-
gedians of thiscentury,  His mannerism was,
no doubt, most pronounced, but his aubility
swept away from the spectator every feeling
savethat of wonder andenthusiasticadimiration.
Like Laurence Barrett, that other cminent
Catholic actor, who has disappeared forever
from the stage, he lived in his art and he in-
spired awdiences by his genius.  Iis career
bias an imporiant lesson for youths who are
not blessed with ample resources and troops of
fricuds.  Barry Sallivan was not born, as
most of the papers have stated, at Birnmingham,
but as he himsell declured ut a banquet in
Cork, he was a native of the remote little town

of Dunmanway, in Cork County, where he way
for some years a draper's assistant.  His odu-
cation wis meagre, und his opportunitivs of
improvement were few, but every obstaclo to
suceess he conquered by hard, persevering, in-
cossant work.

...A writer in the New York Sun does not
credit tho reported d-nth of the notorious
Madame Blavatsky, because, some years ago,
the so-called sceress pretended to depart this
world in order, by reappearing, to dupe confid-
ing theosophists, who believed in her superna-
tural powers. Laking for granted, howover,
that the Madame is dead this time and will
remain defunct, we mmy venture to speak of
hier in the past tense.  Undoubtedly, she was
a woman of unusuaul daring and ability.  She
had travelled over the greater part of the world
alone and was initiated into Oriental occultism,
which, it not the pythonism forbidden by the
Scriptures, was on the verge of it.  Ifer writ-
ings aro open to criticism from a scholarly
standpoint, but thoy display an unusual know-
ledge of mysticisit and an wncommon adroit-
ness in handling psychological thewmes. Such
erudition is not for the soul's health where 1t
departs from the ordinary axioms of righteous-
ness, and the magical tricks she employed to
bolster up hier precepts were casily exposed by
conjurers cleverer than herself in legordemain.
A Dbeliever in asceticism theoretically, she
weighed more than three hundred pounds, and
s teacher of temperance in speech, she was
profune in many lauguages. ln a word, she
was an intellectnal humbuy and a moral mon-
ster. That she should have beguiled many
men aud women, otherwise reputable, is not
marvellous, for, in all ages, false prophets,
male and female, bave had abundant following.
[t 13 due to the Madame, nevertheless, to say
that she had no sympathy witle medern spirit-
ism and never pretended that her sorcery
cute from dead people escaped from the devil’s
pool. ller pretense, like that of the Buddhist
adept, was possession of certain secrets of na-
ture whereby phenomens could be performed
of a character to mystify the common run of
mortals, who are presumnbly too gross or ig-
noraut for such wonder-working.  No doubt,
mmong some of her followers there wasa yearn-
ing for the higher life, but they sought it in
wuys conforming rather to tho wiles of the
Egyptian magicians than to the methods of the
prophets of God.  Such earnest but misguided
souls arc sometimes, as was said of Louise
Michel. **saints who have lost their road,™ and,
wnfortunataly, they finally, in numerous in-
stances, lapse into the condition of the pagan
fakir on the banks of the Nile, who mortifies
his flesh without hope of eternal bliss, and dies
«infatuated with his own damnation.”—Ga-
tholic Mirror.

Life of Johu Boy'c O'Reilly. By James Jeffrey
Roche, together with his” completo ms and
speeches.  Edited by Mrs, Johin Boylo O'Reilly,
with introduction by His Emiuence Cardinal Gib.
bons. New York: Cassell Publishing Ca.

To all those who had the opportunity of
studying his character aud to those who bad
the great advantage of personal contact and
intimacy with John Boyle O'Reilly, his death
is an irreparable loss ; whilst those, and they
are legion, whoso acquaintance was formed

through the medium of his writings feel that
a great void has occurred, and that a ginnt has
gone forth from amaongst them. IHis charm of
munner, pureness of heart, charitable disposi-
tion and wonderful versatility of talent, en-
deared him to rich and poor alike, to the
sarant ag also to the humble Irish labourer and
peasant. An Irishman, possessing the warmth
and impulsiveness of his race, his judgment
wag withal as clear and far-secing as that of
an eminent jurist upon the bench.  “ Many o
time,"” says His Ihminence Cardinal Gibbens
in his introduction to the book we have before
us, * was he subjected to trials ealling for
superhuman self-control, and seldom was he
found wanting under the test. Instances
without number are related of his generous
magnanimity towards those who deserved it
least, of his patience under insult and injustice,
of his quickness to atone for any momentary,
unguarded flash.  There was a rhythm and a
harmouny in all his life like to that of his
thoughts and of his style. And again, * In
his ¢arcer as a journalist the magnanimity and
scelf-control thus variously impressed upon him
and infused into him were especinlly mani-
fested. Constantly obliged to deal with burn.
ing questions, he usually handled them with a
conservative prudence scarcely to be expected
in ono so veliement by nature. ile
met all epponents with a chivalrous courtesy
ug well as with o dauntless courage, that in-
stantly won respect and often aided by bring.
ing them over to hisside. The world
is brighter far for having possessed him, and
mankind will be the better for this {reasury
of pure and genercus and noble thoughts which
he has left usn his works.”

In his preface Jameos Jeffrey Roche says that
o aimed to present concisely and truly the
leading events of a carcer as full of dramutic
incident and striking change as the pages of a
romance ; letting the story tell itself, wherever
it hng been possible, in the words of its illus.
trious subjest. From his close personal friend-
ship with John Boyle O'Reilly, and having the
access to his printed and private papers, his
biographer hagfbeen able to draw a faithful
picture of this truly remarkable man. The
picture has not been over-coloured by friend-
ship ; although the task undertaken was purely
a labour of love. Simple in style, with no
pretension to literary elegance, it testifies to
O'Reilly's  **unvarying heroism, tenderness
and beruty ; but no earthy chronicle can ever
tell the whole story of his kindly thoughts and
deeds.

the whole are known only to the God whose
mercy gave such alife to the world—whose
mscrutible wisdomn recalled the gift too soon.”

Pray
for me, and for us all. It would grieve you
to hear tho poor fellows here talking. At
night they knock on the wall asa signal to
cach other to pray together for their conntry's
frecdom. Men, who a few menths ago were
carcless, thoughtless soldiers, are now changed
into true, firm patriots, however humble.
They never speak on any other subject, and
allare perfectly happy to suffer for old Ireland,
or as the greater number of them eall the

sould comnthry.'” Continning, the horrors
of the various prisons and of the prison ship
are told, of his attempt at escape, his prison
life in Australin, the deseription of wlieh w
itsell is a study, and of his final success in
evading the guards and escaping to America
and landing in Philadelphia, from whence he
straved to New York, and finally to Boston,
where, after some time spent n various pur
suits, he secured a position as reporter on the
Boston Pilut, with which paper he continued in
connection until hig death. ‘I'he Fenian Raid
and 1ts subsequent results are given m his own
wordg as are also the scatling rebukes he ad-
ministered to those of his co-religionists who
participated in the Orange nots in New York
m 1870 and 71.

The subsequent chapters tell of lus wmany
works in Doston, of his sociul, literary and
journalistic lnbours and triumphs, all sointer.
estingly put that one knows not where to stop
in describing them. The Intter part of the
work is devoted to the Poems of John Boyle
O'Reilly, edited by his mourning and bereaved
wife. It were useless to speank of them. All
our readers have seen selection after-selection
of hi= poems, full of sweet thoughts and noble
aspirations, and redolent with thetruest gifts of
poesy. To again quote the words of Cardinal
Gibbons in his ¢ Introductory ' remarks to the
volume, * Few men have felt so powerfully
the divinus agllatus of poesy; few natures have
been so fitted to give it worthy response.
