The work entitled the ““Crown Colonies of Great Britatn,” written by
Mr €. S. Salmon, has recently been supplemented by one from the pen
of Mr. Robert Haliburton, a native of Windsor, N. 3. Mr. Haliburton has
for some time resided in Jamaica, and has had ample opportunity during his

stay in the Island, to study the condition of the peasantry as affected by the
legislation of the colony.

‘The leaders of the Chicago anarchists have been condemned to death,
and, so far as we can learn, the verdict of the jury is heartily supported by
public opinion,  In this age, when civilization is on trial, anarchists and
bomb-throwers need not expect the smiles of their fellow men. The good
common seusg of the people is decidedly opposed to socialists who endea-
vor to cocrce men into accepting socialistic ideas as sound.

Have the good old times when trade was brisk, and every industrious
man could carn an honest living, gone forever? We think not. The
improvement in wmachinery, and the increased application of steampower,
have revolutionized business. Five men can now produce as much as
could have been produced by six men in 1870, or eight men in 1850, hence
we have over-production, with too many sellers and too few buyers,

A very interesting paper, on the Camassia Esculenta, was recently read
before the Royal Rotanic Society, by Charles Cogswell, M. D, formerly of *
Halifax. It was from the bulb of this beautiful flowering plant that the
Indians on the western slopes of the Rocky Mouatains obtained the food for
winter use, known as Camass. The Indian maiden who succeeded, in digging
up the largest number of bulbs was regarded as most eligible for marriage.

In view of the uncertain telegraphic communication hetween Great Bri-
tain and her Eastern possessions, the question of a Pacific Ocean cable,
connecting Vancover with Hong Kong and the East, is of great importance.
The British Government is evidently as wide awake to the necessity of
establishing a second means of telegraphic communication, as it was to the
advantages of an alternate route other than that via the Suez Canal.

‘The moderate tone adopted by the convention of the Irish-Americans,
Intely held in Chicago, is in strong contrast to the fevered utterances of the
extremists who have done their best to sever the Rose and Shamrock.
Moderate Englishmen, as well as Irishmen, now realize that a further con-
tinuation of Dublin Castle rule must, socner or later, result in a terrible
civil war; aud although no definite scheme for Irish Home Rule has been
accepted, the principal bas been endorsed by both parties.

If the British electors have had reason to cuwnplain of the House of
Lords as having lost touch with the people, the citizens of the United
States have equal reason fur grumbling at tho recent decision of the Senate.
This body has lately refused to sanction the extradition treaty, and has
given a new lease of liberty t> the gentlemen thieves of the Republic.
When the public weal, not political exigencies, shape the action of legisla-
tors, the millennium will be here.

The Congress of the United States has passed 1100 distinct bills, of
which Precident Cleveland has vetoed 1713.  We have no doubt that many
of these bills deserve to be vetoed, but it is  curious anomoly, thatin a
Democratic Government, the constitution has conserved the principle of the
onc main power. The President’s veto is absolute, uniess the bill thrown
out by him is re-enacted by a two thirds majority of the members of the
house in which it originated.

The citizens of Windsor and Kentville are endeavoring to obtain an
carly railway trainto Halifax, 80 as to allow themmore time when they come
to the city for the day. Mr. P. Innes, manager of the W. & A. railway
estimates the cost with wear and tear of running such a train at seventy-five
dollars per day. Qther nuthoritics on railway matters place the cost at not
morc than thirty dollars per day. Evidently, some oné has blundered. Mr.
Tnnes should give us the items of expense on which his estimate is based.

Port Stanley, situated on East Falkland, the largest island of the Falk-
land group, is the only British settlement worthy of note in the colony.
‘The town has recently been almost entirely destroysd by the sliding of
peat bog, situated on adjoining high land. From this bog the inhabitants
have for ycars cut their fuel ; a few weeks since, without any appareunt cause,
itmoved towards thebrow of the hill, and then flowed down over the town,
destroying all the buildings, and covering the ground with peat mud to &
depth of from 15 to 30 feet. The citizens of Port Stanley have appealed

to.the British Government for assistance.
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OUR ATLANTIC SUMMER RESORTS.

Go where you will in this Province, East, West, or North, you will find
the hotels and boarding houses occupicd by the outspoken free American
tourists. Five ycars ago our cousins across the border regarded Nova
Scotia preity much as they now regard Nova Zembla. Notwithstanding
their public schools they had a hazy idea of the geographical position of
the Province, being content with the knowledge that it was a land somewhere
in the high latitudes, probably somowhere near to Greenland. But as our
rail and steamship communication were improved, and venturesome Ameri-
cans, secking a restful holiday beyond the bustling fashionablo sumraer
resorts of Mainc, turned their steps eastward and found in Nova Scotia the
health and rest for which they were in search, the Province with its attrac
tive summer resorts became widely known, sp that to-day thousands of
tourists are enjoying the fresh air and cool Dreezes in the mdny watering

laces along our cxtensive sea-board. But there arc still many places in the

rovince which possess excellent facilities for boating, bathing, etc., which
have -not yet attracted their quota of American travellers,
particulatly to the towns between Halifax and Yarmouth, lying along our
. Southern and Western Shore ; Chester it is true is well known, especially
among the elite of Baltimore, Lut Lunenburg, Bridgewater, Li’erpool,
Iock?ort, and Shelburne, in all of which good hotel accommodation can
be had at a moderate rate, deserve to be more generally known. The sand
beaches in the vicinity of some of these towns, notably Liverpool, are
many of them wicder and more cxtensive than the much advertized beach at
Lynn, Massachusetts ; upon these the pleasure seckers can drive for a dis-
tance of from ne half to three quarters of a mile on a smooth, level, white
sand beach, at 2 rate that would be considered dangerous if driving upon
the public road. Liverpool has several of these beaches within easy reach
of the town, andas they afford every facility for the enjoyment of
surf-bathing they should, in conjunction with the other attractions of the
g}ace, induce many tourists to spend a few wecks on the banks of our

ova Scotia Mersey. Now that the steamer City of St John makes her
regular weekly trips between Halifax and Yarmouth and these south
western towns, travellers will have no difficulty in reaching them with ease.
The steamer itself is well adapted to the service, her cabin and saloon
appointments being in every way first-class. The meals are well served, and
the oflicers of the ship are attentive and coutteous to all passengers. The
inexpensiveness of this route, and the inducements it offers to tourists,
should have the effect of turning the stream of travel along the shore, and
thus aid in increasing the popularity of this Province as the great suramer
resort of the continent.

CAN IT BE TRUE?

No one can long remain conservative in an age in which all his precon-
ceived ideas of things that are and things that were are being rudely upset.

The Wesfern Eclho shows, however, that the introduction- of European
customs has worked a mighty change round about Cape Coast Castle, It
affirms that the following “ distressing spectacle”’ presents itself to every
foreigner on landing. * Young men with collars travelling to the North
Pole ; with Loots of leather which is just upon the verge of being converted
into looking glass by constant polish , with gold chains ; with trousers of a
quality which some M. P. in the height of extravagance would be likely to
wear; and with shirts peculiar to the bosom of the fop.” Truly, an awful
apparition to confound the foreigner on his first visit. The Gladstonian
collars “ travelling to the North Pole " with 4 shining black visage breaking
through them, would be sufficiently startling, even without the “Parliamentary
pantaloons.”

BEST METHOD OF GROWING AND CULTIVATING AN
ORCHARD.

A paper prepared aud read by Mr. D. B. Nowcomb, at a meoting of tho
Fruit Growers Association held in connection with a meoting of Pictou
Division Grango, at Salt Springs, Pictou County, on the 2nd day of July,
1886, Tho subject was freely discussed after tho roading of tho paper.

Mr, President and Gentlemen,—What I havoeto say on thissubject is what
T have learnt from actual oxporionce and observation i my native County
of Kings, and not so touch from what I have read in books upon fruit
culture, In some respects my oxpericnce agreos with published theories, in
many it differs widely. .

In the first place, solect tho bost pieco of land on the farm for this
purposs ; and the best for this purpose is o deop, mellow, fortile, loam seil,
moist bat not wet, with natural surfaco and subsoil drainage. If you have
not such so0il on the farm choose tho nearest to it in quality you have, If
natural drainage is not possessed sufficiently to carry off ail surplus water
and allow the soil ‘o dry readily in the spring, or after a heavy rain, under-
drainage and surfaco drainage must be resorted to. Some books teach us
that a soil with pan underncath is more favorable for fruit trces than a
porous subsoil. I do not beliove a word of it. Thoe best growing and
producing orchards that have come undor my observation are upon soil
in which the roots of the trees can run to any depth they may require for
moisture and nouishinent; and to give thom a strong hold of tho ground ;
and if the subsoil is mellow the roots will run to considerabls depth, which
will give natural strongth, vigor and productivenoss to the tree. On most of
tho farms in any county of this Provinco there is, I presume, somo varioty
of soil, ranging from sand to clay, and from dry to wot. Select the best
you have, without too much regard as to its particular location on the farm,
I hope thero are no thieves in Pictou County who would plunder an orchard
because neceasity had compelled the farmer to plant it some distance fromn
the house. The epot having boon solected, allow your whole attention in
the matter of cultivating an orchard to be first occupied in preparing the
1and and preparing for planting, before listening one moment to tho troe
agent. Don't think of ordering a tree until you ere fully and completely
ready to plant it according to the best nicthod known to exporionced
orchardists. It is the agent's business to scll and make a profit, without
regard to what becomes of the treos aftorwards ; and moro mistakes are mado
by farmers in ordering trees bofore they aro ready for them than in any
other respect as to orchard culture, Tho drummer drumns up sn order from
& man unprepared for planting. Ho may think he will get his land and
compost ready, but his othor work drives him, the trees are delivered boforo
he can prepare for them, and must be paid for and planted. Holes aro dug
in the grvand and the trees aro set out in a hurry, in such a manner as will
result Jargely in a waste of money and labor. This is discouraging, and I
say omphatically, keep your hand off the tree agent’s order sheet until you
have fully propared your land and your compost heap for seiting properly
the trees you wish to order. Romember that ono yoar, or two years lost in
tho beginning, in timo of plantiug, while properly preparing for successful
culture, is likely to bo four or five years gained in the preduction of fruit,
with a corresponding increase in quantity and quality in tho end.

Now as to the proparation, FPlanting an orchard, or increasing the area
already planted, is simply un investmont upon which the party expects or
intends to receive a profit, direct or indirect, at a future timo, which should
not exceed ten -years, I hold that it is a better investmont than a life
agsuranco, In fact, an investment on the farm, or in othor good security, is
tho only lifo assurance a farmer should meddle with. Our aim thon in
making the investment in orchard is to have the most profitable return in
the shortest practicablo spaco of time. This is arrived at more by a prepor
proparation for planting than in tho moro art of setting out the trecs,

First, thon, lot tho land bo thoroughly cultivaled in root crop, with dep
ploughing and manuring, for somo two ycars, aud thrown into rulns ¢
Innds 03 wide as you wish to linve tho rows of trees apart, by twico plowy;
tho sanio way, 8o as to afford a pulverized soil in tho dead liollows, 1n the lins
of which tho troes will bo sot, and such deop plowing will afford &z
aubsoil drainngo in tho lincs of thoe rows of troes, and will facilitate the ante
cultivation ns woll as tho first sotting of tho trens. Tho ridges su plunglia
should not be less than 33 feot wide, so that the rows of trees will bo wy
distanco apart.

Whilo tho land is being prepsred, as indicated, tho compost hep £y
sotting Lhio trees should be under preparativn, so taut the land and the )
for the young trees shall both be ready at tho same tmo. By no niaee
think of planting young treea half donuded of their rootlots—in zome o
most wholly stripped of root fibres—in coarse, vaw, cold ao0il, to rawse ey,
with satisfaclory success, 1o more than you would think of raising o veury
calf to profit on straw and twinips, without any wmilk. ‘Tho youug trew nr
fairly be compared to tho young animal that requires food oasily assimiisey,
and rich onouglsto give it growth and vigor at a tender ago, untu it en
support itsolf on coarser fuod and raw matetial.  You cortainly must we
that horo is whero ono great mistako lies in starting an orchard, m fine
sotting out tho young tonder trees in tho common soil of the land ma
hurried manuor, and so lot thom becomo stunted in tho very first instauce,

As to tho propamtion of the compost heap, I should say, tho first con.
sidoration is to bo suro aud lhave plenty for the numbor of trees to la
planied, sufliciont to givo a horae-cart load to cach treo; for it 13 not
oxpocted to bo very strong, but well rotted and pulverized. For the manoe
of proparing this compest I had better quote from Mr. Cole’s * Amencan
Pruit Book,” which is good authority. It says: * Compost for all kindsof
troes, otc. Ono cord or 106 bhushels of mud, muck, peat, or heavy loam for
dry sandy land, or tho same quantity of light loam for clayoy, mudily, ar
moist soils, or common loaw, or a mixture of differont kinds for a soil of
common toxture. Add 30 bushels of manure from tho stable or hpg.pen.
Add 10 bushels of wood-ashes, half a bushel of salt and a peck of plasty;
a littlo less of thoso for moist land, and more, or twico as much, for dey
soil.” DBut ho further says, “ to which may bo added any of the materals
named in this chapter.” The matorials named in tho chapter trom winch |
am quoting aro: rotten wood, hay, straw, leavos, sawdust, chips, shavings,
weeds, soap suds, sink water, urine, bono manure, horn shavings. ¢ Almost
ovory vegetablo substance in liberal proportions, animal substances in 3
modgrate way, well propared, aud minoral substances in profusion or s
small way, according to their strongth, aro beneficia! to trees when propaly
propared and applied, and a varioty is usually the best.” Mr. Cole's re.
commondation amounts to this: A compost made of suitable earth wouid
{and leaf mould if practicable) with ono third its quantity or bulk of good
manuro from stable or hog-pon, aud one-tenth of wood ashes, and salt to
scason, and plaster to provont the cscapo of ammonia, and lime to noutralue
acids, and to which compost may bo added, while boing propared, a portin
of any or all tha ingredients recommonded as being good for trees, ths
whole to be thuroughly mixed aud rotted betoro using for planting, cste
being taken not to have it too strong, hut well pulverized, being simply nch
enough in plant fudd to stimulato the young trce into healthy growth atine
first start.

Now, I contend that any porson wishing to grow and cultivate an orchsnd
successfully, should bo propared, as I have ondoavored to show, befuro he
orders his trees, so that ho is cure to bo ready. When thus propared, the
treos should bo planted in cloudy and moist weather, if possible; a plies
propared for cach treo in tho huo of tho dead furrow of the ridges—nota
moro hole dug out—but a place as large as a cart wheol, in which a suthcien
quantity of this compost i1s placed in which tu plant the treo, carefully
placing all tho routs and ruotlots iz such a position, as nearly as practicable, s
that which thoy occupied Lofuro boing taken up from tha nursery, first hav-
ing smoothly trimmed all the brokon or bruised reots, After such carelu
planting, with somo of tho natural soil placed around the trce, and cure
fully pressod down to keop it firm, if a healthy and vigorous start isu
mado by the tree, tho fault is not yours, but that of tho nurseryman or ire
agent. It must bo borne in mind, however, that if tho scason is vory dij
after first plantihg, mulching with half rotted straw on such substance
should be resorted to; but I have no confidenco in watering trees by hang,
to save thom from drought ; mulching is far better.

It will bo propor hero to note, that tho young trces must be protected
from tho oporations of mice in the winter. When tho snow is deep around
tho trees, the mice will somotimes sholter at the stock of tho young treo and
feod upon tho bark, thus girdling tho tree and destroying it. They are mere
likoly to do this if tho land is in stubblo, but will somgtimes do so in hod
Jand. A common mothod of protection is to bank up’ each treo with carlh
trom a cart, lato in the fall, and spread the carth off on the land in the
spring. I think tho casicst mothod is to watch the snow in the winter, and
98 it gots doep cnough about tho trees to be likely to sheltor tho mice, treat
it down hard with the feot arouad each tree, and so keop treading tho sour
down about the trecs through the wintor, keeping 1t so firm that i cann
afford shelter for the mico. I have never resorted to any protoction mysell,
and havo only lost but few treos by mice, yet I have had enough of theit
operations to kuow that it is a mattor of some impottanco.

Now that wo havo considered tho planting of an orchard as tho first step
to growing and cultivating, tho noxt and mostjdebatable queston 1s, v
plough or not to plough an orchard. I recollect having recently resd in &8
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American journal tho opinion given by an horticulturist, that ~uy one who
would plough his orchard, in the light of tho present knowledgo ¢ orchard.
ing, must bo & fool. This remark may have somo application in the States,
put with us tho wisdom seoms to be in the direction of keoping the o hard
under the plough, at loast threa years out of five. Tho young trees occu)y
ot first but a amall portion of the land in the flold over which they are set,
and tho farmer wishes to have tho uso of the field to tho bost advantago for
crops, without injury to the treos I firmly bolinvo that a plough should
never go within the aroa occupied by tho rools of a creo, whatover o the
age or aizo of the troo, provided tho toao is proporly treatod othorwiso ; but
the farmer i3 a0 apt to nogloot tho propor culture, dross and mulch,
without the plough, that wo must give our testimony in favor of kooping an
orshard under the plough, for the first ten or fiftoon yoars. Awv orchard
should always bo ploughed by the owner, if ho be anything of a plough-
au, and tho precautions nocossasy to koop the toam and the plough from
ipjuring, in any way, the young treos, should ho carefully studiod and fuith-
fully practisad. My exporioucoand obsorvation has clearly domonstrated to mo,
howover, that tho rootlets of the tree which naturally tond towards tho surfuco
of tho ground, seoking food, should never be disturbed by tho plough, but that
the fork, the hoo, the hack, tho scufiler, or cultivator, aro tho implomonts to
be used ahout tho treo, and topdressing and mulching avo tho propor mnethods
of manuring. Under no circumstances should any grass, weeds, corn, or
gnin of any kind be allowed to grow within thoe avea occupied by the roote
of atred, Whilo tho trocs aro small, the fiolds should bo cultivated, but
always to hood crops and clover, by a judicious rotation, Potaioos are the
very beat crop to cultivato an orchard with, and should be planted close to
the troes, ns tho hoeing of the potatoos will hoo and cullivato around the
iress, and tho potatoo crop is not injurious to them. Always plough shal-
Jow within tho area of troo roots, but more deeply whora tho roots navo yot
torun., Always manure on tho surfece, and meroly mix tho manure with
the surface soil by harrowing or scuflling, and it is as wol! to let it lio on the
sutfaco ag any way, sinco the rains are suro to wash it down. Nover plough
manure under with deep furrow, or what is better, never plough under at all,
1s the tendency of manure on land is always downward and nover upward,
ud the feeding roots of all plants and treos run near tho surface. In view
of the great tendency of farmers and orchardists to roglect tho proper atton-
tion aud cullivation of the trecs without the plough, wo say then that the
prustice in Nova Scotia is decidedly in favor of keeping tho orchard culti-
vated with plough, harrow and hoo, until tho trees tvko possossion of the
lind. 1 have stated that a judicious rotation of potatoes and clovor aro tho
best crops with which to cultivato orchard land. I am confident this is cor-
rect, if the land be well manured cach altornate year, or moroe lightly every
yesr, a8 may bo most convenient, o long as it is kept in good heart. My
plan would bo to plant potatoes the first three scasons after tho troos aro set
“out, and plough and harrow in the fall after the third crop, in order to sow
etly with clover 1n tho spring. Sow clover without grain, soeding plonti.
fully, as eatly in the spring as possible, and a good crop will be obtained
the first sesson, and all wecds and grass will be kopt down.  Leave to clover
two seasons, and plough under the second sesson’s aftergrowth in the fall,
and go on with potatoes and clovor again in about tho samo rotation. Upon
10 consideration should tho land b seoded to clovor with grain or any
limothy or grass. Remembor, it shonld be clover entirely ulono, and a
liberal se-)dmﬁsowed vory early in the spring. Inno caso should any grass
or grain ever be allowed to have possession of land within tho area occupied
by tho roots of the trees, or about tho stock of the treo. T desire to state
moet emphatically, that it is absolutely cssential to the successful growth and
cultivation of an orchard to keep tho treos clean from grass, weeds, and
trash, either by proporly mulching or thoroughly hoeing ; as much so as it is
to keep t.s platits of any cther crop clean, in order %o have a good growth
and & profitable crop.

Mr. President and Gentlemen,—1 have gono far cnough with my own
doctrines. Thero are those present who know noroe about growing and cul-
tivating an.orchard than I do, and-they will scverely criticiso my sentinfonts
perbaps ; but I cannot help stating furthor, sir, that negloct is the great bano
toarchard culture. Most persons know moro than thoy practice. Other
wori takes up tho time, and fruit trees are too genorally Joft to take care of
themselves. DBut it nust slways bo ,borne in mind, that orcharding is an
invesimont from which a profit is expected, though it may be sowe time in
gho future, g\ starting an orchard ; but it raust also be romombered, that the
Investment is profitable or unprofitable, according to tho care and attention
bestowed on proper oultivation, oy according as the troes and the land are
neglected. We know that orcharding is a profitablé investment in King's
County, as well also in Hants and Annapolis, and wo think it might be mado
profitable in Pictou and other Counties ; and hope that the farmers and

others at this meeting will tako hold of this matter, and give it their carnest
aHtention. .

StxsTROKE.~The symptomws of this affoction are tho samo as in those
who are suffering from concussion and compression, at ~ should bo promptly
treated by pouring cold water over the back of tho head, and by confining
the patient in a dark room with perfoct quiet,

ArorLExY is genorally caused by rupturo of a blood vessel in the brain,
otupon it. Tho pationt has usually complained of headacho, or a feoling
of tightness about tho head, with ringing in tho ears, nervous irritability,
fuiling memory, and slight difficulty of spesch. Tho attack itself is genorally
sudden, and may be either slight or sovero. Tho hand, when lifted, will

fall usolessly to tho side. Thoro is paralysis of ono sido of the faco; res”
piration is labored ; tho faco is swollen and purple ; yot tho pationt in spite
of all this may Lo ablo to swallow with difficulty.

Treatment : Tho pationt should bo placed on his back, with his head
inclinod to ono side and elovated, cold applications should bo made to his
head ; tho room in which he is put should bo cold, and cooling acid drinks
should be given ; if tho paliont have recontly indulged in s hoarty meal
caugo vomiting by passing a finger down his throat, if vomiting have . 1t
already taken place,

Erini2sv.~The patient, who has usually been troubled with corlain
nervous sensations, such ns headache, illusivns, spasms, otc., whon attacied
by a fit, falls down with alarming suddoeuness, omtting at tho same timo a
shrill cry. Tho faco is gonerally pale, and the muscles are rigid. Aftor a
poriod ranging from a fow soconds to ten minutes atrong counvulsions occur ;
tho face hocomes livid ; the oyes stiring ; the patiout foams at the mouth,
and grinds his teeth ; respiration may ceaso ontiroly, the thumb is bent
upon the palm of the haud ; the head is dvawn back, and the body may be
bent in such a mannor as to form an arch, tho two points of which are tha
back of the hoad and the heels. pileptic attacks frequently cecur at
night while tho pationt is in bed and asleop.  During an attack of opilepay
tho principal objoct is to keep tho pationt from injuring himself, To succeed
in g0 doing ho should be placed on a bod if possible, and then held firmly
and steadily, 30 as to keop him from fulling out, or striking himself against
ilio wall or any pieco of furuiture. A piece of wood or cork should be
held botweon his toeth, to ke. o him from biting his tonguo ; and tho mucus
which collects in the mouth should, as much as possible, bo carofully
removed, lest it should accuma'~‘c and cause death by suffocation.

Hys1Enia is very like Epilepsy in many of its symptoms; the aitacks
do not, ho'vever, occur during sleop, nor are thoy so prolongoed ; tho sharp
cry of cpilepay is also wonting, When, however, the two discases ato com-
bined, wl..ch ie by no moans unusual, the cries are froquently ropeated. An °
hysterical « .tack may usually be traced back to somo oxciting cause, as terror,
griof, anger, disappointmont, otc.

A PARADISE IN HALIFAX,

A visitor to Halifax should by all meaus take a walk through the Public
Gardons. Going out by Spring Garden Road wo enter from the south-cast
through a gato snd hodgo of troce loft to grow in thoir owp natural wiliness,
and giving us nv idea of tho cuchanting scono that opens to onr view when
onco wo aro within tho onclosu e.  Qur attontion is first attracted to a small
stream runuing ovor stones und forming littlo cascades under shrubs and
treos and widening out into & amall pond with an island in the contre, on
which is ¢ miniaturo mill of tho olden timo with its Jargo wheel turned by a
jet of water and ringing a beil amidst n showor of spray. As wo glanco our
eyos to tho left wo soec an immonso garden laid out on a scalo bofitling ita

" size, broad walks, botwoon carpots of softest and richest groon, laid out in
gracoful curves and winding through groves of lovely shado. Iustic scate
are placed at intervals, some in groups around old troocs, and othors alone,

* inviting us to res{ awhile. Bede of flowers of overy huo, grasses and moases
of overy shade delight tho cyo. Nor aro we chartmed more with the flowers
than with the oxquisilo taste shown in forming the beds and grouping the
flowors and moss of difforent shades. Ovals, circles, squares, and dinmonds,
oblongs, scrolle, and cornucopins, with many othors of artistic shapo aro
found with borders neatly trimmed and intersporsed with shrubs and trees
of various kinds, both indigenous and imported. Passing on wo come to n
pond that seoms from ita artistic arrangement of little bays and jutting
points, and island in the contre, to bo much larger than it is.  Tall troos and
shrubs are growing around ond ovor it, whilo swimming on its surlaco aud
feeding on its margin aro 2con n numbor of different kinds of wator fowl,
gracoful swans, bath black and white, geese and goslings, ducks and their
young, all enjoying thomsolvos to their hearts content. A short distance on
wo find anothor miniature pond bordored with sholls, and from an island in
the centro a fountain is playiug and whirling the drops of water on grass
and lillies growing around. At night tho gardens are lighted by ton strong
olectric lamps, tho rays from which as they light up the grounds and glint
through the dark groun folinge form n sconoof surpassing loveliness, By the
kindncss of Mr. Power tho mnnnger, wo learn that thero are suvontecn
acres enclosed which are kopt up and improved at an annual cost of about
four thousand dollars per annum, one half of which is contributed by the
city and the rest obtained by concerts on the grounds.

There are gardons and parks on the continont fitted up with moro lavish
art, in, marble, stone, and bronze, but none with more charming taste and
arcadian simplicity. In ono small carpet bed of star shapo thers wero
some ten or t'velve shades in oxquisito harmony of color, and composed of
10 Joss than six thousand soparate plants. The citizons of Halifax are wise
in their expenditure, and will do well to adopt the suggestious of their
enthusiaetic gardenor who lays tho parks and gardens of England and Seol-
land, France and Spain, togethor with thoso of Egypt, China and
Japan, to say nothing of Mexico and South America under contribution to
his work.

OUR BOSTON LETTER.
Bosrox, Aug. 21, 1886.

The hot scason is usually a somowhat dull one in lsoston, ns in most
other places, but it hus been exciting cnough this month to suit the most
worbid of minds. Ever sinco tho month opened there has buen an endless
array of senrations of ono kind and another, and they aro now beginning
to get rather monotonous, First tho town was startled by the discoyery that
the treasurer of a great bleachery corporation was a defaultor to tho amount
of something like 400,000, and while people were just about beginning to
get interested in this affair it developed that a worwran was living almost in’
their midst who was the probable poisoner of cix or soven people. This
filled the papers with big bead lines for a while, and just as tho now scnsa-
tion was in its most interesting stago it was cclipred by tho announcemont
that another ono of Boston’s * blue bloods™ had embezzled over half a
million dollars from the corporation of which he was treasarer and disap-

red. * The culmination of this latest uffair was the suicide of the causo
of all the sensation the first of the weok. Resullant from this camo tho
suspension of one of the city's best known financial mon, and the somi-panic
in the money market eagondered by this event caused the failure of one or
two other smallor concerns, so that, altogether it has beon about as livoly a
time as Boston has ever expericuced in the “dull” season. Tho outcomo

. of the whole matter will undoubtedly be beneficial rather than serious, so
far as the goneral business world is concorned, for it will act as a thundor-
storm does in clearing the atmosphere. Tho defaleations have both boen
serious oncs, and have well nigh resulted in ruining the victimized concorns.
The case of Gray, the man who “ misappropriated  the largest sum, is a
somewhat remarkable one. e stood high in tho social scalo, was the
owner of considerable real - cstato, kept soveral fast yachts, and was in a
position to hold up his head gonerally. So truly good did he consider him-
self to bo that ho could scarcely deign to be civil * to anybody uuder the
rank of a stockbroker,” as they say in the Mikado. And yet this
aristocratic shining light was all tho timo slipping into \his own pocket
hundreds of ¢thousands of dollars of other people’s monoey, building about
him a structurc op a foundation of sand that was cortain some day to give
way snd bury him boneath its ruins. He might have lived in comfort and
happiness until he was ninoty if he had beon content ‘o live within his
means, but instead of that ho died before ho was fifty by his owa hand,
and left his once happy family in misery and disgraco forever. Thero aro
somo thitgs in this world that are unzecountabls, and why men will do such
a foolish thing as this i8 one of thom. Discovery in such cases is inevitable,

Farmors aro still engaged in attending to their ripening crops, and they
oxpect to roalizo well on thom, as pricos promise to bo favorablo and the
yicld will be largo. It isto bo hoped that thoy will heed tho advice given
last week, and sell promptly whenover they have a ¢ fair offer.,” The yicld
of the entire world for 1356 is cetlain to bo an abundant ono and fancy
prices aro not to bo looked for,

Whilo it is truo that Russia appoars to bo ondeavoring to recopou the
¢ Lastorn Quostion,” and has administered  * feolor * to both England and
Germouy by the Batoum and tho Bulgarian incidonts, it is not proballe -
that war will result in the immediate futuroe. Thereforo any who hold in the
hope that such a war will unsettle ruling prices in an upward direction will
bo foolish in doing so. “ A bjrd in the hand is worth two in tho bush’
and our farmors will find that cash in the hand this fall is worth moro tha
grain or hay in the barn.

" REal Esrate—Tho woek has beon quict in this lino. Some sml
trnsactions have transpired, but the call has somowhat slackened of.

Fuestt Frure.— Native I'l"m and peachos aro beginning to make their
appeatance, and are in gosd quality and quantity. Tho crop of shipping or
winler applos {8 nearly matared, and as prices aro favorablo in Great Bntain
and Europe, growors ave likoly to bo woll remuncrated fur their troublo in
mising them, if they pay properattention to sorting and packing thom, and
brand them strictly in accordanco with thoir real quality,

" VEorTADLES. — Potatocs, cabbage, ote., promise to he hettor than usual.
Tho yield is fully up (o, if not above, the averago, both in quantity and

uslity. ‘Tho outside dewand has not as yot developed, nul it is too early
to predict accurately what prices will rulo.  As United Statos ndvicos indi-
eato n raher amall production, favorable figures may be looked for in the fall.

Dreavaturps coutinuo dull, and thongh quolations aro steady, many
dalers predict fulling figures beforo long.

P'novisions —1log produots, beof, ete., continucdull without any marked
change.  As tho Westorn corn crop will undoubtudly bo a lango one, pork
should rulé Jow, and thore is no reason to anticipato any advauco this sea-
wn. Tho tondencies arc’decidedly tho othor way.

Burren.— Croamery and the choicest dairy {:muds find goorl mnrkots at
fwvorable figurea.  Inferior qualitics are, perhaps, moro sought aftor than at
our 1ast voport, but thoy work off' alowly, and holdors genemlly appear dis
posed {0 acenpt ¢ any reasonablo offur.”

Cukest.—The boom in cheese, Iath in Montreal and Livorpool, appoars
{0 have biokon, “The short supply at tho latter place, which provailed for
several weoks, caused very large shipmonts to bo made from this side, and
thoro are now symploms of a glut. If this occurs, or if hulders attompt to
foreo sales, cheeso must tumblo oven moro mpidly than it advanced.

Livg Stock.—The cattlo received during tho past weok have been quite
poor o regards quality, but the supply tus been fully oqual to the dewand
for such as have becn offered. Lambs, on the other hand, continuo to
improvo in woight, and the markets aro very firm for them. Poultry ure in
slender receipt, and poro could be wall placed then come forward juat now.

Lustper.—Prices are fuirly maintnined, and constderable business has
tnnspired, especially for local demand, though shippers have bought some-
what freely.

Cost.—Local dealers have received considerable quantitics, which thoy
a0 storing for the fall demand for household use. Prices are now lower
than they aro likely to bo a few wecks honce, and prudent housckoopors
are availing thomselvoes of tho fact to lay in their winter supplics.

Fisi,.—Sinco our lust issue, some bad weathor has been oxporioncod.
Somo lots of Mackoro!l and Dry Fish have arrived in this market, and have
been placed at about the following ratea :—Codfish, Shoro, 82.25 ; Bauk,
$1.80 , Haddock, 81.75, pot qtl ; No. 3 largo Mackerol, 83.00 to $3.10 ; No. 3,
§2.75 10 82.80. Small fares of Bay Mackeral have arrived, which have
been inepected and stored for an advanco. From all wo can learn, there aro
very few Mackerol boing nottod on tho coast ; but there wore gomo schooling
previous to tho lato galo. Codfish aro still roported quite plonty on the
shore. Some vessels have arrivel the past few days from Labrador, and
report tho catch of Codfish alwmoat a fotal failure, There has beon an
advance in Mackero! in tho Lnited States warkots sinco our last issue, and
it would bo well if our traders would wateh the markot woll, e0 us to take
astvantago of the highest price, and not bo caught as in 1883, when up to
this timo tho Urited States eatch of Mackore! was about 77,000 blls,, and
from this time up to tho closo of the scason, the catch was 150,000 barrols,
msking about 227,000 bbls. for tho season, which had its offect on prices.

* Fat July Horring are vory scarco, Indeed, thoro are so fow coming to
matket that it is impossible to givo a correct quotation ; but those who want
a few bbls for thoir reguiar customers will pay a high price for them in
comparison to tho prico of other fish. Wo did hoar ot $4.756 por bbl. being
[id from the vosscl.

Advices from the Boston fish market to 20th inst., are about as follows :
—The past week thore hias beon quite o brirk fish trade. Sales of 1885 3's
2t §5.00, and ono oxtra lot of late caught sold at 25.50. A fow of 1885 2's
have 8o’ 1 at $6.00 por bbl, No sales of now Mackerel either from vesselor
store,  Old stock is being disposed of, and passing to tho consumers. Tho
opinivn is expressod by some that now is the timo for holders of Mackerol
losell, as a furthor advanco may causo a falling off in trado ; and although
the prospects for o ¢atch aro ot prosent vory doubtful; it is possible that a
very largro quantity may yot bo taken before thoe clogo of tho season.

Col, $2.75 and $2.50 for larze and modium; Picklod Bank, 8237 and

Woe aim “ to developa
bettor and higher manhood and womauhood smong ourselves,” and should
nover forgnt it ; norlo “conslantly strive tosccure entire harmony, good-wijl
vital brotherhood among oursvlves, and to make our Order pepotual.” '

OUR HEIDELBERG LETTER.

‘ Hr1DRLOERG, Aug. 15.
Dear Critic,—Although I have only been absent from Halifax about
soven weoks, I bave crowded into that short space of timo no inconsiderabln
amouunt of sight-seoing. Since writing to you of my arrival in London 1
have spent threo delightful woeks. Having a day to wait at Rotterdaw, |
spent about six hours at La Haguo, which 1s generally known as the Paradisn
of lolland. T boarded a Rhino stean:er next morning bound for Mannheim,
the highest point to which stoamers aail. 1t was Saturday morning when [
reached Mannheim, and after half an hour’s run by train 1 arrived in
Hoidelberg. When I reach home I shall be able to give you a full account
of the charming sail up tho sacred river of the Germans, and of much that
Isaw. It is with difticulty that I restraim this refractory pen from making
a foolish attempt at description even now.

T have mado several oxcursions to the towns and villages in this Jistrict
—\Worms, Schwetzingen, Baden, Karlsruhe, Auerbach, the Neckar Valley,
otc. In fuct I havo made a pretty thorough study of this part of Geripany.
One finds much to intercst him in the oldgeuins, around which cluster e
many historical and legendary associations, and in the habits and costumes
of the rural population. In the towns, businoss is dono much after our own
fashion, as might be expected from the fact that much of the business is
done with English and American travellors. But the country poople are
regular anti-deluvian. Baden is visited overy year by 40,000 health o
pleasure scokers, and Hoidelberg boasts of an English quarter 2nd a
Eoglish Church.

Heidelberg has beon all excitement over the Jubiles hold in commemor.
ation of the 500th anniversary of thn founding of the Univemsity. The
celebration lasts through the current week, tho most interesting ovent being
a grand historical procession to take place oo Friday next. Niue hundrd
persons and threo hundred horsea will take part.  Various scenes in the
history of the University and the city. will e represonted. The Grand
Duko Frederick of Baden, Rector of the Univesity, is here, and tho Croxn
Princo of Russia will arrive to-morrow. I was starding in the crowd to-dsy
when the Grand Duke drove past. 1 was much amused at the chewing.
Germoans don't cheer like English-speaking people, with a wild, high-pitched
hurrah ! but with a prolonged Oh ! which cortainly scems to come fram the
head, if not from their boots. .

Tho fronts of tho buildings aro atreaming with roed, yellow, white, black,
—overy color, in fact, to be found on the standards of all bations. Tbe
English and American flags aro wel! ropresented, but I have scen no
French ones.  The inhabitants of the Rhine Valloy has had too frequeat
and too bitter exporionces of French methods of warfare to havo any symps:
thy with Frouch feclings. This very town has bean burned to the giound.
and its famous old castle has been blown up by Frenchmen. This castleis
ackuowledged to ho tho most magnificont ruin in” Germany, and Loagfellox
saya it is only sccond to the Alhawbra. Indeed the Castle and tho Usr
versity aro the two things which are of .interest in Heidelberg.

Tho most extonsivo proparations hiava been made for the celobration of
this jubilee. A magnificent wooden building has been crected for tou
alone, at & cost of about $5000. To affurd a good viow of tho hiskrial
procession five long tribun+ls, consisting of liers of scals reaching in some
cases from ono streot to another, havo beon built.  Tho procession tseifie s
work of an arlist-antiquarian.

Gav's River.—* Chummy  McDonald, Mr. Holossurrot, of Shuben-
sadie; Mr. MacLaughlin, and others, have bonded their proporty in this
diatrict to Capt. Hole.

In the collection of cloth from the
Poruvian huacas at the musoum Trocadero, in Paris, wrappings of mummies
tha} have been presorved for conturies, still retain the primitive color on
their time-eaten threads. . '
