A western hop grower writes: In the
western part of Ontario the hops are almost a
compî,lete failure and wili not pay the expensa
of picking and drying. Of seven yards of
iops in the County of Haiton, surrounding
Georgetown, there will not be more than an
average of two good yards of other seasons.
The very best yards will not yield more tian
i5 per cent., while many are below 20 per
cent. of last year's crop. The cause of the
failure was drought in July and the grub in
August, which ate the leaf, causing the hops
to dry up before they matured. In existing
circuimstances the demand will for exceed the
supply, therefore we may expect to find a
ready market with the prospect of better
prices. In this market prices are firm and
advancing at 200 to 25o for new, the sale be-

ing reported of a large lot of Oanadian ln the
west at 25c. Holders are now asking exorbi-

tant prices for this year's growth, as bigh as
35o being asked for a lot in the west. Old
lops have also moved up in price, but not in
proportion to new. Hops of 1886 growth
tihat could bave been bouglt at Oc about three
weels ago are now held at 1Oc.

corporation ient tipon extorting the ut-
most farthing ftomi a reluctant public, even
if lie does not go farther still and denounce
it as a grinding mnopoly.

Aid yet statistics show us that the
average cost of freigit all over this conti-
ient is only a sinall fraction over one cent
per tot per mile. For the e0,001,000,000
tons hauled one mile during la t year the
net amount recei ved was 0111y $331,000,000,
and out of this $202,000,000 had te bu paid
out li initerest on their respectivo debts
leaving only $120,000,000 to satisfy all ex-
penses of working. It may be thought
that the bonîdholder tien reaps the advan-
tage; but liere again the inexorable logic
of facts steps in, and shows tiat the aver-
age rate of interest paid to debenture lold-
ors is onfly 4.3 per cent. while the ordinary
stockholder iust content hi inself with two
per cent. on his investment. When we
consider that , S1200,000,000 worth ofstocks
only pay an average of two per cent. per
annuma it is evident that the railroad bond-
holder cannot be considered an overpaid
m an, nd tiat in ne other enterprise Cn
capital ba obttained at se low a cost. This
wold saou to show tbat railroad owners
do not,, in most cases, receive the roturn
they are fairly entitled te, although at pre-
sent the tendency of popilar legislation is
towards still further abridging their lim-
ted earninga.

Who thn reaps the biulk of the advant-
ugo of our mtodernt saysten ofrailroad trans-
portation? Wo mnaintain that it is the
general ptiblic. During 1887 one thousand
tons of freiglit wcro hauled one mile for
every inhlabitant of thils continent. Were

no railways in ilxistence it would cost $200

per head to movo this quantity of trans-
portation by means of animal transport.
With the assistance of the railroads it

(whoseà funids these fortunaiite few control)
is overpaid by r-ecolvingc two poer cent. in-

torost ont his stock. And lyét we haiveseen

tha ths s te vergedividend paid to
stocholerson hisContinent. In spite

of the popuilar impression to the contrary
it, is perfectly clear that the truc owniers of
al railroad hardly receive al fair compenl-
sationi for the use of their mioney and al-

though possibly this result may be due in
part to mismanagement, to 'the machin-
ations of stock jobbers, and to selfish act-
ion upon the part of speculative directors,
we cannot ascribe it al] to these causes.
Of late the tendency of all railroad legis-
lation bas been hostile to the interests of
those whose money built and equipped
the roads. Arbitrary rates are fixed with-
out any consideration of the cost of the ser-
vice to the transporters, and indeed se
despotie has been the interfeience of the
various state commissions that it has been
necessary to establish, by a long and ex-
pensive suit, the limita beyond which this
contre] of railroad rates cannot go.

Wie can then see that much of the pre-
sent popular clamer against railroads is
entirely uncalled for, and that it really
rests upon no actual feundation. No doubt
many cases of unfair dealing and even of
harsh and tyrannical conduct can be cited
against individual railroads, but we must
net forget te set off against these con-
paratively isolated cases of injustice the
enormus benefits that accrue te each one.
of us by their existence as a whole. We
are too prone te be led by plausible dem-
agogues into looking at only one side of
the question, and into judging of the work-
ing of an enormous system of transport-
ation by the action of a few local officiala.
Were we te take a broad and impartial
view of the whole situation we should see
that the proof afforded by statistics en-
tirely procludes any idea of overcharge or
extortion on the part of the railways.
More than that, wo should see that at no
period in the world's history have the
transporter of freight received se little
remuneration for their services as they do
at the prosent moment, and further that
the tendency is in favor of a stili further
lowering ofrates in proportion as the sever-
ity of competition increases. Under these
circumstances it is evident that much of
the present eutcry against railroads is
based upon a misconception of the true
state of the case, and that consequently,
with the spread of economic education, it
,will gradually give place te a fuller appre-
ciation of the many advantages that ac-
crue fron their establishment.

LIFE INSURANCE.
In studying the salient points li the

Goverinent report upon life insurance
transacted in Canada during the year just
past, we find a very different partition of
the whole volume of insurance from that
wYhich prevails in the lire department. In
fire risks the preponderance of the gains
of the British companies la most marked.
ThI'ey show an increase of over twenty-
ciglt millions of dollars in the gross
amount of risks taken, while the pro-
portion socure4 by Canadian companies

fell off nearly six million 'dollars from the
figures of 1887. But iu life Insurance the
situation is exactly reversed, and we'find
Canadian companies largely in the lead-
in fact se largely thatthe amount of busi-
ness secured by native companies exceeds
that of both their British and American
rivals, put together, by more than nine
millions of dollars.

The total amonunt of new policies taken
out in this country during 1887 is placed
at $38,008,310. The proportion secured by
each nationality, witlh the total amount in
forée at the clae of the year, is as tol-
lows

This shows that the increase in the

total in force was $13,614,895 for Canadian
companies, $937,722 for British and $5,-
825,957 for American, making in all the
gratifying total of $20,378,7,54 during the
twelve monthe under review.

The amount of life insurance terminated
during last year amounted te about 43.39
per cent. of the new policies. The follow-
ing table shows the amount terminated
by death, maturity, or expiry, separated
from those terminating by surrender or
lapse. The remarkably large proportion
of terminating policies credited te the
eight Americai~ companies la worthy of

The remarkably small proportion of
natural terminations among Canadian
Companies forma a curious contrast te the
undeviatingly large proportion which lias
prevailed among the American companies
for the past five years.

The death rate among insured lives is
alwaya interesting, as it forms a very ac-
curate criterion of the public health.
Under these circumstances we are glad to
see that the deati rate in 1887 was only
7.909, or the smallest that bas ruled in
this country for 10 years back. It is the
first time that the Canadian death. rate
bas ever fallen below 8 per thousand, the
nearest approximation beiug ia 1SS1 when
it was 8.107, ivhile in 1883 it rose as high
as 9.094. It is evident then that the in-
crease in the number of lives exposed te
risk bas net involved *any augmentation
in the death rate, and that the steadily
increasing attention" paid te hygienie
matters bas aIready berna good fruit,
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Taking the returns of the home coin-
panies we find that they bave received an
income of $3,691,006, made up of the fol-
lowing items :-

Fron this statement we sea that out of
every $100 of-income they have paid S8.-
08 to policy holders, $19.96 for expenses,
and $190 to stock holders, leaving $40.06
to be carried to reserve. This is a fairly
satisfactorily showing. In this connection
we may statu that it is suspected in in-
surance circles that one Canadian com-
pany, whose life business bas ahvays been
their most successful branch,may abandon
their tire branch and devote themselves
entirely to life insurance for the future.

Whon considering the. subject of in-
surance, il la perhaps well to draw public
attention to the',fact that Canadians pay
no less than twelve millions of dollars
annually in insurance premiums alone.
Comipared with the actual wealth of the
country this seems an enormous sum, and
even when resolved into ils constituent
parts it bears unequivocal testimony to
hie thorough. appreciation by Canadians

of the varions forme of' guarantee against
loss into which the field of insurance is
now divided. The following table of the
preiniums paid in 1887 gives the amount
paid for each different form of insurance,
and shows that although the desire for
protection against fire and to nake pro-
vision for survivors absorbed eleven mill-
ions of dollars, every different application
of the great principle of insurance received
its due proportion of the aggregate. . The

The report then shows clearly that the

demand for life insurance le on the in-
crease ; that the public fully appreciate
ils value and have increased the amount
of their policies even in a year' like the
present when every dollar of' expenditure'
is scanned with unusual carefulness. No
doubt in some cases' merchants carry
more life insurance than their means-will
really warrant, and 'n one or two instances
it lias been unpleasantly apparent that
the creditors have realiy paid the. cost of
muaking, provision foi the merchant's

family; but this is the exception and not
in any way the rule. The bulk of the
expansion in the volume of life insurance
s due to a sound and healthy apprecia-
tion of its advantages. It is evident, in
spite of the large number of lapsed pol-
icles, that the great majority of business
men now maintain their insurance, no
matter what other item of expenditure
suffers, instead of considering it, as
formerly, a luxury to be only indulged in
in times of prosperity. Beyond doubt a
large namber of policies never see their
second year, and are dropped so soon as
the effects of the canvasser's eloquence
bas died away ; but the indisputable evi-
dence of figures shows that these are but
a fraction of the whole, and that a careful
survey of the insurance field will indicate
that every day the patronage ot eacl
different forrm of secnrity against 1oss
becones more extended, and that conse-
quently the scope of its individual useful-
ness becomes proportionately enlarged.

THE MOVEMENT IN COFFEE.
The very heavy corner in Santos coff'e,

which is now culminating in Havre and
Hanburg, bas.naturally had its effect upon
the iarkets on this side of the Atlantic.
The presence of European purchasing
agents in the United States markets necess-
arily caused some excitement in New York
and tho stronger toue there has caused a
firmer toue in this market also.

The Hamburg " corner" in Sa tos was
so ludicrously simple and open that it
seems almost incredible thatthe "short"
interest should have walked so innocently
into the trap laid for thein. The " bears "
continued selling freely on contracts bind-
ing them to deliver i good average Santos"
until an enormous short interesthbad arisen,
all deliverable within the present montb
and all calling for the delivery of a partie-
ular grade of coffee of which the prospect
ive supply was so small, and so easily con-
trolled, that the moment the ".bulls " put
on the screw nothing remained but a coin
promise on wbatever terme could be got

Had these contracte called simply for
Rio or Santos coffee ofSeptemberdelivery
the corner would not have been so suc
cessful. But they were go worded tha,
only I good average Santos" was available
for delivery and, as this grade forms onl3
a snall percentage of the total supply o
Brazilian coffee, the " short " sellers wer(
hopelessly et a disadvantage. Some for
tunate buyers obtained 10,000 baga of tha
necessary grade in New York, but stòckî
there were small and.in the face of an im
proved local demand the Anierican specu
lators not only refused to sell but employe(
themselves at once in covering wha
"shorts " they. themselves had out. Unde
these.circumstances there was no. avoid

ing the "squeeze," and we learn that
whole fortunes have been swept away and
hundreds of operators ruined.

With suf'erers fron a "corner" lin any
article of domestic consumption we Can
have very little sympathy. The influence
of Ihese combinations is fortunatoly very
trifling upon " spot " prices, but what in-
fluence they do exert is not in the inter-
ests of the public at larga. ihe men who
deliberately bound theiselves to deliver
an article, which. thoy now find out nover
existed, had no idea that they would have
to make a genuine transfer of the proporty
tbey had sold until lhey firat felt the pres-
sure of the " corner." With themn it w as
but a paper deal. Tihey sinply betted
that the price of good average Santos
would be lower in Septenber than it was
at the time of sale, aud unver contem-
plated the probabilily om having to actu-
ally deliver it. It canii bu oasily sean then
that, although their sales were within the
bounds of legitimate transactions, their

'ffect could not be beneficial to tho real
consuiner. Their paper sales fixed a ficti-
tions value on an article of daily use,
which to a greater or les extent muet
have affected the price paid by the user,
and their min has induced a bullishx feel-
in the market for which there is really no
just grounde. Under these circuinstances
they cau only expect such scant sy mnpathy
as falls to the share of the unsuccessful
gamabler. They have plainly gone out for
wool and cone back shorni, and the public
can afford to look upon. tleir reverses with
indifference.

CIVIC FIRE INSURANCE.
A short time ago a scheein was mooted,

and indeed received the sanction of soine
-of our city fathers, whereby this city. was
to transform liself into a large firo ieur-
ance society. The idea was for the city to
ismure every building within ils limits to
its assessable value; to levy a ire ineur-
ance tax upon asimilar basis to thatofthe
other assessments; and in case of fire to
repay the owner the assessinent value of
his property. In other words it was a
scheme of compulsory lire insurance which,

- altbough theoretically feasible enough,was
t, practically utterly beyond the bounds of

bpossibility.
1 It was imîwactieable simply becanse it

f n'as opposed to ona of the principal laws
ipon wvbitc the science f lire ilnsuranco ifs
based. Thelî idea upon which aIl succese-

f. ideretion. The fire losses of the city la-
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stead of being borna by pîolicyliolders all
over the vorld, were to ilail exclueively on
our own citizenîs, and consequently the
slirewder men of business foresaw that al-
thouglh the selmcte iniglit work well
Onough su long as the lire losses werc com-
paratively liglt, it woild rail utterly in
ovent of a disastrouls conflagiîîtioi ; since
in that case the loss would be so heavy
as ta fall with crushîing weight utpon the
ordinary tix payer if lie alono tere called
upoin to iake good the deficiency.

No doubt overy city can protecit itself to
a certain extaoit froni lues by lire by pro-
viding an abunitiidint water supply and or-
gauiziig n elicient and weil eqtuipped
liro brigade. With the first Montreal is
fairly suilpiled ; with the second iwe can
only say that, althougli the personnel ofour
Brigail is excellont, Wu lack both an eßi-
cient Chief and an adequiate tquipument.
But graniting wo pososed both--the argu-
ment still holde good. lite best system on
eartli could not prevent a certain aiouing
of lire )ose; aond uniless this liro loss bu so
dîstributed as to bu borne by lindreds of
dilbrteitiesand communities it miaist
bear with crushing weigit uipoi the act-
ual su liotrers and their inimediate neigh-
bours.

No douttht thora are many directions in
w'hich i will-govrned city can aid ifs
citi'zies. It can guaranite thiem security
'in tha possemsion of thitir property. 1tcnd
givo tlemiî police protection and cain fur-
nihli theim withl a systoi of drainage, witl
sanittary safbguards, and with adequate
accoiodation for trailic ; but il cannot
giitriIIteo thici lgaiist te conisequentces
of their own carelesaness or the nîegloct of
others. This cen only bçe donce by the fire
intsuraice compantics whiclh, uiider. tlei r
inagnificont systeai, so divide the loss that
the actual sulleror ie perfectly indomnified
while lis co-iisuirors are glad to pay their
rolatively smnal contribution towaîrds lis
loss in cousideration of the protection they
blotemsolves enjoy.

It mlusiiet he remîîemnbered that tha cliects
of ain adequate systemii of lire insurance are
iinalculably valuable in a country like
titis. Mluch-in fact inost-Of our busi-
nieas is dono on Crodit., jl other words we
practically borrow overy day on the
strengtl ofi future prolts, and capital
stands ready to back our ontorprises. But
wore lte capitalist not secured againet the
loss of his pledge by lire, would lie be so
wiilling to advauîco his funds? Certainly
net. The stock lie furniahes on credit, or
the building on w'hichi he takes a mortgago,
munst be inunrod against liro before he
ivill agre lo invest lits mnoay or goods in
the venture. Wero il nlot for our present
systei of lire insurance credit would be
crippled by the excessivo caution entailed
upon lendors; but ais i t now existe, they
can venture to invest freely.

This
wonild indicate that tie Newfounndland people
hav taken up the right weapon with which
to aittack French bounty-fed fisl, and preserve
their incient markets to thenselves.

T'li FIR1E INSURANCE ASSOCIATION.
'l'e Fire Insurance Association issued an

advertisemet last Monday te the affect that
llt'y would transact no new business Lu the
Uijited States. The reason given is simply
that t00 much of their resources are already
loeied up lu that country, and that the faunds
su writlhdrawnyi can b used t far btter advant-

'uge elewlere. Mr. Lawrie, the Gencral Man-
ager, wTho caime out to tils cointry to stop
the Amuericn business, and te endeavor to
re-ilsure the COnlany's risks, does net
believe in doing business for the mure nane of
it, and in the absonce of whaIit lin considers al
reasoaable profit prefers to withdraw from the
States and concentrate the resources of the
Comapin>y and the attention of ifs manage-
ment in a narrower field Iron whicli aun equal
or perhaps even greater amount of profit may
be made with less risk. It appears that out

of Ile Company's cash assots of $1,242,010,
over $900,000 la locked up in the States,
mostly in deposits i each separate State to
seuire the bu-inessdone in it. When we add
to this $100,000 deposited in Canada, it is evi-
dent that the- margin of $?42,000 laft is far
too smali for their European business, and
that Mr. L[îwrie was justified in withdrawing
from a section in whicli he had continuously
lost money. The intention was at first to re-
insure tieCompany's risks, since hils course
would put then immediately in funds, but as
no favorable offer was secured it was finally
decided to run them gradually off, and divert
the funds as they came in to other and more
profitable business. The Canadian branch
will b aintained as usual, although the
Company'slossCes in Montreal last year were
equal to 2 times ifs income, but in futureno
risks wvill be taken lu any place that has not
steani fire-engines or adequate water-works.
The directors have full confidence in their
Canadian business, a\d with a shrewd conser-
vative mauager like Mr. John Kennedy, we
have little doubtthat they will have no rea-
son to complain of their returns from the
Dominion.

CANADIAN APPLES.

The usual tatements floated at this season
have beu current about the alleged enormous
crop of apples throughout the country.
Dealers have recently been through the west-
ern orchards making contracta for the season's
shipments, and of course are interested in
making it appear that Canada le fuit of fruit
so that they can reduce growers' prices to the
lowest possible leve. Despite these efforts
very fair pricesfhäve been exacted by growers
who are now welt aware of the favor ln which
Canauian apples are held, and that the crops
in Europe are poor and quite Inadequate to
meet requirements. The heavy rains whicli
seemned to favor an extraordinary,. crop have
net beau altogether beneficial. The fruit ia
late in ripeniug, and le inclined to rot and
show poor keeping quality. Somae buyers say
that many growths are unusually fart and
that there .will be a- large proportion of un-
sound stock. We have also heard- it stated
that white the Crop of infurior descriptions is
heavy, the sane cannot, be said of choice
varieties. Of course there nay be those who
will deny these stàteiments aud they may not
apply to some of the best fruit. sections.
Taken ail througli the Canadicu crop will bc
a fair average aud good paying prices should
be realized for sound fruit. ¯By lthe lest mail
confirmatory news is recel ved of the poor crop
in England which has not beau so bad for
miany seasons, there being not even a fair
supply of carly applei; The only gdd crops
are in the cider districts, which will not affect
the general market to any extent, their quality
being poor and the fruit small. They are
soliom sent to market unles apples arc very
high indeed in price. The French Crops ara

satisfactory in the south. They are now
coming forward freely and making good
prices ; 30 par cent, above other yeas.
Senders will, therefore, lurry their shipaents,
and by the end of September apples from the
south of France must show a considerable
diminution. Belgium has a bad crop of early
kinds and a fair one of later sorts, but the ex-
ports from this country will b much less
than usual. The crop in Rolland lis reckoned
at about one-third. In Germany somo reports
are fair; others iot so good. On tlie whole
that country has a middling crop. Taking
England and Europe collectively, all early
kinds of apples are very short, and as Euro-
peau crops of stone fruit, such as plums, etc,
are light as comparad with last year and two
years ago, English bouses are soliciting ship-
ments of Canadian and States apples a montI
earlier than in former ycars. For early ship-
mants good colored fruit or large greein fruit
le recommended. Pound sweets, holland
pippins, fall pippins and all such fruit, pro.
viding they are net wormy, vil[ go forward
this season and seli at good rates. The total
quantity of apples which rcached the port of
London alune last year from New York,
Boston, Montreal, Philadelphia ani Annapolis,
was 104,072 barrais, and the season started
late and was net so promising as it je now.
Commencing a month to six weeks earlier
the present season should le a heavy nad
profitable one. At the orchards shippers are
paying 75crd$1 par blM., which le about the
average price paid last year. Latest reports
state that the Canidian crop is turning out
satisfactorily.

A QUEER STORY.

Truthi le often stranger than fiction, but
possibly, even commercial men could hardly
believe that the following story ie absolltely
exact in all save the names of the parties
concerned. About ten years ago, a boot and

loue bouse In a town of Midlatnd Ontario
whom we will call Brown & Jones, sold out to
an American whom we will call Smith.
Smith moved into their store, while Jonces
rented a snall office directly alongside it. To
all enquiries as fo Smithl's mans Jones te-
plied lu mllost encouraging tarims. lie stated
Smith had paid them a very larke sum in cash
for the business, and su carefully and skill-
fully did he nurse Smitli's credit that the
lattt r was enabled tosecme betwceu forty and
tifty thousand dollars worth of goods on
credit.

have rather more than held their own, while
tle gencral operatives have suffered decreases.
A loom fixer in a cotton mill receives $11 33
wlere lie had but 10.71 before; but the carders
have experienced a decline of seventy-six
cents, and the lemale weavers of fifty cents.
The woollen finishers, dyers, and fullers have
also received a slight advance, but the reelers,
scourers, speckers, spinners, spoolers, warpers,
and weavers have reduced wages. The con-
clusion to which the figures point is tbat in
native industries, the raw material of which
we produce ourselves, wages are steady, but
that in forced industries t.ose of a few
specialists are good, while those of the vast
body of the operatives are exlibiting a de-
clining tendency.

INSURANCE OR ASSURANCE.

"'The ever present controversy," says the
Review, II as to the difference between assur-
ance and lusurance is again raging, and we as
usual find the most diverse opinions expressed
as to flic practice followed in this mnatter.
Whilst we admit that many companies trans-
acting lifo assurance business nay frequently,
and as we consider erroncously, use the word
'insurance,' we must point out that experts in
dealing with the question, almost invariably
use the word 'assranc e' for life, and cinsur
ance' for lire and marine business. Not that
thera is any differenco between these two ex-
pressions, but it is used lis a natter. of con-
venience, and we think the distinction so
made is atteuded with considerable advantage
to both writers and readers of, insurance
literature. As regards the difference between
a coinpany and'a society, we may say there is
none, for there are plenty of mutual insuranco
institutions which use the word company,
whilst there are joint-stock institutions which
use the word association, or society. But in
dealing with proper nanes, it is no'.use
arguing. If the legal title of a mnutual ife
assurance society is 'company,' that naine
will bc used and no other, andt there is no
help for it. But we have for a long time feit
that there eau be no possibility of a diverg-
ence of opinion as to fle meaning of the
word 1 insurer,' and 9 assured ' or 'insured.

h'lie 'insurer' or 'assurer' is the person or
sociey which grants indemnity. The fin-
sured' or 9 assured ' is the person who is so
indénuified; but upon this, as upon other
points, there is no prospect of any unifon
practice being followed, and we presume that
one hundred years lience the same arguments
will be raiscd in precisely the sane forme as
those under discussiou to-day."

ONIONS.
The onion crop ail over this continent is

about.oue quarter over an average, and the
quality is good. The acreage is also larger
and the consequence is tlat the prices have
dropped from $1 to $1.25 per case in Boston
in about a month.é Ohio bas a very heavy
and fine crop, and the shipments from tha
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place, which are just arrivingr, are very satis-
factory. Western New York shows a very
fine yield about one-quarter or one-third over
an average. Masachusetts growers hive been
very successfult and the large and early harvest
was markuted about a fortnliglit Carlier this
year tliani last. The Buletin of Boston s.ays
bhat last year the sale of the Spanish onion

was veiry large, so much so that supplies iad
to be drawn fron New York city and import-
ors were speculating on a large demand and
sale of the Spanislh stocks this ycar. The
early receipts were readily marketed and
prices held as bigh as they did in 1887. They
were expecteil to hold so, up to the Ist of
September, when the receivers of foreign
stock expected the domestic varieties would
be arriving. But much to their surprise and
contrary to their anticipations, the doicestic
onions wero marketed about two weeks earl ier
than they were last.Fall, and foreigu onions
iad to drop in price te the standard of the
generaliy pieferred natives. In this market
the decline is equally marked, and since the
arrival of the SS. Polynesian with between

3,000 and 4,000 small crates of Spanish
onions, prices have declined 40c to 50c por
crate, quotations ranging from û0c to $1 per
crate. The Egyptian onions which will be
irriving in the Anerican market early in May,
will not bring as high prices next year as they
dlid this, and the receipts will be much lighter.
In fact the prosperous onion crops at home
wvill bar out hcavy foreigu receipts and pre-
vent high prices, as the domet tic stocke can-
not be competed with profitably.

Tirs OAsiu BÀsney.-A meeting of the share-
holders of the Montreal Oash Bakery (Limited)
is announced to be held this evening, in the
Machanics' Hallto appoint new directors and
ta decide upon some future course of action.
The Geneial Manager, Mr. E. Pole, does not
appear to have taken the shareholders deeper
into bis confidence than ho formerly did the
directors. Shareholders received a notice
saie time ago to the effect tiat Mr. Pole would
pay then in full as soon as possible. As the
amounts held by cach is not very large, Mr.
l'ole appearing himself to hold nearly three-
fourthb of the stock, the situation partakes a
little of the humorons. Mr. Polo bas not been
iniclined bitherto to answer any questions as
to the condition of the concern, and in his
attitude towards the shareholders, ho is re-
ported as Laving the assurance of a large
flour house-one of the creditors paid off by
the insurance money-tbat they will assist
him with their lawyers in case of need. We
should b surprisad,if Mr. Pole would not be
ready to compromise with the shareholders on
a reasonable basis; but it is important, i the
first place, ta get a statement of the Con.
pany's affairs. Even though the books were
destroyed in Athe late fire, an approximate
statement couldi be furnisbed. With au aver-
age weekly business in bread, cake, &c., of-
say $400 ta $475', during 1887, other data

could ha procured and a balance struck with a
little effort. Mr. Pole owes it to hinielf as
well as ta the shareholders to furnish some
such statement.

Tus latest Engl isi papers, speking of crops
in that country, say i i Wa are sorry to say
that the gloony forebodings to which we gave
expîression nearly a fortnight ago have becnl
more than fulfilled. The wecather lias been
nelier bright nor warm nor dry-nd a con-
junction of brightniess, warmth and dryness
was needed in order to repair, even in a part-
!al degreo, the mischief which continced bai
weather hiad produced. Incessant heiavy rains
lamve laid the tall a.d lanky wbeat piOstrate
on the earti, bave further lîidered the ripen-
lng, and vastly increased the expeuse of har-
vesting. 'Phe cold nights and absence ofsun-
light by day bave stopped the growth of the
ears, and starved their bulk even beyond ex.
pectation. Potatoes are generally going to
the bad. The weak fruit crop in Kent and
other countries bas been shaken off the trocs
,y gales of winter severity. The hops, al-
ways a precarlous ci op, are an alnost total
failure, though the grocnd on which they
are grown is Eaddled with a permanent extra-
ordinary tithe. It is perhaps scarcely worth
troublssig ourselves with the question whether
any improvemcent in the weather is likely to
talke place, as the season lias nowN passed in
which it is possible to expect any temperature
sufliciently high to neutralize the mischief al-
ready done."

Ir bas heen so much the custom to claim
that the United States systein of school edu-
cation is the best in the world that it is soce-
what startling ta find it stated in reputable
Anerican jourcals that the number of illiter-
ate people in the United States is far greater
in proportionto the population thau in Scot-
land, England, France, Prussia or Switzerland.
ln 1884 the percentage of illiterate adults,
that is people who cannot rend or write, was
about 13 per cent., in England, 9 par cent. in
Scotland, 0 or 10 per cent. in Prussia, and 24
per cent. in Ireland. The Unifed States bas a
percentage of illiterates almost as high. Ac-
cording to the roturns of 1880, out of a popu-
lation of close upon foity millions, nearly five
millions were unable to read and six millions
unable to write. The Soutliern States were
moainly responsible for the higi percentage;
Louisiana with a population of 640,070 having
318,000 citizens who could not write, and
South Oarolinia 309,000 illiterates in a popu-
lation of 669,456. The recital of these facts
bas made a profoud impression in the United
States Congress and on educators, and a bill
bas been introduced by Senator Blair with the
object of correctlng su great an evil.

Tus working-men and clerks of this city
bave for some yeara past been complaining of
the exorbitant rents exacted for small dwell-
ings and of the hardship caused by the law

permitting leases upon bor oz of a rental of
less than $200 per annut 'Tie dissatisfac-
tion feit et this state of asT airs has at last foiund
expression. At a meeting of workingmen re-
solutions were passed calling upon the Que-
bec Governmnct to abolish the prosent lease
systemi, to substitute a mothod of short
leases similar to that i use in many cilies lu
the States, and calling ipon the corporation
to pass a by-law whereby all land in the, city
now held for speculative purposes or unoccu-

pied sball be taxed to the saimle value as the

properties adjoining or in the sane vicinity.
The meeting finally forned itself into a ton-
ants' protective association. There is no doubt
tbat the present law imposes considerable
lardshipstupont tie working classes, and it
could be well amended for the botter, but, as
the Mail points out, the Legislature could not
well interfore with the riglts of property as
concerned in the fixing of Vents, this being a
matter properly left to the laws of demand
and supply.

TE contract of the Cliignecto ship Tailway,
which ii to conncet the Gulf of St. Lawrence
and tie Bay of Fundy, has been let; and now
auother marine railway scliene lias been set
on foot. The new project is to build a ship
railway frocm Toronto, at the Ilunber mouth,
to the Georgian' Bay, niear Collingwvood. A
glance at the map will show what a powerful
influence such al work will have on trans.

portation. It will render unnecossary the
resort to the route tbrough Lakes Buron, St.
Clair and Erie, and will bring the West
nearer to the seaboard by four or five hundred-
miles. The hauling of grain-laden vessels by
rail across the neck of land laying between
Laike Ontario and the Georgian Bay là a
tremendous unulertakinîg. But Mr. Tully,
C. E , who lias. exatmined the matter, thinks
it perfectly practicable, in which opinion he
is supported by the written reports of the lat
Captain Ends. The projectors look for assist-
ance fron the Dominion and Provincial Gov-
ernments. For Dominion support they bave
a precedent in the case of the Obignecto ship
railway.

Tis London Grocer has the following report
upon the quarterly sales of cinnanon: ci As
usual at this period of the year the qusarterly
sales of cinnamon engage but little attention,
partly on account of their comparative Esmall-
ness: and those held on Monday last did not
consist, of more than 1,300 bales Ouylon, or
only 250 bales above what was offered in
Ausgust, 1887. Of the quantity brought for-
ward recently about one-half was made up of
parcele which hadt previously appeared on the
market, and which had hid to be withdrawn
for want of adequaîtte bide; but on> tie pro-
sent occasion the demand bas been decidedly

The total
slipmuents to Aitguîst 30 had been 13,984 tons,
aglinst, 10,936 ions ile sane date last year, of
whilch 2,262 tots wero to the United States,
aigainst 116 tons to sane dltle hist year, and
146 tonts to Canada, against 77 tons to saime
date last, year. Prices were 1sibla 6d pur
cwt. below the average at even date last year,
and the increase in the maîîgnitude of the crop
was sald to bc uot great enougl in itselfto
imîperatively cause nuy further reduction,
espîccially' as theî great consuming markets
hold very light stock% of old fruit.

TnE poor quality of most of the cheap
brands of domestie cigars has lad to al serious
falling off li their consimptlion. Our bright
contemliporary Tobacco ëays thit the general
experience of the trade, gat1ired from ailt
points by conversatiogn with the retail dealers,
show tliat there is a steady advance in the

sale of smoking tobacco and pipes. The in-
crease is more observable in the higher grades
of smoking tobacco, selling at proportionately
higi prices, one prominent dealer's trade
showing an increase of over two huudred per
cent. duringsLhe past twelve monis. This la
worthy of especial notice on the part of our
cigar-manufacturers and dealers, as it nust
naturally point to nî corresponding decrease in
the sale of cigare. i .

TurAr 'young man uarred .who lias been
playing the diel amtang the tailors " for Homo
years past in this city, lias beig tlireatened
with al suit for the recovery of a balance duc
at a well known sumner hotel where lie has
beun accustomed of late years to spend a few
months holidays and other thiugs to which h
could not lay so exclusive a claiu. The por-
tion of the bill for board was' ¯i uidated by
lhis relative, but the balance, afew hundred
for borrowed money and luxuries, thuy refused
t aucknovleige. It reiains Io be seen
whether it will be allowed to go to Court.
Should iL succee I, the tailors miay have a
chance.

APPLIeATION ha been nade for the incor-
poration by letters patent of "iThe Ross-
Maclaren Luiimber Company (Limitee)" witli
chief place of business .lt Ottawi. The in-
corporators are: Ho.n J. G. Rose, Quebec,
James Maclaren, Buickingham ; Leonard
Grecehiluam Little, Montieal; William lenry
Higgins, New Westminster, B. O, and Charles
D tand, Vanconver, B.C., with Messrs. Rose;

Lions of the old system and its serlious annoy-
ances. The consular oath has been long
regarded as more important aa an officiil per-
quisite than as a protection 'to the revenue,
and the opinion has been entertained generally
by oflicials is well as business men Ihat the
action which the Departnent has just taken
should have beu ieccompliihed long ligo.

Wu have to chronicle a rdinarkable in-
crease in farmer's notes ; a very unsatisfactory
feature in the financil situat.ion. If the
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aveiage fermer bas commenced te dabble il
accomodation paper it la not diflicuit to see

wbat the end wil'lbe. At present it certaîinly
looks like it ; fdPthe amount of tarmers paper
presented torthi banks has largely increased

and, of courâ, Ïe have no meaus of judging
how much la held by shavera. A farmer
siould bave no need of accomodation paper
and when he la driven te its use it la evident
that his future is anything but promising.

Tus Royal lusurance Company are; doter-
mined to keep abiast of their oibterprising
rivals. Workmen bave already'reommenced
te add three stories in height to the present
handsome building, and it la likely that the-
south corner of the Place d'Armes will coma-
pare favorably. with the otier magnificent
structures now"boing erected on the square.
Mr Tatley is t be complimented upon this
evidence of ôViterprise upon the part of his
company and it la evident.that they intend te
keep as much in-frout in this respect as they
always have in others.

THE firSt !U.stalment Of new crop Cape Cod
crauberries bas been received in New York
andi they arejobbing slowly at $70$7.50 pur
bbl for beat. The crop ls later than usual,
and the barries in consequence are not quite
up te the standard in color The yield of the
Cape Cod district is estimated at about that of
last ycar, or say 80,000 to 90,000 bbls. The
crop of New Jersey is aise late and net far
different in magnitude te the Cape Cod yield,
but they have not yet appeared lu the market.

TuE duty on peach baskets, it la alleged,
may be foô1o1yed py the imposition by the
United States as a measura of retaliation of a
duty on the boxes in which Canadien eggs
are exported. Those boxes go backward and
forward. Under the restrictive idea, if taxed
wlen entering the United States, they should
bu taxed again by Canada when coming back
emlpty. This would kill the egg business,
but it is in strict keeping with the present
retaliatory and restrictive ideas.

'0LmIO opinion in Newfoundland seCms tO
have revolted against Confcderation, Hence
the abandonment of the projected visit te
Ottawa of the Island delegates. The colonial
view of the question la reciprocated in Ca-
liada. There la ne agitation favorable te
union and nobody seemis able to explain what
good purpose cau be served by it

Tcs Cougressional Committee of the United
,States on Agriculture, in a report upon food
adulteràtion, calls attention to what it terms
te siugular fact, that although England lias

adopted no prohibitory or restrictive measures,
the importation into itat country of American
pork products -has decreased enormously. The
Committee 'ascribes this to Il sympathy with
the generalfeeling in Europe that American
food producia are unsafe, owing te a 'want ef
authcoritative care in ticfr preparation." Before

arriving at any conclusion on this point, It
would be well to enquire to what au extent
the decrease i shipments to England has been
of American exports sent only for tranship,
ment or for repacking and trnshipment te
France and Germany. The food products so
sent have et times been of very large amount,
and a decrease of this class of imports into
Great Britain would be attributable only te
the unjust restrictive measures of France and
Germnany, and not te any i general feeling that
American food products are unsafe."

Tus annual value of the importa lnto Ha-
vana of ironmongery and hardware la about
$600,000, of which England supplies barely
one-balf. Consul-General Crowe states that
the German trade ln these branches la con-
stantly incrasing, but so far has been con-
flned id'sauch articles as white matal spoons
and forks, locks, cutleryand wire nails, whici
however, forra au important aggregate, as the
consumption is considerable. The Ger-man
gcods are generally inferior te the English,
which are often of botter quality than la actu-
ally required. German travelers pay more
frequent visita, offer botter tarms, and give
more attention to the requirements of the
country than the representatives of Englisht
firms. The United States supplies barbed
fonce vire, cut nails, gcarpentcrs' tools wlhcel-
barrows, bolts and padiocks, and, according
to the Britisli Consuîl-General, "inferior gas
and water valves." Their pumps and plows
are described as superior to the European
articles.

IL is stated tihat the agents of the
liochetgi mitIs are offering greysfreely at 18
cents per pounîd, and express a willingness to
go ta 15 cents if ptshre. As greys cannot
be made for this priica art hlie preseit rates rul-
inig for raw cotton, it la evident tnt a policy
of extermination is te uiursued towards the
snaller mills ta compel them to either re-
enter the coibination or tirow up the sponge.
At the sirae timte we mtust rareember that the
inulls are nt making -mny greys and that
the stocks in the hands of bath wholesalers
anod retailers are exceedingly small f course
at present the demrand is extrenely liglt and
niakera are waiting to sce how the payments

for the heavy contracts made in the fail will
turn out; but should deamand liven urp in the
spring thora will be a scramble for cottons,
and possibly a good advance in prices will be
realized. Naturally this whole-sale cut il
vailes will be very awkward for those retail-
ors who purchased at the old raties, for news
of a reduction in values spreads )ike wildfire,
and if their comîpetitors buy at present rates
and retice tieir.prices ta the public propor-
tionately they mustt ieet the eut aven if they
lose heavily by it. But stocks in retail hands
rire always very ligh tt this season and lience
very little trouble will result. In dry goods
circles we find a general opinion that remit-
tances tire it;. proving and it is evident that
the trade believe tlat sa soon as produce catn
be maarketed payments wilil b much botter.
The safe harvesting of the builk of the crops
in Qttebecwill lielp trade ar good deal. The
City trade is satisfactory and a good ianumber
of western buyers are in the city. On the
whole the week lias been a satisfactory one to
most of the trade and remittances show a steady
improvement.
