Bui there are others concerned in this cn’:x:ing
mission of the Historian. And there is, and was, ne
tribunal at all: it was only the agrecablo English-
man's device to fatter this great American people,
by presenting a sort of mimicry of a Geneva Atbitra-
tion te settle international differences by the high
and mighty award of Americna public-opinion. I de-
cline to plead at all before the American public : be-

ofa New England town. A remewal of a]l this
wonld be invaluable for exasperating the so-desira-
ble religions rags in Ireland,
And there is more in it. Certain millions of the
Irish people, extirpated out of their own land, and
csenped from the British famines, are now dwelling,
they and their children, upon this continent; and
every body knows that they wateh with keen in-
terest every National movement of their kindred at
hame, with the stern defermination to bear a band
in the final settlement of thet qnestion. Nothing
eould pogsibly be more serviceable -te Gladstone's
policy than the successful arousing of strong distike
and contempt on the part of the Protestant-Ameri-
cam people against their Catholic and Ivish fellow-
oitizens. Now no man in sll England conld be
found so fitbed for this drcadful office ak the First
Living Histerian.

THE CRUSADER HIMBRLF.

Froude’s qualifications for this mission (besides a
most fluent and scnsational rhetoric) are twofeld.
First, he hates the Catholic Chnrch, and has at his
fingers' ends all the fouleet imputations and all the
dinbolical language of abuse usually craployed these
last three Tiundred years to cover that Chureh with
a robe of blnckest horror :—second, he claims for his
own country an absolnte rightto possessand gevern
Ireland at her own will and for her own profit,  As
I read these pages of the “ First Historian,” I con-
fess that I warm towards him a httle ; he docs not
canl much, for an Englishman, but poure forth his
insults upon the people and upon their religion
with a rather honest kind of cymnical byutality, He
tells us in plain words that “ superior strength is
the cquivalent of superior merit;” and referring to
Ireland nnd her rights, fovesoth, he says:—

& There neither is nor can be. an inherent privi-
lege in any person or set of persons to live unworth-
ily at their own wills, when they can be led or
driven into more honourable courses; and the
rights ot man—if such rights there be——are not at
liberty, bul to wise direction and control ;" :
—that is, the contrel by us English. There js an-
other passage (page 609) which I like even better—

#The cousent of man was not asked when ke was
born into the world : his congent will not be asked
when his time comes to dic.  As little has his con-
sent to do with the laws whicl, while he lives, be is
bound to obey. Let a nation be justly grverncd.

—that is, by us English.

As for the Catholic Church in Ireland, the only
defect he finds in "the course of English policy is,
that there was not pcrsecution violent cnough and
constant cuough exerciged apon that Church.

of men” cdeling our friends, heating our enemies,
carefully warning our neighbeurs that we are false,
treacherous, cowardly and cruel, that we never knew
what to do with our own country, when we had one,
and will surely do what in us lies to ruin America
a8 we rnined Ireland. :

I cannot but admire the Historian when in one of
hiy lecturcs he comes to deul with the apparently
rirple euggestion that, ingsmuch as Bagland has
shown nothing but imbecility and stupidity in her
dealings with Ireland for suven hundred years, and
brought theisland to be a world's wonder for its
long ngony of ‘misery, famine, and discontent, she
had better perhaps relieve herself of the charge and
let Ireland alone, At thie idea he breaks out intoa
foam of rage. What! let Ireland govern berself!
No, acver! Anything but that. England will never
consent cither to Home Rule, or to auy altered ar-
rangement which might put Ireland into the way of
heing able to extort Home Rule :—nsver, until Eng-
land is benten to her kneus ; never ! never!

Bravo ! First Historian.  Beaten to her knees,
quetha? Beunten tc her mounth and nose must she
 be. It is precisely ihe sentiment which I have
mysclf often written and uttered. The British Em-
pire must utterly perish, that is, be dismembered as
an Empire—or * Ircland must die a daily death,
and sufter an endless martyrdom.”

Mr, Froude seeme to admit all this: confesses
with a charming ingenuousness that Ireland has
been always not only aniistly anp cruelly, but stu-
pidly governed by England; that she is now so
governed, and is Jikely to be; nay that Ireland has
ample provocation and perfect right te take up arms
end egtablish her independence on the field: Very
well then, says the Historion, draw your sword and
come on! 'This is a cwiously happy sarcasm, ad-
dressed to & nation carefully disarmed by law, and
whose houses ave at nll times subject to search for
any kind of weapon. A gang of- robbers seizesa
trareller, tios him to a trec disarms him, stripe him,
robs bhim of his weney: be cries out and remon-
strates; calls them a pack of rascals, demands to be
let Joose : bnt one of the brigands replies to him,
# Friend, you have mo right to likerty unless you
fight for it. Your arpuments are good, are unan-
swerable @ therefore will you figcht us all, there ne
you stand, with your hands tied behind ;your
Luck to thnt tree, If you cannet do this, stop your
vain arguments and ¢ Llatunt’ hewlings,—enough to
disgust the very owls in the trees.” As Dean Swift
said, concerning the book of Molyneux: * In rea-
son, all govercment, without the consent of the
governed, is the very definition of slavery; but, in
tuet, eleven men, well armed, will certainly subdue.
one single man in his ghirt.”

Here, then, is the whole political theory and prin-
ciple of the Historian. We have yon down, throt-
tled, stripped, disarmed, garotted ; our treatment of
youand of your country has been stupid, and a
scandal : it is going to be in the future what it has
been in the past: und now, what are you going to
do about it? T must confess that I like this Cru-
sader of the Period for so horest an "exposition of
his principles: and feel inclined to take his part
against the savage, word-catehing critics wle have
been finding him guilly of misquotations, mistran-
Sla.tions, and ¢ven jgrorant blunders, as they fondly

ream.

THE " INVERTED COMMAS.”

And does a citizen of Brooklyn, indeed, or that
keen Scotchmaxn, Mr. Hosnck, or the Quarterly Re-
view, and “ fty others,” do they,or does any of
them, innocently imagine that they can corner the
First Living Flisterian, by peinting out misquota-
tione, falsified nuthoritics and thelike?

IRISH- INTELLIGENCE

Pastorar oF TuE Gatnonic HirrAnciry.—A pastoral
signed by all the Catholic Archbisheps and Bishops
of the Cutholic Church, assembled in Dublin on the
21et and 32nd of last month, wus read on Sunday
in thg respective chapels. After waming ther
flocks againet the infideliby of the present age, and
denouncing the policy pucsued by the Italian and
German Governmoants towards the Pope and the
Cathelic Churoh, the prelates pass to the education
question. - The pastoral says:—* The sapreme ef-
fort to weakcn the Church's influence is mude on
the educational field, by banishing religion from
the schools, whether of higher, middle, or primary
instruction. Ino a pasteral lett. r nhich we addressed
to ycu sevoral suentlis ago, we endenvored to set be-
fore you at some lsngth, denrly beluved brethren,
the dangers which threaten your faith from pemi-
cinus systems of education, ‘The experience of every
day that bas since passed has but strengthened the
convictions we then expressed, sanctioned the warm-
ings we then gave, and rendered us more determined
than ever to struggle to the last, with all the energy,
of our hearts, helped by the grace of Ged, azainst
every form of un-Catholic cducation, no matter from
what source it may come, or by what patrons it
may be recommended. It i8 chicfly for the con-
sideration of difficulties arising on this all import-
ant subject education that we are now assembled;
but,we reserve for a future occasion the resolutions
we bave adopted, confining oursclves at presentto
express our deep regret that the generous granhs
lately made by the Legislature, in Lehalf of educs
tion, have been "accopanied by conditions which
have, up to the present time, deprived many men.
torious teachers of the long-cxpected reward of their
lnbors—rewards whick should have been made de-
pendent on their certified efficiency. The Catholie
Church can neéver ook with dislike upon a systen
of cducation merely because it is gratuitous. She
loves too well Him who said ¢ Suffer little childres
to come nnto Me,and forbid them not, to allow soy
considerations of human interest to hinder the ap-
proach of the poorest children to the samctuaryof
her maternal bosem.

expend their energies and talents in teaching the
poor of Christ without other reward than the insults

GREAT BRITAIN.

Carmoric Crerci 14 EvGLavp.—In the House of
Lords, Lord Buckhurst drew ihv atteation ofthe
Upper House to & question which has récently at-
tracted considerable notice in Eugland. The sub-
ject which formed the theme of Lord DBuckhurst's
remarks.was the treatment of Catholio children in
English workhouses, in religions matters. This,
though an Xoglish question, geograpbically spenking
is in reality an Irish one, for wo need searcely ey
that the vast majority of poer Cathelie children in
Engzland are of Irish birth or Irish parentage, TLord
Buckhurts pointed out a number of -Acty of Parlin-
ment from which it wus plein that the intention of
tho Legislaturo was that childien in workheuses,
not of the established churel, should be educated
in tlhe faith of their parents, In order tocnable thix
to be domein the cuse of Catholic children, the
munificent charity of Catholic England has founded
schoels in which all workhouse children barn of
Cathelic parents are received and educated in the
Cutholicfaith, What Lord Buckhurst drew attention
to was the practice among certain boards of guard-
ians of the direct violation of the Aot of Parlinment
in refusiog to give up Catholic children to be cducated
in the schools previded for them, and of detajhing
these children in gchools where then were educated
in the faith of the Established chureh. Tho Earl
of Morley, on the part of the Governmient, promised
that attention should bo given to the matter, and
we earnestly trustthat the promise thus given will be
adhered to. At the same time it i3 the duty of the
Irish members to take o prominent part in the pro-
tecting from a grievous wrong peor little children
of their own race and blood. There is no question
either of pelitics or religion involved in this matter.
All must confess that tke acts of the Leglislature
should ba ebeyed, und these are violuted by detaining
Catholio children in workhouse schoola,

“Tar Srreap o (ArgoLicisy,” says a writer in
the Liverpesl Daily Albion, © of late years, is {ruly
astonishing” He is qaito right, and we hope and
think it will Lo etill more astonishing in & very brief
period. But the gentleman whoso letter we refer to,
and who ndopts the somowhat singulnr nom de plume
of “Once a Nonconformist," in his dismay at the
prospect of Disestablishment, fulls into crror on one
point of particular interest to our readers. He says :
« If the Anglo-Catholic party,” by which we presume
he menns Ritualists, ¢ and the Roman Church weru
united, would Protestantism be able to cope with
this combined force?" We trow not, but getting
that point aside, we wish to disabuse this quondam
Nonconformist’s mind of an error with whicls it
seens impregnated. What he is pleased to eall the
Anglo-Catholic party have nothing whatever in cotu-
mon with us ag regards unity of Faith.

A €oar-Corring Macnve—The present difficulty
in Eugland of getting a sufficient “out-pul” or
aupply of cosl from the mines owing to the ircreased
demand and diminished supply, will ‘probably lead
to the introduction of machinery for that purpose.
Indesd, according to the london Times, nuch a
machine has not only beon invented, but is now in
use. The jonrnal says:—" This machine can cut, in
cight hours’ time 350 feet of conl, ywlc!lng from 70
to 75 tons in .weight-~which produciion, wo are
told, represents the work of forty men for the same
period. Three, or at most four men are required to
tend the machine, and the caloulationis that it
gengral adoption would render it pomsible to dis-
pensc with the Inbour of 300,000 of the 360,000 men
now employed in the coal mines of the couutry.
Moreover, wherens the waste” invidental to.hand-
cutting is estimated at fully twelve per cent. of gho
whols product, that detriment isreduced by machine
work to one-third of tho amount, representing an

'oconomy - of no less than 16,000,000 tons of coal

Crnonto Axconouisu.—We are quite ready to ad-
mit that decorum igin itself s good thing. The
familiar gpectacle of gentlemen specchiess and stag-
gering from the effects of heavy potations could not
fail to have a degrading and brutalising effects
upon’ the society to which. they belonged, Itis
morally an advance that men should be-ashamed of
being seen in thia odious and filthy condition. But
decorum may be in itself a snare, and it is well that
the truth, howeyer coarse, vulgar, and unpleasant it
may be, should bt faced. It must be remembered
that the three-bottle and four-bottle men of other
days were after all exceptional men, and & mere
handful in the community, and that, although most
men then thought little of getting drunk, this was
with a great many an indulgince, which they al-
low.d themselves not habitually, but only on special
occasiens and with intervals between. The main
diiferenco between the drinking habits of the last
generation und of the present would seem to by,
that formerly mem, when they sat down te drink,
drank were at a time, while now men drink moder-
ately at a sitting, but in sipsor “ nips” dvink 4 good
deal during each dny. Whether the modern habit
is better than the old habit is a question which pes
sesses only R speculative interest, The important
thing is, that the modern habit should be recug-
niscd as vicions and wunwholesome, We are aware
that this is quite an old story now, and perhaps
people may be tired of its repetition, Unfortunately
the necessity for speaking of it does not appenr to
have diminished. Abowt ayear ago the doctors
published a declaration respecting alcohol, insisting
that, as & medicine, it onght to be preseribed with
the same care and precision as any other power-
ful drug, aud pointing out that its value asan
articls of dict wus immenscly overrated. ‘he decu-
ment also recommended legislution with a view to
conilne the use of alcohel within proper limits, and
to prowote habits of temperance. For our-own
part, we should be disposed to rely much more con-
fidently on tke personal influence of the doctors
themselves than on any kind of legislation. Some-
thing may be done by legislation to enforce order
and decorwm in the streets and in places of common
resort, and to curtail the facilities for public drink-
ing, but after all this is only making clean tho ont-
sideof the platler. Mot reasonable persons will
admit thet the Licensing Act goes about as far in
this direction as is practicrble, if indeed it does not
rather overshoot the mark, It is just becanse weo
ave convinced of the powerlessness of Jegislation, we
distrust all violent cocreive measures, and have no
faith in any reform which does not spring from
voluntary resiraints and an improved state of public
opinion, that we feel bound once more, n$ the risk
of weariseme itcration, to call attention to the sub-
ject. The Excise returns, the statistics of eriminal
offences, the warnings of the doctory, the feverish-
ness and excitement of socinl life, the prevalence of
nervous disorders, the crowded drisking bars, aud
the marked inereaso of the number of reeling
drunkards in the streets, all point fo the same con-
clusion. It ia impossible to doult the growing iu-
temperance of the working classes.  Personal obser-
vatiun en such a peint may sometimes be mislead-
ing, but the same story comes from all parts of the
country, Asa rule, high wages scom to menn only
mote drinking ; and drinking menans wife-benting
at home and fighting in the streets. Mr. Vornon
Harcourt, who objucts to the stringency of the
Licensing Act, appears to think it necessnry
to arguo ibat the country is reaily very tem-
perate and seber. We have ag little likiupg
for restriclive legisintion ns 3r. Hnrceurt, tut
wa see 11o 3¢ in shutting our eyes to uopleasunt
facts. It isnocessary to distinguish between the
bigotry and fanaticism of ihe tectotalers and the
basis of truth which underlies their agitution. The
evil which they denounce unhappily eqist<, aud even
their violeat and distempered imagioatiens cun
hardly exaggerato its mugnitnde, It mny by reuson-
able {o resist the tyranical measures which the total
abstainers are ruxious to impose upon the couuntry
but it is idle to nretend that tha country ia in this
respect in a satisfactory condition. 1t is scarcely
a consolation to be told that the vast increase in the
expenditure on intoxicating tquors is a proof of the
prosperity of the nation. It is doubtful whether the
present high rates of wages will be wusintained ;
but if they fall, the passion for stimulints which
has already been developed will unfortunntely re-
main. Anybedy who rends the police rteporty
will see the steady imcrease of cases of brutal
assanlts, especially on women which may be
traced to drinking. The present “geninl” sea-
son has been appropriately celebrated—a woman
gupping with her husband und friend suddenly flung
out of window ; a man stabbed by his wile, a wife
by ber husband, a girl by her sweetheart, “Thank
Ged Christmas is over!” we heard a poor woman
say the other day as she steadied her staggering
husband up the steps of a railway station. We are
quite of one mnind with tho Bishop of Peterborough
that, if it is necessary to choose, freedom is better
than sobriety ; but it is not impossible for peoplo to
be free and sober too. The criminal statistics com-
piled by the police show an increase of more {han
forty per cent. in the convictions for drunkeuness
before the magistrates in England and Wales in
1871 as cempared with the average of the previous
ten years, ‘TI'he Excise nnd Customs roturns show
a vast incrense in the consumption of sll kinds of
drink, and especially of spirits, The country Las
been thriving, wages have been high, and the sur-
plus earnings have heen spent chiefly in liquor.
These are not pleasant facts, aud they bardly con-
G those pretty theories of social progress of
which we hear so much, But progress has been
aaid to be like a wave which sometimes secms to
retire even in the course of advancing, and this may
perhaps bo only one of the backward movements of
[social improvement. - As far as we can see, there is
nothing to be done in the matter except to dircct
attentiou to the facts and leave them to make the
impreasion on the public mind. It is reserved now.
a-days for the working-men to get drunk in the old
way, “like o lord,” but the other classes though they
bear themselves more discreetly, suffer for their po-
tations in other ways. Brandy and sods, bitter ale,
odd glasees of sherry,nips, and pege,and drams,
keep up & perpetual imitation and excitement which,
added to the cares and worries of business and the
fatignes of social lifo, wear ont thc nerves, and are
apt to cnd in hysteria or paralysis. The doctors,
‘who are aware of the spreading ovil, might do much
to chieck it, and their duty in the matter was cer-
tainly not exhausted by the signing of the declara-
tion of a year ago, Thelesson needs to be coustantly
und empbatically enforced, 'I'he evil should be
probed to its root in neglect of sanitary and dietetic
rules and the farced pace of social and especially of
business life. . The attempt to get through ten
hours' work in five or six, explains in a great mea-
sure the craving for stimulants. People, though
they have more holfdays than they used to hive,
grot less rest, and rest 13 what they want—Saturdzy
Review.

As we enticipated Mr. Gladstone’s Irish

University Bill has brought upon its authors

the retribution which justly awaits all those

terial Bill has been defeated in the House of

Commens by a majority of three, Catholies
and Conservatives on this occasion making
common cause against the Ministry., The
House adjourned, und Mr. Gladstone waiting
on the Queon, pluced in Her Mnjesty’s hands
his resignation and that of his colleagues.

Mr. D'Ysracli was then called in to prescribe,
but whether he will be uble to form a Ministry
of his own political friends is very doubtful;
and still more doubtful is it, should he
oven succeed in putting together a Cabinet,
whether it will be able to govern the country.
Still the question will come up “ What is tobe
done aboud Ireland 7’ It oannot be ignored;
neither ¢an any Ministry hope to retain office
that sets iteelf in opposition to the wishes of
the Catholie Church in the matter of educa-
tion. :

‘ SERMON :

 But you are & chasen generation, a kingly priest-
hood, a Loly nation.”

To-day, my dearly beloved brethren, faithful to
the traditions of the past, you are assembled once
more tegether to tender, in this place comsecrated
to the memory of your glorious apostle, the tributes
of your veneration and love to your faith and na-
tionality. To-day, your minds, crowded with the
reminiscences of depnrted times, are wafted to scenes
far different from those that surround you—to that
fair isle that rises like a virgin queen. from out the
wives of the Atlantic. To-day, the pnst, by the
fond spell of memory, is as the present ; the scenes
of youth aud childhood, the old homestead with its
surroundings of natural beauty, the chapel where
you knelt in mute devotion, the green sod in the
churchysrd which you strewed with your parting
tears and prayers, pass before you clothed in a hfe-
like reality, With these sweet recollections come
also other thoughts of a higher and more inspiriting
nature, ' Devoted children to that dear land that
even now you call your kome, you love to-day to re-
call her by-gone glories, every grand and noble deed
that adgrns her history ; you love to dwell on the

memories of those men whose talen$, courage and
holiness have contributed so much to their natiou’s
weal. Many, indced, are the illustrious names that
Ireland counts on the roll of her heroce—nnmes re-
dolent with the memories of great and good acts, of
high and holy purposes, of glorions nachievements.
But conspicuously in this bright vision of Irclands
greatness there stund forth & few figures which draw
more largely upon our admiration—they are men
who have impressed their names upon, or who have
identified themselves with, some singularly glorious
event of our bistory. Prominent among this favoar-
ed few is the apostle whose memory we honour {o-
day. The reason that we hold him in such ligh
eatecm is that to his energy and zeal can either
directly or indircctly be atributed everything that
is great, glorinus and unfading in our history. The
bencfit that he procured us, divine faith, harmaniz-
ing eo truly with the ruling passion of th= Irish na-
tion, its religiousness, has constituted itself the
primary and controlling element of our character.
It has so fully swayed the heart of Ireland that it
has absorbed her patriotism, and identified hor na-
tional with her religious intsrests. It has become
her presiding genius, the soul of her national exist-
coce, and has ever shaped her deatinies. It has set
its seal on our nation’s character, and, in the words
of my text, has made us “a chosen people, a
kingly priesthood, a holy nation.” Is it strange,
therefore that we should surround this festival
day of our saint witu such pomp and magmi-
ficence ? Is it strange, that the outpourings
of our patriolism should find expression in this
great religious ceremony ? No. We recognize be-
fere the world that it is our faith is our greatest
glory, the brightest ornament of our race. O, that
we may never alienate ourselves from sucl noble
and becoming sentimental And that love of faitk
muy even in this land lose naught of its native
sauty and strength, let us to-day bring more vividly
vefore our minds the benefits it has procured us,
Let us see how it has made us a holy nation, by civil.
izing, cnlightening and eanctilying our country;
how it has raade us a choren generation, by placing on
its brow the crown of martyrdom ; how it has made
us a kingly priesthood, by confiding to t the apostolic
privilege of diffusing the Gospel. Christianity is
the parcnt and guardian of true civilization ; solely
under its benign influence can that refinement of
intellect and beart exist. It is true that previously
to the Christinn cra science, literaturs and arts
flourished ; but these are not the sole elements of
civilization, for even where they were most highly
cultivated, as in Greece and Rome, thers cxisted
certain remnants of primitive barbarity, which,
especially in the latter days of Paganism, develop-
ing with the growth of wealth, cast a shade over the
social and political lives of those people. It was
only nnder the gentle sway of the Gospel that the
heart of man was ennolled, and became adorned
with the bright social and religious virtues without
which civilization is but an cmpty name, Ireland
fairly illustrates this difference between go-called
Pagan nnd Christian civilization. ‘The Pagan Irish
were not an uncultivated! people. They excelled in
several departments of human knowledge and skill,
in mechanics, architecture and music; they poss-
essed a well-digested code of laws, and one of the
most satisfactory proofs that their minds were nnt
undisciplined is their conduct towards St. Putrick
on his firat preaching the Goapel ut Tars, Like
the Arcopagites of old they called upon the greas
Apcstle to expose his teaching; and listening calmly
to his eloquent discourse, they deliberated critically
upon its tenableness. Yt the rofinereent ofancient
Ireland was considerably marred by the influence
of pagenism ; a deoply religious pcople, the Irish
delivered themselves up to the guidance of the
Druids, whose stern, gloomy and superstitious teach-
ings ndvocated rites and practices revolting to the
finer and gentler instincts of our nature. But though
the primitive history of the country was disfigured
by some sanguinary and barbarous decds, these blem-
ishes were not constitutional in the Irish character;
like the momning mists before the rising sun,
they disappeared nlmost instantaneously before the
sweet light of Christianity. 8t. Patrick was buta few
years in the country when he was enabled to exput-
gate and remodel its constitution, and cfface from
its customs almost every vestige of Pruidism;
slavery, the index of pagan times, was disconnte.
nanced and finally outruled, and the degrading
practices and regulations of warfare were abolished,
The influence of the Christian faith over the chamc-
ter of this néwly-converted peopls wae wonderful ;
it gave development to its noble traits—its gener-
osity and sympathy; and directed its deep earnest-
ness und impulgivensss to the accomplishment of
good and noble deeds. It enlightened and enviched
the Irish mind, and, as history well attests, it showed
to the world the power and grandeur of Ireland's in-
tellect when favoured and encouraged by its inapir-
ing genius, For three centuries after its conversion
Ireland held the intellectual supremacy of Europe—
it became the home of learning, the emporium of
litornture. While the rest of Europe was but a ruin
and a desert, while barbarism and anarchy were.
swaying their bloody swords over its torn bosom,
while ignorance and savagery were fast crushing
out learning, this little gem of tho sea was slehping
in the sunshine of peace prosperity aud civili-
zation. Providence, it -would seem had des-
tined it in those vacillating chaotic times as the re-
fuge and eanctuary of thought and enlightenment.
To it flocked acholara from every Enropean nation,
and from it went forth tho geeds of. learning to Eng-

days .you - have but to compute the humber of the
vast educational. cstablishments that crowded thé
ialend, In the 5th century 21 monasteries and
achools of great celebrity “were. founded ; ' besides
these there were built several others of lesser note.
In the 7th century, among the many retreats of
cducation ereetcd, we distinguish the gloriors names
of Bangor, Clonard and Clonmscnoise; some of theso
justitutions contained 1;000, 2,000, 3,000 students
and the Apoatolic school of Armagh is said o bave
attained at one time the incredible-number of 7,000
inmates. In (his same age 44 new monasteries
‘which generally had achaols attached to them were
constructed, and in the two following centuries 56
similnr -institutions were erected. Can any other
nation, in such a short pericd of time, present such
a record of intellectual progress? If, indeed, we had
not History's impartin]l assent to these facts we
would at the present day be inclined to doubt their
verncity, Althongh Ireland had within her keeping
tho secrets of learning, she was not aclishly spar-
ing of them; her hospitality to the stranger and

I student is one of the bright features of these,

times. «Her halls,” says a foreign writer, " were
open to the studcnts of every clime, who were there
reccived with greater hospitality than in any other
country of the Christian world;” and the venermble
Bede says that ¢ though great the nnmber of Eng-
lish nobility aund gentry who thronged these sch‘ooln,
they were all most willingly received, maintained,
supplied with books and instructed without fee or
reward.” Bo deep was the appreciation and love of
the Ivish echolar for learniog that he oftentimes
voluntarily exiled himself to carry to other nations
tho treasures of Divine and human knowledge which
enriched his blessed isle, It was this woble desire
that sent Columbanus throngh the south of Europe
and made him finally settle in Italy, in aspot which
to-day bears hie name, 8%. Gallus into the wilds of
the Alps, where he founded the celebrated monas-
tery and achool of St. Gall. 8t. Frindolin's name is
still blessed on the bankes of the Rhine, and Vir-
gililus, or Feargul who many years_previona to the
days of Copernicus or Galileo sustained the spheri-
city of the earth, evangelized and enlightened a cer-
tain portion of Germany, and finally became Bishop
of Saltsburg. The famous Ubiversities of Paris and
Padua owe their origin to the learning and industry
of Clement and John~Irishmen, From Ireland the
Anglo-Saxons derived their enlightenment, and un-
til the 13th century the literature of Scotland was
in the special possession of the Irigh clergy. Wen-
drous as were the benefits that the intellect and fo-
cial charncter of Ireland derived from ber faith, they
were eclipsed in the halo of sanctity with which it
crowned the deeply religious nature of our people~—
The preaching and progress of the faith in Ire-
1and its & historical enigma. That the conversion of
this country was not stained by a single drop of
blood is a fact unaccountable to those acquainted
with the warlike and superstitious nature of the
Druidical Irish. But even so rapid was the progress
of the Gospel that, ere he died, our beloved Apostle
bebeld the land an Island of Saints; Kings and
Courtiers, Sages. and Warriors, with their humble
brethren, bowed their heads alike beneath the sav-
ing sign of salvation. Monasticism, which is the
highest expression of Evangelical perfection, flour-
irhed there in & most remarknble manner; every
hill was crowned with some noble pile conseciated
to the service uf the Moat High, in every glen slept
secret retreats of sanctity. * When we look iantothe
ecclesiastical life of this people,” says a learned for-
eigmer, “ we are almost tempted to believe that some
potent apirit bad {ransported over the sea the cells of
the Valley of the Nile with all their hermits, its
monasterieg with all their inmates and had settled
down in the Western Isle, an isle which in the
lapse of three centuries, gave 850 Saints to the
Church, won over to Christinnity the north of Bri-
tain, and soon after & large portion of the then yet
pagan Germany.” Is it surprising that the Irish
heart should thrill with a holy pride as it reviews
the glories of this brightest epoch of our raco; and
that it ever loves to linger amoug the memories of
those days when science and holiness walked the
1and, of that age that set upon the virgin brow of
Ireland the glorious title of lslc of Saints and Doc-
tors? 'Well indecd might our Poet relate, that in
those days a maid of high degree and comely mein
openly bore throughout the laad s precions gem and
none were found to molest her, for Ireland then was
the Iand of the noble and tho pure, the free and the
brave, the saint and the sage, Tu this
golden age our country presaged what a
bright and glorious future was in store for her,
how the genins, intellect and heart of het peaple,
developed and cultivated by her faith, would ever
give her a foremost position among civilized na-
tions. DBut Providence in its ubsearchable designs
had adjudged that the dayd of Ircland's prosperity
sheuld, for a time, come to a close. It had shewn
what = marvel of science, wisdom and holiness
foith had made this people in days of peace and
happiness ; now it wished to manifest to ibhe world
how in days of darkness and persecution that same
faith could make them a nation of herces, of noble
and generous martyrs. Like the dinmond that casts
a moru lustrous sheen in the darkness of night than
in the bright sunshine, our faith shone with more
splendour in the long night of trial thet for 1,000
years hung over our country, than in the palmiest
days of her first glory. It may seem to some objec-
tionable that I, upon an occasion like this, vested
with the dignity of God's ministry, npou whose lips
should ever be found words of peace aud forgivencss,
should allude to a topic which may prevoke & fecl-
ing of resentment in the hearts of my hearers; Lut,
whilst counselling my fellow-countrymen to forgive,
like the martyra ot old,those who have injured
them, I felt that I could not be doing justice to the
faith of Ireland, if I did not touch upon an cra
which, though it may have been disastrous to her
national intereésts was & most glorious.one - for her
faith. The history of what Ireland has suffered,
though often attempted, has yet to be written ; but
the imperfect accounts that we possess clenrly show
that no other nation endured so much for the cause
of religion as she. In her outward desolation, she
stands forth the great #* Niobe of Nations.” She was
deprived of all that could remind her of Lier faith or
whose loss might shake ber constancy in it. Her
monasteries, those reliquaries of her precocious ci-
vilization, those memorials of her piety and magni-
ficence were pillaged, depopulated and destroyed ;
their'ruins, still cover the land, and with their moas-
crowned, ivy-covered walls—they tell in their silent
ravished beauty the story of Ircland’s struggling
faith., Her priests, to whom she owed her faith
and greatness wero cither martyred or oxiled;
they were priced and hunted as the wolves of the
forest. The few thut escaped detection were hidden
in the mountain fastnesses, where with no other
vault than the canopy. of heaven, they offered up the
eternnl eacrifice and  ndministered, consoled .and
trengthencd their persecuted flock. The constitu-
tion that was forced on' her was one bristling with
statutes whose only aim was to crush out her reli-
’gious spirit; her sons were cjected and made the
serfs of ruthless intriders; they were driven intoa
small corner of the island, and forced to seo other
portions of it in the hands of a lawless roldiery.—
War, confiscation, exile—in fact cvery destructive
schemc was employed ‘ta blast the Irish faith, but
the attempt was froitloss. Three hundred years of
such persecution swept over the Tand, and that faith,
like the onka upon yon hill, struck its roots more
decply into the Irish heart the more it was nssailed,
Ia fine after three long centuries thete appeared on
the horizon of Ireland’s destinies a faint glimmer-
ing of hope, and men secemed to think that the
worst of her suffering bad past ; but they were - too

saaguine, .the night of her trial was not over, Bhe

hadbeeq th;i ity of the 'si;vord-;j now’ :she must

undergo & martyrdom more cruel in its slow linger-
ing—the martyrdom of famine and pestilence. In
the Imemery -of many ‘here to-day Providence: al-
lowed our nation to be vigited with these two dread-
ful calamitles and you, yourselves, can testify how
nobly‘and heroically she bore them ; how, when the
tempter stood beside her and offéred her bread and
health, she raised her almost powerless arm to repel
his advances, how. she preferred death to apostacy.
‘The gainted dead of '46 and '4%, though they lie in
their own land without -a monument inseribed to
‘their heroism, though their bones are whitening in
the depths of the Atlantic, though they lie beside us
‘almost unheeded and forgotten, though they sleep
in thousands on a distant isle of the St. Lawrence,
with nought but the wild roee to mark their graves,
and the surging tido to chant’ their dirge, have not
been those who bave added the least glory to our
national faith, for their names are written on the
bnght_egt roll of Heaven's martyrs. The incessant
calemities thut strewed Ireland with her bravest and
ber best, tell not, as some imagine, a tale of weak-
ness and dishonour; rather, they loudly proclaim
the highest victory that & peaple can achieve—the
viclory of Divine Faith over the powers of Hell;
they place on our nation's brow a diadem that no
other people has worn,—the crown of martyrdem ;
they signalizo her from her sister nations as the
special inheritance of God, so deeply cherished by
Him that He has made her national existenco re-
semble the life of our Bivine Lord, ¢ the author
m_:d consummator of faith who having joy set before
him, embraced the Cross.” No, my dearly beloved
bretkren, ihat nation that received the faith so spon-
taneously and unreservedly, thatdid not disfigure,
as other natfons did, its conversion with the shed-
ding of the Apostle’s blood, that gave to Heaven so
msny illustdous saints, that became in the days of
Bt. Patrick one vast monastery, counld not have un-
dergone the innumemble and indescribable affiictions
o{ the last thres hundred years without some special
dispensation of Divine Providence. And to-day, if
we cast but a glance at the state of the world, we
may catch some slight glimpse of God's mighty de-
Bign upon our country. How have other civilized
natione kept the talent of : Divine Faith, which God
sommitted to their safe keeping? They have never
felt the suffering of our country, their histories are
more or lees illumined with earthly prosperity. But
how has it fared with their faith—that greatest and
noblest gift of Heaven? In some ils life is pre-
carious, in others its existence is no more than felt,
in others again it it is ontirely gone. But Ireland,
the martyred nation, whose earthly life was crushed
ns the grape beneath the press, has kept the faith as
bright, as pure, and strong as when it broke from
the lips of its Apostle on the hills of Tara, Yes,
withount wishing to construe wrongly the workings
of God's inscrutable connsels, I am forcibly induced
to beliave that God has placed ounr nation in the
shade of the Cross, in orcer to preserve within her
bosom the life ot Divine Faith, that one day she
might quicken those in whom this taith has dropped
or failed to exiat—that God lizs crucified our nation
that redemption might come to other countries ;

A Jand become a monument,

Man’s work, but God's concealed intent,

The first of altars was a tomb,

Ireland thy gravest one shall become~
God’s altar in the West,

What a grand and glorious wmission—Ireland the
Apostle of nations! This honour is assuredly the
highest a people can receive; but, glorious as it is,
it iy one that has brought many a pang to our conn-
iry's heart.  She could bear to sec her sons give np
their life-bloud upon her own soil, but to part with
them was a still greater sacrifice. Still, ever faith-
ful to her Divine Master, she shrunk not for a
moment before this great call ; but with hopeful bless-
ing she sent them forth an exiled but apostolic race
throughout the world. Little you thought, my dear
bretbren, as, with streaming eyes and grief-swollen
hearts, you beheld the last outlines.of the dear
country, fade from your view, that God had such
wondrous desighs upon you, that He had chosen
you to be the special instrumcents of his saving
power, the pioncers and champions of divine truth
in the landsin which a mysterions destiny was
wafting you. But such seceméd the Divine will—
the tears of lreland were to bo the well.spring of
benediction to other countries. This mission of the
Irish people reveals to us how wisely God deals
with men and things for his own glory, how he
utilizes for the trinmph of his holy causze what would
geem most adverse to it. He allowed u forcign
nation to place its yoke upon his faithful peopic,
and even to press the power of conquest so far 28 to
deprive us of our native tongue. But time is fast
discloging that this humilation is but the prelnde
of a mighty victory. The British Empire holds to-
day beneath its sway wmpwards of 200,600,000 of
subjects; its influence and relations are world-wide ;
its language, which is spoken by 90,000,000, isheard
in every elime. This mighty power, it would seem,
God wishes to wrest from the spirit of error, and the
instrument thdt he hag chosen for this work is our
country. He has preparcd and fortified Ireland in
her long sufferiags for this glorious but arduous un-
durtaking ; He husevenallowed her tongue, which for
so mnuy centuries had sung His praises to be sacri-
ficed that she might the more easily nccomplish the
enlightenment of the millions of darkened souls
that live under this power, or use this language.
And well ig Ircland doing this noble worlk ; there is
not a spot where the English langnage is heard that
does not bear teastimony to the zeal of the Irish
people to plant and spread the Gospel. It was
Irish faith that gave rise and impetus to the Catho-
lic movement in England and 8cotland ; it was the
missionary pricst and the emigrant labourer that
fostered and preserved in those countries, enveloped
in heresy, the life of truth, whose rapid progress to-
day gives such hope to the Catholic heart. In
Austrnlin, New Zealand, India and all the Eastern
and Southern Britannic possessiona Cathelicity owes
its immense growth to Irish energy and zeal. But
it is when we turn our eyes to this vast continent of
America that we can more advantageously see and
admire the wonders of Ireland’s Apostolic Faith.
In the nsighbouring republic, whicb, though in its
infancy, can compete with any other nation in in-
dustrial progress ; Catholicity is keeping pace with
ita fust spreading material prosperity ; half a cen-
tury ago its udberents could be counted by thous-
ands now they bhave swelled into several millions.
The children of St. Patrick bave been admitted by
all to have done by far the largest share of his truly
stupendous work. To you, my dear brethren, was
not reserved the privilege of building up the faith
in this land; but, though- you have settled ina
country where you have found yonr Divine Religion
established and Sowrishiny still the Apoatolic spirit
that expatrinted you has tended and is destined to
increase and encourage the grent work of reli-
gion, During the last fifty years that you have
been here, you have never allowed yourselves to
be surpassed in any offort tending to sustain
and promote its honour; the noble generosity
with which you have met every demand that has
favoured the inforests of your foith has won
for you the esteem of other creeds and riationalitics.
Your strong and unyjelding religions convictions;
your innate respect for ccclesiastical anthority ; your
deep esteem for all that breathes a Catholic epirit,
will be so many bulwarks to protect the trne faith
ugainst the aggreesion of religious indifference
which is fast flooding the land. Oh! how wonder-
fully God bias avenged our country’s wrongs; the
very means that men thought-fatal to if, hove, by
this dispensation, become tho occasion of itg tri-
umph!

Mixep MARriAGEs.—Of these, so wretch-
edly do they invariably turn out to the parties
therounto, almost may it be said that they are
unmixed evils. They are in a word, certain
and fertile causes of strife, of misery, and often
of infidelity. The parents whilst living fight
with one another about the children, who thus
become, not bonds of union, but bones of dis-
cord; and even after death, the survivor stil}
wrangles over the coffin in which are nailed up
the remains.of the departed wife or husband, as
the case may be. An instance of the latter we
find in the Witness of the 11th inst., as of re-
cent occurrence at Brockville, A Catholic
man, married to & Protestant woman died, hav-
ing expressly desired that his body should be
laid in the Catholic burial ground. The Pre-
testant widow would not allew this; pleaded
her legal right to dispose of the body of her
husband—we know not with what of justice on
her side; and finally backed by her Protestant
relations pretended that the corpse of her bus-
band should remain unburied in the house for
years, rather than that it should be deposited
in a Catholic cemetery. If young men and
women would but note how * mixed marriages”
turn out, they would surely refrain for their
own sakes, from ‘contracting such ill starred
unions, and would avoid suck unequal yoking
together,

Troubles arc multiplying around the Great

GREAT FIRE.

Sv. Jauzs Horel 1y Frames—Ayrmost a Rrperirion
oF THE Fiptu Avexug CartistRoPnx—ORIGIN OF THX
Fiig—Turer Max FaLu rrox ™ Womnows—Mima-
coLous Escarr or oxg Wosan-—INCIDENTS.

At o quarter to one o'clock this morning (March
18) the alarm sounded, and the cry rang through the
streets that St James Hotel, the splendid five storey
building, on Victwin Square, was on fire. No. 1
recl was almost immedintely on the spot, followed
by No. 5,No.2, and others. At first the flames
scemed to Lurn low, but sgon they ULroke out in
sheets, and the whole heavens were illuminated
with o ghastly, furid light. It sccms that the con-
flagration

ORIGINATED

in a little building behind the hotel and commu-
nicated itself through the laundry inte & passnge of
the fourth flat,and at once attacked the stairway
leading from that sterey to the fifth. In the fifth
flat the servant-maids of the establishment, five or
six in number, were sleoping. The seat of danger
was immediately discovered by the fireuuen, who in-
troduced a hose up through the building and directed
their branch to the blazing staircase, To act with
due efficiency, the hose was found wanting, and
while fifty additional foet were being sent for, Ahe
Anderson lay prone on hig face, holding bravely to
his branch and almost suffocated by the smoke.
The extra hose being soon attached two firemen
bent their energies towards the stair when suddenly
the water was unaccountably cut off for a few min-
utes, leaving them to view with horror the progress
of the flames, while the shrieks and gcreams of the
poor girls above sounded to their ears like the cries
of doom. Seeing their hope of escape cut of tem-
porarily from the stairs, the women tormed in de-
spair to the windows an ! three of them threw them-
selves headlong on the 4sidewalk, where their fall
was only partially broken by mattreeses and other
soft material. They were transported to the Gen-
eral Hospital where they lie in a very precarious
atate, Another girl pamed Matilde Sayr, hung out
from tke¢ window,;with the points of her feet lightly
resting on the wall and remained in that terrible
position for fully twenly minutes, It wasa fearful
spectacle, At every moment, she was cxpected to
drop down. Mattrasses were spread out for her, and
many cried out to her to let go. But, in her des-
purate battle for life, she clung on, till, after many
uzoless efforts, owing to defective ladders, the fire-
men succecded in reaching ber nnd bringing her
down safely, amid three rounds of cheers from the
excited multitude. The names of the heroic fire-
men degerve to be recorded. John Nol#h wag on
the ladder, and Jack Beckingbam taok poor Matilde
in his arms. These scenes were enacted in the
windows of the fifth fiat facing Bonaventure Street.
On the gide facing the Square, n man jumped down
to the pavement below, and was so badly hurt, that
he must be dead at the momeut we write (33 a.m.),
or very near higs end. He and Matilde Saya were
immediately cared for. Matilde was insensible, but
beyond the shock to her nervous system is probubly
uninjured. Having thus saved lifc, the brigade de-
voted itself to subduing the flames. Notwithstand-
ing their best efforts, however—and they worked
with rapid energy and skill--they could not save
the roof nor the fifth and fourth flata. The five was
checked by flooding the other storeys, and by the
firemen goirng into the blazing furnace within doors
with their streams, The Salvage Corps, under Me-
Crobie, likewise did efficient work, by spreading
canvass upon the roof of Winks' building which was
in danger, The St. James Hotel was insured to a
large nmount, but how far covered we cannot stop
at this late hour of the night to detail more fully.
Tho want of ladders was clearly demonstrnfed at
this great fire, and the Corporation will be guilty of
criminal negligence if it delays any longer provid-
ing the Brigade with a fall et of them.

At the 1ast moment, we leamn that three gentle-
men have been transported to the General Hospital.
Mr. Thomas of the Ontario Bank, made & ladder of
quilts, which broke and be fell to the ground. Mr.

Just as the offices
were about to leave the house, thoy observed that
the licd appeared to have been recently occupied.
They thercupon commenced a through search, which
resulted in dlscovering Moise Labelle under tho
bed. He stoutly denied the accusation of murder
preferred sgainsé him, eaying that his neighbors
were all ¥ down upon him.” The officers taok him
into cuatody, and srrived with him in thiscity carly
yeaterday morning. His trial is to take place at the
next session of the Court of Queen’s Bench at Ste.

Banx Cisrenys.—One of the most important ap-
pendages to the barn or stable is a well bnilt capa-
cious cistern. Having a fall supply of pure water
in the barn yard is not only convenient, saving
mnch time in taking horses and cattlo to the pohd
or brook to drink, but the water fromm & well kept
oistern is much more healthful to the stock than
the water from many of tho stock ponds, which dur-
ing the summer months, when water is most nceded,
are but little more than mud holes. The water that
falls upon an ordinary sized barn in the course of &
yoar is sufficient for all the stock that will probably
find shelter in and around the barn; in the winter
time, when the ponds are frosen, having water in
the yard is a great convenience, not only for water-
ing stoek, but for wetting the cut straw and hay
that should be fed with meal to the farm horses and
cattle. Many farmers who bave never experienced
the advantages of barn cisterns would avail them.
selves of them if they kmew with how little cest
and trouble they can be built. In ordinary clay soils
a cistern may be built without brick, except for the
arch, by meraly making the excavatica of the sise
and depth required and laying tke wmortar
immediately on the clay sides; {f well done
with goed hydraulic cement, and clean, coarse
sand, it will be as permanent as if plastered
upon & brick wall. Brick will be required
for an arch. To turn this, about eighteen inches
below the surface of the ground, a shoulder should
be made the widih ef the brick en which the arch
is to rest. One thousand brick will be sufficient for
& cistern of the capacity of one hundred barrels;
constructed on this plan, and the whole may be
buil$ at & cost of $25. On many farms, brick may
be already on haud, and some farmers, perhaps,
would prefer te wall the entire cistern from the bot-
tom. To do this, two-thirds er perhaps threc-
fourths more bricks would be required. The most
proper ferm, and tho one which gives the preatest
strength to a cistern, is that of an ordinary jug, say
10 or 12 feet deep and 6 or 8 feet diamecter, at the
bottom, iucreasing in the middie upward the size
should be contracted to the base of the arch to ¢ fect
or Iess. Such a cistern will hold from 100 to 150
barrels, and would afford a supply of water for 20
head of animals continually. It is impoertant to
secure a8 freshly burnt hydraulic cement as possible.
The coarsest sand makes the atrougest mortar, This
should be clean, that is, free from any clayey or
marly substance. Every good mason knows she
];’ropzrtion in which these should be mixed.—fRural

Frost Bite is the rosult of blood bocoming 80 cold
a8 not to circulate, and mortification and tho death
of the part takes place. When a limb on any part
of the Lody is fromen it lossed all gensibility and ke
skin becomes white ; as soon as this is noticed, rub
it gontly with snow ; the nexd best is ice water, for
that is slightly warmer we believe than the frozen
part, and thus changes the temperature by very
slow degrees ; keep it in cold water until the feel-
ing retnrns, and for two or three minules Iater, then
edd g little warm water, and in two or threa minutesa
little more, rubbing the part gontly with the Land so
as to promote the circulation. Ifa person seems to
be noarly frozen to death, romove all the elothing
and cover the whole person, excepting tbo month
and nese, in snow; if this cannot be had, use ice-
water, containing lumps of ice; after remaining a
few moments long enough to have some sensibility,
take out the budy and wipe it with it rags dipped in
cold water until - the muacles begin to relax, then
remove to & cold bed, cover the body over with the
warm hands under the cover, patiently rub $he
whole surface for hours if necessary; two or three
persons might be rubbing at the same time, in order
to get up a circulation. If signs of life appear, give
an injection of camphor water, and put a few drops
of spirits of camphor on the tongue. As soon ag
the person cnn netice things, give a teaspoonful of
strony tes or coffes, and after a while give him half
a cup hot at a time; not only parents, but all young
persons ought to know these things. Two winters
ago, a young gentleman advised a young lady, who
was returning from skating with fest bemumbed
with cold, to put thom in warm water assoon as she
reached homo; she did to one foot, 'which bad to be
taken eff.—Hall's Jour. of Health

Nairoze oy Crove.—Dr. Jordan, in a recent lecture
upon croup, a8 reporied in the Medical Times and
Gnzelle, tnkes occasion to refute the hypothesis, that
croup is the result of a membranous exudntion in
the Iarynx or traches, and maintains that whenever
this ocours the actual disease isdyptheria. The
usual caugs of croup is o membranous inflamination
of the miucuous membrane of the larynxand trachea
sccompanied with secretion of tenacious mucus, and
also considerable awélling, caused by -effusion into
their submucuous atcolar tizaue—in fact, a cat-
arrhal inflammation of the larynx ind frachez. The
danger of the disease ig in consequence of the obstruc-
tion to the entrance and exit of airto and from the
lungs, which frequently requires a very prompt
treatment. For this the patient is to bo placed
in & warm room having no draughts, at a tempera-
ture of at least 70 degrees F. The air breathed is to
be t.hqroughly saturated with moiature, ‘this being
sometimes accomplished yvory effectually’ by the
stéam from a" boiling kettle in the room. What-
ever applications be adepted, it is to be remombered
that-the soft moist vepor is an important agentin
the treatment. A linseed poultice to the throat
helpp,_agd hes a soothing power.

Frapar as A Fast Dav.—Everyone, I presome,
is aware that Sunday is but a weckly repetition,
through the year, of Easter-day; for the Apostles
tranaferred the sabbaticalrest from the last to the
first day of the week commemorate onr Lord’s resur-
rection. Now, a similar spirit consecrated, from
the beginning of the Church, the sixth day of every
week as & day of humiliation, in continued remem-
brance of the day whereon He was crucified.  From
the beginning, Friday was kept as a fast, and that
of so strict observance that the blessed martyr,
Fructuosus, bishop of Tarracona, in Spain, when led
to execation, in 259, though standing much in need
of refreshment, refused to drink, it being Friday, and
about ten of the clock. The meotive for this fast,
as woll as of that on Saturdays the remainsof which
yet exist in the obacrvance of these two daysas days
of abstinence, is cleurly stated to be what I have
described it, by Pope Innocent I, about the ycar
402, For, writing to Deccntins, he says: “O=m
Friday we fast on account of our Lord's passion,
Saturday ought not to be passed over, because it is
included between the sorrow and the joy of * the sea-.
son, This form of fasting may be observed every
week, because the commemorution of that day is
ever to bo observed.” Julits Pollux, in his chron-
icle, says of Constantine : “ He ordered Friday and
Saturday to be honored ; that. on account of the
eross (or crucifixion) of Christ, and this for His re-
surrcotion” In aftor ages, this custom was rigidly
obseived, as a learned and pious living auwthor has
proved by exumples. In an old French poem npon
the Order of Clivalry, Hue de Tabaric informs Sale-
din of the four-things which a true knight should
observe ; one i abstirence or temperance, He then
‘Bays: ¢ Andto tell you the truth, ho should, on
Fridny, fast, in holy remembrance, that, on that
day, Jesus Christ, with a lance, for our redemption
wus pierced ; throughout his lifc on that day he
must fast for our Lord." Itis recorded, in old me-
mcirs of the Mareschal de Boucicaut, that he held
Friday in great reverence, would eat notbing on it
which had possessed life, and dressed in DLlack to
cowmemorate our Saviours passion. And hence,
on the other hand, the people of his time held it for
one of Robert le Dinble’s worst characteristics that
he neglected that day’s fast. This powerful associ-
tion of one day in the wock, with the lesson of
meekuess and forgiveness which we have secn its
prototype inculcates,nnd this onc day observed with
humbles devetion, in hogor of man's redemption,
raust have kept alive a truly €hristian spirit, or at
east have acted as a check, salutary and powerful,
upon the course, otherwise unrestrained, of passion.
