Laterin the sitting Mr, Sexton appealed to
the Government to give such jistification as
they rould for the murderous acts at Mitchells-
town yeiterday. ‘It was beyond doubt,” be
said, *‘that the bloodshed had resulted fron the
wanton attacks of ap srmed force uprn a hody
of citiz-na (ngaged in the exercise of their un-
doubted constitutional right of public meeting,
Qu every previous occasion applicarion had been
made for the ace-mmodation of Government re-
ports, and had never bern refused. This time
po application wss made, but another courze
was adupted, whose apparent object was: to ex-
cite the pa-sions of t e psople and provoke
them to vivl-mee.” (Pamneilite cheers) Who
ord-red the firing? What steps had been taken
10 ids ntify the men who comm ttedthemurders?
The catustrophe was the inevitable result of the
language and acts of the Goverument, who bad
found 1t eatier to begin than toend theconflict.”
(Cheers )

Mr. Balfour replied that Mr. Sexton h:d
given aa accouzt of the affair more minute and
de ailed than ary he could lay befure the
House, but which ditf-red in every vital and
subgtantinl particular from the accounts the
Government had received.

DENOUNCING THE GOVERNMENT.

Drpriy, Sept. 12.--Messrs. Labouchere,
Hooper, Brunner and other members of 1’arlia-
ment addres:ed a meeting in Cork on Saturday,
called to denounce the action of the Govern-
ment, Michael Davitt spuke at a meeting io
Dublio yesterday, He declared that hs would
adopt every word snd meaning of Mr. O"Brien's
speech at Mitchellstown, l.ishmen would de-
serve the contempt of the world if they allowed
themselves to be hunted from their cabiss like
beast. He complained bitterly against the con-
stabulary fur slaying their own kith agd kin in
cold bluod, even without a word of command
from their officers, If theslumbering embers of
retaliatory vengeance were fired as in 1881 he
hoped they would not be to blame, for any evil
wrought upon Irelnnd would fall upon the
instigation of the Mitchellstown massacre,

NOTHING LESS THAN MURDER.

The Daily News speaking of the occurrsuce of
Mitchellstown says: ‘‘the more we examiune into
the tragedy, the more evident it becomes that it
was nothin,, less than murder by persoos un-
known. The ominous silence of the Govern-
ment and its agents on the question of responsi-
bility is one of the worst featurcs in the case,
What are we to expect but crime answerin
crime and devilish outrage following devilial
repression.

THR POLICE'S BRUTALITY.

LoxnoK, Sept, 12,—Mr. Lsbouchers, in a
long letter describing the affair at Mitchelis.
town Bays, whea he entered the barracks
he found that thg police had dragged two men
inside and were besting them with bludgeons.
They lay faco d wnward. Mr, Dillon had the

greatest  difficulty in preventing the
chief constable from rushing out of
the barracks with bhis men and shoot-

ing right and left. All were in a state
of the ereatest excitement, There were but
few people around the barracks. The police
were perfectly safe. It is reported that the
carman killed had the previous day refused his
vehicle to the police. Mr. Labouchere says
that never in hiy life did he come across se
offensive a specimen of an officinl with brute
force at his back as Head Constable Brownrigg.

By means of an air gun Professor C. L, Mees
has found that to drive straws iuto pine bonrds
and hickory bark, ns is often doao by toraadoss,
a velocity of 150 to 175 miles an hour is neces-
sary.

The plan of signalling accurate Lime from sea
coants was first adopted by Great Britaiu aboug
thirty years ago. That country now hns on its
coasts fonrteen time balls and five other time.
signals, snd ita colonien and dependencies have
twenty »ix time Lalls ;3 Gesrmany, sevem time
balls ; France, four time balls and two other
time signals; Sweden and Norway, Austria,
Hungary, Hbolland with Belgium and the
United States have five time balls each ; Den-
mark has two, Spain and Portugal oune each ;
Italy, none,

WeieING Tix Sun.—The power we have of
weighing a star is, without doubt, one of the
most surprising results of the advancement of
the sciences, that one indeed unncquainted with
thie pripeiples of geleatisl mechanice must hesi-
tate toacoept, To weigh mstar is a fact more
extraordinary again than to measure the dis-
tance of one ; and certainly neither Copernicus,
nor Galileo, nor Keplar, nor Newton, could
have imsgined that the day would come when
their sucounsors would be able, by the applica-
tion of their immortal discoveries, to determine
the mass of a star moviog in the depths of
celeatinl space. Leb us attempt to give an ides
of the method employed in sequiring & kpow-
ladge of the maguitude snd the masses of stars.
The msss of a star is calculated by the
energy of the action that it throws arouad
it, If the earth wore ten times heavier than
it is, still preserving the mame volume, it
would draw bodies towards its surface ten
times more forcibly than it does uow, and an
object which now falls a given number of feet
in the firat aeconil of time would then diop ten
times that number of {8t in that second. ﬁsin,
if the earth, atill preaerving its volumne, had the
maass of the sun, it would attract bodies with
an energy incressed 324,000 times, and an ob-
ject which now weighn one pound' would then
weigh 324,000 pounds. A man of the mean
weight of 160 pounds would weigh 51,000,000 of
them! We measure the weight of o rtar by
the intensity of the attraction to ita
surface. Reduced to its simple expression,
in its application to the fall of bodies, this
attraction would be hard to verify; but we
can determine 1t by the velocity of a satel-
lite gravitating sround a star whose mase we
wigh to know, For example, the attraction of
the earth has the power of curving the straight
line which would be followed by the mornin
space if this attraction did not exist, and it
bends the line by ita attraction in such a way
that the moon runs round the ircumference of
a circla in. twenty-seven daye geven hours and
forty-threa minutes, If the masa or the enerpy
of the earth should increase, the velocity of the
moon wounld also be augmented ; if the mass

CHEMICAL COMPOSITION OF MAN,

_(Le Practicien.) .

From a chemical po nt of view man ia com-
poa-d of thirteen elements, of which five are
gasees and cight are solids.  If we consider the
che_mlml composition of s man of the average
weight of 154 pounde, we will find that he 1a
coroposed of a Inrge part of oxygen, which is in
o stata of extromo compression. 1n fact, » man
weighing 154 pounds contains ninety-saven
pounds of oxygen, the volume of which, at
ordioary temperature, would exceed 930 cubic
feet. The hydmﬁeu is much less in quantity,
there being lesa than fifteen pounds, but which,
in a free state, would cccupy a volume of 2,800
cubic feet, The three other gases are nitrogen,
nearly four tronnds ;3 chlorine, about twenty-six
ounces, and fluorine, three and one-quarter
ounces, Of the solids, carbon stands at the
head of the metalloids, there being forty-eight
pounds, Next comes phosphorus,. twenty-six
onuces, and sulphur, three and one-quarter
ounces, The moss abundane metal is caleium,
more tkan throe pounds; next potaasium, two
and ons-half ounces; wodium, two and onej
quarter ounces, and, lastly, iron, one and one-
qunrter ounces. It is needless to say that the
various combinations made Ly these thirteen
elements are almost mnumengl .

AMERICAN TARIFF REFORM AND ITS
EFFECTS.

Tariff reform is now, it seems, engaging the
attention of the Washington Cabinet, and iv is
said a measure will be brought forth as soon as
Congress meets which will have the endorse-
ment of the administration. It is further
announced that the President, the Secretary of
the Treasury and Speaker Carlisle have been
considering the mat‘er since Congress ad-
journed- The plan for the reduction cf tax
revenues will, it is said, abolish the tobatco tax,
but leave the whiskey tax where it is, and will
mplse a large reduction in the Gustome dutieaon
the necessaries of life, in accordnuce with the
President's utterances on the subject. The in-
ternal revenue feature is admitted as o compro-
mise, and will be tolerated only in connection
with @ Very positive reduction in Custome. A
signitlgart statement ia that there will be no sc-
knowledrment of proteotxon ' ‘

The New York Star, to which we are indebt-
ed lor these intimations, believes it islikely.
that the reduction of the customs will be more
sweeping than M, Randall, who leads the
Protestionist wing of the Democratio party,
would agree to, though it is hoped that the|.
whole party can be brought to work gether
harmopiously. But, it adds, thatthe Adminis-
tration will occupy a firmn, unqualified position,
and, it is believed, that the character of the bill
and the influence of the -Administration will
almost silence opposition within the party. -

There can be no doubt that a reduction of
taxation on the necessaries of life would be
popular with the great masa of the people, and
we may be sure that the President, wha is look-
ing forward and pulling the strings for nomina-
tion to a second term, would not venture on
such hitherto volcanic ground a8 tariff reform
were he not conmvinced that it is a wiee as well
as & winning movement.

Shounld the Bill become law, which ia by no
means’ improbable, the effect upon the Domin-
jon will be far-reaching, and in some respects,
perhaps, almost disastrous.

GAVAN DUFFY. | ‘

Ax import it article entitled, ¢ A Fair Con-
stitution for Ireland,” by Sir Charles Gavan
Duffy, appeara in the Septexber number of the
Contemporary Review. A scheme of eelf.govern-
ment for I-eland, just and adcquate, bas, Sir
Charles says, still to be sought. - Between 1842
and 186G & succession of tentative proposals was
made Ly men of notable ability. Mr. Glad-
etone’s bills have not satisfied the friends of
Home Rule either in England or Ireland. He
has specified guiding principles which must
always be keptin view—~the right of the Crown,
thy interest of minoritivs, and the g.«y'ntrol of
-Tinpetial Parliament over Imperial interests—
but the spezial machinery for accomplishing
the-e .ends is mo longer imsisted up-m. Sir
Charles desires to content his Pr-testant fellow
.countrymen by making religious liberty, private
