Larry during this time was engaged with the
other trooper. Ile was a_powerful swordsman,
and for a while parried Larry’s pike thrusts,
when Timlin turned from the wouaded trooper.

Mrs. Gillespie being impatient to see the
French, she and Larry took their departure tor
Ballina next day, carrying with lim his broken
pilkze shaft and the torn ensign of King George.
Passing on through the fields, the thrilling sound
of martial music was heard blended with the
wild shouts of the peasantry. It wasa large
body of the insurgents going out to rob and hoat
the houses and cellars of the aristoeracy. Meet-
ing this forimdable gang with their leader, Hugh
MeGuire, the latter accosted Larry, and called
on him to go to the fum, ¢No, Tlugh, said
Larry, ¢ I have an arm to strike a blow for our
country, but not one for smashin” locks and rob-
b’ cellars,” (pointing with exultation to his
broken pike shaft and the torn flag,) ¢ come an,

Stepping over to the
sentry she said, ¢ Please, sir, to take a small
drop ; the mght is long and cold—a cruishecen
will keep out the cold.

¢ Eb, lass, you are my guardian angel, ’tis
honey to me now ;* said (he soldier, with an
English accent, taking a full swig from a wooden
measure which she filled out of a half-gallon jar.
Continued the soldier, with his frank Enghsh
nature, ¢ I expect, lass, some dear friend is atout
to swing up bere to-morrow,’” pointing with his
screwed bayonet towards the tree.

¢ Yes, in throth, my dear husband will be mur-
dered there,” said she, ¢ théy condemned him
without judge or jury. *

¢ They’d do anything 1n Ireland, from cutting
a throat to taking the hife of an innocent man
ler gentry are tyrants, her iniddlemen are rob-
bers. and her soldiers are cowards, only fit for
killing innocent people,’ said the soldier. ¢ T my-
self saved dozers from the yeomen.?

¢ God bless your English beart, said Mrs.
Gillespie ; ¢ I feel as strong as a trooper’s horse
by the courage you give me, and she filled
another goblet, which the soldier drank to the
bottom.

The two hours on zuard passed away; the
scldier told her not io stir, and that he would
get her in to see ler husband. He got time 1o
tell his comrade, wlo succeeded himy of the suc-
cor that was at hand, and alter giving him a full
cruiskeen she was led to the guard house.

This was a long dark room, witheut any fire
place, and in 2 corner a few sods of half-kindled
turf raised a sinoke which hall obscured the one
candle that threw a dim fhickering flame, the sol-
diers neglecting to use the snufters.  Grouped
tngether on a heap of straw lay four prisoners,
three reclined at full length m a sound sleep,
while one alone sat with his back against the
wall, bis arms showing that sleep could not
drown the deep mice of thought which flashed in
his brain. .

When the geutle figure of the pale young
wife entered, she only cast a {leeling look at the
stern features of her husband.  Moments were
precious, a Itfe was to be rescied from the felons
of the law, and knowing she was a welcome
guest with her ¢ jar of the true religion,’ she be-
gan to divide it with the guard.

Mirs, Gullespie feil in a deep slumber, and slept
soundly. In tbe morning she was recognised
crouching among the condemped.  The report
was made to Lord Portarlington, who said with
a smothered smule of satisfaction, ¢ I thought to
make a present of that fellow to the King ol
Prussia, and nothing would satisfy them but his
blood, Let them follow hum and let the woman
g0, I will nct order a court martial.’

Larry Gillespie struck straight for the wilds
of Erris.  Fortunately, Captain O'Malley, the
Irish smuggler, who saved many a rebel leader
{rom the gallows, was landing a cargo of brandy
and tobaceo, °

Larry Gillespie formed one of a dozen rescued
from the vengeance of the law, and was landed
at Flushing. ~ There the flag of the great Rle-
public gave him protection, and joining the
F'rench army, be became a candidate for glory
on the battle-field.

In Napoleon’s second campaign of Italy, he
often thought of the Deel and Lough Con, in his
givouac on the Adige. Inthe grand army at
Balogne for invading England, his heart yearned
for a field where he would meet the oppressors
of lus comntry.  And at Ulm, Jena and Fried-
land le escaped the carnage of those days. ‘Iis
prowess at Friedland caught the eagle eye of
Napoleon, and he was joined to the old guard.—
Having jomned Murat’s expedition to Spain, he
found a field congenial to lus wishes during the
whole of the Deninsular war, and in Soult’s
division felled many an English soldier, until
Toulouse ended the bloody fray. In the last
charge of the ¢ld guard at WWaterloo, the
prowess of the Iriskman was felt, and one of the
last who departed on that bloody route was
Captain Gillespie.

Ia the year 1816 a tall stranger, 1 wulitary
appearance, came to Ballina, A deep scar on
his right cheek, and the loss of two fingets show-
ed that be had been a warrior in arms. It as
Captain Gillespie ; he went to lus native village
and.the haunts of his early bliss, and seeing a
tall young man of cighteen digging potatoes m a
field, the lines o' lus dear wife’s countenance
were marked in his. Making careless inquiries
about the village, his heart burst with joy when
Lie learned that his wife was there, Not com-
mumeating the parentage to his son, they walked
together to the humble cotrage, where, rich with
two acres of land and a cow, but never deserled
by hope, they lived together. A woman, blufl
and healthy, approaching forly, was over her
spinnmmg-wheel.,  She lifted her head and gazed
on the tall soldier-like man ; lus face and fealures
were much changed,but looking at the grey tiink-
ling eye, ber heart burst, and she fell iuto a
swoon, lisping the name of Larry. There she
was, a spotless Irish mother, worthy of his exiled
heart. As he lifted her gently up, be implanted
a kiss on her lips, her eyes opened, and on his
breast she saw the Cross of the Legion of Ifonor.

In three weeks afterwards, father, mother and
son were on their way to Ameriea.,

THE STATES OF THE CHURCH.
(Translated rrom the Frenck for the Dublin Nution.)

To study, under all ils forms, the history of
the State of the Church during Jate times down
to Pus IX.—to follow in its 1nterior develop-
ment, as in its diverse modifications, the state of
government and society, so as to submit to an
exact appreciation its present situation, and to
foresee the future—is a labor which, very far
from 1mviting as easy, presents difficulties sufti-
cient 1o repel even the thinker most accustomed
to reflection ; and the more because the task is
of a nature to excite the gratitude but of a very
small number, Bestdes this, it will be necessary
in order to clear up certain points, 1o retrace
anterior bistory, which 1sell has never yet been
brought to light in a complete manner. More-
over, many questions of this epoch await, that
they may be judged impartially, a light . which
the future alooe can bestow. Ia this extraordin-
ary country the interior situation, which almost
in every case remain concealed from the efe of
the stranger, is so enveloped and complicated—
opinions hete .are so varied according to the

‘point of view whence each one regards it—many

Ttalians possess a spirit 50 credulous, so eager of
mere reports, so inchned. to falsehdod—doca-
ments too, are brought forward so numerous, and

the most positive assertions j whilst, far from
having studied all the historical sources, they are
ot even acquainted with them. If we examine
the most recent works, we will discover that
they exhibit only the surface of aflairs, and that
they are stained with a partiality which does lit-
tle hionor te general criticism, and still less to
historical impurtiality. The wmajority of these
authors magine thatthe principal source of the
history of the States of the Church in latter days
is the book of Dr. Farini of Ravenna, who, after
havmg long bieen a revolutionary fanatie, was af-
terwards in Piedmont among the number of Ca-
vour’s confidants, and who, not very long ago,
a letter addressed to Liord John Russell, urged
the rupture of the treaties of 1815, and insisted
on the absolute autocracy of nations without
leaving power toa prince o make any opposition
whatsoever, and who claimed the absolute
rigl;t”o{' revolution “ when and how the people
wish. - ‘
His book on “the Roman States” is not
written without a certam semblance of modera-
tion, but m a hundred places breaks forth the
fanatic hate of the sectarian, and his partiality
whicl proceeds even te the disfiguring of facts,
as has been proved over and over in Italy.—
These proofs were furnished, it is true, by
“ Ultramontane organs,” but they were so over-
whelming that the revolutionary Instorian was
ulterly unable to make any rejomder.

Despite the want of justice and truth, this
“ lustory nevertheless has had some success ; and
indeed, to legifimate entrance into the ranks of
liberalism, did it not possess a reul title to adop-
tion in s furious batred against ¢ the caste of
priests’—against the intolerable yoke of the ec-
clesiastical aristocracy ¥ In England and in
Germany it has found an echo, the more ap-
proved of because in these countries, as every-
hody knows, any thing which s prejudiced against
and hostile to the Papacy—that 1sto say, agamst
Catbolicity which 1s not the reformed Catholic-
1sm of Gioberti or Rouge—is received as an in-
coatestible axiom, as pure truth, not only by the
inconsiderate and by newspaper correspondents,
but also by would be kListorians. Aswe proceed
we shall have occasion to bring to light what very
pitiable historiographers are those who depend
Farini ; and again, how, even m the very places
where they felt the ¢ mtricacies’ of such a man-
ner of writing history with regard (o the Roman
Ecclesiastical Government, they did not even
think 11 necessary to use thut circumspection
which in every other case they f{eel themselves
bound to exhibit in the history of other States.
A thousand limes, again and agais, they bave re-
peated that in the Slates ol the Cnurch every-
thing is imnwtable, unchangeable ; that at each
installation matters remained just as they were
previously 5 that the ameliorations introduced
to Rome by PFreach influence have been, with-
out even a single exception, discarded j that the
Cleracracy 1s the sworn enemy of every refarm ;
that there is no public law tlere save and except
the inflexible Canon Law. Thus, for example,
Carvour, in is famous Memorandum of the 24th
March, 1856, denounced to the Paris Areopagus
the Roman Government as a retrograde and de-
spotic administration—stating that it did not hold
1n the stightest consideration the ideas and pro-
found reforms of France under Napoleon, and
that its clerical organisations opposed themselves
as a peculiar. obstacle to the generous plans me-
ditated by Pius IX. after 1845, that they might
make these projects misearry, so as to make it
quite evident, with the continuation of that ad-
ministration, all reform was impossible in this yp-
happy country. Since then La Guerroniere has
loudly proclaimed the very same thing; the
Siccle and all the anti-Catholic press repeat
them continvally, ¢ At Bome,' they write,—
¢ everything has remained in the old condition ;
any progress hinted at by Ifrance is reproved,
every movement 1s repressed, the rewga of the
middle age continues to exercise its influence far
and wide.’” Derhaps an opponent inclining to re-
action, and exactly knowing the state of affairs,
might well exclaim here—¢ It would bave been
well that this influence should come to us ia the
same manoer from all quarters.’

Bat, in reality, this attachment to things of:
the past, generally speaking, does not exist at
all ; it 1t did exist, the instorian, would encounter
less dificulty, for be could disfiense with examin-
ing a vast uumber of motuproprio as well as of
the best-and most important ‘statistic documerts.

- After the second
" Freach invasion, which, perhaps, produced some
" good also, tbe legiclation and administration, re-
organised-according Lo the maxims of Consalsi,
were! inangurated in the grand fundamental
statute of July 6th, 1816, under six headings—
a legislative work of which oo jarist,1f he care-
fully examires 1t, will refuse to @pprove.

Feudal laws and customs, as all restrictions of
rights of hunting, fiching, and others, were swept
away. The nobles preserved alone rights found-
ed on general cluitns the'same as Lhiose of private
individuals. Aucient privileges for the exercise

" of criminal jurisdiction were withdrawn from
them in great numnber ; and in geceral all juris-
diction of the mobles in the Legations, the
Marches, and at Bonavento was entirely sup-
pressed. In some few localities, where after the
edict of the Vice-Secretary of State this jurs-
diction was preserved, it was so restricted and so
strongly fettered that there was reason to expect
a prompt renunciation offered spontaneously on
the part of the barons who still were invested
with 1it. In those places of seignorial justice the
commisstoners pail by the princes and "barons
(besides the necessity of bemg approved of by
government) were compélled to fulfil their duties
like inferior officers, absolutely the same as other
Sovernator, the laiter and former heing treated
on a fooling of perfect equality ; so that the
abolition of scignories; whose jurisdiction was
already almost without value, could be done
without dilliculty or eutering upon any formali-
 ties.

The prescriptions for the feoffment of trust,
the law on the business of notaries, and many
other dispositions, were “geoerally. conformed to

-the previous legislation of Napoleon. IF any

" one would simply take the trouble o consult and
_study that fundamental statute previously hen-
tioned, togetlier with the edicts which are annex-

" ed to it, on the great edict of Lieo XII., of QOc-
tober 5th, 1827, and the numerous motu-proprio
from Gregory XVI down to Pius 1X, he would,
at ‘the very least, rest ‘convinced that * the im-
‘mobility and immutability of (he Papal adminis-
tration’ 1s oply pure fiction ; and that the laws
and ‘ordmances manifest a persevering tendency
towards amelioration and progress, and that the
principle, dies diem docet (every day teaches the
next) his been well appreciated by the Popes, as
may be seen from the frank avowal of it which
15 given 10 the introduction to the edict of Leo
X1L

The constitation, the government, and adminis-
iration of the States of the Church are known to the
rest of Eutope at most buc very vaguely ; and, in
consequence, the most triviel tales, abounding in
and replete with falsehoods on * the odious regime
of priests, have never failed to catch the publicear
—tales which, like the Roman Question of tbe
pamphleteer, EGmond About, condemn all, calumni-
ate all—cven matters with which they have had no
acquaintence, or which they have but glanced over
and only hulf stodied. Men of sense bave )udged
otherwize, and especially those who have had the
"greatest acquaintance wilk the real state of affairs.
Mons. de Tournon, French Prefect Imperial at Rome
from 1810 to 1814, who certainly was in the best
position. to know, under all its forms, Rome and a
great portion of the States of the Church, in his
highly valuable statistic work (although, like & true
Frenchman, he always strives to ‘extoll' the ¢ salu-
tary influences of France on this cduntry’), haa ren-
-dered justice to the Papal rule, as. a foreigner very
rarely has been known t¢ do. .This, moreover, was

" after long studies of the topographical conditions of
commerce, indusiry, economy, the state of govern-
ment, and sach matters-; so that we are'not aware
of any eduvated- foreigner who in & similar manper
has exam:ued Italy, .either before or .after Tournon.

. Althouglh his bouk is not, properly speaking, a his-
torical w.ck, and traits of history are, in conse~
guence, vuly to be met with scattered here and there

- through 1ts pages, according to necessity, it never-
theless presentd to the historian so many excellent
primordial doctiments that .we .shall be enabled to
make great.use of them., As regards the statistica
which are given, these may often be completed by
recent Italian works and official publications. —
Tournon shows, in many: instances, how far the

we-do not bold that everything is well |in "the Ro-
mian States, and that nothing needs correction ; bat
we do not see the seat of the evil sxactly where the
political doctors of our'days pretend to Sndis;; and
the means they employ to heal it appear to ns of a
nature to aggravate the disease, aund -propagate far
from extirpating or lessening it. The different me-
thods of administrating modern states bave each
their defects, No human rule is exempt from them ;
and, as & necessary cons:quence, that of the Holy
See is not more perfect. We shall attempt to men-
tion in detail what abuses exist in the States of the
Chureb,  and. they may -attribute them where they
please; we shall also mention how numerous are
those attributed to it by & blind hatred, and for this
one reason—that it iz Ontholic and Ecclesiastic.—
According to the ani-Catholic historians, it isa
matter abiolutely certrin that the caste of priests is
incapable of presiding overthe lay administration
of & country, and, therefore, the Roman government,
whatever it may do, cannot be but decidedly bad,
despicable, and odious. Here common sense places
this alternative. The ecclesiastical rule over the
territory of the Church is puwerless for the public’
good, either because it is not possible that an eccle-
siastic could be capable of directing state affairs, or
because there is no priest gified with this capacity
in the country of Romua domination, In the first
cuse histary i3 impoverished ; they take from it in
grest numbers statesm«n and governors of * talent.—
Popes or Bishops—admired, and with- ‘good reasson,
in an especial manner for their aptitude to exercise
iay powers, nnd then ihe Ximenes, Richelieus, Ma-
zarin3 become men of no value. In:the second ease
ihey must give at least sume reasons for this' assert-
ed incapacity ; they must mention names, that they
they may be condemaned by posterity, and that others
may be put in position to do better and to acquire
qualities which are lacking in them in order that
the absolnie incapacity resulting from their condi-
tion may not be affirmed. Lastly, the Augsburg
Guzetle—a paper- trustworthy, sincere, and loyal,
and, moreover, entirely removed from all prejodice
in favor of the Romun Pnpacy—has rendered this
tedlimony to the state of the Church—that it i3 far
superior to what is geaerally believed ; that its le-
gislature is very good 1n itself—too perfect, perbaps,
tor the people it guides, The editor has always
found it will not answer to offend prejudices tao
deeply rooted ; so ke thonght it right to make it
known, somewhat strongly, iz a pote, that the con-
trary opinion is the much more predominant—an
opinion whick has always indeed been sustained in
this important publication, except, indeed, for & fime
(from 1846 to 1848) when it professed n very great
respect for the States of the Church, Now, we, on
the contrary, think thatif the Papal legisiation were
studied, not in the mutilated extracts'of the makers’
of history, efter the mavuer ot Farini, but in ‘its
sources and according to its original acts—in ita en-
tire—there would result a conviction tha that voice

:hehrd at Augsburg never wandered from the truth,

an_d that he-who is enlightened from & better foun-
taio sees matter ju o different light from those who
are deceived by the false glare of piecemeal stories
fall of laws and discrepancies. = - .

We hiave no book treatisg of the history of the
States of the Church with research. This needs i
profound appreciation of its organisation, and that
explains why. there i3 no cessation of proposing to
the Pontifical Government now a reform which
there is no need to introduce, becanse it bas already
existed and for a long period, and, again, aucther
reform, which is incompatible with the past, the in-

stitutions of the country, the conditions of placs or
climate, or in general with the character of the peo-
ple and the government. Let us hope that an able
Catholic historian may soon devots himself to the
cultivation of this fleld, wkich still promisesa rich
harvest: We, who feel our impotence, who know
that we are unable to accomplish in all its extent
such a work, and who, uevertheless, desire it be-
cause of our conviclions acquired in the places
themselves — we are anxious to aid, even in a slight
degree, the appreciation of the actual situation of
the States of the Church, and would wish 1o furnish
some landmarks for a litlle sketeh of ita history dur-
ing late periods, From this, we know full well,
could result only a feeble iden; but, at least, this
notion would be the refieciion of the truth,

Tue Axcizxt IrisE OBURcH.—There sre no mea
more foolish than bigoted controversialists —no men
more obs:inate—no men more blicd to the light of
plain and simple facts. . And of .&ll controversialists
none- have ever been more blind, cbstinate .and bi-.
goted than those. who, in_Ireland, repeat day after
day, their 1dsane speculations about the ancient re-
ligion of Ireland. There is no more” marvellous
craze tpan theirs to be found in the whole history of
polemical literature. For half a century -they have
tried to prove that the creed which Patrick preached
in Ireland—the creed which Columba carried to
Scotland and the island3—the creed which thousands
of Cbristians bere &ll over Europe, was a ‘pure’
‘Protestant creed, identical with that which is repre-
sented by that precious-institution, the Irich Church
Dstablishment, to-day. Their own great Protest-
ant historian, was, centuries ago, for a short time, a
victim of this craze ; but, atter the moat painful and
accurate research, be gave up the theory as untena-
ble. - He found from the writings of Patrick, and of
all the sacred writers of Ireland, who followed in his
track for centuries, that, in everything in which the
Catholic Church differs from the Protesiant, the
faith of the great Apostle of Ireland was necessarily
snd essentially Catholic. The Church of Rome
maintains the Sacrifice ot the Mass and the Sacra-
ment of the Holy Eucharist ; the Frotestant disowns
them. The Catholic Chureh preaches Penance and
Confession ; the Eoglisk Church anathematizes
them. The Catbolic Church expressly recommends
the invocation of Saints, and culls upon the faithful
to bonor the Immaculate Mother of the Redeemer;
the Protestant scouts all thia'as superstition. Dr.
Ussher, however, acknowledges that St. Patrick and
the early Irisk Church upheld every one of those
doctrines preached by .the Church of Rome. All
that the Protestant archbishop finds himself able to
do i3 to make an attempt (in whick, however, he
signally fails) to prove that the Irish kept up no
communication with the Pope, and- held tuemselves
perfectly free of him. The acknowledgement of a
man like Ussher sbould have settled the whole.
question, His sources of information were sdequate,
His learning was great ; his critical acumen. was of
the keenest. And of his hostility to the Catbolic
Church there could’'be no question, . Yet, centuries
.after Ussher's death, the absurd controversy is re-
vived, and silly polemics endeavor to prove that
Patrick and his successors were a3 thorough Pro-
testants, advocating doctrines as fpure' ss Dr.
Trench in Dublin, or Dr. Beresford in Armagh.
There is something astoundingly absurd in tbis, and
only In tae region of religions polemics could men
be so blinded by sectarian fanaticism as {o be guilty
‘of such folly. That mere platform orators shouid
indulge in the nousense does not astonish.us, We
are not surprised that Mr. James Whiteside should
talk similar rubbish by the hour in the British House
of Commoos, when defending the Chureh Establish-
ment; for no one looks for a display of historical or
critical lore from & mere Nisi Prius barrister of that
right honorable gentleman’a calibre, But it is some.

From this authority we
learn that the anniversary of St Patrick’s.was . ce-
lebrated by hymns and by the offuring of the ¢ proper.
Mass,*meaning a Mass in the preface of which spe-
cial commemoration was made of the Saint, Now
thege statements—let us make the incredible.suppo-
sition—may possibly not have’ been duite accurate.
But they prove this much, at least that:the writers
themselves, and their contemporaries, in the most
flourishing days of the early Irish Church, believed
implicitly in the Sacrifice of the Mass and the Sacra-
ment of the Eucharist. Tbherefore this was part of
the faith of the said © early Irish Church.,) Hundreds
of examples of this kird could be quoted, and, in fact,
the writings of the early Irish clerics and -scribes,
from the fourth to the eleventh century, are fuli of
references. to the Mags, comwmuniop, litanies and
prayers for the dead. This little book, small as it
is, abounds with them ; but we have no reason for
any lengthened quotations here, The case of the
Eucharist being settled beyond doubt, wbat about
Confession ? ~ Ussher states distictly that it was the
practice of both the ancient Irish and Scottish church
privately and publicly, to make confesaion of their
faults, and becoms partakers”of the benefit of the
Keys. And he tells as that ib'A peritestial canon,
as'old as 450, A.D., passed at & synod presided over
by St, Patrick, it is laid down that a person com-
mitting various sins specified, shonld undergo a cer-
tain penance, and shall duly seek to be 'absolved by
a priest! On the guestion of purgatory, the evi-
dence is similar; and supplied trom the writiogs of
the -early ;Irieh Suints themselves. The. Missal of
.St. Colnmbanuns js.as old as the end, perhaps of - the
Gth century, or at all events the beginning of the
seveath, This ancient manuscrint, of the great Irish
sajnt is stiil to be found in the "Ambrosian Library
of Milan, ' It contains, of course, the Mass; with. the
Canon, according to the Roman Lithurgy. It has
two Magses for the souls :n Purgutory—one of which
is specially for'the souls of deceaded priests. In the
same book there are are several prayers for fthe
pardon of the deceased, and the remission -of their
sing. 'We need not quote further examples.like this.

-One from old gravestones will do. St. Breecan lived

in the sixth centuary. Dr. Petrie, a Protestant, tells
us that on his tombstone, discovered forty yedrs, wag
traced the subscription, ‘a preyer for Breccan the
pilgrim. On a beautiful ancient Irish cross .at Mo-
pastesboice, there are nmorg other figures . those of
the Virgin and Child, and an inscription, *a prayer
for Muoiredach by whom this cross was wade.' This
cross is more than a thousand years.old. But we
mnst pass on to the other. great- cardinal peint,
What were the relations of the early Irish Church
with the See of Rome ? Passing over the facts that
Patrick was sent to Ireland by Pope Celestine, that
in bis canon she makes Rome the final court of ap-
peal, and that Irish missionaries were constantly
visiting Rome, one quotation from St. Columbanus
will settle everything.

THE STATE OF IRELAND.

(To the Editor of the Times.)

Sir,~Tntersected by deep navigable rivers and
chains of lakes, her best ports turned to the greatest
wmarket for Evropean produce — America—with every
facllity for receiving raw materiel, for marufactur-
iong, and for exporting it when manufactured, why
is so little capital expended in Ireland, and why, in
consequence, i3 the popnlation dependent almost
altogether on the land for employment aed support,
so that it is almost a matter of life to them to hold a
few ncres? The unhuppy answer is—insecurity of
property and recklessness of life. It is strange that
in a country where the women are more chaste and
tke meu more honest than in any conntry of which
I am aware, the onposition to the law is such that
the felon, the thief, the murderer, is certain of sym-
pathy and concealment among the people. Do not
condema the [rishman too hastily or too completely.
If during the last century to profess the religion of
the great majority of the people of England had been
by law & erime entailing the risk of loss of property,
what would have been the traditional respect for the
law among the classes least able to discriminate in
such matters? If, again, in the present cedtury the:
tenant:farmers and the cottagers throughout Eng.
land hed beea taught and fully believed that their
farms, their cottages, were not the property of their
landlords except by usurpation, but were- by right
the pruperty of the occupiers, rent being simply a
kind of nnjust taxation, where would have, been se-
curity of property 1n England. Again, if occupation:
of the land had been almost the only mode of ob-

ATTORNEY'S AcTioN.—At the close of an action
which we reported lately, Mr. Justice Monahan said :

Str. Patrick’s Day—CarnoLic SoIREE, STIRLING,
—St. Patrick's Day was celebrated by the adberents
of the Patron Saint of Ireland by a soiree in aid of
the school iu connection with St. Mary’s Catholic
Chapel, Stirling. The chair was occupied by the
Rev. Mr. Chisholm, Glasgow, who was supported
right and lett by the Rev. Mr. M‘Artney, Linlithgow,
and the Rev. Mr. Maclachlan, "Stirling.

hearing of the appeal by the Exchequer Chamber.
The appeal was therefore dismissed with costa,

The London Times remarks that the final decision
bas been pronounced on a technicality subtile and
narrow, beyond even the ordinary narrowaness of law
for the present. The victory remains with the de-
fendants, but it is impossible to seppose that the Go-
vernment will acquiesce in the law as laid down by

‘lottery established on a very extensive scale by the

There i3 nothing fespe-
cially’ distinguishing the Lanark Bazaar from a dozen
other bazaars that have taken place in Edinburgh
within these few months, except that that is not,
and that these were got up by members of the Scot-
tish Reformstion Society. - The object at Lanark is
maintenance of orphars, which surely. there i3 no
great harm, and the means cmployed are just the
same as those of which we have lately been secing
so much among ourselves, meaning by ourselves
more ‘ especialiy’ the members of the Scottish Re-
formation Society. If the Lanark or Popish list of
prizes is more enticing than some of the Protestant
or Edinburgh lists given forth on similar occasions,
that is ouly another instance of the superior skill of
the Jesuits; and, after all, the Edinburgh lists, if
not so attractively expressed, really comprise the
same seductive variely of gnods. The Lanark list, it
is true, is not easily beat, eitber as to the merely

the Bishop of Ardagh; Sir Walter Scott’s Works,
complete : the Life and Times of Q’Connell! Well,
there was a grand Fancy Bazear and Lottery in
Edindurgh lately, for the purpose of putling a steeple
on s Free Church (an object which we have pot
waited till now to say was excellent, though we are
not now prepared to say that it i3 more excellent
than the maintenance of orphans); aad n lottery
was drawn for an endless variery of merely secular
articles, including & * grand Christmastres,’ import-
ed from rationalistiec Germnoy—¢the intrinsic at-
tractiveness being heightened by the peformances
of the band of the 92u0d Highlanders.” In the Ball
they have fulminated, they do indeed make & dis-
tinctton between Popish and DProtestant doings of
thig sort, and it is a distinction with really a great
deal of dillerence. *The Church of Rowe, they tell
us, ¢ is only acting conzistently when she uses such’
means,” while Protestaut Chuarches are not. It is
not difficult to understand why the Sociely should
regard consisteney a3 an aggravation, and treat in-
consistency with a sweet 1f perhaps eelfish kindness.

so much &t their wits'-end as now. Speculation is
rampant and mea arve fairly mad with the gambling
manin. Dut these are unfledged speculators who
have yet to learn how treacherous and uncertain the
gea is on which they bave launched their &ll, Men
of ecapital are standing aloof from the mndness of
this bour. They coanfidently predict a crash. that
will be more sweeping than aoything New York has
koown this century. A gentleman of large means
called upon one of our largest and most successiul
brokers this week, told him he had $100,000 to in-
vesgt, and said to him, what would you advise me to
do? Just tben a donkey-cart went by, driven by an
ashmaa. * Go and ask that man,” said tbe broker,
 he kuows as much about it as I do” Such is the
general feeling among shrewd and experienced capi-
talists. The speculations in reml estate the past
year pave been astonishicg. Prices have reached a
figure that it is impossible for them to maintain. A
broker in the city in 1863 hired a house om Fifth
avenue, and took & lease at $3,000. That was coa-
sidered a high price for it, In January last hé un-
derlet the house at the rate of $8,600 a year, semi-
aonually in advance. He i3 now travelling iz Eu-
rope on the gain, A house that was sold last No-
vember for $30,000, was soid in February for $59,000
and the owaoer is grumbling over the loss of $10,000
on the sale, as he has since found a man who would
heve given him $60,000 for it. Men bave been sold
out of houge and hume by asking what tkey eupposed
to be an exhorbitant. price for their property and
finding themselves suddenly taken up. Oane man of-
fered a house that cost him $16,900, for $25,000. His
offer was immediately taken. When the papers were
drawn they were made out toa third party, to whom
the second party had sold at an advance of ten thou-
sand dollars.

Don't come here to quote the examples of despotism
to be foilowed by these honest men who have come’
bere and sworn on the Holy Bible to stand by the
Constitution and the country to the last. The men
who at midnight eatered the domicile of Vallandig-
hem, and tore him away from his wife and family
are ancag those who are destroyiog the rights of th;
people under the Constitation, and sweeping away
public liberty. The fanatics and despots like Burn-
side would go down to the grave into endless perdi-
tition, and die worse than Napoleon, whea a wreck
oa the rock of the ocean. There were men here who
would‘mamtain their rights, They were the repre-
senlatives, not of Abe Lincoln, but of the free peopls
who sent them hither. You ure not content with
slandering Vallandighem and other bravo and true
putriots, (hisses.) God bless the exile. He prayed
the arrow of Heaven would pierce the heart of the
despot. You are bringing soldiers here to ieep old
Abrabam, Kiog of Americs, from being encroached
upon by Jefferson Davis of the Southern confederacy.

They have decreed that the
interest on the debt, which was contracted at the
gold rate, and for which the state was solemnly
pledged to pay principal aod interest ia the same
money that wus received, shall be paid in depreciat-
ed greenback currency. That is to say, for every
dallar of interest we owe our foreign creditors the
great State of New York proposes to pay at the pre-
sct rate something less tlan fifty-nine cents. To be
sure this, so far as the mere money is concerned, is
a matter of but a few thousand dollars ; but ft will
damage the credit of the Empire State of the Union
abroad to the extent of millions of dollars.  If there
is anything aboat which we should be jenlous, it is
our [tnancial probily ; our determination to repay
gold dollar for gold dollar to all of whom we have
oceasion to borrow. It is intolerable thet in & great
commercinl State like New York, whose credit is its
eapital, the Legislature, which is intrusted with itg
finapcial honor, should bare disgraced it by propos-
1ng to repudiate a portion of an honestly incurred
debt. We know what the argument is, that if green-
backs are a good encugh curreacy to pay our own
creditors with, they are good enough for foreigners.
But the truth is, the stats never should have broken
faith with its creditors, eitier domestic or foreign.—
Itis honorable to the present compriroller of the
State that, against tae wishes of the party to which
he belongs, he paid all the paublic creditors in gold.
He was wise in doing so, and the Legislature, in re-
versing his action, is both unwise and dishonest.
Lika the Liocor of womean, the financial credit of &
State sbould be above suspicior. Public confidence
can never ndaere to & government which does not
keep faith with thoae with whom it has business re-
Iations, This repudiation of honest debts by great
States of course rencts unfuvorably upon the na-
tional credit, and government securities to-dsy ate
worth less because of the want of faith manifested
by the New York Legislature, We trust that Go-
vernor Seymour in this matter will do his duty, and
will promplly veto the measure which bas passed
the assembiy and Senate repudiating the just debts
of the Siate to its foreign creditors.— N, ¥, WWorld,

Not only do the dregs of the people turn out to
worship the revolutionary idol, but on Lis landing,
fair British maideos—so we read m the daily
press——kneel down to kiss bis blood-stained band ;
and the Earl of Shaftesbury and Mazzim—well-
. matched pair—hurry down to greet him and to
prostrate themselves before him. In their
eagerness to do honor to the enemy of the Pope,
and the Cetholic Church, they conveniently for-
got that on the © dagger question,” Mazzinl
and Garibaldi are one; that if the former has
written in favor of assassination, the latter has
done the same, and has proclaimed the assassin
to be worthy of 1he bonor and gratitude of pos-
terity. English Liberals aftect to be shocked
af Mr. Stansfeld’s connection with Mazzim, be-
cause the latter entertains certain opinions with
vegard to the employment of poisoned daggers,
and hand grepades as instruments for the moral
and political regeneration of the world; but they
cry hosannah to Garibaldi, who in September
1860, and during the time of the revolutionary
government in Naples, declared that the memory
of the assassin Milano should be sacred to the
country ; and awarded, to the widow of the mur-
derer, * and in recompense for his services, a
pension of 30 cucats a month, and to each of lhis
sisters a dowry of 2,000 ducats. It must be
admitted that English Liberals have very elastic
flexible consciences ; and that in the generosity
of therr hearts they can forgive anything, even
murder, to a man who has approved himself the
enemy .of the Pope, and the uaremitting perse-
cutor of the Catholic Churca.

It is much doubted whether the Conference
which assembled at London on the 12th instant,
will be able to do much towards a pacific setile-
ment of the Danish question. Amongst the
Powers who take part in that Conference the
greatest difference of opinion oblains, both as to
its object, and the means by which that object is
to be attatned. Some will probably insist upon
a faitblul and literal adherence to the Treaties
of ’51 and *52; others will be for treating those
Treaties as so much waste paper; and through ll
the semi-official press tbe French Government
has pretty clearly expressed its opinion in favor
of leaving the questions at issue to be determined
by the vote of the people of the Duchies.—
Hardly can it be expected that from such very
discordant materials, an harmenious result can be
obtained. The Prussians meanwhile, determined
to make the war as bloody as possible, have
bombarded the delenceless town of Sonderburg
for twenty-four hours. The eflects were tern-
ble; uumbers of the inhabitants were killed by
the incessant fire kept up on the place; one
third of the buildings were destroyed, and the
sufferiags of the aged and 1nfirm, of women and
children are described in harrowing terms by the
spectators. : ‘

The Confederate Navy is said now 1o consist
of 30 iron-clads ready for service, and 1t is added
that 20 more vessels ot a similar class are ex-
pected from Europe in the course of the sum-
mer. A Cou:uderate ram bad attacked and dis-
persed the FeJeral flotilla on the Roanoke, sink-
10g several of them, and obtaining complete com-
mand of the river. In all quarters the South-
erners are opening the campaign briskly, and
with most cheeriog prospects of bringing it to a
favorable 1ssue.

A copy of the paper containing the atrocious
libe! was forwarded to his Tordship’s man of
buswmess in Ayrshire, Thomas Dykes, Esq. ; and
the consequence was that n the course of a few
weeks the editor of the Hitness was duly notifi-
to give up the name of the slanderer, or to stand
the consequences 1o the shape of a criminal ac-
tion. 'This being an argument of a nature thal
our evangelical correspondent can appreciate, had
the desired eflect; and in his issue of the 20th
instant, the Watness gives, what he calls a satis-
factory explanation of the circumstances under
which the calummous paragraph appeared, and
an apology dictated by 1the aggrieved party, and
signed by the chief criminal in the business,.—
We give the story as it appears in the Witness,
as amusingly illustrative of the editor’s moral
sense, and ideas of right and wrong :—

#t Qpe day last winter, we were not a litile aston-
ished by o demand from the Marquis of Ailsa, (Seot-
lapd), through his lawyer, Mr. Torrance, of this city,
for the author of a paragraph, which had appeared
in the Daily Witness of the 31st October last, libel-
ling his lordship. Curious to know how we could
have libelled & nobleman of whose existence we were
not even aware, we hastily turned over our fyle, and
truly enough we found the paragraph in question
accusing his lordship of sheoting boys~-one of them
fataliy--and sundry otber mad pranks; and, what
was worst of sll, the said paragraph was not copled
from & Scotch paper, but aclually appeared editori-
ally upon the authomy of a setter received by a re-
spectable perty in Montreal. Euquiries were im-
medlstely institated to find out where the paragraph
had come from, and how it got in,~-none of the
editors having seen it befr . it appeared in ,print.
1 was then found that a . wend of the Witness bad
happened to hear a letter from Scotland read, coa-
taining the paragraph in question, and had reguested
the extract for our paper, which be had brought in
just when the paper was making up. This geatle-
man knew nothing of the matter, e¢xcept that the
story, which he presumed weas undounbtedly true,
would make a good paragraph for the Witness ; and

‘the gentleman who received the letter had no ia-
.tention whatever of giviog any part of it for pub-
 lication until thus requested.

We need net add
_that the writer of the private latter could have
no iatention or expectation that any part of it
wonld be puolished. Thus, without malice on the
part of any one of those ecgaged in this somewhat
singular chaia of circumstances, but with more or
less of culpable carelessness, a paragraph, false in
point of fact, and with which we, at least, had
nothing to do, obtained publicity +hrough our
columas.”

A ToronToNIAN KIDNAPPED.—A. circum-
stance has just come under our notice which
clearly shows the pernicious practices that are
now followed by the authorities on the other side
of the lake towards strangers who happen to
visit that ¢ unbappy and divided country’ either
on pleasure or business, when 1t is thought pos-
sible the parties can be pressed into the Federal
service. The facts of the case are these, as de-
tailed to us by a party who has just returned to
this city from the States. About eleven weeks ago
a German named Tenly, left this city and went to
Buffalo for the purpose of purchasing a stock of
stlk, but had nat been much over half an hour in
that city when he was arrested by dective Seel,
or a charge of being a deserter from the 4th
company of Missouri cavalry, He protested
lus mnocence of the charge alleged, but all te no
purpose, for be was dragged before the provost
marshal, where he underwent an exammation,
the result was that he was forwarded without de-
lay to the city of New York, and left to the ten-
der mercies of the minions of the government.
Having been detawoed for some time in that city,
during which his position was not a comfortable
one, be was dispatched to Alexandria, and from
thence was sent to Kentucky, and confronted
with the regiment from which 1t was previously
viously alleged he had deserted. Here how-
ever, his persecutors were rather disappointed,
as nobody could be found in the regiment to re-
cognize lim as ever having been in the Federal
ariey. The authorities feeling inelined to hold
on to him, 1f possible, in order to fill up the de-
pleted ranks of the Federal army, sent Mr. Henly
back to Washiogton, where he was detained in
suspense for a length of time. At last, however,
it was decided to allow lum to depart and to find
his way home the best way he could. Aa order
was accordingly received Irom bheadquarters, com-
manding the discharge of Henly, in company
with anciber Canadian who had been kidnapped
and bawked about in the same way, After re-
gaining lus hberty, Mr. Ifenly lost no time
directing his stens homeward,  But upon arriving
agam n Buftalo the fact was discovered by his
old enewmies— the detectives — who, upon bis
going to the depot to start for the Sus-
pension Bridge, followed and accosted him for
the purpose of aguin taking him into ther
clutches. The German, feeling justly indignant
at such a persistent attempt to force him 1into
fighting battles for thoze who are too cowardly
to do so themselves, ordered the detectives to
stand off, unless they wished to receive the con-
tents of an ugly six shooter which he drew from
bis pocket. A glance at the death-dealing in-
strument bad the effect of instantly bringing the
scamps to their senses, and they preferred to
compromise matters with bim 1f he would go
with them to the office of the Provost Marshal.
Mr. Henly finally consented to do this, but in-
sisted upon the detectives marching ten paces
ahead of lim. The tarty then proceeded to the
office of the above pamed functionary, who upon
perusing Henly’s papers delivered to him at
‘Washington, allowed him to depart in peace.
Mr. Henly again proceeded to the railway sta-
tion, and arrived in this city on Monday evening,
alter an absence of eleven weeks, far from pleas-
ed with the result of his visit to the dis-United
States of America.— Zoronto Leader.

BrocgviLie Assizes,—The Spring Assizes at
Brockville were opened on Saturday last, Judge Wil-
son presiding. Tbe criminal calendar was unusually
large, numbering over twenty cases, and comprised
murder, rape, burglary, forgery, larceny, and misde-
meanors of various kinds, On Tuesdasy Herace Bar-
ber, a lad of sixteen, was put on trial on an indict-
ment for murdering bis father, in the township of
Bagtard, some three months since. The circumstan-
ces of this case, which we published a$ the time of
the occurrerce, are brisfly as follows :—As shown by
the evidence, father and son are addicted to quarrel-
ing ; on the night of the fatal encounter, the father
aroused the temper of his son by disturbing him
while asleep on the floor; after a few words the lat.
ter struck his father with a stick of stove wood, dis-
coloring one eye and causing his nose to bleed.
After this transaction the youth very indiffurently
composed himself to sleep again, and the father was
shortly after seized with convulsions witk which he
died. The deceaged appears to have been subject to
fits, and medical evidence sbowed that excessive pas-
sion might have brought on & tevers, snd, as it
proved, fatal attack. The physician who conducted
the post morfem examination, accerding to the Moni-
{or's report, gave this piece of evidence:—*I ex-
amined his body sud fourd it much discolored on
the back of his head, neck, and shoulders, On band-
ling the bead I found great mobility, and inferred
there must be dislocation of the neck. On cutting
at the left ear I found much extravasated blood,
which could only be caused by & blow. On cutting
down I found the gecond joint of the neck uad been
dislocated, and the ligaments rzptured with a quaa-
tity of loose blood deposited; The examination was
quite open. I feel quite satisfied that the ivjury spo-
ken of cuused death. There was o bruise on the
back of his head. I felt aatisfied that the neck was
dislocated by thiz blow. It was stated on the ia-

‘quest that deceased had fallen againat a chair and
‘hurt his eye.

If the dislocation had been forward
that fall might have occasioned his death, but as it
wag -it must have beea caused by a blow from be-
hind.* The mother and danghter, who were present
at the time of the guarrel, did not appeur inclined to
give particular svidence regarding the blow, and the
case presented a very remarkable family. The judge
delivered. o lengthy charge after the arguments of
counsel had been hearé, ande recommended that a
verdict of manslaughter and not murder should be

found. The jary after remaining out for some thirty
niinutes, returned a verdict of guilty of manslaugh-
ter, but recommended the prisoner to mercy.

' Ter BARTHQUAKR AT QUEREC.—At twenty minutes
past one o'clock yesterday "afiernoon the city was
startled with a loud rumbliog noise, which Iasted
fully five seconds. Without, people were gtartled
by the suddenness of the shock, and the thonght ocr
curred to pearly &very one that another explosion
had taken place. Uoming 50 soon after the late
explosion at the Arsenal workshop the surmise
wa3 not ay all onreasoneble. Here and thers crowds
ran into the street to see where the accident had oc-
curred, but finding no injury was done, the truth
soon flagshed upon their minds that the city had been
visited with & shock of an sarthqnake more vioient
and of langer duration than any that had ever oc-
curred within their memory., The vibration came
from the north-east, and appears to have run across
& portion of the continent.

It was felt at the same instant in 21l parts of the
city, though perbaps more sonsibly in Lower Town,
St. Rochs, and the valley of the St. Charles, than on
the high platean of the Upper Town and suburbg,—
There were two shocks ia succession, the first being
loud and sharp, and the second 2 low rumbling
noise. A report spread in St. Peter Street . that the
Gas Works had blown un,and ina {ew minutes the
vicinity of St, Paul's Market was crowded with peo-
ple. Pinding the Gas Works all safe, attention was
next directed to Upper Town, and every one asked his
ueighbor if 2 magazine bad not blown up, and his
neighbor asked the next man. Every one was fright-
ened ; every one knew something bed occurred, but
what that something was no one could tell. The
shock was 30 sudden thatto those who were within
doors it appeared as if the chimney, wall or roof of
their own or their neighbor's house bad given way
and wes tumbling down. At the Artillery Barracks,
the men ran from their rooma Into the square and up
towards the magazine, fully convinced that another
explosion had taken place. On the citadel, too,
where we are told the shock was most violent, the
men ran ie terror from their homb-proof rooms inte
the square, and crowded the ramparts to gee where the
explosion had occarred. We learn that in the ship-
yards at St. Rochs, the ships on the stocks waved to
and fro. Some persons say they distinctly saw the
river rise in aome parts to a height of nearly ten feet,
and that itreceded almost immediately. A philoss.
phic observer of popular delusions might have stu-
died his science to some advantage, for when the re-
port of the blowing up of the gas-works first spread
we heard no less than.e dozen persons sy that they
were nearly stifled to death with the smell of gas,

As will be geen from the following telegraphic re-
port, the volcanic henving took a somewhat eingular
and erratic turn. It was felt at Father Point, but
not River-du-Loup, At L'Islet the shock was so
violent as to nearly throw the cars off the track. At
Danville, on the line of the Grend Trusk Reilway,
two shocks were also sensibly felt, while at the next
station, Richmond, it was not heard. We thinl the
telegraph operators are in error with regard to time.
It could not have occurred at Father Point at eleven
in the morniag, at L'Islet and Danville at ‘he same
time—1.1¢ io the afternaon, and at Quebee some ten
minutes later, unless there were four shocks jnstead
of oane, which is very unlikely. At all events, the
earthquake of yesterday is the strangest penomenon
ever experienced in this latitude. We shall not be
surprised 1o hear, some couple of months hence, that
a terrible earthquake has taken place in some dis-
tant part of the globe.

Quebec has been many times visited with these
shocks, and in every instance they appearto hevo |
come from a northerly direction, The last shock wag
felt on the 10th of Qutober, 1860, about five o'clock in
the morning, but was not near so viclent as ibat of
yesterday. — Quebec Daily News, 2 Lst iast.

FrrguTFUL ACCIDENT.—A  correspondeat of the
Miramichi Gleaner, writing from Dalhousie on the
30th ultuno furnishes an account of o distressing ac-
cident in that neighborhood, * A calamity of a
most heart-rending nature occurred bere on the night
of Friday last. Mr. D, McIntosh of Jacquet River,
with his two sons and sop-in-law had gone up the
river eight or nice miles to prepare far sugar making.
They had beea busy makicg bark dishes for gather-
ing the sap, and had a good deal of ignitabie birch
bark ie their camp, which was strewn around
about the floor, & large portion of it beiog piled up
by the door, inside the camp, Things were in thia
state when they weat to bed, leaving & good fire
burning. About midaight, or a little before 1t, they
were aroused by a sense of suffoeation and hest, but
the work of destruction must have been fearfully ra-
pid, as iwo of them, the old man and one of his sons |
only awoke to the dreadfnl realization, in its fullest
extent, of a situation the most horrible perhaps that
the imagination can conceive of. The camp was
ooe livid blaze of fire and smoke from the burving
buark. The two men who escaped, rushed to the door
and ‘brough the thickest of the smoke and hottest
of the fire made their wny out, butthough dreadfully
burned and scarred—not a bair having been left en
their heads and tbeir lower limbs all blackened,—
They bad not yet experienced the full measure of
that, to them, awful night of agony. They were now
six miles from the ncarest house, without a stitch of
clothing save their shirts and e pair of socks each,
In this state, on an extremely cold night, they set
aut for help and kept together for about three miles,
when one of them could go no further, He desired
the other, ilowever, to proceed, and if he succeeded
in reaching the house,to send assistance to him, The
poor fellow reached the hause completely exhausted,
when his frst care was to send after his comrade,
who was brought in burned, ckarred, frost-bitten,
and altogether such a mass of dire suffering as we
would, in God's mercy, hopa never to have to re-
count itg like again. The two men are under treat.
ment of Dr. Shaw, who entertains hopes of theic
ultimate recovery. The remains of the old man and
his son were committed to the grave yesterday. The
atber son of Mr. M‘Intosh has died from the effect of
his burning. The father wus over fifty years, The
eldest son waa eighteen, and the other sixteen years.
The unfortunate man leaves 8 wife and 10 children.

Yesterday: morning & . case.of ‘arrest for desertion
from the British army occurred in in this city. As
the circumstances connected with it are peculiar we
give them in detail. It pppears that while the 30th
Regiment was garrisoned bere, & private belonging
to that corps, named James McGee, met, wooed, acd
won the daughter of an old soldier, ramed Ssmuel
Daonbar, Dunbar is a gallant old fellow who has
served hig country faithfully, having received an bo-
norable discharge from the service after he had at-
tained the rapk of serjeant. His loyalty and devo-
tion to the British Orown are not of words alone, for
in bis younger dags he proved, by deeds of valor, Lis
attachment to the old flag, beneath which itis his
glory to live, and in defending which it is bis wish
to die. So strong is his attachment to everything
British, and especially when connected with the
army, in which be himself has honorably served, that
he was glad to give the hand of his daughter to a
man wearing the humble but honorable uniform of a
private soldier. McGee was a well conducted man,
aud stood well in the estimation of his officece, 50
that the colonel offered no objection to his murringe.
Some short time after the two bad been made ooe,
the regiment received orders to remove to Moantrenl,
and McGee was, of course, compelled to go with the
others, and received permission to take his wife with
him, Tbe last words st parting that the old soldier
said to his son-in-law wers words of warning and
advice; telling him to remain loyal and true to bis
Queen and country, and to keep his name unstained
by any dishomorable metion, as & British soldier
should always do. Well, the regiment went to Mon-
treal, asour readers are aware, and shortly after
Dunbar was shocked to bear that his son-in-law, Mc-
Gee, had degerted the service and taken refuge uader
e stars and stripes, leaving his wife behind him.
The feelings of tbe old soldier can bo imagined on
hearing that one conunected with bim had commitied
such a violation of loyalty and honor. Sooumer, he
#aid, would he have scen nim dead before him than
known he had deserted his colors. Sending for his
deughter he had ber brought home, and with him
she has lived ever since. McGee, on deserting, pro-
cured employment in soma town in the State of New
York, and wrote oceasjonally to his wife and father-
in-law, informing them of his whereabouts, nnd stat-
ing that he wags doing well. He wighed to bave his
wife sent to him, but her father wrote that his deugh-
ter would never, during his life at 2ll events, live
with a deserter. The letters between the parties
then ceased, and Dunbar and his daughter cams to
the conclusion that McGee had given up all iden of
attempting to get his wife to follow him. Great,
however, was their astonishment yesterday morning,
when & cab drove up to the door of their home, and
McGee, dressed in the height of American fashion,
stepped from it and entered the house without cere-
mony. The wifa naturally flew to ber husband’s
arms, but net so the oid soldier. Going up to kis
son-in-law, he, in & atern, cool, determiued manner,
laid his band on MeGee's shoulder, snying—* yon
are my prisoner, [ arrest you for desertion from Her
Majesty’s army.” McGee was nstonished and at-
tempted to reason with the old man, sayisg to him,
‘surely you would not hand over your own son-in.
law for desertion.’ ¢ Yes, replied the old warrior
sternly, ' [ would, and do, nad even if you were my
own son, or my own brother, I would niot let you es-
cape, You nrea traitor, and assuch Iarrest yon,
n0 matter what you may be to me’ The daughter
ther supplicated on bebalf of ber husband, but even
her tears could not make the old man forget his duty
and loyalty. Ho conveyed bis prisoner to the bar-
racks and handed him over to the military authori.

I3 not
this a queer raarket to ship Eoglish girla to, where
war is continuing maids and making widows, aund
where sewing-women make coats aad pantaloons for
twenty-five cents ench, drawers for six cents, fine
shirts for twenty-five cents, and other articles nt
prices which make it an unfathomable; mystery how
they keep soul and body togetber; and this too,
with coal st from twenly-eight to forty cents per
bushel, and beef at twenty cents per pound, and

" We are feeling the effect of the war severely.
Every article of manufacture and consumption is
taged to its bighest, to raise a revenue, Numbers
of articles that woe used to conaider necessaries, such
ag coffee, sugar, &c., we now do without. The duty
on cotton has algo been raised still higher, but wear-
ing apparel we cannot do without. The copscrip-
tion has caused the grestest consternation among
the Norwegians in my peighborbood. The acenes
witnessed by me were heart-rending. Those men
who were able to sell their cattle aud mortgage their
farms to raise the $300 commutation, paid it cheer-
fully ; others who had large families to support, with
only 40 acres of land, and could not borrow the
money, were dragged away by the Provost Marahal,
and sent to the army of the South-west. The com-
mutation had agnin to be paid in Govurnment funds,
and these had to be brought ata high premium.—

The Catholic Church and Belgum have. just
lost a faithful son and a vahant defender. -Mgr.
1. Joha Baptist Malou, the illustrious Bishop of
Bruges, is dead.  Born at Ypres in 1819, he
was called by Pius IX, from tke Theological
Chair of the University of Lourvain in 1848 to
succeed Mgr. Boussen, so that his short but bril-
hant career as Bishop was scarcely 14 years.
He died on Wednesday, March 24th, from the
‘effects of a dolorous malady, which caused him
excruciating pam, almost incessantly for more
than two years. Yet the noble spirit. within
would not yield to mere physical suftering ; and:
while he could hold pen n his feeble hand, he
ceased not to write in defence of the Church and
the liberties of Belgium. His last - work, © A
Preparation for deatb,’ was written-while he him-
self was standing on the confines of his mortal
day, and 1s replete with beautiful thoughts on that
solemn subject. His work , % The Immaculate
Copcephion as a Dogma of Faith,” 1s a treasury
of all the Fathers have wrilten on that interest-
ing question, and shows at once that its author
was a learned theologian and a profound thinker.
Nor were they theological questions alone
which occupied the fecund mind of Mgr. Malou:
he also took part in every question of interest
which of late years have been discussed in Bel-
gium. He was especially prominent in the ¢ Ce-
meteries question,” and wrote so determinedly
and forcibly on the point, that be made himself
the terror of the Lubera)s and Freemasons, who
are even now gloating dver his death, asif it
were a real triumph to them.

Pispyoxt.—War, imminent long, seems more so
than ever, and the correspondences of every journal
of Northern and Austrian Italy add fresh confirma-
tion to the certainty of an outhreak., The forts are
now complely armed, and the defects I mentioned to
you in my last remedied by strengthening the earth
works. The spirit of the [mperial army leaves no-
thing to be desired, and the knowledge that Ger-
many ag one man will back the Austrian arms, aad
that the complications betwesn the great powers of
England and France are such as to render common
action for above & fow weeks a sheer impos-
sibility, acts ns & spur to the enthusiasm that
is burning to avenge Solferino aund Mageata. No-
where is this feeling more openly enunciated than in
the speech made by the venerable Governor of
Mantua, Baron Stankowitz, to his garrisor, and
which i3 regarded by the whole Italian Press as the
forerunner by but a very brief space of a declaration
of war, ‘Russia,’ said the Baron addressing his of-
ficers, ‘engaged by her own interests in the Polish
question, will make no allinnce save with Austria
and Prussia. That cordial understanding is now
complete, and the provinces of Hungary and Gallicia
are consequently guaranteed to us, which will ena-
ble us to demand and obtain satisfaction from Pied-
mont, our eternal enemy, by means of a rapid inva-
sion of the Italian Duchies.

And why
in effect should France engage in the contest 7~—the
differences of opinion existing between ber and Eng-
land, her embarragsments in Mexico, the opposition
of the nation, her finances fallen into discredit, must
cause ber to reflect. She has no longer another
Nice, another Savoy to acquire, and she will leave
Piedmont to get out of the scrape as she can. As
for ourselves, leaving to diplomats more skilled than
those of 1859, the task of justifying onr movements,
we ghall resume our ancient supremacy in Italy.’

Your very able Turin cor-
respondent leaves me nothing to say on the recent
debates on the 'Perequazion,’ save thatits provi-
sions have added, if anything could add, to the ex-
treme discontent in Naples, where the impost falls
with great severity ; the land under the Bourbons
having been comparatively unburdened and every
encouragement given to pastoral and agricultural
pursuits ; the farming in Terra di Lavoro, and the
valleys of the Abruzzi especially being almost as
bighly cultivated as Bedford Level, and coming al-
most under the class of garden-husbandry. Since
the Piedmontese occupation, an immense deteriora-
tion has taken place, from the conscription and con-
sequent subtraction of labor and the very insecure
state of the country, no one caring to favest capital,
or send produce far at the risk of losing it. The Re-
action is again rising to fresh life and vigor, and in
the Terra di Liavoro especially and the Beneventano,
the incresse in the numbers of bands is very great,
and all have mounted the Bourbon cockade, and are
principally composed of refractory conseripts, and
ex-officers of the army, joined with the Royalist pea-
santry of the district, There is ocne body of more
than 300 in the Passof Itri; a reconnaissance in
pursuit of it was made a foew days since by the gar-
rison of Gaeta. In Basilicata, though Ninco Nanco
was killed, after his surrender by the way, and in
cold blood, his men are fighting under Egidione, and’
the presence of twelve or thirteen large bands in the
province testifies to the small progress made by Ge-
neral Palinvicini in hig crusade. You see in the
telegrams that Carusso is shot—true, but nobody
carea for Carusso, he was only & name, and the ele-
ment of disorder and resistance remains untoached
save to the amount of the unit of reactionary huma-
nity sent to his account.

RUSSIA AND POLAND.

A Polisk insurgent detachment had crossed the
Prussiag froatier into Poland, and had a sanguinary
conflict with the Rissians,

The Paris Correspondent of the Jadependance has
the following :—* 1t is affirmed thata treaty has been
signed between Garibaldi, Kossuth, and a member of
the Polish National Government, for what purpose
may be readily conjectured, and that the object of
Garibaldi's visit to London is to obtain financial re-
sources to carry out this vast conspiracy. I give
tkis ag one of the thousand rumours to which the
journey of the celebrated Italinn patriot is attributed.
But in any case I doubt whether this levying of war
will have the least chance of producing any effect so
long as the French Government continnes its deter-
minatian not to give ita support to the cause of de-
mocracy of Europe.’

Procraxarioy orF Tae PowisE Prasanrey.—The
Polish peasants have issued a proclamation address-
ed to the National Government, which i3 now being
extensively circulated in Poland. The parties issu-
ing the proclamation profesa to have been delegated
by the communes of Kujavia, Cracow, Mazavia, San-
domir, and Lublin, to consider the misfortunes which
bang over their country, and the proper means of
remedying them, and have determined —after mature
reflection, and after having consulted the most en-
lightened and experienced men they could find—to
gsummon the whole nation to & eommon and -vell-
considered action. They deny empbhaticaily that
the peasants are against the insurrection, and say
that the time hag come to putan end to the machi-
pations of the enemies of their country, and to pre-
gerve their children from the taint of corruption.
The proclamation concludes as follows:—'In the
name of God, of our country, of our homes, we bave
revolved to proclaim & general risicg en musee for the
spring of 1864, leaving our Nationdl Government o
designate the day on which it i3 to take place, Art. 1,
Every man between the ages of 15 and 60, ex-
cept the infirm, and the sick who cennot walk, shall
present himself at the call, provided with provisions
for ten days, and armed with a haichet, B scythe, or
anything he can get. - The commune will provide to
the best of itg ability for those of ita members who
have neither scythes nor hatchets. ‘Art. 2, The de-
legates of the commune shall divide the peasants in-
to teng, give them chiefs and lead them to the meet-
ing house of the commune, The councillors will ap-
point captaing, majors, and colonels and form com-
pauies, battalions, and regiments; after which they
will ‘take them  to the district town, thence to the
Goverzment town, sud finally to Warsaw.” Art. 3.

There were no gunboats
near by to render assistance to the beleaguered gar-
rison, nor were there vessels to remove tbe troops
when a further defence of the Fort became possible,
The reported wholesale slaughter of the white and
colored sodiers in the Fort will cause a thrill of hor-
ror throughout the country ; but we prefer to refrain
from comment until all the facts in the cage are
known. If the colored iroops and their white offi-
cers were all killed, it is strange that & number of
them should have been removed to the steamer
which stopped at the Fort 10 bring away the wounnd.
ed. The country has been so often deceived by ro-
ports touching the conduct of the rebels to biack
soldiers, that it has lost implicit fuith in all such
gtories. The country will very naturally marvel
where the Union armies are- gone to which should
bave protected Tennessee and Kentucky from thig
raid, The probabilities are that they are employed
in chasing up toe few stray rebels concentrated in
Western Louisiana nnd Northern Texas. All these
military misfortunes seem to come from the unfor-
