loved ones insufficiently provided for, so nothing can so fully
Counteract that feeling as the assurance that those dependent
upon him shall not be left to suffer in case their nîatural pro-
tector should fall in the discharge of duty. As for the rest,
it is still a serious question whether, and to what extent, the
lives of those brave men who have fallen, and thre sufferings
of others, are due to the neglect of the Council to supply
the Chief with the appliances for whicl lie hiad asked, or to

Culpable economiy whiich runs up frail buildings to unneces-
8ary ieigits ou inîsutiicient foundations, anxious only to

obtain the largest aiount of accommodation at the smallest
cost. The necessity of supplying our fireien with the best
Possible engines and other appliances for putting out fires,
and for enforcing a rigid inspection of buildings in course of
erection, are the two great lessons taught by these sad events
at too great cost.

It is very inucl to be regretted that so0
111adian Question , ,---little liberality to what is British is shown

by the average Congressman ait Washing-
ton. Surely the tinie bas coune wlen an end mnight be put
to exhibitions of hostility towards proposals favourable to
Gireat Britain, when th ere is no other ground of hostility.
When in 1871 the Geneva arbitration awarded a large sui
to thîe United States on account of damages inflicted by
S'oUthern cruisers on iercha nt shipping, the British Parlia-
nient pronptly voted the anount, though the ground of the

was questionable and the anount was felt to be exces-
Sive. As a niatter of fact not enough claims for daniages to
elxhaust the suai were allowed by the United States courts,
anld to this day there is a large capital amount, with accrued

unexpended. This procedure of the British Parlia-
ment is in sharp contrast with the reluctance of Congress to
Vote the aînount agreed upon as fair compensation to Cana-
dian sealers. The agreement was ertered into by the Bri-
tish Minister and the Secretary of State on the assunption
that a lumîîp suni would do just as well, and would save expense
arud tinme that night be consuined in taking evidence. Half
a 'Illion dollars cannot possibly enîbarrass the revenue of
the United States, and to vote it at once would lie a grace-
ful ending of a long dispute.

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Jir'dstreet's journal makes a suggestiOn

Cur eney respecting the present currency system of
the United States which seens to be eni-

nently feasible. A considerable portion of the paper curreney

is made up of national legal-tender notes redeeniable in

gold, and though these are not, to any great extent, presented

for redemption in the ordinary course of trade, they mnay be

presented in considerable quantities whenever gold is needed

for export. In this way the tendency of the gold reserve in

the Treasury to run down below the legal minimum of, 100,
000,000 is greatly aggravated, and dangerous disturbances

are either created or intensified. When the gold reserve

becomes less than the anount fixed by law, the Government

nust issue bonds-that is, borrowgold-to replenish the Trea-

sury. As the law now stands only higl-interest bonds may

be issued for this purpose, and Bradstreet's suggestion is that

Congress pass a law authorizing a low-interest issue of bonds

suflicient to retire all the legal-tender notes, thus converting

them into a simple addition to the national debt. To fill up

the vacuum so created in the currency it is further suggested

tlat the national banks be allowed to increase their issues,
the new bonds becoming a basis for the new issue as the

older bonds are the basis of the present bank note circulation.

As Congress is not likely during the present session to act

on Secretary Carlisle's message, and create a new bank-note

issue, based on other securities than national bonds, the

adoption of the plan outlined by Bradstreet's would afford

tinie to give fuller consideration to more radical proposals.

The message sent by President Cleveland
The Gold
Thenic. to Congress on Monday, is, like previous
Panic, t

messages penned by the saine iand, a stal-

wart document. It gives only an outline of the present

financial crisis, but it presents its features so clearly that Con-

gress will assume a very seriousrespoisibility if it fails to act on

Mr. Cleveland's advice and yet declines to provide an.y other

mode of relief fron au intolerable position. The $100,-

000,000 of gold required by law to lie kept in the treasury

for the redemption of such legal tender notes and silver cer-

tificates as nay be presented for conversion into gold has

dwindled away to one-lialf of that amount in spite of the

fact that twice within the past year the Goverînent lias

added $50,000,000 to the national debt for the purpose of

replenishing the gold reserve. Unfortunately, when legal

tender notes come back for redemption the law compels the

treasury to reissue them so as to keep up the amount in
circulation, an d there is nio reason why this process of adding
to the national debt by the issue of interest-bearing bonds
should not go on indefinitely. To make mnatters worse the

present law allows the Government to issue only five per cent.

bonds, thougli any desired ano mît of gold could easily 'be

purchased by an issue of three-per-cents. The President

advises Congress to authorize by law (1) the issue of bonds

bearing interest at three per cent. and for fifty years ; (2)

the cancellation of legal tender (greenback) notes, amounting
to $345,000,000, and of treasury notes anounting to $150,
000,000, whenever they are redeened by the treasury depart-
ment ; (3) the acceptance of lega 1 tender and treasury notes
f roui the purchasers of these bon ds, with a view of liasten-
ing their retirenent frot circulation ; (4) the addition of
the proposed bond issue to the bonds already used as security
for the national bank note issue; and (5) the cancellation of all
national bank notes under $10, and of all silver certificates over
that denomination. What the President proposes amounts

to the withdrawal of all Governmient notes except silver

certificates from circulation ; the limitation of national bank

notes to large, and of silver certificates to small denomina-

tions, and the enlargeinent of the national bank issue by
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jusf the anîount of Goverînment inotes withdrawn from cir-
culation.

T HiE difficulties between the authorities and the students cf
the University of Toronto seetu to uis to cail for a

more circuinspeet treatrnent titan the stibject receives front a
section of thte daily press. Soutle of tire evening papeis coni-
tained in evety issue for the ias4t two weeks senisatioîîal re-
ports cf the troubles, ai based on the gossip cf the college
corridors and on the statements -of excited stuidents. The
extrente vociferousnless of niettîlers cf the uîîdetgraduate
body on the cite band, ani, on the other, thte ail but comr-
plote reticence cf the University Counicil in regard1 to its
action, bave led those tînwilling ti exercise care in tire fcrina-
tioti cf their opinions tc the conclusicon that the autîtorities
hiave seriously erred cri sortie point cf discipline. Tlue genleral
puic anti a portionf cf the press ti lot appear to recognize
tliat it 15 îlot a wise tltiîw for the governing bcdy' cf aîiv
educational institution also te appeal te the public when theo
students ventilate thoir grievances iii the newspapers. Tfle
unwisdoîn cf such a course was iliustrated by wbat lîappcnred
after thte publication cf the Ccuncil's brief statemîent last
woek. Sortne cf thte evening papers xvoîe fulior t#Mn usual cf
the gossip cf the corridors and cf the foolisîs chargets on the
part cf the students.

The readiîîess cf a portiont of the press4 to clîronicle the
achiet ements and stateitients cf the mutincus undergraduates
and the iînperfoct way in which the public appears to formi
conclusions concerning the troubles, constitute the greatest
obstt/cles to air amicable settiement. The clameour which the
students have succeeded in raising has led theni te think
that they have the sympatlîy cf the public and they are,
therefore, encouraged te persovere in their rebellicus attitude,
while the Council, evon ini ai attompt te follow a policy of
extreme modoration, run the risk cf boing iaînpered at every
turn. In fact, ene is justified in saying that the acute con-
dition cf the troubles may, in large part, be attributed te

the public press magnifying every syrnptem. cf dissatisf actiont
aiîcî gt the students.

The questicn cf thte proper attitude cf the press anid
public itn sucl ir affait' is one ini regard ttî wbich wo 111,1Y
lctLt't scîtethuing frocnt the experietîcos of ctber institutios,
especially thte Univeusitios cf Oxfotrd atnd Camnbridge. It
îtîay lie intet'esting te eur readers te recail the itncident', cf
the dispute betwoon the students aind the gcverniîîg body'
cf Christ Churchi Colloge at Oxford, wbichi teck place laiSt
yeat' and whichl led te a letîgthy anîd excited newspaper dis-
cussion. It appears tliat, net infrequeîîtiy, thîe students ef
one colloge have, directly otr indiî'ectly, invited intvasions5 Of
tîteir college by tiiose cf atiothet', thte result cf the invasionl
being bi'ckon windows and fui'niture. 'flic invasion xvas
always t'egarded as ani opportunity foir gratifyîng grudges
against thte coliloge donîs and the invaders genietally escapedl
puiishînient, tle studeîïts, of the invaded collegre î'efusiîîg tti
reveal thte naines cf the offenders, Wli( xvere, of course, ab-
solutely unlznown tii the authorities. On the occasionil'~
question, iii Christ Chiurcb, the invadoî's broke nmore tîtaut five
hundred windows.

"Iurrepouiie, indoleîî---'-TENNYSON,.

TE Canadians are not interesting. Nobody has dis-
covered that we are "precociously, neurotically

amorous," or that we are perpetually drunk ; or that tie
cities we built on hills really lie in valleys. We are not even
worth abusing. The literary globetrotter glances at Niagara
in his flight and, on tle strengtlh of a single squint at the
natives, classifies us as Indians, Americans, or cab-drivers, if be
has time to mention us at all. 'lie truth is we are compact
of sober, inconspicuous, commionplace virtues; and though
we xay have a knack of building railr'oads and settling
countries and paying our debts, it calls for no especial notice.
Then, our country is not one where the unexpected happens
where swans are black, for instance, or politicians, honest.
Besides poor little Canada is overshadowed by her big nîeigh-
hour. The Great Colony thouglh she he, she dwindles in the
inevitable conparison with e Great Republic. Size counts
for so nucli. What are five alongside sixty millions of what
a friend proudly calls, tbe Angola-Saxon race ? But on the
other-side of the world, a still sinaller branch of thre race fills
a larger place in thle eye of the world than we do, and
attracts attention in thie inverse ratio of its distance froin
the centre of things. Why is Australia so interesting wien
Canada is not ? One reason is, she las a literature.

The greatest naine iii that literature is Adan Lindsav
Cordon. Of his life, we know next to nothing. The pre-
face by M arcus Clarke to thre fifth edition of his "Poems" (Mel-
burne, N.r.) gives the vaguest information regarding him,
and the Contemporary Review (vol. 52, pp. 401-404) is not
mucl better. Thre latter states that his father was Major
Gordon, as if that were any distinction. Whien were there
not a dozen Major Gordons on the Armuy List ? Still this is
an advance on the indefinite " English oflicer " of the preface.
Tie only writer who made nie feel as if Gordon had ever
lived is our own General Strainge. In his dashing tale of
" Gunner Jingo's Jubilee," we learnî that lie and the poet
were cadets at Woolwici together, and that lie broke the
head of the " dreany youth " with a ruler one day for inat-
tention. From Woolwich be went to Merton, got into
trouble about horses, emigrated to Australia, failed in sheep
farming, won a steeple-chase in 1868, published a volume of
poeins and was found beside his rifle one morning with a
bullet through his brain.

Comxpared with Gordon, no Canadian verser has the
ghost of a public. Out college students, many teachers, and
sone cultivated men and womiei know sonething of our best
imien's best work. Between Halifax and Toronto there are
not a few such points of light. But the sad fact renains
that only two or three bave got beyond a first edition. Omit-
ting froin the count the French, who have a literature of
their own, not more than oie Canadian in a hundred bas read
a single verse of a Canadian poet. I blame neither the poets
nor the public. Nothing would give nie greater pleasure
than to be proved iii the wrong. But thre assertion is înot
mîade hastily. On the other hand, tie three million Englishi
of the sister colony are said to know Gordon by heart. To
say nothing of tlîe many editions, the mass of direct testi-
mîony to his popularity is most complete. Thre Principal of
Queen's tells us that the very "lairikins " know " How We
Beat thre Favourite," and the "larrikins " correspond to our
leisure class, whose only occupation is to stand on the street-
corners and project tobacco-juice into space. In order to
describe an incredibly uncultured Australian, a recent writer
stated he had not heard of Gordon.

Witlhal, the admitted fact of Gordon's popularity strikes
a Canadian as curious. The few of us who read indigenous
poetry are rather particular. Our writers may- not have
reached the popular heart; but they have not asked us t)
admire scraps of cheap erudition and flimsy sentiment. What

Tlîe monks, and at one timne the Inquisition, threatenred
to place lus bocks under the ban aîîd bis life iii jeopardy.
By Pi-otestant contemporaries and iii Protestant tlîeolcgical
history bie was and stili is accused of evasion and cowardice.
It is ceirtain tÉbat lie frankly eudeavoured te de everytbing
that prudence could do te avoid falliîîg into the fangs cf tbe
Holy Office. He would bave had ne consolation nder the
fate cf the Protestant martyrs, for bis conscience did net
lead himi (itler te tlîeir zeal or te their convictions. To
judgre imii fairly we must read bis wlîole case, as stated in

bis încst private letters, as well as in those cf a more public

cliaracter ; and we mnust read tbem witb unprejudiced minds.
Life, for its own sake, could bave bad little cbarm for

a dependent scbclar, cut off frorn rnost cf the joys cf exist-

ence, and racked with cruel ailmnents almcst frorn his ycuth
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up. The studies bie was pursuing were bis sole deliglit
They bad been useful and, lie believed, were destincd to b,
stili more useful, to bunîanity. A mani who wisbied to lea(
a quiet life and1 pursue bis studies in peace, in that age, wa
hound to cunsult witli caution, even withi craft.

The letters, selected and lininously arranged by Froude

.show, in the ciearest manner, the real nature of the contro
versies of the period, in which Erasm-us flot always willing
ly played so marked a part. The papacy is seen to b(
swayed by two antagonistic forces :the corrupt monastik
orders on orie side, the statesmen, and, to no sm-rall extent,
the regular Bisbops, on the other. iThe life work of Erasmus
wvas an attack on the undeniable license an(i degradation oi
the mionastie oî'ders, the ignorance of the universities, and
the pri<le, iuxury, aund neglect oif duty of the Princes of the
Churcli. O>f the regular Bishops iii Gernîany and England
rnany were, on the whole, witlî Erasmus. The ntiost enlighit-
ened Catholic statesrnen were unaniînousiy so. Many of the
Cardinals werc bis friends and, lie believed, sincerely sympa-
thized witli the cause of reforin. The question through-
out bis lifetime was, to whichi side would the successive
Popes incline. 0f more tItan one of themn Erasmius cntertained
brighit hopes. Unlîappily fatal influences too long inclined
the scale iii favýour of the worse irîstead. of the better advisers
aroun<i the papal tlirone. The influence of the mnonastic
orders and the pluralist Princes of the Churcli were always
closest to the Pope's car, and always interested in liindering
eîilightennient and reforni. lThe finan cial necessîties ari8ing
out of the expensiveness of the Romtan Court, and the magni-
fluent eaor amibition, of Leo, tlîe builder oif St. Peters,'wvere a powerful temptation to maintain the papal income
fromn the pernicious systein of farining out the sale of indul-
g1ences, from patronage, and other crying abuses. Various
political interests of Popes, Emnperors and Kings added per-
plexity to tîte tangled skein.

Thie -Meaning o f Ilistory.

R. FREDERICK HARRISONS writings are alwaysMinteresting and always intellectually stimuiating.
The present volumte inoexception to this ri.I t is rmade
up of a collection of essays designed to s.tiniulate the Ilsyste-
rnatic study of general history." In bis preface the authur
reînarks that these essays are tîte permanent and condensed
form of bistorîcal lectures, given in a series of courses at
various places of education. Several of the papers have
already appeared in the -Fort nightly Reviezw and iii one or
two otîter periodicals, and were noticed by THE WEEK ontheir publication. We are glad that these valuable essays
have been collected and publisbed in book foi-in. They are
well worth preservation and careful study.

Eigbt of the seventeeni chapters are under the general
heading of "lThe Meaning of Hîstory " ; the remnaining por-
tion of the book is headed the Il City in History. )

The first two chapters of the first part are among tlîe
most important. They deal with the "lUse of History " and
the "lConnection of History." After showing tbat, in all
political, ail social, ahl humnan questions whatever, history is
the main resource of the enquirer, and that we are strong
only as we wisely use the materials and follow in the track
provided by the efforts ef mankind, Mr. Frederick Harrison
goes on to say that the experience of everyone who lias ever
engaged in any public movement whatever reminds him
Ilthat every step made in advance seems too often wrung
l)ack froîn lim by soîne sulent and unnoticed power; lie bias
felt enthusiasm give way to despair, and hopes become noth-
ing but recoliections." And this unseen power is the Past.
l It is the accumulated wills and works of al mankind around

us and before us. lIt is civilization. lIt is that power wbich
to understand is strength, which to repudiate is weakness.
Let us not think that there can be any real progress made
which is not based on a sound knowledge of the living insti-
tutions and the active wants of mankind. If we can only
act on nature so, far as we know its laws, we can only influ-
ence society so far as we understand its elements and ways.

Lectures. (New York: E. & J. B. Young & Ce. 1894.
Price :,1.)- The New York Cliurcb Club is carrying on itscwn chosen werk with zeal and success. In its successive
serues cf lectures it lias dealt, through its appointed preacliers,
witb the bistcry cf the Church, the doctrines, and the life
cf the Churcli ; and in the present senies tire dlaims cf thePapal chair are considered. This volume, altbough proceed-
ing frcm different bîands, is a gccd one front beginning te
end. Tire first three lectures, dealing with "lSt. Peter andRoman Priinacy," with "lSardica and Appeals te Rome,"
and witlî the IRise cf Papal Supreunacy," are perbaps cf lessinterest than thcse which fcllow, net because tliese subjectsare treated insufficiently, but because the greund bas already
anîd recently been sc well trcdderî. But the last tbree byMr. Ritchie cf Philadelphia, Dr. Crapsey cf Rchlester, andBîsbcp Hall cf Vermiont,' are very vigorcus and initeresting
essays indeed. Mr. Ritchie, wbilst utteniy disallowing thepapal dlaims, shows a sympathy with the papal side ini thecentrcversy witb the Empire, whîicb. we do net altogether
disapprove, while we must also declare that bie Shows a very
defective apprebiensimi cf the imperial side. Dr. Crapsey,on the ether hand, while wniting as vigorously, dees justicete, beth sides. Bisbep Hall's handling cf the new doctrine
cf "lPapal Infallibiiity " is tborougb, effective, and ccoi-
clusive.
